BULLETINS FROM
BIRDLAND
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We are inclined to think that

bird banding is something essen-

tially modern. True, it is less than

30 years since this has been done

on a large scale, and improvements

ave still being made. However, birds

were marked way back in the first

century, and as long ago as 1710

a Heron was found in Germany

weaning on its leg a ring that had

been attached in Turkey several

years before. Around 1803 Audu-

bon, the noted bird artist, placed

silver wires around the legs of two

fledglings Phoebes and so was able

to identify them in the same neigh-
bourhood the following year.

Less than 100 years later Prof.

Mortensen of Denmark placed

aluminum rings on Starlings,

Storks and several birds of prey.

Then in Germany theringing of

birds was begun, and almost si-

multancously Paul Bartsch banded

100 Herons in America. But it was

not until about 1920, after the 1.8.

Bureau of Biological Survey had

taken the responsibility of suppiy-

ing bands and keping records, that

real systemcame into the under-

taking. Mr. F. C. Lincoln was put

in charge, and the machinery be-

gan to hum. Canada and the Unit-

de States agreed to use a common

set of numbers on the bands.

Jack Miner, at Kingsville, Ont-

ario, carried on the work of band-

ing Ducks and Geese for 35 years,

and now his sons are running this

wonderful Bird Sanctuary where

thousand of birds are banded each

year.

Banding is now considered a

most valuable method of bird

study. The smal aluminum rings

graded in size to fit ail species aud

marked with a number and return

address, come from the govern-

ment arranged on bent wires that

resemble safety pins. Special tools

(tiny pliers and awls) are requir-

ed to fasten them on the birds.

Full records are kept, and all in-

formation is sent to headquarters:

Ottawa for Canadians. When a
banded bird is recovered, the band-
er is notified, and the finder re-

ceives a card stating when and

where the band was attached.

At first only nestlings were
banded. Now they are considered
too young, and either fledglings,

or adults, caught in especially

fully studied and liberated. A
skilled bander can discover many
facts about the migration, how

the young scatter in successive sea-

sons, the extent and relative per-

manence of an individual’s terri-
tory, weight at different seasons

and times of day, how long a bird
lives, its parasites, plumage,

moulting, and individual charac-

teristics. .

— then the ‘profit motive’ ap-
plies to every human activity.

Under our system, a business must
offer what its customers want.
Our system is based on economic

as well as political democracy,

and under the capitalistic system

in Canada, we have one of the
highest standards of living the
world has seen. Our standards of
individual freedom are as high
as any in the world, and nearly
all Canadians work. If we use our
opportunities for education, skill,

improvement and experience, we

can go far, whether we work for
others or for ourselves.

Two Economic Systems

“There are two main economic
systems, Our capitalistic system
is one; the other is the totalitarian

system in which the government
has supreme authority. Although

There may be something to be said in favor of price control in

time of war, even though such control is for the most part & mere

gesture and does not in reality keep down the cost of things in
general and the cost of living in particular. We know that we were

fooling ‘ourselves into thinking that by fixing the nominal prices of
certain essential commodities we were saving money, whereas we
were merely shifting the natural increased cost of those commodities
into subsidies and other subterfuges which we had to pay for in extra
taxes. Moreover, the cost of controlling prices in itself must have
added considerably to the overall cost of living.

But Britain is falling between
the two stools of socialism and
capitalism. While the Labor Gov-
ernment is doing its utmost to
establish socialism, it is appealing
to capitalist private enterprise for
help in bringing about the New
Order. In other words, the British
capitalists are being urged to as-
sist in the process of eliminating
themselves. The Government is
also appealing to capitalists in the
United States and Canada for help
in that process. This is hardly Nevertheless the psychological * =

effect of price control may have
helped to prevent a runaway in-
flation. But most of the arguments
that have been put forward in

favor of the rigid controls during
war do not apply to peace time.

The purpose of wartime controls
was to restrict the production and
distribution of manufactured goods
and commodities, upon the free-

dom of which the commercial life
of the nation depends in time of
peace. In war our freedoms, even
our personal freedoms, are for the

time being suspended. Commercial
enterprise and competition, which

are the stimulants of peace-time
industry, cease to exist. This was

seen in the suspension of com-

petitive and promotional advertis-
ing of popular goods during the  

war. Prices were fixed at profit-
able levels, but profits were heavily
taxed and all other incentives to
enterprise and extension of busi-
ness were arrested.

Cast-iron restrictions and high
taxation that were necessary for
the successful prosecution of the
war have become the shackles of
industry now that the war is over,
when unhampered enterprise is
needed for the recovery of peace-
time trade and commerce. In
Canada these shackles have been
loosened to some extent and a
measure of recovery has been
achieved, but in Britain they are

still handicapping private enter-
prise and rendering recovery more
difficult. From the Labor Govern-  

fair, to say the least, and it is a
policy of national frustration.
State Socialism and a vigorous
private enterprise are two oppo-
sites, and the situation jis like that

of a freight train with an engine
at both ends, each pulling In the
opposite direction.
The same applies to war-time

bureaucratic controls and taxes
which have been carried over into
the peace in Canada. ;
Such controls — as they were

originally intended — act as a
brake on private enterprise, while
high taxes weaken the sinews of
industry and discourage labor.
Both have the effect of increasing

the costs of production and raising
prices, thus reducing the purchas-
ing power of wages.

