LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY.
Monday, Sept. 27th, 1852. 

After the transaction of routine business, Mr. 
Hincks introduced a bill to grant a charter, as 
-we understood, to the Woodstock and Lake 
Erie Railroad and Harbor company.

Mr. Robinson, for a Committee of the Whole, 
for a consideration of a Resolution relative to 
the Navigation of the River St. Lawrence, com­
ing year.

Mr. Hincks stated, that_the Government were 
notjireparea to lây'befofé~thè~ House any corres- 
pondence oh this subject ; nor to go into discus­
sion of the question at all on thatoccaMuu ; arid 
thn.f. ifr.lin imn member-jersisteJTn pressingms 
motion he? Mr. Hincks, would move the previous 
question. He expreised his conviction that re­
ciprocity would be obtained.

The motion dropped.
On motion of Mr. Christie, an Address was 

voted to His Excellency, for a statement relative 
to the unadjusted claims to lands in the District 
of Gaspé, for which Patents have not been or­
dered, with the names of the claimants, and a 
description of the lands claimed.

On motion of Mr. Boulton, an Address was 
voted to His Excellency for a Return of the quan­
tity of all Red Pine Lumber measured under or 
by the authority of the Supervisor of Cullers at 
the Port of Quebec, &c.

Mr. Boulton moved for leave to bring in a Bui 
to provide for the subdivision of Parishes in cer­
tain cases. After some conversation the motion 
was withdrawn. ,

Mr. Boulton moved an Instruction to the Com­
mittee appointed to enquire into the best means 
of remedying the difficulties which have arisen 
in several counties of Canada West, upon the 
informality of the By-laws of the Municipal 
Counties imposing county rates. After some 
conversation the motion was withdrawn.

Mr. Smith (Durham) introduced a Bill to amend 
certain Acts for the relief of Religious Societies 
in Upper Canada.

Mr. Smith (Durham) moved that the House 
resolve itself into a Committee of the Whole, to 
consider the expediency of passing an Act to au­
thorize the Municipal Council of the Township 
of Hamilton to impose and collect a rate upon ’ 

.the lands in that Township, for thij purposi 
paying John K. Roche, Esq., Deputy Provinc, 
Surveyor, a balance due for his services in sur­
veying the said Township. The hon. member 
withdrew his motion on the suggestion of Mr.
Richards, in order to have the matter referred to 
a select Committee.

Mr. Christie (Gaspé) introduced a Bill relating 
to the Fisheries carried on on the Labrador and 
North Shore of the Gulf of St. Lawrence, by Her 
Majesty’s subjects.

Mr. Laurin enquired of the Ministry whether it 
is the intention of the Government to bring into 
this House, at an early period, a Bill to settle 
finally the question of the Seignioral Tenure, and 
if not, when ?

Mr. Chauveau said the government were about 
to introduce a bill on the subject,

Mr. Ridout moved the suspension of the rule 
requiring the payment of £15 in so far as regards 
the Bill to amend the Act incorporating the 

, Toronto Orphans Home and Female Aid Society.
Cê—Motion carried on division.

Mr. Boulton moved the appointment of a select 
committee on the system now adopted in refe­
rence to the granting of Licenses to cut timber 
on crown lands, the revenues derived from them, 
and some other particulars. He contended that 
the present system was very loose ; that the 
province lost large sums of money in consequence, 
and that valuable timber was cut up for the bene­
fit of speculators, without the province deriving 
any revenue from it.

Dr. Rolph said he was happy to give the hon. 
member for the city of Toronto (Mr. Boulton) all 
the credit he claimed, and really deserved, for 
his desire to correct public abuses coming uuder 
his notice. He (Dr. Rolph) was sorry the sub­
ject he (Mr. Boulton) had brought under the 
notice of the House, had not engaged his atten­
tion and action in the past, as it would have 
saved him (Dr. Rolph) much trouble and respon­
sibility. The abuses mentioned had engaged his 
anxious attention during the time he had been 
in office; and the most active measures, recog­
nized by the law, had been pursued for their cor­
rection, and many thousand pounds had been 
saved. This he (Dr. Rolph) would be happy to 
show him if he would visit the department. The 
government heretofore had, and still have, under 
its consideration measures for the removal of the 
evils mentioned by the hon. member ; and he (Dr. 
Rolph) appealed to him against persisting in a 
motion, which interfered with those measures ; 
measures which the government would soon 
mature, and which he (Dr. R.) believed would, 
as far as practicable, be salutary and efficient.
It was a very perplexing and important subject 
and finding the action of the government upon 
it, he presumed the hon. member would await 
the result.

