The Hon. John Youno on the Trade of 
tee West.—The following letter, from the 
Hon. John Young, in answer to the chairman 
(the Hon. W. H. Merritt) of a select Committee 
of the Legislative Council, appointed to inves­
tigate the causes which have diverted the 
Trade of the West from our channels to those 
of the United States, and to suggest a remedy 
for them, will repay perusal :—

Montreal, 23rd April, 1861. 
Sir,—I am in receipt ot your letter of yes­

terday, requesting me to answer the questions 
in reference to the Trade and Commerce of the 
St. Lawrence, which I shall do as briefly as 
possible.

First—To what cause are we to attribute the 
diversion of the 7'rade of the West [from the 
St. Lawrence] through the United Stales, to 
the Port of New Yoik, and what, ia your 
opinion, is the best means of regaioing it 
through its original and natural channel.

Answer.—The rivalry between Canada and 
the State of New York for the Trade of the 
West, commenced on the opening of the St. 
Lawrence Canal in 1849. Up to 1847, the 
trade of Western Canada was forced down the 
St. Lawrence by a pro'ective duty in England 
on all agricultural products from Canada, 
American Wheat was then "largely impôrled 
and manufactured into flour, which was also 
shipped as Canadian ; previous to 1849, Uiere 
was no exportation of Canadian cereals to the 
United Stales. In that year the bonding sys­
tem of the United States was inaugurated, by 
which Western Canada could import and ex­
port in Bond. All discriminating duties in 
favor of Canadian produce were at that time 
abolished. The Navigation Laws iu the same 
year were repealed, and for the first time the 
Trade of Western Canada and the Western 
States was left free to fiud the cheapest and 
best route either to England or the Eastern 
States. An additional impulse was given to 
the trade by the Reciprocity Treaty, under 
which Canadian cereals were admitted into 
the United States free of duty. The export 
of cereals from Western Canada in 1849 to the 
United States at points above the St. Lawrence 
Canals was equal, in bushels, to 164,600, In 
1852 it had increased to 2,334,270 bnshels. In 
1854 to 3,812,875 bushels. In 1860 the cereals 
exported to the United States from Western 
Canada, exceeded 8,337,064 Bnshels, while the 
total receipts at Montreal from all the Western 
States and Canada was only equal to 6,558,- 
255 busbe s.

The Erie Canal from Buffalo and Oswego to 
Albany has, since 1849, been greatly enlarged 
and deepened, so that boats of 130 tons are now 
employed instead of boats of 75 tons a few years 
ago. The Eastern States do not produce cere­
als to any extent, but take w hat they want for 
consumption either from the Wes'tern States cr 
from Western Canada. The supplying of this 
demand for consumption in the Eastern S ates 
exceeds in the average of years, the amount ex­
ported to England and other countries Hence 
the importance of being able to reach these 
States through the St Lawrence.

It was to obtain a share of this trade between 
the West and the East that the Canal's of the 
St Lawrence were built. Before their comple­
tion iu 1819, I predicted that unless Lake 
Champlain was conuected wi'h the Sc Lawren­
ce, by the most advantageous levels, that Can­
ada would be powerless iu trying to attract any 
considerable share of Western States and Wes­
tern Canadian trade.

The Trade and Navigation Returns for 1860 
shew that the whole exports of Canada in that 
year amounted to $32,361,460. Of this $18,427- 
968, was exported to the United States. Not 
only is this the fact, but of this $18 427 968, 
there was exported from Western Canada di­
rect to the United Slates ports, above all the 
St. Lawrence canals, no less a sum than $13,- 
141,000. I have mad these calculations hur­
riedly, but I believe tbe figures will be found 
in the main correct, and they shew how small 
a share of the trade of Western Canada with 
the United States is now attracted to the Lower 
St. Lawrence.

Since 1849 and now, the cheapest route from 
Western Canada anti the Western States to 
New York, and the Easi.eru'rStates generally,
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in that direction, and not down the St. Lnw- 
renc*.

