TERRIBLE CATASTROPHE.

Looisvnxs —A terrible accidsnt occurred in 
the African Baptist Church, comer of Fifth 
and York streets. The congregation had aa- 
enabled foe worship, and the services bad just 
couicuencej when * sudden noise was heard 
overhead and one of the massite columns 
support’ng the galleties gave way

Weekly Reports. At the same hour It com­
menced snowing ; wind up river. Fired up 
to give the alarm ; and at 6 a.m. mo the alarm 
whistle ; wind increasing. At 9 a.m. blowing 
a gale from E.N.E. accompanied with a thick 
snow-storm. Gave ship 45 fathoms more chain 
on bridle. Bar. at 9 a.m. 29.60 and felling. 
Everything all prepared for a heavy gale. At 
11 a.m. bar. 29.40 and gale increasing and a m 
getting np vary fast. At 1 p.m. bar. 29 20, 
gale still increasing and green seas running 
over the bows. Storm mainsail set all the 
time to keep ship’s bows up to the sea. At 3 
p m. bar. 29 and blowing a terrific gale from 
E N E. and a thick snow felling all the time. 
Fog whistle constantly going with foil powar. 
At 4 p m. bar. steady at 29.

Despite all oar efforts, o ur ship lay across 
theses, rolling her rails on either side under 
water. A heavy sea broke over her starboard 
bow and washed two of my men down on lee 
side and they were slightly injured. Ship 
made no water. ,. „ .

At 5 p.m bar. rose to 29 5 and wind lolled a 
little, but the sees were running frightfully 
high, striking ship on starboard bow and driv­
ing sprays over the smokc-stack. Ship head­
ing at the time N.N-K. and the wind was blow­
ing from EH.E.

Two of my men were sick at tbs time and 
I kept the rest of the crew on deck all the 
time, ready to set sail at any time, in case it 
should become necessary to slip cable la or 
der to clear the dangerons reef lying close un­
der oar lee. I was bonod, however, to hold on 
to the ring of the anchor as long as my ship 
would keep afloat, parchanoe to save the lives 
and property of the poor mariners ronning up 
before this gale. At 9 p.m. wind taken off I 
fonnd our storm mainsail too small to keep 
the skip from rolling heavily, and at once set 
the foresail and thou found that the tide was 
strong enough to keep her across to the see all 
the time with both sails but she rode steadier 
with the two than with only storm sail. At 11 
p.m. wind veered ronnd to If.W. ; her. 2910. 
Gtele abated and the sea continued to mn very 
high, bat the ship received no damage, and 
everything works well and all right on board.

P. 8.—I have been unable to post this be- 
fore as there has been half a gale of wind from 
the N. W. all the time np to date, 7th Inst.

The difficulty between Bohemia, and the 
real of the Empire of Austria, had reached 
a heed on the 8th, when the Diet voted 
unanimously against sending delegatee to 
the Beiohsrath, despite the warning pre­
viously received on the subject. The Im­
perial Government in consequence ordered 
tT»n immediate close of its deliberations.

The London Times says on the subject of 
the shipbuilding trade : The future of the 
shipping trade appears at the present time 
to be such as should inspire caution. Com­
petent authorities estimate the steam fleet 
now building at nearly half a million of 

which, on a moderate calculation, will 
cost xi1,000,000 sterling. This addition to 
existing tonnage we may estimate to be as 
effective as nearly three times the same 
amount would be in sailing vessels, and the 
question arises whether, under the most 
sanguine view, an increase in the trade of 
the country can be anticipated sufficient to 
create employment for it. In previous pe­
riods of an over supply of shipping the mar 
ket was speedily relieved at the expense of 
underwriters, the tonnage being in a great 
measure composed of short-lived colonial 
vessels, but our ships now are mostly of 
iron, and the wear and tear are inappre 
dabls.

