Mustapha Pass, Turkey, Nov. 27. —
(Special)—Fire, famine, flood and 
anarchy afflict the besieged Turkish 
fortress of Adrianople, according to 
reports brought here by fugitives 
from that city. Those refugees who 
have managed to escape through the 
lines of investment, which are being 
drawn closer every day around the 
Turkish stronghold, declare that 
many buildings in the vicinity of the 
Selim Mosque are on fire.

Other districts of the city are deeply 
inundated with the- waters of the 
Rivers Maritza, Tunga and Arda, 
which have overflowed their banks.

The civilian population is declared 
to be short of food, and among some 
classes a state approaching anarchy 
exists.
BREAKDOWN OF NEGOTIATIONS.

London, Nov. 27.—The latest news 
received here last night foreshadows 
the breakdown of the armistice ne­
gotiations!, probably over the demand 
of the Bulgarians for the evacuation 
of Adrianople, to which Turkey will 
not listen.

The Turkish view is that while the 
Allies have no more reserves which 
they can draw upon, Turkey is draw­
ing a plentiful supply of fresh troops 
from Asia and is able to continue the 
war for another year. The Turkish 
military authorities assert that Adr­
ianople can hold out for another 
month and that the Tchatalja lines 
are impregnable. Hence Turkey’s posi­
tion is not desperate enough to warr­
ant her accepting humiliating terms.

TRIBUTE TO TURKS.
London, Nov. 27.—In a despatch 

from Mustapha Pasha the correspon­
dent, Bennett Burleigh, pays a high 
tribute of admiration to the ability 
and hardihood of the Turks defending 
Adrianople and the courage and de­
votion of the Bulgarians desiegers. He 
speaks particularly of the ingenuity 
and completeness of all the Bulgarian 
operations and of the constructive 
skill and industry of the Bulgars.

He visited dozens of their camps 
and found everywhere absolute clean­
liness and order, plentiful supplies 
and wholesome food of considerable 
variety.

“The Turks,’’ he adds, “realize the 
danger of the closing-in movement, 
and in a fierce battle at Dudzaras, on 
the right bank of the Arda, Monday, 
made a stupendous effort, sending out 
some 20,0110 men to relieve the pres­
sure. The battle continued fiercely all 
day long; Dudzaras was in flames, 
but the Bulgarians gave not an inch 
of ground. The losses on both sides 
were very heavy.”

TURKEY’S ATTITUDE.

London1, Nov. 27.—The Constanti­
nople correspondent of the Daily 
Telegraph sends the following de­
spatch ;

“Turkey is rapidly drifting towards 
the Triple Alliance. A rupture of the 
armistice negotiations is regarded as 
imminent and certain.

It was set 
afire by Bulgarian shells.

The Daily Mail says L “W’e learn 
that Austria has called 18,000 re­
servists to the colors and that the 
military districts of Vienna and 
Gratz are being placed an an enhanc­
ed peace footing, which includes all 
the reservist officers.”

The Tints’ correspondent at Con- 
stantinople learns from a well-inform­
ed source that no time limit to the 
negotiations- has been filed and that 
formal discussion of the terms of the 
armistice will begin to-day, when the 
Porte’s legal advisers join the dele­
gates.

PEACE NEGOTIATIONS.
London, Nov. 27.—It is rumored 

that Greece is negotiating direct with 
Turkey for peace on the basis that 
Greece shall take Saloniki and the 
country from Saloniki to the Greek 
frontier, says the Daily News cor­
respondent at Constantinople.

"This,” continues the correspon­
dent, “would indicate that the agree 
ment for mutual defence no longer 
is operative among the members of 
the. Balkan alliance. In this connec­
tion it is recalled that .negotiations 
for considerable concessions to Greece 
immediately preceded the war.

"The above statement is made on 
good authority, but confirmation of it 
is not obtainable.”

The Daily Chronicle prints a Con­
stantinople despatch to the effect that 
the correspondent, has heard that 
Greece has concluded peace with Tur­
key on the basis of Greece retaining 
Saloniki.

TURKISH MASSACRES.
London, Nov. 27. — Telegraphing 

from Odessa the correspondent of the 
Morning Post says reports received 
here from Kara, Russian Trans-Cau­
casia, allege that Turkish massacres 
of Armenian villagers have taken 
place in the districts of Bitlis, Van 
and Mush, Asiatic Turkey.

