England at the Centennial.
-Loxnox, June 26.—A volume of reports
on the Philadelphia Exhibition was issued
to-day. The Duke of Richmond and Gor-
don, in his report to the Queen, says:—
“¢The action of Her Majesty’s Government
and the efforts of exhibitors have been most
suceessful in cementing the bonds of union
between the two nations. I am afraid that
owing to the universal depression of trade
last year the efforts of British exhibitors to
maintain the credit of their country at
Philudelphia did not meet with so much im-
mediate success as could have been wished,
but I frust that the extended knowledge of
British productions which will result from
this great exhibition, will eventually lead to
a large extension of trade between the two
couniries, to the advantage of both."

OTTAWA, June 26, —Mr. W. H. Waller,
Mayor of Ottawa, delivered a lecture on the
grivances complained of by Irish Catholics,
in the St. Patrick’s Hall ‘to-night. ~ Mr.
Waller, after endeavoring to show that the

drish in Canada were in a minority in every [

constituency in Ontario, offered as a means
of redress the cultivation of their minds,
the reading of two weekly newspapers on
oppasite party sides ; the education of Irish
children, and participation in public mat-
ters without aspiration to public honors or
public positions until they were adapted to
the political arena and its requirements, A
vote of thanks was moved by Mr. Kehoe,
seconded by Mr, Murphy, Before this was
put, Ald. Starrs said he wished to enter a
protest against the remarks made by Mr,
Waller concerning one who was absént, he
having alluded to Mr. John O'Donchos, of
Torouto, as an officious and ambitious man
who wanted to be in the Parliament or in
the Cabinef. He deprecated auy allusion to
one who could not reply for himself, and
called attention fo the fact that Mr. Waller
admitted that 190,000 Irish Catholics had
mo representation, yet he (Mr. Waller) was
unwilling toaid them in getting it.  Mr.
Waller was an inconsistent man, and he
<ould prove it. Mr. Waller here got up and
said that this was a lecture, not a
public discussion, and that if Mr.

thing there is too much going on as it is.
Now why not make our donation to St.
John not merely humanitarian, but brother-
ly and patriotic, and in celebration of the
tenth year of sur union. Foreign cities are
helping from charitable motives, let us do it
as one member of a family to another.

The Musical Festival.
To the Editor of THE STAR :

Sir,—The editor of the Gazelfe musical
column have endeavored to wriggle out of
their original position with regard to the
mis-statement I complained of, treating me
to their entire space on Saturday, and
thereby depriving the musical public of
their remarks on other subjects.

They do not pretend to know as much
about music as I do. OF course not ; but I
presume that they know something of the
Inglish language, and that, when they
make an assertion in plain words, they mean
what they say.

They stated that T made a ¢ grave mis-
take” in having a certain solo accompanied
on the organ instead of the strings of the
orchestra, and afterwards (in amswer to a
letter in THE STAR) insisted that the strings
did accompany the solo part. Now, having
procured a copy of the score, they see their
mistake, and try to make out that they
meant, they would have preferred stringed
instruments, although they knew perfectly
that Mendelssohn had not scored the part
for them,

Now, in the first place, the organ was not
substituted for anything, but merely added
to the orchestra, the flute, clarionet, horn
and bassoon parts being all represented ;
and, secondly, it would have been absurd to
have played the solo on strings, and then to
have answered it in the chorus with strings
also, the evident intention of the composer
being to make a contrast between them.
The truth is that which, ever of the four
amateurs attended that particular concert,
missed the familiar sound of the violins,
and, never having seen the score, made a
rash assertion which was utterly incorrect.

They admit that ¢ the notice of the con-
certs was hurriedly written, amid other
numerous and pressing engagements,” and
say that they think that, whatever others
way have done, I might have understood
them if I had endeavored todo so. To this
I have merely tosay that surely four young
gentlemen ought to manage one column a
week withont the excuse of hasty writing,
and that I was not aware that (great a per-
sonage as they evidently think me) the
musical column was written specially for my
edification.

