OP THE PER-A Fresh Charge against one 
sons accused op the Corrigan Murder. It is 
worth reflecting on how frequently criminals, 
after a series of escapes from justice, at last 
come to a violent end, either by the inter­
vention of the law on account of otfences which 
former impunity had emboldened them to com­
mit, or by the hands of other private men. We 
could mention, without hesitation, some half 
dozen instances in our own community of this 
delayed punishment falling at last on the guilty 
individual. One man after a life of violence is at 
last shot while repeating his offence. We have 
in mind in saying this another case than that 
of Dempsey. Another leaves town, and is 
murdered in the country place where he has 
taken up his residence. A third, after several 
triumphant appearances in courts of justice, 
where he has been let off against all appear­
ance of right, becomes a nuisance even to the 
men who had formerly upheld him, and he is 
convicted for a last offence, and only escapes 
hanging for a lifetime of imprisonment. So we 
might go on. There seems to be another ex­
ample of this late but certain retribution in the 
case of Hogan. Tried by Mr. Justice Caron 
for the murder of Corrigan, there can be no 
doubt that that Judge believed that his guilt 
was thoroughly proved. Yet he was acquitted, 
there is too much reason to fear, as the result 
of the prejudices of a jury which the law en­
abled the prisoner’s counsel to pack, in order to 
defeat the ends of justice. A few months have 
gone by and this same man is accused of an­
other offence, not this time against one of a class 
in a minority of the community, but against a 
man of that class which is the most influential 
from its numbers in Lower Canada. In 
short, he is accused of shooting a French 
Canadian who had the temerity to purchase 
the farm which Hogan had made over to Mr. 
O’Farrel, his counsel. It is reported that 
this transfer to the lawyer was for professional 
services at the former trial, and if so, and the 
facts should turn out as they are reported at pre­
sent, there will be a singular and most striking 
chain between the murder of Corrigan and the 
subsequent murder of the unfortunate French 
Canadian. Of course, it would be improper to 
judge at present of the justice of the present 
accusation against the man. We know nothing 
so far of the grounds of the charge ; but, 
we point out the very striking and interesting 
circumstances which are involved in it. They 
furnish ample food for reflection. If the accusa­
tion be true, it shows how dangerous it is for a 
majority of any population to encourage or 

* permit violence against even a minority, since 
it is very manifest that men who have once em- 
brued their hands in blood, will, like the tiger, 
remember the taste, and will not fail on the first 
occasion, when their passions are again excited, 
to gratify them, without much regard to the 
faith or origin of the person who stands in their 
way. On the other hand, it should be a warn­
ing to all, how they begin a course of brutality. 
If the circumstances are as reported, this man 
having been concerned in the death of Corrigan, 
was compelled to give up a farm, on which he 
had probably been getting a decent living, for 
the purpose of paying for his defence before a 
Court of Justice. The farm was again sold to an­
other person, and maddened by the deprivation, 
the former owner inflicted death upon the unfor­
tunate and innocent purchaser. One ot the 
most common crimes of Ireland has thus—if 
these things are true—been imported into this 
country, making it unsafe to acquire property 
lest, in doing so, the purchaser should create a 
deadly enemy, and get a bullet when he thought 
he had obtained a homestead.

An American Parallel to the Madeleine 
Smith Poisoning Case.—At the town pf Ply­
mouth, Massachusetts, last week, was tried 
Abigail Gardner, the widow of Hosea J. Gard- 
ler, formerly trader and Post-Master of the 
rillage of Higham, in the county of Plymouth. 
The prisoner—a woman of fifty years of age— 
was indicted for the murder of her late hus­
band, by administering arsenic to him, with his 
food or medicine while sick. The trial was 
attended by hundreds of females, although much 
of the evidence against the prisoner, as in 
Madaleine Smith’s case, was of so gross and in­
decent a character, that no respectable paper 
could publish it. The trial lasted for four days 
and terminated also as iu Madeleine 
Smith’s case, by what in the English law 
most nearly approaches to the Scottish 
verdict of “ Not-proven.” The jury could 
not agree on a verdict—seven being for convic­
tion and five for acquittal—and after being en­
closed for twenty-two hours, were dismissed ou 
Saturday. Here, however, the parallel does 
not hold, for, while Madeleine Smith, under the 
Scottish law, obtained her release, and canuot 
be again indicted, whatever evidence of her 
guilt may transpire, Abigail Gardner has, under 
the English law, been recommitted and will, no 
doubt, be again tried.

The evidence and pleadings in the case would 
occupy more space than we can afford them.— 
We give the following report of the proceedings 
on the last day of the trial, from the Boston 
Traveller of Saturday :—

FOURTH DAY.
Plymouth, Friday, September 4.

The interest in the trial of Mrs. Gardner in­
creases as the end draws near. The crowd of 
yesterday was re-enforced to-day, more people 
being jammed into the Court House than on 
any previous occasion. Mrs. Gardner seemed 
not quite so collected as heretofore. After the 
ordiuary formalities, the business of the day 
was proceeded with, as follows :
MRS. GARDNER WISHES TO SPEAK BY COUNSEL, BUT 

FINALLY SPEAKS FOR HEBSELF.
Judge Metcalf said:—“Abigail Gardner, 

you now bave an opportunity to say what you 
please to the jury.”

