His Reeeption by the Mayor and Citizens;

Orrawa, Aug. 8. --- This afternoon
Major-General Middleton returned to
Ottawa after the successful completion of
the dufies connected with the North-
West rebellion, eud, as was fitting,
he received the congratulations of
the city on bis arrival home. The
welcome to the gallant General, though
unostentatious and simple, was not
the less heartfelt and sincere, Al-
though the greeting lacked that pageantry
and parade which attended the reception
of those whe served under him, it was an
earnest one. The (Feneral, accompanied
by his staff, arrived at the Union depotat
530 p.m. His Worship the Mayor, the
Aldermen and a large number of citizens
were in waiting to receive him,and on the
General alighting from the cars the Mayor
pregented him with the following address :

#To Major-General Frederick Middleton,
{.B.,, Commander-in-Chief of the
Canadian militia :

“In union with the general sentiment

‘of the people of Canada, .in the name of

the corporation and the citizens of Oftawa,
I offer you a cordial welcome home
from the toils, the dangers and
the responsibilities incidental ‘to the

_ onerous and important position which

you have held in the North-West. With
pleasure .not less than with pride the

_eltizens of Ottawa have followed each

step of your eareer as Commander-in-
Chief of the troops engaged in the recent
friumphant campaign, during which your
wisdom, ability and tfacf, not less than
your personal bravery, ‘have con-
vinced all impartial observers that
your success in quelling the rebellion,
apart from the acknowledged courage
c}f) the men under your cormmand, has
been owing to the fact that you were
preeminently the right man inthe right
face. The people of Conada owe you a
fasting debt of gratitude for the kind-
hearted treatment you have given their
sons not less than for the comsiderate
manner in which you have dealt with the
lives of the young and the brave ones
committed to your care. The -citizens
of Ottawa 1rejoice in the fact
¥hat the Dominion Government has recog-
mised your services, They congratulate
you #lso most sincerely upon your recent
promotion to the high rank of major-
general in the British army—a rank to
which they feel certain your gallantry as
& soldier will do credit; and they trust
*hat you will long be spared to serve your
country and worthily to wear the distin-
guished honors you have won, -

THE LONDON MOMEY MARKET.

Results of the Week's Trading in the
World’s Financial Centre,

Loxpox, Aug. 9.---Discount rates have
distinctly hardened during the week, the
result of the sale of .£4,065,000 in Trea-
sury bills proving] above what was ex-
pected, and an additional fillip being
given by the weaker position discloged in
Bank of England returns. The quota-
tion for best three months bank paper is
1%, and the tone is firm despite the pau-
city of business and small demand, and
short advances are nominal ; the rate re-
mains 14 per cent.

The stock market throughout was
inactive, partly owing to the holi-
days. Investment business was alug-
gish, while speculative activily was con-
fined to professional gambling, American
railroads were less buoyant, still the tone
continued firm, Vanderbilts eased off
slightly upon speculative realizations,
There was a strong rise in Denvers pend-
ing the general belief that there are pros-
pects of improvement, Wabash also was
specially firm., An amended scheme to
reorganize the Wabash was issued yester-
day. The main featureis a proposition
to create debentures to the amount of
$30,000,000 at six per cent, interest, cov-
ering the whole property of the com-
pany.

GRANT LAID AT REST.

Funeral of the Republican Soldier in New
York on Saturday,

The Most Impressive Ceremony Ever Wit-
nessed in the City,

e

Hundreds of Thousands View the Proees-
gion to the Grave,
The, Metropolis of the C(ontinent En-
veloped in Trappings of Woe.

—

The Day Observed as Sacred Throughout
America and Eurgpe.

New Yorx, August 8.—All night long
carpenters, with saw and hammer, were
busy on Broadway, and when day dawned
it revealed the presence of hundreds of
hastily erected grand stands, - On the
houses were displayed
emblems of mourning which were not
there the night before. At 9 o’clock
Broadway presented an animated spec-
tacle. Asfar as the eye could reach the
sidews'ks were thronged with people.
Every train and every steamer poured its
load into the great artery of travel and
the natives were all astir. Business was
practically suspended jn the city. Sabbath
day stillness also reigned n’ Brooklyn,
Jersey City and the surrounding towns,

At eight o’clock nature put forth sig-
nals of an intensely warm day, The
crowds in the streets were dense,

At 8,30 Col. Hodges proceeded to the
Fifth Avenue Hotel and summoned the
pall-bearers to their carriages. The Pre-
sident’s carriage, drawn by aix horses,
was called up to the door next, but had
fully an hour to wait. In anticipation of
the President’s coming out

AN ENORMOUS CROWD,

which the police found it diffieult to
manage, gathered opposite the hotel
entrance on 23rd street. The Grant
family were quietly gathered in their
parlors oyerlooking the square. It was
announced that Mrs, Grant would
not attend the funmeral, She had
concluded to stay.at DMount MeGregor
and was reported by Dr. Newman to be
still weak and ill though not confined to
bed. The party pathered at the hotel
ready to fake carriages for their position
in the parade, There were Col, and Mrs,
Fred, Mrs, Sartoris, Mr. and Mrs, U, 8,
Grant, Jr., and Mrs, Jesse Grant, Mrs,
COramer, Mws, Dent, Miss Cramer, Gen.

AT THE CITY HALL,

At 8,50 aum. General Hancotk and staff
trooped slowly into the plaza from
Broadway. At this time hundreds of
members of the Liederkranz Society filed

up the steps of the City Hall and sang'

withimpressive effect the “ Chorus of the
Spirits,” from “Over the Water,” by
Schubert and the “ Chorus of the Pii-
grims,” from “Tannhauser,”

At 9.35 the'imposing funeral car,
draw.a by 24 jet black horsesin black trap-
pings, halted in the Plaza in front of the
City Hall steps. Commander Johnson
then gave the order “Lift the remains,”
which was obeyed by twelve men who
bore the remains out upon the portico
end down the steps to the funeral car.

The clergy and physicians entered car-
riages as foﬁaws: Rev. Dr. Newman, Bishop
Harris, Bishop Potter, Rev, Dr. Chambers,
Rev. Dr, Field, Rev. Dr. Bridgman, Rev.
Dr. West, Rev. Father Deshon, Rev,
Robert Collyer, Rabbi Brown and Doc.
tors Douglas, Shrady and Sands, Com-
pany “A” of the regulars were on the
right and Company “ E” on the left of
the hearse. Colored men were at the
bridles of the twenty-four horses ; sixteen
men of Meade Post, Philadelphia, of
which General Grant was a member, were
abreast directly in front of the team of
black leaders and the Davids Island Band
preceded them.

THE PROCESSION STARTED

at 9.47 a.m. At 9.52 Mayor (3race, Comp-
troller Loew and Aldermen Sanger and
Jaehne emerged from the City ﬁuilding
and entered a carriage. The members of
the Common Couneil followed,

The procession seemed fo be stretel
southward as far as the eye could reach,
The sidewalks were next to imassable,
The day, however, was pleasant, and the

eople were all good-natured. Even the
ong halts of the troops did nothing to-
ward exasperafing the crowd. A few of
the soldiers became faint, and were
obliged to drop out of the line, but their
places were immediately filled up, People
who had stood for five or eight hours
without anything to eat went home or
betook themselves to neighboring res-
taurants,

‘When the cortege entered the Boulevard
the majority of the spectators gazed in
astonishment at the irregular lines and
apparently awkward positions of the
troops, for in obedience to orders on en-
tering upon what might be called the sec-
ond stage of funeral route, the troops
moved along freely with but a semblance
of order.

