Liferpool, August 27—Dr., Crippen
and Miss Le Neve, in the custody of
 Inspector Dew, Sergeant Mitchell and
the wardresses who went from Eng-
land to take charge of Miss Le Neve,
disembarked at 2.15 p.m., at the regu-
dar landing stage. Officers of the lo*
cal police were on hand to assist the
Scotland Yard officials.
After all the passengers and the

Queen's Own Rifles of Toronto and
baggage had been landedfrom the
steamer the gang-planks were remov-
«d but were hurriedly replaced. A door
opened and Inspector Dew, followed
by Dr. Crippen, and Sergeant Mit-
chell, Miss Le Neve and the ward- |.
resses, came down the gangway and
crossed into the Customs shed, before
the spectatars had time to realize
what had happened. .
After a few minutes, they cross

the street and entered a saloon car on
the waiting train. The blinds were at
once pulled down, and the crowd had
little chance of seeing the prisoners.
Crippsn wore a long grey overcoat,

the collar of which was turned up
about his ears, and a soft hat which
he had pulled down in an effort to
€bnces! his face. He also wore a
black muffler, He was handcuffed.
On the way to the train he walked
Grmly between several Scotland Yard
men.
Miss Le Neve wore a long blue coat

which completely enveloped her. She
also wore a ‘thick veil. Threatsof vio-
fence had been made against Crippen.
The doctor seemed indifferent to de-
monstration, but Miss Le Neve was
greatly agitated. The attention of
most of the crowd was distracted from
the aft gang-way and was concentrat-
ed on the big gang-way forward,
where the band of the Toronto regi-
ment was playing the “Maple Leaf”
The’train started for London at 2.30
p.m.
‘It is said that Dr. Crippen proved

to be an excellent sailor and was not
sffected by the trip. ‘ Inspector Dew
snd Sergeant Mitchel werw on the
verge of sea-sickness, and the ward-
resséd accompanying Miss Le Neve
were ill throughout the voyage. .
Miss Le Neve, who remained in her

berth during the greater part of the
woyage, exhibited a really cheerful de-
meanor and chatted with the ward-
resdes on duty in her stateroom for
housafter hour during the trip. Dr.
Cripen, on the contrary, was very
taciturn, and scarcely spoke except
for an occasional word to Purser
Pomeroy during the officer's daily of-
ficial visits to his cabin.
London, Aug. 27—Chief Inspector

Dew and Sergeant Mitchell, of Scot-
land Yard, and two wardresses, with
Dt. Crippen and Miss Le Neve, ar-
rived at Euston Station at 7 o'clock
this evening from Liverpool. Three
taxicabs were waiting at the station
and the party immediately was driven
to the Bow street police station court,
where the accused man and woman
were formally charged with the crime
and then pigeed in cells. An immense
crowd at Ruston hissed and booed
the pair when they emerged from the
station, but the police prevented fur-
ther hostile demonstration,
London, Aug. 28—The vicinity of

the Bow street prison, where Dr, Haw-
ley H. Crippen and Ethel Clara Le
Neve are awiting arraignment to-
morrow, was visited by crowds

throughout the day, but no glimpse of
the prisoners was obtained.
Dr. Crippen spent the day in pre-

paring his defense and Miss Le Neve
received a brief visit from her’ sister.
To-morrow’s proceedings will be pure-
ly formal, After the evidence of the
arrest of theh couple has been record-
ed a request that they be remanded
for a week wilt be made.

It is understood that Dr. Crippen
will be charged with murdering his
wife and Mis Le Neve with being an
accessory after the fact. *

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New York, Aug. 27.—Parades of pro-
test broke out all over the east side this
afternoon on receipt of the news that
Justice Goff bad ruled in the State Bu-
preme Court that = strike to enforce the
closed shop involves a conspiracy in re-
straint of trade. Bands of the 60,000
closkmakers now on strike marched
through the streets, carrying banners
snd American flags and shouting
‘Closed shops!’’ st every stop. There
was no violence, but unrest and anger
were everywhere visible among the
strikers,

Justices Goft’s decision granted an in-
jonetion to a member of the Manufac-
turers’ Protective Association in re-
straint of acts of violence, threats, piek-
oting and patrolling by strikers. ‘The
primary purpose of this strike,’’ reads
ihs finding, ‘‘is not to better the eondi-
tion of the workman, but it is to deprive
other men of the opportunity of their

d right to work.”

