Chrétien was generally sup-
portive of the RCMP in recal-
ling the break-in, but he did
question how the intruder
managed to roam almost at will
through the official residence.
He mentioned that a video

monitor was located inside the
house.
At one point, Chrétien said a

guard watching a video monitor
located inside the house fell
asleep. But he later seemed to
backtrack from that, saying
details like that would come out
of the inquiry being called.
The CBC also quoted sources

in Ottawa as saying that the
monitor might have been
defective.

Despite the close call, Chré-
tien seemed reluctant to have
tighter security. He said he
doesn't like the idea of coming

down in the morning for coffee
and finding a guard at the kit-
chen table.
He also appeared to dislike

the idea of having motion sen-
sors on the grounds of 24 Sus-
sex Drive, saying he likes to
stroll around.

“In myjob, I need some thin-
king time.”

Chrétien was in Jerusalem
on Monday for the funeral of
Yitzhak Rabin, the prime
minister of Israel who was

assassinated by a gunman on
Saturday.

Chrétien on Tuesday compa-
red himself to Rabin in that
both had been labelled “traitor-
8” to their own people.

“In my case, too, some adjec-
tives were used that may have
excited deranged minds,” he
said.

Chrétien is on his way to
Auckland,New Zealand, for the
meeting ofCommonwealth lea-
ders later this week.

The RCMP has not said
how the prowler got past
security and the high iron
fence in front of 24 Sussex
Drive or why it took officers
seven minutes to nab the
man at the door of the mas-
ter bedroom.

Dallaire doesn’t drink,
smoke or have a criminal
record and showed no sign of
being riled up by the recent
referendum on Quebec sove-
reignty, police and acquain-
tances said.

ever,” Hodgson said, adding

that Dallaire was so straight
he couldn’t even tell the dif-
ference between a 12-pack
and a six-pack of beer.

Dallaire mopped the
convenience store floor,
locked the door behind him
and left in the middle of his
overnight shift, Hodgson
said.

Townshippers Association is
leaning on the Estrie regional
health board to firm up guaran-
tees that the new university
hospital will deliver all health
care and social services to
anglophones in their mother
tongue.

But Jean-Pierre Duplantie,
director general of the Régie
régional de santé et des services
sociales de l’Estrie, predicts
that it will take some time befo-
re attitudes change sufficiently
to meet the demands of the
English-rights lobby group.

In a brief deposited with
health board directors on Tues-
day, the Townshippers Associa-

on the reorganization of short-
term hospital care in Sherbroo-
ke for failing to fully address
the question of how health and
social services will be provided
in English at both the Fleuri-
mont and Hotel Dieu sites.

“It’s essential that all basic
services be available in English
at all sites,” the brief says, “and
if a specialty is offered only at
one of the sites, it must offered
in English.”

Townshippers also called on
administrators at the new
Centre universitarie de santé
de I'Estrie (CUSE) to ensure
that all signs and documenta-
tion are available in English,as
well as outpatient services such
as rehabilitation.

Cascades had warned that
80 per cent of employees must
accept for the company to go
ahead with investments of $15
million needed to meet new
environmental standards in
1996 and keep the aging plant

open.

Giasson said the 65 per cent
vote represents a big change.
However he would not predict if
it will be enough for Cascades to
reverse its decision to close the
plant.

According to Giasson, a final
decision on the future of the
mill won’t be taken till the
board of directors meets Wed-
nesday or Thursday.

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Big birthdayfor church: Sherbrooke’s Plymouth-Trinity United Church is 160 years
old and a numberofspecial events have taken place to commemorate the occasion. Most recent was a
well-attended bazaar and tea for which some members of the congregation even attired themselves in
turn-of-the-century clothing. Most obvious was musician John Foster, who provided background
melodiesfrom yesteryear on both thepiano and the accordion. The church building has historicsigni-
ficance. According to Royce Gale, the church historian, the building was designed by one William
Footner and constructed in 1855. The church is well known across Canada, being listed in Park’s

