Rotary Told About “Health
And What To Do About It”
“Unfortunately it is a reflection

of the times that a special day or
a special week is set aside to em-
phasize such animportant subject

as health,” declared Dr. R. P.
Vivian, director of the Department
of Health and Social Medicine at

McGill University and former min-

ister of health of the Province of
Ontario, who addressed the Rotary

Club of Westmount on the occa-

sion of National Health Week.

“Health is not something which
can be obtained merely by the

‘payment of money.

thing which can be acquired only

through the effort. of people them-
selves.

“Health is a complex unity de-
pendent upon heredity and envir-

onment, achieved and maintained

by positive effort, exercised main-
ly by the individual himself,” he

declared. “The term implies an
optimum of physical and mental
strength, freedom from disease

and the maintenance of the assets

of well-being for as long a period

‘of time as is consistent with the

duration of life.” ;
There is much the individual can

do to promote and maintain good
health, he went on. However, indi-
viduals must also act together for
their own benefit and for the bene-
fit of the yet unborn, whose in-
heritance will be greatly influ-
enced by those now living. There-
fore the individual's health must
be considered before he is born,
and this may be accomplished by

pre-natal care. Added to this
responsibility of the parents is the
responsibility for the care of the

It is some-

 

infant and child to the age of
adulthood, when it can look after
itself.
; But the parents need the aid of
thers, in supervision of normal

growth and development, to assist
Fin education, to provide ways and
means of protection against dis-
ease and to be able to undertake
the correction of such difficulties
that might occur.

Health, therefore, is not only a
complex subject, but it also re-
quires a complexity of services to
aid in its acquisition, maintenance
and improvement. This can only

be done by co-ordination of the
services required on behalf of the
individual, services which have

evolved in answer to the expressed

need and desire of the people
themselves, said Dr. Vivian. There-

fore, we have developed disease

prevention and control, and many

other medical and public health

aids. However, much has yet to
be done to fill in the present gaps,

e.g., by extension of health insur-

ance plans and re-organization of
‘medical services for greater pro-
ficiency.

With the steadily improving

situation, opportunities can be

afforded the individual, to act for
his own benefit, but much depends

upon his knowledge of matters of

health and the steps he takes to
do for himself those things only he
can do. This resolves itself into
a matter of public education, as
exemplified in National Health

Week. It is the obligation of all

to learn the facts, and to make use

of them.

Impressive Tribute Paid
Late Geo. W. Spinney

 

Business, government and educational leaders of Canada, former
associates and many members of the general public assembled at St.
Andrew's United Church on Wednesday afternoon to accord Canada’s
and their own final tribute to George Wilbur Spinney, of 1 Braeside
Place, Westmount, president of the Bank of Montreal, who died at
the Royal Victoria Hospital, after a lengthy illness, on Sunday, in
his 59th year.

A native of Yarmouth, N.S., Mr. Spinney received his education
and embarked on his career as a drug store clerk in that town. Some
months later, he entered the service of the Yarmouth branch of the
Bank of Montreal. He gained ex-
perience through service in various

capacities in numerous branches of

the institution, including offices at
Edmunston, N.B.,, Quebec, Hamil-

ton and Montreal, where he was
to remain.

In 1915, Mr. Spinney was trans-

ferred from the accountant's de-

partment in a Montreal branch to
the head office to become secre-

tary to Sir Frederick Williams-

Taylor, general manager, where

his superior ability had an oppor-

tunity to make itself evident.

In 1922 he was appointed assist-

ant to the general manager, and
in 1928 he ‘became assistant gen-

eral manager with supervision

over Quebec, Maritime and New-

foundland branches as well as

supervision over the securities de-
partment.

Made Bank President

In 1936 he was promoted to the

position of joint general manager

and in 1942 he became the bank's

chief executive,
A member of the executive com-

mittee of the Children’s Memorial

Hospital, Montreal, Mr. Spinney
also served as governor of the
Royal Victoria Hospital and Mc-
Gill University. Chairman of the

First Victory Loan in 1941, he

became chairman of the National

War Finance Committee in the
same year, and remained head. of

the committee until pressure of

responsibilities forced him to retire
from that position in 1943.

At that time, Hon. J. L. Ilsley,
then Minister of Finance, said the

Statistics from a recent survey
show a decrease in the total num-
ber of students enrolled at West

Hill, Westmount Junior, Senior

and Montreal West "High Schools.

Officials of the schools pointed

out, however, that this is under-

standable as new students of High
School age were born during the

depression years, when the birth-
rate dropped, causing a decrease

in the number of eligible students

for the high schools now.

