South Koreans Challenge 
Moscow To Permit Unity

United Nations, X.Y. —;4’i— 
Y. T. Pyun, premier and foreign 
minister of the Republic of Ko­
rea, called on Moscow Friday to 
let Red-ruled North Korea join 
South Korea in a unified dem­
ocratic country as proof of the 
sincerity of Communist appeals 
for coexistence.

Speaking in an interview here 
about the continuing deadlock 
between North and bouth Korea, 
Pyun said his government on 
the basis of experience could ex­
pect no co-operation from the 
Communists toward a solution.

Pyun referred to recent public 
statements by Soviet Premier 
Malenkov and other Red leaders 
about a necessity for coexistence 
between the Communist and non- 
Communist world.

“If they want to substantiate 
their talk of coexistence, they 
could easily do it by letting the 
Korean nation achieve unifica­
tion in a democratic way. If they 
would go that far. their propa­
ganda for coexistence would not 
sound hollow.

“By letting North Korea go 
this time, they would win a 
world of good will from other 
parts of the world. It is where 
the Communists should start first 
to prove what they say about co­
existence.”

He feared the Red armies, de­
spite all agreemenls, might con­
tinue advancing into Europe af­
ter thc German surrender. He 
urged Field Marshal Montgomery 
to hurry into Denmark to prevent

He injected this touch of his­
tory into a speech Tuesday night.

Instead he became the great 
war leader, embodiment of 
eternal England, symbolizing 
the “white glow” that he has 
said swept through these islands 
when all seemed lost after the 
fall of France.

Now his ear is again attuned 
to the great issues of peace and 
war. There are many indications 
that Churchill, sometimes crili- 
cized for lack of interest in do­
mestic affairs, is absorbed above 
all thing, in contemplation of 
the horrors of the hydrogen 
bomb.

Some think he may have suc­
ceeded in impressing on Presi­
dent Eisenhower his own vision 
of the bomb’s potentialities, thus 
influencing the president to be 1 
more receptive than some of his 
followers to Britain’s emphasis 
on peaceful coexistence with the 
Communist powers.

And so Churchill remains at 
the helm, completing his 55th i 
year in public life unmoved by 
frequent rumors that he will re­
sign today, tomorrow or next 
week.

TOWNSHIPS TOPICS

4 IS IT JUSTICE ? ? ? — Announcement came two days ago 
that the Laurentide Dairies Ltd. was fined $250 in Three Rivers 
after pleading guilty to a federal charge of contravening the 
Food and Drugs act . . . They were charged with using vegetable 
oils in the manufacture of evaporated milk instead of butterfat 
as stipulated by the law . . . We carried an item in this column 
on November 13 that federal authorities were checking the 
products of this company and that a reported 35,000 cases of 
milk products had been seiied. According to the announcement 
this week $150,000 worth of goods have been seiied . . . Officials 
said the evaporated milk will be disposed of in some export 
market and none will be allowed on the Canadian market . . . 
The maximum penalty under the Food and Drugs Act for this 
offense is $200 but if the adulteration is wilful the penalty is 
doubled . . . There could be no doubt that in this case the 
adulteration was wilful, but the fine was not doubled . . , 
Considering the value of the amount of products seiied we do 
not think it unfair to ask why the fine was not at least 
doubled??? One local wholesale grocery outfit who bought a 
carload of the milk products was lucky that they were able to 
stop payment on a cheque at the time the seiiures were made ... 
The substitution of vegetable oils for butterfat is something 
which a farmer cannot help but deplore as it cuts down his 
sale of cream and milk, besides cutting down the expenditures 
of a Company which uses the substitutes.

