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Heavy snow, freezing rain:

Storm ravages
Westmount trees

THE FIRST snow and freezing rain of the season Satur-
day and Sunday tore apart Westmounttrees, still heavy
with leaves, and caused as much damage as the great ice
storm of 1961, officials report.

Falling trees played havoc with power and phone lines,
damaged cars and ‘‘scalped’ upper Westmount. The summit
area was described as a jungle of fallen branches.

One man was injured as
emergency crews worked
almost non-stop throughout
the weekend and into Monday
to repair power lines at 46
locations, unclog flooded
drains and clear away tree

debris.

André Millette, a line foreman
with the light and power depart-
ment, was taken to hospital Tues-
day after a branch struck him dur-
ing clean-up operations (see

More than 50 weather-related
incidents were recorded by police
and public safety departments
over the weekend and power
crews received 116 calls, mostly
for power outages.
Water rushed down the hills and

collected in boot-deep floods on
Sherbrooke street where drains
clogged with leaves.

The 49-year-old publisher who served on the city
council for eight years as alderman, Brian O’Neill
Gallery, Monday won the first mayoral election held
here in 56 years as 33 percent of the eligible voted.

His opponent, Allen E. Nutik, polled 30 percent of
the votes cast, which he claimed as a victory for citizen
opposition.

The mayor-elect will be sworn into office Monday at
the inaugural session of the new council along with eight
new aldermen. .

Six also were elected Monday: Sally Aitken, Phillip
inall, Paul Fortin, Ian McPherson, John Shingler and Peter

Trent. All were endorsed by the Westmount Municipal Associa-
tion. (See separate story.)

Peter Duffield and Joan
Rothman had been elected by
acclamation a fortnight
earlier on nomination day.

Although the election had at-
tracted much media attention out-
side the community and probably

magnitude, only a third of the
citizens eligible turned out com-
pared, for example, to 52 percent
in Outremont’s election Sunday.
Even as the results were being

posted in the council chamber
Monday night, Mr. Gallery
jumped up on a chair to claim his
victory and to face a room packed

with media, candidates, citizens
and city staff.

AS the members of the outgoing city coun-

cil return to their private, professional
and business lives freed of the respon:

their fellow citizens, they deserve thanks

and good wishes.
Some weeks ago, when we urged on these
pages that it was time, for a variety of
reasons, for Mayor Donald MacCallum to
step down, we sought to assure him that

the differences, the acrimony and the

fights will end — that “they go with the
job, not the person."

He and the other members of his ad-
ministration go to well-earned retire-

ment from municipal affairs — though
some, we hope, will return in the future

to this or other forms of public service.
EXAMINER readers will know that the

The role of the WMA
WE noted in this space in September, when

Remember

HOW good it would be if, as a kind of ex-
hortation leading off each city council sit-
ting over the next four years, there could
be a replay of the essence of Monday
evening's election night excitement.

All but two of our new nine-member coun-
cil will not soon forget that they had to
get out and fight with conviction for their
new seats at city hall, to woo voters and
savor victory.

But there well may be occasions, in the heat
of debate on more contentious issues,
when strongly held views of some coun-
cillors may cause them — only momen-
tarily, we hope — to forget that there are
several hundred citizens who voted for
each of them. Just as important, a goodly

number, if not quite so many, voted for
others who didn't make it — others
whose viewpoints may have been dif-

ferent but would be no less important on
given matters.

In short, they may sometimes forget that

there is an electorate out there which

cares about ourcity and has chosen this
council to represent a wide range of opi-
nions, positions and interests.

It will not be easy, as the weeks and mon-
ths run to years, four long ones, always to
remember that the mandate given on
Nov. 7, 1983, is not the end of it.

HAVING said that, the citizens of West-
mount should remember. too, that they

made choices Monday. freely and secret-
ly. They chose persons in whom they

placed their trust to attend to the
municipal government of our municipali-
ty. That trust is not just in the persons as
“suitable” but in their judgments, in-

dividually and collectively, on the
multitude of matters which will come
before them for decision; and decision
making is not always easy.

