Seniors, 70-years old and older, will be
getting a larger piece of the tax credit pie
in the New Year.

As of January 1, 2007, the tax credit for
seniors will increase from 23% to 25%.
Therefore, annual eligible expenses will go
from $12,000 to $15,000 and nursing serv-
ices will now be admissible too.

In making the announcement,
Huntingdon County MNA André Chenail
said it was excellent news.

“This expansion will allow for a more

accessible and more generous tax credit
due to the administration of new measures
that will help to improve the quality of life
for seniors in the region,” he said.

The larger tax credit “will allow a larg-
er number of seniors to have access to bet-
ter services. It represents an additional
investment of $74 million that will greatly

contribute to improving seniors’ quality of

life,” said Carole Théberge, Quebec’s
Minister of Familics, Seniors and the
Status of Women.

As with most tax credits, the tax credit
for home-support services can be request-

lﬂl‘!]ﬂl‘ tax credit for seniors starting in 2007

c¢d when income tax returns are filed.
However, if a senior wants to continue
receiving tax assistance throughout the
year, they can request advanced payments
from Revenu Québec for the credit.

“I encourage all seniors 70-years and
older to quickly register with Revenu
Queébec if they with to benefit from
advanced payments,” said provincial
Revenue Minister Lawrence S. Bergman.

“The seniors of Quebec, by their
actions and by their efforts, have con-
tributed to and continue to contribute to
the shaping of the Quebec that we know.

I'he entire society appreciates and recog-
nizes the involvement of our parents and
grandparents, who are sources of inspira-
tion and pride,” he said.

“A senior with $4,000 of admissible
expenses will from now on receive, as of
January 1, 2007, a $1,000 tax credit. It's an
excellent measure for our seniors,” said
Huntingdon County MNA Chenail.

Hﬂsiﬂenca EIIB can finally move fo Huntingdon

After rejecting it two evenings carlier,
the Huntingdon town council changed its
mind and endorsed the adoption of a
regulation allowing the establishment of
a shelter for women and children victims
of domestic violence in a residential zone
of the municipality.

On Thursday, the elected municipal
officials, who were meeting for a third
time in four evenings, finally unanimous-
ly approved a proposal to allow the Haut
St-Laurent’s Résidence Elle to establish
a shelter in Huntingdon. The motion was
supported by Mayor Stéphane Gendron
and councilors Yvan Lefebvre, Joffre
LHeureux junior, Claude Racine, Claude
Bourassa and Howard Welburn. Bruno
Latreille, also a councilor, was not pres-
ent at this special meeting because he has
been hospitalized.

This regulation grants Résidence Elle
the possibility of settling in an existing
building in Huntingdon. The organiza-
tion already has a service branch in the
town, is in need of a building much larg-
er than what it has occupied in
Ormstown for the past 15 years.
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Cheers broke out among the 40 or so
in attendance at the meeting when the
adoption of the resolution was
announced. Among them were
Résidence Elle coordinator, Marie-Josée
Leduc, Haut St-Laurent Community
Development Corporation coordinator,
Isabelle Corbeil, and Actions Haut St-
Laurent coordinator, Louise Richard, as
well as several women who spontaneous-
ly rose to take turns congratulating the
town council members.

Gendron anticipated that the mem-
bers of the town council would reach a
conclusion about this proposal, deposit-
ed at the last monthly meeting. However,
two evenings earlier, four of the six coun-
cilors rejected the motion, to the mayor’s
chagrin, and to the surprise of citizens in
attendance. Obviously upset, the mayor
adjourned the deliberations.

Before being called upon to vote once
again, the councilors faced the criticism
of some citizens. Among them, Lise
Saint-Onge, who was convinced the
municipal councilors acted in bad faith.

Earlier, a former councilor, Francine
Lalonde, tried to convince the elected
municipal officials by pointing out that
the citizens did not object to the estab-
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lishment of a Résidence Elle site in
Huntingdon, but only had reservations
about one of the points of the regulation
concerning the location of this site on the
territory.

Councilor Joffre UHeureux even grew
angry trying to convince his colleagues to
snap out of their torpor and support the
proposal. “I want to help the women who
are victims of conjugal violence, and the
council should do the same. Think about
it carefully,” he insisted, hammering his
desk with his fist.

Leduc had an opportunity to persuade
citizens and the town council of the
benignity of an establishment like
Résidence Elle in Huntingdon. “Shelters
for women who are victims of domestic
violence never cause problems where
they are established. In fact these estab-
lishments are very secure,” they speci-
fied.

The meeting was adjourned for sever-
al minutes while the mayor met with the
councilors in his office.

