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Weekend fires flare across province
72 die 

in blaze 
Sunday

ST ROCH de 1 ARCHIGAN. 
Que 'CPi — A weekend family 
gathering here ended in tragedy 
Sunday when 12 persons were 
killed in an early morning fire 
that destroyed their two-storey 
wooden house, provincial police 
said

Earlier reports indicated 13 
persons had died in the fire in the 
small village about 30 miles 
north of Montreal However, 
police and firemen said they 
have recovered only 12 bodies

Police said the blaze destroyed 
the frame house, leaving only the 
stove sitting in a pile of rubble

They said there was nothing 
anybody could have done to save 
the victims or the house

The victims have been 
identified as Mr and Mrs. 
Maurice Proulx. 37 and 34 
respectively, and their five 
children. Renee. 12. Daniel. 11. 
Alain. 8. Maurice Jr.. 4. and 
Linda.2

Mr and Mrs Wilfrid 
Lanteigne. 25 and 32 
respectively, both of Montreal, 
and Mr and Mrs Robert 
Champagne. 25 and 19. of Trois- 
Rivières. and their daughter. 
Manon. 18 months, were also 
killed They were visiting the 
Proulx home for the weekend

It was not immediately clear 
whether the Lanteigne s and 
Champagne s were relatives or 
friends.

Police said there were no 
survivors in the blaze which 
I'roke out about 7 a.m. Sunday

A neighbor. Mrs. Etienne 
Meunier, said a nearby house 
was threatened by the flames but 
firemen, working in crisp zero- 
degree weather, managed to 
contain the fire.

No cries for help were heard, 
she said, but the home burnt 
very quickly.

St. Roche de 1’Achigan is 
situated between St. Jerome and 
L Assomption

A spokesman for the fire de­
partment said the alarm was 
rung in at 7:05 a m and the 
small house was crumbling’' as 
he got there minutes later.
“No one knows how it 

started." he said
A neighbor said that “except 

for the crackling of the fire, it 
was quiet They must have all 
died in their sleep "

Canada pulls out of 
world hockey tourney

Almost 15 years after Canada 
first became disillusioned with 
international hockey. Earl Daw 
son. president of the Canadian 
Amateur Hockey Association, 
stood up at a meeting in Geneva 
Sunday and said “We quit "

The pronouncement, before a 
special meeting of the Interna­
tional Ice Hockey Federation, 
came eight years after Canada 
last won a world championship 
and seconds after she was denied 
the use of professionals to 
bolster her entry in the 1970 
tournament.

It meant that Canada will not 
be represented in the 1970 
championship and that the tour­
nament. originally scheduled for 
Montreal and Winnipeg in 
March, will be switched to 
Stockholm.

The feeling that Canada should 
not compete in the world 
championship under existing 
rules started to grow after the

Penticton Vs took the title in 
Dusseldorf. Germany, in 1955 
Many Canadian fans and players 
there felt the Europeans should 
declare a champion to challenge

the best in North America 
Trail Smoke Eaters in 1961 

were the last team to win the 
world championship for Canada 
and the CAHA began discussing

Charge Thieu with 
ignoring massacre

SAIGON (AP) - 
Vietnamese Senate

The South 
was told 

today that a massacre occurred 
at My Lai, and President Nguyen 
Van Thieu was assailed for 
having brushed it off as “just a 
simple incident in the war."

Senator Tran Van Don. chair­
man of the defence committee 
and head of a special joint legis­
lative investigating team, deliv­
ered the official findings to the 
Senate and said: “The executive 
i Thieu i does not have the 
courage to correct the fault or 
mistake, and tries to deceive the

people."
This was an attack on the ad­

ministration's repeatedly stated 
official view that no massacre by 
United States troops took place 
in the coastal hamlet on March 
16. 1968—despite charges filed by 
the U.S. Army against two 
soldiers.

One of them. Lieut William L 
Galley Jr, 26. faces general 
court-martial on charges of pre­
meditated murder

Judy lashes out at 
Trudeau government

OTTAWA <CP» — Former federal minister Judy LaMarsh 
said Sunday the current federal government is made of 
“plastic and steel but no blood and guts" and is led by a prime 
minister who “doesn't have a heart" to go with his intellect 

Miss LaMarsh. named Canada s woman of the decade for 
the 1960s in a Canadian Press poll last week, was interviewed 
on the CTV program Question Period 

The former secretary of state and minister of health, whose 
autobiography. Memoirs of a Bird in a Gilded Cage, on her 
years in the Pearson government ruffled some feathers last 
year, continued plucking Sunday.

The only thing she had seen in Prime Minister Trudeau's 
“participatory democracy." she said, was that “lots of little 
minions are running around the prime minister’s office and 
doing his jobs . it is becoming a farther away government 
and one that really has not much regard for humanity 

SAYS HEART LACKING
Mr Trudeau himself had “the intellectual equipment hut he 

doesn't have a heart that goes with it 
“He doesn't see problems in terms of actual people and 

the people get squashed in this “
Government had become “a grey, grim business’ and would 

be “mortally dull it it weren t for the “personal peccadillos" 
of the prime minister

Perhaps Miss LaMarsh s own most famous peccadillo was 
her recorded appeal to former transport minister Paul Hellver 
at the 1967 Liberal leadership convention to “snuff that 
bastard "—the alleged bastard being Mr Trudeau 

Sunday Miss LaMarsh said her comment probably did not 
affect Mr Trudeau's campaign for the leadership but that “the 
term probably fits.”
HASHER PRIORITIES

Miss LaMarsh said she wished the government had “a little 
more juice, a little more humanity, a little more of equity, a 
little less of justice and bright, shiny-eyed steel-chromed 
efficiency . that members of Parliament and the people 
had something to say '

the possibility of a national all

32. injured his foot when a nail 
went through his shoe 

Intense cold and wind 
hampered the efforts of 
firefighters but there was water 
available from a fire hydrant, 
situated just in front of the 
building at 342 Mam St 

The use of this hydrant was 
abandoned during the tire 
because the building threatened 
to collapse on the water hoses.
After this, firemen decided to 
use hydrants located farther 
down the street.

