Tee Fellowes Case.— For a good opti­
mist, such as even the hero of Voltaire’s 
novel might have envied for the faculty of see­
ing all things en beau, commend us to a thor­
ough-fledged ministerial hack. There is our 
contemporary, the Gazette, actually approving 
of the justice at last meted out to Mr. Fellowes, 
so far as a jury couid do it, although the same 
journal has all along supported a Ministry, by 
whom and by whose friends the now convicted 
criminal was retained as a member of Parlia­
ment ; their presses all the time approving, or 
at least keeping a respectful silence. It would 
seem to a common mind that the justice which 
can be rendered by an ordinary Court of law 
ought not to be altogether beyond the sphere of 
the highest Court in the realm, more especially 
when the offence affected its own purity and its 
very constitution, and when, without this act 
of justice, the body, which should be so august, 
was contaminated by the presence of a fraudu­
lent intruder. If the Court at L’Orignal has 
acted properly, what are we to say of the ma­
jority of Parliament, who, with the same facts 
before them, have not only not punished the of­
fender, but have even, by affirmative votes, 
maintained him in his ill-gained honors.

Our contemporary, with a self-complacency 
that reminds us of Cobbett's statement after 
every new event, that he had prophecied its oc­
currence, only he did not say so, tells us that 
the Opposition ought to have moved that Mr. 
reuowes sndul'd be expelled, and that he hap­
pens to know that several members of Parlia­
ment, who voted to keep their partisan in his 
seat, on the less violent motion would have 
voted the other way, if asked to accompany 
with ignominy the mere declaration that this 
worthy must retire. But tf the Opposition had 
a duty, so certainly had the majority. They 
had among them two Attornies-General, 
charged by every possible consideration with 
the administration of justice, as against crimi­
nals, and the conservation of the purity of elec­
tions. By what chance is it that these well- 
paid legal officials could not find out the right 
way to get rid of a fraudulent interloper ? How 
is it that these gentlemen, who voted to keep 
Mr. Fellowes in, would have voted to expel him, 
and yet never suggested a course that would 
have enabled them to satisfy their consciences, 
and which certainly would not have been op' 
posed by the Opposition ? Really it is a little 
too late in the day to try to save the credit of 
those who do and can control the action of 
Parliament, by throwing upon the powerless 
party the responsibility, on account of their 
choice of an improper form—if it were improper 
—which they would have been willing at once 
to correct. The Ministry and the Ministerial 
majority cannot escape from having retained in 
Parliament, during two sessions, a man proved 
to have attained his place by a crime which, if 
committed for any other object, would have 
placed him, in the opinion of society as well as 
in point of fact, among the forgers and felons 
who people our jails.

We ought not, perhaps, however, to feel any 
surprise at the rigour of the Gazette's condem­
nation of Mr. Fellowes, after eonviction, when 
we bear in mind that the same journal has uni­
formly and zealously, for months past, striven, 
with Mr. Fellowes, to maintain the Gartier-Mac- 
donald Ministry in power; although not only 
condemning the means by which they attained 
office—the notorious shuffle—as unconstitution­
al, bat as revolting to the moral sense of the 
whole country. When they—the Ministry—ob­
tain their deserts, as Mr. Fellowes has just ob­
tained his—and may it be soon,—we have no 
doubt the Gazette will play the Job’s-comforter 
to them, as he now does to their convicted tool, 
and appeal to its tl moral sense” outrage against 
the shuffle, in evidence of the perfect justice of 
the Nemesis which, sooner or later, was sure to 
overtake them.

Police Courts.—Yesterday a man, named 
Cornelias Brummel, was brought before Mr. 
Coursol, charged with having, in St. Paul 
street, on the 14th ultimo, sold liquor without 
license. The Court considered the case proved, 
and the defendant was fined in the sum of £12 
10s.—A woman named Anne M'Master pleaded 
guilty to a charge of stealing, from William 
Lawson, two pairs and a half of congress boots, 
valued at £1 10s, She was sentenced to three 
months’ imprisonment with hard labour.

At the Recorder’s Court there were seven 
cases of drunkenness, which were disposed of 
in the usual manner.

