THE TURKISH QUESTION.

It is pretty evident that there is not going

to be any change in the general polioy of
Britain towards Turkey, as long as the pre.

sent ministry is in power, and there is no pro-
bubility of any change for some years. The
utterances of Lord Derby in answer to two
deputations who waited on him a fow days
ago, do Lot show uny indecision. Turkey
must bo maintained in its territorial integrity,
becauss of ita value to Britain, and because of

the European war which any attempt at its
partition would lead to. It must ba con-

feesed that there is a great deal of foros in
the arguments by which Lord Derby sup-
ports the ministerial policy. The Tarks

bave ebown in the present war that
they are brave, and bave lost none of their
fighting qualities. They have arms tu their
hands, while the Christians have none, snd if

it was attempted to drive them back to Asis
they would no doubt commit atrocities more
appalling, sa to the number of victime, than

those already committed in Bulgaria: it
would be difficult to exceed them in any other
way. However large might bo the armies sent
against them, they would have (juire time
enough to do this before they could bs ovee-

come, and when in Asia they would be aloag-
side large numbers of Christiane, the murder

of whom would be quite as atrosions as of
those in Europe, although it might not force

iteelf 0 muck om the public eye. As
to what can be done to bring about a bet-
ter state of things within the Turkish Empire,
the British Goverement is apparentiy qaîte
ready to bring strong pressure to bear in favor

of it. Infact they bave already taken very
decided action, now that the first journalistic

news of tho Bulgsrian atrocities has been
fally confirmed by official reporte. Tae ce.
presentations made by the Earopesn ambasss-
dors in consequence of England's action must
have been very decided In their tone, or they
would not have resulted in the Saltan taking
such » firm stand in opposition to his Minis.
ters, and, what is more,to the feelings amongst
the fanatical Mabometan people, who have no
doubt had both their fanaticism and their
confdemos in themsslves incweased by their

soccess is the war with Servis, sa witness the
different tous of the communications to
the European powers for soms litde time
pest. What the result of the pressure
which has been brought to bear will be, it is
rot easy to forecast. One thing seems pretty
certain, and it is that Servia and Montenegro
will te allowed to make peace on reasonable
terms. In Ilerzegovina and Bosunis, almost
ectirely separated aa they are from other parts
cffTurkey proper Ly the two principalities,
it may be quite possible to arrange ects form
of government which shall give substantial
justice to the Christian population. In Bul.
garia will be the greatest proolem. There is
now a good prospect that the officials, who
are chiefly responsible for the late atrocious
outrages, will pay the penalty with their lives.
The second Turkish report, in regard to what

took place in thst province, se different
from the first one, which was à tissue of false.
Loods, and the arrest of the leaders incrimin-
ated in it, are pretty etrong indications thst
the Turkish authorities understand the neces-
sities of the position. It is possible that when
they promoted tome of these officials, who
have now been arrested, they were not well
informed as to the means by which they sup.

pressed the insurrection—if insurrection it can
be called—and were only rewarding them for

their sucoers in the task which had been given
them. It ie highly probable, however, that if
they had knows, it would not have made any
difference, unless in view of the results of such
action on the Earopean powers. It is ineome
degre satisfactory that punishment is likely
toovertake someof the guiltiest,although there
is perhaps not much resson to believe that
ruch a course now, would act very strongly as
8 deterrent of fanstical Moslems ou some
similar coonsion, if it should renne in the
future. The solation of the Turkish problem
for the present is spparently becoming plainee.

Fanatical Modems, whose whole religion
teaches them thet no infidels have any right

which they are bound to respect, cannot live on
terms of peace and equitywith GreekChristians
along as they arethe rulers,which they willbe

while they remain where they are. That she
rule of the Ohristians would bs any more de-
sirable, sven if it could be attained, is doubled

by Protestants Living amongst them sad koow-
ing them well. Moslem Turks are more tole-
reat of other religions than Solavio Greek
Christisas, either in Russia or Roumanis,
and thls more liberal policy has served
them well in the present contest. A
mixed representative Government smomgmt
aa iguorsat people entirely unused to it, end
where there are auch fanatical conflioting ele-
ments, does not hold out the slightest prospect
of euceess. No fears of Rassias in
regard to Oenetantinopleor the British In.
disa Empire, should stand in the way of sa

bobrernMoslemeand Chrictions—vwhich would be almost certain to extend all over Acla, if

