Montreal, Thursday, Feb. 18. 

Customs Receipts to-day, $21,747.82.
The statement of duty-paying goods im­

ported daring the past year, which we re­
cently published, exhibited a considerable 
increase on some lines, as compared with 
1873. The free goods entered, however, 
during the same period shows a falling off 
in value of a little over a million dollars.

In no department of trade has there been

anything bordering on activity during the 
past week. The business transacted has 
been entirely of a jobbing character, and we 
have no material alteration to notice in the 
prices of leading staples. Most dry goods 
houses have been busily engaged opening 
up their spring merchandize. The travel­
lers on the different roads complain of the 
difficulty they experience in effecting sales 
of any importance. Although this branch 
of our trade, however, is quiet at present, 
the indications are that in the spring, a 
larger and more remunerative business will 
be transacted than for some time back. The 
stringency in the money market has helped 
more or less to retard the trade movement 
during the past ten days. The supply of 
the leading articles of iron and hardware is 
still limited, and operations in consequence 
have been restricted. English advices 
report that market in a very unsettled 
condition at the moment, and notwith­
standing the fact that the stock here 
is barely sufficient to meet the demand, 
importers are reluctant to make any 
considerable purchases on the other side 
under present circumstances. Tig iron is in 
fair request, but it is difficult to fill the 
orders received. Trices remain very firm, but 
a farther reduction is anticipated shortly on 
the other side, which, should it occur, will 
probably create an easier feeling in the 
market here. Bar iron is in moderate 
demand but the stock is light and prices 
firm, Tin and Canada Dates are moving in 
small lots at last week’s quotations. Busi­
ness on the Corn Exchange has undergone 
no perceptible improvement since our last. 
The opearations in grain have been confin­
ed exclusively to flour, but the business
even in that article has been on a very 
limited scale. Trices for some grades exhi­
bited a slight decline at the close. With 
the exception of a few small sales of dress­
ed hogs at about last week’s quotations, we 
have nothing to report in provisions. In 
groceries the business of the week has been 
of a very meagre character. Teas have 
ruled quiet. The abandonment of the 
duty question in the United States 
has checked the speculative movement, 
which preveiled since the question of im­
posing a duty has been originated. For 
the lower grades of Green there lias been a 
moderate jobbing enquiry, and a few small 
parcels of Japan were placed for retail pur­
poses. Coffee is in light supply, and, al­
though a fractional decline has been es­
tablished at New York, prices here have 
not varied much since this day week. In 
Chemicals there has been little or nothing 
done. Valencia Raisins and Prunes have 
been fairly active and firmer, but in otber 
kinds of fruit very littlej has been done. 
The market is almost bare of every descrip­
tion of Fish, the Lenten demand having ab­
sorbed nearly the available supply. A large 
business was transacted in Highwiues and 
Rye Whiskey, but the movement in other 
kinds has been of a jobbing character.

Molasses are scarce and firm. Oils con­
tinue quiet. Local Refined Sugar has been 
in good demand ; whites closed a fraction 
easier. In other kinds very little was 
done. Spices remain inactive.

Briti-'h Shipmng Trade —It appears that 
this branch of British commerce is at pre­
sent in a very unsatisfactory condition. 
Within the past six or seven years there 
has been an extraordinary demand for 
steamships for the American trade, and also 
for the carriage of passengers and freight to 
India and China by the Suez Canal, which 
led to an enormous Increase in the construc­
tion of that class of vessels. There is now, 
according to the statements which appear 
in some English papers, a large number of 
vessels laid up at Liverpool and elsewhere 
for want of employment, and although the 
owners are attempting to sell them, there 
seems to be no disposition to buy under 
present circumstances. By the opening 
of the Suez Canal, and the yearly additions 
to the fleets of steamers which plough the 
waters of the Atlantic, the trade in sailing 
vessels has been restricted. Last year, 
however, this class of ships, and especially 
iron ones, came again into prominence, and 
not only was the e an increase in the num­
ber built, hut a very considerable increase 
in the value as well. A London ship- 
broker of thirty years’ experience has con­
tributed to the English press a very 
interesting paper, in which he argues that 
the construction of iron steamships has not 
only been carried too far, but many of this 
class of vessels have been so improperly 
constructed as to entail heavy losses on 
owners and underwriters, or, to quote this 
authority’s own language, they have been 
built “at the smallest cost of propelling 
power to take the maximum of cargo with 
the minimum of profit.” He suggests that 
many of those now in existence might have 
a considerable portion of their midships 
section taken out, and their proportions re­
duced to fairer dimensions. In the con­
struction of many of our modern built iron 
steamships, the writer maintains that the 
iron used is of a very inferior quality, 
and he suggests that all the iron 
employed for such purposes should 
be subjected to the most stringent 
tests, so that the man who built a cheap 
vessel, would not, as now, be subjected to 
the competition of a cheaper one. The action 
of the Board of Trade regarding the older 
class of ships, which is viewed from dif­
ferent standpoints by the parties interested, 
but which is very generally acknowledged 
to be quite justifiable, has very seriously 
affected their value. The stringency of the 
ules which have been framed in this con­

nection is absolutely necessary for the 
protection of life as well as valuable pro­
perty. For many years some shipowners 
have been in the habit of sending to 

vessels of a very poor class, and 
if they obtained the insurance, they cared 
but little for the loss of life which might 
be incurred. But thanks to the noble exer­
tions of Tlimsoll and his fellow-laborers 
this system has received a blow, tram 
which, in the interests of humanity, it is to 
be hoped it shall never recover. Ship­
owners and others interested in the ship­
ping trade of Great Britain have been 
taught the lesson that a sailors life is 
worth something, and that the loss of 
hundreds of lives annually, in connection 
with Britain’s shipping trade, subtracts, 
more or less, from the efficiency of the mer­
chant service of the British Empire. Doubt­
less the investigation which is now going 
on in connection with this matter will 
result in a large number of coal and 
lumber vessels being pronounced unfit for 
navigation, and this may create an increas­
ed demand for substantially built vessels, 
which can be employed in ocean naviga­
tion with less danger to life. Although 
the British shipping trade, in common with 
that of other nations, is now in a depressed 
condition, an early revival is looked for. 
The natural increase in the trade of the 
world will, no doubt, in due course, restore 
the shipowning interest to its accustomed 
activity, if the number of ships built are 
only kept within reasonable bounds.

Financial—The change which we noticed 
in the money market this day week has 
been somewhat intensified, bankers having 
again raised their rates of interest for call 
and time loans, and also the rate of discount 
tor commercial paper. Gold has been, 
called for every day to a larger extent than 
is usual, the greater proportion of which has 
been shipped to New York, and we may 
safely assume that a very small percentage 
of it will come back in this shuffle. If the 
New York stock market should continue 
for a few weeks in its present condition, 
margins will soon be eaten up, and the 
weak carriers will be obliged to abandon 
their chance ®f recovery. Gold in Now 
York has been dearer than for a very long 
period, having ranged at 1-64 © § of one per 
cent, per day. A comparatively small 
amount has been loaned on stocks and 
bonds within the week, the advance 
in rates having very effectually 
checked transactions. The hulk of 
call loans have been negotiated at 8 
and 9, and for very short dates 10 per cent , 
the latter rate being offered for round 
amounts to carry bank and other shares. 
This state of affairs has, of course, affected 
the rates of discount for mercantile bills, 
anything beyond customers limits being 
subjected to 8, 9, and in some cases 10 per 
cent, as to date and name. The situation 
will be bitter understood by the condition 
of the stock and share list, which a few 
days ago was strong, but the absence of 
money to manipulate the offerings has bro­
ken the market, and although prices to-day 
showed a slight advance, the improvement 

hardly be regarded as substantial 
Money at the close this afternoon was very 
scarce, and there was no indication of 
immediate change, at least such as would 
bring rates ot interest and discount, aud the 
prices of investments back to the quotations 
which ruled a month ago. The Bank of

The appeal from the Superior Court, dis­
missing the claim made against the city 
by Stanley C. Bagg, during his lifetime, 
and since his demise, by his executors for 
an additional $59,000 for the expropriation 
of land for a public park, was argued before 
this Court on Wednesday aud yesterday.

Messrs McMaster and Bagg and R Laflam 
me, Q.C, M.P., appeared for the appellants 
and Mr. Devlin, M.P., appeared for the 
respondents.

Mr. McMaster opened the case for the 
appellants, and, after the stating of the 
action, proceeded to explain the cause. In 
1872 the appellant in the Court below. 
)sinee deceased,) was the proprietor of 32 
arpents of land, and was, in due course of 
time, served with a notice of expropriation 
to the effect that said land was required for 
the Mount Royal Park. Commissioners 
were appointed, who made an award—-two 
of them awarded the sum of $69,000 for the 
whole 32 arpents, and the third 
dissenting, said it should be $128, 
000. The plaintiff alleged an error 
in the award of the Commissioners, 
and the balance of $59,000 between the two 
awards was the sum claimed in the pre­
sent action. The question involved was 
simply as to the amount that should be 
paid for the land expropriated. The case 
was taken before Jodge Torrance, and in 
his decision he said :—

“The Court is asked to find that the Com­
missioners made an error as to the indem­
nity to be allowed. Now, the Courtis here 
in a position very different from the valua­
tors or commissioners, who were selected 
in the first place from their known expe­
rience in these matters. What does the 
Court here know about the value of land in 
the neighbourhood compared with the 
judgment of these gentlemen? The Court 
has not bad the advantage which they had 
of hearing and seeing the witnesses, or of 
seeing the land. It is impossible upou 
such evidence for me to say that the Com­
missioners committed an errror in the 
award they have made, and it is my duty 
to declare that the plaintiff is not entitled 
to any additional compensation, and that 
lus action must be dismissed witu costs.”

