INDIAN SCENERY.. ' s
I'was-compelled to leave my last letter [lost
in the Ava] unfinished in order that I migh
avail myself of an opportunity of joining tht
force in' the field at Cawnpore, and on the morne
ing of the 4th of February I crossed the dirty
Ganges with infinite satisfaction and left Cal-
cutta behind me. Jostling through the swarm-
ing «crowds of Hindoos, Mussulmans, and Cool-
ies who filled the railway' station, I once more:
enjoyed that mild' personal trinmph which one
feels in establishing one’s-self in the pet corner
of a railway carriage, and in a few minutes
was traversing the flat and uninteresting dis-
triet' which lies'on' the right bank of the Gan-
ges.. It is too much; perhaps,to say that the
district is' quite uninteresting ‘to' a' stranger.
The green: rice fields, the mud built villages,
the novel birds, the tropical trees and vegeta-
tion, and, ‘above all, the population, for some
time attract and engage the attention; but
very soon, by the monotony of the scene—each
grove so like its brother, and each village the
model of all—curiosity is satiated, and is suc-
ceeded by something:stronger than indifference.
Far as the eye can reach on either side there
are the same small ipatches of rich  green amid
larger expanses of baked earth or banked-up
water, fringed by little groves of dates, of coco,
of palm, or by=clumps of plantains. Beneath
every thicker tope 'or clump of trees are the
wretched looking cottages of mud, bamboo,
and thatch, in-which the natives live. The snipe
springs skirling from' the marshes which fringe
the railway banks; ‘and ‘along the margins of
the tanks stalk snow-white egrets ‘with long
crests’; the tamer paddy bird, which looks like
a bittern, may be seen investigating the ‘con-
tents of ‘the worm-heaps in' the newly-dried
sland ; snakes of various kinds, a‘large blue jay
of beautiful plumage, and the saucy king crow

multitudes of vultures hover' overhead. A
their morning sleep wheel over the thick tope
which they have been roused by some native in
search of'a cocoanut j and the prétty green fly-
catcher darts from branch to branch incessant-
ly... The hoopal, like our own rare specimens,

where improvement commissioners are at work,
‘¢ labelled rubbigsh may be shot here,” Cawnpore
would be a most vulgar, common-place aggre-
gate of uninhabitable edifices. “We ‘drive on' a
little further, and on'our right.enclosure with
broken walls and shattered, gateposts,in the
centre of which is a heap of brick, mud, and
white plaster about twoor three feet high, scat-
tered -over 15 or 20 square yardsof ground.
Close to this heap there aresome lefless trees,
and on the the top most branch of one of: these,
just over the centre of the mound, with 1ts_f9ul
plumage lighted up ‘by the rays of the rising
sun, sits'a horrid wvulture. A few yards be-
yond this mass of ruins of what had once been
a house there rose a ramp or sloping mound of
earth from the leveél of the ground to, the edge
of ‘& brick well, the top of which was covered
in, and close by the well stood a' monumental
cross. It was scarcely necessary for my  com-
panion to say, ¢ There is the honse, and just be-
yond ‘it is the ‘well.” " We passed on by ‘the
blackened wall of an absurdly fine' masonic Tod-
ge, and, by the ruins of & veryspacious bl}lldmg
called the Assembly Rooms, just opposite the
scene of the butchery ; by a house close to if, in
which the Nana lived after the nccupation of
the place by the sepoys ; and then through the
remaing of mud houses and bungalows, till we
reached the ruins of the Cawnpore hotel.

bricks, or'carrying small loads, or engaged in
some very obscure agricultural operat,on, or
doing nothing with equal indifference. They
have no clothing but a’small piece of cotton
cloth, frequently very dirty, wrapped round
their hips, and the end brought between their
legs.' Some wear ‘a turban of the wame mate-
rial ; some ‘their ‘natural’ coarse’ black hair ;
‘somea long tuft of the same substance, depend-
ing from the back of the head'; others have the
scalp  half - shaved, ~ others again = have
the ‘head ' shaven ‘ciean, so that it almost
makes. ‘one shudder “to  ses their shin-
ing black bald pates glistening in  the
broiling'sun.. Some are blacker than the dark-
est Ethiop, others are coloured like the tawny
‘Moor. There i3 one who  ig busy engaged in
pursuing small deer and amid the folds of his
scanty pantaloons’; he ‘has three white stripes
over ‘his ‘nose, and ‘a’sort of necklace which
‘comes round under his shoulder, and a stupid

derers. | It is now bricked over, and there only
remains a small circular ridge of brick marking
the wall of the well, which was not more than
nine or - ten feet’ across.’ Beneath rest the
mangled remains of our poor countrywomen
and  their little ones, and standing there we
could well realise the strength of that indigna-
tion which steels the hearts of our soldiers
against the enemy.

