REPRESENTATIVES OF LABOR 
DEPARTMENT TRYING TO EF­

FECT A SETTLEMENT.
Magog, Nov. 22. — ^Special)— 

There is practically no new develop­
ments in connection with the striking 
employees at the cotton mills and 
print works.

While the strikers have added to 
their ranks from some of the depart­
ments, others who were out have re­
turned to work so that the number 
out remains about the same.

All the departments of the com­
pany are running as usual, and al­
though the absence of the striking 
employees is somewhat of an incon­
venience still the production is being 
maintained.

The representatives of the Labor 
Department of Ottawa held an inter­
view with the men last evening, when 
the whole situation was discussed.

As the head office of the company is 
in Montreal the negotiations towards 
bringing about a settlement will he 
taken up there.

The meetings of the strikers arc 
well attended and they still main­
tain they will win out. The leaders 
keep urging them to stand out for 
the increase.

The strike is not looked upon with 
much favor by the business men of 
the town who realize that, should it 
continue, it wrill mean a serious loss 
to the town of Magog.

COTTON TRADE NOT GOOD.
Montreal, Nov. 22.—With regard to 

the contentions of Mr. Paquetr.e and 
the union leaders that the position 
of the cotton trade was such that the 
ten per cent, increase in wages pro­
mised some time ago was warranted, 
Mr. Daniels said this was not the 
case.

‘'■While the cotton trade in Eng­
land and on the Continent is general­
ly Pretty go0d,” said he, “it is very 
spotty on this side. While we are 
kept busy on certain lines, prices are 
cut very close, and although there 
has been a reduction in the price of 
raw cotton, there has also been a 
corresponding cut in the manufactdr- 
ed article. The market position is 
such that we cannot meet the de­
mands of the men, and there will be 
absolutely no compromise. We have 
nothing to hide and nothing to set­
tle, and we laid this question clearly 
before Mr. Duhreuil, 0f the Labor 
Department, when lie called at our 
office.”

Prinz Joachim on Way to Jamaica 
Goes Ashore.

18 IN NO IMMEDIATE DANGER, 
BUT REQUIRES IMMEDIATE 

ASSISTANCE.
New York, Nov. 22.—(Special)- 

Hamburg American line steamer 
Prinz Joachim, which sailed fr„m 
New York last Saturday for Kingston 
Jamaica, reported by wireless early 
today that she had struck on a 
rock off the Samana Island 200 miles 
north of Hati. According to the 
wireless operator the ship is resting 
easily, and in no immediate danger, 
but requires assistance as soon as 
possible. Samana Island, also known 
as Atwoods Key, is an unhabitable 
rock about a mile wide and eight 
miles long.

The Prinz Joachim appears to be 
about 25 miles off her course in a 
region known to mariners as very 
dangerous.

FARED BADLY.

Police Arrested 180 oî the Fighting 
Females.

TRIED TO FORCE THEIR WAY IN- 
TO THE HOUSE OF 

COMMONS.
London, November 22.—The suffra­

gettes fared badly at the hands of 
the police last night. They had threat­
ened to force their way into the 
House of Commons and make a pro­
test on the floor of the House against 
the Prime Minister’s refusal to pledge 
the Government to a bill giving equal 
suffrages to both sexes, but they fail­
ed even to reach the entrance of Par­
liament.

Thwarted by the police who made 
upwards of 180 arrests, the suflrag- 
gettes resorted to a campaign of win­
dow smashing. Driven from Parlia­
ment Square by the police, 1.800 of 
whom were on duty, the woman ac­
companied by sympathizers and gangs 
of rowdies, proceeded through White-

WIFEJN STREET.
After the Shooting Slayer Wa ked 

Away and Escaped
VICTIM WAS NINETEEN YEARS 

OF AGE AND LEAVES TWO 
BABIES.

Montreal, Nov. 22.—Hurrying from 
her work in the Canada’s Paint Com­
pany’s factory to her home at 258 
Chateauguay strbei, where her two 
babies, one eighteen months and the 
other three months old, were await­
ing her coming. Mrs. John Cummings 
R» years of age, was s lot and killed 
by her husband, at 6.15 o’clock last 
evening.

The shooting was committed in 
Chateauguay street, about fifty yards 
west of Island street, while the young 
woman was walking along the street 
in company with Edwin. L. Packer, a 
young man who boarded in the 
same house. Mrs. Cummings was kil­
led instantly, the first bullet penetra­
ting her body from the hack, and the 
second striking her in the face under 
the left eye.

Cummings disappeated after the 
shooting, and Captain Coleman, of 
the Grand Trunk street station, as­
sisted by Lieut. Charland and half a 
dozen men from the detective bureau, 
could find no trace of him up to an 
early hour this morning. Robert Sc0tt 
a cousin of the murdered woman met 
Cummings walking east in Centre 
street about five minutes after the 
murder had been committed, but at 
that time he did.not know of what 
had happened in Chateauguay street. 
Scott and Cummings had not been 
friends for more than a year, and 
did not recognize each other as they 
passed in the street. It was not until 
three-quarters of an hour later that 
Scott learned of the murder.

He 
denied all knowledge of the crime un­
til his arrest this morning.

hall, aimed with bags of stones con­
cealed under their coats, and broke 
the windows in the public offices, the 
Liberal headquarters and the Nation­
al Liberal Club.