Nowadays we know that alco-

hol has no nutritional value. It

can neither repair nor build tis-
sue. It contains no minerals, no
vitamins and no other substance
necessary for maintaining health,
In fact, it actually hinders the
absorption of vitamins and takes
away the desire for needed foods.
A pint of whisky yields 1,200

calories—but only calories. No
proteins, no minerals, no vita-
mins. It satisfies the desire for
food to the extent that it sup-
lies calories, and hence reduces
the intake of essential food-
stuffs. The Inevitable insufficien-
cy of essential nutrients follow-
ing prolonged substitution of
alcohol for food produces a
variety of diseases. Fatty infil-
tfation of the liver is found in
about 75 per cent of all chronic
alcoholics.

According to the autopsy re-

cords of many hospitals, cirrhosis
of the liver oocurs nearly nine
times more often in the chronic
alcoholic than in the abstainer.

Polyneuritis, sometimes known

as dry beri-beri or simple vita-
min B deficiency, occurs in

some 20 per cent of these drink-
ers. Another 20 per cent develop
wet beri-beri, which is usually

manifested by a dilated heart
and swollen extremities,

Because of a deficiency of the

B-complex vitamins, about 13
per cent of all chronic alcohol-
ics who come to hospitals suf-
fer from alcoholic pellagra.

When alcohol replaces food over

a long period of time, the mul-
tiple deficiencies often result in
brain diseases, such as Wer-
nicke's disease, which are charac-
terized by a diminution of con-
sciousness. Before the discovery

of vitamin therapy, death speed-
ily ensued in practically all these
cases, but now a large percent-
age of them are saved.
The mortality rate of child-

ren from alcoholic families is
nearly twice as high as among
children of temperate families.
The economic, social and hygien-

ic deterioration of the alcoholic
family contributes to the spread
of disease, especially tuberculo-
sis. The children who do survive
are deprived of a good environ-
ment for the best physical and
mental growth.

The chronic alcoholic cares,
more for his liquor than for his
family. He nags, he shouts, he
quarrels, he blames his wife for
unfaithfulness without cause and
often threatens the lives of
those he loves. I have seen
mothers collapse trying to en-
dure with patience the burden
of a drunken husband. Accord-
ing to reliable court records, 20
to 30 percent of our divorces are
caused by alcohol, because its
excessive use makes a man
physically. and often economical-
ly unfit for married life.

price of shortening?
A. The ceiling price of shorten-

ing varies according to the brand.
If you would give us details of the
name of the brand and your deal-
er, we would be pleased to check

and give you the proper ceiling
price.

Q. My grocer is still taking

sugar coupons for corn syrup. I'm

sure it is no longer rationed. Am I
right?

A. Yes, you are right. Send in
the name of your grocer and we

will check at once as to why he is
asking for sugar coupons on a

product which is no longer ration-
ed.

Q. I purchased a pair of in-

fants white boots and paid 98c.

They were too large so I returned
them and bought a pair of the
very same shoes at another store
and was charged $1.39. Is there

a ceiling price on shoes?
A, There is no ceiling price on

footwear of any kind now. When
you bought these boots, the ceil-
ing price was still in effect and you
were not overcharged. The store

Usually Cause
Of Artery Ills
Excessive mental work is more

likely than hard physicel labor to
cause arteriosclerosis — hardening

of the arteries— and more men

than women suffer from that ma-
lady.
"A well-established condition of

arteriosclerosis is made aparent by
the rigid and tortuous condition of
the arteries which, to the touch,
feel: like a string of beads. The
earlier symptoms areless definite
and often are so slight as to pass
unnoticed.

These symptoms arise from a
diminished blood supply, resulting
fromthe thickened condition of the
arteries which reduces their inner
capacity. Naturally, symptoms
vary acording to the parts of the
body which are being deprived of
à normal blood supply.

Thus, if the arteries supplying
the brain are affected, there will
be increasing loss of memory, in-
ability to sleep properly, defec-
tiveness of judgment, irritability
and despondency. In the aged, suf-
ferers are restless, even delirious,
during the night. During the day
they are drowsy.

Breathing Affected
Arteriosclerosis affecting the

heart produces notable changes in

the condition and functioning of

that organ. The change is likely

to be shown first by a shortness

of breath. The attacks come on

suddenly at night. Sometimes the
patient is afraid to go to sleep.

At others the attacks resemble

bronchial asthma. In cases where

the muscle of the heart is much

affected, or there is a coronary
defect, there is likely to be dis-

tress in front of the heart.

Angina pectoris may develop
with disease of the coronary ar-

teries. Finally there may be
thrombosis—plugging of the ves-

sels by a clot of blood.