Mr. Mubney remarked that there were privileg­
ed parties who had 25, 50 and 100 privileges or 
licenses to cut timber. He would like to know 
who these persons, so highly privileged, were ?■ 
whether it was for political, or for what purpose 
these privileges were granted,? He hoped Mr. 
Boulton would press his motion, as the puhlic 
interests demanded it.

Mr. Richards was opposed to the motion.
Mr. Lanoton said ’there was a great deal of 

dissatisfaction on the subject Ho was very glad 
the Commissioner of Crown Lands had taken the 
matter up, as he had facilities for making inves­
tigations.

Mr. Boulton was glad to see that the Commis 
sioner of Crown Lands had worked a little , and 
hoped that he would satisfy the public in this 
matter. He would withdraw his motion, as he 
did not wish to offer a factious opposition to the 
government in the premises.

Mr, Drummond explained that large capitalists 
were engaged in the business ; and that nothing 
should be done to affect their vested rights. Mo­
tion withdrawn.

Mr. Boulton then moved, seconded by Mr. 
Langton, for returns for timber sold on public 
lands. Motion granted.

On motion of Mr. Boulton, an address was 
voted to His Excellency, for a detailed statement 
relative to the limits, licenses, or applications, 
which have been granted, or are pending, to cut 
timber or saw logs on the Ottawa River and its 
tributaries for the years 1848, 1849, 1850, 1851, 
and 1852 ; also, relative to the number of pieces 
of timber which have been measured through the 
Supervisor of Culiers’ Office at Quebec, and to 
the agents and servants employed by the Crown 
about the said timber trade.

Mr. Dixon introduced a bill to repeal the 13th 
and 14th Vic., cap. 23, and to make further pro­
visions for protesting foreign bills of exchange.

Mr. Boulton moved an address to His Excel­
lency for a statement relative to the sinking 
fund of the Province, and of the Clergy Reserves, 
Grarrmar School, Indian and Jesuits’ Estates
^ Mr. Mackenzie made a general attack upon the 
government, for bad management of all public 
property, including the Indian Lands. He also 
alluded to the Welland Canal, and attacked Mr. 
Merritt.

Mr. Merritt defended himself, and character­
ized the attack upon him as most unfair.

Mr. Hincks was willing to go before the Com­
mittee of Public Accounts and meet the honble. 
member for Haldimaiid, or any one else there, and 
explain everything to the satisfaction of the 
House. He said that the member for Haldimand 
had applied to his office for information, and be­
cause he could not get information there, which 
it was impossible to give him, he (Mr. Macken­
zie) had written to him a most improper and in­
sulting letter. With regard to the Indian lands, 
he (the Inspector General) said that the honble. 
member for Haldimand was wholly mistaken in 
the particular Indian property alluded to. It 
was not the Indian property on the Grand River, 
it was another property altogether. He (the In­
spector General) further added, that the Indian 
property was under the control and management 
of the Imperial Government, and that he could 
not undertake the responsibility of accounting 
for it.

Mr. Mackenzie explained that it was unmanly 
for the Inspector General to make statements, 
without bringing the letter before the House. He 
denied that the letter he wrote was such as the 
Inspector General had characterized it.

Mr. Hincks again explained that the govern­
ment here had nothing to do with the Indian 
money. Motion granted.

Mr. Cameron introduced a bill to authorize the 
formation of companies for the erection of tele­
graphs, &c.