The deepening of Lake St. Peter, the estah- 
lishment of Ocean Steamers, the cheapening of 
Insurance by the constonction of Light Houses, 
have doue much to enable the Canadian mer­
chants to compete successfully (or the Export 
trade, but to give Canada that superiority 
which ought to belong to the St. Lawrence 
route for the sea Exports and Imports, it is of 
the highest importance to secure for the St. 
Lawrence the downward trade to the Eastern 
States. Tbe route which has this downward 
trade will, from the low price of back freights, 
secure a large portion of the up freight. Until 
a Canal to connect Lake Champlain with the 
St. Lawrence is constructed, I believe it to be 
impossible for Canada to share in the carrying 
trade passing between the Eastern States on 
the one hand, and the Western States and Wes­
tern Canada on the other, through the route 
of the St. Lawrence. Nor can this object be 
fully secured as regards the Trade of the Wes­
tern States, until the Welland Canal is en­
larged and the Locks on the St. Lawrence 
Canals lengthened. With these works com­
pleted, and the natural advantages of Montreal 
and Quebec lully developed, for receiving and 
shipping interior produce ; 1 have not now and 
never had any doubt that the St. Lawrence 
route, either tor export by sea or for supplying 
the Eastern States can be made the cheapest, 
quickest and b si.

The State of New York is now collecting a 
very large amount in tolls on Canadian pro­
perty, passing through her Canals which could 
be made to pass through the St. Lawrence 
Canals to the same point. The abolition of 
Tolls on the St. Lawrence Canals is wholly in- 
adtquate to overcome the cheapness of the 
Erie Canal route, and in my opinion there has 
not been one ton thereby attracted to the St. 
Lawrence.

The Locks of the St. Lawrence Canals are 
45 and 55 feet wide, but the size of vessels in 
the trade Horn the West is controlled by the 
26 feet Locks of the Wellaud Canal, so that 
the advantages of the St. Lawrence naviga­
tion can never be fully ascertained until the 
same class of vessels which now trade to Buf­
falo, can pass through to Montreal, Quebec, or 
Lake Champlain without breaking bulk.

Second. Whether equal facilities exist for 
importing goods from Sea by the way of Que­
bec, which are intended for consumption in 
the United States, as exist for importations at 
the Port of New York, which are intended for 
consumption in Canada?

Answer. There is no hindrance or obstacle 
existing to importing goods from Sea via Que­
bec, intended for the United States, and as 
lines of Ocean Steamers piy to the St. Law­
rence as well as to New York, the facilities tor 
importing to either places seem to be equal.— 
The navigation of the St. Lawrence opens in 
April and closes in December. Between De­
cember and April the Erie Canal and St. Law­
rence are both closed by ice, but the facilities 
afforded by Ocean Steamers coming to Port­
land, and tbe connection from thence by Rail­
way to all parts of the interior are equal to the 
facilities at New York during this period for 
the Import of goods.

The 6th Section of the Act provides :—
That the master of any ship so detained, 

having any such persons on board [with said 
master’s knowledge and consent], “shall forfeit 
and pay the sum of fifty pounds for each and 
every sucti person so takeu or engaged to be 
taken on board.”

The 7th and 8th sections of the Act provide 
for the forfeiture and confiscation of any ship 
or vessel fi.ted out or armed in His Majesty’s 
dominions, with intent or in order that such 
ship or vessel shall be employed ia the service 
of any Foreign Power, either as Transport or 
store ship or to act as a cruiser against any 
Power, with whom His Majesty shall not then 
be at war.

The 9th and 10th sections provide :—
That offences made punishable by this Act, 

committed out of the United Kingdom, may be 
prosecuted and tried in His Majesty’s Court of 
King’s Bench at Westminster ; and that any 
Penalty or Forfeiture inflicted by this Act, may 
be sued for and recovered, by action of Debt, 
Bill, Plaint or Information, in any of His 
Majesty’s Courts of Record at Westminster or 
Dublin, or in the Court of Exchequer, or in the 
Court of Session io Scotland, in the name of his 
Majesty’s Attorney General for England or 
Ireland, or His Majesty’s Advocate for Scot­
land respectively, or in the name of any Person 
or Persons whatsoever ; wherein no Essoign, 
Protection, Privilege, Wager of Law, nor more 
than one Imparlance shall be allowed—actions 
must be brought within twelve months after 
tbe offence committed ; -persons adjudged 
against shall pay double costs of suit; and one 
moiety of every Penalty recovered shall go to his 
Majesty and the other moity to the person who 
shall first sue foi the same.

Sir, Understanding that statements have 

been published in some of the Montreal papers, 
reflecting upon the conduct of Frank Martineau 
(a native of Montreal) in leturning to this city 
from his regiment at Washington, and stating 
that he had been drummed out of camp, we 
respectfully ask the use of your columns for the 
purpose ot making a true statement of the 
case.