It requires little to produce a tatastro- 
phe when fire and explosive elements 
happen to be in proximity. The pre­
sent condition of the Austrian Empire 
famishes an illustration, in point, of a 
moral kind, however. For some time its 
Slavonic populations have exhibited un­
easiness, and dissatisfaction with the Im­
perial constitution. The Czechs, of Bohe­
mia, deairous of proflting by the successful 
example of the Hungarians, have not ceas­
ed to agitate and struggle for national au­
tonomy, or a Federal Union with the Aus­
tro-Hungarian monarchy, which would give 
thoTTi local government of the sort enjoyed 
by its latter half. Ever since 1867, this 
movement has progressed, and now it has 
produced a perilous crisis to the Empire. 
The Poles and Moravians, too, sympathise 
with Bohemia, aiming at similar ends. The 
result of their success would be a complete 
change of the existing system, and a substi­
tution, therefor, of a Federal Empire, on a 
plan resembling the American Republic. 
Instead of a closely-knit, consolidated series 
of States, now represented at Vienna, and 
receiving all important local, and gen­
eral laws, therefrom, we shonld behold a 
crowd of diverse nationalities, mutually inde­
pendent, as to local matters, and but loose­
ly connected in a Federal bond. There would 
inevitably arise, in the course of time, inter­
nal divisions, owing to differences of creed, 
race anH interest, threatening the stability 
of the Confederation. It would be next to 
impossible to oonflne The various states 
within '.their strict constitutional lim­
its, an over-step, by one, would be sure 
to lead to a clash with the others. Local 
legislatures have a tendency to excesses of 
thin kind, and their special views and pre­
judices, sharply developed within the 
smaller spheres, are not seldom offensively 
obtruded upon the larger, where all ele­
ments are represented and dealt with. 
Austria has always dreaded that imperfect 
unity, and jar of political members, be­
lieved to be involved in a Federal system. 
To the German portions of the Empire, no 
idea could have been more repugnant- 
They long struggled against Hungarian sel- 
government, and artfully enlisted different 
nationalities on their side, to defeat 
the aspirations of that powerful people. 
But fate was against them, the ruin of Sa- 
dowa proving that a greater enemy than 
William, of Prussia, had to be faced— 
namely internal hostility. Hungary con­
tented, was at length discovered to be an 
indispensable condition of national safety. 
Without this acquisition, the Empire was 
threatened not cnly with fatally diminished 
influence in Europe, but with disintegration 
and financial ruin. Yielding to the inevi­
table, the Parliament of Hungary was re­
stored, and the Emperor paid wise homage 
to the resurrected power, and the national 
rights and feelings of his Eastern subjects, by 
being crowned their king, with all the pomp 
and pageantry of the olden time. This has 
proved a healing concession, ai laying old 
fowls, and creating a unity of sentiment 
and purpose between both the cis-Leithan 
and traas-Leithan sections of the Monarchy. 
Hungary reconstituted, rejuvenated, is now 
the right arm of the Empire, faithful and 
strong for any enterprise. The accommo­
dating spirit thus inaugurated, did not stop 
here, but expanded to the encouragement 
of the other nationalities. The Czechs, now 
stimulated, and again depressed by minis­
terial promises, did not cease to urge their 
demands till, lately, a section of the Impe­
rial Cabinet, Hohenwart included, were im­
prudent enongh to bold out prospects of 
yielding everything asked. Not only is the 
matter but the manner of the Bohemian 
demands highly offensive to the German 
element. It does not consider Bohemia’s 
case half ss strong as was Hungary’s, since 
two millions of the flve in the former state, 
are men of German race, to a greater or 
leas extent, and thoroughly opposed to the 
pure Czechs, into whose hands the propos, 
ed constitution would deliver them. Nei­
ther are the Czechs as intelligent or civil* 
bed as the Hungarians, so that the Ger­
mans of Bohemia, a superior class, who na­
turally enjoy the sympathies of their com­
patriots, in Austria Proper, would have 
reason to fear this Czech supremacy in 
a Local Legislators. As to the method

of the Bohemian procedure, and some of its 
objects, an idea is afforded by their demand, 
that the Austro-Hungarian settlement, of 
1867, should be pronounced upon by Bo­
hemia, or the whole matter practically 
reconsidered. What could be bolder, or 
more uureasonable—what totter calculated 
to arouse the ire of the chief divisions of the 
Empire ? In this it has succeeded perfect­
ly. Of course all the acts of legislation and 
administration, since the era of the amend­
ed constitution, would thus be branded 
illegitimate or questionable. Such a posi. 
tion would be suicidal to the Empire, for it 
could not but occasion internal strife and 
dire confusion. Bad enough to exact 
constitutional equality with Hungary, and 
even the comaUon of the Emperor as King 
of Bohemia, without making her the judge 
as to the past, and an arbiter between the 
two great states. The whole question has 
been muddled and imbittered, moreover, 
by the rival political parties, and even 
sections of the same party, at Vienna. Von 
Beust and Count Andrassy, who are adverse 
to the extreme pretensions of the Czechs, 
have been checkmated by a colleague, 
Hohenwart, who, with others, raised the 
expectations of the Czechs to the highest 
pitch. After considerable vacillation by 
Francis Joseph, a ministerial crisis super 
vened, the Hohenwart Ministry going 
out, and the Kemperfeller replacing 
it. This change is, we believe, 
more a reconstruction than a new forma­
tion, as the Premier belonged to the last. 
The Cabinet of Hohenwart seems to have 
been divided on the subject, though the 
leading members Von Beust and Andrassy 
acted together. The former has now been 
relieved from office, either at his own re­
quest, or the will of the Emperor, whom 
he has served so well. What is the pros 
pectat present? It is really difficult to 
answer. On the one hand the foes of the 
ultra-Bohemian party have been dispensed 
with, and on the other, the breach with 
Austria seems wider than ever. The Bohe. 
mians are either disappointed at the ship 
wreck of their hopes, which we think like­
ly, or have made still higher demands. 
Evidently, then, the Emperor deems it time 
to meet force with force. If Bohemia will 
withdraw from the Imperial Reichsrath, at 
Vienna, then Francis Joseph warns her she 
exposes herself to ;(the gravest political 
consequences.” Does this mean the curtail 
ment of her constitutional rights, her prac­
tical non-recognition at the Seat of the 
Cabinet Government ; or a resort to legal 
pains as regards refractory representatives ? 
It must imply one or the other penalty. 
At present affairs have come to a dead­
lock. The stronger States will maintain 
their rights and privileges, ..intact, against 
the whole strength of the weaker. But 
fierce wrangling of different races, if not 
civil war, is imminent, if some compromise 
be not speedily reached. Austria and Hun 
gary were favorable to liberal concessions, 
but the extraordinary assumption and vio 
lent demands of the Bohemian majority, 
may have postponed, if not destroyed their 
chance of success. It is stated in various 
quarters, that the Czech agitation is con­
siderably due to secret influences of the 
clerical, or Ultramontane character.