It is stated, the correspondent adds, 
that Russia is holding a strong Cau­
casian force on the frontier ready to 
enter Armenia should the massacres 
continue.

EDUCATION
Discussion On Measure Com­

menced In The Legis­
lature.

PROVINCIAL TREASURER OPPOS 
ED BILL, AS HE CONTENDED 

TIME WAS NOT YET RIPE.
Quebec, Nov. 27.—The debate on 

Compulsory Education, the most im­
portant of the session so far, com­
menced in the Legislature. After Dr. 
Finnic, of Montreal, father of the 
hill, made a speech in support of the 
measure, Hon. Mr. Mackenzie, the 
provincial treasurer, replied for the. 
Government. The chief objections of 
the Provincial Treasurer were that 
before compulsory education was pos­
sible two things were essential. One 
was free schools, and the other free 
text-books. In other words, there 
was a financial problem connected 
with the matter, which Hon. Mr.Mac­
kenzie estimated would require an 
annual grant of $300,000 to $000,000 
to meet if the hill were adopted. And 
as the present schools were short of 
funds and as there was really no 
mandate from the people in favor of 
the project, and finally as it meant a 
discrimination among the people on a 
class basis, the Provincial Treasurer 
was opposed to the adoption of the

bill. Therefore, until a more ideal 
condition of things was attained, as 
regards better paid school teachers, 
and until the province had reached 
the point of supplying free schools 
and free books, Quebec would not be 
ready for compulsory education at the 
public schools.

SHEFFORD MEMBER OPPOSES.

Three reasons were given by Mr. 
Bullock, of Shcfford, in opposition to 
the bill. In the first place, Mr. Bul­
lock said the people had given no 
mandate for compulsory education ; 
secondly, at the present moment it 
would be beginning at the wrong end 
to adopt the bill; and thirdly, to 
compel one section of the province to 
compel one section of the province to 
obey the law would be to create dis­
sension among the children and di­
vide them into separate religious 
camps. The member for Shefford ad­
dressed the House for the flist time. 
He argued that the time was not ripe 
for such legislation, no matter what 
had been done by other countries. 
There was undoubtedly a lack in edu­
cation in Quebec; but, on the whole, 
he felt obliged to vote against the 
bill. And the reasons were that the 
Liberal party had received no man­
date from the electors to adopt such 
legislation. In the last election what 
was most spoken about was better 
schools and better roads. But the peo­
ple had not been consulted on com­
pulsory education.

TIME WAS BANK WAS REGARDED 
AS A FRIEND, BUT NOT 

THE CASE NOW.
Ottawa, Nov. 27.—The debate on 

the address was commenced in the 
Senate yesterday, and three strong 
speeches were made. The first, by 
Senator Daniel, of St. John, who 
moved the address, the second by 
Senator Rufus Pope, of Compton, 
Quebec, who seconded it, and the 
third by Sir George Ross, the new 
leader of the Opposition in the Up­
per Chamber, who foreshadowed the 
line he would take when the naval 
proposals of the Government came 
befor^ the Senate.

Senator Pope, in séconding the ad­
dress, said that he had been in the 
West only last summer and could tes­
tify to the warmth of the welcome 
afforded the Duke and Duchess of 
Connaught there. Canada’s commerce 
was never before so great and her 
revenues were never before so abun­
dant. When nations were arming and 
competing in the race for power, when 
the Dominion was about to share in 
the defence of the British Empire, it 
was gratifying to know that we had 
the means which would enable us 
honorably to do our duty.
BRITISH IMMIGRANTS WELCOME.

The flow of immigration was wel­
come. Those who came from Britaio 
were, perhaps, most welcome, as they 
come with knowledge and respect of 
the institutions they found here for 
they were the same'British institu­
tions they knew at home.. Those from 
the United States were also welcome, 
but they and strangers from other 
lands should understand that they 
were coming to a British country and 
should make up their minds to re­
spect and support British institu­
tions.

Senator Pope predicted success for 
the Hudson Bay Railroad, and com­
mended the proposal to aid m the de 
velopment of rural highways, which 
were as important to the country as 
were railways. More agricultural edu­
cation was needed in Canada. On 
tario had set an example which other 
provinces would do well to follow.