Annual Report Merchants’ Banlk.
To the Editor of ThE SraR:

Sm®,—In Febmary last you commented
favorably on the action of the directors of
the Merchants' Bank in calling an informal
meeting of the shareholders to take them
into their confidence by laying what was
then claimed to be a truestate of the affairs
of the bank before them. At that meetin
statements were submitted by the genera
manager and executive, showing that after
ample allowance had been made for all
losses, there were nearly $400,000
to the good, over and above the cash capital
of the bank. This report was accepted by
that meeting as entirely satisfactory, and a
resolution passed accordingly, in which it
was urged the shareholders should not
pesmit the temporary depression of the stock
to lead them to sacrifice their interests in
the bank. It now, however, appears from
recent developments, that on that occasion

the shareholders were simply the vietims of -

mi confidence, and that instead of
thl:rgh;?iing a surplus, there was actually a
deficit of over two mimm;l::f‘;l:ilars. i
Is no one responsible - for such e
'cep:ion as this evidently was? ﬁgn is ‘it
not.a case which our Goveromentshould at
onee take action on ! I notice from the re-

turmn of 31st May of this bank to the
Government that there was an npparent sur-
plus of §722,080.86, while the statement of
the directors of 1st June to stockholders
shows a deficit of §2,027,399.12. The pre.
sent Manager claims, in his report, to ac-

count for this enormons dl.mup-nc{ , and he
mg,be correct in his conclusions, but he is
rather unfortunate in his expression of satis-
faction that his statements have been veri-
fied in all essential points by a committee of
three, two of whom are responsible for the
mis-statements of February; but as thess
gentlemen have go recently ved them-
selves incapable, to use a mild term, an ex-
pression of opinion from them now is worth-
less, g0 far as the public is concerned. The
diréctors suggest that 760,000 be set aside
to meet undeveloped contingencies, as the
smount locked up in real estate and other
tecurities must take time for realization,

every security held by the bank placed on an
interest-bearing basis. I do not find, how-
evef, from report of 1st June, that the bank
Lolds any ‘real estate other than bank
premises,” although that item in the return
to the Government of 31st May, is repre-
sented by §391,747.28.

The Caxton celebration opened in the Mechanics’ Hl last night nader most favor-
able auspices, considering the difliculties under which the commitzees laliored in the
early portion of the day. By balfpast eight o’elock the Hall was well filled, and by
the time the addresses commenced an ocenpant had been found for every seal.

The method of ¢xhibiting the treasures secured by ths committes was simple anl
effective.

A pamp, working in this, projacts at
intervals into the mould a sufficient (uantity to form a single type, and this oliargs of
metal is thrown against the matrix, and receives its form upon the fass fromit. Tae
tevolution of the erank removes the cooled metal, and a type isjerked ontintoa spout pad
slid down a little spout into a box, It is from this taken to a tible, where a litile
girl breaks a wedge-shaped jet at the end. Thence, it passes to a circalar stone table,
where girls with leather-protected fingers smooth it by rubbing. Tha type goes
through various other processes of kerming, smoothing, planing and grooviag.  Last
stage of all, it passes under the eye of a skilled examirer, who, with a magaifying
gass, losks carefully ut each one, uu r jocta all the infwior. Tle prozess, as exhibited, i3
yery complete, and most intcresting, ¢ e "o printers, comparatively few of whom ever
bave an opportunity of witnessing type casting. e

The printing was conducted upon o *¢ Peerless” press, on tha Gordon principle,
worked with the treadle, as it wis ot posible to n'reduce steam power.  The press-
man during the evening stiuck ofl, in vary ne.t for o, broadsides of a poem eommem)-
rative of the cceasion, by Mr. 11. Mott.

Mesers. Dawson Bros., professing to **bind o :wau et the knowledge of the past for the
benefit of the future,” practically illus'ratal the feuinres of bookbinding art.  The pro-
cesses of forwardieg, marhleing and finishing were . gone throogh, to the great interast
of many spectators, most of whom hallitde ides of the wany mechanical stagés throngh
which books must pass before reaclivg tie public. :