Mr. Harris—May it please your honors, I am 
ins tructed by the défendent, my client, to say 
that she is overpowered by her feelings. She is 
unable to express here, this morning, that of 
which her heart is full. She wishes me to say, 
if I may be allowed—

Judge Mf.tcalf—No sir. She may address 
the jury if she pleases. If she cannot, for any 
reason, her counsel cannot for her. It is a 
personal privilege, sir.

After conferring with Mr. Harris. Mrs. Gard­
ner rose, apparently greatly agitated, and spoke 
as follows .—

THE SPEECH.
“ I have much to say, but I do not know how 

to say it. I feel that I cannot express my feel­
ing. I am here feeble and low ; but I have 
done nothing which should put me in this place. 
I feel that I have been greatly injured and slan­
dered by those who have a prejudice against

The late Griffintown Affair and a Go­
vernment Police,—The Gazette always takes 
advantage of a row to urge the propriety of 
establishing a Government police. One would 
thing that it supposed people were alarmed at 
the idea of being rendered secure. He must 
know very well that there are hundreds of 
persons who would be quite willing to have a 
Government police at once, if they believed that 
it would be honestly employed in putting down 
crime, instead 'of electioneering. The danger 
which people anticipate is that the same kind 
of influences which now render the City police 
less effective than they ought to be, would pre­
vail in a still stronger degree in a Government 
police. How do the Government act in those 
affairs which they manage at present ? Is the 
Commission of the Peaca filled with a view to 
securing efficiency, or is it not notoriously a 
a mere engine of corruption ? In this very 
affair, which forms the text of our contempo­
rary’s sermon in favor of a Government police, 
is not a would-be murderer still at large, with 
no attempt made for his punishment? If the 
Attorney-General does not make use of the 
powers which he has, how can he expect that 
new powers will be granted to him—powers 
which admit of such serious abuse ?

The Harbour Survey—We are pleased to 
learn that the Harbour Commissioners have 
succeeded in obtaining the services of three 
very eminent Engineers from the United States, 
who will form a Board to survey and report 
on the best plan by which our Harbour can be 
enlarged. Captain John Childs, of Springfield, 
Mass., one of the gentlemen who so successfully 
advised the plan to be pursued in deepening Lake 
Peter, W. A. McAlpine, late Chief Engineer for 
the State of New York, and now resident in 
Chicago, along with John Kirkwood, of New 
York, are the parties to whom the Harbor Com­
missioners have intrusted this important survey. 
We have no doubt that iu such hands the report 
will he a valuable one, and that all interests, 
whether in the eastern or western part of the 
city, will he duly protected. The Board will 
meet on the 1st November. We may add, what 
will perhaps be considered important, that these 
gentlemen are merely to give their opinions on 
the theoretical questions submitted, and that 
they will have nothing to do with the carrying 
out of the work, nor any chance of personal 
profit to arise from it. They are all men of 
large properties, engaged in works far from 
Montreal ; and though it is impossible to “ si­
lence evil tongues,” and there will always be 
suspicions on such subjects of undue influence, 
we imagine that no more authoritative opinion 
or one that will bear more the stamp of disin­
terestedness, could be obtained than theirs.

The Cost of Rioting,—The Toronto papers 
inform us that Colonel de Rottenburgh’s little 
bill for the Volunteers called out to suppress 
the cabmens riot, amounted to £63 3s. Some 
of the papers blame the Mayor strongly for re­
sorting to this precaution. We think they are 
in error in this. It is true that there may have 
been no necessity for the step taken, as things, 
turned out. We do not attempt to decide this 
question ; but we go distinctly for supporting 
every public officer who shows a disposition to 
do his duty actively against the disnlay of mob 
violence, which so constantly disgraces our 
cities. With society constituted as it is iu Ca­
nada, there is every inducement for a Mayor to 
go to bed during a riot, and let it take its 
course. If he acts at all, he incurs very serious 
responsibilities. It is too bad of those who to 
some extent, at least, speak the views of the 
order-loving classes, should seek to find out and 
censure severely all the errors which may be 
committed on the side of extra caution and ac­
tivity. ___________________

The Toronto Bank Robbery.—McGaffey, one 
of the parties to this affair, has judiciously ab­
sented himself, and his bail has been forfeited.

I know that I am innocent and have no busi­
ness to be here ; but I am in a place where I 
cannot help myself; I feel that I have no one to 
say a word in my defence—(Tears and sobs.)
I feel like one all alone in the world, with no­
body to help me at all. I am so faint and weak 
that I am hardly able to be here this morning 1 
I thought last night I should be able to speak, 
and to say considerable, but I am not. It is 
not because I am guilty that I can’t say what I 
want to.

1 don’t feel that I have done anything which 
should put me here. I can declare my innocence 
before my Maker, that I am innocent of the 
charge which is made against me. I tell you 
here that I am innocent ; as I have everywhere 
said, some one has done the deed and laid it to 
me, and I alone have to bear it. I feel like one 
dying by inches, aud have felt so all the time. 
(Renewed sobs.)

As you are a Judge in this Court, (looking the 
Bench in the face) remember, too, that you have 
a Judge in Heaven who will also judge you for 
what you do, on the last day. Deal mercifully 
to me, and spare me for the sake of my children. 
They are as near and dear to me as my own 
life. They have been disgraced by whal others 
brought upon me.