DULL REVERBERATIONS OF GUNS
from the men-of-war conld be heard, and
the troops broke columns from the loft,
marching to the right and east of the
road, Affer forming line arms were pre-
sented and the catafalque slowly passed,

The head of the procession reached the
tomb at 12,40 p.m., and the catafalque
entered the Riverside drive, a distance of
two and a half miles from the tomb, at
2.50 p.m,

After the cortege reached the tomb and
the military and veteran organizations
had &;athared round, Commander-in-Chief
Burdette, of the G. A, R., conducted the
burial services peculiar to the order. The
Sangerbund then sang a hymn, Dr.
Newman recited the burial ritual of the
Methodist Church, the benediction was
pronounced, and the body of the illus-
trious hero was

CONSIGNED TO THE TOMB.

The regular troops beat a tattoo, a volley
of musketry was fired, and a salute of 21
guns ended the ceremonies,

There were a few cases of heat prostra-
tion, but so far as is knowa none were
dangerous. At the corner of 57th Street
the crowd swelled from the sides to open
the way and blocked the thoroughfare.
On twenty occasions when a halt of
the column occurred the people would
surge in and fill the roadway. ‘There was
some trouble, however, when the cata-
falque reached this point, It was watched
for blocks away, its. conspicuous height
making it plainiy visible as for as 50th
Street. As it neared the corner the peo-
ple were standing eight and ten deep,
and some in front had raised their um-
brellas o keep off .the sun. Wo-
men stood with babies in their arms
and fathers hoisted their little ones to
their shoulders,  Obstructions were
numerous, and those in the rear were be-
coming indignant, But as the coffin came
u

; ANNOYANCE WAS FORGOTTEN,
and only respect was felt. With a spon-
taneity that told of great reverence
every man ra‘sed his hat as the first
horse came abreast of him, and remained
uncovered until the body had passed,
After the President, Vice-President,
Cabinet, Judges of the Supreme Court,
Senators and members of the House of
Representatives, Governors and their
stalfs, cx-Presidents,’ Foreign Ministers,
diplomatic officers and representatives of
the army and navy had passed the pro-
cession began to break up.

solid walls of people upon the curbing,
the lines of bobbing umbrellas, while the
guns of the war vessels shook the bluf,

NEVER TO BE FORGOTTEN.

At 4.20 o'elock there came a bugle call
frony the eastward and spon the sound of
wufiled drums was heard. The carriages
came into view and rolled into the park
to the tomb. Dr, Newman and Bishop
Harris occupied the first and then the
clergy and then Drs, Douglas, Shendy
and Sands ; the bearers came after these ;

relatives. The cedar case rested on sup-

DOOR OF THE SEPULCHRE. .

The casket was deposited therein, then
Meade Post No, 1, Philadelphia, repre-
sented by 15 men, circled around the cas-
ket. The'chaplain stood at the foot and
then the ritual service peculiar to the G,
A, R. was read, and prayers were offered.

The ceremonies were very lengthy.
Rev, J, W. Sayres, Chaplain-in-Chief of
the Department of Pennsylvania, &, A.
R., delivered an address. Dr, Newman
and Bishop Harris then read the ritual

During the ceremonies the family stood

CAHADA’S EXPORT CATTLE TRADE.
The exports for the week show a
decrense of #65 cattle and 1,831 sheep
from last week. Six steamships, carrying
cattle and sheep, sailed from Montreal for
British ports, one being bound for Bristol
two gor Glasgow, one for London and
two for Liverpool. The trade in Great
Britain, as will be eeen from the cables
given below, continues to be disastrous to
the exporters, many of whom have lost
from $15.00 to $20.00 per head on cattle,
and even heavier in proportion in sheep,
which proves the correctness of the
predictions made early in the season
that Canada cannot compete-with Austra-
lia and New Zealand in the mutton trade,

The following cables were received
to-day:— !
From Mareus Pool & Sons, London,
There were 2,060 cattle and 10,100
sheep on offer at Islington, and 2,381
cattle and 6,607 sheep at Deptford. The
trade was greatly depressed and prices
for anything but a choice article werg
again lower, Notwithstanding this, many
cattle, mostly inferior and middling, were
lefti unsold. The cause of this depression
is owing to the bad trade in the meat
market, where the supply exceeds re-
quiremements, and to the large number
of cattle in both markets, A clearance
was not effected. There were about 990
Canadian cattle on offer at Islington,
some of which were very prime, at 6d@

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PRINCE BEUSS BUMMONED TO ASSUME
THE BEGENCY OF BRUNSWICK'S
DUCHY.

The Erunswick Heritage.

Prince Henry of Reuss arrtved to-day,
-probsb]I to hear the final arrangements in
yespect 10 the Brunswick inheritance. Ag
jp well known, Prince Reuss has been
selected a8 the regent of the duchy, The
Brupswick Premier is also in Gastein
He had a lengthy conference with the
Ewperor William and Prince Henry to-

day.
(CLAIMANTS FOR THE BRUNSWIOK SUCCESSION.

Bince the death of the rich and eccentric
Duke William T. of Brunswick, in October,
1884, when the ducal house of Brunswick
became extinet, the contest for the inherit—
ance has been carried on by the Duke of
Cumberland, the heir of the Guelphic
throne of Hanover, and later by the Duke
of Cambridge. The Duke of Cumberland’s
claims to the euccessorship, though ad-
jmitted by the Emperor of - Germany, were
put aside on the ground that he refused to
renounce his rights to the Kingdom of
Hanover, and that his assumption of power
in New Brunswick would be a menace to
He wouid be dangerous,
Prince Bismarck believes, becanse he
would naturally become a centre aronnd
which the Guelphic element of Hanover
would gather. His chances were finally
lost by an indiscreet letter which was dis-
covered among the papers of the late Dulke,
in which expressions were found-leadin
to the belief that any renunciation on his
Eart of his Hanoverian l‘jﬁhtﬂ would only

ave a temporary value. Thisletter, when
communicated to the Brunswick Chamber,
proved disastrous to his claims. There
was a certain amount of heroic obsunacy
in the Duke of Cumberland’s conduct in
refusing to renounce his rights to the
throne of Hanover, in face of the tempta-
tion of the many million thalers of the
Reptile Fund. :

THE DUEE OF CAMBRIDGE'S OLAINMS,

The claims of the Duke of Cambridge
In addition to demandin
¢o be appointed Regent of the Duchy unti
the question of succession was settled; he
asked tobe recognized as the next heir to

the Duchy in the event of the rights of the.