Washington, Aug. 27.—Samuel Gom-
pers, president of the American Federa-
tion of Labor, was greatly stirred by the
decision of Justice Goff, which in effect
declared that efforts to enforce the closed
shop were in violation of law in the re-
straint of trade.

‘4 Justice Goff quotes an unjust decision
in support of his own, and that is sup-
posed to be good law.

who in the ordinary course of events

perhaps feels that he has a right to
return to office, possibly feels aggriev-

ed that his political sponsor of the
past will probably be his rival in the.

near future. On the other hand the
latter may entertsin the idea that the
pa.ty will suffer if Taft continues at

its head.
Another thing that has not helped

to smoothe the situstion is the set-
back, which Roosevelt experienced

at the hands of the New York poli-
tical leaders when they threw him

over for a nominee of Taft. Roose-
velt is not thekind of man to accept

a blow without endeavoring to ex-

change à quid pro quo, and this re-
verse will possibly dismiss any re-

luetance that might have restrained
him from entering the lists.
Indeed a New. York paper gives

out that he will now fight to the end
and says that “if the ticket nomina-
ted at the convention, the temporary

chairmanship of which he was refus-
‘ed, is such ss Mr. Roosevelt could
not recommend to the delegates or

afterward endorse to the voters of
his party, it will not be worth while
to print the names of the candidates

upon the ballot.” .

Official Proclamation of the

Annexation Was Made Yes-
terday Morning.

“ Tokio, Ang. $8—The official premul-
gaie of the treaty of annexation of

res by Japan under the name Cho Ben
was made at 9 o’clock this morning,
There is not the slightest evidence here
of jubilation over ths annexation. Re-
ports from Seoul say the people there ac-
cepted the announcement quietly. The
most important paper accompanying tbe
treaty orders the existing Korean export
and import customs to remain in force
for ten years, and foreign vessels are
permitted to enter the coast trade for
the eame period. The foreign office bas
lssusd & statement outlining the nego-
tiations for annexation. The newspapers
are issuing extra editions giving full me-
counts of the ceding of Korea to Japan.
A reseript by the Japanese Emperor says
thet in 1905 Kores was placed under the
protectorate of Japan, but that notwith-
standing the partial success of the exiat-
ing government, Kores was unable to pre-
serve order. Suspicion and misgiving per-
meated the peninsula and therefore, in
eoncert with the Emperor of Korea, he
arrived st a plan for the permanent an-
uexstion of Korea. The Emperor ex-
preases the ehlief that Koreans in future
will enjoy prosperity and that the mew
status will serve as a fresh guarantee for
the enduring pesce of the Orient.

Seoul, Aug. €0.—Fmperor Yi Syek
to-day issued a farewell rescript, in which
he declared that long existing evils and
deep-rooted weaknesses ‘‘ having made it
impossible to effect reforms in a reasona-
ble form,'’ he has felt constrained, be-
Usving it wise, to entrust the task to
other hands. He appeals to the people
to accept the change calmly and to obey
the new administration. The Governor
General also issued à proclamation out-
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  lining the future administration poliey|
of Cho Sen, the name under which Korea
now will be known. It said that the in- |
terests of the Japanese and Korean peo- !
ples are identioml. Amnesty is deereed
to prisoners sentenced for slight of-
fenses, and the poorer people are re-,
lieved of their unpaid taxes. The new |
administration will advance $8,500,000 |
to encourage industry and for education,
hospitals and panpers. The proclama-
tion urges the people to preserve order.
The Korean newspapers yesterday sn- |
nounced the gist of the agreement with
Japan. The people are quiet.