Canada’s Inventory of Historic Buildings. The twofree-standingpillars make the structure stand out
as one ofthe best examples ofan ‘in antis’ temple, i.e. having an inset entrance between two columns.
Footner also designed thefamous Bonsecours Market in old Montreal and the two buildings share
many characteristics. The church also has a close resemblanceto the Congregationalist churches of
New England, right down to the three clockfaces on the tower which in this case were never installed.
There is some confusion in namingthe style ofarchitecture employed in the church. To someit is des-
cribed as ‘neo-classical’, to others as ‘late Georgian’. Most folks however simply call it ‘New
England’ architecture.
One thing is for certain however. Plymouth-Trinity United Church is the oldest religious building in
Sherbrooke still used by its ‘founding congregation’. Rev. Jane Aikman is the current pastor.

Monique Gagnon-Tremblay is dead wrong
ifshe thinks there is no reason to ask for an
inquiry into the way polling officials car-
ried out their responsibilities in St-
Frangois riding on referendum day.

In her own words, reported in this news-
paper the week before the vote, there was
ample evidence that the board of revisors
charged with updating the electoral list
had acted “zealously”in their treatment of
Bishop's students wishing to exercise their
most fundamental democratic right.
On the day ofthe referendum, this abuse

of the spirit of Quebec’s election law was
allowed to culminate in what many people
believe constitutes an act ofelectoral fraud:
ornery scrutineers systematically requi-
ring anglo voters to swear on the Bible that
they have the right to vote; legitimately
enumerated, longtime residents frustrated
at the polls because ofa slight misspelling
on the voters’ list or an obviously erroneous
birthdate; excruciatingly long lineups at
certain polls where elderly and infirm
voters planned to cast their ballots.

Pierre F. Coté, Quebec's chief electoral
officer, has agreed to launch an investiga-
tion into allegations of fraud in three
Montreal-area ridings where federalist
support was known to be high and where
the numberofrejected ballots was way out
of proportion with the norm. Mr. Coté’s
mandate will be to find out if No ballots in
these ndings were rejected in bad faith,
and if so, who should take the blame. While
rejected ballots may not have been an issue
in St-Frangois riding, there seems to have
been a surfeit of bad faith.
Were Madame Gagnon-Tremblay

serious about upholding the spirit of Que-
bec’s democratic institutions, I think she
would hasten to enquire after the very
appearance of voting irregularities.
The referendum law obviously frowns on

election officers who are negligent in their
duties, but enforcing the law requires eve-
ryone’s vigilance. Several people called this
office on referendum day with complaints
about the way the polls wereofficiated, and
since then a group ofLennoxville residents
has begun compiling an anecdotal record of
grievances which, taken together, certain-
ly make a compelling case for inquiry.

Here’s hoping their representative in the
National Assembly agrees.

North America, there are more
than 1,100 clothing manufac-
turers, 100 distributors and
14,000 retailers totally or lar-
gely dependent on the hunting
market, according to the U.S.
Fish and Wildlife Service.
A Fish and Wildlife survey

showed sales of more than
$273 million US in 1994. And
that did not count overseas
sales, trendy teens who dress
grunge, and Rambo
wannabees.
“Huge, huge, huge num-

bers,” says Blake Shelby of
Mossy Oak in West Point,
Miss., one of the largest camou-
Page manufacturers in the
U.S.

Sales are so lucrative that
major retailers have jumped
into the field.

The generation gap is widening every year between those

who have experienced actual warfare and those total experience
is of a vicarious nature, such as by movies, stories from grand-
parents, or classroom instruction. Today's youth is unable to

 

war, the sometimes needless sacrifice of life, or the cry of a
mother who has just received word of her son’s death in battle.
Such is the experience of a minority of our population, mostly
the 65-plus age group. And, thank God, that those ofour present
generation have not tasted the abhorrent and savage acts of a
debauched, degenerate, aggressive nation, bent on destroying
anyone who did not adhere to its ideological concepts.