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FROM MACKENZIE KING TO MARILYN

WHEN he visited his native city of Kit-
chener, Ontario, last summer, Prime

Minister Mackenzie King made the acauaint-
ance of the Kilbasco family who live at
“Woodsile” the house in which Mr. King
was born. Little Marilyn Kilbasco, aged 5,
gave Mr. King some flowers, listened as
the P.M. reminisced on his childhood, asked
him many questions about when he was a
child, and had her picture taken with him.
At Christmas, the Prime Minister had a

eard and note from Marilyn in which she
wrote that her daddy had died since Mr.
King's visit. Mr. King's reply, which was
made public by the Kilbascos last week, re-
veals a side of the Prime Minister's character
that few people, outside of his personal
friends, know about. The letter will no doubt
be treasured by Marilyn for the balance of
herlife. ,
“My dear Marilyn,” Mr. King wrote,

“nothing in many years has touched my
heart more deeply than the word that came
in your letter of a day or two ago. I am
indeed pained to know that your dear father
has been taken away and so suddenly and
unexpectedly. I think I know just how sad
you must feel, also your mother and your
brothers and sisters, and I feel for you all
more deeply than my words can begin to
express
“You must try, notwithstanding your

great loss, to make Christmas day at ‘Wood-
side’ just as bright and cheerful as you
can. You may be sure that God did not send
into the world the Little Child born on that
day many centuries ago, let us see from
his life what God himself was like as a
Father, without God having a very loving
heart.

“While we cannot see God we have the
story of the life of the little Christmas
child to let us know what He is like.

“So I am perfectly sure that your dear
father, while taken away from you, has been
taken to Heaven where God himself is, and
that, though you cannot see your father, he
ean see you, and that his spirit will be
watching over you and your mother and
your brothers and sisters at all times.
“When I was a little boy at ‘Woodside’ I

found all this very difficult to comprehend.
But as I have grown older I have come to
believe it more strongly every year, and I
might say almost every day.

“So don’t think of your father as gone —
when you say your prayers ask him as well
as God to watch over you, and to continue
to care for you and your mother and all
the family, and you will see by and by how,
in some remarkable way, your prayers will
have been answered.

“Your Christmas card is a lovely one and
I thank you warmly for it. I am sure you
selected that particular card because the  

little picture looked like ‘Woodside’ in the
winter time, and because the red roses and
lighted candles looked so bright and cheer-
ful and just the thing for Christmas. . . .

“YF am sending you, with this letter, as a
little Christmas gift from me to you a real
photograph of you and me taken on the day
of my visit to Kitchener. I had it framed
and took it with me to France and Belgium,
and Holland and England and always had
it on my desk ...I have had this one framed
for you in a frame like the one I have. It
will help you to remember the happy time
we had at Woodside and I hope will add to
your happiness this Christmas season and
always.

“It brings withit lots of love from me
to you. Your very true friend.”

“Signed W. L. Mackenzie King.”

HELP SAVE EUROPE'S CHILDREN

Bers and girls in war-torn countries in
Europe and Asia are today turning their

eyes toward Canada as the opening day
nears for the Canadian Appeal for Children,
an appeal in which Canadians are being
asked to contribute $10 million to assist chil-
dren whose lives have been blighted by war.
The Appeal will start on Feb. 9 and on that
daygirmilar drives will get under way simul-
taneously in 26 other countries in the world
as the “have” nations come to the assistance
of the “have not’s”. -
Backed by organized labor and industry

in Canada and supported by charitable and
service clubs — as well as women’s organi-
zations, church groups, farmers’ co-opera-
tives and cultural societies — the Canadian
Appeal for Children seeks to breathe life
and knowledge into the existance of the
children who have survived man’s most de-
termined efforts to kill them.

C. F. Fraser, chairman of the campaign
operating committee of the Canadian Appeal
for Children, has described the appeal as the
most challenging of any appeals ever or-
ganized in Canada.
“Canada will reap crédit — or shame —

depending on the success of the Appeal”,
Mr. Fraser said. “More than 400 million chil-
dren in Europe and Asia are slowly dying
from hunger and freezing from the cold.
Their need is urgent. Canadians may have a
role in reclaiming half of the children in
the world who occupy one-third of the
world’s area.”
Food is high on the list of products which

will be purchased in Canada and shipped
overseas to feed the hungry children. Next
comes clothing; then medical supplies. Nor
is the Appeal being limited to the needs of
the bodies.