Canadians might not be so 

smug about their costly Cana­
dian dollars if they knew that 
the high price of their 
dollar has taken a consider­
able bite out of the twenty 
million dollar a year Christ, 
mas tree export business this 
season.
Each fall hundreds of U.S. 

buyers come up to Canada to 
look over and order trees lor 
the approaching season. This 
year, however, many of them 
stopped off at Maine and 
other New England states to 
order their trees because they 
could not afford Canadian 
trees at the present rate of 
exchange.
However the dent in busi­

ness isn't enough to worry 
about and it is estimated that 
at least twelve million Cana­
dian trees will be bringing a 
bit of Christmas cheer to Am­
erican homes this season and 
some buyers in the Sher­
brooke district have orders for 
trees as far south as Cuba and 
Mexico.

Quebec province alone will 
be shipping approximately 5M 
railway cars loaded w i t h 
trees, each car holding 2000 
trees which means that our 
forests will be losing over one 
million trees a year. At this 
rate it would be no wonder it 
Quebec forests were complete­
ly wiped out in a few years 
but an extensive reforestation 
program is being carried on

by the government and no 
cutting is allowed on govern­
ment property. Privately own­
ed woodlols are reforested 
each year, but according to 
one U.S. buyer in Sherbrooke, 
K. C. Harris, of South Caro­
lina, the reforestation pro­
gram is not quick enough that 
a consistent number of trees 
is cut each year.
According to Mr. Harris if a 

cutter brings in 500 trees one 
year ho will probably only 
Lind about 250 the next year 
ready for cutting.
Mr. Harris who is one ol 

about 30 buyers in this dist­
rict, is contracted by one of 
the largest grocery store con­
cerns in Florida and other 
parts of the Eastern States, 
to buy Christmas trees. This 
week he has been loading 10 
cars with trees from Cook- 
shire and Birchton, 25 car­
loads from Baie St. Paul and 
Murray Bay regions, and sev­
eral other cars near Magog. 
He has already received con­
tracts for next year and is 
planning an extensive opera­
tion in this district again and 
along the Gaspe Coast.

He says his southern custo­
mers especially like Quebec 
trees as this province has the 
right type of weather to make 
them big and bushy. The 
trees this year are in very 
good condition, as a result ol 

the wet, weather everyone has 
been complaining about. Both 
spruce and balsam are cut 
here, the former being sent to 
the southern states since they

Last night in the Mayfair 
Room of the . New Sherbrooke 
Hotel, Douglas Wilkinson, a 
writer-director in the National 
Film Board, was the guest 
speaker at the Women’s Cana­
dian Club meeting, his topic be­
ing, “Work and Play Among the 
Eskimos.”

Mr. Wilkinson has spent sev­
eral years working with the Es­
kimo especially when filming 
such movies as "Exercise Musk 
Ox,” “Land of the Long Day” 
and “Angotec,” and his address 
was extremely interesting, giv­
ing first-hand information of 
the land of the Arctic.

Mr. Wilkinson, who himself 
was adopted by an Eskimo 
family and lived right along in 
their tents and igloos, has re­
cently been given a government 
appointment to go back among 
the people, to work among them 
and improve their conditions. 
In his address, he stressed that 
the Eskimo had many problems 
indeed, some of which had a 
great bearing on their future.

He stated that although the 
white man could give them good 
help, a lot of what we had al­
ready done for the Arctic peo­
ple was not good and had de­
stroyed much of their old cul­
ture and contentment. The mix­
ture of modern white ideas with 
the old Eskimo culture was not 
a good one, and it had made 
many problems for the dark- 
skinned men. They used to live 
a simple existence, which meant 
living from day to day, the only 
ambition being to have a full

stomach. Now things are differ­
ent for the Arctic inhabitants.

With the influx of money has 
come a grave problem: If is up 
to the white man, now that "c 
has got the Eskimo into this pre- 
dictament, to get him out of it 
by finding a solid basis for the 
local economy of the Eskimo.

Eskimos should be thought of 
as citizens of Canada. Unlike the 
Indians, they are not wards of the 
government. There is a total of 
about 10,000 of these people in 
Canada, and they should be 
treated just as any other Cana­
dian. If they earned enough mon­
ey, they would have to pay taxes 
and would be able to vote, and 
the few who do earn enough, the 
very lew that there are, do act 
accordingly.