Government, even at the local level, re-
quires the development of expertise.
That is why in practice it is vested in a

relatively small group of individuals, a
mayor and eight aldermen. The voters

take all. All WMA-named candidates won
and the WMA rightfully can claim a clean

sweep.
We are not convinced that this is a position
the association should be in. We said
prior to this election, as we said four

years and eight years ago, that its role

simply should be to assure that there are
qualified candidates, in any number, put-
ting themselves forward for all public of-

fices in Westmount. The choice among
them should be the voters’. The WMA
places itself dangerously close to being a

party of the select rather than an associa-
tion of all citizens of Westmount.

Where, for example, does the processit pur-

sued again for this election put the eight
defeated candidates, their agents, their
workers and their supporters vis à vis the
WMA? Can they feel at home in an

association intended for all but which
makes choices?

There is no question of the good intentions

of the WMA officers. Yet, once more —
before another election — they should

openly re-examine their role to make
sure that making and taking sides is not
inimical to the best interests and poten-
tial of the association as a place for
everyone.

PERHAPS as important, those who did not
bother to get out and vote on Monday
have suspended their moral right to par-
ticipate, as much as the system allows, in
the on-going dialogue which always
should obtain between the electorate and
the elected. As someone remarked while
awaiting the returns Monday night, the
challenge to a complaining or carping
citizen in the audience at a city council

meeting should be: did you vote?
It should not necessarily come to that.
There was not a member of the new coun-
cil who did not pledge open government
and recognition of the right of citizens to

be told everything they may wish to
know about their public business. Their
declarations of this precept, inherent in a
full-working democracy, were prompted

by attitudes and actions of the outgoing
council not always in keeping with it.

Just as all are equal before the law,
anyone coming before Westmount city

council is deserving of equal treatment,
whether they happen to live here or not,

whether they pay taxes here or not,
whatever their station, whatever their

race or creed and, yes, whether they

voted or not.
Despite the attempts in some quarters to
define issues in Monday's election, there

were in fact none. Open government, con-
taining expense and taxes, maintaining

the Westmount standards of excellence —
all of these are ‘“‘motherhood” issues

which few would oppose.
How to achieve these ends may well in time
cause difference. It would be a rather

bland and ineffectual government that

simply ‘‘went along.” Indeed,it is out of
divergent views that worthwhile, in-
novative consensus is achieved and we
all will be looking for that in our new
city council.

High-tech development

Now it is time for the government of
Quebec to show that it is really serious
about high technology developmentin the
province, and particularly in Montreal.
Our federal member, Don Johnston,

showed last week that the government of
Canada is willing to put its money where
its mouth is, in biotechnology research, in
aerospace industry, and elsewhere. Will
Quebec do as much, and in particular, will

it face up to the debilitating effects of tax
rates, restrictions on access to English
education, and political uncertainty on the
development of R&D?

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Film-maker on warpath

DIRECTING two films of the current CBC
television War series has taken all the
romanticism out of war for the National
Film Board's Paul Cowan. ‘It made me
hate war,” he says succinctly.
Cowan directed Anybody’s Son Will Do

with Judith Merritt and The Deadly Game
of Nations.
The film-maker spent a month with his

crew at the marine recruit training facility
at Parris Island, South Carolina, for
Anybody's Son Will Do. *'The structure of
the film was following a platoon of recruits
for a period of one month out of their 11
weeks’ training,” says Cowan. *‘In a more
philosophical sense it's about how you can
take any 18-year-old in any country under
any political system and make him a train-
ed killer.
“We haven't shown the film to the

marinesto date but when they see it I think
they will like it because they are very open
about what they do and totally believe that
what they are doing is right.
“The marines was probably the easiest

film I ever made because they're so honest
about what they do and what they do is so
bizarre.
“You can look at it in different ways.

Some think it is horrendous and others
think it is virtually a recruiting film for the
marines.

Filmed in Mid-East

Cowan spent two months in Israel and
Lebanon during the summer of 1982 filming
The Deadly Game of Nations.

“It's about countries which have gained
their independence since the Second World
War and how, in many cases, the people,
the military and the state have grown up
together and have become indivisible.

“In Israel there was a war going on and
that made it difficult. I certainly had
moments when I was afraid.