The municipal councilors who were
opposed to the proposal before finally
supporting it explained that they had
reservations about the presence of

Résidence Elle in the municipal zone
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proposed. “If 1 voted against the draft
resolution two days ago, it is not because
I don’t want a shelter for abused women.
It is because of the way in which this
process was proposed to us that 1 don’t
agree,” explained Councilor Claude
Bourassa, under the approving eyes of
his colleague Howard Welburn.

Invited by The Gleaner/La Source to
react to this decision by the council,
Résidence Elle coordinator, Marie-Josée
Leduc, was obviously relieved. “We were
anxious. I am happy that the councilors
finally ended up understanding the
essence of our project. What I really
appreciated was the support of the citi-
zens for our cause,” she emphasized.

“Good common sense prevailed,”
noted Mayor Gendron, who poured all
his influence into the equation so that
the councilors would finally approve the
resolution. He also recalled that the town
council had already authorized the estab-
lishment of Résidence Elle in the munic-
ipality at a special meeting at the begin-
ning of October.

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FALL WEATHER

For the benefit of Gleaner readers liv-
ing elsewhere in Canada, it could be said
that this has been one of the most diffi-
cult harvest seasons on record. Local
farmers do not need to be reminded of
this fact. Total heat units for the year
reached 3292, which is 86 above the past
10-year average. The temperature was
normal in October, but November was
the fourth warmest in the past 40 years at
4.6 degrees Celsius - so at least the mud
was warm mud. The problem was the pre-
cipitation and cloud cover, which pre-
vented fields and crops from drying
enough to complete harvest on a timely
basis. October had 18 days of precipita-
tion totaling 5.4 inches followed by
November with 14 days yielding another
3.0 inches. The end result was a harvest
period that was still ongoing on
December 6. The corn and soybean crops
were variable with some exceptional
yields being reported.

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Closed since last June 13, the Saint-
Louis-de-Gonzague Bridge was
reopened to vehicles without delay last
Friday, following estimated work costing
$4 million. What’s more, the operations
for lowering and raising the bridge will
now be done from Saint-Lambert.

The Simard-Beaudry Construction
firm did the work September 18, and
three independent girders located on the
north side of the bridge were repaired.

These were damaged after having
being hit by a ship called the Voyageur
Independent June 13 about 12:30 p.m.
The boat deviated off course because of
rudder problems, and hit a pillar and the
bridge headlong.

In a news release last Tuesday, the
management of the Saint-Lawrence
Seaway specified that the work was
entirely completed and that no other
additional work would be necessary next
spring.

“We are anxious to thank the citizens
of the region and the users of the bridge

for their patience and their understand-
ing throughout the renovation period of
the bridge,” said the corporation’s presi-
dent director general, Richard Corfe.

About 4000 vehicles a week pass on
the Saint-Louis Bridge, and all these
motorists are therefore now able to
shorten their journey by some kilome-
ters.

Automatic bridge

Anticipated for last June 30, automa-
tion of the Saint-Louis Bridge is now
effective, says corporate spokesman
Andrew Bogora. The lifting and lowering
of the bridge span to let ships pass is now
managed from Saint-Lambert.

This measure was established in order
to guarantee better security for trans-
porters on the seaway, bridge users, and
the keepers of the lift bridge currently
carrying out the maneuvers.

According to a presentation done by
the leaders of the corporation last spring,
three people now supervise the bridge
operation by eight screens linked to cam-
eras located right at the site.

devices (zoom) were installed on the
south side, and three on the north side,
which is allowing for different angles of
the bridge to be viewed.

Besides, the access of ships and pleas-
ure boats under the bridge structure,
green and red signal lights have also been
installed on the structure.

Speakers were also installed on the

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I attended the school board commis-
sioners’ meeting in Howick on Tuesday,
November 28. Groups from the three
elementary schools were given a private
20-minute audience with the commis-
sioners in which to present their last
appeal to keep their respective schools
open. Only one representative was per-
mitted to present the case, which was fol-
lowed by a short question and answer
period between the councillors and the
school representative.

I couldn’t shake the feeling that
regardless of what transpired the deci-
sions regarding closures had already
made and this was just another case of
you’ve been consulted, but our minds are
already made up.