Traffic was blocked for most 
of New Year's Day between St 
Antoine St and St Louis With 
firemen already overwhelmed 
by the fire, they had no time to 
control traffic as well

Material located on the first 
floor of the building kept the fire 
burning A hardware store 
situated there contained gallons 
of paint and other inflammable 
objects, the remains of which 
were found later in the ruins

It was these materials which 
probably caused the second 
explosion and threatened the 
adjacent building, only a lew feet 
away But firemen limited the 
damages estimated at $200.000. 
to the demolished building itself

Flash fire leaves 
families homeless

DRUMMONDVILLE A fire 
which broke* out in a three-storey 
building on Lindsay St here. 
Wednesday night, has left four 
families homeless and caused 
thousands of dollars damage 

The fire started on the second 
floor of a building situated at 556 
Lindsay St., near the centre of 
town Flames quickly spread to 
the top floor and roof of the 
building, owned by Mr Claude 
Phoenix, of St Hyacinthe 

The four apartments. St 
Therese Grocerv Store and a

Barber Shop in the building were 
heavily damaged by smoke and 
water.

A total of 13 persons were sent 
into 5 degree weather and to the 
homes of relatives and friends 
Victims of the fire lost nearly 
everything they owned

Twenty Drummond vi 1 le 
firemen under the direction of 
Mr Conrad Proulx and Captain 
Millette. fought the blaze for 
more than an hour before it was 
under control

Kennedy inquest opens today

EDWARD M KENNEDY

EDGARTOWN. Mass. 
(Reuters) — The long-awaited 
inquest into the death of Mary Jo 
Kopechne is scheduled to open 
today with Senator Edward 
Kennedy expected to be among 
the first witnesses 

In all. about 25 persons are 
expected to testify during the 
inquest which will be held in a 
111-year-old courthouse on the 
resort island of Martha’s 
Vineyard, about five miles off 
the Massachusetts coast 

Besides Kennedy, the 
witnesses are expected to 
include the five men and five 
women who. along with Kennedy 
and Miss Kopechne. 28. who had 
been a staff worker for the late

Senator Robert F Kennedy died 
late that night when a car 
plunged off a narrow bridge into 
a tidal pond Her body was 
recovered the next morning 
Kennedy went to the Edgartown 
police headquarters, more than 
eight hours after the accident, 
and said he had been the driver 
of the car.

Kennedy subsequently pleaded 
guilty to a charge of leaving the 
scene of an accident and was 
given a three-month suspended 
sentence by district court Judge 
James. A Blyle. who will 
conduct the inquest

Others expected to testify at 
the inquest are Dr Donald Mills, 
the medical examiner who ruled

that Miss Kopechne had died 
from accidental drowning 
scuba diver John Farra. who 
recovered her body, and a 
deputy sheriff who has said he 
saw a car believed to have been 
carrying Kennedy and Miss 
Kopechne moments before it 
went off the bridge 

All of the men who attended 
the party were married The 
other five women, like Miss 
Kopechne. were all former staff 
workers for Robert Kennedy 
Two of the men at the party were 
former U.S. attorney Paul C. 
Markham and Kennedy's cousin, 
lawyer Joseph Gargan 

District Attorney Edmund S 
Dinis has refused to release the

names of any witnesses 
However, when the inquest was 
first scheduled Judge Boyle 
announced that he considered 
Kennedy's presence vital to the 
proceedings and said he wanted 
him to testify.

Edgartown Police Chief 
Dominick J Arena, who may 
also be called to testify, has 
hired 20-30 state policemen and 
deputies to augment his small 
force during the proceedirtgs

A transcript of the proceedings 
might be released when a 
decision is reached by Boyle

Although the proceedings are 
closed to press and public, news 
correspondents from all over the 
world have flown to his island

Bobby Wolff’s opening bid 
was the Orange Club used by 
him and Jim Jacoby. West 's 
two spades was one of those 
preemptive jump over-calls 
and Jim’s double was nega 
tive and showed at least 
seven high-card points while 
denying possession of an ace 
and king or three kings

Bobby’s three heart bid 
showed a five-card suit or 
longer and the rest of the 
bidding consisted of a heart 
raise, followed by various 
control-showing bids until 
six hearts was reached

Dummy’s ace of clubs won 
the first trick and Bobby 
went into a prolonged period 
of serious thinking before 
playing to the second trick. 
He finally decided to lead a 
low heart and n’av (,„( ftis

ace and king. It was just as 
well for the Dallas Aces that 
he did since a heart finesse 
would have left him down at 
least one trick.

When West’s queen of 
hearts dropped on the second 
heart lead. Bobby went into 
another huddle. He came to 
the conclusion that West 
would not hold more than 
three diamonds, so it be­
came perfectly safe for him 
to lead the ace and king of 
that suit. When West showed 
out on the second diamond. 
Bobby continued with the 
jack; entered dummy with 
the jack of trumps, discarded 
a spade and club on the last 
two diamonds and wound up 
making all the tricks.

Except for the fact that 
the opening bid is artificial

and strong, the Orange Club 
bears no similarity to any 
other American Club system.

It is designed for expert use 
only. So far. neither Jim nor 
Bobby has tried playing it 
with anyone else.

We also don’t feel that this 
slam represents any great 
triumph for the bid. although 
this slam was not bid by the 
Walsh team, so that it did 
contribute quite a few I MBs 
to the Aces’ victory.