Switzerland. As, however, there was no Pro­
testant Church in the City, the use of the Recol­
let Church in Notre Dome Street was liberally 
accorded for the Anglican -worship. Afterwards 
the Jesuits Church which stood near the site of 
the present Court House was given by the British 
Government, and it was opened for Protestant 
worship on the 20th December, 1789. The Church 
was destroyed by fire in 1803, the consequence 
was the erection of the late Cathedral on a piece 
of ground in Notre Dame Street where a prison 
had once stood and which was given by the 
Governor, Sir R. S. Milnes. Another piece of 
ground on little St. James’ Street was purchased 
from Mr. Guy. The Corner Stone was laid on 
the 21st day of June, 1805, by Bishop Mountain, 
but it was not till 1814 that it was opened for 
divine worship. In the meantime Mr. Delisle 
had died and had been succeeded first by the 
Rev. Dr. Mountain and afterwards by the Rev. 
John Leeds ; the Rev. Mr. Leeds exchanged 
with Dr. Bethune in 1818, and that gentleman 
has ever since been the rector. In the year 
1818 the congregation was also first Incorporated 
by Royal Letters Patent granted by the Prince 
Regent ; an Act of Parliament having been re­
fused by the Provincial Legislature. The Church 
where this congregation met was merely the 
Anglican Parish Church of Montreal till the 15th 
Sept., 1850, -when the installation of a Diocesan 
completed the separation of the ancient Diocese 
of Quebec and the constitution of the new 
Bishopric of Montreal, under the charge of Dr. 
Francis Fulford.

The Grand Trunk.—We understand that Mr. 
Shanly is again to take the place of General 
Manager of the Grand Trunk Railway, vacant 
by the resignation of Mr. Reith. The history 
of this affair wo understand to be as follows :— 
After Mr. Blackwell’s appointment there was a 
general impression among the friends of the 
road, that the office of General Manager 
should be separated from that of Engineer. 
Mr. Blackwell, therefore, without consulting 
Mr. Shanly, offered the general managership to 
to Mr. Reith, supposing that that gentleman 
would prefer to retain the professional part of 
the duties, which he had previously discharged 
rather than the others, and with the intention 
of continuing to Mr. Shanly his former pay and 
emoluments. Mr. Shanly, however, did not 
approve of that arrangement and resigned. It 
has since been felt by all concerned in the road 
that his loss was a very serious one, and Mr. 
Blackwell, participating in that feeling, made 
personal communication of his views to Mr. 
Shanly, who at once consented to assume the 
duties lately fulfilled by Mr. Reith. We believe 
that this arrangement will give very general 
satisfaction in Canada, as well as be very pro. 
fitable to the Company itself.

The Harper's Ferry Affair.— We else­
where this morning publish, from the New 
York papers, a report of the proceedings dur­
ing the last day of Old Brown’s trial at Char­
lestown. Found guilty by the jury on every 
count of the indictment against him, although 
his Counsel has moved for an arrest of judg- 
ment, on account of errors as well in 
the indictment as in the verdict, we fear, the 
enthusiastic old man’s life hangs but ou a very 
slendir thread. True magnanimity and a wise 
and prudent policy would, we are satisfied, 
alike dictate to the Governor of Virginia that 
enough of blood has been already shed in this

CHRIST CHURCH CATHEDRAL.

This magnificent structure was yesterday 
thrown open for inspection, ami was visited by 
a great number of persons. The following will 
be found to be an accurate description of the 
sacred edifice :—

In order to keep up with the approved taste of 
the day as regards Church Architecture the Build­
ing Committee appointed by the congregation de­
termines to engage one of the most celebrated and 
experienced ecclesiastical Architects on this Con­
tinent, Mr. Frank Wills. This gentleman’s de­
signs were approved but, unfortunately, before 
the foundation stone was laid ; death intervened 
and Mr. Wills had not the satisfaction of seeing 
this, his greatest work completed under his 
own superintendence. After his death Mr. T. 
S. Scott, Architect of this City, was appointed to 
carry out the plana of his predecessor who had 
left sufficient work in a crude form to enable the 
latter to decipher them.