FIJIAN AFFAIRS.

ftisonly & year or two alnce the present
Conservative Government in Britain, with the
vatural imperialist tendencicn of à C'onsorva-
tiveadnipistzation ia Britain,annexed the Fiji
Istands to the British Empire. Binoe thea,

through the carslesness of some ofticlals, the
measles were introdweed inte the Islands,

und out of à population of from 130,000 to
160,(00, about 40,000 died. The natives had
been Christianized by the efforts of zealous

Weeleyan missionaries, within the last forty
years or so ; but this calamity caused a large
sumbir of the mewly converted tribes in the

interior to relapse into heathenism,—if indeed
the conversion of the mountains tribes had
been much mors tham in name, aud

from eome binte that appear im the
letters from the Islands, perhaps not even in
pame. At any rate there hse always baa a
danger, since the destructive results of the
measles, of some collision between the devil
worshipping Wibes in tbe monntaias and the
vivilized Chrisidens in the plains. To avert
thisGir Arthar Gondon, the Govermoe, mot na
many of the chiefs of the mountain tribes
as possitle, in order te assure them «f
the good-will of the Goverument. The
restrictions placed on, thee were that they
must acknowledge the satheriiy of the Gov.
ernment, and abstain from abésetion, murder
and cannibalism. These last three things

were just what they liked to do, however,
and their natural indiinations in this dirsc-
tion were rrim'orcei by their hatred of
the tribes which adhered to Christianity.
So, in the month of April last, they

descended from the hills sud managed
to get round a force of native police, who
had beso assembled $6 guard sgainst them.
They then attacked somes Christian villages,

and murdered and ate some elghtesn womsa
and children. An attack in another direction

was less successful, although a number of vi'-
lages were burnt. Thess outrages bai,

of course, to be met with sevare punishment,
and their repetition in the future prevented.
For this purpose the Governor—who it seems
has been ruling the natives aucossafully,
almost entirely by means of their own chiefs,
who are in roceipt of Government pay—callsd
on these chiefs to furnish the force to doit
He also procured ons Lundrod Snyder rifles
from New /caland. The chiefs loyally
responded to the call, men coming by
sen from all the Islands: and two little
ammies were formed, oué of twelve hundred
under Arthur Gorden, the Governor's private
secretary, to operate in the southern part of
the Island, and another of five hundred, in-
cluding all the half-drilled native police force
to co-operate with the first in themorth, where
the cannibal tribes, although not actually con-
cerned in the first outbreak, had sasiatad it
afterward, aud become fairly implicated in it.
Both these Little armies were entirely success.
ful, the twelve hundred especially ao. The

quick shooting of the Bayder rifles was very

effective, the best woapoms of ths rebels
being old muskets. A number of village
were talsen and some burnt, but there was no

massacting of the prisoners taken, andno vio-

lence to women or children. Thirty-fireof the
prisonerr. who were actually proved guilty of
murder and cannibalism, were condemnsi ta

death. Twenty of them were pardoned, and
ome escaped, bat the remaining fourteen wors

executed, four being banged and ten
shot. The mountsin tribes were thoroughly
dispirited, and the war was virtualiy
over when the letters were written early in
July. It is hardiy probable that after such
severe and speedy punishment, there will be

any further trouble with the devil-worship-
pers. There were some very interesting iuci-
dents in the campaign. The most peculiar

one was when the Christian army were at.
tacking a village, built upon a rock
above the river and plain, which} fhad
never been taken, and was regarded

ua impregnable by the cannibals. The devil
worshippers were accustomed to have the
oracles of their god shouted to them by th ‘>

priests speaking in their god's nema. Ia fle
till moonlit night previous to the attack, an
oracle was announced, s priest shouting from
the very top of the rock in a voice which could
be heard s mile off, “Fire is unknown to my

house in Bukatis.” The Christians below
shouted back, “Wait till to-morrow,” but the