Mr. McMaster argued that the motires 
that influenced the learned judge were set 
forth in the remarks made in course of the 
decision, and cited the Taylor case recently 
decided in the Court of Appeals as a parai- 
ell one. He submitted that in a matter of 
this kind it seemed impossible to go into 
the facts without bringing forward new 
evidence. It was fair to presume that the 
working of the old system—arbitration
system__was unsatisfactory, or why did the
legislature put a clause in the statute and 
permit a direct action from the awaid of 
the commissioners. Therefore, this action 
was just, not only to the party whose land 
was expropriated, but a corresponding action 
was allowed to the other patty. The 
Judge took the position that if there 
had been evidence, that he was entitled to 
half a million dollars he would have had 
the same difficulty in coming to a conclu­
sion whether he should increase the 
amount of indemnity. If this was so it was 
virtually refuting to adjudicate, conse­
quently they did not feel that they 
had had their rights adjudicated upon be­
fore any court, and that really now they 
were in a Court of Justice, in which they 
could submit evidence for the ajudication 
of the court, it seemed that the Judge 
had a preconcieved notion of determining 
the amount. It was submitted on behalf 
of the appellan’s, that this court was in a 
different position to what the Commission­
ers were. Those men had not the guidance 
of a Judge, as a jury of experts would have. 
No matter how expert as witnesses, or how^ 
thoroughly they investigated the _ value of 
real estate ; when they sat as Commissioners, 
they sat without the guidance of a Judge

to direct them as to what was valid evidence, 
and what was invalid, and to what they 
should give weight, and to what they should 
not give weight. It was submitted, also, 
that they were different to the Court in re­
spect to the ownership of property. It was 
made necessary that they should be 
large property holders—to the fx 
tent of $10,000, within the city— 
and from that circumstance they would 
be predisposed, if anything, to keep down 
the amount of the award rather than exag­
gerate it. They would be influenced to 
give weight to the public park—a great 
thing ! going to be a benefit to the citizens. 
Commissioners, like ordinary men, were of­
ten carried oft by motives of that kind. Mr. 
McMasters called attention to further dif­
ferences in the position of the Judges and 
the Commissioners. They (the Commis­
sioners) were not bound to send in any rea­
son whatever for arriving at the amount of 
their award. The award of two Commissioners 
was sufficient. But he respectfully submitted 
that the two that agreed were not ne­
cessarily the ablest of the three Commis­
sioners ; the award of the third was really 
as nothing, although it might be made by 
the ablest man The point he wished to 
direct the particular attention of the 
Cou t was that these Commissioners were 
not bound to give any reason for the 
amount of their award. They had absolute 
power to do what they pleased. He con­
tended the law in this regard was deficient.
In a smaller action for $100, the Hon. 
Judge of the Superior Court was bound 
to render reasons for his judgment, 
and they must appear of record 
Here they had an irresponsible body of 
men who could make a report sit upon a 
man’s whole patrimony, make a report, 
perhaps in prejudice without giving the 
slightest reason whatever to any authority 
except their own consciences. He sub­
mitted to the court whether or not the deci­
sions of this triumvirate could be con­
sidered carried. On this point he would 
remark that the known experience of the 
commissioners were divided. It was a fair 
subject of comment what the known expe­
rience of these commissioners were. There 
had been a witness called as to Mr. Comte.
He stated he bought a whole farm from Mr. 
Comte shortly brfore this transastion for 3 
cents a foot, and sold it at from 18 to 25 
cents. Now naturally that would suggest 
that the known experience oi that 
Commissioner of the value of land, or the 
prospective increase of real estate, was very 
small, or he would not have sold land 
that nine months after made such an 
advance. He also submitted that the 
Court was hound to know what the value 
of land was, as both parties filed plans.
Mr. McMaster’s argued that appellants 
laboured under a double difficulty feeling as 
they did that the judge had not adjudicated 
the case upon the evidence, and further that 
the Commissioners wore incompetent, and 
continued his argument with a comparison 
of the evidence of witnesses heard before 
the learned judge in the lower Court point­
ing out minutely the inconsistency in the 
evidence given, and the reasons assigned 
for the conclusions arrived at. He also dwelt 
upon the value of the lands as villa lots, 
and pointed out that the Corporation by 
getting an amendment to the act, could 
speculate very successfully, and remunerate 
the city by placing the property acquired 
upon the market for sale in villa lots.

Mr. Devlin said that he did not intend to 
occupy the attention of the Court very 
long, although the case now being submit­
ted was of vast importance to the city of 
Montreal, but as his factum contained 
lengthy arguments, almost everything to 
be said on the subject, he felt that he would 
not fail in his duty to his clients by making 
his remarks brief. The appeal was from a 
judgment rendered in the Superior Court. 
The Court dismissed the action of tho ap­
pellants upon the ground sot forth in the 
judgment, viz , that he could not interfere 
with the judgment of the Commissioners. 
Under the law three persons were named 
for the purpose of estimating the value of 
property to be taken by expropriation. 
Before this Park Act was passed it was law, 
and was at the present, except in case of 
expropriation under the Park Acts, that the 
Judge of the Superior Court appointed the 
three Commissioners, but when this park 
inestion was agitated, and the city olAlont- 
real had determined to establish a park 
that would be a credit, an ornament and an 
advantage to the city, and after the 
Council had so determind, legisla­
tion was applied for, and when the 
Park Act was before the Local Legis­
lature, ihe wealthy proprietors of Montreal 
especially that class whose property were 
likely to be taken, availed themselves of 
the right they had to obtain legislation as 
favourable to their interests as it was pos­
sible. They proceeded to Quebec, and had 
the law so made that instead of the Judge 
nominating these Commiasioners, it was 
resolved by the Council of the City, and 
carried out by the Legislature, that the 
Corporation should name one, the owner of 
the land to be expropriated one, and the 
Judge of the Superior Court tho third. It 
was thought by an arrangement of this 
kiud, that difficulties would be obviated, 
and the wealthy men of Montreal would 
feel that they had obtained from the law of 
the land all the security reasonable mind­
ed men could expect. The law was past, 
and this expropriative tribunal, if I may use 
the term, was appointed in the order named, 
it would be difficult perhaps to find a tri­
bunal better adapted to avoid litigation. 
But this law did not satisfy them. After 
this law had been passed, the pro­
prietors felt they must have still
more law, and then application was 
made to the legislature, and power was 
given parties whose property was to be ex­
propriated to bring actions against the city 
of Montreal if tfiey were not satisfied with 
the award, and it is to this point that I 
wish to direct the courts attention. The 
law says that tho party shall have a right 
to apply ’’or augmentation of the award 
provided : there is error in the amount of 
the indemnity awarded, and only in that 

i case—the word only is used. The learned 
judge regarded that question as I think this 
court will regard it. You have to be satis­
fied before you can touch the judgment of 
the commissioners that there has been 
error. How can you say they have commit- 
ed error ? It is impossible for this tribunal 
as I understand it. How can this Court of 
Appeal say that the commissioners charged 
with this matter have committed error ? If 
actions of this kind are to be tolerated, the 
interests of the city would be put in great 
jeopardy. He who ha« cause of action 
could fold his arms and say to the commis­
sioners, “ You can go on', I wdl not 
examine witnesses at all because
the law gives me the power
to proceed against the city if dissatisfied 
with the award.” Now, supposi the pro- 
rietor takes this course ? The Commission­
ers are sitting for the purpose of examining 
witnesses touching this property ; the 
party whose property is the subject of ex­
propriation produced one or two witnesses 
to tho corporation’s 20. The Commis­
sioners hear that evidence and from 
it and their own personal exper­
ience and examination of the pro­
perty, iorm their judgment, and
after having heard the evidence and ex­
amined the property, after having made 
personal examinations, say our opinion is 
that Mr. So-and-So is entitled to so much 
money. Now the party expropriated says ;
“ Yon have given your award—$69,000 
Very well i Now I want just the trifling 
sum of $59,000, the amount, for instance, 
sought to be recovered by tho present 
action- I have not examined witnesses, or 
have only examined one or two ;” and then 
he brings his action and says they ought to 
have given him a larger sum. Now the law 
says : You can only bring that action when 
you establish error in the amount of indem­
nity. Why you have not got the evidence 
taken before them. Under the law they 
are not bound to produce the evidence. 
You will perceive if the law was that way, 
the appointment of Commissioners would 
be a perfect farce. If that argument should 
be given effect to by the solemn judgment of 
this Court you would not find a man in the 
city who would be satisfied with the judg­
ment of the Commissioners. Why should ha ? 
A hundred or a couple of hundred dollars 
would take it through the courts. You 
would not find one mm, if this Park Act, 
is to be interrupted iu this manner who 
would not test it,

Mr. Laflamme, Q. C.—Except the Com 
missioners give a good judgment.

Mr. Devlin—Well, I should like to see 
the Commissioners who will satisfy some 
proprietors. This action gives rise to only 
one question—Whether this honorable 
court is satisfied that the Commissioners
committed an error, that is-----

Mr. WoMaster—Error of amount,
Mr. Devlin—The error was the amount,

exactly. How are Judges of Appeal to say 
that the Commissioners committed error. 
You must har e before you to come to tlj;i 
conclusion, the evidence upon which the 
based tlieir jadgment for the reason that I 
have explained a few moments ago. You 
are now in the same position that you are 
when you review a case that comes up from 
the Superior Court, you must have the evi­
dence before you. Yon could not say the 
judge of the Superior Court had committe 1 
error, unless you had the evidence before 
you, upon which he founded his judgment, 
impossible, impossible. You must have 
before you the proceedings which took 
place before the inferior tribunal before 
you can come to the conclusion 
that error is committed. It is true that 
this statute is a peculiar one It is impos- 
slbl ■ to give effect to it because if you do. 
in the way you are asked by the other 
side, you destroy the 
propriation because
hold without contestation, as a matter of 
course. Another point is this. There are 
two judgments in this matter that you have 
topsy attention to, the judgment homolgat- 
ing the report of the commissioners ; that 
report is not attacked.

Mr. McMaster—Cannot be.
Mr. Devlin—It wag competent for the 

parties to appear before the judge and 
oppose the homologation.

Mr. Laflamme —It was done.
Mr. Devlin—Excuse me. There was no 

opposition—none, none whatever. I mean 
to say there was acquiesence by there being 
no opposition to the homologation of tho 
action of the commissioners. Mr. Devlin 
remarked here that should the decision of the 
court below be reversed there would bo 
many placed in this position and prece­
ded. Why did the Legislature render it 
obligatory on the Commissioners to visit the 
property, to examine it with care and at­
tention, making a personal examination of 
it, after which to proceed and hear such evi­
dence as the parties interested may bring 
betore them. You will, therefore, find that 
this tribunal of Commissioners are placed 
in a higher position than the Judge. So far 
as the property is concerned, you cannot 
examino it. You have not the same facili­
ties for forming a correct judgment of the 
value of the property. They were there, 
sent there by order of the Legislature, and 
therefore they acquired a knowledge of the 
value of the property which no Judge of this 
Bench can have. The Commissioners, 
therefore, as judges of the property in ques­
tion, as I have said, possessed advantages 
over this Court of Appeal which I apprehend 
your Honours will not loose sight of 
when you come to examine this 
important question. Just one or 
two words with reference to the value. 32 
arpents were taken from Mr. Bagg. It was 
proved that the proprety yielded $50 a year, 
that was the limit ; for which $69,000 was 
given. Mr. Devlin in passing remarked 
that if the interest on this sum was 
judiciously invested, aud he had no doubt 
it was, it would yield more than $50 a year. 
The remarkable fact is just this. As my 
learned friend said it was assessed at $300 
a year, all of the property not in the city 
limits. When the Corporation notice was 
issued up to 1869 that portion of the Bagg 
estate, the eight arpents expropriated was 
found to be in the city limits, and had 
never contributed one cent of assessment. 
It was only just discovered that it was iu 
the city limits, and so assessed for the first 
time in 1869, that outside at $300, aud that 
inside at $1,500. He did not intend to say 
this was done intentionally, but the fact is 
of evidence that for years this property had 
been assessed for only $300.