IN MEMORIAM.

“ In memory of the women and children of

This inscription is engraved on the uprigh-
part of the slab, which is iu the forms of a Mal
tese cross, within & circle of stone. In the
quadrants of this circle are ingcribed, in red
‘letters and in the old Knglish character,
“I 'believe in the Ressurrection of the
Dead.” . The conception and execution of this
'memorial were most creditable. In the ranks'
of a marching regiment were found ¢ 20 men,”
who, with good feeling and excellent taste,
have, improptu, raised a memorial of the Cawn-
pore massacre, the gight of which must touch
.one more deeply than any elaborate and costly-
effort. ==

THE ENGLISH IN CANTON,

REVOLTING REVELATIONS,

the Aceldama, the field of blood, the execution-
ground of Canton. The upper part of that car-
penter’s shop.is the place where nearly all the

Europeans have, at the price of a dollar each,
witnessed the wholesale massacres of which Eu-
rope has heard with a hesitating scepticism. It
wag within this yard that that monster Yeh has
within two years destroyed the lives of 70,000
fellow-beings. - These crosses are the instru-
ments to which these victims were tied who
were condemned to the special torture of being
sliced to death. Upon one of these the wife of
a rebel general was stretched, and by Yeh's or-
der her flesh was cut from herbody. Afterthe
battle at Whampoa the rebel leader escaped, but
his wife fell into the hands of Yeh—that was
how he treated A%s prisoner. Her breasts were
rstcut off, then her forehead was slashed, and
the skin torn down. over .the face‘, then the
fleshy - parts of the body were sliced away.

There are Englishmen yet alive who saw this
done, but at what period of the butchery sensa-
tion®ceased and death came o 'this poor inno-
cent woman none can tell, The fragment of rope
which now hangs to ong of the crosses wag used
to bind a woman who waa cut up for
murdering her husband. The sickening - de-
tails of the massacres perpetrated on'this spot
have been, related to me by these who have
seen them, and who take shame to themselves

while ‘they confessthat after witnessing one
exeeution by cutting on the cross, the rapidity
and dexterity with which the mere beheading
was done deprived the execution of a hundred
men of half its horrors. The criminals were
| brought down in gangs, if they could walk, or
PLOUGHY dovwa in ahairs and  shot out into the
yard.: The exectioners then arranged them in
rows, giving them a blow behind which forced
out the head and neck, and laid them conv?u}-
ent for the blow. Then came the warrant of
death. Itis abanner. As soon agit waved in
sight, without verbal order given; the work be-
gan. There wasa rapid sucession of dull crun-
ching sounds—chop, chop, chop, ehop! No
‘second blow was ever dealt; for the dexterous
manslayers are educated t:}heir work. * Until
they can with heavy swordgslice a great bulbous
_vegetable as thinag we slice a cucumber they
are not elgible for. their office. In one minute
five executioners clear” off 100 lives. It takes
longer for the assistants to cram the bodies into
rough coffins, especially as you might see them
cramming two into one shell, that they might
embezile the spare wooden box. The heads
were carried off in boxes ; the staturated earth
was of value as manure.

THE PROGRESS OF BRITISH TRADE.

These figures furnish as with
results of the extent and gradual progress of
English commeree. The aggregate official value
of ‘imports and exports, it will be seen, has
more than doubled in a quarter of a century.

But the computed real value of the trade of
1856 amounts to £311,750,000,  The value of
manufactures and other home produce exported
also indicates remarkable progress. We have
the details made up for last year, and the value
exceeds $122,000,000. It there had not been &
decline in the shipments of some four or five
millions in the last three months of the past year
the value of the year's exports would haveshown
an increase of 25 per cent. over 1855, Of the
exports last year £37,000,000 went to English
possessions, and £85,000,000 to fereign coun-
ties.

Although the consumer hag so largely bene-
fited by the successive reductions of duty upon
the importation of different articles of large con-
sumption, yet a net customs revenus is still de-
rived of about £23,000,000 under the existing
rates. We find thatof the 77,100 ships engag-
ed in the foreign trade, registering 19,000,000
tuns,ithat entered and left the ports of the Unit-
ed Kingdom last year, about 44,000 ships of 11,-
622,000 tons sailed under the British flag. Eng-
land also employsin the coasting trade, inwards
and outwards, 283,800 vessels, measuring about
27,000,000 tons.