APPEARED IN COURT THIS MORN­

ING.
London, November, 22.—(Special.)— 

Unrepentant Suffragettes to number 
of 223 many ot whom are apparently 
still in their teens, appeared at Bow 
street police court this morning to 
answer for their sins of yesterday 
to fines or alternative terms of im­
prisonment varying from fortnight t0 
month. Women invariably chose pri­
son instead of fine. Counsel for pub­
lic prosecutor said in speaking to 
charge that he could not adequately 
describe the disgraceful and discredit­
able scenes of organized disorder,” of 
■which accused were guilty. From 
evidence it is quite certain that mili­

tant suffragettes acted yesterday on 
complete plan of campaign. As soon 
as they were repulsed by police drawn 
up in Parliament Square they disper 
sed into small groups who mixed 
with crowd.

At National Liberal Club on Tha­
mes Embankment excitement reached 
its height. Club was full of members 
and their friends. They flocked to 
windows as crowds approached but 
were soon forced to retreat in order 
to avoid showers of well-aimed 
stones which crashed through lower 
windows. Many more arrests were 
made here and also along Strand 
where telegraph office was attacked 
as well as number of stores. Most 
of women arrived in court this morn­
ing carrying grips with a change of 
clothing in anticipation of spending 
a period in jail. A number of them 
who had broken windows of value 
exceeding $50 were committed for 
trial at a London session.

BOARD OF REVISORS.

Experience is an excellent teacher 
Had not the City Council become 
involved in the recent Voters’ List 
fiasco it is doubtful if application 
for a Board of Revisors would have 
been made.

Large cities like Montreal and Que­
bec have Boards of Revision aad they 
have worked out satisfactorily. A 
Board of Revision is composed of 
three members, two appointed by the 
Provincial Government and one by 
the City. The lists are submitted to 
them for revision,

THE FIRST STEP.
The first step in connection, with 

the adoption of Government by Com­
mission in this city was taken at the 
Council meeting on Monday evening 
when the Board of Trade made ap­
plication to have the Charter amend­
ed, giving the City power to employ 
paid commissioners. There is every 
reason to believe that the Council 
will make application to the Legis­
lature for this power.

Recent developments show that 
there is great need for re-organization. 
More system is required in managing 
the City’s affairs. Lack of system 
causes hundreds of dollars loss to 
the City each year.

CIVICS AS A VITAL STUDY 
Civic progress depends on intellig­

ent effort, and this sort of efforts is 
possible only through careful study 

existing conditions 
It is obvious, then, that the place 

to begin with instruction in civics is 
in the school, hence, the school be­
comes a prime factor in the move to­
wards higher political ideas and bet­
ter civic conditions. To make an ap­
peal for the adoption of higher stan­
dard? to men of affairs is good; to 
confine the appeal to this class, is a 
serious mistake. In order to get last­
ing, progressive results, the cause of 
better government so-called must be 
made attractive to those who, in the 
near future, will be confronted with 
the duties of the citizenship. What 
may be expected of them, however, 
if their initial interest begins, and 
their first practical knowledge is 
gained, only when they are qualified 
to vote?

HU QUESTION 
UP NUOMMONS.

Hon. Mr. Hazen Says liberals 
Were Afraid of Their Own Pol­

icy.
CONTENDED THAT THEY HAD 

TENDERS FOR MONTHS AND 
DID NOT GIVE CONTRACT.

Ottawa, Nov. 22.—The’ endeavors of 
the Opposition to draw forth a state­
ment from the Government on their 
naval policy brought a speech from 
the new Minister of Marinc_andJFish-_

ami, so far as civic affairs are con­
cerned, this right thought needs to 
be guided by an understanding of 
conditions as they exist. For in­
stance, in order that a young man 
may thoroughly appreciate the privi­
lege of citizenship, and properly ap­
ply his right ideas to executive auth­
ority he must know something of the 
functions of a councd^mr.n a taajbr or 
a governor.

Suppose he has not this knowledge, 
he steps into the field of political ac­
tivity and votes for the candidate 
who is, he is told, better then his op­
ponent. But if he understands what 
executive authority means, he works 
and votes for the candidate that 
ccmes nearest his ideas.
It is plain that civics should he an 

important study in the public schools 
anil in the higher educational insti­
tutions.

COLLECTING MILKMEN’S LICEN­
SES.

According to the By-Law No. 15S 
of the City of Sherbrooke, passed in 
189Ô, every milkman must be licens­
ed by the City before he is allowed 
to sell milk. The license costs only 
one dollar and is payable to the 
Chief of Police on May 1st, of each 
year.

At Monday’s meeting of the City 
Council Aid. Ledoux stated that one 
milkman boasted that he bad been 
in business for twenty years and had 
only paid about $8. This arouse Aid. 
Ledoux’s curiosity and he asked that 
the matter he looked into.

Chief Davidson, when asked by the 
Record for an explanation, stated 
that in 1909 he had been ordered by 
the Health Committee to collect no 
mere licenses until they had examin­
ai the various dairies throughout the 
City. The idea of this was that licen­
ses would not be granted to milkmen 
who did not fulfil the requirements 
of the City By-law. Since 1909 these 
orders have never been changed, and 
consequently the City of Sherbrooke 
lost about twenty dollars a year. 
‘‘If the City Council had published 
their annual reports in 1909 and 
1910 they would have seen that no 
licenses had been collected from milk­
men. These reports always showed 
the amounts I had collected from the 
milkmen.” said the Chief.