Heredity appears to be a factor,
in this disease, while typhoid fever
and rheumatism have long been
thought to produce changes in the
arteries. Scarlet fever, diphtheria
and influenza alo are blamed. In-
fected teeth, tonsils, sinuses, gall

bladder, prostate or appendix
probably are exciting causes. How-
ever, diagnosis is readily made by
a physician, and treatment should

be directed by him,

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BASEBALL STEALS THE SPOTLIGHT
Even although the final games to decide the winners of the

Memorial, Allan, Stanley Cups have not yet been played, baseball
steals the sports interest from hockey this week, for last Monday
and Tuesday, the sixteen major league teams started the 1047 sea-
son, and today, the Montreal Royals are scheduled to start the
defense of their International League championship.

For the second consecutive season the Royals are expected to
start the first game with a negro player in the lineup. Last year
it was Jackie Robinson, first Negro to play in organized baseball,
and he went on to win the batting title and is now in the majors
with the Brooklyn Dodgers.

Today in Syracuse, Roy Campanella will likely be doing the
catching for the local team. Campanella, a hefty backstop, last year
performed for the Nashua Dodgers of the New England League, He
hit a solid .301 in a pitchers’ league, and many of his blows were for
extra bases. His fine hitting and smart catching made him a un-
animous choice for the league all-star team. At Nashua, he formed
the all-negro battery with Don Newcombe, a slender pitcher who
won 13 and lost 4. This was the only negro battery ever to appear
in Organized Baseball. With the Dodgers, Campanella caught the
slants of a local pitcher, in fact an N.D.G. boy, Harry Sheppard.

At the present time, Campanella, younger than Robinson was
when he first came to_the Royals, seems to have an excellent chance
of making the grade and scouts who have seen him in action say
that he can't miss becoming a top-line catcher.

FELLER STILL HARD-LUCK PITCHER
It's beginning to look like another tough year for Bobby Feller.

Like the late Walter Johnson, he seems to be a hard luck pitcher.
When he goes to the mound, his teammates suffer from some kind
of psychological reaction that prevents them from hitting. Johnson
had the same experience. During his career, he won forty games by
the score of 1 to 0, and lost twenty games by the same score.

WILL ENZINIKI LEARN A LESSON

The recent one-game suspension of Maurice Richard recalls two
other suspensions under much the same circustances, but with much
more dire results. It happened back in the early twenties when
Canadiens met Ottawa in a two-game play-off for the N.H.L. title
and the right to meet the western winners for the Stanley Cup.

We were reminded of this series when a fan remarked to us
the other day: “Can you imagine what would have happened to Mr.
Enziniki if it was Sprague Cleghorn or Newsy Lalonde that he
skated across the rink to bump?”

Ottawa had a young defenceman named Lionel Hitchman who
had just broken into the N.H.L. from the ranks of the R.C.M.P. In
his very first game against Canadiens he showed a lot of courage
but not muoh discretion by bodychecking Cleghorn to the ice fre-
quently, a very difficult thing to do, and by throwing back his head
and having a great old laugh when he did it, a very foolhardy thing
to do. Hitchman was a terrific hitter at the blue line.

Came the play-offs. The game was at Montreal. It was im-
portant for Canadiens because few of the experts expected them to
win the return game at Ottawa, and as total goals in the two games
decided the winner, Canadiens had to take a lead back to the Capital
with them.

As expected Hitchman gave the Canadiens a terrific bumping,
and the small ice surface at the old Mount Reyal rink made him
a hard man to avoid. Hitchman was well over six feet tall, and his
weight was solid,

There was no score in the first two periods. Tension was running
high, but Canadiens had orders to stay on the ice. A penalty might
lose the series.

The tension was broken when Cy Denenny nicked thé corner
for an Ottawa goal on a play with Hitchman. A few seconds later,
Sprague Cleghorn and his defence mate, Bill Coutu, had felled both
Denenny and Hitohman with their sticks. There was a free-for-all
fight that took a whole battery of police to straighten out. Denenny
went to hospital for six weeks, and Hitchman for almost as long.

Cleghorn and Coutu were suspended indefinitely, and fined $200
each—a fair penalty in those days. Years later, Coutu was suspended
for life for laying a referee low.

Denenny was a quiet, clean player, against whom nobody bore
a grudge. His Injury caused an uproar in sportcircles. Hitchman
settled down the following season to play clean, heady hockey,
developed a fine poke check, and teamed with Cleghorn on the
Boston Bruins defence for a couple of years.

Ottawa won that game, 2 to 0, and strange to relate, Canadiens
took the second game, 2 to 1, in the face of a wild, hostile crowd
at Ottawa, and with old Didier Pitre playing defence.

If the Richard incident has the same effect on wild, young Mr.
Enzinikl, as the Cleghorn incident had on Hitchman, the stick
swinging won't have been done in vain. But our opinion is that Mr.
Richard didn’t hit Mr. Enziniki nearly as hard as he should have.