On motion of Mr. Merritt, the House went in­
to Committee of the whole for an Address to her 
Majesty for granting medals to survivors of the 
Canadian militia of the war of 1812. He consid­
ered that rewards were due to those brave sol­
diers who had defended their country from ag­
gression in no less than fifteen attacks during 
the war of 1812. He particularly called the at­
tention of the committee to the gallant conduct 
of Tecumseh, and contended that a monument 
should be erected on the spot where he fell. He 
explained the situation of Canada during that 
war, and went into details of a number of en­
gagements, in which the Canadian militia had 
shewn great gallantry. He asked for medals 
not for the services of the militia in one engage­
ment, but during the whole war.

Sir A. McNab believed that it was more by ac­
cident than anything else that the militia servic­
es on the occasion mentioned by the hon. mem­
ber for Lincoln had not been noticed, as well as 
those of the regular forces. None ever served 
their country with more loyalty and courage 
than they ; and he was sure the address would 
meet with attention from Her Majesty.

Mr. Hincks was in favor of granting the medals, 
but he thought the usual proceedings had not been 
adopted.

Mr. Merritt said there were few alive now who 
would be likely to get the medals.

Mr. Morin approved of the resolutions, but 
thought L. Canada should be included. He was 
not ready to give a list ofinstances. He men- 
ti'ôïïîdT’îâttsburgh. m

Sir. ATSTNab spoke"in praise of the gallantry 
of the Lower Canada Militia, but he doubted 
if medals could be given for the engagement at 
Plattsburg.

Mr. Cauchon asked that the question be post­
poned, so that it might be ascertained who were 
entitled to the medals—and that there should 
not appear to have been any difference of opin­
ion on the subject.

Mr. Brown considered the thanks not only of 
the House, but also of the country, were due to 
Mr. Merritt for bringing forward the resolutions, 
and spoke of the way in which the United States 
cried up and so much boasted of their battles, 
while those of Canada were made so little of, 
and so little remembered. He desired to see 
records of all their campaigns, in which the mili­
tia distinguished themselves, carefully kept.

After a few words from Mr. Christie (Gaspe), 
the resolutions were put and carried, and the 
committee rose, when

Mr. Merritt moved that an address in accor­
dance with the resolutions be drafted.

After Mr. Gamble had said a few words, ex­
pressing his cordial approbation, the motion was 
carried.

I Mr. Mackenzie moved the second reading of 
the bill for the election of Sheriffs. He said, that 
after the lecture he had received from the In­
spector General and Commissioner of Crown 
Lands, and the attacks made upon him in cer­
tain Upper Canada papers for his amendment in 
favour of the same principle as his bill a few 
evenings ago, he thought he should be careful of 
himself. With respect to this particular prin­
ciple he said that he had told his constituency 
that he would advocate it and he did so upon its 
own merits alone. He had never been a party 
to the ministerial combinations; he had never 
made any agreement with the ministry, and he 
could not not learn from the ministry what 
their measures were. If he could, and he agreed 
with them, he had no wish to introduce others of 
his own. He had the right to support measures 
which he had pledged himself to his constituents 
to support, without a reproach from the ministry 
that he had acted in a dishonorable manner. He 
could not understand that he must vote for one 
resolution of a series; and another of the same 
series, and then be told that he was a traitor to 
his party because he supported the third, which 
he repeated he was pledged to support. He 
stated that he had written a letter to the Ex­
aminer explaining his conduct, and that letter 
had not been inserted. He was surprised at 
that, as he had been in the habit of writing for 
the Examiner for a great number of years. He 
stated that he would not then enlarge upon the 
principles of his bill, but he would merely put 
his motion. He would give the ministry his cor­
dial support in all measures which he could ap­
prove. He did not wish the hon. gentlemen on 
the other side of the House to occupy the ministe­
rial benches ; but he only could not consent to 
place his head under the'feet of the ministry.