Mr. Martiueau left his regiment solely be­
cause ot a telegraphic despatch, received by 
him at VVushington, announcing the dangerous 
illness of his wife, and informing him that he 
must return immediately if he ever expected to 
see her again. This despatch was received by 
him as be was about nasaing under the Ameri­
can flag to take the oath. He was in a dis­
tressed and excited state of mind, on account 
of this information, and asked the advice of 
superior officers as to the proper course for him 
to pursue. They declined to advise him, and 
Mr. Martineau finally decided not to take the 
oath, but to return to Albanyj and to n join his 
regiment as soon as the condition of his wife 
would permit. This is new his intention, and 
as soon as her health is restored he expects to 
return.

These facts have been published in the press 
of this city, over the signature of xYlr. Perry, 
formerly Mayor of Albany, who was in Wash­
ington at the time and cogniziut of all the 
facts.

In addition to this, we have seen a letter from 
Ernest Wheeuer, on whoce authority the state­
ment that Martineau was drummed out of camp 
purported to have been made, denying that he 
had ever made such a statement, and pro­
nouncing it a falsehood.

Mr. Martineau is a reputable young man, and 
is, of course, chagrined at these unfounded 
statements. And they are not only mortifying 
to his pride, but have ir>jured his business here 
and elsewhere. Thinking that you would 
kindly allow the use of jour columns to vindi­
cate the character of a native of Montreal, 
where he has friends whose good opinion he is

President Lincoln’s Sorrow for toe Mur- 
DERsoj HIlls w orth.—The Washingtou corres­
pondent of the New York Herald says :—

I called at the White House this morning,with 
Senator Wilson.of Massachusetts,to see the Pre­
sident on a pressing matter of public busmess, 
and as we entered the library we remarked the 
President standing before a window, looking 
out across the Potomac, running at foot of 
Presidential grounds. He did not move tili we 
approached very closely, when he turned 
round abruptly, and advanced towards us, ex­
tending his hand : “ Excuse me,’* he said, “out 
I cannot” We suppose that his voice had 
probably given way from some cause or other, 
and we were just about to inquire, when to our 
surprise the President burst into tears, and 
concealed his face in his handkerchief. He 
walked up and down the room for some mo­
ments, and we stepped aside in silence, not a 
little moved at such an unusual spectacle, iu 
such a man iu such a place.

After composing himself somewhat the Pre­
sident took his seat, and desired us to ap­
proach ^ “I will make no apology, gentlemen,” 
said the President, “ for my weakness; but I 
know poor Ellswçrth well, and held.him in 
great regard.. . Just aa_ . voiL_,enterejl 0the 

the painful details of Ellsworth’s unfor­
tunate death. The event was so unex­
pected, and the récit>1 so touching, that it 
quite unmanned me.” The President here 
made a violent effort to restrain his emotions, 
and after a pause he proceeded, with a tremu­
lous voice, to give us the incidents of the tra­
gedy that had occurred. “ Poor fellow,” re­
peated the President, as he closed his relation, 
“ it was undoubtedly an act of lashue.-s, but it 
only shows the heroic spirit that animates our 
soldiers, from high to low, in this righteous 
cause of ours. Yet who can restrain their 
grief to see them fall in such a way as this, not 
by the fortunes of war, but by the hand of an 
assassin ?” Towards the cloce of his remarks 
he added, “ There is one fact that has reached 
me, which is a great tousolation to my heart, 
and quite a relief after this melancholy affair. 
I learn from several persons, that when the 
Stars and Stripes were raised again in Alexan­
dria, many of the people of the town actually 
wept for joy, and manifested the liveliest gra­
tification at seeiug this familiar and loved em­
blem once more floating above them This is 
another proof that all the South is not seces­
sionists ; and it is my earnest hope that as we 
advance we shall And as many friends as foes.”

Foreign Enlistment.—We find by the Ca­
nada Gazelle of Saturday, that His Excellency 
the Governor General thinks it right to call 
the attention of Her Mujestj’a subjects and 
others in this Province, to certain stetions of 
the Act of the Imperial Parliament, 59, Georgé 
3, c 69, now in force in Her Majesty’s domi­
nions, and commonly called the “ Foreign 
Enlistment Act.”