The Tichborne case which was to be re­
sumed on 7th Nov came before the Court of 
Common Pleas, 24th, on an application on 
the part of the defendant for a commission 
to examine a witness, the captain of a vessel 
about to sail for Australis. It was ultimate­
ly arranged that the evidence should be 
taken before one of the masters.

The London correspondent of the Scots­
man writes :—“The subject of the Tichborne 
claim is already beginning to be talked of, 
though the resumption of the trial is yet 
some weeks off. I mention it for the pur­
pose of saying that it is stated that the 
cla'mant affirms that the first witness who 
will be put into the box on the renewal of 
the case will be the veritable Arthur Ortou 
alive, and to be identified, so as to negative 
the assertion of the defendants that the 
claimant is that person, and assuming to be 
Sir Roger Tichborne.”

The following interesting telegram readi­
ed the Boston Post, from St. John, N.B., on 
the 8th :—“ The local Government of New 
Brunswick, at its session in the Victoria 
Hotel to-day, ratified the contract with a 
company, composed of E. R. Burpee, Isaac 
Burpee, C. R. Fairweather, Bois Devebor, 
Alex. Jardine and John Boyd, each of whom 
subscribe $15,000, twenty-five per cent of 
which is paid down, to build the Riviere du 
Loup Ran way, under the Provincial act of 
1870. The company are to commence ope­
rations during the present month at St. 
Mary’s, on the side of St. John river, oppo­
site Fredericton, and are, by the terms of 
the act, allowed till 1879 to comple the road 
to Edmunston, Little Falls, a distance of 
180 miles. They, however, of their own 
motion agree to complete the first forty 
miles before the expiration of next year. 
The road is to be on the east side of the St; 
John river, all the way to Edmunston, with 
a branch to .Woodstock, about four miles 
long, including a bridge over the St.John at 
that place, which will connect with the New 
Brunswick and Canada Railway, and from 
it with the Houlton Branch and European 
and North American Railway. The main 
line, however, will lead to Fredericton from 
the upper country, and over the branch 
railway from that city to the European and 
North American Railway which runs to St. 
John. The government is to give a subsidy 
of 10,000 acres of land per mile, the land 
being on the east side of^SL John, in the 
counties of York, Carleton and Victoria, 
and the aid in money voted by those coun­
ties already amounts to $250,000, besides 
stock to the amount of $25,000 already sub­
scribed by the New Brunswick and Nova 
Scotia Land Company, and aid from the 
city of Fredericton. The scheme was almost 
a dead failure until E. R. Burpee took hold 
of it, two or three weeks since. St. Stephen 
railroad men will aid the enterprise.”

One of the 
Ooyotee chiefs, named Chi rat, had arrived, 
bringing with him 190 Indiana. The Cochise 
who wu then at Canada Allimoea, said that a 
great many more weald be in shortly.

All the members of the Cabinet were pre­
sent et a meeting to-day,which continued near­
ly four boors.

Grand 
Jory of Tncson, Arizona, make formal charges 
against managers of Indian reservations in 
this territory, showing that the Apechee were 
allowed to leave, and go on a war path at will, 
specifying numerous murders committed by 
Indians direct from Grant Camp ; also charg­
ing that the Indians are supplied with arms 
and zmmaultloo, and their women proetltnted 
by the officers In charge.
“Washibstom, Nov. 10—It appears, from 
Georgia papers, that much alarm is created by 
the apprehension that the President will de­
clare a martial law In that State. It may be 
safoly said, however, that such Is not his de­
sign, there being nothing In the present con­
dition of any part of Gsrgia to warrant snoh n 
measure.

A report wu published recently, that Se­
nator Scoll, Chairman of the Ka-Klax Com­
mittee, had recommended the issuing of a pro­
clamation ; hot that gentleman, himself, de­
clares that the report bu not the leut founda­
tion.

Prominant gentlemen here attribute the 
spread of amall-pox, in Philadelphia and other 
cities, te the sale of buffalo robes there, taken 
from Black Feet and Rejan Camps, where the 
disease prevailed two years ago. They were 
forbidden disposing to traders, bat several 
months ago they disappeared from those neigh­
borhoods, and found their way elsewhere. .

Nsw You, Nov. 10.—Ju. Irving wu before 
Jndge Woodruff this afternoon on an Indict­
ment charging him with a violent aasanlt on 
United States Deputy Marshall Dawley. He 
pleaded not guilty. Application for bail wu 
opposed by the District Attorney on the groand 
that Dawley wu in a critical condition. A 
commission of physicians wu appointed to 
examine into his state, Gen. McDonell wu 
present in Court, and it was determined not to 
remove Irving to the Fort at present. Sub­
sequently, on the report of the physicians that 
Dawley’a life wu In danger, bat did not think 
he would die, Irving wu admitted to bail in 
$10,000.