The speech further referred to the 
Banking Act. Experience had shown 
that the Canadian banks tided the 
country over periods of stress better 
than had the system in the United 
States. However, h • sometimes 
doubted if in average times the Ca­
nadian banking system was giving 
the country the service it should. For 
four months in the year credit was 
curtailed to enable crops to be mov­
ed. This indicated that the banks of 
Canada did not have money enough. 
The farmer of the West, with 20,000 
bushels of good wheat threshed and 
ready for market, could not borrow 
a dollar on it to pay his help or for 
other purposes. It did not seem 
right that such a man should be a 
pauper before the banks. There was 
remedy. Other countries had success­
fully established mortgage banks and 
co-operative securities companies 
which enabled farmers to obtain 
money at from 3J- to 5 per cent. The 
farmers of Canada had to pay from 
5 to 10 per cent. He did not blame 
the banks for getting all they could 
for their shareholders. While he was 
not unfriendly to the banks, he could 
say they were growing unpopular. 
There was a time when the citizen of 
Canada regarded the banker as his 
friend. It was not so to-day.

Owing to amalgamations, shifting 
of managers and the multiplication 
of red tape the banks had drawn 
away from the people, who now look­
ed on the banks with a good deal of 
unfriendliness and distrust. The Bank 
ing Act was to be changed this year. 
In changing it provision should be 
made for co-operative banking, which 
had succeeded so well elsewhere and 
had done so without injuring the 
established banks.

In British House of 

Commons.
WERE DEFEATED BY LARGE MA­

JORITIES AND OTHERS GUIL­
LOTINED.

London, November 27.—Three Op­
position amendments to clause 15 of 
the Home Rule Bill were rejected in 
the House of Commons last night. 
The first, in the name of Hewfns, 
proposed that the Irish Parliament 
should not he empowered to discrimi­
nate in levying taxes in order to pro­
vide bounties on the production or 
export of native goods. It was de­
feated by 111. The second, moved by 
Amcry, sought to reserve all power 
over Irish customs excise to the Im­
perial Parliament. This was rejected 
by 13fi. The third, proposed by Cas­
se!, provided that the Irish Parlia­
ment should impose no taxes that 
were not identical in character with 
Imperial taxes. It was defegted l>y 
130. Several other amendments were 
guillotined.

worth of grain for every man, woman 
and child in the provinces.

In fact, there were 
more orders in the market than could 
be filled, as supplies of such are now 
somewhat limited. However, as the 
prices bid were satislactory to ex­
porters, some sales were made, in­
cluding one or two lines of Septem­
ber goods at 12je to 13c. as to 
the stock of cheese now heid in Can­
ada, it is estimated at 105,009 to 
110,000 boxes in Montreal and 35,000 
to 40,000 boxes in the West, r aking 
a total of 140,000 to 100,000 boxes, 
and of the stock in the West not 
more than 15 0ÛÜ to 20,000 boxes 
will go for export account, as tue 
balance will be required for home 
consumption. The exports for the 
week show a decrease of 22,974 box­
es compared with the previous week, 
and a decrease of 11,336 wdth the 
same week last year. The total efl- 
ports for the season t6 date show 
a decrease of 87,b03 boxes as com­
pared with the corresponding penod 
a year ago.

REV. W. S. LENNON, GRANBY, 
WAS THE PREACHER AND 

ALSO GAVE ADDRESS 
AT CONCERT.

Waterloo, Nov. 27.—(Special)— The 
anniversary services of the Methodist 
Church here were a decided success. 
On Sunday morning the Rev. W. S. 
Lennon preached a remarkable sermon 
on the doctrine of “Perfect Love or 
Christian Perfection,’’ taking as his 
text the 8th verse of the 40th Psalm. 
Introducing his subject by showing 
how the greatness of some men and 
some things could only be realized by 
contrasting them with ordinary men 
and ordinary things, in this way he 
showed that David was the towering 
figure of his day. The reverend gen­
tleman traced the struggle of the soul 
after purity, showing how these souls 
struggle. Like the tides upon the 
sea shore left its marks upon the 
sands in deposits of sea weeds and 
sea shells, leaves its mark upon the 
human life by throwing off evil hab­
its, and how if these struggles are 
persisted in, purity and truth become 
habitual and it becomes easier for a 
man to do right than wrong, this 
making the high water mark of Chris­
tian perfection.