From these processes Jet us take & g'ance at the mn of whose ashisvamet ths cam-
memoration is designed to honor. William Caxton was not ths dissoverer of printing
from moveable type ; Guttenburg has that immortal honor; but he was the first Eaglish-
man {o ecqurie the art and introduce it into his native lanl. Caxton was a Keatish lad,
born in 1812, and apprenticed, after what was, for the tims, a good edasation, ta a maresr
in Londen, whom he served from lis fifteenthits his twentieth year, In 1411, for soma
reason unknown, he quitted England, and went to the Low Countries, where he lived
some thirty years. The history of the first twenty years is a blank, but it is clear he
was a person of repute, for we find Edward IV. in 1464 issning a writ, appointing Wm.
Cexton and Richard Whitehill his Special Ambassador and Commissioner to the Dike
of Burgundy, Philip the Good. Caxton had to attend the Court at Droges, and thers he
lived in the ¢t House of the English,” and then he is said fo have resided for s ma years,

Time was plentifal with
him here, and he oceupled it
3 in the translation of a work
by Raoul Lefevre, a French
ecclesiastic.  When Philip
died, and his son married
Margaret, sister of the Eng-
lish King, Caxton entered
her service at a yearly foe.
It was by her desire that
he eompleted the translation
of Lefevie's ¢ Histoires de
Troyes."”  This became in
tima no easy task, as Caxton
had imposed upon him the
duties of English Consul,
He accompanied the Conrt
to Ghent in 1469, and
finished the work in 1471
in Cologne, While en.
gaged in this work the fame
of the new diszovery of

rinting had undoubtedly reactied him, and he formed an idex of availing himsell of
it to perpetnate his work. Caxton was taught the priuciples of printing by Colard
Mangicn, a French printer of Bruges, and his first book, ¢ The Recuyell of the Historyes
of Troye” wes produced in 1471. There are but a few copies of this book now in
cxistence, and, with the exception of some odd leaves in the IFrench National
Library, they arcall in England. For a work of 700 pages, it was gobten out in the
marvellensly short time of three months. This work was accomplished with the radest
appliances, as witness the following reproduction of & drawiag of a press of 1520,

Cexton's next work was
‘‘The Game and Playe of
Chesse,” and having de.
voted himself to the art,
he practised it in the Low
Countries for several years,

ublishing various works.
E]e retwrned to England,
supplied with type and
materials for establishing
himself as a printer, about
1476. The difficulties un-
der which he had to labor
were immense, for at the
time he had no working-
men to look to. Not one
Englishman in a thousand
could read, and so it is

robable that ke had to

epend upon foreign labor-
ers as well as material.
He obtained room inWest-
minster Abbey, probably
the Almonry, and there,
secure from molestation,
he commenced and carried
on his work. The first
book printed by him in
England was a preduction
of Lord Rivers, one of his
earliest patrons, entitled
¢The Dictes and Notable
Wyse Sayingsof the Fhy-
losophers,” which bems
date 1477. A copy of the
work was presented to
Edward 1V., and the en-
graving presented is a eopy

Sketching brielly the early
history of journalism in Canada, Le coicind: d with remarks concerning features of the
Jjournslism of the present day, sensationalism and interviewing Mr. White looks upon
these with abhorrence. He concladed : ¢ With a free press, the bulwark of the people’s
liberties, and the parent of reform, human progress was safe. The newspaper had bezame

8Ax Fraxcisco, June 27.-——-A despatch
says that Father Mesphie, for thirty years a
RomanCatholic missionary among the Indian
tribes, says that in October, 1875, he was
at the Umatilla agency to meet the chicfs of
the Umatillas, Cayuses and Walla Wallas,
At the council the Indians were very nealy
mnanimous in their wish to cede the Umitilla
reservations to the Government and be al-
lowed to go into the Walla Walla valley.
The chiefs signed depositions to this effact,
which they entrusted to Mesphie to be
sent to Washington.

The Indians represented that their reserva.
lion was being continually trespassed upon
by the inhabitants adjoining the whiteZset-
tlements, who would sell the Indians whis-
key and otherwise demoralize them. The
wish of the Indians received mno attention
at Washington two months ago, Howliss
Wampoo, one of the chiefs who has been
present at the council, and who is principal
chief of the Umatillas, told Mesphic that
the Umatillas were dissatisfied. They had
made these demands to leave as the silence
and neglect of the Government left them
nothing to hope for, and they would
join Chief Joseph in the Walla-Walla
Valley, who had already resolved
to go to war. Mesphie says the chiefs and
principal men who inaugu.rsted the war are
rich and influential, and will be able to
secure the aid of all the disaffected Indians
of the various tribes; this constitates the

Amongst the witnesses
examined was Mr, Ric White, of the
Gazette, Vice-President of the Dominion
Type Founding Co. He stated that al-.

taken place, he had no particular knowledge
about them.