I do not feel that I have done anything 
wrong myself—I know I have not done any­
thing, therefore I feel that I have been injured 
by the ill feeling and prejudice of people against 
me for which I am not to blame. (Great emo­
tion.) I would that God would reveal from 
Heaven by His pure spirit to your minds and 
hearts that I am innocent, and that you might 
know the guilty one.”

(Tile accused here took her seat, apparently 
prostrated by her feelings, but soon rose again 
and said.)

I would ask that you judge my rightly. Be 
careful that you do not condemn me—not know­
ing what you do.

Mrs. Gardner took her seat, unable to proceed 
further. Alter a few moments silence, Judge 
Merrick proceeded to charge the jury. 

judge Merrick’s charge.
Judge Merrick mentioned the allegations in 

the several counts of the indictment. To these 
charges the prisoner had pleaded that she was 
not guilty, and these allegations and denials 
constituted the issue which they were to try. 
The jury were not to concern themselves about 
the technicalities of the indictment,, nor was 
the time a material fact or allegation. Coun­
sel for the defence were justified, and it was 
their duty to raise any technical objection, 
however small or unworthy it might seem, for 
the benefit of their client.

The crime charged was murder—the highest 
crime known to the law ; it involved the highest 
and last punishment. These considerations 
were sufficient to impress every one with the 
importance and responsibility of the juror. 
Homicide was a general term. The taking of 
human life wilfully, constituted the crime of 
murder. The first great leading consideration 
was that, coming with impartial minds, the 
jury should presume the prisoner innocent. It 
is only when the evidence obliged the mind to 
come to an opposite conclusion, that the pres­
umption of innocence could be overcome. If 
upon a consideration of the whole evidence in 
the case, the jury were led to a reasonable 
doubt of the guilt of the prisoner, she was to be 
acquitted—not because she was proved to be 
innocent, but because she was not proved to be 
guilty. The phrase “ reasonable doubt” was 
purely a legal one. It meant that it devolved 
as a duty upon the government to afford rea­
sonable assurance—moral assurance—that the 
facts alleged had an existence. And if the 
theory suggested in opposition was not a rea­
sonable one, the doubt thereby created was not 
reasonable.

The attention of the jury was then called to 
the question of misnomer, which had been raised. 
It was clear that the grand jury had intended 
to charge the prisoner with the murder of her 
husband, aud it was equally clear that the 
whole name of that husband was “Hosea James 
Gardner.” If he was as well known by the 
name in the indictment, “ Hosea J. Gardner,” 
as by the name of “ Hosea James Gardner,” the 
the description was sufficient, but if this was 
not the case, the prisoner was entitled to the 
benefit of the mistake. But the Court did not 
mean to say that Mr. Gardner must be known 
as extensively by the one name as by the other, 
but that he must be known by the name of 
“ Hosea J.,” to that extent that he would be re­
cognised by that name among his townsmen.

The government must prove that Mr Gardner 
died of poison, administered intentionally,which 
would be witli malice aforethought, by the 
prisoner at the bar. No person appeared to 
testify directly to the fact that the prisoner ad­
ministered poison, but the government con­
tended that they had proved such a chain of 
circumstances as left the fact established be­
yond a reasonable doubt. Circumstantial evi­
dence was well known to the law, and it was 
founded, in the first instance, on direct evidence. 
The jury must inquire if all the facts proved by 
the government were consistent with the pro­
positions of guilt, and not only this, but the 
facts must be such as to exclude any other 
reasonable inference than that adopted by the 
government. If the facts thus proved were 
consistent with guilt, and excluded every other 
reasonable hypothesis, the inference was irre­
sistible.

The question “ Did Hosea J. Gardner die 
from poison ?’’ would first suggest itself. The
evidence on this point was reviewed briefly If 
the jury believed the testimony of Isaac j’ack- 
son, and no doubt had been suggested then it 
was proved that a quantity of arsenic,’ amply 
sufficient to have produced death was found in 
the body of Mr. Gardner 6 days after death. Did 
that arsenic produce peath ? To answer this 
question they must consider circumstanceswhich 
occurred previous to the death, and the evidence 
of the physicians who had testified that they had 
no doubt but poison was the sole cause of his 
death. If the jury could find no other reason­
able theory, then they must come to the conclu­
sion that the life of Gardner was destroyed by 
poison, introduced into the body in some way.

Now, was that poison administered by some 
other person or did he voluntarily take it.? Did 
he commit suicide? Did he seek to preserve 
his life or did he wantonly cast it away ? The 
evidence on this point was reviewed. The Go­
vernment had contended that the evidence 
proved that he constantly sought to preserve 
his life. This was for the jury to judge.

Another theory suggested was that Mr. Gard­
ner was accidentally poisoned. It was suggest­
ed that the salts might have been mixed with 
arsenic by some mistake. Was this theory ra­
tional and reasonable ? It had also been sug­
gested that poison might have been introduced 
into the body Bfter death. The circumstances 
bearing on this point were briefly discussed.

The question then came up whether the poison, 
if any was administered, was administered by 
the prisoner at the bar ? The evidence which 
had been adduced to support this proposition 
was recapitulated. It was contended" that the 
statements made by the prisoner to Dr. Ste­
phenson on the 23rd of January had shown that 
the prisoner was in a state of mind which might 
lead her to commit the deed charged upon her. 
The statement was certainly a most extraordi­

nary one, but he was not aware that there was 
any evidence tending to impeach the correct­
ness of Dr. Stephenson’s testimony. Such a 
statement must be received with great care.—
He would say most emphatically that the Gov­
ernment could not use this statement for the 
purpose of showing that the prisoner was a base 
aud profligate person, and therefore likely to 
commit such a crime as that charged iu the in­
dictment.