Duke of Cumberland not being conceded.
Against (his demand, legal opinion in Ger-
many argued that © with the exclusion of
the King of Hanover and his son, the
elaims cf the Guelphs are extinet;” others
contended that “so long as the Duke of
Cumberland is alive, though he is himeelf
excluded from ¢he ducal throne, no other
person can posgibly mount it The Duke
of Cambridge’s ¢laim was received in Ger-
many with scant attention. The Brune-
wick Diet referred his case to the Bundes-
rath, and that body resolved tfo ex-
clude the Duke of Cambridge from the
succession, Hven England did not seem
to take much interest in the Duke’s
claims. The Standard eaid at the time :—
%0 Duke of Cambridze is an excellent
soldier, and we should be exceedingly
sorry to lose his services, but whether ghe
rémains commander-in-chief of the British
forces or takes upon himeelf the cares of
the Duchy of Brunswick the people of
this country will regard the event with
perfect equanimity.”
GERMANY’S RIGHTS IN THE MATTEE.

Germany’s rights to settle the Bruns-
wick succession 18 founded on the Bruns-
wick Regency law of 1879, which enacts
that “if the rightful heir is unable to claim
the throne the Brunswick Landtag shall
elect a Regent from the non-reigning mem-
bers of German reigning families.” The
Brunswick Landtag and the Council of
Regency, in the view of the difficulties in
the way of settling the rival claims, prac-
tically pleaded their incompetency and left
the whole matter to the German Emperor,
or, in other words, to the Bundesrath or
Federal Council. The Federal Council de-
cided that the Regency should be offered
to Prince Henry ot Reuss, at present Grer-
man Ambassador in Vienna.

THE COTTON CROP,
July BReport of the National Cotton Exe
‘ehange—A Favorable Ountlook.

New Orneans, August 7.—The July
report of the National Cotton Exchange
says of the cotton crop: The weather con-
ditions during July over the whole belt
have been favorable to the growth and de-
velopment of the plant, such as were
needed, whereas last year they were ab-
normal, Then the drought in Texas and

excessive rains in Alabama and the Atlan-
tic States putthe plant 1 a very critical
« condition, reéquirivg the most favorable
circumetances to maintain its healthful-
mness. Thie year there was no extreme in
any Stateand the conditions Were, as a rule,
alike favorable to bottom land uplands.
Cultivation has been pushed &und
the crops hayve been laid by in good
trim, with very little loss to the stand in
cutting out the grass. The plant has grown
rapidly and has maintained almost perfect
health, except in some localities and, as a
rule, the backwardness due to late plant-
ing has been nearly, if not entirely, over-
come, There are fears expressed that in
certain localities the plant is too sappy,
but these seem to be based vpon the factof
hasty growth, Asto the fruitage, which

+ i8 now the primal element in estimation of

the condition, the reports could scarcely be
better. Tho percentage of correspondents
who complain ot a deficiency in this re-
spect is extremely small, and there has
been very little shedding or rust. The
cotton worm has done no damage, thou%h
it has made its appearance in several lo-
‘galities, Under the circumstances the
percentage has heen advanced to 97,
against 92 af the close of June. Follow-
ing is the condition of the crop by States :
Virginia, 94 ; South Carolina, 97 ; Florida,
90; Tennessee, 94; Louisiana, 98; Ar-
kameas, 97 ; North Carolina, 95 ; Georgia,
98 ; Alabama, 95 ; Mississippi, 98 ; Texas,
98 ; average, 97.

GENERAL STRANGE ON THE NORTH-WEST,

General Strange has given the public
the benefit of his experience in the
North-West by telling them what he
thinks are the proper means of defencein
the outlying territories, His opinion will
not receive the less attention, perhaps,
from the circumstance that it difiers ma-
terially from those that haye been ex-
pressed from time to time by other au-
thorities, and is at variance with the me-
thods adopted by the United States which
have had more occasion than ourselves
to put their theories into practice,
General Strange says :---“ Were the mili-
tia force extended, especially in the eattle
district, there would be always at hand
the only force that it worth auything in
the rapid movements and decisive blows
which are required in all cases of Indian
trouble. * * * Regular forces, such
as the United States troops and the
North-West Police, simply can’t handle
Indian disturbances. There would be no
danger of violent action on the part of
the cowboy militia becanse no militia can
act except by order of the magistrates,
and if these are properly selected there
can be no danger. * * * The ex-
pense of a militia force such as I propose
wonld be less than a twentieth of that
of the Mounted Police, and its efficiency
would be far greater,”

Without quite agreeing with General
Strange TER HERALD has pointed out at
the beginning of the North-West inenr-
rection that an enormous expense would
be saved and the work more effectually
performed by enlisting Indian scouts, and
by employing the men in the North-West
familiar with the prairie. But General
Strange apparently forgets that cow-boys
are residents of only one portion of the
territories, and of a comparatively small
portion, and that the Cree and Assiniboine
Indians are far removed from their pres-
ence, The conversion of the settlers into
a local militia may be a sound propoeal,
but it has apparently escaped General
Strange’s memory that therejare many
occagions when it is necessary to suppress
disturbance but when it would be impos-
sible or improper to call out the militia,
It is at these times that the necessity of a
mounted police has manifested itself,
Nor must it be forgotten that settlers in

the North-West are mnot there for
soldiering, They, like all other
men, would be ready to turn

out in defence of their homes, but would
particularly object to the formalities and
training attending the establishment of a
militia force. And we can conceive
nothing mqre distasteful to them than
being moved about the country to the
detriment of their own farming occupa-
tions on alarms and false alarms, and in
furtherance of military policy. These
remarks apply less, perhaps, to cow-boys
than to the agriculturist farther north
and east, but there is a curiously sugzes-
tive protestation on the part of the cow-
boy brigade that.requires some explana-

W

tion. We are told that there would be
no danger from the cow-boy militia 4f
properly selected, which, of course, means
that if the selection were faulty there
would be danger, So, far from reassuring
timid persons, we think this is ealculated
to have an opposite effect. The cow-boy has
gained a reputation for many qualities,
but amongst them is not & devotional re~
spect for the law, or a partiality for obey-
ing distasteful instructions; and the anti-
cipatory assurances of good behavior
that General Strange thinks it necessary
to make, will induce some people to
think that it will be as well nct to unduly
magnify the cow-boy power in the North-
West until it is actually wanted.

The general tenor of the remarks on
the Indians are not satisfactory. To be
told that ‘the Indlans now despise
the white man’’ just at the moment that
we are congratulating ourselves on having
“ taught him & lesson” is a little alarm-
ing, and when it is added that the reason
for this contempt is because the white
man “is fool enough to remain un-
armed,” and that this contempt will re-
main until the Indian sees the white man
ready to defend himself, we are driven
to hope that (General Strange may take
an early opportunity of discussing with
Sir John the clanses of the North-West
Disarming Act. General Strange says
that the Blackfeet, who have no use for
arms except to shoot white men or white
men’s cattle, should have been disarmed
before the troops left the country, which
is exactly what THE HERALD and several
other authorities pointed out while there
was yet time to do it. Headds, however,
that Indians in the North who get no
rations should be left their shot-guns.
With this it is easy to agree if they are
removed to a locality where there is any.
thing for them to ghoot, but this is not
the case where they are now sup-
posed to be residing. There is an
ominous remark to-the effect that the
Indians of the North-West believe that
they got the beiter of the recent struggle-
If they really do entertain such an
opinion it will be necessary to change it,
or to prove that it was an accident that
cannot oceur again, and to furnish this
proof would be an operation it is partic-
ularly desirable to avoid. On the whole,
the operations in the North-West and the
general slate cf affairs in that country
have not received a more roseate hue
from the information (General Strange
has been so good as to give us,

THE PALL MALL GAZETIE'S LITTLE COR-
: TRIVANCE.