© MADE PUBLIC
Commander Tells of Arrival and Cal-

culations Which Varified

it.

 

New York, Aug. 28.— Commander
Robert B. Peary makes public in
“Hampton's Magazine” for August
the calculations made by him in
reachingthe North Pole and which
were accepted as proof of his achieve
ment by the National Geographical
Society of America. These were the
proofs which Peary refused to sub
mit to Congress in March, when that
body was considering an official re-
ward for the explorer. A statement
sent by Peeary at that time to the
sub-committes of the House Commit-
tee on Naval Affairs ran thus :—
“Commander Peary and his friends

say that contracts signed months ago
with his publishers render it impos-
vible to make his records and scien-
tifie data public now. It would not
only subject Pesry to hesvy dam-
ages—a loss which he cannot meet,
having just extricated himself from
debt incurred in conection with his
various expeditions--but it would be
breaking faith with his publishers,
which he is unwilling to do under any
circumstances.”
These are the records, too, upon the

basis of which medals were awarded
by the Royal Geographical Society of
London, the Imperial German Geog-
raphical Society and the Royal Ital-
ian Geographical Society.

Series of Forced Marches.
Peary tells how he started out! to

cover the last lap of his dash by five
forced marches, about 133 nautical
miles, as indicated by observations
made by Captain Bartlett just before
the latter turned back with the last
supporting party. A description of
the instruments carried to determine
the position of the pole, including the
artificial horizon and glass roof, as
givén by Peary, may enlighten those
persons who were confused during the
controversy last fall by questions of
accuracy and value of observations
taken at or near the pole.
Peary repeats only one series of ob-

servations made on the last lap of the
journey—those taken at 6 o'clock in
the morning of April 7 at Camp Mor-
ris K. Jesup, indicating the position
of the party as being four or five miles
form the pole toward Bering Strait.
Describing the final achievement,
Commander Peary says:
“About ten o'clock in the forenoon

of April 6 I called halt, I had now
made my marches, end estimated that
we were in the immediate neighbor-
hood of our goal, and at local noon,
on the Columbia meridian, I made
my first observation at our polar
camp, named the Morris K. Jesup
Camp, which indicated our position
as Bo degre-s 37 minutes.

WORKMAN KILLED BY BEE.
An extraordinary case is reported

from Kirdford, Sussex. William M.
Rhind, a builder, was stung by a bee
when he was at school, and ever after-
ward he had an intense and quite ab-
normal dread of the insects. Recently
he was gathering mushrooms—he was
spending his holidays at Kirdford—
and was stung on the forehead by a
bee. He was dead in half an hour,
The physicians declare that death

was due to shock. A well-known
authority on diseases of the nerves,
when seen by a reporter said: “To
men and women of a highly sensitive
temperament, and with a predisposi-
tion to fear certain specific dangers,
the effect of shock is often attended
by serious and, in some cases, fatal,
consequences. Some lose their reason,
and 1 have known women under cer-
tain conditions give birth to children
who bore on their bodies marks of the
very thing that produced the shock.
“As in the case of the unfortunate

man who died from shock caused by
the sting of a bee—for which he felt
a strong aversion—I know of one of
the most distinguished Generals in His
Majesty's army—a household word, in
fact—who hates cats, and trembles
when one springs on his knee. Others
cannot endure the sight of blood, and
it is an established fact that soldiers
have been literally frightened to death
by their ‘first vision of the carnage
of battle.
“Then the sting of a bee is pecu-

liarly penetrating and irritating. From
slender, horny barbs poison is dis-
charged which is said to be composed
of mischievous and pungent saits.
“The sting itself consists of a sharp-

pointed tubular instrument, and I can
easily understand that when it sud-
denly pierced the man’s forehead the
effect on a weak heart wonid be col-
fapse.”