Today, those who have fought to stem the advance ofNazism,
Fascism, and Communism are to be lauded for their dedication
to a cause, for their sacrifice ofpersonal ambition for the concept
of freedom, and for their determination to create a society in
which all can live without fear of war. As they march, attend
church services, stand at cenotaphs, we stand in heart with
them, knowing that their thoughts turn to comrades fallen at
their side in fields of battle long ago.

Perhaps, in the memdry of some, there are words similar to
these: “Every position must be held to the last man; there must
be no retirement. With our backs to the wall, and believing in
the justice ofour cause, each one of us mustfight on to the end”.
Or “There is many a boy here today who looks on waras glory,it
is all hell. You can bear this warning voice to generations yet to
come. I look upon war with horror”. Two contrasting messages,
one emphasizing bravery, the other the horror of war, and yet
both essential in their timeframe.
Few today would glorify war. There is no such thing as an ine-

vitable war. It war comes,it is due to the failure of the human
heart and, perhaps, of human wisdom. In the 1800s Napoleon
said: “Two armies are two bodies which meet and try to frighten
each other”. Daniel Defoe said, “It is the art ofwar, which I take
to be the highest perfection of human knowledge”. Before man-
kind ever precedes “to frighten each other” and puts into practi-
ce “the perfection of human knowledge”, society needs to sense
that war is contemptible and should be put down by all sensible
people, just as we would put down a vulgar mob. War gratifies
the combative instinct of mankind; it satisfies the love of plun-
der, destruction, and cruel perversion. It expresses all that is
debase, corrupt and demoralizing. He who advocates war is the
epitome ofevil, while he who seeks to prevent waris a paragon
of all that is good.

During the American Civil War, a general said, “We trust,
Sir, that God is on our side.” Abraham Lincoln’s retort was, “It
is more important to know that we are on God’s side”. On this
Remembrance Day, let us believe that God is on ourside, becau-
se our trust and confidence is in Him. At the same time, we
should remember Lincoln’s words.

Mavericks send Grizzlies to their first loss
DALLAS (AP) — Jason

Kidd’s 15 points and a great
effort by the Dallas bench
made the Mavericks 3-0 for the
first time in franchise history,
while sending Vancouverto its
first franchise loss, 99-88 Tues-
day night.
The Grizzlies waited until

their third game before playing
like an expansion team. After
they were 4-4, things went
downhill.

They trailed by six points
after one quarter, 13 at halfti-
me and 19 after three quarters.
The deficit hit 20 early in the
fourth quarter.
The Mavericks, an expan-

sion team themselves 16 years
ago that had never even ope-
ned a season 2-0, appear to
have picked up where they left
off last season, when they
made a 23-game improvement
from the previous year.

Jordan places the Bulls
3-0 in win over Toronto

CHICAGO (AP) — Michael
Jordan sparked the Chicago
Bulls again Tuesday night.
This time it was against a team
he’d never faced before.
Jordan scored eight points in

a late 15-0 run and the Bulls
went 3-0 for thefirst time since
the 1987-88 season by beating
the scrappy Toronto Raptors
117-108.
Jordan, finishing with 38

points, hit three jumpers and a
pair of free throws in the deci-
ding spurt that gave Chicago a
113-100 lead with three minu-
tes left..

Scottie Pippen added 26
points and Dennis Rodman had
11 points and 13 rebounds for
the Chicago.
But the victory wasn’t easy.

The Raptors, hustling for loose

sive defence, took their final
lead at 100-98 on Willie Ander-
son’s three-point play with 6:26
left.
Then the Bulls took over as

Toronto was called for an
over-and-back against pressu-
re and Jordan hit a pair of han-
ging jumpers to make it
111-100, then added two free
throws.

seven assists.