“It may be truly said that the peace of
the world during the next generation de-
pends in large measure on the success of
the Canadian Appeal for Children.” Mr.
Fraser said. “Children who are hungry and
cold and diseased to not make happycitizens.
Their bodily needs must be met. But unless
they are taught to think for themselves, the
threat of war remains an ugly shadow. To
avoid war, its causes must be destroyed.
Happy, intelligent people who have been
trained to live with and respect each other
are poor candidates for a war machine. We
might well be saving Canadian boys and
girls of tomorrow by saving the boys and
girls of Europe and Asia today.”

read for many years) founded by
him in Indiana, in 1908, and con-
tinuing at Mountain View, New
Jersey, until 1940. The Open Road
—not everybody's magazine-—was
‘read by the cogmnoacent! from Ters

Town to Hammerfest; from the

Golden Gate to Yokohama. Ever
and always it stood for the open
mind and for “hospitality to new
ideals.

He was born in Clear Springs,
Indiana, June 7, 1866. He fol-

lowed a varied career as teacher,

business executive and advertising
writer. But he always longed for
outdoor life. A love of nature and
especially of birds drew him to
green places. When he could no
longer endure the city, he took to
the woods to get acquainted with
himself. Here in his retreat, for
years, he typified plain living and
high thinking. On occasion he left
the woods for the lecture platform
to tell of his philosophy and give
readings from Walt Whitman's
works, whom, it is sald, he inter-

Mr. Dodds will be accompanied by
Lt. Col. G. E. Simmons, M.B.E.,

Executive Commissioner for Ad-

ministration at Dominion Scout

Headquarters, Ottawa
 

so many people to the woods by

his lectures and essays he was

sure St. Peter would let him slip

by.

He called his cabin “Pigeon

Roost in the Woods”, no matter
where he camped. He dared to be

himself, asked, why everybody

should be of one pattern. People

are delightful only in so far as
they differ. He dressed in rustic

clothes, said what he thought, and

was called “queer”, but was liked
very much by all who knew him
and by those who read his
magazine.

He did not have any church con-

nections, yet his many friends

among the clergy hailed him as a

deeply religious man. A well

known author said: “He is a rare

personality in a world that de-
stroys personality.”"

He used often the slogan “Make

the world safe for intelligence!”

and thought that those six words

sum up more completely all that
the words “civilization” and “pro-

gress” stand for. He wrote: “The

battle against ignorance, intoler-

ance, stupidity and meanness is

never won. We must fight forever

to gain an inch and fight harder
to hold it. Let us gird up our
loins, consecrate ourselves anew

and press forward, even though

we know we go to defeat. Success

is not the only worthwhile thing
in this world. Failure may be

noble. Success may be ignoble. It
all depends. Allons!”
Of war he wrote: “If war would

destroy only the unfit from off

the earth we might find some

toleration for it. There will never
be an end to wars and rumors of
war until the causes and provo-
cators and beneficiaries of war
are sent out in the first mobiliza-
tion. If this can be done just once
there will never be another war.”
He often quoted Voltaire and

refers to him as one who gave
great assistance in the fight to
abolish human torture in France.
He often quoted his best known,
noble and immortal principle, “I

disagree with everything you say,
and I will defend to the death your
right to say it.”
He was a student under Doctor

David Starr Jordan, noted natural-
ist, and greatest icthyologist
since Louis Agassiz, great Swiss
naturalist of Boston. After the
death of Agassiz he knew more
about fish than any living man.
Once he was asked to identity and
classify & large collection of fish
for the biological laboratories of
one of the larger universities of
the U.S.A. He went te the laber-  

atory, took off his coat, roiled up
his sleeves, called for two steno-
graphers and as fast ag his assist-
ants handed him specimens out of
the tanks, he called off the genus,

species, and habitat of every speci-

men there. Among the collection

were two fish he had never seen—
very rare fish from the Nile Val-

ley. He identified them instantly
because of his marvelous knowl-
edge and prodigious memory.

I would like to pay a tribute to
Dr. Jordan whose autobiography
“The Days Of My Life” (2 vol-
umes) I reviewed many years ago

— one of the most fascinating
autobiographies I ever read. He

liked my review and we corres-

ponded mostly about fundamental

economics for a number of years.
About twenty-five years ago Mrs.
Ross and I spent a pleasant day
with him and his brilliant wife at
their home at Palo Alto, Califor-

nia, while we were on an unfor-

getable trip to the principal cities

of California and the red wood dis-
trict, and Oregon, Washington
State and then home through Vic-
toria, Vancouver, and the prairie
provinces and speaking at a num-
ber of places on the way. Dr.
Jordan was then president emer-
itus of Leland Stanford University,

at Palo Alto. He died when eighty-

five. He was the author of many
standard text books on zoology

and a really great man.