Mr. Wilkinson feels that the 
Eskimos are a living part of Can­
ada. But they have many prob­
lems and many things may be 
shown to them to help make 
their lot easier. He himself has 
dedicated his work to this cause, 
soon to go back and work with 
them, as a service worker. He 
feels that they should have a 
place as citizens, not barbarians, 
of the Arctic.

To illustrate what conditions 
and people were like in “The 
Land of the Midnight Sun,” Mr. 
Wilkinson brought along two of 
his films—“Angotec—Story of an 
Eskimo Boy” and "Land of the 
Long Day.” These two showed 
vividly the life of the Eskimo,

Angotec was the story of an

Most ol these 
trees however will be going 
to the northern states as New 
Brunswick is only allowed to 
cut balsam this year by gov­
ernment order as a result ol 
exploitation m the spruce for­
ests by some cutters.
Together with Nova Scolia 

and Prince Edward Island, 
Quebec and New Brunswick 

supply the entire eastern sea­
board and points as far west 
as Chicago with Christmas 
trees. Ontario, whose forests 
are loaded with Scotch Pine, 
looks after the central and 
mid-western stales, while the 
Douglas Fir from British Col­
umbia will decorate the homes 
in California and Texas.
Looking at the whole pro­

ject, it's quite obvious that 
many of our southern neigh­
bors just couldn't have a pro­
per Christmas without us. 
This funny old habit of hav­
ing gaily decorated greenery 
in our homes at Christmas 
time has become a world wide 
custom and luckily for us it 
brings milions of dollars in­
to Canada each year.

Textile Pleut 
At Danville Is 
Razed By Flames

If any two politicians in the world 

are matched evenly they would seem to 
be Alfred Reid, Liberal, and Ernest 
Ettinger, Conservative, of the Nova 
Scotian constituency of Hants East. And 
their blue-nosed voters must be men and 
women who are truly hard to budge.

In the 1953 provincial election Mr. 
Reid was named the winner — by one 
vote. Then, the Nova Scotian Supreme 
Court declared the Hants East result void 
because of electoral irregularities.

The result this 
time: 2,26U votes to 2,260 votes — a lie. 
A recount has been ordered.

Probably both Alfred Reid and Ernest 
Ettinger has been kicking themselves a 
good deal this year and last, but especial­

ly since the recent voting. Mr. Reid may 
remember the time that he responded to a 
barber’s salutation in an absent-minded 
way. He knew the barber’s influence but 
his ear may have developed carburetor 
trouble that morning. And Mr. Ettinger 
may be recalling the time when he missed 
a bridge party attended by two or three 
on his slim list of “doubtfuls.” Also, one 
or the other candidates may feel that if 
he had put his hand into his pocket to re­
lieve the “temporary embarrassment” of 
on acquaintance just three days before 
the polls opened he might have come out 
the winner.

To all, it appears to mean an 
absence of shooting war. The- 
differences arise over what men 
imagine will happen or is hap­
pening while this condition of 
nonviolence persists.

To the Soviet leaders in the 
Kremlin, coexistence clearly 
does not mean a state of happy 
comradeship with 'the free na­
tions. It spells opportunity for 
conquest by nonmilitary devices, 
for spreading its power through 
use of all the economic and poli­
tical wiles it can apply. It is war 
without guns.

In the free world, some men 
see coexistence as amounting to 
actual surrender to Communist 
domination, or at the very least 
as weak-kneed appeasement. The 
logic of this view is that sooner 
or later Communists and free 
men must clash in war, since to 
do nothing is to lose.

At the other end of the scale, ! 
there are those who look upon 
coexistence as practically syno-j 
nfmous with a glorious peace 
founded on real understanding 
between East and West. These 
men seem willing to take Rus­
sian declarations of peaceful 
purposes at full value.