“It's hard moving around to get a handle
on something so large and constantly
changing. We didn't want to make a film on
that war per se. We were trying to find a
way to crystalize the experience of that war
on the civilian population of Israel — why
they supported the war and the price that
they had paid for it and the price they
would pay again which is what is depress-
ing about it. They will do it again, again
and again.”
The War series took close to four years to

make and Cowan worked on it off and on
for two years. Gwynne Dyer designed and
narrated the series. ‘‘He was the
philosophical core of the series,” says
Cowan.
Paul Cowan is 36, 5-foot-10. He has

magnetic, deep-set blue eyes and a pleasing
personality.

Filmed Morgentaler

Presently Cowan is working on two
films, one on Henry Morgentaler and the
other on car accidents.
“I think Henry is like any hero," says

Cowan. ‘He has got heroic qualities and
very human qualities. | am editing the film
now and it will be finished next spring. It is
not about abortion but about the law and

September transfers continue recent trends

A SUMMARY of Westmount property transfers property was sold for $152,000 —
registered during September fits in with generally im-
proved conditions in the local residential real estate
market of recent months.

Volumes and average prices each month have been fluc-
tuating within a broad range since the first clear signs of
market recovery were noted in May registrations, but levels
consistently have been higher than those recorded during the
same period last year.

In September registrations,
volume is up from August
transfers but prices are down
— in keeping with the
market’s month-to-month see-
saw movements since May.
Sales of 34 one- or two-family

dwellings were registered during
September. Prices, on average,
were 8.2 percent higher than the
1983 Montreal Urban Community
valuations for the properties.
Peak volume for this year — in-

deed, for nearly four years — was
recorded in June registrations,
when 59 houses changed hands at
prices averaging 6.2 percent more
than valuations.

Values up, volume off

In August transfers, prices
soared to a level 14.6 percent
higher than valuations, but the
volume of sales tumbled to 20.
September statistics fall be-

tween those for June and August.
The market would appear in good
shape but moving with no discer-
nible trend.
The typical Westmount dwell-

ing is valued at $189,718, accord-
ing to averages for one- and two-
family homes in the 1983 valua-
tion roll. Since May, the expected

price for such a dwelling has rang-
ed from just over $200,000 to more
than $217,000.
Were thesale of such a property

registered during September, the
price might have been $205,275 —
low enough to keep the market
moving at a reasonable rate.

In September registrations, the
average price of the 34 homes sold
was $185,000. The figure suggests
that most of the houses sold were

Sunday and then throughout the
day Sunday and Monday until

they were exhausted.
Seven power men worked the

weekend with only four hours’
rest. Localized power losses were
reported for brief periods but no

general blackout hit Westmount.‘
Ed McCavour, city engineer,

said the first salt truck hit the
streets at 2:15 am Saturday and
soon was joined by crews on
loaders and plows.
Most damage was confined to

streets north of Westmount
avenue, according to Alex Heron,
director of power and communica-
tions for the city.

“It was a different city up
there,” he said. **It-was as if West-
mount had been scalped. The sum-
mit was like a jungle of fallen
branches. It was amazing.”
The Public Security Unit alone

logged close to 40 incidents
related to the weather over a
24-hour period between Saturday
at 9 am and Sunday.
‘The weight of the wet snow on

the leaves was just too much for
the trees,’’ explained John
Garland, superintendent of parks
and recreation.

‘It's a shame’

“It’s a shame,” he added. ‘Our
trees are in good condition, but
when nature takes a swing at you,
there's not much you can do about
it.”
Except pick up afterward.
Five cars were reported damag-

ed when hit by parts of trees, one
twice (see separate story).

Leon Rosenbaum, of 60 Aber-
deen avenue, called THE EX.

towards the purchase of books for
the school library.
Selwyn House School began ina

private apartment in Montreal in
1908. Seven boys had their educa-
tion entrusted to Algernon Lucas.
The school soon took up residence
on MacKay street, where it re-
mained until 1930.
That year, the school moved to a

building on Redpath street, where
it remained until 1961.
The sudden death of Geoffrey

Wanstall, who owned the school,
in 1945 threatened the future of
the school,since no provision had
been made for its continuity. A
group of Old Boys were able to
purchase the school and their
association today still owns the
school.