Before 1 go any further with this; I
have to establish where I’m coming from
before making my final evaluation. I
attended and graduated from the
Huntingdon Academy and taught for 27
years at St. Joseph School. If the decision
were to close the old St. Joseph school
that perished in a fire in 1978 or the
Academy, I would chose to close the old
St. Joseph school. However, if the deci-
sion had to be made to close the present
St. Joseph or the Academy, I would
choose to close the Academy. Both of
these decisions are based solely on the
building. The building at St. Joseph is
newer and will prove to be less upkeep as
time goes on. Secondly, the St. Joseph
building was built expressly for elemen-
tary students. It’s brighter with larger
classrooms, has handicap access, and
even the bathrooms and fountains were
designed for elementary students in
mind. St. Joseph is heated electrically
while the Academy is oil heating. Even if
the price of oil and electricity keep pace
with each other; electricity is a renewable
resource while oil isn’t. As well the
money spent on heating with electricity
will remain in Quebec while the money
spent on oil will not for the most part. St.
Joseph has it’s own parking lot. There
just wouldn’t be enough parking avail-
able at the Academy for the increase in
staff. The buses have their own separate
loading area off the street at St. Joseph
while at the Academy the buses park on
the street to load students. Regardless of
which school is slated to close; once the
staff and students from both school are

put under the same roof, both of the for-
mer schools will cease to exist. The next
logical step would have to be the renam-
ing of the new school because that is just
what it would be. Just recently Richelieu
Valley was closed and the students were
transferred to MacDonald Cartier
Regional; consequently MacDonald
Cartier was renamed Heritage Regional.
Is this the direction in which we wish to
proceed?

All that said and done the question
“WHY” still plagues me. Both the
Academy and St. Joseph are viable
schools. The New Frontiers School
Board claims they need St. Joseph for
adult education. To me this doesn’t make
sense for several reasons: 1) CVR is clos-
er and this year’s graduating class will be
in the vicinity of 250 students while the
incoming crop of grade 7 students will be
hard pressed to replace even half of that
number. As a result CVR should have
several rooms available to accommodate
the overflow from adult education in
Ormstown. 2) The Academy will have to
undergo a lot of renovations in order to
receive students from St. Joseph
Elementary and St. Joseph would have to
undergo a similar amount of work to
accommodate adult education students
or students from the Academy. 3) If the
school board is trying to save money this
doesn’t look to be the wisest direction to
take because the number of students is
predicted to drop in the near future. In
the long run all this movement and
expenditure would be for not.

Is there something we are not being
told? Is there a hidden agenda we are not
aware of, because at this point [ don’t see
any rhyme or reason in the school
board’s actions? Where will the school
board save money in Huntingdon? Will
the board join St. Joseph and the
Academy then put together some very
large classes. St. Joseph’s kindergarten
has 17 students while 1 believe the
Academy has 16 students. Could we pos-
sibly for see a grade 1 class of 32 stu-
dents; hence one less teacher and one
BIG class? Is that the direction we’re
heading in? I hope not for your chil-
dren’s sake.

The only consideration given by the builders of this dream was to estab-
lish a place that would serve the present and future generations of children with as
best an education as possible. In other words they believed in the future of their
community. |

By closing these two English schools you are eradicating the life-blood of a well-
established community and you are obliterating a crucial and fundamental service
very close to the residents of these communities. You are discarding the rich and
irreplaceable heritage that has been entrusted to your nurture and care. You are
also negating the trust passed from generation to generation that you inherited
from the founding visionaries who left them to you to preserve and maintain. By
closing Howick and Franklin Elementary Schools you are destroying the legacy
begun almost two hundred years ago by those who believed in their children’s
future and thereby in their community’s future.

Although it has been stated by a number of school board representatives that
closing these schools is not related to cost-cutting, the fact still remains that the
manner in which Quebec school boards are funded by the government of Quebec
leaves school boards short of funds to continue to provide “quality” education. You
are in effect “forced” by the funding formulae to reduce your operating costs by
taking such drastic steps as to close your own English institutions and in this case
the last English school in a viable community. For a community to move from build-
ing its own school without any government funding to closing it for lack of govern-
ment funding is a true tragedy. It is not hard to imagine what those who built these
community schools with their own sweat, blood and tears would say. Remember,
when these schools were first established, it was done with no government financial
support. It was left to the communities to build and fund their own school. By
studying Quebec history, it is very clear that English schools were built by the com-
munities that wanted them. Are we now going to destroy these institutions because
the government refuses to adequately support them with sufficient funding? What
you, as the trustees of these precious institutions should be doing instead of closing
them is to drum up the necessary fiscal support to keep them open in their respec-
tive communities, including vigorously negotiating with government representa-
tives for additional funding, not simply folding to government gnomes and accept-
ing their rules. From experience, I know that this can be done. The communities

. involved have clearly stated their intentions to pursue every avenue at their dispos-

al and it is incumbent upon you as the trustees to support them in their efforts; not

simply to close these cherished schools.
Enough evidence has already been pre- [ '" l'n'r' o § ]
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sented in the Briefs from Howick and
Franklin that consolidation (i.e. bigger)
is not necessarily better. Consolidation
will not automatically improve services
to students. In fact the evidence clearly
shows that they will be reduced or elim-
inated altogether. To claim anything else
is to be naive and behave like an ostrich
with one’s head stuck in the sand.
Remember, it is not as if these com-
munities have more than one English
school in their respective boundaries.
They have only the ONE and it must be
preserved at all costs. It is the LAST

to get perennials with pizzazz

The Valley Garden Club recently held
its fall meeting at the Battle of the
Chateauguay Museum. About 40 local
enthusiasts came to hear garden writer
and speaker Larry Hodgson talk about
“Perennials with Pizzazz”.