DE \R MR G s Youi 
letter touches on a vital con­
cern for millions of Ameri­
cans who are planning re­
tirement Settling in a new 
community, where you are 
unknown and where avail­
ability of adequate medical 
and dental health facilities 
is very competitive, may 
cause your health to suffer, 
with sometimes serious con­
sequences.

Finding a locale with suit­
able climate and surround­
ings is of minor importance 
compared with the need for 
continuing comprehensive 
health care, or where spe­
cial drugs, such as the won­
der drugs,’’ are readily 
available.

There is a fairly even dis­
tribution of dentists in the 
United States, even though 
statistics show that there are 
twice as many dentists per 
thousand population in Mis­
sissippi. for example, than 
in New York. This is a mean­
ingless statistic, a more 
lealistic one being the num­
ber of dentists per l.(HK) peo­
ple who are educated to 
seek dental health and. more 
important, who can afford it

A basic rule is to settle 
not too far from an urban 
community, if possible near

one which has a University 
Medical Health Center 
Probably the best, or at 
least the most comprehen­
sive. dental health care is 
practiced in or near these 
areas.

This is not meant to down­
grade c o u n t r y and small­
town dentists. They do an 
extremely creditable job and 
work long hours, often for 
less recompense than their 
big-city colleagues. How­
ever. Medical Centers are 
magnets which draw the best 
physicians and dentists and 
stimulate them to keep up 
with the rapidly expanding 
body of knowledge in their 
specialties.

Dental departments in Uni­
versity Medical Centers are 
more likely to have equip­
ment and para-medico-den­
tal personnel necessary to 
treat diseases of the elderly, 
which often require special 
procedures.

The true Establishment
The “Establishment" is a term that ha^ been Hun*? 

about — or wielded like a club with incredible 
frequency in the past few years It ha** become 
fashionable to blame the “Establishment’ for a 
country’s social ills without stopping to think what the 
term really means

This is a dangerous thing, warns a member of the 
Canadian ‘ Establishment It is dangerous* because 
confusion in thinking often leads people to attack the 
wrong targets

J V. Clyne, a former Supreme Court Judge* of British 
Columbia and now. as chairman of MacMillan Bloedel 
Ltd., one of Canada’s leading industrialists, went to the 
United States recently to deliver a warning and a 
defence of what he calls the true Establishment 

This establishment consists of those who set 
themselves to master their disciplines according to the* 
rigid standards of excellence, he told a Town Hall of 
California luncheon in Los Angeles 

They subscribe to a moral code based on an 
"obedience to the unenforceable" and have a highly 
developed sense of public service They are not 
necessarily outstanding public figures, but they are 
doers in the community

The "true Establishment’’ is the instrument of all 
constructive change, he claimed 

The term came from England, where established 
families traditionally placed their sons in the service of 
the church or state A "first" in university 
examinations, usually at Oxford or Cambridge, was a 
ticket to high-level appointment.

Today, however, the term has come to mean any group 
that has built a power structure around itself 

"If instant reforms are not provided for all mankind's 
chronic ills," says Clyne, “it is alleged to be the fault of 
the Establishment, which is seen as standing four-square 
against progress, freedom, peace and all things good. 
Arranged against this wicked they is a great collective
‘we’ who are invariably righteous and noble-minded."

It is one of the paradoxes of our time that so much of 
the initiative seems to have passed to a militant minority 
which threatens with a loud voice the tranquillity and the 
liberty of the majority

We are told that the truly free man can be bound by no 
laws except those which his conscience tells him to obey 
He need accept no obligations except those which depend 
on individual consent

This doctrine has widespread appeal because it sounds 
so very moral, yet it is used to give the appearance of 
high principle to lawlessness. The fact that the freedom 
is always conditioned by the freedom of another is not 
recognized by demonstrators in the universities, in tin* 
streets or elsewhere who seek to impose their opinions 
by violence upon the rest of the community.

Because of the current confusion of freedom with 
license, warns Clyne, North Americans are in danger of 
losing their freedom.

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WASHINGTON - There has bee;, a lot of criticism of 
Congress for not doing enough work this year I believe 
that if any criticism should be levied at Congress, it s 
that it has done too much work There isn t a bill 
proposed these da vs that doesn t have seven riders 
attached to it which have nothing to do with the 
legislation that is being proposed

This can be illustrated in the case of Jan Klopinski. a 
refugee from Poland who was trying to get American 
citizenship Because of red tape. Jan could not get his 
American citizenship through normal channels, and so 
he got his senator to propose a private bill to make him a 
citizen

It is done all the time and usually goes through without 
any difficulty. But this year, any bill in Congress is 
subject to amending, and as soon as the Jan Klopinski 
bill for American citizenship was proposed on the floor, a 
Dove senator got up and added a rider calling for the 
repeal of the Gulf of Tonkin Resolution

This angered several Hawks in the Senate and they 
added a rider of their own which would give Chiang Kai- 
shek four squadrons of B-52 bombers.

A senator from Louisiana then proposed that a rider be 
attached to the Klopinski citizenship bill raising the oil 
depletion allowance to 35 percent. He immediately was 
followed on the floor by a senator from North Carolina 
who wanted the bill amended to take all health warnings 
off cigarette packages.

The rumor started spreading that the Jan Klopinski 
citizenship bill was in trouble

No one knew how much trouble until a liberal senator 
added a rider raising Social Security payments by 50 
percent. This was followed by another rider from a 
Midwest senator raising salaries of postal workers by 
$100 a week

The White House, which hadn't been paying much 
attention to the Klopinski bill, suddenly got to work and 
called Minority Leader Hugh Scott over for breakfast. 
Sen Scott was told the President was very displeased 
with the Jan Klopinski citizenship bill in its present 
form.