The Foundation Stone was laid by the Lord 
Bishop of Montreal, with great ceremony, on the 
21st day of May, 1857, a full account of which 
was given in our impression of the 22nd inst. 
The contract for the foundation walls up to base 
was taken by Messrs. Brown & Watson, of this 
City, who completed the works with great ener­
gy and spirit. The contract for the superstruc­
ture was taken by Mr. Walter Wardie, formerly 
connected with the Grand Trunk Railway. Few 
who have passed the works during their progress 
but must have admired the numerous and scientific 
contrivances of scaffolding and tackling for the 
convenience and comfort of his workmen which 
Mr. Wardie has employed. Since the works 
began not a single life has been lost at the build 
ing. The Chuch, Cruciform on plan, con­
sists of Nave and Aisles, 112 feet long and 70 
feet wide ; Transepts, 100 feet across tower 
and twenty-five feet wide ; Tower, 29 feet square 
and Choir, 46 feet by 28 feet with aisle appro­
priated to the organ chamber. The spire rises 
to a height of 224 feet. Connected with the 
Choir is the Robing Room, Clerk’s Room and 
Strong Room : half detached from this is the 
Octagonal building containing Vestry Room and 
Diocesan Library. Internally the Nave, 67 feet 
high, has an open roof, the timbers of which are 
worked and carved. Two ranges of columns 
and arches separate the nave from aisles on either 
side. The capitals of these columns are elaborate­
ly carved and designed from Canadian plants. 
The four end arches of the nave spring from 
sculptured heads representing the four Evan­
gelists. The whole of the stone carving is 
from the practised chisel of Mr. Rowe. The 
ceiling of the Choir is elaborately illuminated in 
color. This work was done by Mr. Spence and 
is extremely effective. To the talents of the 
same gentlemen are due the stained glass win­
dows now in the church. The wheel window 
was presented by the school children ; the four 
figures of Prophets beneath them, by the Hon 
Geo. Moffatt, Chairman of the Committee, and 
the painted glass in the Choir clerestory by the 
Clergy of the diocese. The altar window, the 
work of Clayton and Bell, of London, is in the city 
and will shortly be plcaed. This beautiful work 
is the gift of Colonel Denny. The transept win­
dows and windows at the ends of the aisles are 
to be also filled with stained glass presented by 
members of the congregation. The pews are all 
low with carved ends and without doors. The 
pulpit and reading desk are, at present, only 
temporary. The stalls ranged Cathedral fashion 
on each side of the choir are ornamented with ela­
borate carving by Mr. Dauphin. These are all 
designed from old country foliage in contradis­
tinction to the Canadian botany of the nave. 
All these fittings were contracted for by Mr. 
Samuel Galway and are highly creditable to him. 
The wall at back of the communion table and 
the floor and steps of this portion are laid with 
tesselated tiles, the bequest of the late Mr. Min­
ton, of Stoke-upon-Trent, England. On one 
side of the Communion Table are the Sedilia or 
seats for clergy. This is the most beautiful 
piece of workmanship in the Church. Three 
arched Canopies on polished stone columns and 
covered with carving surmount the seats : at 
each end are busts of the Queen and Bishop. 
Over the arches are carved in relief the four 
beasts of the Revelation and above is the in­
scription “ Oh ! worship the Lord in the beauty 
of holiness.” The Baptismal Font is to be 
placed in the Transept and raised on steps ; it is 
a beautiful piece of sculpture by Mr. Williams of 
Manchester and presented by Mr Adams in memo­
ry of a deceased relative. The organ, by Mr. Hill 
of London, is daily expected to arrive. A peal 
of bells will be placed in the tower. The clock 
not yet complete, is being manufactured by Mr! 
Moore of London, and is the gift of Mr. Robert 
Gillespie of London, an old Montrealer. The 
clock will work the chimes.

Great attention has been paid to the warming 
and ventilation. This part of the work has been 
executed by Messrs. S. W. & J. Holmes of Mon­
treal. The building is warmed by Mencklee & 
Thatcher’s furnaces, and the foul air will be 
pumped out from the spire. The lighting o 
the Church is contrived by ornamental gas 
standards ; these as well as the locks, latches, 
&c., were manufactured by Messrs. Hart of Lon- 
dan, and the elaborate wrought iron foliated 
hinges by Messrs. Potter of London; with these 
trifling exceptions the whole of the work has 
been executed by inhabitants of Canada, a fact 
very creditable to our community.

The Church is built of Montreal stone with 
rough quarry face, and all the dressings and other 
ornamental portions of light, soft oolite imported 
from Caen, in Normandy. The geometriea 
tracings of the windows attract attention. The 
cross and vane on the summit of the spire is not 
less than 16 feet high though apparently small. 
The roofs are covered with slates imported from 
Wales. The entranceporch on the Catherine St. 
rout is, at present, in progsess ; it will be the 

most richly carved feature of the exterior.
The effect of the building is, at present, much 

marred by the h^h fence which surrounds it, 
this ,s about to be removed and a dwarf wall and 
railing substituted.
.. .Th.e ?,u,°cess of the elaborate workmanship of 
this building owes not a little to the care and 
indefatigable watchfulness of the Clerk nF *1 
Works, Mr. James Pennie.