cannibals, probably alarmed at this unexpact.
od reply. did not wait. Next day the town
was taken, they having evacuated, and the

devil temple was burnt. The most satisfas.
tory features in connection with this little war,

are that it was carried to wucoces by the
natives themselves, the only assistance

from whites being the leadership of two of
the Governoe’s staffand the control which the
tractability of the natives permitted to be ex-
excised over them, preventing all excesses, and
carrying on the military operations Acoording

to the rules of civilised warfare on their eide,
Christianity end civilisation mast have à
peettyfirm hold on the natives who have coms

under thelr influence. Between twenty and
thirty werekilled and wounded on the Govern.
meat side in the operations of the larger fagos,
and one of the killed was one of the moat im-
portant chiefs. The loses of the cannibals
were of course much greater. Pecuniarily war
in Fiji isnot costly. ‘The main force of twelve
hondred oniy cost £32 10sdaringtwo monthe’
service, the pay of the body.guaed of
Mr. Gordon. The chiefs were already under
pay, whieh was not increased, and their tribes
gave their services under some sort of feud?
system. The next trouble in Fiji will probably
be to arrange differences between the whites
and the natives. The former ave said to

demand crown titles for thoir land, and
facilities for obtaining “ labor,” which

in Fiji means the pemsens whe do the
labor. Lt fa mot probable, Dowsver, that
the natives will bo treated mith injustices
in the mather of Laad, or thet any syntem of
serfdom,however moderated, will bepermitied,
for Sir Arthur Gerdon hee the reputation of
being 6 brave, just,hnd Cod-fearing man, and
what is mentions as his chief
domineering temper, Which bas
disagresable to meny—will fender Am less
likely toin any way allow injustices on the
port of the whites.

ministers and doctors of the very highest credi-

bility,havetimeandsgsinaffirmedwhenappeal.
ed to, that the law has been a most gratifying
success in diminishing the evils of intemper.

acce, and ttoy generally concur in stating that
the quantity of liquor now sold and consumed
inthe State is not more than one-tenth of what
it fcrmer]y was. It does seem as though peo.
ple in other countries ought to be satisfied
with such testimony as this. But the oppon-
ents of prohibition are so esger to make out a

case against the law that they seize upon every
possible unfavorable circumstance and magni.

fy it to an atsurd extent.
We are tdd that Mr. Commissioner Nye's

report for 1867 stat-d that $1,300,000 were
paid for liquees brought into the Btate, and
that more than 1,000 persons were engaged in
the illegal sale. It ia to be remembered that
this is for tte yoar immedistely following the

close of the war, during which, owing to the
general confusion, very little attention was
paid to the enforcement of the law. A letter
in tbe Boston Jowrnel, from Bangor, states
that these 3,00@iquor sellers included nearly

every apothecary in the Btate, aud others who
sold only ococasionslly and in very small
Quantities. When the State Constabulary was

created the following year, two thousand of
these liquor sellers were compelled to abandun
the business. It is also to be borne in mind

that the State has no power to prevent the
importation of liquor, and the §! 30).000 in-
cluded both that which was sold illegally and
that which was sold in the State agencies.

In 1873 the Inspector of State Prisons re.

ported 17,508 arrests for drunkenness. It must
be confras-d that, judging from our ows ex-
perience, this is à very large number for a
Mize Law State. There is no doubt, how-

ever, that in Maine à fer loss degreeof inebris-
tion constitutes drunkenness in the estimation
of courts and of public opinion, than is the

case in the city of Moatreal, for example. In
Maine the police ars Iynx.cyed for offenders
of this class, while the revers: is the case in
our own city. Were the same rule to prevail
here as in Maine, the arresta for drunkennom

in Montreal, instead of being 10,000 per year,
would protably be 20,000 or 30,000. Mont.

real bas a population of 150,000, while Mains
has a population of 625,000.
In 1552 the amount of Mquoe sold by 100

state agencies amounted to $24,607, while in
1873 it had risen to $106,308. It is claimed
thst thess figures indicate s consumption of
liquors by the people for other purposes than
medical, mechanical and sacramental.

THE HON. JUDUE RAMBAY.