Judge Monk—How did that happen.
Mr. Devlin.—It is one of those myster­

ies your Honour will have to find out.
Mr. McMaster—Why did you not ex­

amine the assessors ?
Mr. Devlin—The late Mr. Bagg. when 

ho discovered it to he in the c-ly limits, 
and also discovered that he cured some ob­
ligation, and was assessed, jou will find it
here proved that lie we*r to the Corpora­
tion, and in strong language condemned 
tbe action of the Cky Assessors. He said :
“ That property realized nothing.” “ It is 
not worth the «mount you have imposed 
upon it.” Sc you have the highest evi­
dence of wl-at a case of this kind is suscept­
ible ; the late proprietor, his own testi­
mony, in which he says : that his property 
was valueless property, and that they were 
plundering him by imposing the assess­
ment which would give to the city a few 
cents. There was eight arpents of this es­
tate never assessed since the city was known, 
but what I want to impress upon the Bench 
is the fact that Mr. Bagg went, not only 
once, but repeatedly, and his attorneys 
went to the city officials and remonstrated 
in strong terms against what he and they 
conceived to he an unfair advantage or im­
position.

Mr. McMaster—There is no proof that it 
related to this property.

Mr. Devlin-—If I am in error your action 
is based on error ; the honourable Judges 
will discover it when they come to revert 
to the evidence. Mr. Devlin, in concluding 
remarked that the Park scheme commended 
itself with a very great deal of favour to­
wards the city. They had a very great 
amount of litigation arising out of this Park 
question, which will give their Honours 
trouble for some time to come. I desire tosay 
that throughout this Park litigation, while 
we have no right to claim from men whom 
Providence has blessed with an over­
whelming amount of wealth, whilst 
wo have no right to ask them 
to contribute to the establishment of the 
Mount Royal Park intended to meet the 
interests of the people, and particularly the 
poorer classes ; I do respectfully submit it 
is one large, grand public undertaking that 
entitles it to the most favourable considera­
tion from every tribunal before whom it 
might be brought.

At this stage the Court adjourned.
Ou Thursday the case was continued be­

fore a full Bench.
Mr. Laflamme, Q.C., replied to Mr. 

Devlin in French, and urged at length on 
the absurdity of valuing this property at 
the small price of $2,000 per arpent, basing 
his argument upon the evidence of the 
reports examined in the Court below.

Mr. Justice Ramsay, in the course of tho 
argument, stated that the only question 
that occurred to him was whether the price 
was a fair value of tho property at the time 
the notice was served.

The Court reserved its decision.
Feb. 18th 1875.

Present :—Monk, Taschereau, Ramsay,
Sanborn and Siootte, J.J.

Lalonde, Appellant, and Lynch, ct al.. 
Respondent. Ramsay, J., dissenting. La­
londe sued Owen Lynch, hypothecarily, for 
balance of a mortgage, given him by an­
other Lalonde, who afterwards sold the 
mortgaged property to Lynch. The latter 
pleaded he no longer owned the property, 
having sold it to his brother, the Rev. 
Michael Lynch, and produced the deed of 
sale. By an incidental action, the Plaintiff 
then called in the Rev. M. Lynch to the 
case, and asked that they be condemned in 
common. M Lynch pleaded that he could 
not be condemned in common with Owen, 
as they were not proprietors in common. 
In the Superior Court, Beauharnois, the ac­
tion was dismissed as both—as to Owen, 
because he was not owner or in possession ; 
as to Michael, because he was improperly 
called in. In my opinion Owen should 
have been condemned, and Michael dis­
charged. Neither deed of sale wai regis­
tered. That to Owen, not being registered, 
by article 2098 of the Civil Code, the sale 
by him to Michael was of no effect, and, 
moreover, the latter is brought irregularly 
into the record.

SANBORN, J., also dissenting, considered 
there was no proof of Michael being in 
possession. If we read art. 1027 as to de­
livery, and 2,098 as to registration, we find 
that the action is wrongly directed against 
both. Plaintiff had a right to sue one but 
not both. The mortgage is not bound to 
recognize an unregistered title, hut may sue 
the last registered owner.

TASCHEREAU, J. This is a very difficult 
question; articles 1472 of the Code dispens­
ing with delivery in case of sale is ap­
parently in conflict with art. 2098 requiring 
registration of a title to give effect to sub­
sequent deeds, but we must reconcile them. 
The latter article does not make the deeds 
absolutely null, but only relatively so. 
The French procedure when a usufructuary 
or a naked proprietor is sued the other may 
be called in, iu the same suit. This Court 
has proprio motu sent records down and 
ordered third parties to be mis en cause. 
By the judgment Michael Lynch would be 
ordered to surrender the land or pay the 
mortgage with costs, and Owen Lynch 
would be condemned to pay only costs up 
to the date of his plea.

SICOTTE J., said the law gave the hype- 
thecary action to a creditor against the 
party in possession as proprietor. Then 
the tenant raid Michael was the owner of 
the land. It would be absurd to order 
Owen Lynch to surrender the land when he 
was not in possession at all, unless the 
title to Michael was an absolute nullity. 
The action was not so p rfect as it might 
be, but Lalonde mu-t have an action agai nst 
one of them, and as they were both in tha 
case he did not see that any injustice would 
be done.

M ONK J., had doubts about the regularity 
of the procedure, but not enough to lead 
him to dismiss the action entirely. On the 
whole he thought Michael Lynch should be 
ordered to surrender the land or pay the 
debt and costs, and that the action against 
Owen Lynch should ba dismissed, he pay­
ing costa up to the time of pleading. 
Judgment reversed in part Runsay and 
Sanborn, J.J., difgmting. Dori n 
Geoff non for appellants; Laflamme Hunt­
ington, Monk Laflamme for Respondent.

hand, it would seem tint by giving the 
boys the manual exercise simply, they 
would obtain a familiar acquaintance 
with their weapon, an acquaintance 
which in the future would enable them 
to use it to the best possible advantage, 
when they were allowed to have full 
control over it. Moreover, under 
proper restrictions, surely it could 
not be contended that there 
would be more accidents than under 
the present system, where to our adult 
volunteers is served out ammunition 
for practice purposes. The boys know­
ing by experience the capacity ot their 
firearm would not be very likely to use 
it for purposes other than legitimate. 
Besides their weapon is not in their 
actual possession at the times when 
ebullitions of passion are the most 
likely to take place, and any feeling of 
hatred, would in all probability have 
subsided, before that it could be taken 
hold of. It was urged by the mover of 
the motion that this military training 
would accustom the youth to obedience 
aud to discipline ; while on the other 
hand it was contended that our boys 
need not be taught obedience, so much 
as self-reliance. It does not seem to us 
that the cultivation of both these spirits 
is incompatible, inasmuch as the occa­
sions on which these qualities are re­
quired are not altogether the same. 
Nationally speaking, a self-reliant 
spirit, well disciplined, is that which 
will best succeed ; while individually 
self-reliance without something of sys 
tern, is not the strongest of supports 
upon which to lean. One honourable 
member said that he would sooner 
teach his child to drink or to thieve 
than give him military training. But 
as we have seen, the exercise is in 
itself beneficial ; while in answer to 
those who say that in our age the tactics 
of war are a piece of superfluous in­
struction, we can but say that it appears 
to us that our age is not the one when 
arbitration will be the method adopted 
to settle national difficulties. As the 
Minister of Militia said the subject 
should have consideration, we com 
mend it in all its aspects to his most 
serious attention.

A despatch from St. Paul states that there 
is considerable excitement at Fort Garry 
that the editor ol the Free Press has been 
fined'$2,000 for contempt of Court, aud that 
there is a strong feeling springing up against 
Chief Justice Wood, arising out of the 
Schultz perjury case.

The celebrated Dr. K-neally, the new 
M. P. for Stoke-upon-Trent, entered the 
English House of Commons yesterday un- 
introduccd. The Speaker asked him to 
withdraw, as for 200 years it had been cus­
tomary for a new member to have two in­
troducers, but at the request of Mr. Disraeli 
this was dispensed with in the Doctor’s 
case, though Mr. John Bright and Mr. 
Whally offered to bring him in.

Military Education in Schools.—A 
day or two ago a most important pro­
position was brought before the House 
of Commons by the member for Gren­
ville, Dr. Brouse. A proposition which 
though not accepted by them, was 
promised due consideration at the 
hands of the Government. It has been 
said that at Eton and Harrow were 
fought England’s great battles both by 
sea and land ; for there was received 
that mental and muscular training 
which enabled those who were to be the 
commanders of the future, successfully, 
to pit their own strength and that of 
their followers against bodies not only 
far superior in numbers, but having to 
all appearances the advantage in 
physique. The mover of the resolution 
discussed the subject as well from the 
hygienic as from the military point of 
view; and it seems to us that the 
amount of evidence which he produced 
in support of the sanitary part of his 
proposal was incontestable, however 
opinions may differ as to the advisability 
of our raising amongst our school boys, 
a military force. Although there 
have been brilliant exceptions, the rule 
is, that the accompaniment of a sound 
mind must be a sound body, and 
hence if our boys must excel in learn­
ing and in the arts, it is our duty to 
give them that physical exercise which 
will not only give them soundness of 
constitution, but a zest and an appetite 
for graver matters. In many instances 
the most distinguished scholars whether 
at Oxford or Cambridge have been those 
who upon the Isis and the Cam have 
known best how to contend for those 
laurels which are esteemed as highly as 
çny which were accustomed to be ob­
tained upon the plains of Olympia, or 
as any which could be achieved in con­
tests more illustrious, or having more 
influence upon the life and well-being 
of nations. It has been demonstrated 
frequently, and experience has shown, 
that all work and no play makes Jack a 
dull bdy. Now, if these essential re­
creations be directed in such a way as 
will develope muscle, and prepare the 
coming man for any contingencies 
Which may arise in the lifetime of his 
country when skilled force has to con­
tend with skilled force, thére is then the 
question, is it advisable that these 
amusements shall at the same time 
take a practical turn, such as the one 
indicated by the member for Grenville. 
Some of the opponents of the proposal, 
and their opinions are, doubtless, en­
titled to great weight, hold that it 
would be injudicious to place arms in 
the hands of inexperienced youths, as 
the number of accidents which cannot 
be avoided would, doubtless, be consi­
derably increased. But on the other