The excige returns of last year tell an equsal-
ly satisfactory tale.  The home consumption of
malt shows an increase of 2} million bushels
paying duty although large quantities now made
duty free for distilling purposes are unrecord-
ed.  The export of beer shows an increage of
42,000 barrels to foreign countries; but of the

increased home consumption there iz no record.

A singular. fact in this connection is the  de-
creage in the quantity of hops used at honie, in
the face of this increased quantity of beer brew-
ed; and it would be & curious ingiry to as-
certain what takes the place.; While 82,400,-

‘were used last year. The'increage in the con-
sumption of paper is very large, the quantity-
which. paid ‘duty last year: being 191,721,000
au increase of 25,000,000 in - two Years. The
manufacture has increased more than 50 per
centin ten years, and the question pregents it-
selt—where, in the face of the tapid destruction
and extended use of this material, paper pulp
is for the future to come from to meet the de-
mands ?

These returns of the Board of Trade go far to
show that Great Britain is truly the greatest
workshop of the globe. Her commerce stretch-
es far beyond the bounds of civilization, Her
dry goods are worn by all- the ' tribes of the
earth, while her hardware may be found in the
homes of almost all the-members of the human
family.  When we find that the estimated ayer-
age annual production and manufacturers of all
kindgin the United Kingdom [including the
imports and exports] amount in bulk to 400,-
000,000 tons, and are valued nearly at 1000
million pounds sterling, we can more readily
appreciate the importance of English commerce
and manufactures.

The timber manufactured this year is generally
reported to be of good quality, superior to the
generality produced in former years.

a drive be found to equal it—disclosing as it
would, at every point of view, a varied and ever-
changing panorama, of the most magnificent

rows of shade trees. Portland has nothing
more attractive to the stranger, than the mag-
nificent avenues of elms, that overshadow and
ornament its streets. Thre2 thousand in num-
ber they are stated to be, by the Mayor of that
City in his last annual report, who congratu-
lates the citizens, and very properly too I think
on their continued increase in size and number.
For their preservation and care, he recommends
the appointment of a forester, and the passage
of an ordinance, prohibiting their being trim-
med or cut excepting under his direction, He
remarks, justly enough, that although the trees
are planted by private individuals, who are to
be commended for their good taste in so doing,
yet, once placed in the streets, they become the
common property of all, as much ag the curb
stones, orside walks, and subjected as such to
municipal regulations. T mention this to show
the importance that our neighbours attach to
these matters, and for our guidance and imi-
tation. I am afraid, however, that my few
rambling remarks, are not likely to have more
effect than a Grand Jury presentment. I only
make them hoping to enlist the advocacy of
some more powerful pen.

I do trust, that
some energetic steps will ere long be taken to
make available one, of the most superb plais-
ances in the world. If the other schemes that
are broached should be adopted, and land be ac-
quired for squares at either end of the city, they
would have to be planted and laid out, and a
generation must elapse before they could serve
as places of resort or recreation. Indeed, if we
are to judge of the future by the past, taking
the Viger-Square as an example, many genera-
tions might elapse before our Civic Fathers
would even begin to think of digging and
planting. It does, too, seem a little absurd, that
we should talk of making new Squares, (I will
not call them Parks), remote from the city,
while we leave those we have in its centre un-
attended and uncared-for. The Haymarket
Square in its very heart, is a disgrace to it.—
Let that be laid out and planted, that eyesore,
the Engine House, removed, and replaced by
the Celebration Fountain, in lieu of the mons-
trosity now allowed to encumber it ;and when
this is done, it will be time enough to talk of
others.. Again, the Jacques Cartier Square
would make an unequalled approach and aven-
ue from the river, it that abomination, the old
Gaol, was removed, as it ought to have been
long since. It is now, I believe, dignified by
being used as an Armory for the Volunteers.—
AllT have to say is, that if the Government
have no better place than that dog-hole for
their force, they had better "disband it at once.
We are certainly a patient and long-suffering
people to suffer such a nuisance to exist for so
long. We have built a pretentious looking
Court-Honse, and as a sort of foil to it, I pre~
sume, tolerate in-its vicinity that unsightly old
building. It is a disgraceand a shame, that it
should be allowed to stand there, offending the
sight as it does. I see the Corporation are
talking about having it removed, and the Grand
Jury have condemned it in their last present-
ment. This latter, is, however, I am afraid,
ominous ofits perpetuity, for I am told that any
evil or ‘abuse that they present, ensures its per-
manence. Let it be at once removed, and not
suffered any longer to block up the avenue
throughto the Champde Mars,which latter might
be planted with trees, as was suggested by a
correspondent of the Herald some time since.—
What & healthful current of air from the river
would not such anjopening give us.