5tr. Boulton would support the bill, but in

committee he should stipulate for preserving 
the rights of the incumbents. He censured the 
hon. member for Haldimand for his obedience to 
the lash he had received from the government 
the other evening. It was degrading for a mem­
ber of a deliberative assembly to be lashed into 
submission ; and he applied the same terms to 
other Clear Grit members of the House. These 
hon. gentlemen deceived their constituents.- 
(Hear, hear, from Mr. Brown.) They knew that 
they were elected upon the understanding that 
they would carry out elective reforms, and if 
they could not support them they ought to resign. 
It was degrading to be lashed into subordination 
and eat their own words in consequence of a 
threat of the government, which it was their duty! 
to coerce, to carry out their principles. /

Mr. HinokS said that hon. gentlemen who sup­
ported the governmeut ought to be obliged to 
the hon. member for Toronto for his advice. He 
denied that he had attempted to lecture the hon. 
member for Haldimaud the other evening as that 
hon. member’s whole course had been to obstruct 
and embarrass the ministry. He (Mr. H.) did noti 
profess to be able to carry on the ministry by anyl 
other means than party support ;l„and hon. mem­
bers must, be aware that the government could 
not take up every measure during one session 
that might be forced upon them in the House, or 
demanded by sections of the country. Ip Eng- 
land\so many measures were not brought forward) 
during one session, as the present ministry had] 
proposed during this session.'.He knew there was 
a demand in certain parts of Upper Canada for 
elective sheriffs, and especially in his fiwn-cnun-

The Duke of Wellington is dead !—There is a 
sublimity in this simple, naked announcement^ 
as conveyed to us, on Tuesday night, (how ap­
propriately ?) by the Electric Telegraph—the 
greatest conquest ever made by man over the 
elements. A great and brilliant light has been 
extinguished, which no “ second sun ” can 

renovate —
The head that thought for Britain’s weal,
The hand that grasp’d Ihe conquering sleei,

are both laid low ; and all that is left of the 
illustrious warrior and statesman, is the memory, 
which for ages will be cherished by his country, 
of his long and patriotic career. To give even a 
sketch of that career, would be to write the his­
tory of the last half-century, for during what 
portion of it has the world been uninfluenced by 
the “ Iron Duke’s ” labors, whether in the field, 
in the Senate or at the Council-board of his 
Sovereign? We shall attempt no such task: 
but, as, doubtless, our readers will wish to have 
the more salient points in his history recalled to 
their memories, content ourselves with giving 
the following summary of his eventful life, from 
Hod’s Peerage and Baronetage :—

Mr. Young was perfectly 
sincere in the cause which, he alleged, had alone 
induced him to resign ; but, it is now abundant­
ly evident that, notwithstanding Mr. Hinck’s af­
fected vindication of his (Mr. Y’s.) departmental 
management, he only waited for his resignation, 
and the appointment of a more congenial and 
subservient colleague, to reverse the most impor­
tant of Mr. Young’s measures. This fact is, we 
think, placed beyond all cavil or dispute by an 
advertisement in the Quebec Gazette of Tuesday 
last, from the Hon. Jean Chabot, Chief Commis­
sioner of Public Works, by which notice is given 
“ that tenders for the tugging of all vessels, for 
which such service shall be demanded, between 
Kingston and Montreal, or any of the interme­
diate ports, will be received at this office, until 
Monday, the 15th November next.”

We need scarcely say that we cordially ap­
prove of this prompt action on the part of Mr. 
Young's successor. The removal of the Tug­
boats we always viewed as a hazardous experi­
ment, even had ample time been afforded for the 
action of private enterprise, in providing these 
indispensable adjuncts to our canals ; but when 
removed without due notice, as they were by Mr. 
Young, the step was plainly (and notwithstand­
ing Mr. Y. and the Pilot’s figures, has been prov­
ed to have been) most injurious to the interests, 
not of Montreal or of Upper Canada alone, tut, 
of the whole Western trade of the continent, 
and solely for the benefit of the Oswego canal 
and the Ogdensbnrgh railroad. It is, no doubt, 
true that had sufficient time been afforded, pri­
vate enterprise might have supplied the necessary 
motive power for our canals ; but, considering 
the cost of these works, and the great interest 
their owpers (the people of Canada,) have in 
affording every possible facility to using them, 
and thus attracting the commerce of the West 
into our waters, nothing should be left to chance, 
but every adjunct should be provided to render 
them the cheapest and most expeditions channel 
by which the western trade can be carried on. 
Without an absolute certainty of finding tugs 
ready to carry sailing vessels through the Canals, 
it is evident this result can never bo attained ; 
and, at all events, until the course of the trade 
by them has regularly set in, it is the true policy 
to provide against the possibility of a lack of 
private enterprise rendering such costly public 
works, comparatively, useless and unremunera- 
tive. The Canals, for the time being, are M. 
Chabot’s, and he has done wisely and well in 
supplying them with the machinery absolutely 
necessary for their use, even should he be of 
opinion that, had he not done so, private enter­
prise might have supplied the deficiency.