It is stated in the preamble to the Act that, 
whereas the enlistment of His Majesty’s sub­
jects to serve in war in Foreign Service may 
be prejudicial to, and tend to endanger the 
peace and welfare of this kingdom,—it is there­
fore enacted—in the 2nd Section of the Act: — 
That any subject of His Majesty so enlisting 
or agreeing to enlist, or any person whatever 
who shall engage or procure, or endeavour to 
engage or procure the enlistment of any sub­
ject of His Majesty, in the service of any Fo­
reign Power,—“shall be deemed guilty of a 
a misdemeanour, and upon being convicted 
thereof, upon any information or indictment, 
shall be punishable by fine and imprisonment, 
or either of them, at the discretion of the Court 
before which such offender shall be convic­
ted.”

By the 5th Section of the. Act it is provi­
ded :—
That in case any ship or vessel in any place 
within His Majesty’s dominions, shall have on 
board any person who shall have enlisted in 
any Foreign Service, it shall be detained and 
prevented from proceeding to sea with such 
peisons on board, provided the Information 
[to any of the principal officers of His Msjesty’s 
Customs, or, where no such officers are, to 
any Governor or person having the chief civil 
command], that such person is on board be 
made upon oath, and also sets forth the laots 
or circumstances upon which the Informer

CRIMPING.
The trial of Charles McDonald, on the charge 

of inducing Quinn aud Patrick Sullivan, sailors 
of ths “ Alexander” to desert, was proceeded 
with. Sullivan, being placed in the box, stated 
that he had become acquainted with McDonald 
through the latter being employed on board the 
“ Alexander” two days last week. On Satur­
day morning, he was with a fellow seaman, 
Quinn, when they met McDonald and went 
into a tavern to drink and get breakfast.— 
While thsi-e. McDonald and Quinn went out, 
and when Sullivan followed them a short time 
after, he saw McDonald running away. He 
enquired what was the matter, and McDonald 
replied that Quinn had struck him. Quinn was 
also running along the stieet. The origin of 
the quarrel was not explained at the trial. 
McDonald then asked Sullivan to go and get 
his clothes, and he would bring him to a proper 
place. Sullit an understood him to mean that 
he was to get his clothes from his ship and 
desert. Through an informality in the infor­
mation laid, the case was dismissed, Mr. 
Coursol first observing to McDonald that crime 
of the description with which he was charged 
would not be allowed, and although he was 
now discharged, yet he might be again arrested 
on the same charge, and if it were proved that 
he were a crimp, an example would be made of 
him. McDonald went off in great indignation 
at being lectured before his guilt was establish­
ed.

MUTINOUS CONDUCT.
The two sailors above mentioned, Sullivan 

and Qui on, were then placed forward on the 
charge of refusing to obey the lawful commands 
of their master Benjamin Rice Berryman, of the 
“ Alexander." Berryman stated that the sailors 
had gone ashore from his vessel against his 
orders ; and had positively refused to aid in 
unloading the pig iron which composed the 
cargo. He had them arrested and subsequently 
bailed them, supposing that they would be will­
ing to return to their work, but he had seen no 
more of them, till he saw them in Oonrt.

The prisoner Sullivan contended that the 
articles of agreement were broken when they 
came to Montreal, and that he was not bound 
in any way to assist in unloading the vessel. 
As he rested his case on the invalidity of the 
articles, judgment was reserved till this morn­
ing, when the Magistrate will have examined 
the document in question.

SUSPICION OP STEALING ROPES.
Two laborers, Gore and Gauthier, residing at 

Mile End, were brought up on suspicion of 
stealing ropes from the wharf, but the proof not 
being satisfactory they were discharged.

SUSPICION IF LARCENY.
One Hilaire Coté was brought up on suspi 

cion of stealing, but there being no proof to 
convict, she was discharged.

EU.PECXED EMB. ZZLEMENT.
Arthur Ryan was arrested ou suspicion of 

having embezzled the sum of $10 ; but as the 
prosecutor did not appear to give evidence, and 
it was found he had left the city, the prisoner 
was discharged.

SUSPECTED LUNAT’C.
A female named Mary Sharp was taken into 

custody on suspicion ot being insane ; but on 
examination she was pronounced of sound mind 
and discharged.

ON VIEW.
One Lemeur was committed for two months

ADJUTANT GENERAL'S eVFiOK.
Quebec, May 22, 1861.