The attention which the administration has

They will be 
able by these Codes to conduct their own 
affairs, and thu?, said the hou. gentleman, 
wonld be of mnch advantage to them and far 
more economical than to place their business 
in the hands of an attorney. The House will 
also hear with pleasure that it is the intention 
of the Government to improve the adminis­
tration of justice In the District of Montreal, 
with which he waq best acquainted. * The 
number of Judges was entirely insufficient, 
for his part, and he spoke on behalf, also, of 
n large number of citizens of Montreal, that 
there is an absolute necessity to increase the 
number as well as the terms of the Circuit 
Court.

A most important measure for considera­
tion is one which concerns the laws which 
govern elections. It Is notorious that immo­
rality, corruption and the sale and purchase of 
votes are general in many of oar electoral 
divisions. To pat a stop at once to 
these evils, a law shonld be passed to disqua­
lify any voter gnilty of corruption, or of re­
ceiving or paying money for votes. With re­
ference to the trial of election, oar neighbours 
of Ontario had good reason to refer them to 
the Coarts of Justice, and it would be wise for 
as to f^ow their example. With these observa­
tions he would move the resolutions iu an­
swer to the Speech from the throne. The 
hon. gentleman concluded by moving the re­
solutions, which wfcre seconded by

Hon. JOHN FRASER de BERRY, Chief of 
the Frasers of the Province of Quebec, who, (In 
a long speech, of which the following Is mere­
ly a summary,) said—In rising to fulfil the 
agreeable duty of seconding the resolutions on 
which to found the address, hedid so with 
confidence, because be had no doubt the Coun­
cil would extend the same indulgence to him, 
which his bon. colleague had experienced. The 
welcome His Excellency has been pleased to 
accord ns on the renewal of oar Legislative 
duties, was, he thought, a proof that our put 
duties had been performed (o his satisfaction 
and also to the satisfaction of the Province. In 
fact the next paragraph of the speech affords 
proof of this in alluding to the desire of the 
people to avail themselves of the 
advantages, which the Legislature un 
der the new constitution has afforded 
them, by encouraging these enterprises which 
appeared most conducive to the prosperity of 
the Province The favor with which the inhabl 
tants of the country regarded the present COD' 
stitatlon could not fail to be highly satisfac­
tory to this Honse nor could it well be other­
wise. Is it not a transcept of that famous one 
under which Great Britain hu attained to her 
prodigionb power, and which hu made her the 
envy and admiration of the world. He wu 
happy to congratulate his friends, the Commis­
sioner of Crown Lands and the Commissioner 
of Agriculture and Public Works, on the 
energy and assiduity displayed by tham in 
farthering and supporting colonization through 
the medium of Colonization Societies, colon! 
zation roads,and wooden railways. The impulse 
already given to settlement, trade, and manu­
factures by these improvements promise at no 
distant period to raise this Province to the 
chief place in the Dominion. He had every 
confidence the administration would continue 
Its railway policy. They had shewn that the) 
understood the wants and interests of the 
country, and they had hit on the but means 
of encouraging the great public enterprises by 
liberal aid, avoiding at the same time, by a 
prudent foresight, to jeopardize the finances of 
the country. It wu now admitted on all 
hands, that a country withont railways might 
as well be ont of the pale of civiliz«tlon. It 
is the knowledge of this truth which will 
always induce them to act for the future as 
they have always acted, “ and at the lut the 
futcre will be bat the past.” One of the chief 
advantages of the policy of the administration 
is the confidence they have inspired in the 
municipal councils who are eager to act with 
them in promoting settlement, Improving pub­
lic roads and other improvements. He wonld 
also congratulate his hon. friend next him 
on bis success in reducing the former confu­
sion of the Orowo Land Department to order. 
He Is entitled to the thanks of this House for 
his care by means of which the revenue of 
the Department has been so considerably in­
creased. This increase in the public revenue 
has enabled the Government to enlarge Its 
expenditure In the encouragement of immi­
gration. Agents have been appiointed for oar 
ports and others sent to Europe to spread in­
formation and among these be wu much 
pleased to see that one had been sent to the 
Highlands of Scotland. The natives of that 
country by their courage, thrift, perseverance 
and sobriety, are among the most successful 
Millers in the British Colonies. He wu glad 
to see the happy result reached at the Confer­
ence on Immigration, from which the best 
consequences may be anticipated. Another 
topic of the Speech from the Throne was the 
improvement in our mnnicipal laws by the 
adoption of the Code, the natnral sequel, he 
would say, to the Codes of Civil Procedure and 
the Civil Code. Comparisons have been made 
between oar legislation and that of Ontario to 
our disadvantage. Well, said the Hon. gentle­
man, be would willingly trass the decision of 
the qaestion to this measure. He said it fear­
lessly, that our municipal laws, now reduced 
to one simple Code, Is as much superior to 
theirs u it is possible for one thing to be to 
another. The Code wu the work of the At­
torney-General and does him infinite credit. 
The next subject adverted to in the apeccb is 
the administration of justice. On this subject 
be wu quite at home, and knew more of it 
probably than he did of the varions other to­
pics contained in His Excellency's Speech 
from the Throne Under the freedom we en­
joy under oar happy Constitution the humblest 
individual expresses opinious on public affairs, 
and from his youth upwards, he has heard It 
repeated, that Parliament passed so many laws, 
that not one-tenth of them were 
ever made known and that the con-
•taut chzoge were injurious and Im­
peded the advance of the country. The
admlniatratlon will not this seasion incar a 
similar reproach. His Excellency Informs us 
that he only reqnlres a few amendments ; be 
hoped among the improvements to be intro­
duced, wonld be the extension of the terms of 
coart, and the nomination of several addition­
al judges by the Federal Government, the pre­
sent number being insufficient to expedite 
the immense work. They have to hear in 
Chambers and to decide questions arising in 
the bankrupt laws ; the nomination of tutors 
and curators ; then they preside in the Oircnlt 
Ooorts, In which upwards of 500 cues are in­
stituted In each of the ten terms. The Govt