In the evening Mr. Lennon delighted 
a large congregation with a sermon 
from Romans I, 15th and 16th verses. 
The preacher draw a dark picture of 
the religious, political and'social life 
of the city of Rome, showing that the 
people were always on the lookout 
for some new thing, and that at this 
time the city was exploited by the 
Greek philosophers for their own 
gain, and so Paul was ready to take 
the truths of Christ’s gospel and 
dovetail them with the philosophical 
beliefs of the people, and showing 
that the preacher of to-day who did 
not take the old truths of the gospel 
and dovetail them into the philoso­
phical beliefs of the twentieth cen­
tury, was not keeping abreast of the 
times. Tiie secret of Paul’s readiness 
to preach the gospel in Rome was 
that it was no human philosophy but 
a message from God, and the power 
of God dovetailing that message into 
the heart of man, a gospel justified 
by his own experience.

The singing by the choir was ex­
ceptionally fine at both services, and 
the congregation dispersed feeling 
that a profitable day had been spent.

On Monday evening the annual 
chicken pie supper was served in the 
lecture room of the church to a large 
company. After doing justice to the 
bountiful supply of good things pro­
vided by the ladies, the audience ad­
journed to the body of the church, 
where they listened with delight to 
selections by the choir and addresses 
by speakers from a distance. Rev. E. 
W. S. Coates performed the duties of 
chairman.

The Rev. Martin Gibb, of South 
Stukely, gave an interesting address 
in his own inimitable style, bringing 
down the house by his apt and 
humorous anecdotes.

The chairman then introduced the 
speaker of the evening, the Rev. W. 
S. Lennon, chairman of Waterloo 
District, who lectured in a very able 
manner on “The Drawing Church.’’ 
Among other things he said he wished 
to make a distinction between a 
drawing church and a drawing minis­
ter. The popular idea of a drawing 
minister was a man who could draw 
the crowds to the church and swell 
the receipts. Many congregations’ 
idea of a drawing minister was, 1st, 
a good looking man, a man of strik­
ing personality; 2nd, a good preacher, 
one who could charm and sway the 
congregation by the magic of his ton­
gue; 3rd, a man of good social quali­
ties, a man of broad sympathies, a 
clever financier, a man who can ga­
ther up the broken threads of years 
of official neglect and carelessness, 
and by the magic of his wit put the 
church on a firm financial basis.

This, said the speaker, was what 
many a church understood by a draw­
ing man. But. said the speaker, 
while this was the idea from the view 
point of the congregation, there was 
a view point of the minister: 1st, a 
good looking church, a church archi­
tecturally and ornamentally beauti­
ful. He said many a church was al­
lowed to get into such a disreputable 
condition that it was like a wet 
blanket thrown over a minister.While 
a comfortable, beautiful, well ap­
pointed church was an inspitation to 
the preacher. 2nd, the church that 
pays the largest salary, possibly not 
the largest, but the largest it can 
afford. Most ministers would rather 
go to the church that paid all it 
could, than the church that, paid a 
larger salary but could afford to pay 
a good deal more. 3rd, a church that 
is not afraid to express its apprecia­
tion of its minister. Many a minis­
ter was discouraged and handicapped 
and not at his best, for the lack of 
appreciation; and, finally, a church 
with a pure church ideal, a church 
which is looking for a man wno will 
do his God-given work, rather than a 
social leader.

He said a drawing church does not 
expect its pastor to be a jack of all 
trades but an executive officer with 
his own distinctive work, a co-opera­
tive church, each member doing his 
own work. Now, said the speaker, 
if the Waterloo church Is that kind of 
a church, when the time comes that 
you will be looking for another pas­
tor to succeed the present one, you 
will find half a dozen good men say­
ing “Here am I, send me.’’

After being assured by the pastor 
that the Waterloo church was just 
that kind of a church, the congrega­
tion was dismissed, with the benedic­
tion by Rev. W. S. Lennon.------------- y--------------

PLANS FOR WINTER’S CAMPAIGN 
ALMOST COMPLETED—AGÈNT- 

LECTURER APPOINTMENT 
IMMEDIATELY.