The Molson Capins Case,

This case was opened in the Enquete
Court yesterday. Mr., Thomas, Manager of
Molsons' Bank, deposed that he had advised
Mr. A. Molson toapply to Hon. Mr. Abhott
for the loan of $30,000 to assist’the Mechan-
ics’ Bank. Mr. Geo. Varey, late bookkeeper
to Mr. Molson, stated that the $30,000 in
question was transferred in the books from
Mr. A. Molson's accoant to that of Mrs, E.
A, Molson ; he could not tell how soon be-
fore the closing of the bank, but probably
about a month. He explained this was
done 2s he was of opinion the money be-
longed to Mrs. Molson and not to Mr. A.
Molson. Mr. Barkdn, of the Savings
Bank, testified that in September, 1876, Mr.
A. Molson deposited £2,000 in his name in
the Bank. Mr, Frank Varey stated that in
September, 1871, he had made two advances
of $11,000 to Mr. Melson, taking Mechanics’
Bank bills for security. Mr, Wm. Duun,
broker, deposed that his firm was applied to
for a loan of $40,000 by Mr. A, Molson,who
left the titles of the Masen estate for exami-
nation with them,and that they had already
been declared as good by Hon. Mr. Abbobt;
that Mr. Molson refused to aceepta loan
from Mr. Abbott, who had asked 7§ per cent.,
and that he (Molson) would only pay 7 per
cent.

LATEST MAIL NEWS,

England.

It is said that the Duke of Norfolk has
offered an asylum in England to the exiled
German bishops of Paderborn and Erme.
land.

At a special performance at the Royal
Italian Opera. House in London, recently,
Mlle.

ny, behind whom was a group of Ameri-
Ic):nyﬂags, sang the ¢ Star 'ngngled Ban-
ner.,” General Grant, for the first time
sineé his arrival in England, was dressed in
the full uniform of a gf[ajan(}cneral. The
entire audience rose on the General's en-
trance, and remained standing during the
singing, as did also General Grantand his
wife. After the song was finlshed General
Grant was loudly applanded.

The number of churches in London and
within a radins of twelve miles which will be
‘affected by the Risdale judgment, as far as
regards the use of the Eucharistic vestments,
is thirty-two.  The Rev. W..A. Whitworth,
viear of 8t, John's, Hammersmith, has dis-
continued the use of the Eucharistic vest-
ments, in obedience to the Iate judgment ;
and the Rev. W, Hope, vicar of St. Peter’s,
Derby, has announced his intention of dis-
continuing the use of the altar lights and
Eucharistic vestments so soon as the Risdale
Jjudgment shall have been formally made
known.

The patterns of the new helmets having
been itted to the Duke of Cambridge,
have, it is said, been finally sanctioned by
him. The material is of felt, with a brass
spike on the top, and a brass plaque in front,
consisting of a star surmounted by a crown,
with the royal motto surrounding the regi-
mental number. There is a %rass scale
chin-sttap, and a small brass scalé chain
above the peak. There is a neck-piece be-
hind, and the peak is of the Prussian shape.
We do not know whether it is proposed to
give the non-combatants brass knobs instead
of spikes, as in India.  The only objection
we can see to the new head-dress is that it
will be very conspicuous, especially of a
sunny day; but it will add much to the
effective appearance of troops on parade.

Ireland.

During the midday service on the 27th
May, in the Catholic Cathedral, Armagh,
where the Redemptorist Fathers were hold-
ing a Mission, a man named James Dennis
fell suddenly down and expired.

Godfrey Baldwin, Esq., of Brookfield,
Bandon, County Cork, a celebrated fox-
hunter, and the only surviving son of one of
the oldest and most respected families in
the South of Ireland, died recently.

Recently 2 most wanton and seandalous
outrage was perpetrated at Kilerea, Cork,
the residence of John D. Hawkes, Esq.

It
weighed thirty-seyen and three-quarter
pounds.