It was coutended that the prisoner had ar­
senic in her possession, for which she had not 
satisfactorily accounted—that she had an op­
portunity to administer poison—that she had t 
motive—that no other person could be connec­
ted with the poisoning—and that her conduct 
in concealing the substance ejected from the 
stomach of Mr. Gardner, and in opposing the 
post mortem examination, were evidences of 
guilt. The testimony of the constable as to 
Mrs. Gardner’s statement in regard to the woman 
at the Cove, for whom she alleged the arsenic 
was procured, might be regarded as important. 
The Court felt it to be a duty to warn tho jury 
that the evidence of officers having prisoners iu 
charge must be watched sedulously and jeal­
ously, lest it should happen that the adminis­
trators of the law should in a moment of pain,, 
anxiety and terror, extract some word from a 
person which should be destructive of life aud 
liberty.

If these facts were all proved, did they prove 
beyond a reasonable doubt that the prisoner ad­
ministered poison to Mr. Gardner of malice 
aforethought aud thereby caused his death ?— 
Could any other reasonable hypothesis be 
adopted which should embrace these facts. It 
was possible that the arseui was not procurer! 
for the woman at the Cove, but that it remain­
ed in the house from the time of its purchase, 
and was administered to the deceased by his mo­
ther, by some mistake ; but was this theory 
probable ? The conduct of Mrs. Gardner be­
fore and after the death of her husband, and 
the opposing theories adopted by the prosecu­
tion and by the defence, were discussed at some 
length.
^Iu conclusion, Judge Merrick spoke as fol­
lows :—

“ Yield to no prejudice ; give no weight to 
bias, or rumor, or apprehension, which may ex­
ist in the neighborhood where the death occur­
red; let no outside pressure affect your minds in 
the least degree ; do not do anything for exam­
ple’s sake ; do not try to preserve the peace of 
the community or the safety of individuals or the 
security of domestic life by using anything which 
is not warranted and required by the evidence ; 
make no sacrifice, as if a victim were to be sa­
crificed. Do justice ; justice is the noblest ex­
ample which may be set in the community ; do 
right by drawing right conclusions from the 
evidence which has been laid before you, remem­
bering that you are responsible and you alone 
for the justice and truthfulness of the determin­
ation which you now make. Weigh the evi­
dence—be governed by the evidence and by no­
thing else, and let the evidence have its just 
and proper effect. If the effect of that evidence 
be to convince our minds as rational men, be­
yond a reasonable doubt—;according to the sig­
nification of these words as I have endeavored 
to explain them to you—if you are satisfied that 
the prisoner is guilty of the act charged in the 
indictment, you will say by your verdict that 
she is guilty, without regard to the consequences 
which are to result from that fatal word.

But if, on the other hand, you cannot say, af­
ter the fullest and fairest deliberation, that it is 
a just and rational and true conclusion upon all 
the evidence that she did it—if it falls short of 
producing such a result as that of establishing 
beyond measurable doubts—to your reasonable 
conviction—that she is guilty, gentlemen, she 
is entitled to a verdict of acquittal.

not a boastful expression, is betrayed. Many 
of these officers have been put to death 
under circumstances where the victims re­
quired a far different courage from that of 
soldiers intoxicated by the hope of glory. And 
has a single man died otherwise than as a hero, 
striving to perform his duty up to his last gasp ? 
Perhaps we fail to take into account, here in 
Europe, the extraordinary energy developed in 
these men by the sentiment of their moral 
superiority over the debased population which 
surrounds them. In India, amidst those bar­
barians, the motto ‘ Noblesse oblige’ is stamped 
iu the hearts of Europeans. The successors of 
Clive and Malcolm are worthy of those who 
preceded them, a fact which is proved by the 
number of distinguished men who have issued 
from their ranks within late years. Who were 
the two Pottiugers, Colonel Burns, and Briga­
dier Mayne ? Who are Major Edwardes, the 
two Lawrences, Brigadier Chamberlayne, Col. 
Jacob, and General Outram, who so skilfully 
conducted the Persian war ? Are not all these 
eminent men, and many others whose names we 
cannot be expected to know, officers or former 
officers of the East India Company’s service?”

tion to complete the Louvre ; but the fine colon­
nade, so much admired, was after the design of 
Claude Perrault. But Louis XIV.’s time, at­
tention, and funds were so completely absorbed 
by Versailles that it was not until far on iu the 
latter half of the eighteenth century that the 
colonnade of Perranlt was completed—hence 
the saying of the wits, that D’Alembert’s Intro­
duction to the Eneyclopiedia and the colonnade 
of the Louvre are the two best façades of 
modern times. The Revolution again interrupt­
ed further palace-building ; but the First Con­
sul, after the Peace of Amiens, charged Mes­
sieurs Percier and Fontaine with the completion 
of the Louvre, which took place in 1812, simul­
taneously with the beginning of the end of the 
fabric of French Imperial power. Napoleon I. 
also planned the junction of the two palaces, 
the extension of the Rue de Rivoli, and other 
improvements recently carried out ; but they 
remained, in consequence of his warlike occu­
pations, aud the sudden cessation of his career, 
d l’état de projet.