To determine that it is unwise to draw
public attention to private immorality
wonld be to draw a protecting screen
around practices that it is desirable to
eradicate. Yet it may be safely said that
when vice is made the subject of public
sensation, more vice than virtue is engen-
dered, "And when newspapers depart
from their usual lines and engage upon a
crusade against immorality it may be
understood that the circulation of the
paper is not the weakest motive for the
proceeding. The recent loudly vaunted
attack by the Pall Mall Gazette upon
the systernatic immorality of London,
which was at first supposed to be
the cry of shocked and startled
virtue, now appears to bave been
a labored device te circulate the paper.
Due notice was given that something as-
tounding would appear on the following
Monday, and men were cautioned against
giving the paper to their female relatives.
The effect of this advertisement will of
eourse be understood by every one. In
due course the promised articles appeared
describing one phase of the hidden vice
of London and filled with details of the
most objectionable character, A list of
names including men of high position
was promised and every means taken to
excite curiosity and promote the sale of
the paper, Defiance was shouted at the
authorities, who talked of stopping this
obnoxious flow of obscenity and the as-
sistance of several well-meaning clergy-
men was enlisted with a view of keeping
up the excitement and the demand for the
paper. The opportunity was too inviting
to be missed by General Booth and the
Salvation Army, so they too jumped on,
so to say, and began to shout with the
editor of the Pall Mall.

Some one, however, with an incon-
venient memory, immediately pointed
out that the accounts published by the
Pall Mall as results of their own commis-
sioner’s research were merely revamped
extracts from a half-forgotten magazine,
published many years ago, and renovated
only so far as to pass for a report of cur-
rent events, Certain lamentable phases
of vice, the existence of which are known
to every man in London and other large
cities, and which are not now eince they
are not too obseurely hinted atin the
dramatists of the Restoration, were skil-
fully interwoven with the story, and the
whole made to appear as the sudden dis-
covery of a state of things of which few
had any knowledge.

The result, as has already been shown
at the police courts, has been to increase
the evils it was pretended the paper’s ob-
ject was to destroy, apd generally to
incite many people to participate in a
wickedness that the Pall Mall described
a3 peculiarly the pursuit of the nobility
and upper classes. :

Since the day when the Pall Mal]
Gaetie leaped into notoriety by the pub-
lication of Mr. Greenwood’s experience as
an “amateur casual” in the Lambeth
workhouse, the paper—save during the
few years of Mr. Morley’s reign—has
attempted to preserve its reputation for
enterprise of this kind, though it lost all
remnant of public respect by publishing
en account of a dog and man

quently more truthful, articles of a more
or less sensational character, all of which,
however, have been surpassed in the esti-
mation of the editorby the recently pub.
lished stories of metropolitan vice. Not
the least surprising incident in the wash-
ing of this dirty linen was the readiness
with which certain clergymen of high pos-
ition took the:r places at the Pall Mall
tub when invited there by the editor.
They could have no power or authority
to examine a single unwilling witness,
but the sense of omnipotence that sur-
rounds them in their own little circles car-
ried them into the larger field with-
out giving them time to realize
what very  small people they
were in the real forces of the world.
Their intentions were excellent, and they
admirably suited the purpoze ot the Pall
Mall Gazette, They made their report
as general as possible, merely attacking
vice itself. If they believe they have
done any good to anyone beyond the
counting-house of the Pall Mall Gazette it
would perhaps be a pity to disturb their
hallucination.

THE RADICAL PROGRAMME.

The English Radicals seem fo have

stolen a march on the Tories in formulat-
ing a policy for the coming general elec-
tion. My, Chamberlain, who is their ac-
knowledged mouthpiece, delivered two
gpeeches in Hull on Wednesday and
Thursday evenings of last week, in which
he enunciated with much clearness what
he and his party intended to do if they
are entrusted with power,
The first plank in the Radical platform
is free education, Mr. Chamberlain hopes
that “one of the first acts of the new
Parliament will be to see that education
suited to the capacities of every child
shall be conferred free to all, for the
benefit of all, at the cost of all.”

Although the payment of even a very
small fee has been found by the managers
of the Board Schools to be a great
hindrance to the education of the chil-
dren of the poor, while it adds but a
comparatively small sum to the educa-
tion fund, there are many in Great
Britain who will strenuously oppose the
establishment of free national echools. To
make education perfectly free will strike
a heavy blow at all voluntary elementary
schools, There are yery many of these
in England supported chiefly by the differ-
ent denominations. Such schools now
receive aid from the state in proportion
to the amount of secnlar instruction
given in them, In these schools religious
instruction is imparted to the children in
accordance, of course, with the tenets of
the different denominations which sup-
port them. Most of the churches will be
unwilling to allow these schools to go
dowan, which they will be pretty sure to
do under asystem of free state education,
The Radicals,
make education free must reckon on
the opposition of large bodies and of
influential individuals, who believe that
the eduestion of the young should be
religious and under the superintendence
of the clergy. On both sides of the
Atlantic there is a conatant and bitter
antagonism between state educatien and
religious, or rather denominational educa-
tion. -

The next plank in the new Radical
platform relates to the incidence of taxa-
tion. Mr. Chamberlain and others of his
party maintain that taxation i Great
Britain is unfair, as it favors the rich and
pressea unduly on the poor. They hold
that the burden of taxes which
every individual in the state is
compellel to bear chould be strictly
in proportion to his means. The
poor man should not be required to pay
too much and the rich man should not be
allowed to pay too little,

A rough attempt has been made in
England and in every civilized country
to regulate the burden of taxation ac-
cording to this principle. It has been
found that to make the taxes which each
man has to pay mathematically in pro-
portion to his ability is impossible, but
statesmen contend thatin CGreat Dritain
substantial justice in this matter has of
late years, at any rate, been done t o men
of all classes. If the Radicals do any-
thing more than generalize on
this matter they will be sure
to bring down upon them the op-
position of the rich. Mr, Chamberlain
has, we see, already by his outspokenness
on this subject and on the land question,
incurred the reproach of Socialism whichis
as odious to the respectable English voter
of to-day as that of Radiealism was to the
same class of persons thirty or forty years
ago. Mr, Chamberlain and his friends
perhaps believe that the number of.
friends they may make by raising this
ery of fair taxation among the poorer
classes of old voters,and the newly-enfran-
chised, will more than make up for all
they may lose among the well-to-do
electors,

The Radical leader did not discuss the
land question at Hull, but it is known

that he entertains views with re-
gard to the rights of tenants and
the powers of landlords  which

are considered revolutionary and which
cause both him and his party to be re-
garded with anythlng but a friendly eye
by the landholders of the kingdom. e,
however, although disclaiming designs
which are wildly revolutionary and calen-
lated to upset unnecessarily the present
order of things, did not want his hearers
“to accept as final existing arrangements,
under which hundreds of thonsands, nay
millions, of your fellow-countrymen are