BLOCKADE THIS YEAR
Everything Now in Readiness

and Railroads in Good

Shape. ~~

  

Fort William, Aug. $7.—Never before
were the railways in such good shape to
handle the grain crop as they are at pres-
ent, and the only drawback is a slight
sesreity of harvesters in some portions
of the West. For the last six weeks the
CN.R, CPR and G.T.R bave been
moving their rolling stock westward.
Hundreds of freight ears, not to mention
numbers of locomotives, have been over
hauled and rushed west from the lake ter
minals, where they have stood idle during
most of the summer. At the terminal
elevators, the storage capacity of which
now aggregates 26,250,000 bushels, ap-
proximately 700,000 busbels more than at
this time last year, the first cars of
grain have been received, and everything
is im readiness for the annual fall race
with time and wheat, With the Cana-
dian Northern roadbed in much better
condition than it has ever been before,
with the new second track of the Cana-
dian Pacific between Fort William and
Winnipeg earrying one-half of that
line’s freight between the two cities, and
the Grand Trunk Pacific in readiness to
bring forward its hundreds of thousands
of bushels of wheat, the once dreaded
grain blockades of Western Canada are
a bugaboo of the past. '

NO GENERAL STRIKE
IN SPAIN LIKELY.

Bilbao, Spain, August 28—Repre-
sentatives of the Spansih workmen's
federation in session here to-day de-
cided by a vote of 17 to 13 not to pro-
claim a general strike.

WON PRIZE FOR
FLIGHT ACROSS LAKE.

Geneva, N.Y., August 28—Armand
Dufaux to-day won the Swiss Avia-
tion Club's prize for a flight across
Lake Geneva in an aeroplane. Start-
ing at Moville, 4 miles south of Mon-
treux, he flew to Collognes, near
Geneva. The distance, about 41
miles, was made in 56 minutes.

WHIRLPOOL INCLINE

DESTROYED BY FIRE.
Niagara Falls, N.Y.. Aug. 20—The

Whirlpool inclined railway, the last
of the inclines on the American side
of the Niagara gorge was destroyed
by fire early this (Monday) morning.
Dick Finns, a colored watchman, is
missing and is believed to have per-
ished. The Woodford flour mill near
by caught fire several times and was
badly damaged.

swered in kind and shooting begun. The
Conservatives boarded their train, which
pulled out from the station, but in the

outskirts of the town it was fired upon
by the Liberals. The trainmen auswered
the shots from the car windows.
When the train arrived bere to-night

POLITICAL SITUATION
IN NEEMELAND

First Trial of Strength Between

the Republicans and the

Democrats.

 

 

Boston, Aug. 28.—The political atten-
tion is being gradually focussed in New
England, where early in Beptember the
Brat messuring of strength between the
Republican and Democratic parties in the
State elections of 1910 is to take place.
Vermont, on September 6, and Maine, on
September 12, will select State officers
and indieate their preferences for repre-
sentatives in the 620d congress. In each
state will be chosen, nlso, members of
the Legislators, who will elect a United
States Senator.

While the campaign in Vermont and
Maine will close in anotber week, the
other New England States will not be
idle politieally, for on the same day as
the Vermont election New Hampshire will
bold ber first State-wide primaries, and
the first under a direct primary law af-
fecting an entire State to be held in the
Enst. Massachusetts will hold primaries
on September 27, but the law in this
State is optional, and only the larger
cities and a few towns make direct nomi-
nations. State conventions will be beld
in Massachusetts and Rhode Island in
October and in Connecti£ut in September.
In each State full tickets for State offi-
cers will be named and Legislatures will
be elected, whose members, save in New
Ifampehire, will choose United States
Senators. The terme of Senators Page
of Vermont, Hale of Maine, Lodge of
Massachusetts, Aldrich of Rhode Island
and Bulkeley of Connecticut expire om
Mareh 4, 1911. Mr. Hale and Mr. A)
drieh have declined re-election. Now
Hampshire does not elect to the Senate
again until 1911,
The campaign in Vermont, after a