Kidd controlled the game all
26 minutes he was on the floor,
much more than his 15 points,
five assists and four rebounds
indicated. He made several
phenomenal passes, hit most of
his open shots and was solid on
defence. His only major ble-
mish was at the end ofthe first
half, when he stole an
inbounds pass but missed a
dunk at the buzzer.
He made up for it by opening

the third quarter with his best
assist of the night, a no-look
shovel pass that Lorenzo Wil-
liams caught under the basket
and dunked. Any hopes for a
Grizzly comeback faded quic-
kly from there.
The fourth quarter was

showtime, and the Reunion
Arena fans loved it. They chee-
red as loudly for the streetball
style of the subs as they did for

Calorie intake should depend on your activity
weight management and

What you should then do
is add a certain percentage of
that number based on your
activity level. If you're lightly
active, add 30 per cent, mode-
rately active, add 40 per cent,
heavily active add 50 per cent.
Once again, let's take the same

that he trains 1-to-1.5 hours a
day (heavily active), five to six
times per week, with a cardio-
vascular program as well as
some weight trainging. His
BMR would then rise to 2,340
calories per day. A lightly acti-
ve person would be someone
who does a number of chores
and day-to-day activities in
and around the house. Someo-
ne who is moderately active
would include a person who
trains three times per week,
deliberatelyfor the benefits of
fitness and someone who fol-
lows the FITT forumla (I hope
you remember what that
means from a previous article).

What this whole process
gives you is a better idea of the
amount of calories you should
be consuming on a daily basis.
Try it out, if you remain the
same then you probably figu-
red your BMR out exactly. If
you lose or gain weight, then
possibly you miscalculated
your activity level or you didn’t
include a few of your aunt’s
homemade chocolate chip coo-
kies (I know, they are s-0-0-0-a-
0-0 good).

I almost forgot to mention a
few factors that have an effect

will decline with age. As men-
tioned before, women generally
have a lower BMR than men
due to their smaller size, grea-
ter body fat and less muscle.
Increased muscle mass or tone
increases BMR dueto the fact
that muscle tissue is more acti-
ve in the body than fat. Smaller
body size results in lower BMR
and exercise will increase BMR
and it will remain elevated
after exercise (somewhat). Fas-
ting or low calorie diets will
also lower one’s BMR, and
finally genetically, we all inhe-
rit certain things from mom
and dad, so BMR may just
naturally be higher or lower in
some people for what appears
to be no apparent reason.
Now believe it or not, there

are a few individuals out there
who are actually trying to gain
weight. If you are like me,
these are friends we all love to
hate, simply because we wish
we had that problem. I tend to
encounter this problem with a
lot of younger athletes who are
trying to put on weight for a
certain sport they are partici-
pating in. Again as was men-
tioned before with regards to
BMR, we do inherit some of
who and what we are from our

like bulls while others tend tc
resemble a wet chihuahua. if
one 1s to put on weight we do
not want it to be all fat. Some
fat 1s fine but we hope that
some muscle will go along with
that. A good weight traimng
program and some time
(patience) will eventually pro-
duce results. Too many people
expect results in too short a
time. Some helpful ideas:

1. Replace sodas with fruit
juices.

2. Cookies and doughnuts
replaced with muffins, nuts,
raisins, yogurt, milk and fruit.

3. Burgers and fries with
nutritious pizza.

4. Prepare hot cereals with
milk instead of water.

5. Add fruit, nuts, dried
fruits to your cereals.

6. Eat full and thick soups as
opposed to broths.

7. Add meats and seeds and
cheese to salads.
Be patient, be persistent and

realize that you just may not
look like Schwarzenegger.
O.K,, next week, I'll expand on
one of the most under-rated
activities one can do to increase
cardiovascular efficiency and
the enjoyment oflife, and that
is walking.

The Canadiens also put

I
learned a lot, but I didn't get
much sleep last night.”
Houle added that coach

Mario Tremblay would now
have full control over which
players stay with the NHL
squad and which get called up
from the minors.

Tremblay, who is to talk to
Fredericton coach Paulin Bor-
deleau three or four times a
week to stay in touch with
developments on the farm,cal-
led a 22-man roster “a perfect
number.”
Having too many extra

bodies was a problem last sea-
son, when the Canadiens mis-
sed the playoffs for the first
time in 25 years.

Daigneault, who started
only seven of 13 games this
season, never griped about
being sat out, but would spend
a long time on the ice after
practice, slapping pucks into
an empty net.