TOURNEY BRIDGE IS VERY 
DIFFICULT

Many readers have asked how 
tournament bridge differs from 
ordinary rubber bridge. This is 
a good time to explain one of 
the differences, since the na­
tional championships are just 
about to begin in Atlanta this 
weekend.

One important difference is 
that you play a hand as safely 
as possible in rubber bridge, giv­
ing up some of your chance for 
overtricks in order to make sure 
of the contract.

In a tournament, in most 
hands, you have to play for all 
possible tricks, even if this risks 
the contract for the sake of ex­
tra tricks. The difference is il­
lustrated in the hand shown to­
day.

West opens the seven of 
spades, East plays the ten, and 
South wins with the jack. South 
counts one spade, four clubs, 
and one heart. He therefore 
must develop the diamonds to 
make his contract.

! At rubber bridge, South would 
do his best to develop the dia­
monds without allowing East to 
gain the lead. For this reason, 
he would cash the ace and king 
of diamonds instead of finessing. 
This play would drop the queen 
of diamonds, and South would 
then proceed to make the first 
11 tricks.

Mind you. South wouldn’t bo 
expecting to drop the double- 
ton queen of diamonds. If the 
queen didn’t happen to drop, he 
would lead a third diamond in 
the hope that West had it; for 
another spade lead from the 
West hand would not threaten 
the contract.

The only point is that South 
can afford to lose a trick to 
West and cannot afford to lose 
it to East. He therefore does 
whatever he can to keep East 
out.

In a tournament, South would 
try to avoid the loss of a dia­
mond trick altogether. No de­
clarer can afford to refuse the 

; diamond finesse and thereby 
take the chance that he will 
wind up with one trick less than 
anybody else who plays the 
hand.

Eskimo boy, from a while before 
he was born up to Ihe lime when 
he had married and had his own 
son. From the clear pictures of 
his delivery, through the years 
of his play with sleds, dogs, and 
other children, through the days 
of his hunts with his father and 
his first lessons in building ig­
loos. until his. 13th year when 
he look as his wife a neighboring 
Eskimo girl, who had become be­
trothed to him at his birth, this 
film left very few questions in 
the minds of the audience con­
cerning life in an Eskimo igloo, 
through winter and summer.

This film was written and di­
rected by Mr. Wilkinson and it 
was filmed in Ihe Chesterfield 
area, on the west coast of Hud­
son Bay. The second movie was 
<;hot in Pond Inlet beginning in 
April, 1951. To make this movie, 
which was of a group of Eskimos, 
in contrast with the first, it look 
five or six months of travelling 
around with them to get real life 
shots.

Pascual Perez 
Decisions Shirai

Tokyo -—^/P)— P&scual Perez, 
a tiny terrier from Argentina, 
bashed world Flyweight champ­
ion Yoshio Shirai of Japan into 
dazed submission Friday night 
and became the first man from 
the land of the pampas ever to 
wear a world boxing crown.

The little bull-nccked battler, 
with a whirlwind finish, took 
boxing's smallest title from the 
Japanese in a vigorous 15-round 
out-door bout in 55-degree weath­
er. Perez was outweighed 111% 
to 107% and had a five-inch dis­
advantage in reach. But he pack­
ed the stamina and power.

Perez floored Shirai with a vi­
cious left uppercut in the 12th 
and battered him around the ring 
at will in the last four rounds to 
overcome a substantial early- 
point lead set up by the heavier, 
rangier Shirai.

UNANIMOUS DECISION
The decision was unanimous. 

U.S. Army Major Jack Sullivan, 
referee, scored it 146-139 under 
Japan’s point system. Judge Bill 
Pachecho of Hawaii had it 143- 
139. Judge Kuniharu Hayashi of 
Japan had it 146-134. all for 
Perez. The Associated Press had 
it 143-140 for Perez.

The Japanese won his title in 
1952 from Dado Marino of Hono­
lulu. He defended it against Ma­
rino in a return bout and against 
Terry Allen of England, and 
Tanny Campo and Leo Espinosa 
of The Philippines.