In 1961, Selwyn House School
moved to Westmount, occupying

Argyle School which had served
as Westmount's high school until
then.
Mr. Manion, who became head-

masterin 1981, is only the sixth to
hold that position since the school
was founded.

language and keep Quebec receiv-
ing all of the financial benefits de-
rived from its present association
with Canada.
The tragic unemployment and

welfare figures in Montreal are
overlooked or blamed on the re-
cession. The legality of Bill 101 is
never questioned in the hope of
reaching a ‘‘consensus’’ with the
Québecois nationalists over what
concessions they will make to 1.3
million non-francophones whom
the Federal government claims
are now ‘‘on their own,” i.e. no
longer under the direct jurisdic-
tion of either the Canadian
Parliament or the Canadian
courts.
In this way they tried to erect

the usual smokescreen to distract
attention away from the key
elements in this legislative act:

1) The legislation itself is un-
constitutional and beyond the
competence of the Assemblée Na-
tionale to enact. It has been kept
in force by the delaying tactics of
federally appointed justices of the
Quebec Superior Court who have
yet to hear the Quebec Federation
of Home & School Association's
case against 31 articles of Bill 101.
This delay of over five years has
placed the entire judicial process
in Quebec under a cloud of doubt
and suspicion;

2) The billions of dollars now
required to subsidize the economy
of the City of Montreal for the
self-inflicted losses resulting from
this legislation. The Canadian
economy cannot afford to increase
its spiralling deficit to accommo-
date legislation like Bill 101 and
the massive subsidies now paid
out to replace private capital with
public debt in Montreal will have
to be curtailed. Canadian
Business Magazine (August '83)
places the minimum figures at 130
major corporations and 40,000
jobs lost in Montreal since 1977.
The unfortunate spin-off of this
movement outward is now re-
flected in the collapse of so many
retail operations in Montreal.

3) The futility of trying to elicit
a response through provincial
members like Gerald Godin.
Clearly one must get above people
like Mr. Godin to those in the
federal government who are
financing operations, as in the re-
cent Bell Helicopter deal. This
American company would not
locate here so the federal govern-
ment handed over $165 millions of
the Canadian taxpayers’ money
as an inducement and then had
the PQ exempt the Americans

working in Quebec from Bill 101
for six years.
The federal government is the

largest employer in the Montreal
area yet it adheres to Bill 101
rather than to the BNA Act or to
its own Official Language Act.
MPs like the Hon. Don Johnston
try to tell their constituents that
Bill 101 is “sufficient protection
for their rights” but turn around
and exempt foreign nationals
from legislation which has been
illegally forced upon Canadian
citizens.
This despicable double stan-

dard will be a key 1984 federal
election issue in all of the Mont-
real area ridings where non-
francophones have a significant
vote base.

Sally Aitken, alderman-elect in

ward 4, recorded the largest
margin of the vote of any can-
didate — 82 percent of those votes
cast in her ward — to defeat Paul
Boucher.
All WMA candidates won elec-

tion to city council in Monday's
vote, although two of the alder-
manic candidates ‘‘squeaked

through’ in closely fought battles
at the polls.
Both Peter Trent, in ward 3, and

John Shingler, ward 5, won over
Keith Ham and Neil Fernandes,
respectively. by less than 70
votes.
Mr. Trent took 54 percent of the

vote: Mr. Shingler, 55 percent.

Two favor user-pay

Curiously, both Mr. Trent and

Mr. Fernandes favored some form
of user-pay, though one lost and
one won.
Ian McPherson, the only man in

the election to emerge victorious
from a three-way race, picked up

46 percent, compared to Arnold
Leider's 34 percent and Ray Flem-
ing’s 20 percent.
Results in wards 2 and 7 were

almost identical in numbers.
Winners Phillip Aspinall and

Paul Fortin earned 63 percent and
64 percent of the vote respectively
over opponents Richard Hancock

and John Udy.
Peter Duffield, in ward 8, and

Joan Rothman, ward 6, previous-
ly had been acclaimed when they
were unopposed.

Since only 33 percent of eligible
voters cast ballots in Monday's
municipal elections, all successful
candidates for council positions

received even smaller percentages
when viewed in terms of eligible
voters.

Although mayor-elect Brian
Gallery won 68 percent of all
votes cast, this translates into just
22.4 percent of all eligible electors
in the city.

By comparison, his opponent
Allen Nutik's 30-percent of the
vote became 9.8 percent of the
eligible vote.

Unauthorized pre-kindergarten

classes within the Protestant
School Board of Greater Montreal
came under discussion at the Nov.