Hodgson, a long-time resident of St-
Foy, Quebec, has been a popular lecturer
in both Canada and the United States for
many years. As well, he has written for
periodicals and authored a number of
practical books on gardening. He also
travels as a tour guide to notable gardens
in America and abroad.

The speaker explained that his topic
included perennials, which might be very
large, or very colourful, or very choice
varieties of familiar species. Emphasis
was placed on ease of culture, hardiness,
and foliage interest. Central to the talk
was a well-photographed slide presenta-
tion. The images were interspersed with
numerous spontancous tips by Hodgson
on how to succeed with each plant, based
on his experience growing them in his
own Zone 4 garden, crammed with sever-
al thousand varieties of plants.

Hodgson spoke to his audience with
infectious enthusiasm, encouraging gar-
deners to take risks with hardiness and
condoning occasional ruthlessness.

“Anything that gets ratty gets mowed
at my place,” he confided cheerfully.

The everyday challenges of the keen
gardener: plants that flop over, perenni-
als that flower for five minutes in June,
leaves that look ugly when the flowers
fade- all were recognized and remedies
were suggested.

Among the plants discussed were

many noted for late-season bloom,
colourful foliage, showy fruits, or toler-
ance of shade or drought. Almost all were
hardy in Zone 4.

The informal yet lively and knowl-
edgeable atmosphere of the evening
seemed to delight the audience.
Following the lecture they swarmed
around the speaker, inspecting a display
of books he has authored, and perusing
information on the garden tours he shep-
herds. Over refreshments the gardening
questions continued, books were signed
and the evening ended in an aura of
renewed energy for the tackling of our
own gardens.

The Valley Garden Club has a diverse
membership of 90 garden enthusiasts
from a number of local communities.

Each spring and fall the club meets to
hear a garden expert speak on a garden-
ing topic of interest to the membership.
There are also two perennial exchanges,
one at each end of the growing season.
Offered summer activities include a
major bus trip to view exceptional gar-
dens in Quebec or Ontario, as well as a
number of car-pooled day trips.

In August, we gather in a club mem-
ber’s garden for a potluck picnic and iris
exchange. This is a great chance for
everyone to enjoy each other’s company
in relaxed surroundings.

During the late winter, hibernation is
broken with several informal meetings, to
see old friends, share seed and plants cat-
alogues, and briefly escape winter with a
colourful gardening video. Annual mem-
berships run from April to March, but we
welcome new members anytime.

Howick on December 5.

Halting the closure of these three rural
schools rests in the voting hands of the 13 elect-
ed commissioners at their next meeting on
January 9. Parents and citizens from these three
communities were angered in September when
the Board’s Future Directions Committee
(FDC) recommended closing half of the
Chateauguay Valley’s elementary schools while
the urban schools in Valleyfield and the City of

remained untouched.

At the board meeting Chairman John
Watson expressed his satisfaction that the
process has brought the public to the table and
he assured them that no decision has yet been
made.

Spokespersons from Franklin pointed out
that the anger expressed at the Board’s
November meeting came as a response to the
FDC'’s closure recommendation and
that Franklin’s original proposal was positive
and full of solution ideas. Then they distributed

that document to each commissioner.

The board announced the receipt of $80,000
per year over three years to establish two
Community Learning Centres, a “virtual
school” in Huntingdon and at St. Willibrord

S'il faut en croire une ctude sur la
criminalité des jeunes dans le Haut Saint-
Laurent, le phénomene de la délinquance
juvénile est en croissance dans la région
ct en méme temps, le sentiment de scécu
rit¢ des citoyens sur le territoire est rela-
tivement bon.

[C¢tude, dont les principales com
posantes ont ¢té livrées par le Comite
jeunesse du Haut Saint-Laurent en con
férence de presse la semaine dernicre au
centre de services communautaires de
Huntingdon, indique que le nombre d'in-
fractions a augment¢ substanticllement
chez les jeunes de seize et dix-sept ans
avec 151 en 2005 comparativement a 77
trois ans plus tot. Chez ceux agés de
douze a quinze ans, ces infractions ont
cependant diminué, passant de 92 a 41
durant ce temps.