When Sen. Scott reported this back to the Hill everyone 
decided to get into the act.

A senator from South Carolina added a rider 
forbidding federal judges from ruling in desegregation 
cases. A senator from Arizona added a resolution 
recommending the President resume bombing of North 
Vietnam A senator from California proposed a rider 
making it a felony to boycott grapes

Meanwhile. Jan Klopinski had gone out and bought a 
new black suit for the swearing-in ceremonies. Because 
of his limited English, he had no idea that his bill was in 
so much difficulty until President Nixon decided to go on 
television and appeal directly to the American people.

The President said. “I want to make it perfectly clear 
that I am for the Jan Klopinski bill for American 
citizenship, but only if it does not cause inflation, or a 
sell-out in Southeast Asia I appeal to every American 
who is part of the great Silent Majority to write to his 
senator today and tell him you support my position on 
Kiopinski."

Vice President Agnew went on television two nights 
later and attacked the three networks for discussing the 
Klopinski bill before Americans had a chance to digest 
the President's message.

In the meantime, two more riders had been tacked 
onto the bill, one authorizing the building of 10 nuclear 
aircraft carriers and the other making marijuana legal.

The bill was finally passed with all the riders intact. 
Unfortunately. President Nixon decided to veto it and 
Jan Klopinski. through no fault of his own. lost his 
opportunity to become a citizen of the United States of 
America. He sold his black suit and took the next boat 
to Australia

As President's Adviser Sees It:

Serenity of ’70s Likely Sequel to Soaring '60s

WASHINGTON, DC — 
(NEA)—The United States is 
about to enter a new decade, 
and President Nixon’s No. 1 
economic adviser thinks it 
will turn out as prosperous 
as the decade now ending.

"The path in the 1970s will 
be upward," said Chairman 
Paul W McCracken of the 
Council of Economic Advis­
ers. “At the end of the next 
decade our Gross National 
Product (the sum of all 
goods and services pro­
duced) might be around $1.5 
trillion. In fact, the Gross 
National Product will reach 
the annual rate of $1 trillion 
late in 1970."

If the "GNP" does hit that 
record level—and most econ­
omists share McCracken’s 
optimism that it will—it will 
mean that the nation will 
have tripled its total output 
in 20 years. At the beginning 
of the “Soaring Sixties"—the 
10 years coming to an end— 
the GNP stood at a “mere" 
$504 billion

Looking ahead to the ’70s 
—for which no tag name has 
yet been agreed upon, al­
though the decade has al­
ready been described as 
"Sagging," "Sensible." 
"Sensational" and even 
"Sexy"—McCracken spoke 
of these other likely develop­
ments:

• “Our national income is 
likely to be 50 per cent 
higher than it is today." 
Such income gain may be 
divided 50-50 between gov­
ernment and the private sec­
tor. which means that gross 
family income Will average 
between $90<) and $1,000 a 
month, compared with about 
$700 a month today."

• “The 1970s, like the sec­
ond part of the ’60s, are apt 
to be an age of persistent in­
flation. I think there has 
been a changing public atti­
tude about inflation. A great 
many people are disturbed 
by it, and their attitude, 
their annoyance makes it 
easier for national policy­
makers to do s o m e t h i n g 
about the problem."

• At the end of the ’70s. 
families will find it as hard 
as ever to balance their 
household budgets. The hori­
zons of what they want will 
have expanded I don’t agree 
with the idea that rising 
affluence makes people an> 
less interested in material 
things."

As the “Soaring Sixties" 
end. other economists and 
planning organizations also 
are making public their fore­
casts for the 70s.

The National Industrial 
Conference Board thinks 
that by 1980 40 per cent of 
all married women will he 
working (compared with 35 
per cent today), that the 
U S. population will b«> 227‘*i 
million fcompared with 204 
million today) and that 94'- 
million persons will he in the 
labor force (compared with 
78 million today). This or-
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ganization’s projections also 
foresee that by the end of 
the 70s one in every three 
Americans will be a college 
graduate, compared with one 
in every five today.

Most forecasters think the 
greatest growth in the nation 
will he in the South and West 
and m middle sized cities, 
not the giant urban centers 
Among those cities expected 
to grow the fastest are 
M i a m i and Tallahassee. 
Fla.; Phoenix. An/ Den­
ver. Colo.; Provo, Utah;

Anaheim, Santa Ana and San 
Jose. Calif., and Reno. Nev. 
Those cities which might 
lose population and econom­
ic growth are said to include 
Charleston. VY. Yu Scran­
ton. Pa.; Des Moines, Iowa, 
and Sioux Falls, S.D. The 
large metropolitan areas ex­
pected to conti n u e hefty 
growth patterns include 
Washington. DC. Minne- 
apolis-St Paul, Houston and 
Los Angeles

The forecasts coming in 
about the next decade also 
mention industries which are 
expected to have the great­
est growth rates, and thus 
offer the best job opportuni­
ties. Those industries com­
ing in for special attention 
include oceanography i in­
cluding such related fields as 
sea food canning, underwa­
ter drilling and salt water 
conversion into fresh», elec­
tronic data processing 
'which boomed in the ’60s^ 
too), shipbuilding, nuclear 
energy, lasers, security serv­
ices and equipment, prefab­
ricated and mobile homes, 
mass transportai ion equip­
ment and health care and 
services.

A number of forecasters 
think that by 1980 the nation 
will have enacted universal 
health care paid by the fed­
eral government through an 
extension of the Social Se­
curity and Medicare pro­
grams.