To the description of the present Cathedral it 
may be desirable to add a few words respecting 
the origin and progress of the congregation. It 
was collected very soon after the conquest, under 
the caro of the Bov. Mr, Delisle, a native of

CONVICTION OF JOHN BROWN.

SIXTH AND LAST DAY OF HIS TRIAL.

(Abridged from the 7 elegraphic Report of the 
New York Press.

Charleston, Va., Monday, Oct. 31, 1859.
The Court met at 9 o’clock.
The prisoner was brought in and the trial 

proceeded without delay.
Brown looks better than heretofore, and his 

health is evidently improving. He was laid on 
a bed, as usual.

The Court-House and its approaches were 
densely crowded.

Mr. Griswold made the opening speech for 
the defence, taking up the several charges in 
the indictment, and replying to the points 
made in the opening argument for the prosecu­
tion. He alluded to the peculiar circumstances 
surrounding the present case, and hoped the 
Jury would give it calm and dispassionate 
attention, divesting their minds, as far as pos­
sible, from all prejudice, and disregarding out­
side influences. The prisoner was entitled to 
an impartial trial under the laws of Virginia, 
and let him be acquitted or convicted accord­
ing to those laws and the evidence given in the 
case. With regard to the charge of treason 
brought against the prisoner, Mr. Griswold 
argued that Brown couid not be guilty of trea­
son os he was not a citizen of this Common­
wealth, and none but a citizen could commit 
treason. Never having sworn allegiance to 
Virginia, he could not be a rebel against her 
authority. He was also charged with levying 
war against the State, but the evidence given 
did not support the charge. There was a great 
difference between levying war and resisting 
anthority. Men j congregated together to per­
petrate crime have their rules and regulations. 
When assailed, they defend their lives to the 
utmost—sacrificing and intending to sacrifice 
the lives of others—but that was resistance and 
not levying war. He would not shrink from 
the admission, and the prisoner openly ad­
mitted it, that those men came for the purpose 
of running away with slaves. That was a crime 
under the laws of Virginia for which the pri­
soner was amenable to punishment to the extent 
of those laws. In carrying out that purpose 
he temporarily took possession of the Arsenal 
at Harper’s Ferry, and while there attempts 
were made to arrest him. Mr. Griswold had 
no complaint to make about that, but it was in 
resisting those attempts this blood was 
shed, and lives taken, and not in 
levying war against the commonwealth. 
Neither does it necessarily constitute levying 
war if murder ensuës, because the commission 
of the offence of shedding blood may not have 
been contemplated. He further argued that 
the Jury could not find Brown guilty of treason 
unless they found him guilty of associating 
with others to organize a government to subvert 
and overthrow the government of Virginia. The 
learned attorney who opened the case seemed 
to occupy this ground entirely, not even going 
over the evidence to show wherein this treason 
was proved ; says the prisoner was guilty of 
giving aid and comfort to the enemies of the 
Commonwealth, and that was the only speci­
fication he made charging the defendant with 
treason. Re was surprised to hear that gentle­
man burst forth in such a sublime apostrophe to 
freedom in terms and language, and with action 
of such surpassing eloquence that no 
one need be told he bad received his 
education in the land that urns 
the ashes of Patrick Henry. He then pro­
ceeded to discuss the charges of conspiring 
with slaves, and said there was a manifest 
distinction between the effort to run off slaves 
and steal slaves, and conspiring to induce them 
to rebel. Rebellion and insurrection was rising 
up not to run away, although freedom might be 
the ultimate object ; but rising up against 
whites, or against the State. It contemplates 
riot, rapine, murder, arson, and all the crimes 
which follow insurrection. The question was 