The Late William Moi.son, Esq.—Yes­
terday it was our melancholy duty 
briefly to record the death of our old 
and esteemed citizen, William Molson, 
Esq., which took place at his residence, 
in St. Mary street, on Thursday morn­
ing, at three o’clock. Mr. Molson’g 
father, the late Hon. John Molson, came 
to Canada from England in 1782. Two 
years afterwards he determined to settle 
in this country, and having just attained 
his majority, returned to England and 
raised a considerable sum of money on 
hts estate, Snake Hall, Moulton, Lin­
colnshire. He than came back to 
Montreal, which city he made bis home. 
He afterwards became a member of the 
Executive Council oi Lower Canada, 
He died in the year J836, in the 72nd 
year of his age, leaving three sons, the 
late Hon. John Molson, Thomas Molson, 
and William Molson, the subject of the 
present memoir. Mr. William Molson 
was connected with his father and 
brother in most of their enterprises, 
and when railroads were introduced into 
Canada took an active part in furthering 
them. Until two years ago he was a 
Director of the Grand Trunk Railway. 
Nor was he less active in advancing the 
interests of our monetary institutions, 
as in 1853, having retired from the 
Board of Direction of the Bank 
of Montreal, he, in «injunction 
with his brother, the Hon. John 
Molson, established the Bank that 
bears their name, under the 
“ Free Banking Act.” This institu­
tion obtained a charter in 1855, and 
they were then joined by their brother 
Thomas, who became a large stock­
holder. In politics the late Mr, Mol­
son was a strong Conservative, though 
he could never be prevailed upon to 
enter public life, preferring to devote 
himself to carrying out the schemes of 
improvement that had been inaugurated 
by himself and others, and to aid in de- 
velopmg the resources of his country. 
He took part, with many other loyal 
men, in suppressing the rebellion of 
1837 ; and, having a strong objection to 
the passing of li The Rebellion Losses 
Act ” of 1849, was one of the signers 
of the famous annexation manifesto of 
that time, on which account he was de-

We understand that the Provisional 
Directors of this enterprise have been 
in session for several day, maturing ar­
rangements for the immediate prosecu 
tion of the work, and that to-day con­
tracts have been closed for the purchase 
of the land, as well as the lease of the 
Hotel.

Wood, Secretary Treasurer, and David 
Brown, Superintendent of construction, 
names we think which, apart from their 
representing fully one-quarter of the 
stock, ought to satisfy stockholders as 
to the energetic and honest carrying 
out of the enterprise.

The site chosen is the Torrance pro­
perty, on Dorchester street, between 
Peel and Stanley streets, containing 
87,500 feet, of which about 62,500 feet/ 
will be covered with the Hotel, and the 
balance disposed of for the benefit of 
the Company.

There can be no question that the 
site is as good as could be acquired, the 
surroundings being unexceptionable. 
The Dominion Park, and the numerous 
churches in the immediate neighbour­
hood will forever secure open spaces 
and good ventilation, while the 
proximity of the new C. T. R. Depot, 
Victoria Opera House, “ Fraser Instf 
tute,” and other projected improve­
ments will make it a business ceptte^ 
which nothing can disturb,

A highly favourable lease has been 
entered into with Mr. J. T. Fulton, jr., 
late of the International Hotel, at Nia­
gara Falls. This gentleman has been 
in treaty for some time in this matter, 
and the Directors have avriled them­
selves of every opportunity of making 
inquiries as to hjs being the “ right 
man in the right place.'" The lease 
covers 10 years, at 7 per cent, on the 
outlay. The lessee paying all taxes 
and assessments, and keeping the en­
tire interior of the building in repair, 
besides iurnishing the lyotjse eejuai to 
any first-class Hotel in the United 
States, and taking $10,000 stock in the 
Company,

The Hotel is to be finished ready for 
occupancy by 1st June, 1870.

Under this arrangement the expen­
diture of Mr. Fulton must commence 
simultmeously with the erection of the 
building, as it is his intention to have 
all the furniture, carpets, linen, Ac., 
manuiactured expressly for the Wind­
sor Hotel.

The design and plan of the hotel is to 
be intrusted to Mr, W. VV, Boyington, 
the well-known hotel architect of Chi­
cago, and the builder of the “ Pacific ” 
and “Sherman,” in that city of Hotels. 
The luxurious style of modern living has 
necessitated extraordinary appliances 
for comfort which have developed a 
science in hotel structures peculiar to 
our neighbours, so that the selection of 
an American design need be no dis­
paragement to the many talented 
architects in our midst, whose atten­
tion has not been called to this branch 
of the professson. The carrying out of 
the plans will be done here.

ment afterwards offered to reinstate 
him he persistently declined, as he con 
stdered he had been unjustly dealt 
with. As a private citizen, Mr. Molson 
was held in great regard ; education 
and philanthropy ever finding in him a 
warm friend. Indeed, there are few 
educational or charitable institutions in 
the city that have not received some 
token of his beneficence. Mr. Molson 
was a member of the Senate of McGill 
University, , and through this seat 
of learning he largely dispensed 
his bounty. In this way his 
name is intimately connected 
in that institution with the name of 
McGill ; the latter founded it ; the for 
mer has since enlarged it. Thus his 
name, preserved in the archives of the 
University, will stand out boldly to 
show future generations the city in 
which lived and worked the founder of 
the Canadian branch of the family. He 
built the Library, Convocation Hall 
corridors and class rooms of the McGill 
College, and in his honour one wing 
bears the name “ The William Molson 
Hall.” He also joined his brothers, the 
late Honourable John Molson, and 
Thomas Molson, in establishing and en­
dowing a chair for English literature in 
this University. The stone tower and 
spire of Trinity Church was also erected 
by him at the request of his wife, “ To 
the glory of God” and to the memory 
of hts only son, who died in 1843, when 
just twenty-one years of age. The Mon­
treal General Hospital has also reason 
tq remember him with gratitude, as he 
contributed largely towards its endow­
ment, and but twelve months ago gave 
the sum of $2,000 towards establishing 
a Convalescent Hospital in connection 
with this institution. His name is also 
to be found among the founders of the 
House of Refuge. At his demise he was 
Presi lent of the Montreal General 
Hospital, and held a like position in the 
bank which bears his family name. Thus 
has passed peacefully away from among 
us, at the ripe age of eighty-one, a man 
whose good deeds will long be had in 
remembrance, and whose name will be 
affectionately cherished by numbers of 
his fellow citizens.

Mr. Molson leaves a widow and two 
daughters, Mrs. D. L. Macpherson aud 
Mrs. John Molson.

HOUSE OF COMMONS.

The SPEAKER laid before the House 

list of the stockholders of tbe Banks 
of Montreal, Nova Scotia and Nationale,

Several prohibitory liquor law petitions 
were presented.

Mr. ROSS presented reportsjof, the joint 
Committee on printing.

Mr. MoDOUGALL introduced a bill to 
amend the Act providing for the more 
speedy trial of felonies and misdemeanors 
in the Provinces of Ontirio and Quebec.

Mr. CUNNINGHAM asked whether the 
Government intend laying b fore this 
House at an early date this session, the 
report of the Pacific Railway survey in 
British Columbia during the past year, and 
whether they intend locating the proposed 
line of Railway on the main land during the 
ensuing year.

Hon. Mr. MACKENZIE—The report for 
lait year up to the 30 th of June, is already 
before the House. That for the latter part 
is not in, the parties only just having re­
turned. He hoped to give the summary of 
it in the course of three weeks up to the 
last week of January.

Mr. CHEVAL asked whether it is the in­
tention of the Government tq withdraw 
from circulation the twenty cent piece of 
money. I's close resemblance to the 
twenty.five cent piece, making it a nuisance 
to the public.

Hon. Mr. CARTWRIGHT said steps were 
being taken for a supply of silver coinage 
on receipt of which the twenty cent pieces 
would be withdrawn.

Mr, CHEVAL asked whether it is the 
intention of the Government to see that 
the Hansard is printed in both English and 
French.

Hon.Mr. MoKENZIE said that was in the 
hands of the House. It had last year been 
determined to pilot the speeches in the lan­
guage in which they were mafic. If they 
were published in both languages it would 
add much to the expense.

Mr. CAÛCHON asked whether it is the 
intention of the Government to institute an 
enquiry into the working of the voluntary 
militia organization, especially jn the Pro­
vince of Quebec, and into the abuses com 
nected therewith, some of which have been 
established before the Committee on Public 
Accounts In a previous session.

Hon. Mr. MoKENZIE said he conld not 
answer with regard to the first portion pi 
the enquiry. It was not their intention to 
institute an enquiry of so general a charac­
ter, but it was their intention to make en­
quiry immediately into the abuses which 
were aajd to exist in connection with the 
organization in certain places and to 
remedy them as tar its possible. (Hear, 
hear.)

Mr. DYMOND moved for returns of 
commitments for trial tor capital offences 
committed since let July, 1867. He said 
this was a new subject before the Dominion 
Parliament, although in 1855 a motion was 
made in the Parliament of the Province of 
Canada for the abolition of capital punish­
ment. On that occasion Attorney-General 
Drummond moved a six months hoist. The 
object of punishment was, of course, the 
prevention of crime. Men were not 
hanged because they committed murder, 
hut that other people might not do so. He 
would be able to show by evidence obtain­
able from the old country, that in the con­
viction of persons for murder the greatest 
uncertainty existed, partly because of the 
fear of the jury of convicting an innocent 
person. He did not think that of late years 
many convictions and executions of inno­
cent men fiafi taken place. The juror, of 
course, took into account, knowing the pe­
nalty of the offence, and his personal feel­
ings, and hence the uncertainty of the find­
ings. Last year he had been able to get 
the return of the convictions, a return to

Minister of Justice. It wm only the 
crimes of murderers and members of 
Parliament which were brought before 
the attention of the House. Oat of the 
persons convicted, he found that 22 had 
b en ex cuted. In cases which had come 
under his own observation he found that 
while 80 per cent, of those charged with 
other serious crimes were convicted, only 
20 per cent of those charged with murder 
were convicted. There was a large class 
growing up in our towns and cities, which, 
if it could not he called a criminal class, 
was certainly the class ont of which our 
criminals came It was, therefore, well 
for hon. gentlemen to grapple with the 
question at once, as there was never a 
more opportuoe time than the present for 
dealing with it.

Hon. Mr. FOURNIER said the Govern­
ment were perfectly willing to allow the 
motion to p;r-s ; he thought the whole 
House should feel grateful to the hon. 
member for asking for information on so 
important a subject.