Capt. Brown, of the steamer Pioneer, was 
found dead yesterday morning, near the Canal 
Basin, supposed to have been murdered.

SUPERIOR COURT —WEEKLY SITTINGS.

Justices Day, Smith, and Van Felsom.
Tuesday, 28th September, 1852. 

Bread et ux. vs. Ledoux et ux.—(Day, J.)— 
This was an action by the vendor to recover a 
sum of money which the purchaser had pro­
mised to pay to one Laroche, indicated by the 
deed of sale, to the discharge of the plaintiff.— 
The declaration set forth that the defendant not 
having paid to Laroche, fie had a right to recover. 
The defendant pleaded an exception, that La­
roche was one of several minors to whom the 
property originally belonged, and that he (La­
roche) had a privilege of bailleur defends upon 
the land. To this plea no answer was fyled- 
The defendant afterwards pleaded a second ex- 

+i.o effect, that the heirs apparent of 
Laroche had obtained a judgment againot tnr 
plaintiff, and had brought their hypothecary 
action for the recovery of the same sum of money 
as that sought to be recovered of the defendant 
by the present action. The first plea was not 
good, but the second was. The purchaser had 
been troubled in his possession ; and his second 
exception, which was in the nature of a plea of 
puis darrien continuance, was a bar to the action. 
The action must be dismissed, but without costs, 
inasmuch as Breau had a good right to bring his 
action at the time it was instituted.

Adams vs. Arnoldi.—(Day, J.)—This was an 
action to recover certain goods and chattels sold 
many years ago by the defendant to the plaintiff'. 
By mutual consent the goods were to remain in 
the possession of the defendant. The considera­
tion was merely nominal. In the transfer it was 
stipulated that they should remain as collateral 
security for a certain judgment. Several years 
elapsed, and then the plaintiffbrought his action 
for the recovery of the goods and for £25 damages. 
In his plea the defendant set up that he had subse­
quently gone into bankruptcy, and that Adams 
came in and made a claim, not for the chattels or 
anything concerning them, but for something else. 
He also pleaded that the Assignees took posses­
sion of the goods, and that the Bankrupt Commis­
sioners granted a supersedeas, inasmuch as the 
defendant had, under 7th Yic. cap. 10, passed a 
deed of composition with two-thirds of his cre­
ditors. The defendant, therefore, concluded that 
the action be dismissed, on the ground that the 
deed of composition had the effect to discharge 
his debts. The law of the defendant was bad. 
The sole question was, whether there had been 
any subsequent sale of the chattels of the plain­
tiff by the defendant, by which there was any­
thing to re-transfer the title to them ; otherwise 
the matter remains as settled by the con­
tract of sale. The effect of a deed of com­
position was not like that of a certificate of 
discharge. The only mode to have obtained 
a full discharge, would have been for the 
defendant to have gone regularly through 
the Bankrupt Court, and obtain his certificate.— 
Under the 7th Vic. cap. 10, and not going into a 
consideration of the composition deed, it was 
enough to say that there was nothing from which 
the defendant could say that there had been a 
change of title in the chattels. They had been 
taken possession of by the assignees, as belonging 
to the bankrupt, but the commission being super­
seded, they went back to the defendant, and he 
had no power to change the nature of his estate. 
Judgment for the plaintiff, to recover £48 10s., 
value of the goods, and costs, but no damages.