With reference to the vote of Parliament for 
an additional, ■‘amoumfor Drill” for the year 
1861, His Excellency tbe Commander in Chief 
desties to acquaint Commanding Officers of 
Corps ot the Volunteer Force, and all i.ifhAra 
the V-ishes of the Legislature by sanctioning 
payment for Drill of the following number of 
men and Horses of the Volunteer Force for the 
present year, viz :

Field Batteries, Class A.
In addition to the regulated number of Men 

and Horses to be paid lor 12 days drill, pay 
will be allowed for 12 days drill for the Horses 
of such Non-Commissioned Officers, (including 
the Sergeant Major) as may requi.e to be 
mounted, and for such spare Horses as may be 
considered absolutely necessary by the Com­
manding Officer, provided that the total num­
ber of Horses for which pay is claimed does not 
exceed 45 per Battery.

Cavalry Corps, Class A.
The 16 troops originally authorized, and now 

existing, will be allowed pay for 3U Men and 30 
Horses for six days drill.

Foot Artillery Corps, Class A.
Will be allowed pay for 50 instead of 30 Men 

per Company for six days drill.
Riffs Companies, Class A.

Will be allowed pay for 55 instead of 30 Men 
per Company for six days drill.

Class B.
La consequence of the said “additional” vote 

and with a view to carry out its object, His 
Excdlency the Commander in Chief will be 
ready to issue pay to the following Corps in 
Class B, for drill to be performed, viz :

The Troop at La Chute in Lower Canada, 
andjthe Troop at Loughboro in Upper Canada, 
will each be allowed pay for 30 Men and 30 
Horses for six days drill.

His Excellency desires to acquaint Officers 
Commanding Corps to be paid that it is abso­
lutely necessary that their pay lists should be 
rendered in the usual manner for payment, not 
later than the 1st day of November next,

A General Order will shortly be issued re­
specting the Commencement of the Drill 1er 
the present year.

No. 2.—The total number of Rifled Muskets 
and sets of Accoutrements, appropriated to the 
Rifle Companies of the Province, are not in fu­
ture to exceed 55 per Company ; and all Arms, 
(he., in possession of, or appropriated to such 
Corps, in excess of that number, will be col 
lected uuder ordeis from tho Inspecting Field 
Officers, who will forward a list ot them with­
out delay to this Department, with a view to 
their being issued to Efficient Corps in Class 
B, who are now armed with Percussion Mus­
kets, which latter are intended to be given to 
new Corps, who are daily pressing to be allow­
ed to organize in Class B.

His Excellency desires, at the same time to 
inform all Captains of Troops of Cavalry, who 
armed with Swords, Pistols, kc., of the new 
pattern, that if the strength of their Corps is 
not efficiently kept up to a number equal to 
that of tbe Swords and Pistols in their posses 
sion, they will he rrquired to hand over to the 
Inspecting Field Uflicer, the surplus Arms, 
kc., whicn will be appropriated to Troops iu 
Class B, and to meet tne pressing wants of 
new organizations.

which we are lurther told is as follows : —
“ The Court having duly considered the 

evidence brought forward against tbe accused 
as well as what he has offered in exculpation, 
are of opinion that although the charge against 
Captain Anderson, of having made use of the 
words 1 Damn you, you are only fit to talk’ 
towards Colonel Sewell has not been wholly 
proven, he is nevertheless guilty of having 
made use of highly improper and disrespectful 
language towards Colonel Sewell, his superior 
efficer, provoked thereto however, by that 
officer’s very injudicious conduct, iu refusing 
to acknowledge Captein Anderson as au officer 
of the Active Volunteer Force, and in attempt­
ing to exclude him from participating in the 
proceedings of the meeting, and inasmuch as 
this seems to have been the commencement of 
the discreditable scene which was enacted in 
the armoury, on the evening in question, in so 
far was Colonel Sewell the aggressor."