of Review also engages much cf their time. 
The Soporior Court, as Its name iudii-ati's, is 
the most Important tribunal and engagea much 
time, study and attention, and It Is seen by 
the accnmulatlon of arrears of cases, that the 
number of Judges is quite inadequate to the 
performance of the duties. Th« arbitration 
next commands attention ; this House will re­
member the earnest support which was afford­
ed the government last year In its protest 
against the monstrous and iniquitous pretend­
ed award of the two arbitrators met with his 
hearty and unanimons support. His Excel­
lency’s Government apppealed with confidence 
to the Federal authoritiesagainst giving eflect 
to so illegal an award. This House will hear­
tily join the administration in the expression 
of a hope that justice will be awarded in the 
premises. We have heard, and are well aware 
that the moet scrupulous economy is exercis­
ed in all the Departments of the public ser­
vice, and are pleased to hear that the public 
accounts will show a balance in favor of the 
Province. His Excelleoc’a Speech concludes 
by an appeal to the Jpyalty of Parliament, and 
he waa sure if his own feelings were partici­
pated in by others, and of this he entertained 
no donbt, that the appeal was not in vain ; it 
was an abiding feeling in his family, his an- 
cesters had proved it on many trying occa­
sions, and he trusted with the assistance of 
Divine Providence, this House and this coun­
try wonld be loyal and’true sojecta to the Bri­
tish Crown, for all time to come.

Hon. Mr. STARNES, wonld not have tres­
passed on the time and attention of the Honse, 
nor preausamed to address the House, did he 
not concur most heartily in the resolutions, so 
ably and judiciously explained in the remarks 
of the mover and seconder. The allusion in 
the Speech from the Throne to the success of 
Confédération, was also a reason which called 
him up to the truth of this assertion. He was 
an impartial wit nest, because, and he made 
the admission with pleasure, he had enter­
tained serious apprehensions of the success of 
this form of Government. He, with others, 
found that the strife of other days previous to 
the adoption of Confederation, the envy, the 
bitter party-feelings, the hostility which exist­
ed between the different classes ot our hete­
rogeneous population, would become intensifi­
ed, and lead to the most unfortunate résulté. 
He was happy to say the actual result was the 
precise contrary ; Confederation had put an 
end to all these evils. If we look back to the 
occarrencea of a few years ago, the contrast 
with the present state of things is striking : 
Peace, happiness, contentment, prosperity ex­
ist, everywhere universal satisfaction prevails. 
Hon. gentlemen will not have forgotten the 
frightful picture ot the disaster predicted by 
the Opposition'>ia:*tMi-(lldUM of Commons, 
when the question of Confederation was dis­
cussed In 1866, and which wm condemned by 
a numerous minority. These predictions have 
been falsified, and, instead of the rain which 
wm apprehended, we see around us universal 
prosperity—a happy conntry, a contented 
people. The success of Confederation, he said, 
wm complete, beyond all expectation. The 
form of Government we enjoyed, be sincerely 
believed, wm better than that of any country 
In the world. Compare onr condition with 
that of onr neighbors, and he said we have 
nothing to envy. We should therefore be m 
proud of our institutions m they are of theirs. 
In this we might imitate them to advantage. 
It has been and it is yet too much the fashion 
to disparage Canada. Canadians, previons to 
Confederation, may have had some excuse for 
this. They have none now. Let all, therefore, 
follow the example of our neighbors of the 
United States, and stand up boldly for the 
laws, the Institations, the constitution and the 
Government of their country. We can with 
justice boast of the extent of the Dominion, 
of the great public works, of the IncreMe in 
our population, wealth and power, and of the 
fioarishlng revenue of the Dominion, which 
now reaches nineteen millions of dollars. The 
Hon. gentleman made some remarks on tho 
promised improvements in the adminUtratlon 
of justice rendered necessary by the IncreMe 
of population in the District of Montreal, and 
concluded an excellent speech by coogratn- 
lating the administration on the stand taken 
on the qaestion of Arbitration. It entitled 
them to onr gratitude and earnest support 
which he had promised them last session, so 
long m they continued to maintain their posi­
tion on this qaestion. They had done so and 
were therefore folly entitled to onr confidence 
and to that of the conntry. He need hardly 
add that the reaolatioas met with, his hearty 
concurrence.