Quebec, Nov. 27. — (Special cor- 
| respondence)—Although, the Eastern 
j Townships have absorbed a certain 
j proportion of the immigrants coming 
j into Canada during the year ending 
j July 30th, 1912, the fact remains
! that the magnificent tract of country 
; embraced in that title still offers a 
very extensive field for the settlement 
of great numners of those who are 
now leaving Great Britain in such 
numbers, owing to the agricultural 
depression and other causes. And it 
assuredly will become such when it is 
more generally known as it presents 
especial and unequalled attractions 
for the agricultural class generally, 
known as tenant-farmers. To men of 
this kind, with families, accustomed 
to the work on an English farm, the 
change from the Old Country to the 
New would be but slight. And the 
tenant-farmer disposing of his stock 
in England would probably have cat­
tle enough at his disposal to make a 
good start with the prospect of pay- 

, ing off the cost of his new7 farm in a 
comparatively short time. It is true 

j that the agricultural holdings of the 
Townships are not generally for sale, 
yet there is good reason for the ef­
forts now being made to encourage 
immigration into the famous “Gar­
den of the Province.”
HON. MR. DEVLIN INTERESTED.
That the Government is fully alive 

to the importance of the project and 
is making every effort to promote its 
advancement is a fact which will 
cause general satisfaction. A visit 
to the Department of Colonization, 
Mines and Fisheries, and a conversa­
tion with the Hon. C. R. Devlin, 
brought out the fact that ho is at 
present actively engaged in working 
out the plans for this year’s cam­
paign in the Old Country in behalf 
of Eastern Townships immigration. 
The Government’s pamphlet has al­
ready been issued describing the geo­
graphy and resources of the Town­
ships. Generally, it may be said that 
the Department is aware that the in­
terests of the railways with the 
“longest distances,” have caused them 
to promote Western settlement by all 
the means in their power and to ne­
glect the fertile country which lies 
at the very gateway of Canada. The 
“Great West’’ has been so much ex­
ploited that it is a matter of very 
frequent occurrence for the Depart­
ment to receive reports of people ar­
riving on the steamers at our great 
St. Lawrence ports, who had never 
even heard of “The Townships,” and 
no wonder, for in the past, for some 
years, the bulk of the Federal Gov­
ernment’s advertising, as well as rail­
way, has been concentrated bn the 
West. Now that settlement in the 
West has been so heavy there must 
sooner or later come a reaction, and 
the Provincial Minister is well aware 

| that the Eastern Townships present 
I unequalled opportunities and attrac- 
! tions for British farmers, who may 
! possess enough of money to enable 
j them to avail themselves of what is 
j offered. And this more especially as 
j the fact is dawning on the tenant- 
j farmer in the old land that the pros­
pects, under existing conditions, of 
bettering his condition are becoming 
less as the years go on.

Now, as the Minister points out, 
while as a general rule agricultural 
lands in the Townships are not for 
sale, agriculture being too profitable 
an undertaking, still inevitable chang­
es open up many opportunities for 
newcomers. There are those who have 
realized a competency ; some have no 
children to take their places ; some 
have children who have chosen too 
frequently unwisely, some other walk 
in life ; some are of an adventurous 
spirit and prefer to seek “fresh woods 
and pastures new.” All these repre­
sent holders of farms ready to, sell. 
And, as these farms are ready-made, 
without the necessity of the settler 
hewing his home out of the forest 
primeval, with buildings and stock 
for prices to he agreed on, it is need­
less to enlarge on the attraction they 
should offer to the Plngiish emigrant. 
And they can be bought for two or 
three years’ rental as now paid 
across the sea, and offer the newcom­
er exactly the same mixed farrring 
the Britishers, north and south, have 
been accustomed to. The pasturage 
offered is unequalled, and the estab­
lishment of our cheese and butter fac­
tories afford a great saving of labor 
both on farm and dairy and these 
cannot hut prove to be a new and 
progressive experience to the immi­
grants. And as this kind of dairying 
yields constant cash returns, it is 
hardly necessary to say these offer 
another encouragement to settlement. 
Then the educational facilities, reli­
gious and secular, are already wait­
ing the newcomers and the isolation, 
which is so trying to settlors in new 
territories is wholly absent, and the 
labor of breaking up new land, as in 
the West, is not required.

While the Department of Hon. Mr. 
Devlin is sensible to the opportunities 
thus presented to farmers for settling 
it is equally alive to the fact that 
the Townships afford a field of immi­
gration in many other respects. It is 
aware that farm labor is very badly 
needed and Is moving actively in the 
effort to bring it in. Domestic ser­
vants arc, as is well known, greatly 
needed by the “busy housewives” of 
the Province, and heads of house­
holds will be glad to learn that spe­
cial encouragement is to he given by 
the Department to the. immigration of 
a suitable class of women.

Capital Can, with much advantage