But these vague projects have become a sub­
stantial reality during the second Empire. The 
plans of M. Visconti were accepted, aud the 
junction, having been begun in 1852, bas been 
carried out with that colossal energy which is 
the indisputable characteristic of the Bonaparte 
dynasty. But with much to admire in these 
prodigious constructions, we maintain, on 
æsthetic grounds, that the effect to the eye is 
not commensurate with the vast sums that have 
been expended during three centuries on the 
now united Palaces. The distance is too great 
for the eye to seize properly ; and the impres­
sion upon the imagination by comparison with 
other palaces, is greater than that upon the eye 
by the courtyard itself. The colonnade of the 
Louvre, and the facade of the Tuileries, with 
its gardens, will still rank as the finest parts of 
this vast structure.

How A Clergyman was Duped.—The Phil­
adelphia Daily News, of Saturday, tells a story 
of the extensive duping of a minister, the sub­
stance of which is as follows :—

“ Several months since, a gay, pleasant and 
accomplished French lady arrived in that city, 
with her servant, and engaged spacious apart­
ments at the Girard House. She was in search 
of a distant relative, who was entitled to a por­
tion of large estates which she had in Texas. 
She was exceedingly rich, and expected an ad­
ditional fortune in consequence of the recent 
decease of an uncle who had quietly passed in­
to the shades of death, at a good old age, iu the 
city of Paris.

On looking over tho newspapers one Satur­
day she observed an advertisement that the
Rev.--------would preach on the following day.
He is a well known minister, and is at the head 
of one of the most fashionable and intelligent 
congregations in the city ofBrotherly Love. She 
conceived the idea that he must be the very 
person she was in search of.

In a few days she called upon him and made 
known her business. At first he was incredu­
lous. The wife, however, concluded that her 
husband was in error, and on expressing her 
view, he was led into a train of deep medita­
tion, and finally came to the conclusion that 
perhaps he was destined to become a millionaire 
without much hard work. The French lady 
and the wife of the reverend gentleman now be­
came intimate, and in fact, lived high. This 
continued for a period of several months. The 
deeds of the property in Texas, all of which 
seemed to be well authenticated, were closely 
scanned, and the many friends of the Reverend 
aud his wife congratulated them on their good 
fortune. At one time, on the arrival of the 
steamer from Europe, the French lady received 
a letter, in which it was stated that in conse­
quence of another death having occurred in the 
family at Paris, some time must necessarily 
elapse before a remittance could he sent on, 
perhaps not for several months. At this an­
nouncement she seemed to grieve considerably, 
because she could not return the hospitality in a 
style equal to that which he had been so kindly 
extended to her. By dint of the most daring 
effrontery she finally succeeded in her applica­
tions for small sums of money, ranging from $30 
to $200. She in company with several of her 
admirers, would pay visits to some of the first- 
class stores on Chestnut street. Being a rich 
French lady, in company with rich ladies of our 
city, whose well-known faces had often been re­
flected in the mirrors that embellish the stores, 
the worthy attendants endeavored to outdo each 
other in politeness.

Arrangements were finally made for the 
French lady and servant, the Reverend and his 
wife, to go to Texas, in order to settle up the es­
tates, then to return to Philadelphia and pur­
chase a large and splendid mansion on Broad 
street, above Brown. A short time previous to 
this a considerable quantity of silver plate, silks 
and satins, were obtained by the French lady, 
for which the Reverend became responsible.— 
While making all these arrangements the minis­
ter almost forgot to visit the sick and pray with 
the dying, and at last, when the moment ar­
rived that he and his wife and the French lady 
were to proceed to Texas, the latter was no­
where to be found.

Here was, indeed, a dilemma not expected. All 
the hope that had been built up, the visions of 
gold that had glistened before them, the castles 
that had been erected, the vast estates that the 
Reverend had fallen heir to, the many inter­
changes of hospitality and other reminiscences 
and pleasing reflections arising therefrom, faded 
away like a ‘crimson cloud in the sunset borne.’ 
Railroad trains were sought, and the Reverend 
gentleman succeeded in tracing her to a car on 
a western road, and attempted to seize her and 
puli her out ; the passengers interposed, and 
finally he was thrust out of the car, and she 
went her way rejoicing.

The dectectives were brought into requisition, 
but they were of no use ; the telegraph sent 
forth its messages, but all to no avail. The 
facts leaked out ; the congregation got to hear 
it ; the Vestry of the Church examined into the 
subject ; the pastor or rector felt like 1 the sub­
scriber’ did, when he unexpectedly met a ‘ griz­
zly’ in California—? a certain goneness about 
the stomach ;’ aud such a consternation, such a 
gossiping as convulsed uppertendom, never 
took place before, and perhaps never will again. 
Who the accomplished French lady is, where 
she came from, or whither she has gone, no one 
knows. She figured in this city for several 
months, and it was only a few days since that 
the facts leaked out. The minister who was so 
egregiously duped, paid the several amounts for 
which he had become security, and it is presum­
ed that he will agree that he paid dearly for his 
whistle.”

French Opinion of the British in India. 
We are very proud of the tribute paid in the 
following extract from the Journal de Debats, 
to the noble behaviour of our countrymen in 
England; .