Ir 18 HARDLY to be expected that the
Pall Mall Gazette will, after the reason it
has given for opposing the bill to extend
the age of consent to eighteen years, be
considered a very honest or 4 very con-
sistent upholder of public morals. To
treat prostitution as & legitimate business,
in which -those who carry it on have
“vested interests,”” is a proceeding so
atrocions and so'repugnant to every right-
minded man’s sense of even decency that
we are amazed at the shamelessness and
the audacity of the journal that resorts to
it. The company which the staff of the
Pall Mall Gazette has been keeping of
late must have had a most demoralizing
effect upon them and completely pervert-
ed their ideas of right and wrong. The
men who talk about a number of aban-
doned young women having a “right to
compensation” becanse a righteous law
abolishes their present “mesns of sub-

sistence” are only playing the hypocrite

when they pretend to be horrified at the

traffic in young girls for immoral pur-
poses.

VEXEZUELA, which, for a South Amer-

ican Republic, was in an undisturbed state

for a long time has lately been the theatre
of a small rebellion. A disappointed
politician, General Venancio Pulgar, in
order to get things as he would have
them, attempted a revolution, He raised
a small army of discontented spirits,
numbering some 3,000 men, and seized
the seaport town of Carupano, He also
fitted up three steamers as war vessels,
After the capture of Carupano the revo-
lutionists made but little headway. Well-
disposed citizens hastened to the aid
of the Government and the President
was soon in a position firet to hold

drive them - out of their stronghold,
Thoee of them that were not killed in the
attack on the town managed to escapesin
their three war vesselsand contrived to get
to Margarita, an island some forty miles
from the coast. The Government sent
six steamers after them. The island was
surrounded and a battle was fought. One

therefore, in trying to | of the rebel guniboats was captured anda

number of prisoners taken. However,
General Pualgar, who was wounded, and a
number of his followers escaped in the
two remaining gunboats and sailed for
Trinidad, where the rebel chief was landed
and placed in the hospital. The steamers
containing the remnant of the rebels were
at last accounts crnising about among the
West India Islands without esal, There
are about five hundred men on board of
them, who are said to be completely
demoralized. The President, Joaquin
Crespo, has offered a reward for the
capture of the rebel steamers, and
he has issued a proclamation de-
nouncing the rebels and congratulating all
loyal citizens on the failure of bad men to
distrirb the peace of Venezusla.

Ir SuAkiM is to be abandoned, as it
geems probable, there will have been a
terrible loss of life for nothing with a
strong probability that the work must be
done over again. Suakim has been the
great shipping port for the slaves captur-
ed in Central Africa and brought across
the Soudan, Osman Digna’s exceeding
animogity was due more to the fact tha
the English had seized his residence in
Suakim and weredestroying his business

Indeed, his enmity against the British
was first excited by the seizure of & cargo
of his slaves. The slave trade in the Sou-
dan which Grordon did so much to sup-
press, will take little time to regain its
former activity if Suakim becoms avail-
able asa place of export. Perhaps the
movement on the Congo, which the dead
hero was so anxious to see_inaugurated,
may be a better means in the end of des-
troying the slave trade, Mr, Stanley ap-
pears to think so, believing that the ne-
groes of the interior may be taught and
assisted to repel the slave-hunting Arabs.
This, however, must be a work of time
and its success would be expedited were
there danger in carrying and exporting
as well as in capturing. -

A Large

Resolutions Condemnatory of
the Grovernment and De-
manding a New
Trial for Riel
Carried.

One of the largest public meetings
which has ever been held in Montreal took
place last evening on the Champ de Mare,
some five thousand people being in attend-
ance. Dr. E. P. Lachapelle presided, and
among those on the platform were Alder-
men Grenier, Robert, Perreault and Beau-
soleil, Messrs. J. M. Papineau, Dr, Mar-
eil, T. C. De Lorimier, H. C. St. Pierre, C.
C. De Lorimier, Q.C., and L. O. David.
The first speaker was Mr. L. 0. David,
who briefly reviewed the North-West trou-
bles and the life of Riel. He referred to the
recent attacks made by some papers upon
the gallant 66th regiment, and said they
were whoily incorrect, and thar this was
now admitted by all fair-minded men,

He was followed by Mr. Chas. C. De Lor-
imier, who spoke at some length on the
past career of the dcomed rebel, and

the part he had glayed in the North-Weat
history. He said that this mesting was a
peaceful one, and had not been called to
act against the will of authority, but on
the contrary, to request the Government to
give justice to the half-breeds, and to Riel
1n particular, who had not received justice
in the recent trial, as the law compels a
Judge to have a jury formed of twelve
men, while in this there had been but six.
He then spoke on the North-West troubles.
Alluding again to Riel, he said. that he
did nct believe him fo be gnilty,
and that a new trial should be given
him in which at least justice might be ob-
tained. He was in favor of presenting pe-
titions, and also in subscribing money and
Opening at once committees 1o investigate
the case. :

Hon. R. Laflamme followed at consider-
able length, reviewing all the recent
troubles in the North-West and the trial
of Riel. He spoke of the number of peti-
tions which had been presented to the
Government by clergymen and other men
of influence, but to which no attention
had been paid. He advocated forming com-
mittees to obtaln subscriptions for
the purpose of securing & new trial for
Riel, He contended that justice had not
been done in the recent trial, and express-
ed his determination that Riel ghould not
be hung without its being clearly proved
whether he was guilty or innocent. Dur-
ing the delivery of his speech and at its
close Mr, Laflamme was enthusiastically
applanded.

Hon, Mr. Champagne, Dr. Mareil,
G. Duhamel, A. E. Poirier; H. C. St,

Pierre and others spoke briefly on the
subjects expaliated upon by the former
spealkers.

The following resolution was then read

by the chairman, put to, the m eeting and
carried by acelamation :

Whereas, the English and French half
breeds of the North-West had in vain de-

manded for years the redress of the griey-

ances of which they complained and that

they were drove by circumstances out of

the constitutional path upon which they

had entered;

Whereas, the Government has, before

the commencement of the troubles, recog-

nized the justice of their claim by gending

Whereas, Louis Reil has been the instru-
ment, rather than the chief of the move-
ment, and that half-breeds went to the
United States in search of him, to assist in
obtaining justice, and that they prevented

him from refurning on the eve of the 6

Whereas, the mental _comiition of Riel
makes it possible to believe: that he was
not always responsible for his acts and
master of his will when he was acting for
a cause, the triumph of which he had de-
yoted his enlire life; el
Whereas, the crime Of which he has
been accused is a political offence, that the
execution of the sentence of death will be
considered as the result of prejudice and
fanaticism, and will be delrimental to the
harmony eo necessary in & mixed commu-
nity like ours; ik
Re:olved, That a eubscription he at once
cpened to give to Louis Riel 1he means of
bringiog his case before & higher tribunal,
and one more worthy of confidence, and
that in the meantime all constitutional
means be emplojed to prevent the execun-
tion being carried out.
The meeting lasted until 8 o’clock.