sharp preliminary contest between four
Republican candidates for the gubema-
torial 'nomination, in which Joha W.
Mead of Rutland was successful, has pro-
gressed quietly. The Republican leaders
are devoting their efforts mainly to se-
curing or exceeding a ‘‘normal’’ Repub-
Hean plurality of 20,000, while the Demo-
crats are endeavoving to reduce this mar-
gin. ,
The Republicans ia Maize have nomi-

cated Governor Fernald for a second
term, while the Democrats are waging s
vigorous campaign with Frederick. W.
Plaisted, Mayor of Augusta, and a son
of & former Governor, ms their leader.
Dividing local interest with the Gover-
norship contest is the Congressional fight
in the 1st district, where Asher CO. Hinds
in seqking a seat on the floor of the house
as à successor to Thomas B. Reed, who
introduced Hinds into Washington Legis:

MAYOR GAYKDR
LENVES HOSPITAL

Bore the Trip Well, Though He
is Still in a Wesk _

Sobdition.

 

 

New York, Aug. 9—Mayor Gaynor
was removed from Bt. Mary's Hospital in
Hoboken this morning to his country
home at Bt. James, LL I. He bore the
trip well, but his insistentplea to be sl-
lowed to walk unaided resulted In threé
distressing incidents. Once he sank to
bis knees as he tried to enter an auto-
mobile and in ascending the steps of his
home be fell on all-fours from over-exer-
tion. Despite his weakness, however, he
maintained his cheerful mood and spent
the afternoon reclining in a chair on the
veranda. .

The Mayor, left the hospital at 9.30
0'clonk this morning. He had been there
sineo August 9, the day on which he was
shot. He walked unaided from his roem
on the fourth floor to the elevator, and
from the ground floor to the sutomobils
in which be*was driven to a New York

pier in Hobokep. In entering the suto,
however, he overestimste® hia strength
and bad difficulty in climbing onto the
running board. His step was feeble and
his knees bent with every step. With
him rode Mrs. Gaynor, his son Rufes,
Robert Adamson, his private secretary,
bis family physician and Luke Clark, &
hospital doetor, to whom he had teken
an especial liking.
To Long Island City the Mayor orde in

the after-cabin, sitting up all the way,
Arriving there be walked down the deck
and across the gangplank unassisted, but
took a firm hold on the rail. There was
a wheel chair on the dock to reesive him,
but he walked to an electric cars Here
the Mayor again miscalculated his
strength in trying to get into the car and
sank to his knees.

Because of the bandages around his
neck covering part of his face, few peo-
ple recognized the Mayor in the Long
Island City station. There he was trans-
ferred to the private ear of President
Ralph Peters of the Long Island -rail-
road, and this was aftached to & special
train. He kept silent througbout the
journey to St. James, which was without
particular incident.
A erowd of neighbors was on hand to

greet the Mayor, but they respected his
wish for quiet, and there was no demon-
stratjon.- But he smiled and greeted
those nearest him, then whirled rapidly
to his home, arriving shortly after noom.

Notwithstanding his two previous
shows of feebleness, the Mayor, in bis
joy at reaching home, asked to be al-
lowed to go up the steps alone. He got
only part way, then fell upon his bands
and He was not injured, nor
would he admit he had fallenbecause of
lack of strength. He insisted thet he
was strong. He mt in the opep air
throughout the afternoon, reading aad
gazing at the country about.
Only two reporters were permitted to

see him. To one of them who commented
upon the attempt to assassivate him,
Mayor Gaynor said: ‘‘I am content.
My great hope is that the event will
help to make me a better man and more
patient and just.” The Mayor still
manifests a disinclination to discuss the
shooting and those words are practically
the fist statement of bis attitude on the
matter.

Secretary Adamson said to-night that
for the present no operation for the re-
moval of the bullet would be performed.
The Mayor ie still unable to make him-
self understood except with great diffi-
eulty, and he is still bothered with a
cough and bas trouble in swallowing. His
physicians do not appear alarmed, how-
evar, and ascribehis weakness to his en-
forced conflnem.nt in the hospital. It
is probable that his projected trip to tbe
Adirondacks will be shandoned.