However the 1970s turn out 
economically, the \ e a r s 
ahead will be hard put to 
match the growth record of 
the Sixties After a slow start 
(as 1960 dawned the country

was in a recession that 
lasted until about March. 
1961), the decade really 
“soared." The “real" growth 
rate during the last 10 years 
—that is. the growth which 
took place after inflation 
was discounted — averaged 
4 3 per cent a year Histori­
cally, our annual real growth 
is 3.5 per cent a year. How­
ever. McCracken said he is 
confident “we’ll be in that 
4.3 per cent ballpark area" 
during the 70s, too.

Of course, the Vietnam 
war. the civil rights revolu­
tion and the young vs. old 
“generation gap” troubles 
often obscure the economic 
gains recorded during the 
"Soaring Sixties “ McCrack­
en was asked if he saw any 
connection between business 
prosperity and sociological 
distress. He replied:

"It’s an interesting ques­
tion Pm sure there’s no 
simplistic relationship But 
economic success activates 
peoples’ aspirations more 
rapidly. We all expect more, 
and when it’s not coming we 
get frustrated, mad. If you 
can t deliver on promises, 
can’t fulfill aspirations, the 
gap between the haves and 
have-nots widens. Obviously, 
there’s a lot we don’t know 
on this subject
“But I would add one cau­

tionary note
There is a casual and 

easy assumption made that 
if we run into some econom­
ic slack we ll have more so­
cial troubles than ever I’m 
not sure that would happen ’*

Miners Say Profits 
Come Before Safety

(Last of Two Articles.)

FAIRMONT. W. VA.— 
(NEA)—Roy Willson figures 
if the Lord wants to call him, 
He doesn’t have to put him 
in a mine disaster to do it.

He only works in the mines 
to make money. He’s really 
a preacher

He wras working in Farm­
ington No. 9 when that mine 
exploded in November. 1963. 
No. 9 is still a grave for 77 
of the miners who died there. 
The body of the 78th was 
found and removed by crews 
who began in September to 
clear and reopen the mine.

Willson was lucky then. 
(“I wouldn’t say it was luck 
I don’t believe in luck. It 
just wasn’t my time to go.”) 
He was working at the far 
end of the mine and escaped 
with several others by 
another exit.

The mine where the Rev. 
Willson works now is the 
Loveridge. It caught fire and 
sent 116 men scurrying out 
about the time recovery 
work began at No. 9 It was 
a similar accident but this 
time everyone got out.

The fire in September re­
minded people who live here 
on the small garden farms 
in the country or in the

shabby little towns about 
what happened last Novem­
ber. Not that people don’t 
think about the great acci­
dent from time to time—al­
most everyone knew at least 
one of the men who died. 
But now that some of the 
pain is gone, the people in 
the communities talk about 
why it happened and how to 
prevent it happening again.

They think the mines are 
not as safe as they should 
be. The foreman at No. 9 
said they never did enough 
dusting there. Dusting is 
spraying limestone dust into 
the air in the mines to keep 
a chance spark in machinery 
from igniting the coal dust. 
They know that there is a 
lot of inflammable gas in the 
mines, too. The Loveridge 
fire was caused by methane 
gas and that mine is said to 
be one of the gassiest in the 
country.

The miners think proce­
dures to control gas and dust 
in the mines are necessary 
but that the companies have 
not used them because they 
are expensive.

“How do you count profits 
anyway?” Willson demand­
ed* “The Department of In­
terior should set a limit on 
the amount of coal mined 
each year. They mine a lot 
more t h a n they need to. 
They should establish a level

of profit for the company and 
insist they spend the rest of 
the time each year making 
the mines safe.”

Part of the blame for the 
disaster at No. 9 rests with 
the miners, according to 
Willson They didn’t cause 
it directly, he said, but they 
could have avoided it.

“We all knew that mine 
wasn’t safe. W’e should have 
refused to work in there until 
they had fixed things so it 
was safe. I remember the 
time when, if the miners did 
not think a mine was safe, 
they would just put down 
their buckets and walk out. 
But the union isn’t as strong 
as it once was.”

Almost every mine in 
northwest West Virginia has 
blown up at least once. 
People who don’t understand 
the miners’ life wonder why 
anyone would choose to go 
miles into the earth to dig 
coal when the danger seems 
to be so great.

Willson, who is 52 and has 
eight children, says he has 
left the mines several times, 
once for 10 years.

“People feel strong ties 
here, he said. “I’ve never 
known a person from West 
Virginia who went away but 
didn’t come back sooner or 
later.”

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GRAFFTEY SAYS
by Heward Grafftey

In the current barrage of 
comment about the way news is 
— or is not — being reported, few 
people seem to have noticed the 
link between the criticism of the 
media and the feeling which 
many people have that their 
political system is somehow 
failing them

For the news media are such 
an integral part of the political 
system now. that any feeling 
there is something wrong with 
the system is bound to lead, 
sooner or later, to criticism of 
all aspects of that system — 
including the radio, press and 
television outlets, and reporters 
who work for them.

Or. to put it conversly. when 
people begin to level criticism 
the news media for the way it 
reports political events, they are 
in effect offering a kind of 
critique of our broadened 
“political system

The storm centre of the 
current debate has been 
American vice-president Spiro 
Agnew, and his two speeches 
taking to task the Fourth Estate 
in general, and the New York 
T.mes and Washington Post in 
particular.

Yet here in Canada, there’s 
examination and questioning of 
the media too. Senator Keith 
Davey’s committee on the mass 
media has turned over a stone 
which reveals countless points of 
view scurrying in different 
directions; the Government 
Task Force on Information has 
focused on the topic; while the 
prime minister, for his part, has 
been heard to express his view 
that the press is “crummy”, as 
well.