as to the object and intention. Has any man 
testified aught going to show that Brown or 
any one with him said or did one thing to in­
duce any slaves to rise in rebellion or perpetrate 
any offence out of which rebellion grows? Slaves 
were taken possession of for a temporary pur­
pose and placed in the arsenel ; but Col. Wash­
ington who knew more about it than any other 
witness testified that not a slave took 
part in the matter except Phil, who at the 
suggestion of the prisoner attempted to drill a 
port-hole, and that was not done for the pur­
pose of insurrection and rebellion, but to pro­
tect themselves. True they were engaged in 
an unlawful act, but not the act charged ; they 
were amenable to punishment, but not as they 
are indicted. Death ensues ; they are punish­
able in some ways, but not as is charged. Ha 
here proceeded to consider the count charging 
murder in the first degree. This was a crime 
involving premeditated malice, but he argued 
that no such malice has been shown. First, 
Heywood was killed ; how it happened nobody 
knows ; it was done in the dark, and whether 
ascidental or intentional does not appear in 
evidence, or by whom. Perhaps these men are 
guilty of that killing in some form, but it is not 
proved to be murder in the first degree from 
deliberate, premeditated malice. He could 
say, as Capt. Brown said to him, “why should 
we shoot a negro ; that was notour object." 
He did not justify these men in staying there 
and resisting the autflority of the country, but 
he said they were there protecting themselves 
from arrest. Guns were fired in all directions, 
and they fired or intended to fire only on armed 
men. Without excusing that conduct for one 
moment, he would remark that it refuted the 
idea of premeditated malice; they bad not the 
time for thought and reflection which the law 
contemplates. Not that he would say these 
men should be allowed to sin within the Com­
monwealth of Virginia, perpetrate these crimes, 
and go unwhipped of justice, but charge and 
convict them according to their own law. It 
is the boast of our citizens that no man can be 
punished beyond what the law requires, and if 
the law is not severe enough, within the Legis­
lature rests the proper remedy. Capt. Brown 
knew he was committing an offence on slave 
property. He has repeatedly confessed it, and 
is willing to abide the consequences, but in­
dict him for that offence, and don’t convict him 
of an offence he never dreamed of committing. 
Nothing in the circumstances of the case de­
mands such a course of procedure. Public 
safety don’t require him to be punished contrary 
to law, even if he is a man of indomitable energy 
and perseverance. If Brown couid be engaged 
five months in prosecuting such an enterprise 
and only gather throughout the United States 
21 men, black and white, when there was noth­
ing in the world to oppose him, how in 
Heaven’s name can it be supposed, with him 
and all his companions struck down, the South 
awake, everybody on the alert to enterprises of 
this kind, that there is the remotest danger of 
another scheme similar to his ? It is hardly 
necessary to make these remarks ; it is the duty 
of the Jury to be blind to all outside of the 
case. The physical courage of those who sup­
pressed the insurrection has been highly com­
mended, but it is moral courage superior to 
that which can resist prejudice and passion 
and he called on the Jury to preserve their 
oaths, and to let justice be meted out 
to the prisoner. He asked no more than that 
their honour should be untarnished, and the 
reputation of the commonwealth tor justice 
magnanimity and chivalry, unstained. Mr! 
Griswold closed by saying on behalf of "his 
client, that he had no exception to take to a 
particle of the evidence given on the trial but 
deemed it a wonder, under the circumstances 
that the truth should have been so fully deve! 
loped as it has been. He especially bore 
honourable testimony to Capt. Sinn, who volun­
tarily came from another State with the simple 
purpose of doing justice.