Mr. BUNSTER moved a resolution de­
claring it expedient to have a survey of 
Dominion Lands in British Columbia, and 
the establishment of an office at which re­
liable information may be obtained by in­
tending settlers. He produced, amid 
much laughter, a bag of wheat, which was 
passed from member to member. He 
said he exhibited this in refutation of the 
speech of the member for South Bruce, who 
had describ d his Province as a sea of 
mountains, and an inhospitable country.
As a British Columbian he would say that 
the climate of the country, and the Pro­
vince itself, were the finest in the world. 
There was a time when California was pro­
nounced barren, while now San Francisco 
was the second most important port in the 
world for exports. He complained that the 
Pacific Railroad had not up to this been 
aligned. British Columbia was rich, not 
only in agriculture, but in coal. Take the 
San Francisco imports, it would be found 
that 140,000 tons of coal came from Bri­
tish Columbia. This Province could sup­
ply all that Son Francisco required. Bri­
tish Columbia coal was the highest 
in the San Francisco market. The 
lands of British Columbia were, however, 
now locked up, and be desired to see them 
opened. It was unfair that British Colum­
bia should be treated in this way, Whose 
fault it was he did not know. He hoped 
the member for South Bruce would visit 
his Province, and he was assured he could 
not but be favourably impressed.

Mr. DeCOSMOS said that so long as the 
belt of land reserved for railway purposes, 
to which Mr. Bunster had alluded, was re­
served, so long was one of the best strips of 
land in the country rendered useless. He 
suggested a survey of what were known as 
the best lands of the country, a proceeding 
which would much facilitate immigration. 
He suggested that if the Government ex­
tended the Dominion Land Act to the Pro­
vince, the royalty on coal he placed at so 
much per ton. If this were not done he 
held that the Provincial Government should 
be permitted to sell the lands on their 
railroad belt, the proceeds to he placed to 
the account of the railway.

Hon. Mr. BLAKE hoped that, inasmuch 
1 "àii the GoveriSnihnt of Canada was paying 

for the railway belt, awlrth which capital- 
iz-d. was equal to l iur ini llion. it should be 
pBrniitted to manage the lands for which it 
was paying. He had never characterized 
the people of British Columbia as inhospi­
table, but referring to a map made by Mr. 
Mu’ch, he found nothing that would not 
justify him in saying that the Province was 
a sea of mountains and an inhospitable 
country, so far as railways were concerned

Mr. BUNSTER denied that the country 
was inhospitable, even for railway csnstruc- 
tjon. Further, that the roads could be 
built in British Columbia for qny-half what 
the American Pacific road had cost,

Af-er remarks from Mr. Roscoe,
Hon. Mr. MACKENZIE presumed his 

boo. triend’s object was only to bring the 
matter before the House. He could not ex­
pect to succeed further. The Local Goy- 
erement had, under the eleventh section of 
the Oiders-m-CounciI, the right to allow 
people to go on the lands and settle there, 
claiming them by pre-emption rights. This 
Government had no power to do anything 
with the lauds at present, but as soon as 
possible tbe Government would do all in 
their power to mike provision for surveys, 
la certain cases the Government had 
waived fis rights over her Imports in 
order to encourage mining interests, and 
he need not say that no time would be lost 
by the Government in endeavouring to pro­
mote settlement. If the Government did 
not act in this manner, they would be 
amenable to all censure. As to the railway,, 
the Government did not desire to withhold 
its policy from the House. It was now 
proceeding with the construction of the 
road between E-qui insult and Novaimo, 
not however as a portion of the main line. 
As to the survey of the main line ; it would 
be gone on with as soon as the weather 
permitted.

Sir JOHN A. MACDONALD concurred 
in the propriety of withdrawing the motion 
after the explanation made by the Govern­
ment.

Mr BUNSTER accepted the Premier’s 
assurance. He had no idea of dictating to 
them what policy they should adopt, but 
hoped that due speed would be exercised in 
the construction of the road 

In answer to Mr Decosmos,
Hon. Mr. MACKENZIE said that the 

regulations as to the grant of pre-emption 
rights, on condition of occupation or settle­
ment were to apply to the main land, as 
well as to the island. He understood from 
conversation with Premier Walkem, that a 
sore feeling existed among (he Indians to­
wards the local Government on the subject 
of lands. He (Mr. Mackenzie) had urged 
on the local authorities the necessity of 
treating the Indians with all justice, and he 
hoped that they would be properly treated 
in regard to this aud all other matters.

Mr. BUNSTER moved that the wine re­
freshment part of the House be re-opened 
for the convenience of members. The hon. 
gentleman he said who had promised to 
second the motion was absent to-day, but 
he hoped some hon. gentleman would fie 
found with sufficient in .'ependenco to 
second h s resolution, (laughter.) After 
doing a little canvassing for a seconder, he 
found cne in Mr. Thomson, ot Cariboo. 
Thé motion not having five supporters in 
the House was declared lost without a 
division.'-’^Loud cheers.)

Mr. McsENTYRE moved for a copy of the 
contract for running steamers between ports 
in Prince Edward I-dsnd and Nova Scotia. 
An attempt has been made this winter to 
keep up steam communication but without 
success, aud he was not at all sanguine as 
to the possibility of the service during the 
whole winter. Ice boats had been used and 
he hoped the Government would make 
ample provision for the hardy men engaged 
in that transportation.

Hon D A MACDONALD said the Gov­
ernment had made a contract with Mr 
King after representations as to the capa­
bilities of the steamer from the Inspect­
ors of the Marine and Fisheries. The bout, 
however, was found unable to perform its 
work, owing to the unusual severity of the 
season and the thickness and quantity of 
the ice. The steamer was not at the 
island. The contractor was bound to fur­
nish a vessel suitable for the purpose. If 
it was found that the steamer was totally 
unfit for Its purpose, the Government 
would see that a good one was substituted 
for it. He had grave doubts whether the 
service could be carried on all the year 
round.

Mr SINCLAIR thought the Government 
were not to blame iq the matter ; but his 
opinion was that the Government would be 
obliged to perform the service themselves. 
He thought that during a portion of tfie 
winter,mangements would have to be made 
with ice-boats. The boat which had been 
employed was altogether inadequate for 
the purpose, lacking the necessary strength.

Mr. DAWSON said that any persons who 
knew the locality and saw the boat em- 
ptbyed for the purpose, would say that a 
gross piece of deception bad been perpetrat­
ed on the Goyernmtnt, The boat in her 
best trim and in the calmest weather, could 
not go more than 7 knots. He could not 
for his part understand how that any 
engineers should have favourably reported 
on the boat in question,

Hon. Mr. LAIRD thought thM was a 
matter that should be fairly undertaken by 
the government. The bout required for 
the service should he specially constructed 
for the purpose, but they found when they 
received the tenders that it vyas impossible 
to have such a boat constructed from Nov. 
1873 until Nov. of last year. He was not 
very sanguine that any boat could be found 
that would be able to continue the service 
throughout the whole year. He believed 
the unusual severity of the season in the 
Lower Provinces, it being the severest 
season for the Iqst thirty years, accounted 
for the failure of the service to such an ex­
tent this year. He thought the contractor 
was not deserving of censure in the matter, 
as he was a gentleman of means and energy, 
thoroughly conversant with the work en­
trusted to him. .

Mr. PERRY thought it would ba unfair 
and unjust to throw any blame on the con- 
tractors. They were not more than half 
paid for their work, and the consequence 
was that they were not able to put on a 
staff of men sufficiently large to perform 
what was required of them. He believed 
the contractors had done their best. They 
were deserving of credit, and he hoped the 
work would be placed iti-tlxeir hands again. 
He did not approve of letting the work by 
tender, as the Government were thus liable 
to be imposed upon by men incapable for 
the contracts, Ha believed the Govern­
ment had done their best, and, moreover, 
were anxious to carry out the terms of tinfon 
with Prince Edward Island.

The motion was carried.

Mr. WALLACE (South Norfolk) moved 
to refer a letter addressed hy Hon. A. Mac­
kenzie to John Stuart, Hamilton, relating to 
the accounts in connection with the Cana­
da Pacific survey of William Wallace, now 
a member of the House, to a Committee of 
five members. He denied that he had ap­
propriated a single cent’s worth of any pro­
perty belonging to the Government, or 
knowingly had allowed any one to do so. 
He went on to read the Hon. Mr. Macken­
zie’s letter, saying that if that hon. gentle­
man had intended to act fairly by him, 
he should not have waited until 
his attentien was drawn to the matter hy 
the gentleman who was opposed to him in 
an election contest. If a wrong had been 
committed, the Premier should have taken 
steps to expose it long before. Hr con­
tended, too, that there were a number of 
misstatements in the letter with respect to 
duties and amounts, and repented the 
statement he made this morning before the 
Committee as to the books and the general 
arrangements. He was not a paymaster, 
but an accountant, and all payments were 
made on the checks of two of the Commis­
sioners, countersigned by tbe Secretary. 
The payments down tbe line were made by 
three paymasters, of whom he was not one. 
The letter stated that he had received for 
disbursement the sum of $388,871.62; but 
the amount he had actually received was 
only $150,000 or $160,000. A detailed 
statement of the moneys he had received 
would be found in the cash book. He 
quirt d from a report of a speech delivered 
by Mr. Rymal in South Norfolk during his 
(Mr. Wallace’s) electicn contest, contend­
ing that many of the gentleman's state- 
mentr were unsustained by facts. An 
effort had been made to show that 
he had overdrawn his salary, but 
they did not give him credit 
for the services he had performed 
subsequent to the 30th of July. When he 
first had spoken to Mr. Sandford Fleming 
©f the duties he was to perform that gen 
tleman said that his salary, $1,800 was not 
sufficient considering the amount of work 
h# had to do, and the great responsibility 
resting upon him. Afterwards a number of 
additional duties were imposed on him, 
duties of which ho had no conception when 
his salary was fixed. He had credited him 
seif with an increased salary for that work 
at the very lowest figure. He did not 
claim that he was faultless, hut in this case 
he had done no wrong. When he came 
down to Ottawa after the elections, he felt 
that either the Premier would have had 
him arrested, but he had not done so, and 
he (Mr. Wallace) therefore, held thateither 
he had been guilty of willfully endeavour­
ing to do him an injury, or had failed in his 
duty to the country. He complained that 
during the electoral contest letters and 
telegrams from Ottawa had been sent to his 
opponent and published by him broad cast, 
He had written to Mr. Radford the gentle­
man who had audited his accounts, and 
who it had been reported had said there 
were $65,000 for which he (Wallace) could 
not account, complaining of the in­
justice which he had done him. He 
received a reply from him denying that he 
had called him a defaulter bat stating that 
there were $53,000 odd for which he had 
not accounted. He (Wallace) had told Mr. 
Radford that he was ready to account for 
all the money which he had had. There 
was nothing in the iqatter of which he 
feared the strictest scrutiny, but it was 
evident that the Government had done its 
utmost to injure him before the electors. 
As he desired the fullest investigation, and 
if he were guilty, should deserve expulsion 
from the House; he moved that the whole 
matter be referred to a committee consist­
ing of Messrs, Blake, Oamero© ~ 
(Prince Edward) Bowdll and Moss.