Meunier v. Cardinal.—Vanfelson J.—These 
were two cases of considerable importance. They 
were brought by the husband against the father 
and grandfather of the wife, for damages, on ac­
count of their having wrongfully influenced the 
wife against her husband, enticed her away from 
her husband’s house, and refused to allow her to 
return, or the plaintiff to see her. The right of 
the husband to sue was well settled. Pothier, in 
his treatise on Contract of Marriage, was explicit 
upon the point. The defendants acknowledged 
that they had harbored the wife, but that no un­
due influence had been used to prevent her from 
returning to her husband. This pretension was 
not supported by evidence, but the proof estab­
lished the opposite. Judgment, in one case, 
against the defendants, solidairement, for £25 and 
costs. In the other case nominal damages were 
awarded.

The Precious Metals.—The following state 
ment will exhibit the annual product of the pre­
cious metals at various periods

1800.................................... S 51,000,000
1848.................................... 65,000,000
1851....................................  144,000,000

The product for ’52 is estimated at §180,000,000.
The California mines were discovered in 

April 1848. and the Australian in February, 
1851.’ The product of the California mines in 
1851 was §55.938,232. For the present year it 
will probably reach §70,000,000. The mines of 
Australia will probably yield §45,000,000. The to­
tal amount of precious metal in existence at the 
present time is estimated at §8,200,000,000 of 
which §5,500,000,000 is in silver, and §2,700,000- 
000 in gold. The amount of coin in circulation 
is estimated at §2,000,000,000 ; the remainder 
being absorbed in watches, jewellery, plate, &c.
The annual depreciation by wear and tear of 
coin, is estimated at a fourth of one per cent.

It will then be perceived that the annual 
product of the precious metals has increased 
nearly three-fold since the commencement of the 
present century. What it may be at the com­
mencement of the next century, he would be a 
bold man who would venture to predict—Bos­
ton Evening Journal.

Iron Pavements.—Our townsman, Alfred H. 
Brown, Esq., has recently patented an article 
for paving streets, intended as a substitute for 
stone. Itconsists of cast iron blocks of hexagon 
shape, each covering a space of some 16 inches.
The interior of the block carries out the shape of 
the outer edge, and a dozen or more sub-hexagon 
projections form its surface, the indentures 
around the squares, forming a foothold for horses 
sud are intended to guard against slipping.—
The whole presents a surface for carriages, al­
most equal to a plank road—the indentures be­
ing, only of sufficient width to admit the heel or 
tfie corks of the horse shoe. Each block weighs 
about 501bs.—Albany Argus.

She 
wore an elegant mantilla of pink silk, trimmed 
with very deep white lace, and a bonnet of ex­
quisitely wrought open-work lace, richly trim­
med with pink satin, while corn-colored kid 
gloves covered her hands, completing a very 
beautiful tout ensemble. She appears perfectly 
self-possessed on the stage, and betrays not the 
least embarrassment.

Two mulatto girls, in 
his employ, are suspected of having committed 
the crime.—One of the daughters is dead, the 
others are slowly recovering.

Archbishop Hughes and the Presidential Elec­
tion.—Mr. T. J. Semmes, of Louisiana, addressed 
a letter to Archbishop Hughes, asking his opin­
ion as to the duty of Catholic voters in the com­
ing Presidential election, particularly in reference 
to that portion of the constitution of N. Hamp- 

•'jihire called the religious test clause, which ex- 
'eludes the Roman Catholic citizens of that State 
from an equal participation in the privileges and 
immunities enjoyed by their Protestant brethren, 
and whether the Catholics of the Uunited States 
ought to visit their disapprobation of this bigotry 
upon General Pierce by voting against him be­
cause he belongs to that State. Mr. Semmes 
says :

“I address you, because for some weeks past, 
common rumor has given out in this vicintiy, and 
I believe elsewhere, that you, in conjunction with 
several other distinguished members of the Ro­
man Catholic hierarchy, entertain and express 
the opinion that the Catholics thoughout the 
Union should regard the approaching Presiden­
tial election as a fit opportunity to signify their 
disapprobation of that portion of the constitu­
tion of the state of New Hamsphire, commonly 
called the religious test clause, which excludes 
the Roman Catholic citizens of that state from 
an equal participation in the privilegs and immu­
nities enjoyed by their Protestant brethren ; and 
that, as a merited rebuke to the state of New 
Hampshire, the Catholic voters should manifest 
their disapprobation at the polls by voting against 
General Pierce, regardless of ordinary affinities 
and political predilections.