Whereupon His Excellency the Commander- 
In-Chief declares it to be his “opinion that the 
conduct ot both Colonel Sewetl and Captain 
Anderson, at the said meeting, and the lan­
guage which passed between them, were such 
as are calculated to subvert all authority and 
discipline in the Militia of the Province.” We 
assure His Excellency we agree with him. The 
only point on which we have any doubt is this 
—whether or not there is any discipline to be 
subvetted. However, His Excellency assures 
us there is and we bow to his superior judg­
ment. If we are to have a Militia Force, strict 
discipline must be observed—that is certaio. 
But though the Court of Inquiry sat, though 
they have pronounced a verdict, thongh the 
Commander-in-Ohief approves of the verdict, 
yet it appears the judgment is of no effect. Aud 
why ? Because the meeting at which Colonel 
BeweH| and Captain Anderson “ squab­
bled” was not called with a view to 
carrying out the Militia Act. Had it 
been otherwise, His Excellency would have 
dismissed both parties; as it is, he can only 
reprove them for their naughty conduct. Both 
of them—the Captain and the Colonel—stand 
teproved through the columns of the Gazette, 
and a deal they care for that, no doubt. They

them no other resource, if they have any re­
spect at all for the quarter from whence the 
hint proceeds. We are convinced that in giv­
ing to His Excellency’s judgment the benefit of 
the extensive circulation ot the Globe, we are 
taking the only course which can render it of 
any practical use whatever.

Mr. Tdrnbull and the Protestant Alliance. 
In the Court of Common Piets, on the 6th, the 
case of Turnbull v. Bird came on for hearing. 
This was an action against Mr Bird relative to 
Mr Turnbull, and his appointment as ealenderer 
of state papers. Mr. Prideaux (with him, Mr. 
Folkhard] moved for a rule calling upon the 
defendant to show cause why so much of au 
order of Mr. Justice Williams as allowed the 
4th, 6th, and 8th pleas to be pleaded should 
not be rescinded. The learned counsel stated 
that the declaration contained two counts, 
and the libels stated in substance that Mr. 
Turnbull was a gentleman of such prejudiced, 
bigoted and jesuitical principals that he could 
not properly be trusted with the care and cus­
tody of the state papers, and that Sir John 
Romily had felt it necessary to have three gen­
tlemen to watch over him, in order that he might 
not mutilate or destroy such parts of the papers 
as had an apparent bearing against the Roman 
Catholic interest. The three pleas, which he 
asked should not be allowed to be pleaded, pur- 
porte i to justify certain portions of the libel, 

hich, he contended, were immaterial whether 
they were true or false, and therefore the pleas 
were not such as should be allowed to remain 
upon the record, inasmuch as it might necessi­
tate the plaintiff traversing those pleas, and 
thus raisiug issues upon certain historical facts 
which occurred, if they occurred at all, centu­
ries ago. Rule granted.

A New Obstacle in the Way cf the Exhie- 
tion ot 1862 —Mr. Kelk, the contractor ol the 
intended international Exhibition of 1862, was 
summoned before the Hammersmith migistrate, 
on tbe 6th inst. by Mr. Donaldson, district sur­
veyor for South Kensington, for unlawfully 
commencing a building on tho north side of 
the Cromwell Road before giving two day’s 
notice thereof, as required by the Metropolitan 
Building Act. The building in question was 
intended to form part of the Exhibition, as 
the picture gallery, and it was contended that 
public buildings came under the supervision of 
district surveyors, as fire-proof staircases, &c. 
were required. Mr Kelk asked tor an adjourn­
ment ; to which Mr. Ingham, the magistrate 
assented, observing that it appeared to him 
there was an omission in tbe act, as it never 
could have been intended that a building of 
this nature should come under the supervision 
of a district surveyor, but as the act stood it 
seemed that it did. Mr Donaldson also wished 
for a short adjournment. He said there were 
certain things being proceeded with which 
could not be allowed. If they went on and 
were condemned the defendant would have to 
pull them down. The defendant said an opi­
nion had been obtained, and it was to the effect 
that the building was lifted out of the act by 
the 56th sectiou. Mr. Ingham suggested that 
the summons should be adjourned, in order that 
an application may be made to tbe Metropoli­
tan Board of Works, which, in certain cases, 
had power to take away the control of the dis­
trict sorveyor. His Worship recommended the 
defendant to be careful of his right to proceed 
with tbe building, as he might find after ex- 
pendiug a large sum of money that he would 
have to pull down the works he had erected. 
The defendant said that unless he obtained the 
consent of the Metropolitan Board there would 
be no Exhibition of 1862. It would be impos­
sible to erect it according to the terms of the 
Building Act. The summonses were then ad­
journed for a fortnight.