Hon. Mr. FERRIER would say a few words 
to express his approval of the past conduct of 
the administration in the encouragement 
given to railways, to which was 
due the program many of these enter­
prises had made. He' perfectly coincided 
In the complimentary observations made by 
his honorable friend who Mconded the reeola­
tions. The Government were entitled to our 
thanks for their efforts in favor of these enter­
prises. While on this subject he would inform 
the House that Intelligence had jnst reached 
him, that the contract for constructing that 
portion of the Quebec and N. B. Railway had 
just been signed at Fredericton, and the Eng­
lish contractors were coming on here to nrge 
us to go on with onr part of the road. He was 
most happy to feel that the Government re­
quired no urging in this matter ; the grant of 
10,000 acres of land per mile wonld, be 
thought, secure the performance of the work. 
He had reason to believa that it would be 
•officient inducement to the contractors to 
construct our part of the line ; they looked, he 
believed, to the valuable timber m the great 
inducement. This success, then, we owe to 
the Hod. Commissioner of Crown Lands, who 
had quite removed his fears iMt year, when 
he advised the House to be cautious in Its 
railway policy, and not allow the favorable 
feeling entertained to wards rail ways to hamper 
their flnancial'poeition.He gave the Minister of 
Crown Lands every praise for extending en 
ooursgement to thla most desirable rostd, at the 
Mme time avoiding all risk of financial em­
barrassment so much for this subject. Before 
resumiog his seat he would say he entirely 
concurred lu the remarks of the hon. gentle 
man who had preceded him in reference to the 
pride of the American citiaena in the insti tâ­
tions of their country, and the deeire that Ca­
nadians should, in thla feature, not only imi­
tate them, bat even go beyond them, btcaaae 
they have the beet reswoo, having a better 
Government, better administered then theirs 
of which they are so prond, and boast so mnch, 
notwithstanding its many blots and Importée- 
ions. The constitution we enjoy ought to be 

the pride of our people. It wm, he thougbt, 
with the vast majority, but it was, neverthe­
less, attacked, at the hustings by e few, that 
branch in particular wm animadverted on, 
wm declared to be useless. It wm a matter 
ofcourM, In a busting speech that some fault 
must be found by an Mpiring politician, who 
frequently evinced more seal than discretion 
in their orations. He liked the seal, the ac­
tivity, the ambition of yonng men, bat he 
thought the steadiness, the experience, the 
knowledge of age wm aleo necessary, and one, 
of the wisest provision of onr constitution wm 
the establishment of the Senate in the Domi­
nion Government and Its counterpart in this 
and other provinces of Legislative Cooncils. 
The value of e second branch was made evi­
dent at the very first seuion of the Quebec Le­
gislature, one or more measures which bad 
pMsed the Assembly were defeated in thla 
Honse on the groand of the want of power in 
this Legislature to deal witkr (hem, while si­
milar measures in Ontario, where there is bnt 
one Honse, paaaed and were disallowed by the 
Governor General, or were repealed the fol­
lowing session, This would not have occur­
red bad Ontario possessed a second branch, 
which wonld have afforded, to nae a familiar 
exprpssioo, a sober second tbonght. He quite 
agreed with the honorable mover that 
it was most desirable the trial 
of controverted elections should be 
removed from the Assembly to the 
courts of jostice, as had been wisely done in 
Great Britatu and Ontario. Allusion is made 
In the Speech from the Throne to the expend! 
tore in extending education. On this subject 
he ( ongratalated the administration on the 
establishment of a School of Science by an 
arrangement with that excellent Institution the 
Lzval University, hot he wm sorrv to see that 
these schools were to be limited to the Catbc- 
lic population, nor could he aee the justice or 
policy of so restricting them. He believed 
that avowal would not be well received by the 
other cImms of the population The want of 
there schools hM been felt for some years in 
Canada, ever since the expansion given to rail­
way construction ; much difficulty was felt 
lately in procaring competent assistant engin­
eers to survey the Pacific and other great rail 
ways, and the McGill College determined as 
far M its meant enabled it to aopply the defi­
ciency, and by means of private contribotions 
established a School of Science. Is this insti­
tution, therefore, to be deprived of public aid 
for this object, while a great and highly 
endowed Catholio instftntlon receives public 
aid ? Is it because it is not Catholic to be 
deprived of It ? 1 cannot conceive that the 
present Government intend this. It appeared 
to him simple Justice that equal aid shonld 
be granted to both ioatitoUone.

Hon. Mr. ROBS would add his felicitations 
to those already presented to the administra­
tion. The progress made by the country, the 
offspring of Its w(m, prndant and liberal 
Government, wm so obvions that any one 
passing through the country could not fall to 
aee it. The agriculturist hM felt It. It la seen 
In his improved mode of culture, hia superior 
implements, his Improved breeds of cattle. 
The merchant and trader acknowledge It. The 
large Increase In the Customs revenue prove 
it ; the maunfactarer feels It, and acknow­
ledges It by Increasing the size of his factory 
and enlarging hia productions. Do we not 
aee manufactories springing op In all parts of 
this Provins#, and even shipbuilding, which

not he replied to, as nothing was before the 
House.