“ It is unjust to attribute the responsibility of 
the present evils to the officers of the Indian 
army •, the responsibility must be placed at a 
far higher door. These officers, who are now 
suffering the terrible consequences of a situat­
ion they had not created, certainly merit some 
sympathy._ They are paying with their lives 
with the lives of thèir wives and children, for 
faults not committed by them. A considerable 
number have been assassinated, have seen their 
wives slaughtered after enduring the vilest 
treatment, and have seen their children perish 
amidst the most horrible tortures. Even had 
these officers furnished matter for criticism, the 
present moment would be a cruel one to con­
demn them ; and we must the more abstain 
from so doing since, in our conviction, there 
exists no grounds of eomplaint. Never, we be­
lieve, has the staff of the Anglo-Indian army, 
which has produced so many men of rare merit 
—we may say, without exaggeration, so many 
heroeshi-been better composed than at the pre­
sent moment. In the two or three columns of 
letters from India published daily by the Eng­
lish journals—in these letters, written in the 
midst of the most appalling scenes, on the very 
spot where the most abominable barbarities are 
being committed, not a movement of weakness

The New York Firemen.—These fine hearty­
looking men, numbering about seventy, arrived 
last evening, at 7 o’clock, by the “ Jenny Lind’’ 
steamer, at the Canal Basin, where they were 
met by the whole of the Montreal Fire Brigade 
and an immense concourse of spectators, who 
lined the sides of the harbour and cheered lusti­
ly. A procession having been formed, they 
marched, headed by their fine bands, up McGill 
Street, along Great St. James Street to the 
Place d’Armes, then down St. Francois Xavier 
Street to the Montreal House, which was decor­
ated in a very handsome manner with variegated 
lamps, by our friend Coleman. Our brave de­
fenders having rested a little, proceeded to the 
City Concert Hall to the ball and supper. We 
understand that the proprietors of the Circus 
have kindly invited the American Fire Company 
to visit their place of amusement to-day, at one 
o’clock, gratis, and the Montreal Fire Brigade 
at half price.

Special Sessions.—Yesterday morning, Wil­
liam Boucher, the younger, was charged, before 
the Inspector and Superintendent of Police, 
with having feloniously stolen a $5 bank note 
from one Jeremiah McCarthy. The accused 
was summarily tried, under the Act 20th Viet, 
c. 7, sec. 3, and was sentenced to 3 months’ 
hard labour in the common jail. Johanna 
McCarthy was charged, by one Jacob Barnett, 
jeweller of this city, with having stolen from 
complainant’s shop, on the 1st inst., a woollen 
shawl, of tho value of 10s. The prisoner was 
also tried under the foregoing act, and was 
sentenced to 3 months’ imprisonment in the 
common jail, at hard labor.

Accident.—Yesterday morning, about seven 
o’clock, a boy named John Johnston, fifteen 
years of age, fell from the gangway of the 
steamer “ Quebec” into the King’s Basin. Con­
stable Whitty and the mate of the steamer be­
ing close at hand, rescued the lad from his 
perilous position.

The 9tii Regiment.—The right wing of this 
regiment arrived in this city yesterday morning, 
about 9 o’clock, by the steamer “ Passport,” 
from Kingston. They number 2 field officers, 1 
captain, 4 subalterns, 3 staff, 12 sergeants, 3 
drummers, 97 rank and file, II women, and 10 
children.

The Steam Ship “ Elizabeth Jane.” Dodds, 
commander, from London, consigned to Havil- 
land, Routh & Co., arrived at Quebec yesterday 
morning, and is expected in port to-morrow.

A blue-book of nearly 500 pages, just pub­
lished, contains the the report of the Royal 
Commissioners appointed to inquire into the 
purchase and sale of commissions in the army. 
The report itself is brief. The commissioners 
commence with a history of the system of pur­
chase ; they then describe the present mode of 
entering the army, and they next review the ob­
jections made to the purchase system. Having 
stated these the commissioners, on the opposite 
aide, feel bound to state that the prevalent opin­
ion among military men, as far as their views 
have been ascertained, is favourable to the sys­
tem or at least to its maintenance until : some 
scheme shall have been devised which may pro 
duce the beneficial results which are commonly 
ascribed to the system of purchase. The chief 
advantages are said to be that it facilitates the 
retirement of officers, and so accelerates promo­
tion in the army, which would otherwise stag­
nate in time of continued peace ; and that it 
also affords to officers a security against the in­
fluence of favour, enabling each officer to obtain 
his advancement by his own means, without be­
ing dependent on the good will of the Govern­
ment or the patronage of the higher authorities. 
The commissioners examine the question at 
length, and they afterwards refer to the system 
pursued in India and France. A plan of Sir C. 
Trevelyan’s for the abolition of the system of 
purchase, the general priuciple of which is bor­
rowed from the French military system is next 
set forth. The report informs the public that 
any general scheme of promotion by selection 
would not be favourably received by the officers 
of our own army, and would be equally offen­
sive to the purchasing and non-purchasing 
corps. Neither would the principle of promo­
tion by seniority be available, regard being had 
to the efficiency of the army.

The commissioners proceed, on the whole, to 
recommend that the principles of selection be 
applied to the highest ranks in the service ; that 
hereafter the lieutenant-colonency of a regiment 
should cease to be purchaseable, and that the 
period of holding the command of “lieutenant- 
colonel” should be limited to eight or ten years 
at the most. “ By retaining the system of pur­
chase up to the rank of field-officer,” the report 
observes, “the outlet for the retirement of ma­
jors, captains, and lieutenants, will continue as 
at present. The current of regimental promo­
tion will not be retarded, while, on the other 
hand, a limitation of the period during which 
the same officer shall hold the command of a 
regiment will tend to accelerate promotion.— 
Thus, the whole system of purchase and sale of 
commissions is (for the present) to remain in­
tact up to the rank of major inclusive. Sir De 
Lacy Evans concurs in the report of his fellow- 
commissioners as far as it goes, but he intends 
to hand iu some suggestions for a speedier ter­
mination of the purchase-system than is at pre­
sent contemplated.