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A CAPTIVE WITH THE MAHDIL
Thrilling Narrative of a Priest—Nuns
Subjected to Shamefal Treatment,
and Compelled to Affect to Embrace

Islamism.

[From the London Dally News.]

Catro, July 23.—I have received from
Father Bononi the following narrative of
his experiences in captivity with the
Mahdi :(—

When the Mahdi marched upon Khar-
toum I was with twelve European surviv-
ing members of the mission. The priest,
three nuns and one catechist died of star-
vation and bad treatment. I, with a mis-
sion composed of Pedre Yousef, Orwalder,
the layman called Guiseppe, Begnalo, a
mechanic, Gabriel Madiani, also a me-
chanic, and three nuns established a church
8tbe(_}debel Deli, three days’ journey from

id. -

We had fixed to escape on the 14th of
September, 1882, A man called Khalel
E£ & military officer, informed the rebels
of our intention. We had foolishly entrust-
ed him with our secret. Therenpon EI
Mek Omar completely surrounded us, and
sent us & summons to surrender, stating if
we did not we should be put to the sword.
At this juncture the officer commanding
the Egyptian troops.aud all his men, who
were there to protect us, declared for
Mahomet Achmet, the Mahdi. Then
their rifles and ammunition, they
passed the zerebas and deliberately went
over to the Arabs. We determined to offer
to surrender on condition that our lives
should be spared, and that we should be
allowed to proceed to Hgypt unmolested.
These terms were granted, and we became
prisoners. All our cattle, sheep, farming
instruments, books and clothes were
seized. . We were bound and marched off
to Mahomet Achmet, who was then be‘ore

There were seven of us, andfwe were led
before Mahomet Achmet. He informed us
that it would be necessary for us immedi-
ately to embrace Islamism, e replied,
firmly : ¢ We cannot do this thing nor for-
sake our holy religion: God forbids it;
and even were we to do this and become
Moslems in garb and outward form, our
hearts would remeain unchanged.” = This
bold reply greatly irritated Mahomet Ach-
met. e cried: * Hark ye, accursed in-
fidels! To-morrow is Friday. I give you
time to reflect. If you have not embraced
Ielamism by the rising of to-morrow’s sun,
behold you shall be led forth and executed
as a punishment for your obstinacy and
disobedience, So have a care and repent
while yet there is time. I have spoken,”

‘We were during the day visited by sev-
eral dervishes, who abjured us to embrace
Islamism, but we replied : “ We give you,
O dervishes, the same answer we did to
your master—we cannot do this thing.”
They were very wroth, and spat at ug, and
brandighed their long swrods at us, But
we trusted in God, The next morning we
were led forth from the hut built of dhoora
stalls, and where we had been confined.
We found the Arabs drawn up in iine, Be-
hind them was & vast assemblage of horse-
men Thousands of spears and bright swords
gleamed and glistened in the rays of the
morning sun; and welooked upon it as

it rose and gllded the edges of
the few mimosa and rocks scat.
tered about on the vast ‘yellow

sandy plain—we looked upon it, as we su
posed, for the last time. Never again
. were we to see the sun rise; our race was
run; and we, as thousands had done be-
fore us, were to die martyrs to the faith of
our Lord. We had no fear. We rejoiced
that we were thought worthy to die for His
sake. As we were led'along that long line,
marching with firnr step and heads upright;
the Arabs brandished their long, two-edged
swords over our heads, cursing us as we
passed; and now we reached the spot
where Mahomet Achmet, the Mahdi, was.
He was mounted on a magnificent
dromedary. He cried aloud to us, ¢ 0
Christians, are you prepared to embrace
Islamiem or to have "your heads etruck off
from yonr shoulders?” Then we, havin
our trust in God, made answer, * O Shei
Mahomet Achmet | you have vast powers;
you command this huge assemblage of
warriors, stretching as far as the eye ean
see, You can order them to do whatso-
ever seems good in your eyes, and you are
obeyed; and you also have power over us
to slay us, for God for some wise purpose
has delivered us into your hands. But
you have not power, O Bheik, to make us
embrace Islamism, We prefer death to
dOiVlili’g this thing.”
e one and all made this solemn as-

. severation. There was silence all sltggg

those dusky ranks, and near uss

dervighes with long swords waiting and

longing to do the bidding of their master
and strike off our heads. But Mahomet

Achmet gazed npward and eastward for
some time and spoke not. He then
fixed his eagle eyes upon us with mtensig,
and, perceiving we were steadfast in the
faith, he cried aloud, ¢ O, Nazarenes, ma
Allah, the most bountiful and -mercifu H
put your hearts right and show you the
right faith;” and when he had thue
spoken he again cried aloud, *“ All ye who
are here present, sheiks and dervishes, and
every man under you bearing arms, put up
now your swords in their gheaths, for this

s the order I give you: Let these Nazarenes

be cenducted to my hut 1n safety. I have
eaid it1” :

So we were led off, praising God for
having put it into the heart of this fierce
man to spare us. We were conducted to a
straw hut, He ordered us to sit down, and
Yo partake of food tvith him ; and he con-
versed freely and in an _animated manner
with us, asking us our ideas on many gub-
jects. . “Be assured,” he said,  of my
protection, There shall not be a hair of
your heads mjured. I shall now give you
in charie of & BSyrian of the name of
Georgie Stambouli, * This man, praise be
to Allah, has seen the error of his ways, as
no doubt you will gee shortly, anef has
embraced Islamism, He will instruct you
ni all needful doctrine.”

_During the siege a priest named Giovan-
ni Losi died in Obeid, but two others were
captured and compelled to embrace Islam-
iem, and there were five sisters taken at
the same time; these were now sent as
cou;f»nmons to us, in the hope that they
would follow the example of the men, The
sisters refused in the most determined man-
ner to leave their religion. Inwhat a fear-
ful condition these poor women were—bags
of bones, They never left the house. This
was the state of things to March 28, 1883,

Our privations were great, for the Mahdi
took no further care of us.” We were in
dirt, with hardly enough 10 eat. One lay-
man died of low fever, and shortly after-
ward two sisters sickened and died. They
succumbed under a horrible dread ; the
were famished jand naked, and when it

. rained they were exposed to it. I per-

formed the last rites of the Church over
them, but even our religious exercises we
had to perform in the greatest secrecy, I