Some may argue that there has 
always been a close link between 
our politics and those who report 
it, and on a certain level this is 
undeniably true. Such examples 
as John Dafoe of the Winnipeg 
Free Press, or George Brown of 
the Toronto Globe, are well 
known illustrations of 
editorialists who had a big 
influence on the politicians, and 
perhaps the politics, of the day

There have been two 
significant changes, however, 
which would more than out do 
the most impassioned tirade 
ever to match ink to paper in the 
Free Press newspaper offices.

The one has been the all- 
pervasiveness of contemporary 
news reporting; you simply can’t 
escape it these days, as the 
electronic news media beam in 
and bombard us with stones “as 
they happen’’. If you should miss 
something, five of your friends 
won’t have, and they’ll fill you in 
without even realizing it during 
your next conversation. Big news 
is everywhere, and everything is 
big news.

The second development is 
that this wave of reporting 
comes at us. really, in a form of 
journalism which once might 
have been reserved for 
editorials. The “objective” 
approach to reporting is 
generally passe, and the more 
involved, colorful “subjective” 
or “interpretive” school has 
gained the ascendancy.

In Canadian history, a major 
turning point in this process 
came in 1956 This was when 
television was starting to make 
inroads, and was being viewed 
by more and more Canadians 
Simultaneously, the Great Pipe 
Line Debate was ragging away in 
Ottawa After more than two 
decades of solid Liberal 
administration, during which 
time reporting from Ottawa 
generally reflected this gray, 
business-like approach to 
government, a spark had ignited 
a new kind of fire As the 
journalists in the Parliamentary 
Press Gallery gazed down on the 
debate beneath them in the 
Commons, they grew 
emotionally involved There was 
a genuine feeling of hostility to 
the flagrant abuses of 
Parliament, and to the office of 
Speaker, as C D Howe tried to 
get but one more of his business 
decisions rubberstamped by the 
House of Commons

An examination of news 
dispatches fanning out of Ottawa 
at the time shows a marked 
change in style more 
subjective, more involved, more 
partisan. Once that shift had 
occurred, it soon grew into an 
accepted tradition, and has 
remained and grown sixongei 
down to this day

So. as television and the other 
media have been working their 
transformation upon us, they 
have been altered too As our 
society grows more politicized 
by this constant exposure to 
politically-oriented news 
Vietnam. Middle East, wheat. 
Biafra, student unrest, 
separatism. pollution, 
assassination — so too do these 
vehicles which carry this 
information to us become more 
and more a part of the political 
system They don’t always 
merely report things 
sometimes they cause things to 
happen

Only now is the role of 
television beginning to be widely 
understood, for instance, in 
advancing the militancy of the 
Black Power movement in the 
United States, for splitting the 
American people over the war in 
Vietnam, for generating a 
violence mentality around such 
events as the Democratic 
Convention in Chicago, or for 
abetting the swift flight from 
relative obscurity into the prime 
minister’s office of Pierre 
Trudeau.

As, by its very nature, it is 
drawn into this role, television 
exposes itself to criticisms from 
both sides It’s one of those 
“damned if you do. damned if 
you don’t” situations Those who 
feel that television is telling it 
“like it is” —as when it holds up 
a mirror to tne cnaotic and 
violent world of man — grow 
weary of seeing a continual 
parade of unsettling dilemmas, 
and soon feel disposed to blame 
television for causing much of 
the unrest On the other side of 
the coin, those who feel that 
television distorts by its very 
style, (which is technical), or 
conceals because it is protecting 
certain interests (which is 
human), will feel inclined to 
blame it for contributing to 
much of the social injustice and 
hypocrisy they see around them

Yet, ultimately, most of what 
we know about public figures and 
public affairs is largely 
dependent upon what the mass 
media tell us

Even in Parliament, many 
questions asked of cabinet 
ministers are simply based on 
the headlines from the morning’s 
newspapers. Journalists 
themselves have to rely on their 
colleagues from other parts of 
the country for interpretations of 
events and reactions which lie 
beyond the ken of their 
particular field of experience. 
This is often difficult, if not 
dangerous, as Claude Ryan of I^e 
Devoir pointed out in Ottawa last 
week, when many western 
reporters interpreting the events 
in the east have never been to or 
lived in the Atlantic region or 
Quebec, or most Quebec 
journalists have not been to the 
west.

Thus, in a sense, all of us — 
journalists and those who rely on 
them — all live in a synthetic 
world, where the synthesis is 
fashioned largely from the 
information supplied by the 
mass media

Yet. as William Rivers points 
out in his book dealing with the 
American press corps in 
Washington. “Showing that mass 
media provide most of our 
information is not quite the same 
as showing that they dictate our 
opinions In fact, some 
thoughtful people doubt that 
information and opinion are 
much more than first cousins.”

Backing this up is the 
observation of the veteran 
opinion pollster. Samuel Lubell;

Most of the voters I talk with 
are far more biased in their 
political views than the 
newspapers they read

The long and short of it as fashion enters the 70’s
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The midi-um is the message
This season the couturiers 

have literally gone to all lengths, 
with the long and the short sizing 
each other up — often within a 
same collection.

Although some couturiers are 
all out for the short look, there 
are none who are all out for the 
long one Since stepping down 
from their pedestal to reach the 
public at large a few seasons 
ago, they cannot allow 
themselves such an abrupt and 
radical change. So. two schools 
emerge from these collections 
The All-long; The All-short; and 
the long over-short.

THE PENCIL LINE 
The new long line is very pared 

down By its extreme simplicity, 
disciplined cut. and monastic 
purity, at first sight, the nev» 
silhouette almost puts you off.