Mr. Chilton spoke of the embarrassment with 
which he undertook the case. He intended to 
do his duty faithfully, and had come to deal 
with the prisoner not as Capt Brown, leader of 
this foray, but simply as a prisoner under the 
charge ot violating the law. If that law did 
not warrant a conviction, he should endeavour 
to make that appear to the Jury. Still be would
say he bad no sympathy with the prisoner._
He could not understand, from the opening of 
the prosecution, on what grounds the charges 
against the prisoner were attempted to be sus­
tained. The Commonwealth Attorney indulg­
ed in a strain of abuse of the prisoner, and pro­
nounced sentence on him without waiting the 
verdict of the Jury, thus usurping the place of 
the Judge. There were three distinct charges. 
The first was of treason. This was an offence 
at common law. The word is derived from a 
French word, signifying betrayal. Treason 
means betrayal of trustor confidence, the viola­

tion of fidelity or allegiance to the Common­
wealth. He maintained that treason could not 
be committed against a Commonwealth except 
by a citizen thereof. In the present case the 
whole proof shows that this prisoner is not a 
citizen’of Virginia, and he therefore cannot be 
found guilty of treason. The indictment 
charges the prisoners with committing every 
act composing treason. They are charged with 
levying war against the State, and exciting 
slaves to insurrection ; but there was no proof 
that they committed these acts charged—no 
proof that they resisted any process issued 
against them as violators of authority of the 
Commonwealth. They were rather guilty of 
resisting Col. Lee, which was resistance to the 
Federal Government, and not to the Common­
wealth. He had read carefully the prepared 
Provisional Constitution, and regarded it as 
ridiculous nonsense—a wild, chimerical pro­
duction. It could only be produced by men of 
unsound minds. It defines no territory over 
which it is intended to operate, and says that 
we, that is, the signers of the document, not all 
citizens of the United States, do establish the 
following Provisional Government. What is 
it ? It is an association or co-partnership ; they 
are to own property in common and regulate 
its tenures ; it did not contemplate a Govern­
ment, but merely a voluntary association to 
abolish Slavery ; did not even undertake to 
levy taxes, which is essential to any Govern­
ment. It does not appear that this association 
was to be established in Virginia, or where it 
was to go into effect. This was not treason. Is 
it the adoption of a Constitution or establish­
ment of a Government ? By no means. Those 
parties had a mere imaginary Government to 
govern themselves and nobody else, just like 
governing a military company or debating so­
ciety. Even if they intended to set up a gov­
ernment over the other, they did not do it. 
There was a principle that every piece of evi­
dence was to be construed most favorably to the 
accused, who should have the benefit of every 
doubt. In considering the evidence they must 
consider the whole of it—they must take the de­
clarations of the prisoner in his own favour as 
well as against himself. Now look at the 46 th 
Article of this Provisional Constitution, which 
expressly declares that the foregoing articles 
shall not be construed to encourage the over­
throw of any State Government or General 
Government, and lead to a dissolution of the 
Union ; but simply an amendment and repeal. 
This was on evidence before the Jury, being 
submitted by the prosecution. Again, the pri­
soner is charged with conspiring with slaves to 
make an insurrection. No proofs show that 
the slaves entered into a conspiracy, and unless 
that was the case there was no conspiracy. One 
party cannot conspire alone. Each charge is 
te be considered alone by the Jury. If they 
believe the evidence, it does not warrant the 
conviction of treason, and they must consider 
the charge of conspiracy just as if no charge of 
treason had been made. One count in the in­
dictment was not to be brought in to aid 
another. He considered the prisoner had a right 
to be tried on one charge at a time, and entirelv 
disconnected with any other. The Court had, 
however, overruled the motion on Saturday, and 
hence the importance of making this point clear 
to the jury, so that they might not confuse the 
various offences, and the evidence relating to 
each. Next, as to murder. It was a very singu­
lar way of doing an indictment. Five prisoners 
are charged with the murder of four men. That 
they might have jointly done it he could under­
stand, but that they could severally have done 
it,_ be declared it was almost impossible for the 
prisoner to make a defence against such a 
charge. It was too loose and vague. By the 
laws of Virginia there was but one specific 
murder punishable as capital, and that was de­
liberate, premeditated murder. The prosecu­
tion charged the prisoner with murder in the 
first degree, but he argued that evidence in this 
case did not sustain the charge. The prisoner’s 
conduct in the engine house showed no malice 
according to the testimony of Col. Washington 
and Mr. Alstadt. However ridiculous his pro­
ject, which it would seem could never have en­
tered the mind of a sane man, he might still 
have believed he could carry out that project 
without bloodshed. At any rate, no sane man 
could suppose be expected, with a mere handful 
of men, to accomplish his object by force, and 
it is but fair to take bis declarations, especial­
ly when compared with bis acts, that he intend­
ed to shed no blood, except in self-defence. 
He charged the Jury to look on this case, as 
far as the law would allow, with an eye favour­
able to the prisoner, and when their verdict 
should be returned, he trusted that every man 
in the community would acquiesce in it. Unless 
the majesty of the law were supported, dissolu­
tion of the Union must soon ensue, with all the 
evils which must necessarily follow in its train.