The SPEAKER pointed out that the 
letter to Mr. Stuart, had not been moved 
for.

Mr. WALLACE said he was perfectly 
willing to tru-t his causa to tbe Public Ac­
counts Committee. He would withdraw 
his motion.

la answer to Sir John A. Macdonald,

delayed, owing to the Budget coming in on 
Tuesday last. He would introduce the 
Insolvency hill to-morrow, and the Supreme 
Court bill on Mandav.

Mr. MALCOLM CAMERON withdrew 
his motion in amendment to Dr. Brouse’s 
School Military Drill proposition, s lying 
that he would bring up his Arbitration 
proposal in a substantial form.

Mr. GORDON protested against the 
statement made by Mr. Cameron the ether 
evening that Canada was altogether inde­
fensible, saying that «s in ths past, Canada 
could hold her own against whatever foes 
presented themselves.

Dr. Brouse’s motion was withdrawn.
The hill to prevent cruelty to animals 

while in transit by rail was road a second 
time.

Sir JOHN A. MACDONALD moved for 
returns with respect to allowances and gia- 
tuities granted under Act 33 Vic, Chap 4, 
since tho beginning of 1874, with the 
ground of such superannuations, the ages of 
superannuates, &c, Sic. Carried.

Sir J. A. MACDONALD moved that the 
Clerk of the Crown in Chancery lay before 
the House a statement respecting vacancies 
that have occurred in the House since last 
general election. Carried.

Hon. Mr. MACKENZIE said it would be 
much more interesting to include the two 
last Parliaments, a proposition to which Sir 
John assented.

Sir J. A. MACDONALD then moved for 
a return of applications for grants of land in 
the Province of Manitoba by persons who 
have served in the volunteer force there, 
and have been invalided or discharged be 
fore the termination of their term of enlist 
ment. He said that it would be but just to 
give the grant to men who hed 
broken down on account of the hard­
ships of the service, but who had gone out 
with the full intention of serving. The 
motion was carried.

Mr. ROSS (Middlesex) moved for a return 
showing what books had been registered 
under tire Copy-right Act of 1863, their pub­
lishers and names of authors Carried.

On motion of Hon. Mr. CARTWRIGHT 
the House went into [Committee of Supply, 
Mr. Scatcherd in the chair, and passed 
Charges qf Management $68,000 , Depart 
ment of Privy Council, $14,380 ; Depart­
ment of Justice, $16,200 ; Militia and De­
fence, $34,150 ; Secretary of State, $28,930 
Minister of Interior, $39,390 ; Receiver Gen 
eral, $20,890 ; Finance, $47,000 ; Customs. 
$26,350 ; Inland Revenue, $23,840 ; Public 
Works, $19,890 ; Post Office, $88,180 ; Agri 
culture, $27,340 ; Marine and Fisheries.

Mr. WALLACE amended his motion 
to provide that the letter and telegram 
copies of which ho had produced be 
referred tq the above named committee.

Hon. Mr. MACKENZIE said that Mr. 
Wallace had omitted one part of the letter 
which showed that In Jane, 1873, Mr. Wal­
lace had resigned his position in the employ 
of the Government, and thereafter imme­
diately ran for one of the connties in On­
tario. He (Mr. Mackenzie) when he 
came into power found the accounts 
in arrear for years and years ; and 
it was impossible to adjust them. 
The hon. member for South Norfolk 
when he left carried away with him the 
cash books. It might be true that vouchers 
might be provefi which were nut entered 
into the cash book. It was extraordinary 
that after he lell the employ of the Gov­
ernment he had monies in the bank and 
continued to pay himself out of the monies 
which he had in his possession. The 
Premier went into some of the figures ; ad­
ding, that at present Mr. Wallace’s accounts 
had not been made up aud audited, it 
being impossible tq do so owing (o (he con­
fusion which prevailed. No authority could 
he adduced that he had the right to appro­
priate sums of his own use. He (Mr. Mac­
kenzie) had found that a junior clerk in 
Mr. Wallace’s office had taken $1,000 out of 
the funds and put them into his pocket, on 
the plea that he had a claim, which might 
be just ; the police magistrate dismissed a 
charge made against him by the Govern­
ment. Then there was another case in 
which a clerk had taken hold of $140. 
This showed the grose irregularities there 
had been in the hon. member’s office by 
which the country had lost a large sum of 
money. The whole of this case 
was now being enquired into hy a 
special committee of the Public Accounts, 
Mr Wallace came before the House now, 
not so much as a member, hut as a clerk, 
He could not consent to have a matter of 
of this kind referred to a Committee and 
magnified into one of still greater impor­
tance. The member for Norfolk could have 
as muci) enquiry as he chose before the 
Special Committee of Public Accoonts.

Mr WALLACE said he took exception to 
some of the remarks of the hon gentlemen 
He (Mr Mackenzie) had stated that a clerk 
had taken the sum of $1,000. He must have 
known that the sum was much les*, and 
that the clerk had a claim against the De­
partment of $350, He (Wallace) also found 
fault hi cause it was rumoured abroad j ist 
before the Norfolk election that the arrest 
of the clerk had been ordered ; it wes also 
broadly hinted that the clerk was a 
nominee and friend of his (Mr Wallace) 
when he had nothing to do with his ap­
pointment. Mr Mackenzie had also stated 
that there was no evidence of the money 
expended except in a cash-book, but they 
would find in the book kept by the profes­
sional accountant, of whom no ment ion had 
been made, a full statement of the accounts 
AH he asked for was justice.

Hon. Mr. MACKENZIE said that so far 
as he was concerned, the hon member for 
South Nor talk would receive full justice. 
The whole matter was now before the sub­
committee on Public Accounts, and the 
hon. member had been, he believed, before 
that Committee on this subject. He had 
only to repeat what he had stated before, 
that the hon gentleman after he was elected 
a member of Parliament had no right to act 
in the capacity of a Government servanh 
He (Mr. Mackenzie) did not say he could 
not account for the money. He had asked 
why he did not make a charge against him 
earlier ? The reason was simply because 
he did not then know of any charges against 
him. In reference to the young man Speers, 
fhe moment he had ascertained that he was 
retaining public money under the pretext 
that ho hadA Certain claim against the De­
partment, he had requested the Minister of 
Justice to caiiss his arrest. In all about 

,000 had been Jost ; three clerks retain­
ing money on the plea of their having 
claims against the Government.

Mr. RYMAL said that when he had gone 
to South Norfolk to assist his friend Mr. 
Stuart, he had been scrupulously careful 
not to state anything against the present 
member for the Riding ; that was not 
strictly in accordance with the truth ; 
he had stated that if these charges wore 
true, he could, in the light of events which 
had transpired some time before, conceive 
where the money had gone. He had seen 
friends of the hon. gentleman parading the 
streets and taverns, offering mon tayenty- 
five dollars, and telling them to bet it on 
Wallace ; if he was elecfed they 
would win the money, and if not, they 
would Içse nothing. (Laughter). He 
ventured to say that the money was obtain­
ed in some other way than m cutting 
cord wood by the cord. (Laughter). As 
to his truthfulness, he avould say nothing 
abouf that, as he had been in the House as 
long as the hon. member for Norfolk.

Mr. OAUCHON submitted that the dis­
cussion was oqt of order. They were dis­
cussing a document that was not really be­
fore the House

Hon. Mr. BLAKE said he thought the 
discussion was scarcely in order. He 
would be very sorry, and he believed the 
House would be very sorry that any injus­
tice should h.e dotie the hon. member for 
fSouth Norfolk ; but, as the Premier bad 
stated that the matter was being fuily in­
vestigated before the sub-Committee qn 
Public Accounts, he thought the hon 
genflemen should, on the statomen’, 
withdraw his motion, and if he con­
sidered when the Committee had reported 
than any injustice was done him, he (Mr. 
Blake) for one would do bis best to secure 
him the fullest opportunity of vindicating 
himself.

SIR JOHN A, MACDONALD, said it 
was not merely a question as to the actions 
of the honorable member for South Noy- 
folk, but tbe Cortnnittee should considtq 
whether a Minister ofothe Or wn was justL- 
fied in sending such a letter as the one re­
ferred to on the eve of an election .

Hon. Mr. HOLTON said that if there 
were any falpe statements in the letter, It

PUBLIC ACCOUNTS COMMITTEE.

Ottawa, Feb. 18,
ïhe sub-Committee appointed to enquir 

into the accounts of the Pacific railway 
survey met this morning, and elected Mr 
Wilkes chairman.

Mr. Wallace was first called, and stated 
that he bought the supplhs, and looked 
after their shipment ; ho was paymaster 
and accountant from the 15th May, 187i, to 
July 31st, 1872. He was under Mr. Flem 
ing ; he gave no security to the Govern 
ment. Mr. FI ;ming had asked him for 
security at one time, bat it was not carried 
out. After he resigned, Mr. Fleming had 
no one to succeed him, and Mr. Fleming 
asked him to assist him until some one was 
appointed to sncceed him. Ho was then 
member of Parliament. When ho resigned 
he had not transferred his cash balance to 
the Department, He never made a final 
balance ot accounts At the time of his 
resignation he had a balance of over 
$4,COO ; of thia he gave $3 500 to tbe acting 
paymaster. At first Mr. Fleming said his 
sriary was to be $1,800, hut alter taking 
the office of paymaster there was no definite 
arrangement as to his salary. He drew his 
own wages at the rate of $150 a month 
When he wanted money for the survey ex­
penses he drew on the Department. He re­
ceived about $150,000 this way. He paid 
out this on his own authority. Tire ac­
counts were submitted to the Department 
after they wore paid. There wqs no check 
upon the prices paid by him. He
kept an open account for each
surveying division. It was not 
pected that vouchers were to he 
left with the Engineers. He had alway 
received vonchers for sum) he paid out of 
the $150,000. He checked out a porticn of 
the balance for his services after his resig 
nation. This was in September 1874 
There was still something due him, and he 
contended that the Department still owed 
$300. He also got $200 from Mr. Fleming 
on account in October, 1873. He had put 
in an account for services in October, 1874 ; 
for his time at tho office after ids resigna­
tion. He charged the Department with hia 
travelling expenses up to November, 1874 ; 
he contested $outh Norfolk in August, 
1872. He had net charged his travelling 
expenses when not on the business of the 
Department. He had not handed over his 
his book balanced excepting the cash boob, 
which was balanced and all cash accounted 
for. After he resigned Mr. Steers, Sr., 
l;ept the accoums and handled the money. 
Mr. Steers received the vouchers back 
from Mr. Radford in October, 1874, for the 
purpose of correcting them. He never sent 
in any vouchers with the promise ttyat he 
wasjjto have them back to correct them ; 
did not believe there was any money paid 
out hut what there were vouchers for. j 

Mr. Radfobd stated he was a clerk in the 
Public Works Department, and had charge 
of the accounts of the Pacific Railway sur­
vey. Had possession of ail hooks, papers 
aid vouchers. They were placed in his 
hands in March, 1874. All the vouchers were 
returned to Mr. Wallace, in Oct. 1874, but he 
had returned them. When he took pos­
session of the books they were not balanc­
ed. He had pointed out to Mr. Wallace that 
there was a difference of about $111,000; 
$52,000 in vouchers were then sent in from 
Manitoba, which reduced the amount to 
$59,000. Çould not say whether this 
amount is covered by vouchers, as he had 
not yet completed their examination. It 
appears that the system was that a large 
sum was placed to the credit of Mr. Flem­
ing and he placed part Of it to the credit of 
Mr, Wallace aud others. Between $150,- 
000 and $160,000 were placed to Mr. Wal­
lace’s credit. Mr. Fleming told witness 
that he held Mr. Wallace responsible for 
the correctness of all accounts, whether Mr. 
Wallace paid them or not. Mr. Wallace 
resigned his position in July, 1872, but he 
has worked in the office since,

The Committee adjourned until to-mor­
row.