“In consequence of your exalted station in the 
church, adorned as it is by such distinguished 
ability, your opinions, without any active exer­
tion on your part, must necessarily have great 
influence on Catholic sentiment, particularly in 
respect to any subject partaking of a religious 
nature. I therefore write you, in order, if the ru­
mor be false, to destroy its effects by contradicting 
it upon authority ; hut, if true, to indicate the 
reasons which have brought my mind to a diffe 
rent conclusion, in the hope that, if I am wrong, 
you will do me the favor to point out my error, 
and, if I am right, you will adopt my conclu­
sion.”

The reply of the Archbishop is as follows :— 
New York, September 17, 1852. 

Dear Sir—I have read through and carefully, 
the letter which you addressed to me, under date 
of the 11th inst,, in regard to the impending elec­
tion of President of the United States, and the 
part which you think the Catholie citizens of the 
republic ought to take in it. The two candidates 
presented are General Scott and General Pierce. 
The entire American people appear to be nearly 
equally divided in opinion as to which of these 
two will make the better chief magistrate. This 
fact seems to intimate a general opinion, that the 
country will be safe under the four years’ Presi­
dency of eit her. As to the Catholics, they have 
never been consulted as to the limited choice be­
tween these two. The probability is that, like 
their fellow citizens of other denominations, they 
will be divided—some voting for one candidate, 
and some for the other. Lite others, they are 
liable to err in their choice. But under all the 
circumstances, I should prefer that, voting ho­
nestly, each according to his own judgment, they 
should err with the minority, or (what is equally 
possible) with the majority of their fellow citizens 
of all denominations rather than see them guard­
ed against such danger of erring in their choice of 
President bv any ecclesiastical influence.

I am sure that with your enlightened mind and 
large Catholic education, you will appreciate the 
reasons on which this my humble opinion is found­
ed, whether or not you will agree with me in re­
gard to its justice and expediency. In any event 
however, I beg leave to subscribe myself your 
sincere and devoted servant in Xt.

On this letter the New York Commercial Adver­
tiser remarks :—

The reader will not fail to note that Archbishop 
Hughes is careful to give no denial to the rumor, 
referred to by Mr. Semmes, of the sentiments held 
by the Roman hierarchy—sentiments natural 
enough under the circumstances. As to any 
actual information, however, Mr. Semmes gets 
nothing out of the Archbishop, whose reply is 
most adroitly non-committal. There is some­
thing in the shrewd prelate’s answer which were 
we Roman Catholic enough to take his wish as 
our guide, would lead us to vote for General Scott 
with a strong belief that that course would 
receive his approbation. It is a curious corres­
pondence though, and as a specimen of word-play, 
the reply is unique. Probably but two men could 
have done the thing so skilfully—“ John, Arch­
bishop of New York,” and Martin Yan Buren,

an address of the House. 1
^ The second reading of the Bill to repeal such 
clauses of the Common School Acts of Upper 
Canada as authorize the establishment of Secta­
rian Schools endowed with the public money, 
was deferred till Wednesday the 6th of October 
next, and to be then the first order of the day.

Mr. Hincks moved the second reading of the) 
Bill to establish a Consolidated Loan Fund for 
Upper Canada. A long discussion arose on this 
Bill, after which it was carried nearly unani­
mously, Mr. Mackenzie only voting in the nega­
tive. Daring the debate the expression of opi­
nion was generally in favor of the principle of 
the Bill, but strong objections were raised to its 
details.