opposition to the spirit of our system of go­
vernment. have believed that it was enough to 
relieve them from the censure, when they de­
clared : “the constitution is our judpe, it is our 
will; the constitution is only good and valu­
able in that it maintains us in the direction of 
àtfairs.” They have sought and they seek to 
maintain an order of things which all the world 
disapproves, in giving birth to apprehensions 
equally selfish and ill-founded regarding the 
state of parties and the future of the country ; 
they do not dispute the facts, the acts, the 
opinions, the rules of the administration ; but 
they seek to establish a colerie, which shall 
divide among its members the public spoils and 
patronage, in presenting themselves as the 
good party, as if the good party was not that 
party which sought economy iu the expendi­
ture and to relieve the country from the neces­
sity of always borrowing to meet the ordinary 
expenses of the State ; as if the good party was 
not that party which demanded that the con­
stitution and the rights of the people should be 
considered things sacred and above the mere 
arbitrament and will of ministers.

Allow me to say that the good party could 
not be that party, which, upon the question of 
the Seat of Government juggled {escamoter'] 
the vote in the House, and whose talent con­
sisted in making dupes.

The good party is not that party which im­
poses an exorbitant tariff upon the first neces­
saries of life and which taxes industry in the 
hope of obtaining a revenue from the misery 
and privations of the people.

The good party is not that party which re­
gards the public money as a fund which it can 
distr bute as private property and without the 
control of Parliament.

The good party is not that which makes ad­
vances of millions of dollars to the Grand 
Trunk Company and to the Bank of Upper 
Canada without the authority of the legisla­
ture, and who, to escape condemnation, dis­
avows acts proved by the public accounts and 
retires behind a cloud of false explanations.

The good party is not that which accords 
salaries or indemnities to members of Parlia­
ment, for labor, which it was incumbent upon 
them to perform from the very fact of their 
being members of the Legislature.

The good party is not that which bides and 
conceals a defalcation in a public officer, by 
according, after many years, a salary to that 
officer, he having become a member of Parlia­
ment and voting with the ministry.

The good party is not that which refuses to 
afford explanations upon facts, a knowledge of 
which would be unfavourable or disastrous to 
the selfish interest of the party, and which re­
sorts to and hides itself under quibbles, which 
are insulting to the good sense as to the dignity 
of Parliament, as the ministers have done in 
relation to the cost of the public buildings at 
Ottawa.

The good party is not that which regards 
the Legislature only as a means ct obtaining 
subsidies.

The good party is not that which declares 
that there is nothing more to be done, that 
it has done everything, and which refuses to 
proceed with all important Legislation.

The good party is not that which proposed 
and supported a Bankrupt Law, iu which the 
principle was embodied, that it was good and 
wise that all men in society ought to have a 
means provided by law, by which they might 
escape from the pay nent of their debts.

The good party is not that which, continual­
ly deceiving, boasts, with mockery, of the dupes 
it has made

Goodness does not and cannot consist in in- 
trigue, falsehood and deception. The existence 
of parties should be based upon truth, upon 
wise and rational progress and upon respect 
towards the constitution and the rights of the 
people. It was thus in the times of Lafontaine 
and of Baldwin, who understood the organiza­
tion of parties. The liberal party is called to 
reconstruct itself, outside of coteries and of 
individual interests, and iu the sense of those 
ideas, from which we derive the liberties we 
enjoy and which it is our duty to preserve and 
maintain.

Under these circumstances, the wisest policy 
I can suggest, and the best advice I can give, 
is to declare that the Government is bad, and 
to give jour suffrages to those who shall be 
disposed to make the same declaration.

I hope to have the pleasure of meeting the 
electors of the Mountai ville Division on the 
day of nomination.

ENG&IiH AXARKBTS.

The United States.—The telegrams from 
Washington received last night would indicate 
a steady advance of the Federal forces. The 
taking of Sewells’ Battery, by Gen. Butler, with 
the alleged attendant loss on both sides, ap­
pears, however, to want confirmation.