Hon. Mi CHAUVEAU said that explana­
tions of this kind had frequently been asked, 
for.

is nndoubtedly the author of the successes we 
have achieved so far and is entitled to our. 
congratulations. His Hon. coPeagne, the 
Minister of Agriculture sod Public Works, 
has also merited our thanks for the stimulus 
given by him to Colonization. In this section 
of the country, which was a purely rural dis- ! 
trict, settlement had made rapid strides which | 
wm principally due to the meMures of the ad- j 
ministration and their excellent execution by 
his Department. So much for the past ; for 
the future, he thought, we may rely on a con- 
tinnanc? of the same encouragement, the same 
efforts which have been hitherto so eminently 
successful ; to the roads and railways already 
constructed, or in coarse of coostraotion, let 
more roads and railways be added when re­
quired Let, in short, all improvemeots be 
made to the utmost limit of our financial abil­
ity ; this, he thought, wm the true policy of 
this country, and he believed wm the policy 
of the Administration.

Hon. Mr. BEAUBIEN, Commissioner of 
Crown Lands, did not rise to continna the 
discussion, which in fact wm rather unusual 
in this Honse on the Address. His object was 
merely to thank the Hon. gentlemen for their 
warm support of the Administration. He 
most, however, for himself smd his 
colleague, the Commissioner of Agrlcnl- 
enre and Public Works, disavow any personal 
or especial claim to the coogretnlations of his 
bon. friends so nnanimonaty tendered. Any 
merit to be formed in the measures adopted by 
their respective departments, is the property 
of all tbe members ot the administration alike, 
they were merely the executors of the mea­
sures matured by the entire ^ministration. 
Although, this House did not make and break 
administrations, yet the Government valued 
highly and felt mnch strengthened by the sup­
port of this House, to whose opinions they at­
tached not lees value then to those of the As­
sembly, because this House wm perfectly inde­
pendent of all external influence, they had no 
personal objects to serve, they had neither tho 
fear of punishment nor the hope of reward 
from the electors, or from the Government, 
they had not to court the enpport or fear the 
powers of others. They acted from the purest 
motives, and the chief one which inflnenced 
them wm the well-being of tbe conntry ; the 
prosperity of its whole population, withont 
distinction. He believed that this House wm, 
in some respects, saperior even to the Honse 
of Lords, of England, because there, they re­
presented a castle, while here the members 
were oitiaens, taken from the various class­
es of the society, and chosen for their 
personal worth ; and because they had rend­
ered service to tbe conntry, and had its 
real and permanent welfare at heart. In 
raising, he did not propose to say even 
as mnch as he had already said, 
bnt being on his legs, he wonld stdd a few 
more remarks. Tbe censos, he thought, would 
show a considerable IncreMe in our popula­
tion—this wm due to tbe efforts made by the 
Administration in promoting settlement. To 
show the Honse what had been done in this 
matter, he wonld read from a table of the 
comparative sales of Crown lands for the years 
1869 and 1870, from which hon. gentlemen 
will draw tbeir own conclusions. The num­
ber of acres sold in 1869 was 104,183, in 1870 
169,158, being an increase of 64,972, prodne- 
ing an increase in the receipts from tbis 
source o‘ $22,523; while free grants on public 
works were for the same years made of 6,159] 
acres, and 21 302 reap actively. The colnnia v- 
tion societies’ reservessmoonted.in the tame 
two years to 61,129 acres tbe first year, and 
increased to 93,122] tbe iMt year. While on 
the subject of the increased receipts of this 
Department he wonld say for the Information 
of tbe Honse, that Çhe receipts of Crown tim­
ber in 1869 had reapl^etj'tWeum of $362,868, 
being eqnal to the best yearof the United Pro­
vinces before Confederation, and last year to 
$406,480, an Increase of $43,612 in one year 
fur this Province alone. These ef- 
eots were only beginning to manifest 
tbemaelves ; In a few years they wonld 
be more apparent. With regard to the 
trial of controverted elections, the adminis­
tration bad the qaestion nnder consideration ; 
they thought it prematare to make any change 
jnst now. He would not enter into tbe ques­
tion to-day, bat In the coarse of the session, 
opportunity wonld be afforded bim to acqnaint 
the House with the reasons which influenced 
their present purpose. In conclusion he 
wonld repeat that be thanked the Honse tor 
the unanimity and tbe complimentary remarks 
with which the resolutions had been received 
and adopted.

Hon. Solicitor General Irvine gave notice of 
his intention to introduce a bill respecting the 
Issuing of marriage licenses, on Tuesday next.

Honble. Mr. I&YINE explained for the 
benefit of the English speaking members,who 
were most interested, that at present the 
licenses were Issued under the seal of the Go­
vernor General, and the fees devoted to the 
general purposes of the Dominion. He pro­
posed that the licenses should in future be is­
sued under the seal of the Lieutenant-Gover­
nor, and the fees derived therefrom devoted to 
the benefit of Protestant anperior education in 
the Province.

Hon. Mr CHAUVEAU said that this mea­
sure was but right and proper. Tbe fees paid 
came from Protestants, and it iras bnt fair that 
they should receive some benefit from them. 
They could receive benefit In no better way 
than In the advancement of superior education 
among their own people.