THE LOUVRE AND THE TUILERIES.
On Friday, the 14th ult., Louis Napoleon pre­

sided at a grand inauguration fete given in 
honor of the architectural union of the palaces 
of the Louvre and the Tuileries, which has been 
effected, “ without regard to expense,” under 
his auspices. The ceremonial was not devoid 
of magnificence ; and fulsome addresses of the 
ordinary sort were delivered. We forbear, 
however, troubling the reader with extracts 
concerning it or them, for the constant succes­
sion of civic shows aud adulatory orations be­
gets a sense of sameness and weariness. What 
follows, regarding the gigantic work now exter­
nally completed, is better worth the space.

At length this vast congeries of structures is 
completed as regards the shell, but many years 
must, of course, elapse before these structures 
are completed internally ; and, however open 
to criticism the most recent architecture may 
be, the colossal magnitude of the enterprise ren­
ders its completion an epoch strikingly comme­
morative of the material activity of the present 
reign. It is, in fact, the great monument of 
architectural France, although amply blended 
with Italian association. To the terrible Ca­
therine de Medici is due the construction of the 
Tuileries on a scale of magnificence recalling 
her native Florence. The Italian Bernini, al­
though many of his most important plans were 

. set aside, yet suggested several of the leading 
features of the Louvre ; ■ and the whole vast 
structure was finally completed according to 
the general plans of the Italian Visconti, under 
a dynasty of Italian name and Italian origin.

Still the fairest part of the whole of the now 
united palaces is due to the genius of France. 
It was in the time of Francis 1. that the old 
Louvre, with its round towers like those of old 
Holyrood, was knocked down, and a Renais­
sance structure raised in the place of the castle 
of Phillip Augustus by the eminent French ar­
chitect, Pierre Lescot ; who, beginning in 1541, 
took advantage of the solid foundations of the 
old castle,and built upon them that part of the 
Louvre which stretches from the Pavilion de 
l’Horloge to the Musée. Francis I. died four 
years afterwards, and the twelve or thirteen 
years of the reign of Henry II. were employed 
in terminating that wing of the Louvre which 
looks to the west, and a portion of that which 
looks to the south. At this point the construc­
tion of the Louvre stopped; and when Catherine 
deMedicis, the widow of Henry II. bought the 
insignificant country house, then called the Tui­
leries, she commissioned Philibert Delorme to 
construct the modern palace of the Tuileries, 
begun in 1564, and iu which, as well as in 
other buildings, he showed his talent in joining 
the solidity of Italian elevation to the pictur­
esque pyramidal dome then in vogue in the 
French architecture ; for; in all the French Re­
naissance designs, a picturesque sky line is con­
sidered indispensable—au opinion which our 
own generation seems much inclined to revive. 
Subsequently, however, under Henry II • the 
elegant pavilion proportions of Philibert De­
lorme were in the Pavilion de Flore, spoiled by 
the heavy dome of the subsequent architect 
Ducerceau.

Further on in the time of of Louis XIII. we 
find another architect, Lemercier, under the 
inspiration of Richelieu, carrying on ibe work 
of Pierre Lescot at the Louvre, and tho -first 
stone of the Pavilion de l’Horloge was laid by 
Louis XIII. on the 28th June, 1624. The civil 
wa)rs of the Fronde that followed the death of 
Richelieu aud preceded the manhood of Louis 
XIV., put a complete stop to the continuation 
of the edifices. Bernini was called by aeclama-

STARTLING DEVELOPMENT.

ARREST OF A PROMINENT CITIZEN OF 
ROCHESTER FOR A DREADFUL 

CRIME.
(From the Rochester Union.)

It is with pain that we are compelled to make 
an announcement which will startle this whole 
community, and carry sorrow and pain into a 
respectable family and a large circle of society, 
including our whole tmsiaess community. One 
of our hitherto esteemed and influential citizens 
was this day arrested upon a charge of a dread­
ful—a diabolical crime ; and from what we ga­
ther from official and authentic sources, we be­
lieve the testimony is very strong, if not con­
clusive, as to the guilt of the accused.

The person to whom we allude is John B. 
Robertson, cashier of the Eagle Bank. He was 
arrested between one and two o’clock this after­
noon, by Chief of Police Oviatt, on a warrant 
issued by Police Justice Bardwell, on the ap­
plication of District Attorney Huson. The 
warrant charges Mr. Robinson with attempting 
to produce the death of his wife by administer­
ing certain medicines—drugs or compounds, 
procured by him for that purpose. From what 
information we have gathered from the District 
Attorney, we may state the facts briefly to be 
as follows :

Some days since Mr. Robertson applied to 
Dr. Joseph Biegler, his family physician, to ad­
minister to Mrs. Robertson some medicine which 
would tend to hasten her death by increasing 
the liability to certain diseases with which she 
was afflicted. We understand that the diseas­
es to which she was deemed liable and stronglv 
predisposed, are apoplexy and disease of the 
heart. Hence medicines which would increase 
the circulation, it is supposed, would produce 
one or the other of those dieases.