- was horrified at the miserable death ofthese

poor wretches, and I resolved to betake
myself to the Mahdi, come what might, I
entered his presence and demanded that
the terms of our surrender should be hon-
orably fulfilled, and that we should be
allowed to set off on our journey to the
land of Egypt. #1I cannot, I regret, accede
fo your request,” Mahomet Achmet re-
plied. “ God will not permit it, But take
now theee ten thaleries, buy with them
whatever grou may need. ere, also, is
raiment wherewith vou may clothe your-
selves. It is not forbidden for Ivou to go to
and fro about the market. I have given
orders that no man shall molest you; but

ou are always, when outside, to wear

oslem ents,” p

Koalifa Abdalla El Taishi now arrived
at Obeid. The first thing he did was to
haye us brought up before him. He then
epjoined us to embrace Islamism. We re-
plied to him as we had to Mahomet Ach-
mwet when the same demand was made.
We were sent back to our house, but he
sent us an order to deliver up to him the
sisters. We replied: “ By your own Mos-
lem law women are forbidden to visit the
houses of strangers.” However, on the 1st
of April he sent and took the nuns by
force, and a terrible life, if possible, was
now to be their lot. They were distributed
a8 slaves among the Emirs, I and my two
companions, men, were treated in the
same way. I was sent to the Bert El Wal,
Giuseppe Arvalder to the house of the
Emir Abdalla, Wed en Noor, and Giuae;;ie
Regnolo to the house of Sherrif Mah-
moud. :

From that day I never saw the sisters,
but I know that the treatment they re-
ceived was horrible, most horrible. They
were afflicted and tormented in order that
they might be induced to embrace Islam-
ism, but they were steadfast in the faith,
neither would they deny their Saviour.
Some time after this "these wretched

women were made to go along on
foot, almost nude, to Rahat., The
di was there,. and they were

brought before him. Alas! their frail.
nature could hold out no longer. Their
strength of mind as well as body was gone,
Driven to deageml:ion to avoid greater de-

radations and insults they affected to em-

race Islamism, Thel){r were then faken as
wives by three Greeks, who themselves
had become Mohammedans, The names
of their so-called husbands were Demetri
Cocoronbo, Andrea and Paragioli. . These
men declare that they only did this to save
the women from a worse fate, and that the
marriage i8 really one in name only, I
therefore consider them to be deserving of
the highest honor, for by so doing they in-
curred great risk of life,

Great credit is due to Major Turner for
the skilful manner in which he arranged
Bononi’s escape. Sir R. Buller considered
the sum of £100 too much, and would not
sanction this on his own responsibility.

Before the sun has
risen upon the earth you must go there.
I shall be there. Be circumspect in all
your ways.’

THE AGRICULTURAL OUTLOOK IN GREAT
BRITAEN

(From the London Daily Telegraph.Julx?f)

The weather of the past week has been
truly valuable in ripening grain crops, and
allowing farmers to complete their ingath-
erings of hay. The intense heat of the
past few days has exerted a marvellous in-
fluence, Wheat fields are everywhere
changing color, and in Kent and various
parts of the South of England and the
home counties, harvest has already com-
menced as regards winter oats, winter bar-
ley, or bere, and early peas—crops which
usually ripen from a week to ten days
earlier than wheat. Many districts are,
however, suffering from great drought, and
some copious dewnfalls of rain are badly
wanted for the turnips and the grass fields.
On Thursday some few districts were visit-
ed with an invaluable downpouring, but
the Leneficial visitation was only very par-
tially experienced, and twelve hours of
steady, quiet rain would be productive of
immense good to the root and all kinds
of growing green ecrppe, including pas-
tures, without doing any injury whatever
to the ripening grain fields. A toler-
ably accurate opinion may now be
formed from general appearance of
whal the coru harvest will be. That there
is & marvellonsly good kern of wheat in
the ear there can be no doubt. Some re-
markably fine wheat heads were exhibited
at the Shropshire and West Midland Show
at Knighton last week, several of which
had nearly 100 grains each, whereas an
average yielding of wheat heads is usually
less than thirty. They were grown, how-
ever, from highly-selected or pedigree va-
rieties. Despite the excellent wheat kern-
ing, the crop is likely to be a variable one
in respect to bulk of straw, and where
there is an insufficiency of the latter there
is seldom a heavy yield of grain. From
the eame cause last year's wheat yield
turned out only elightly above the average,
and according to indications the present
one will be of a very similar character.
Barley, like wheat, is exceedingly variable
a8 regards possessing bulk of straw. In
respect to both crops, wherever there has
been the best management and fertility is
redundant in the soil, the yield is likely to
be heavy, but if the truth must be told,
the majcﬁit{ of farmers do not farm suf-

g

ﬁcie;t)lg to realize in full the blessinga
of good geasons when they do come. The
productive yielding influences of last sum-
mer and the present one have found them
utterly unprepared to avail themselves of
the blessings they were calculated to con-
fer. Bince the wet cycle of summers,
which culminated in 1879, it has become
too customary to farm only from hand to
month, and starve the land in fertility,
and wherever this has been done there will
be no heavy crops this year.

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TEE NEVEE-BALTING THRONG,
A Pen Pictureofthe Thousands in the
Tireless Line,

The New York Sun gives the following
graphic deseription of the long line of citi-
zens that from early morning until late at
night patiently and slowly wound through‘
the etreets of New York to the Cily Hall
to bave one last look at the face of General
Grant :—

Only the black, endless stream of ants
that may be seen pouring from cre vice to
crevice across the bark of an old tree, or
the unending paper ribbon spun out by the
ticker can be compared to the chain of
human life that siretched away from the
entrances to the City Hall. Nothing like
it Was ever seen in this country before.
Whites and blacks, mechanics with their
tools and merchants with business neglect-
ed, women and chlldren, vagabonds and
thieves formed an endless chain winding
like a serpent and progressing steadily for-
ward. Love, veneration, curiosity and
idleness were all combined to bring to-
gether the most widely diiferent sorts of
men and lezd them to the same goal,

From the City Hall the stream of hu-
manity flowed across the Park to the
fountain, and there turning, followed the
sidewalk of Centre and Chambers streets
to Broadway, Then it turned again and
wound northward to its source, which
fluctuated during the day between Worth
and Fravklin streets. All along jthe line,
in which men stood often four and never
less than two abreast, were scattered a
throng of policemen, whose number caused
an astonishment second only to that
aroused by the real crowd itself. These
policemen were there to Bsee that
every man enjoyed the privilege which he
had worked and waited for, and to save
the lives of. those in line who . seemed
greatly to prefer being runover to losing
their places. BSeveral of the streets crossed
by the line were blocked for hours, so
that no wagon could pass, and in niany
instances men -‘afoof, entirely free from
guile, and anxious only to go home,
were forced to struggle desperately before
crossing the line, so fearful were the mole-
cules of the big serpent lest some ome
should be plotting to deprive them of their
place. en were plenty whose sun-
scorched countenance glowed with the de-
termination to die rather than let even a
iwo-foot child sneak in before them, and
Hve would have wept for joy could she
have seen the spirit with which the small-
est and weakest of her daughters attacked
and demolished big wicked men who tried
to crowd in ahead of them.

There was, in fact, uo such word as
crawl. The bundreds and hundreds of
young men and old who tried it usually
wound up where the line was forming,
covered with rebuffs and shame, and

lad to creep in anywhere. There the
&hird Precinct police were hard at work,
struggling to confine their vocabulary to a
limit becoming the oecasion, while a kind
and good-natured roundsman perspired
and pleaded like a boss barber, whose mis-
8lon 1t is on earth to persnade a customer
that he is not “ next” without hurting his
feelings, . ;

“I can’t blame anyone for wanting to be
in first,” the roundsman said, diving into
his coat tail for a fresh handkerchief.
“Just go to the end of that line yourself
onge, and gee how it is.”