The eye, which for the last 5 
years has become accustomed to 
the short-short, reacts badly to 
the long-long. The new length is 
35 cm from the ground, is worn 
with 5 cm heels, wrap-around 
skirts, which are flared or slit 
for easier walking. The narrow, 
square shoulders, the absence of 
big collars, the tailored sleeves, 
all add to the pared look and the 
elongated effect With such 
simplicity, accessories (bonnets, 
scarves, stockings, shoes, 
jewelry) take on great 
importance.

THE COATS
More often single, rather than 

double-breasted. zipped, 
buttoned, or edge to edge. 
Invisible pockets heighten the 
narrow look A few are wrapped 
and tied like dressings gowns 
The long coat is now accepted 
without pants or boots. It can be 
worn with ribbed wool stockings, 
thick-heeled shoes, and a skirt or 
dress of the same length But 
under long coats, there are also 
jumpsuits, tunics & pants, little 
bits of skirts, or mini tunics.

Suits have the same pared 
down look as the pencil line 
coats, and are often in 
harmonies of 3 or 4 colours of the 
same value. Jackets are worn 
over pencil line tunics of the 
same length The skirts are 
wrap-around, well wrapped and 
tight, or zipped in front from top 
to bottom. The up and down 
zipper has a safety notch 
allowing the skirt to open to the 
knee for easier walking 

The short jackets — Blouson 
cut but in a very closefitting 
“ike" style At Patou, they are 
bolero. The skirts are slightly 
flared at the hem and often , 
wrap-around At Patou and Dior, 
they are straight, and buttoned 
or zipped to the knee 

Dresses are shirt-style, 
elongated jumpers, worn over 
turtleneck sweaters with ribbed 
stockings and heavy knit 
scarves The “nothing" dress is 
body sweater-style in green 
tweed jersey, long and skinny, 
with knit collar and cuffs 

FLARED LINE 
Two tvpes of fullness; 1 

from shoulders; 2 — from the 
waist with shoulders remaining 
narrow

The A-line capes, tent coats, 
multi-fold capelets are featured 
as a4 coat over pants and tunic

THE ALL-SHORT 
The young couturiers remain 

diametrically opposed to 
dropping the hems And for now 
they are making no concessions 
to the new trend As a group they 
stand apart Courreges. 
Feraud; Ungaro and Armand 
But in practically all the other 
collections, there are few short 
garments Their line is 
closefitting, skimming the top

and flared at the bottom Their 
style is once upon a time stiff 
and architectured. now much 
more supple Important points 
are gay colours and midthigh 
hemlines.

THE COATS
Trench-style with patch 

pockets and martingales, or 
belted with many buttons, 
shoulder tabs, flaps, snaps, belt 
tabs, interesting details in back 
and saddler buckles. Shirt coats 
with buttoned tabs and small 
turned-down collar. And the good 
old classics: the closefitting, 
slightlv flared redingote 

THE ALL-SHORT SL ITS 
Not this season’s sta but a few 

ciosefitting blousons and coats 
over suprvle-skirted dresses of 
printed wools appear and long 
cardigan jackets over wide 
pleated skirts, all with 
interesting pockets 

The all-short dresses are very 
simple, the pattern of the prints 
making the garment . The polo 
dresses at tlngaro are solely 
decorated by a fancy shaped tab 
in front in a contrasting colour, 
but the artist-printed wools are 
spectacular as well as 
“longshoreman’’ suspender 
skirt.

FOR EVENING
Anything goes from Spahi 

capes, gandouras, and djellabas, 
to the Sicilian bandit, gypsy and 
bohemian look, long supple 
Harem-style tunics over pants 
and wrapped Moroccan turbans 
Persian embroidery, sequins, 
vintage and jam colours are 
highlights with jewel and plastic 
insets on wool broadcloth and 
panne and verv light satins.

THE LONG-OV ER-SHORT 
A look with an impact 

proposing an alternative for the 
undecided. The contrast of the 
two lengths is quite captivating, 
and midi coats are found over 
mid-thigh dresses. Boy Scout 
cape in camel wool broadcloth 
over short-short sweater dress; 
short skirt and coat of flecked 
wool tweed The coat length is 
emphasized by a wide 
topstitched band of leather 

To avoid disparity, the 
couturiers made the long-over­
short garments in matching 
fabrics.

ACCESSORIES
This season, all the chic lies in 

the accessories Four major 
points are scarves, bonnets, 
jewelry and shoes. Scarves are 
an essential complement of the 
simple look Apache scarf, rolled 
tight like a cigar, matching 
dresses and shirts; square and 
folded on the straight-cut. in 
wool etamine. matching the 
blouses; fringed gypsy shawls 
for evening, peasant shawls, 
fringed in matching fabric; long 
straight muffler in an art deco 
print with 25 cms long fringes, 
wrapped twice around the 
throat; long patchwork mink 
scarf in different colours with a 
teepee design; never-ending 
hand-knitted muffler, mink

muffler. 2 meters long, in strips 
of various shades of mink and a 
scarf in pleated wool jersey; in 
garter stitch, heavy knit white 
wool scarf, and turban scarf 
wrapped Sahara style.

SHOES
An integral part of the new 

fashion each style having its 
own individual shoe, its 
proportion studied for its 
hemline The shoes are solid, 
flat often moccasin style and 
bicoloured 17th century 
Richelieu style with heavy, high 
heels, high vamps, and either 
laced up the vamp, or with 
elastic on the sides. Also very 
degant sandals with wide criss- 

crossing bands in lizard, patent 
leather and high heeled silver 
moccasins at Dior with Mary 
Poppins boots at Cardin.

STOCKINGS
Tend to replace pants, as 

skirts will be taking an 
important slice of the market. 
Attention is still drawn to the 
legs, but stockings are opaque, in 
wool, ribbed, fishnet or garter 
stitch For evening, they are 
black, very fine, fancy or with 
Tuxedo stripe up the sides. At 
Courreges and Cardin, there are 
white ribbed wool body- 
stockings, either worn with a bit 
ot a skirt or with a mini-tunic.