Mr. Hunter closed the argument for the pro­
secution. He said he proposed to argue this 
case precisely like any other. He would com­
mend to Mr. Griswold the testimony he had 
borne at the opening of the Court, that not 
only have the forms of a fair trial been extend­
ed to the prisoner, but the substance also, and 
that in the midst of ail temptations to the contra­
ry; in the midst of all the solid reasons that have 
been urged why a different course—I do not 
mean an irregular course—a different legal and 
constitutional course by the Governor of Vir­
ginia might have been pursued of declaring 
martial law and administering drum-head jus­
tice. That the Chief Magistrate has taken 
high conservative ground, we, as Virginians, 
are justly proud of, and that we did not force 
this thing beyond what prudence requires of 
us, and that in regard to the power and patri­
otism of the Commonwealth of Virginia, we are 
sufficient for it, come when it may, and in what­
ever form. It was hinted in a preliminary 
stage of the proceedings, and an'attempt was 
made to argue, that the United States held an 
exclusive jurisdiction over the Armory grounds, 
but no stress was now laid on that point, because 
not one murder out of the tour lives taken was 
committed on the Armory grounds. Mr. Hun­
ter then took up the argument of treason, 
which he understood to be that none but an at­
taché of the Commonwealth can commit treason 
against it. If is limited to parties—It does not 
require that the offender should be a citizen ac­
cording to our system of government, and the 
complicated machinery of Federal and State 
Governments under which we live. In some 
pects we are unfortunately bound to recognize 
as citizens of Virginia those who have proven 
themselves within our borders, as in this case, 
and without them as in others, our deadliest 
enemies. The Constitution of the United States 
provides that citizens of each state shall be en­
titled to all the immunities given by the seve­
ral State. Brown came here by the immunities 
given by the constitution. He did not come 
divested of the responsibilities belonging to 
those immunities. Let the word treason mean 
breach of trust, and did he not betray that trust 
with which as a citizen, he is is invested 
when within our borders ? By the Fede­
ral Constitution, he was a citizen when he 
was here, and did that bond of Union—which 
may ultimately prove a bad bond to us in 
the South—allow him to come into the bosom 
of the Commonwealth, with the deadly pur­
pose of applying the torch to our buildings and 
shedding the blood of our citizens. They say 
brown shot no unarmed men but Beckman was 
killed when unarmed, and, therefore, he thought 
the whole case had been proved by the mass of 
argument. Wiih regard to malice, the law 
was that if the party perpetrating a felony, un- 
designedly takes life, it was murder with malice 
prepense. So the law expressly laysdown, that 
killing committed in resisting officers attempt­
ing to quell a riot, or arrest the perpetrator 
of a criminal offence, is murder in the first de­
gree . /
We ask his conviction to vindicate the majesty 
of the law. We have patiently borne 
delays as well here as outside in the community 
in preservation of the character of Virginia, 
that plumes itself on its moral character as 
well as its phy8ical,and on its loyalty,and its de­
votion to truth and right. We ask you to dis­
card everything else, and render your verdict as 
you are. sworn to do. As the administrators of 
civil jurisdiction, we ask no more than it is your 
duty to do—uo less. Justice is the centre 
upon which the Diety sits. There is another 
column which represents its mercy. You have 
nothing to do wi th tha’. It stands firmly on 
the column ot j ustice. Administer it according 
toyourltw—-acquit the prisoner if you can— 
but if justice requires you by your verdict to 
take his Lie, stand by that column uprightly, 
but strongly, and let retributive justice, if be is 
guilty, send" him before that Maker who will 
settle the questiou forever and ever.

Mr Hunter closed at 1, o’clock, 
i During most of the arguments to-day, Brown 
ay on his back, with his eyes closed.

Mr. Chilton asked the court to instruct the 
Jury, if they beleive the prisoner was nota 
citizen of Virginia, but of another State, they 
cannot convict on a count of treason.

The Court declined, saying the Constitution 
did not give rights and immunities alone, but 
also imposed responsibilities.

Mr. Chilton asked another instruction, to the 
effect that the place where the offence was com­
mitted was within the boundariesof Jefferson 
County, which the Court granted.

A recess was taken up for half an hour, when 
the Jury came in with a verdict.

There was intense excitement.
Brown sat up in bed, while the verdict was 

rendered.
The Jury found him guilty of treason,advising 

and conspiring with slaves and others to rebel, 
and tor murder in the first degree.

Brown lay down quickly, and said nothing.
There was no demonstration of any kind.
Mr Chilton moved an arrest of judgment,both 

on account of errors in the indictment and 
errors in the verdict. The objection in regard 
to the indictment has already been stated. 
The prisoner has been tried tor an offence not. 
appearing on the record of the Grand Jury— 
the verdict was not on each count separately, 
but was a general verdict on the whole indict­
ment.