Beauport disaster terminated yester­
day. The verdict sets forth that the 
tire took in the cell of the woman, 
Mary Breton, but how it originated is 
unknown. There was a total of 420 
patients in the burnt portion at the 
time of the fire ; 26 of whom are mis- 
ing. There are portions of human re­
mains to warrant the jury in saying 
that seven have perished, and that 
there is also a great quantity of bones 
and charred remains, which may, or may 
not, account for the remaining nine­
teen.

Burned to Death—British Ttmolars.

Murphy’s wife was subject to cold chills, 
and feeling one coming over her, open­
ed the front door of the kitchen stove 
and stood with her back near the fire 
to warm herself.

the remaining 225 are to be elected by 
Councils General, the Municipal Coun­
cils and Councils of Arondissments, and 
one-third of that number is to be re­
newed by election every three years. 
President MacMahon has agreed to re­
nounce for the Executive the preroga 
tive of appointing a portion of the 
Senate.

UNiTûiD STATES.
A Strike and Its Consequences.

Fall River, Feb. 18.—A large per­
centage of the operatives and mechan­
ics at the Stafford Mills went out yester­
day, because the overseer declined to 
comply with their demand that all oper­
atives should contribute to aid the 
strikers or be discharged ; they all re­
turned to the mill this morning, but 
were not permitted to resume work.

GREAT BRITAIN.
Impe.’ial Parliament—Unintroduced mem­

ber—John MitchsH.
London, Feb, J8-—At the opening of 

the House of Commons to-day, Pr, 
Kenealy, the newly elected member 
from Stoke-on-Trent, entered alone. 
The Speaker requested him to with­
draw, because for 200 years it had been 
the custom for a new member to have 
two introducers, Mr. John Bright and 
Mr. Whalley then offered to accompany 
the new member, but on motion of Mr. 
Disraeli the custom was'dispensed with 
jn this case.

J’he House then proceeded to consi­
der the election of John Mitchell tq 
Parliament from the County of Tip­
perary.

Mr. Disraeli moved the resolution of 
which he gave notice last Monday, de­
claring Mitchell ineligible because he is 
a convicted felon.

Mr, Q’^haughnessy, the member for 
Limerick, moved a postponement in 
order to give Mr. Mitchell time to con­
sider the peculiar circumstances and 
determine what course to pursue.

Sir Richard Bagally, Attorney-Gen­
eral, confessed that he had not had 
sufficient time to consider all the legal 
aspects of the case, but argued that 
Mitchell was liable to arrest, and con­
sequently disqualified to hold a seat m 
Parliament.

Sir Wm. Vernon Harcourt said the 
doubts expressed by the Attorney- 
General showed that delay in this 
matter was desirable. A mistake would 
entail the gravest consequences,

Mr. Gathorne Hardy opposed a post­
ponement.

Mr. Martin, an Irish member and 
Home Ruler, declare 1 himself respon 
sible for Mr. Mitchell’s election, having 
been consulted in regard to its legality.

The Marquis of Hartington thought, 
after the admissions of the Attorney- 
General, it would be more dignified to 
refer the question to a «elect com­
mittee.

Mr. Plunkett, Cqnservative member 
for Dublin IJniversity, severely censured 
Mr. Mitchell.

Mr. Foster deprecated the tQhe °f 
Mr. Plunkett’s remarks.

Mr, Disraeli ridiculed the reference 
of this question to a committee, The 
House, he said, mast decide it y?4L 
promptitude apd not Jshqw suph ignor­
ance of its privileges as to allow a con- 
vut d felon to si t within its halls.

The motion to postpone the debate 
was rejected by a vote of 102 yeas to 
260 nays.

A motion to refer the subject to a 
committee was rejected, and Mr. Dis­
raeli’s resolution was adopted without 
a division.

A motion for a new writ of election 
in the County of Tipperary fqtloiyed, 
and was also carried without a division.

Take Ycur Ctnice.
It is stated here that in consequence 

of Mitchell’s disqualification, his son, 
formerly a captain in the Confederate 
service will be presented as a o.iiidniiUo 
for Parliament in Tipperary. §hoqld 
he prove disqualified, Mr. Kirkaiq, a 
released Fenian, will be invited to 
stand for the county.

Ready for Service.
Five German men-of war at Kiel have 

been ordered to be in readiness for 
immediate service.

It 
is supposed that they are to sail fqr 
Spanjsh waters ip oaSq there js pifiy 
further delay Of satisfaction from Spain 
for the Gustav outrage. This mbye: 
ment will probably force Spain to re­
sume active measures agiinst the
Carlists.

'lha Pops and Germany
London L'-v,

Last evening Mr. Paul de Chaillu gave 
the first of a series of three lectures under 
the auspices of the Mechanics’ Institute, iu 
the Mechanics’Hall. Restated that hav­
ing visited Equatorial Africa while quite 
young he was possessed with a strong de­
sire to explore it, and later iu life, having 
procured a small schooner called the “Dol­
phin,” he fitted her for sea, obtained 20,000 
pounds of beads and a like quantity of oth­
er goods in order to deal with and make 
presents to the natives. His scientific re­
searches extended to over 1,000 miles west 
of L igos, between two degrees north and 
south of the Equator.

He amusingly described the astonish­
ment of the natives at the place of debarka­
tion, who surrounded his vessel, 
imagining it to be a slaver. The 
town he describes as consisting of a 
single street, 2 miles long, each house 
b-ingexactly alike, and the King’s noibetter 
than any of hie subjects. They are 12 feet 
long by 8 or 9 wide, built of wood, lined 
outside with the bark of trees, and thatched 
with palm leaves, but windowless. To one 
of these he was escortod, the large retinue 
following singing a war song meanwhile. 
His dusky Majesty clothed in a long tailed 
dress coat, minus one of the tails, and 
which was obtained from a trader by his 
grandfather. One of the chiefs boasted of a 
dirty but sleeveless shirt, while a third 
possessed a stove pipe hat, much the worse 
for wear. The traveller in simple language 
explained to his Majesty the object of hie 
visit, and obtained a solemn promise that 
hie property would be secure from 
theft. His Majesty acquiesced, and im­
mediately passed a law that anyone so 
traugressing would be beheaded. The 
goods were accordingly landed, and ia 
less than a week he had entirely won the 
affections of both King and Court. 
Shortly after he was laid up with yellow 
fever, and after his recovery applied him­
self to learning the language which he 
quickly acquired, the native vocabulary 
was very limited; as was the case of all the 
dialects spoken in all his travels!; and ob­
taining introductions from the King to one 
of his many father in-laws he left for the 
interior. His experience extended over 
one thousand miles inland between 
the two degrees north and south 
of the tquator, and through a country 
completely covered by an inter­
minable forest extending further east than 
any negro he had met could tell him. Three 
serious drawbacks 10 travelling, besides the 
forest were the thick growlh of underbrush 
under the trees, the intense heat which, 
during the months of February, March and 
April, ranged between 120 ° and 165®, and 
in the winter between 70 0 and 85 0 , and 
sometimes 90 0 . He estimates that during 
the rainy season, which lasts for nine 
months, the rainfall was 300. The country 
was very spars ly populated. He had 
travelled for days aud weeks at 
a time without met ting anyone 
othep than the members ot his 
retinue, during which he discovered
triboo, ________ uc.uo being tue cannibals,
and the most strange the pigmies. These 
tribes are divided into clans, subdivided 
again into companies. The old men mrke 
the laws. .Polygamy, witchcraft, and 
slavery were the three institations ef the 
country, and which were indulged in to an 
unlimited extent, their whole time being 
occupied iu either acquiring wives, or 
slaves, or in following their fetish observ­
ances, in which human lives are continu­
ally being sacrificed. The common belief 
is that death is the effect of witchcraft, and 
consequently they appeal to that agency 
for pemtdy. When a chief dies it is the 
custom to beheal ten or twelye slaves, for 
an ordinary man one to two, but when a 
woman dies they kill nobody. These prac­
tices make them fond of bloodshed, and 
consequently they are frequently at war.
In travelling through the gloomy and 
lofty forests, hunger and starvation fre­
quently stared him in the faee. Young 
monkëy he considered an excellent dish, 
but when pushed for food, ami 
obliged to subsist 011 berries, he 
adopted the native plan of offering 
some of the fruit to a monkey, who would 
eat it it good, and if poisonous, cast it from 
him. During his sojourn iu these regions 
the lectuier discovered IbO new species of 
birds and 117 of quadrupeds, of which 14 
were monkeys. The country he described 
as gorgeous iu tropical beauty, the glades of 
the forests being covered with flowers of all 
shapes, with berrfeç and nutq, pine-appjes, 
sugar-cane, banaipas, plaintain and Cassan­
dra trees, and well adapted fir a large in­
crease of populatiou. On his expressing 
a d> sire to extend his researches further- 
east, the King gavé him an escort of 6ÔÔ 
men, women and children, and three large 
war canoes holding 200 persons each, with 
an introduction to rhe father of one of his 
three hundred wives, by name Giapo, whq 
resided 200 miles up the country on one of 
the rivers. He stated, inter alia, a King 
was prompted to have many wives from 
policy, in order to obtain the assistance 
of their relatives in time of war. 
Passing along the coari to the south, 
and up the deep mud-lined river, he 
arrived at his destination, to the 
great joy of Griapo, who, pn further acqu iin- 
tance, waa so delighted with the f‘ spirit” 
and his presents, thut he refused to let him 
depart, whereupon the speaker f-igned great
anger and demanded the fulfilment of the 
promise. He invariably obtained assistance, 
in prosecuting his j mrueys. Giapo deqb 
rom of appeasing the ‘ spirit" iu a speech 
which last d two hours offered him the 
choice of a wife from a bevy of 853 dusky 
young maidens, and on bis declining on the 
plea of exciting the jealousy of the remain­
ing 852 the K'ng offered him the whole 
number. Hq refused a second time 
somewhat to the disappo.inmeni of 
the maidens, alleging that it was not 
the custom with such as Vdm to marry. 
Almost eveiy chief he met wanted him to 
take from thirty to forty girls to wife, and 
he stated that in looking over his diary he 
found that he had received no less than 
20,000 offers in marriage. Upon Giopo 
furnishing him with the necessary retinue 
to proceed on his journey, he further as­
cended ffie -riyer, aud walked through the 
eo!Ra-y f-rests some 300 miles, until he ar­
rived on the frontier of the country of the 
Cannibals, a tali race of men, averaging six 
feet and upwards in height, and strong in 
proportion. These he described as wor­
shippers of the moon, and believing that 
the Queen of Death resides in
her. They also have implict faith 
in feti-h worship or witchcraft.
In conclusion, he gave a description of his 
first and unsuccessful chase after gorillas, 
drew a vivid picture of the cannibals fthd 
one of their pities, vyhich strikingly appears 
to agree dJth thei description givèn of the 
Ashanta -s aLei Ooomaa’e, ’’n a i tut two par­
ticulars—the superstitious reverence and 
fear in which they held the white man, and 
their fearful propensity for human flesh.