Newfoundland.—Matters would appear to 
have reached a very deplorable state in New­
foundland. Wft Ip'.r.i from J ho. HtrLi fv,—_ .nv j.v.r s
Newfoundland Legislature was summoned to 
meet for the despatch of business on Monday, 
the 13ih inst., on which day it is rumoured that 
the city ol St. John’s was iu the possession of 
a lawless rabble who were destroying the pro­
perty of the Protestant supporters of the Go­
vernment, and that the Legislature itself was 
in danger of being overawed and dispersed. 
These rumours, says our Halifax contemporary, 
may or may not be true, but the fact that the 
Governor of Newfoundland felt it necessary on 
Tuesday last to telegraph to the Commander- 
in-Ghief here for a strong detachment of troops; 
which were forwarded the next day, shows that 
serious disturbances had taken place, or were 
apprehended, which the ordinary police of the 
colony, and the small garrison at St. John’s, 
were unable to quell.

Our latest news from the islaod is contained 
in the following telegram, published in the 
New York papers of Saturday

Boston, Friday, May 24.
Accounts from Newfoundland to May 16, 

state that order had not been restored. The 
war-steamer Hydra has been dispatched in 
haste from Halifax w-ith a second detachment 
of troops. The house and stables of the leader 
of the Government, the Hon. Mr. Hoyle, had 
been set on fire, and destroyed by the mob.

Body Found.—On Saturday afternoon, the 
body of Jean Bte. Sansfaçjn, who walked into 
the canal near the Wellington Bridge, while it 
was open, on the night of the 6th inst., was 
found floating in the liver. An inquest was 
held and a verdict found in conformity with 
the circumstances of the case. «

Another Body Found last Evening..—On the 
1st. inst. two boys, named Wm. Pennistonand 
Thomas Lall-y, seeing some pieces of timber 
floating down the river, went out in a boat 
to get them. While in the act of stooping 
over the side of the boat to reach to the logs, 
Lalley fell in and was drowned. This oc­
curred about three miles from the Lower La- 
chine toll gate, and the body was not recover­
ed till last evening, when it was found about a 
mile and a half below the spot where the 
accident happened. Lalhy’s parents reside in 
Quebec.

Rescued fhom Drowning.—On Saturday 
morning, two men named respectively Edouard 
Turcot and Gideon Gagnon, were in a small 
boat in the King’s Basin when the boat upset, 
and precipitated the occupants into the water. 
They managed to lay hold of the side and cling 
to it till rescued by Constable St. Denis of the 
Water Police, and another person who went to 
their assistance in boats.

If my opinion can have any influence with 
you, 1 but perform a duty in declaring to you 
that, whatever may have been my peisonal rela­
tions with the Ministers, I have not hesitated 
to apeak and to vote against their acts and 
against their policy, and that so often and upon 
questions of so much importance, that I believe 
it to be equally my duly to ask of you to re­
fuse your suffrages and your support to any 
person, however estimable that person may be 
in his private life, who declares himself dis pos­
ed to support the present Ministry.

Never has power, even in the worst of times, 
manilested so little respect for the constitution 
and the public liberties. It has placed itself 
above the constitutional righia and cus­
toms, to secure which the liberal party

New York, May 27.
The pickets of the Forces at Alexandria 

were last night fired on, and the troops called 
to arms in consequence. No one hurt.

Tbe 7th regiment will return home on Wed­
nesday.

Strong and extensive entrenchments are 
being erected by the United States on the 
Virginia heights, entirely commanding the ap­
proaches to Alexandria.

Serjsant Butterworth of the New York 
/ouaves, was shot last night ht Alexandria by 
Mike O Neal, of same corps, who was acting 
as sentry, wbo receiving no reply to his chal­
lenge, tired and instantly killed him.

The 9th Regiment, though all but worn out 
from want of sleep, again volunteers to-day to 
labor in the trenches. The heat was oppressive 
all day, but they tried nevertheless with handy 
young men of New Jersey in handing the pick, 
shovel and wheel-barrow. They worked iu 
squads of 150, relieving every 2 hours. Div­
ine service was held iu the 7th Regiment camp 
this a. m. At the conclusion the chaplain put 
himself at the head of his congregation and 
proceeded to work on the entrenchments.

Baltimore, May 26.
The steamer Adelaide has arrived from Nor­

folk. Gen. Butler was reinforced yesterday 
by 3000 troops from New York and Maine.

It is said that the Rebels there are confident 
of their ability to hold Norfolk against any 
force.

The bridge connecting Old Peint Comfort and 
Hampton has been burned by the Rebels.

sons and property, as the U. S. forces iu Vir­
ginia will be employed for no other purpose 
than that of suppressing unlawful combina­
tions. and causing the laws to be respected and 
executed.