Hon. Mr HOLTON said that It wm not 
enstomery for members, when giving notices 
of motion to introduce any explanation. 
Should the practice be persisted in, it would j 
give rise to much inconvenience in tbe fntnre | 
for statements wonld be made, which could

He thought it wm time they were in ihe hands 
of the members.

Hon. Mr. ROBERTSON waa happy to reply. 
The book was in the hands of the printers and 
would be ready in a few days. He wm glad 
to have met the gentlemen whom Providence 
had sent along to help him in getting ont the 
accounts.

Hon. Mr. HOLTON wm quite satisfied to 
hear that the accounts were in the hands of 
the printer. But as tbe financial year ended 
on the 30tb Jane, h« tbonght that the ac­
counts might be in tbe hand ot the members 
on the first day of the session. It w»a neces­
sary that they should have them, so as to 
shape their action in voting supplies for tbe 
forthcoming year. There were other depart­

The ooart-martlei assembled on board H M. 
ship Duke, under the presidency of Vice-ad­
miral Lord Hood, and conducted from the 
12th to the 18th September, Sunday except-

ever manifest a disposition to assist In the mu­
tiny ?»

The Court,—» Was he daring that time deli­

berate or frightened, and in what manner did

his hammock up, and that he speedily return­
ed, accompanied by a number of armed men. 
Christian, with his party, then went below to 
Lieutenant Bligh’s cabin, and they had not 
been down long before he heard the cry of 
t( Murder !" and that soon after Lieutenant 
Bligh was brought upon the quarter-deck with 
his hands bound behind him, snrronnded by 
a crowd of armed men who then thronged the 
deck.

On this witness stating that when he went 
below to collect some clothes, he saw Peter 
Heywood in his barth, and told him to go Into 
the boat, he was asked by the Court if Hey­
wood was prevented by any force from going 
upon deck : he answered, “ No.*

The Court.—» Did yon, from his behaviour, 
consider him as a person attached to his duty, 
or to the party of the mutineers?’’

Witness.—» I should rather suppose, after my 
having told him to go into the boat, and he 
not joining ns, to be on the side of the muti­
neers ; bat that mast be understood only as an 
opinion, as be did not in the least take an act­
ive part.’’

ly and forcibly token that ship from Lleat- 
anant Bligh, and that he, together with the 
■aster, boatswain, gunner, and other persons

forth that Captain Edwards, in the Pandora, 
wm directed to proceed to Otaheite, end other

Mr. Fryer, the master of the Bounty, bel 
first sworn deposed :

That he had the first watch ; that between 
ten and eleven o'clock . Mr. Bligh came on 
dock, according to custom, and alter a short 
oonvexsotion, and having given his orders for 
the night, left the deck ; that at twelve he was 
relieved by the gnnner, and retired, leaving 
all qniet ; at dawn of day he was greatly alarm 
ed by an unusual noise ; and that on attempt­
ing to Jump up, John Sumner and Matthew 
Quintal laid their hands upon his breast and 
desired him hr lie still, saying he was their 
prisoner ; that on expostulating with them he 
was told, “Hold your tongue, or you sre a dead 
maa, bat if you remain quiet there is none on 
hoard will hart a hair of yonr head." He far­
ther deposed, that on raising himself on the 
locker, be saw Mr. Bligh, in his shirt, going 
on deck by the ladder, with bis bands tied be­
hind him, and Christian bolding him by the 
cord; that the master-at-arms, Churchill, then 
oame to his cabin and took a brace of pistols 
sad a hanger, saying, “I will take care of these 
Mr. Fryer;» the asked, on seeing Mr. Bligh 
bound, what that they were going to do with 
the captain : that Sumner replied, “Pat him 
into rhe boat, and let him see il he can live 
oa three-fourths of a pound of yams, a day ;» 
that be remonstrated with such conduct, bat 
in vain. They said he must go in the small 

“The small cotter P* Mr, Fryes ex- 
; ‘ why, her bottom is almost out, and 

_ much eaten by the worms t” to which 
Bamnerand Quintal both said, “The boat is 
too good for him.” After much entreaty, he 
prevailed on them to s«k Christian if ho might 
be allowed to go on deck, which, after some 
hesitatioa, wes granted. “When l came on 
deck," my« Mr. Fryer, “Mr. Bligh was stand­
ing by the minen mast with his hands tied 
behind him, and Christian holding the cord in 
one hand a bayonet in the other. 1 said, 
'Christian, consider what you are about.’ 
‘Hold your tongue, sir,’ be said ; ‘I bave been 
in hell for weeks past ; Captain Bligh has 
brought all this on himself.' I told him that 
Mr. Bligh and he not agreeing was no reason 
for taking the ship. ‘Hold your tongoe. sir,’ 

««id, ‘Mr. Christian, yon and I have been 
on friendly terms daring the voyage, therefore 
give me leave to speak. Let Mr. Bligh go 
down to Ms cabin, and I make no donbt we 
•hall be friends again.' He then repeated, 
•Hold jam tongue, sir ; it is too late,’ threaten­
ing me if I «tid any thing more ” Mr. Fryer
then asked them to give a better boat than 
the totter; he said; “No, that boat Is good 
enough.’’ Bligh now said to the master that 
the man behind the hen-coops (Isaac Martin) 
was his friend, and desired him (the master)