Dr. Biegler was surprised that such a propo­
sition had been made to him, and at once con­
sulted certain citizens whom he regarded as 
friendly to him, and they went with him to the 
District Attorney. Under the direction of that 
officer steps were taken to confirm the state­
ments of Dr. B., and the District Attorney states 
that they were fully confirmed in every particu­
lar. Dr. B. gave Mr. Robertson ceriain com­
pounds from time to time, which he, Robertson, 
supposed well designed to produce the effect, 
and it is believed that these compounds were 
administered.

The arrest was made while Mr. R. was at his 
place behind the counter of the Eagle Bank, 
and must have overwhelmed him whether guil­
ty or innocent. He was taken to the police of­
fice to await the arrival of the District Attor­
ney, who had gone to dinner.

We must forbear comment today upon this 
affair which will startle the whole community. 
Indeed, at the hour we write we have not time 
to deal with the subject at any length. Mr. 
Robertson is a gentleman who has stood high 
in this eity, where he has resided a dozen years 
or more. He was for some years Receiver for 
the Central Railroad Company at the Rochester 
Station ; subsequently he was engaged at the 
Rochester Savings Bank, and for the last two 
years has been Cashier of the Eagle Bank. He 
is a gentleman of wealth, we believe, and up to 
this time his character has been fair.

Mrs. Robertson is a lady of excellent stand­
ing, and esteemed highly, we believe, by her ac­
quaintances. She is a sister of Roswell G. Bene­
dict, formerly of this city, but now of Niagara 
Falls.—We presume that at the time we write 
she has not been apprised of the arrest of her 
husband.

Later.—As we go to press we learn that Mr. 
Robertson has decided to waive an examination 
and give bail to answer at the next Oyer and 
Terminer.

Tall Talk.—There is an idea abroad that 
Quebec is not destined to be the seat of the go­
vernment of Canada. Well, let the idea go. 
Who cares ? Nevertheless, Quebec will Lave 
the loaves and fishes, and it is destined to be­
come what she always ought to have been, the 
seat of learning, legislation, and of commerce, 
in this great, glorious, and growing province. 
If nothing else ought to weigh with Downing 
Street, the fact that India’s distance from Eng- 
land.is a great source of annoyance and expense, 
if not of loss, ought to have some weight. Who 
knows what advantages or disadvantages may 
be in store for England in having a seaport 
readily accessible in summer and defensible in 
winter ’as Quebec is ? On the possession of 
Quebec, depends the safety of Canada. Is that 
circumstance to be slightly or lightly thrown 
away? We think not. Quebec by nature, is the 
most fitt.ng place to be the seat of governmont, 
and nature has not been unassisted by art. 
Here, there is heart as well as art, in favor of 
Great Britain, ’dispute it who may ; and will 
England blindly send her favours elsewhere ? 
Is it not a fact that the 39 th Regiment is com­
ing to Quebec, to be free from the corrupting in­
fluence of Montreal, and that the 9th Regiment 
of foot is coming fiom Kingston, to be free from 
corrupting influences there. In Quebec, is 
England's power, and no diplomacy should make 
her sacrifice right aud might for mere sentiment, 
or private pecuniary interest. — Quebec Colonist.

To the Editor of the Montreal Herald :
Sir,—In your paper of to-day you speak of 

recent rowdyism iu Griffintown as an objection 
to the ground chosen for the coming Agricul­
tural Exhibition. The ground was chosen be­
cause twenty, clear acres within the city limits 
could not be had elsewhere, and because a 
building might be secured for the Industrial 
Exhibition such as never has been had for such 
a purpose iu Canada. For the same reason of 
a suitable building, the great dinner was given 
at Point St. Charles, iu November, without ex­
citing rowdyism, and instead of anything of the 
kind being now to be feared, no part of the 
town will be more orderly next week than 
Griffintown, for the personal affrays which you 
mention of themselves shew the inhabitants of 
that quarter that they must at once atate the 
evil, whether the city authorities interfere or 
not.

It should hardly go forth to the world that 
Montreal is not able to protect her own citizens 
and strangers as well in one part of the town as 
another; and if such a thing be asserted, it 
should, for the credit of the city, be disproved 
by the largest possible gathering of men, wo­
men and children iu the quarter indicated.

meteries in Europe and almost all the principal 
ones on this Continent, but nowhere have I 
seen anything to equal the appropriate and mag­
nificent location of the Mount Royal (Protestant) 
Necropolis here. It is, indeed, a lovely situation 
and when finished, it will, doubtless, surpass 
some of the most famous which have yet been 
made, either in Europe or America. There is, 
however, one arrangement in connection with it 
which must strike the attention of every person 
who visits “Mount Royal,” as being strongly 
out of place in such a sacred precinct as a burial 
ground, I allude to the washing and drying of 
clothes, which is frequently done at the entrance 
lodge, and the kitchen garden of cabbages, &C,, 
planted iu the very heart of the ground. Now 
this is very unbecoming a Cemetery. I would,' 
therefore, respectfully suggest that a separate 
piece of laud be appropriated for the necessities 
of the parties in charge at the Lodge, and thus 
do away with a spectacle which leaves a dis­
agreeable impression on the mind of the visitor, 
aud even detracts from the order and beauty of 
the otherwise perfect arrangements of so lovely 
a resting place for the dead.