This advice was followed by the young
man who had come out to male observa-
tiona. The experience of the march, which
began at 3.20 o’clock, from Worth street to
the City Hall, would have been worth a
month of ordinary life to a student of
human nature.. Affer a flutter of exulta-
tionat having dexterously headed off a
colored lady and her large family, came
blani despair at the thought of precious
moments wasted and the realization of the
miracnlously slow pace at which the col-
umn was advaheing. A baby learning to
walk could keep pace with the bigzest
man in theline, and, in fact, a chestnut
colored infant, which belonged to the col-
ored family behind, did get down acd ex—
ulted in his ability to outstrip everything
in slght. Part of the time the line would
be jumbled together like cattle arriving at
& e¢losed gate, and again a sudden break at
8 crossing or corner would result in a dash
of speed utterly startling and overwhelm-
ing the colored baby.

.%ut the average gait was a slow shuffling
step of an inch or two at a time, kept up
continaously and monotonously, and well
adapted to the solemn errand on which the
throng was bent. Nor was: this errand
ever lost sight of, even by the yomngest
and gayest section of the line. "Mothers
and fathers told the children with them
how much reason they had to want to be
like the great man who was dead; the
negro baby mentioned before showel plain-
ly that he understood the errand on which
he was bent, and, instead of laughing or
sereeching, confined his energies =olely to
fast walking, Meanwhile his older rela-
tives and others near there listened eagerly
to the talk of an old man who had geen
Grant once, or told what they knew of
Grant, while the old man was refreshing
his memory.

Twenty minutes after leaving Worth
street the corner of Chambers had been
reached, a walk of two minutes ordinarily,
and five minutes later on the colored baby
was marching bravely past the engine-

'house near Centre street. Then there was
the long stretch up Centre street and

around the park, and at last, after
creeping along  for three'- quarters
of an hour, the crowds poured

in to see the great man whom they ad-
mired. Those who had undergone the
trial were replaced by others eager todo
thie same, and so regular aud constant was
the replacement that for hours at a time
the end of the line would vary scarcely at
all, so that the policemen who mangged
ithe end of the line never moved ten feet in
any direction, the line melting away from
‘them as fast as they built it up.

What most surprised the policemen and
.other citizens as well was the great number
-of strangers ameng those struggling fof a
darewell look at the dead soldier. Hickey
«nd other detectives, who wandered along
the line, said they Liad never seen o many
country ?eople come together af oue time,
before, It seemed as thongh Poughlkeep-
sie, Tarrytown, Newark, and .any number
of places around New York had poured
their inhabitants by blocks of hundreds
into the line leading to the City Hall.

But in the evening the character of the
visitors to the cofn changed. The factor-
ies, workshops and stores released thou-
sands of workingmen and women eager to
look upon the face of the dead General,
and the country visitora dwindled into
insignificance, Immediately after 6 o’clock
the rush of visitors increased in a way that
alarmed the public and necessitated
the calling out of more policemen to lee
things straight. Thousands upon thou-
sauds swarmed over the bridge, crowded
the Broadway cars aud the elevated rail-
ways, and packed themselves around the
City Hall, Meanwhile the stream of
visitors kept pouring steadily past the
coffin, The enﬁ)f the line ha(i' gone fur-
ther and further up Broadway, until at
9% oclock it had pasced Broome street, and
those who took their places at the end
could only hope to see the General after a
peinfully slow journey three hours long.
A counter current of human beings fully
85 great as that going toward the City Hall
rushed up town on either side of the line,
eagerly seeking for the end of the strin s
Most after running ten or twelve blocEs

took the horse cars and rode to the end of
the crowd to patiently take their chance,
while a few lucky ones took advantage of
the darkness to squeeze in and secure
places which others had worked for, At
one time the police said there were over
20,000 persons in line, and at 11 o’clock
crowds were piling themselves into the line
who could never hope to reach the: City
Hall, as it would be impossible for them
to get there before 1 o’clock, the hour of
closing.

RUSSIANS PUT T0 FLIGHT.
An American Guest at a London Hotel

Defends His Country in a Novel
Way.

LoxDoN, Aug, 6.—There was a little
Rueso-American warfare in the Grand
Hotel last night, Unlike the Anglo-Rus-
sian ‘affair, it was unattended by tedious
diplomatie parleyings, but it was begun
and ended in one brief battle, from which
America emerged, as usual, victorious,
A young sprig of Muscovite nobility,
who i8 an attache of the Russian Em-
bassy in London, was dinjng in the or-
dinary of the Grand Hotel with a party of
friends, all of whom were rather over-
heated with wine. Just .opposite them
was seated a quiet, middle-aged American,
who was also dining with a friend. The
Russians began a tirade of abuse against
the English, whom they called braggarts
and cowards, and boasted that they
would soon give them auother lesson like
that at Penjdeh. Then, discovering from
a remark made by the quiet gentleman at
the other side of the table that he was an
American, they diverted their attack to
the American people, calling them a na-
tion of parvenus, & pack of canaille, and
80 on.

The conversation was carried on in very
loud tones, and in French, The American
made & remark to his companion in
French to warn the Russians that he fully
understood what they were saying, bnt the
warning was unheeded, and the torrent of
vulgar abuse flowed on, the.swaggerin
young attache being the most blatant an
audacious, The placid American finally
arose without a word, seized an empty de-
canter by the neck and smote the budding
diplomat upon the head with a whack
that resounded through the dining hall.
The Russian jumped to his feet and began
fumbling for his revolver. but the Ameri-
can proceeded to huil plates and glasses
at him with snch rapidity and skilful aim
that the Russian was glad to retreat. .

One or two of his comrades seemed in-
clined to stand their ground, but they saw
that the American’s ammunition was by
no means exhausted and they all fled, The
whole body of guests in the dining-room,
most of whom were Englishmen, lustily
cheered the American, who calmly resum-
ed his interrupted dinner and conversa-

' tion.

Itis said that the young diplomat to-day
formally complained of the assault to
Baron de Staal,ard asked the Ambassador
to take official action to secure redress.
The veteran Ambassador is reported to
have advised the yonng attache to become
more proficient in the manly art of self-
defence before stirring up any more placid-
looking Americana.

TRAVELING IN SWEDERN.

One great peculiarity of traveling in
Bweden is the extreme quiet and lack of
flurry, The Swedish are a taciturn and
noiseless people. They do much by signs,
and never shout; a Swedish crowd make
little sound. Swedes, even of the lowest
class, never push or jostle. When a irain
leaves & platform or a steamboat pier all
the lookers-on lift their hats to the depart-
ing paseengers and,bow to them, a comgli-
ment returned by the travelers. If you
address the poorest person in the streets
you must lift your hat, A gentleman
passing & lady on the stairs of a hotel
must do the same, To enter a shop or
bank with one’s hat on is a terrible breach
of good manners. If you enter or leave a
coffee;room you must bow to all the oceu-
pants.  Passengers on board the little
steamers which ply about Stockholm in-
variably raise their hats to the oceupants
of any other boat which passes near them.
The very men in charge of the locks on
the canal bow very politely to the sailors
as the boat goes through.