BELTS
Irf their rightful place, the 

waist, which is in itself very 
new It is tight and held in place 
through huge loops. Belts are 
being feminized and blend with 
the garment with almost no 
heavy men’s belts.

Mixed reaction looms over Olympic withdrawal

the big Canadian powerplay fiz­
zled in the face of overwhelming 
odds Sunday, the force of the 
impact left a bad taste in the 
mouth of Bunny Ahearne and

Ahearne. unchallenged czar of 
world hockey and president of 
the International Ice Hockey 
Federation, said 
“I have done everything I 

could on behalf of Canada ”
He made the remark after 

Earl Dawson, president of the 
Canadian Amateur Hockey As­
sociation. pulled Canada out of 
international hockey competition 
and the 1970 world championship 
next March was switched to 
Stockholm from Winnipeg and 
Montreal

Dawson, the cigar-chewing 
former Liberal member of the 
Manitoba legislature was terse 
and to the point when he an­
nounced to Ahearne and dele­
gates from the other five coun­
tries in the world tournament 
that there will be no internation­
al exchange of games between 
Canada and European countries

until Canada is given the right to 
play her top players.
“We will not take part in any 

tournament until that time.” 
Dawson said on behalf of the 
Canadian delegation, which in- 
Juded president Charles Hay of 
Hockey Canada

"Canada will also enter a team 
of amateurs in the 1972 Olympic 
Games and we intend to question 
the eligibility of every other 
team and make ineligible any 
and all teams which have 
professionals.”
BLASTS AHEARNE 

Then, as Ahearne stared in 
shocked silence. Dawson unload­
ed a verbal barrage against his 
leadership of the federation 

We are disappointed in your 
leadership. Mr President You 
had a chance to lead the fight 
against dictatorship by the 
Olympic Games and you did 
nothing

Dawson's stand was known 
before Sundav. although there 
was little doubt that the five 
countries—Russia. Czechoslova­
kia. Sweden. Finland and East 
Germany—believed the Cana­
dians were bluffing

I am sorry to say that, in my 
opinion, the CAHA no longer 
controls hockey in Canada so far 
as the IIHF is concerned 

Gordon Juckes. executive-di­
rector of the CAHA. said after 
the meeting that so far $400.000 
has been spent on the tourna­
ment in Canada and could not 
say how much of that could be 
recovered
MUST REFUND TICKETS

In Winnipeg alone there will 
have to be ticket refunds total­
ling $300.000 Juckes said 

Ahearne. meanwhile, an­
nounced that the federation will 
invite the United States to move 
from Group B to replace Canada 
in Group A

Tom Lockhart, president of the 
US. Amateur Hockey Asso­
ciation. said Sunday he would not 
know if the invitation will be 
accepted until he returns home 
today and submits it to the U S 
Olympic Ice Hockey Committee 

The general feeling of the Ca­
nadians was that the whole mat­
ter and especially the 1970 tour­
nament had been sabotaged by 
Sweden and Russia 

Dawson said
“Sweden led the sabotage so 

they could get the tournament 
and benefit to the tune of $500 - 
000 The Russians sabotaged the 
Canadian tournament so thev 
would not be in danger of losing 
the gold medal

Dawson said the Russians had 
been complaining about the 
tournament schedule all along 
and now that the tournament is

Hay the retired president of 
Gulf Oil (Canada* Ltd criti­
cized the efficiency of the inter­
national federation

The agreement on pros con­

tained a rider that said a second 
look would be necessary if 
Olympic eligibility was threat­
ened

And nobody checked with the 
International Olympic Commit­
tee What kind of organization is 
that?”

Juckes said a secret meeting 
was called in Sweden last Nov­
ember to discuss the possibility 
of Olympic eligibility. Nine fed­
erations attended Ahearne and 
Canada were not invited

Dawson said If I was presi­
dent of the UHF' I would have 
taken offence at the calling of 
that meeting I would also have 
obtained some firm stand from 
the IOC We’ve lost the tourna­
ment on the opinion of one man. 
Avery Brundage

Juckes said the Canadian 
hockey officials had gone 
through the federal government 
to try to get a firm statement on 
IOC policy on Olympic eligi­
bility. on whether suggestions of 
possible ineligibility were 
Brundage s own opinion or IOC 
policy

They were unsuccessful.” 
Juckes said Because one man 
expressed a personal opinion and

one he wouldn’t Pack up in 
writing we got the axe. ”

Juckes also said that there 
were three instances of sabot­
age Rumors stirred up that 
Canada would not grant visas to 
East Germans, Russian opposi­
tion to the schedules for the 1970 
tournament and the protest over 
Canada’s proposed use of nine 
professionals.

A general hurrah was the first 
reaction that greeted the an­
nouncement Sunday that Canada 
had withdrawn from inter­
national hockey competition

The announcement came from 
Geneva, where representatives 
of Canadian hockey interests 
withdrew after being refused the 
use of professionals for the 1970 
world tournament, which was 
then switched to Stockholm from 
Winnipeg and Montreal in 
March

Health Minister John Munro 
defended the action and predict­
ed the world tournament would 

wither as a second-class tour­
nament as long as Bunny Ah­
earne is around

But Munro. interviewed during 
an exhibition hockey game 
between the Canadian Nationals

and the touring Czechoslovak­
ians in Ottawa, had good news 
for the people who stand to lose 
money because the tournament 
was shifted to Sweden 

He said the federal govern 
ment has agreed to underwrite 
any losses suffered by the CAHA, 
which in turn will cover the 
financial losses by Montreal 
F orum and Winnipeg Arena