The lecture, which occupied au hour qffd 
and a half in delivery, was listened to with 
great interest by the' large assembly pre­
sent.

This afternoon, at three o’clock, M. de 
Ohaillu will deliver the second lecture, en­
titled, “Lost in the Jungle,” and this even­
ing the last of the course-subject, “The 
gorilla, the chimpanzee, the gibbon, the 
orang-outang, their anatomy, habits and 
habitations.”

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QUEBEC LEGISLATURE.
{Specially Reported and Telegraphed 

the Montreal Herald.)
to

Quebec, Feb. 18.
The House nvft at 3.30.
After routine,
Hon. Mr. CHURCH presented the tenth 

report of the Tanneries Investigation Com­
mittee stating the facts as to Mr. Dansereau’s 
examination, and of his refusal to answer, 
and asking that Dansereau he called and 
acknowledge his signature. The report was 
concurred in.'

Hon. Mr. [CHURCH moved that C. A. 
Dansereau be called to the Bar of the 
House, and ordered to appear before the 
Committee to-morrow morning to acknow­
ledge his deposition.—Carried.

Mr. Dansereau then appeared before the 
Bar of the House in custody of the Deputy 
Sergeant-at-Arms.

On motion of the Hon. Mr. CHURCH 
the following questions were put by the 
Speaker.

Under date ot 19th July last, a deposit of 
$17,000 was made at the Banque Jacques 
Cartier in your name ; by whom was that 
deposit made 7

Witness entered into a long series of 
reasons for his conduct nefore the Commit­
tee, and for his refusal to answer the ques­
tion. He detailed also full particulars and 
dates ot his appearances before the Com. 
mittee and what then took place. He re­
peated his reasons for not answering the 
question, and concluded by praying the 
House to take into consideration the fact 
that the question neither directly or in­
directly related to the Tanneries affair, and 
not to compel him to answer it. Witness 
was then ordered to withdraw.

Hon. Mr. CHURCH expressed his dissat­
isfaction with the answer. He hoped the 
Committee would not be compelled to go 
back on its former decision with regard to 
the question which he had decided was in 
order, and ought to be answered.

Mr. Dansereau re-appeared at the bar, 
and on the same question being again put, 
he said : “ 1 am forced to respectfully de­
cline answering that question.”

Witness was again ordered to withdraw. 
Hon. Mr. CHURCH moved that C. A 

Dansereau having persisted in his retusal to 
answer the question just put to him ; be it 
ordered that he be placed in custody of the 
Sergeant-at-Arms, and that Mr. Speaker do 
issue his warrant accordingly. He explained 
that it was at first his intention to move 
that ho be committed to the common gaol 
but in consequence of iris statement, that 
his reply might injure some private inter­
ests, he had made the less severe motion, 

Mr. JOLT could not concur in the mo. 
tion as it was not sufficiently severe, and he 
felt bound to present an amendment to sus­
tain the dignity of the House. His amend­
ment was to commit Mr. Dansereau to the 
common gaol of Quebec, instead of the 
custody of the Sergeant-at-Arms. He 
complained of the Attorney-General hav­
ing changed his mind, and argued that the 
reasons Mr. Dansereau had given, far from 
deserving leniency, rather aggravated his 
position. Ho hoped the House would as­
sert its dignity, and instead of playing the 
farce of remitting witness to the custody of 
the Sergeant-at-Arms, which in itself was 
no punishment at all, they would 
send him to the common gaol. 
He argued that the House had the power to 
do so, as was proved by the decision of the 
Court of Queen’s Bench, and he quoted pre­
cedents in support. He concluded with a 
strong appeal to the House to assert its 
dignity and support iris amendment.

Mr. BELLINGHAM sûâ he had never 
seen Dansereau before, and although be­
longing to the Conservative press, he (Dan­
sereau) should have his sympathies, yet he 
felt he could not support the position he 
had taken. He entered into particulars of 
the conduct of Mr. Dansereau, asserting 
that he had intentionally insulted the 
House by the impetuous manner in which 
he had treated the Committee ; therefore, 
he (Mr. Bellingham) would vote for the 
amendment.

Hon. SOLICITOR-GENERAL said an 
appeal to the Privy Council had been taken 
against the decision of the Court of Appeals, 
and he did not think witness had aggrava­
ted his position, but that the reasons there 
given were given with all respect for the 
House, and that his offence would be met 
by his being placed in custody of the Ser­
geant-at-Arms.

Mr. BACHAND, after detailing the facts
T°“ '■eo’rnttfld,. that the Attorney- ner as to appear as it he ratner excuSbu

witness for not answering the question, in­
stead of adhering to the position he had 
taken as Chairman of the Committee. He 
pointed out that witness rather aggravated 
his position by the reasons he had given, 
and, therefore, he hoped the House would 
adopt the amendment proposed.

Hon. Mr. CHURCH had modified his 
views from a sense of duty believing that 
forbearance was desirable ; and that 
nothing would be gained by sending the 
witness to gaol.

After remarks from Mr. Laroque in sup­
port of the motion,

Hon. Mr. CHAPLEAU spoke at length 
in opposition to the motion and attacked 
the Opposition for proposing the amend­
ment, He criticized the arguments and 
statements made in support of the amend­
ment aud declared that the answer of 
witness was a good one and his excuse 
should hold good with the House, and be 
accepted as a justifiable reason why tire 
House should not have insisted on the ques­
tion being answered. He declared himself 
strongly opposed to the imprisonment of 
witness and cited authority on the subject.

Hon. Mr. CHURCH pointed out that if 
the amendment was carried it would pre­
vent witness from obeying the order of the 
House to appear before the Committee in 
the morning.

Mr. JOLY said if the House had power 
to send him to prison, surely they had 
power to take him out and bring him before 
the Committee.

The debate was continued by Mr. 
Mangelier till six o’clock when the House 
arose.

AFTER RECESS.
The St, Lawrence Bridge Co.’s bill was 

read a third time and passed.
Three other private bills were advanced a 

stage, and the debate on the amendment to 
the motion to commit Mr. Dansereau to 
the custody of the Sergeant-at-Arms was re­
sumed by

Mr. LANGELIER, who continued to 
argue in support of the amendment.

Hon. Mr. CHURCH then read a letter 
from Mr. Ritchie, containing particulars of 
the judgment.

Hon. Mr. ROBERTSON said the question 
was not one of politics, but one of the in­
ternal economy of the House. The facts of 
the case were that Mr. Dansereau was a 
most important witness, and knew more 
about the Tanneries transaction than any 
one else, and he having refused to answer, 
the House must take steps in the matter. 
The punishment of being in custody of the 
Sergeant-at-Arms was no punishment at all. 
Therefore he would vote for the amend­
ment of the hon. member for Lotbintere.

Hon. Mr. IRVINE entered into a legal 
statement of the question as it then stood, 
and remarked that witness had postponed 
his final determination not to answer to so 
late a period that his punishment could 
only be a short one. As every one knew 
they could only imprison him till the end 
of the session, and therefore he had been 
simply laughing at and making fua of Par­
liament . Being in custody of the Sergeant- 
at-Arms was rather, a benefit, as one was 
then saved the expense of living, as the 
Government paid all expenses, and the 
prisoner could walk about town as he 
pleased. He then entered into the legal 
points ot tire question, and mentioned sev­
eral cases that had taken place before other 
Parliaments, in support of the amendment • 
to show that in the present instance, it 
would he no punishment at all, unless Mr. 
Dansereau was sent to the common gaol.

The debate was continued by Hon Mr 
Malhiot and Messrs. Houde and Marchand 
after which ’

Hon. Mr. CHURCH said he wished 
to answer the remarks of some of the mem­
bers who had spoken. No one could be 
more earnest in dealing with the case than 
himself, but it was not so much to the 
question of punishment as to the severity 
of punishment that he was opposed. He was 
anxious that the order of the House should 
be obeyed, he made his motion with that 
end in view. He called the attention of the 
member for Lotbiniere to the fact that his 
motion defined no time according to Act of 
Parliament, and he would amend his motion 
by leave of the House, and insert the words 
“During the session.”

Mr JOLY said he did not wish to amend 
his motion, as he based it <m the authority 
of the Imperial Parliament, and be wished 
it to remain as it was 

Mr METHOT moved the adjournment of 
the debate.

A division being taken, the adjournment 
was lost—Yeas, 2G ; nays, 23.

Hon Mr CHAPLEAU commenced to 
speak on Mr Joly’s amendment by charging 
the press with wilfully misreporting °ths 
speeches of members. He then entered 
into a violent defence of Mr Dansereau, and 
as violent attack on Mr Irvine. He main­
tained that it was not within the province 
of the Committee to enforce an answer when 
witness declined, and, therefore, witness 
had been guilty of no disrepect in so re­
fusing. He continued to pour forth his vir­
tuous indignation for over an hour, after 
which an amendment censuring Mr Danse­
reau for not answering the question was 
carried—Yeas, 27 ; nays, 23.

Mr Dansereau then appeared before the 
bar and was censured by the Speaker, taking 
it very coolly.

Mr JOLY then moved that witness be 
again brought up and the question put to 
him

Hon Mr CHURCH suggested that the 
House should wait until to-morrow to give 
witness time to consider his position.

After a short discussion the suggestion 
was agreed to, and the House adjourned at 
12:45.
