lives in a house badly ventilated and
insanitary, he cannot compete Wwith
the man who inhabits a well venti-
house which has been con-
structed on hygienic principles.’

. The speaker explained that the ob-
Ject in this wvisit to Montreal was
merely to secure delegations to come
before them when they .returned to
Montreal in January. Then they wouid
want women as well as men bhefore
them to give evidence as to conditioas
among women workers.

Then the commission would visit the
United States and England, studying
conditions and means provided for
education, golng on to France, Ger-
many, Switzerland and then back to
Montreal 3

In  welcoming the commission,
Mayor Guerin took occasion to remark
that in former days the workingman
was opposed to technical education in-
asmuch as it threatened the appran-
ticeship system then prevalling. Now
he was anxious for it, and in a very
few years, he hoped the technieal train-
ing institutions in Canada would be
second to none. The commission
would perhaps try to impress the need
of teaching the two languages in all
the schools.

The work of children in Montrezal
was coming to be a great deal more
general than it should be. It should
be obligatory for all children to go
to school, and the law should be en-
forced in the matter. Then the ques-
tion of the best means whereby slums
in Montreal might be eliminated wus
a very serious one.

Lt.-Col. Robert Gardner, chairman of
the Manufacturers' Association, sa'd
that for years the association had been
trying to get such a board, and that
now they would be very happy to help
in getting together evidence. ‘The
majority of our workmen,’ he sald,
‘have got to be hewers of wood and
drawers of water, while the employers
send away and get foreigners for the
foremen., Our people have brains as
gonod as any people, but they need the
advantages of technical training.’

Mr, David Girard, president of the
Trades and Labor Council, promised
the best support from +the laboring
classes in the investigation. Labor
without proper technleal training, ha
remarked, was like an engine without
steam.

‘We women suffer through lack of
a system of compulsory education,
said Miss Hurlbatt, warden of the
Royal Vietoria College. She also re-
marked that it was coming te be hard
to obtain good food at even reasonable
prices, and that the women were besat
qualified to siudy the guestion of food-
gtuffs, from the market to the home.

Miss Derrick, representing the Local
Council of Women, promised their sup-

U port in- vhe- effort to get evidence on

the status and needs of women in thoe
industrial world, for presentation to
tiie Board.

Mr. F. Lariviere promised the sup-

.port f the Chambre de Commerce, ana

Mme. King, provincial factory inspec-
tor, the next speaker, said that it was
time the Dominion Government should
step in and help widows left with
children on their hands by means of
a pension fund.

Mr. J. W. Hughes, vice-president of
the Builders' Exchange, in promising
the assistance of that body, said tha:
the trouble with present-day education
was that 1t looked too much to turn-
ing out officers and neglected the rank
and file. ;

Dr. Robertson specially asked ‘“hat
anyone having information regarding
technical or industrial education
should be welcomed by the Board, and
would have a hearing. The commis-
sion then adjourned till Wednesday.

DIDN'T DEFY GRAVITY

Notre Dame de Grace ‘Sewers
Were Not Intended to Run
Up Hill, it Seems.

After all it appears the authorities
of Notre Dame de Grace were not
imbued with the idea that the law
of gravity did not apply in that muni-
cipality. Last week Mr. Howard, the
city’s sewer engineer, reported that
certain sewers for which the contract
had been given by the late Notre
Dame de Grace Councll, were, accord-
Ing to the plans, to run up hill, It
was hardly necessary for Mr. Howard
to add that this was not conducive
t? good drainage, and the Board of
Control ordered an investigation. As
a result of this Mr. A. Ghysens, former
engineer of the district, waited upon
the Board this morning. Mr. How-
ard's report, he said, was Wrong.

The first plans for the sewers had
b‘een incorrect, and Mr. Howard was
right in criticising them, but others
had been prepared, and it was upon
these that the sewers were to be con-
structed.

Hearing this the Controllers re-
quested Mr. Ghysens to present a sup-
plementary report setting forth the

actual state of affairs in the new
ward.

EMPLOYERS SIDE

Minority Report on Shipliners’
Demands Issued by Mr.
J. H. Lauer.

INTERESTING DATA.

Statement Made That Higher Pay
Will Drive Cattls Export
Trade From Montreal.

Yesterday a despatch from Ottawa
gave the gist of the report of the ma-
Jority of the Board of Conciliation and
Investigation appointed to inquire into
the differences between the various
shipping companies deing business at
the Port of Montreal and the ship
liners at Montreal. This morning Mr.
Robb, secretary of the Shipping Fed-
eration of this port, gave out copies
of the minority report presented to
the Deputy Minister of Labor by Mr.
J. H. Lauer, representative on the
board of the employers. Mr. Lauer's
finding was as follows:

‘I regret to be unable on the part
of the shipping companies herein re-
presented, to concur in the award ren-
dered by the majority of the Board,
as I respectfully submit that the
weight of evidence adduced on both
sides does not justify the demand for
an increase of wages.

‘The reasons which lead me to this
deliberate conclusion have already
been stated In a general way in the
memorandum submitted under date of

September 5, 1910, to the chairman,
and which I have asked to he em-
bodied in the Board's report as giving
a just and accurate statement of the
actual conditions existing in this port
at the present moment with reference
to the shipping and transportation of
cattle. I now propose to sum up these
conclusions as briefly as possible:
‘(a) It is an obvious truism that
capitgl will always seek the cheapest
market for its supplies, whether of
mhterials or labor. If a line of busi-
ness is unremunerative, it wil' in the
very nature of things be dropped
sooner Or later. We have just about
reached that point now at which cat-
tle shipping has ceased to be a pay-
ing branch of business.  The cxport
cattle trade, unfortunagtely, has shown
a marked decline during the past few
years, both in the number of cattle
shipped, and the freight rates obtain-

ad by the shipping companles. Indis-
putable evidence has been tendered
by leading exporters, as well as

by the companies that rates at pre-
sent are actually producing a loss.
The following authentic figures, com-
piled from the actual records of cat-
tle shipments and cattle rates during
the past two or three years were put
in evidence and are not disputable.

CATTLE RATES.

1909,  highest, 32s.; lowest, 23s.; 1910,
highes¥, 30s.; lowest, 20s. Whereas
the figure of 30s. per head may be re-
garded as a falr standard price for
reasonably, remunerative transporta-
tion, the figures this year have aver-
aged less than 256s. There is also a
keen competition from American ports,
exporters producing telegrams from
Boston and Philadelphia quoting rates
as low as 15s, and even 10s. per head,
the desire apparently belng to cap-
ture Canadian business even at a dead
loss. Business once diverted from this
port would be difficult, if not impos-

sible, of recovery; and failing this

traffic, there evidently would be no

need of any ship liners.
CATTLE SHIPMENTS.

From the 1st of Mayito the 3ist of
July, inclusive, W& haye, the following
figures: 1908, 37,9434 1909, 39,071; 1910,
28,209,

It has been claimed by the other
side that the balance of the season,
August to November, would reverse all
this. On the contrary, the figures for
these months show a still heavier loss:
1908, 73,084; 1909, 57,179.

Under these circumstances, much as
the companies might dcsire to  see
their employers participate in any
profitable ent.rprise, the present out-
look in the cattle trade certainly does
not warrant loading -an unprofitable
line of cargo - with still greater
charges. »

The followlng significant statements
were made at the last session by the
leading steamship company:—

‘1. The net profit in carrying cattle
at present is so small and the compe-
tition so keen that any increase in
wages will tend to divert the business
to American ports. A large percent-
age of our Canadlan cattle are to-day
moving in that direction.

‘2, If the increase in cost of luin-
ber supplies and wages goes on in-
creasing in the same ratio ts in the
past e guestion as to wbether 1L
will be profitable to handle cattle or
not is a matter which shipowners
will be obliged to give serious consid-
eration to. Our cattle question for
the future seems a doubtful and uu-
satisfactory problem. In my opinion
it would be against the interests of
all concerned., including the men, to
add one cent more +to the cost of hand-
ling cattle)

() We are not dealing here with
‘skilled labor.’ The ship liners are
really ‘helpers or handy-men,” and the
current local rate of wages for un-
skilled to partly skilled labor is at
present $1.75 to $2.25 per day., It must
also be borne in mind that a fair to
a good journeyman carpenter is earn-
ing to-day 25 cents to 30 cents per
hour, and we cannot compare this
skiled mechanic requiring a cne
hundred dollar kit of tools with the
average ship liner whose only require-
ments are an axe and a saw or ham-
mer to erect rough partitions on ship-
board for cattle.

(c) It must further be remembered
that the present rate of wages—22 1-2
cents for day work—really represents
far more actual earnings than is ap-
parent at first sight. A large part of
the work is night work, paid for at
time and one-half, and occasional
Sunday work at double time. The ac-
tual pay-sheets for the current Year
were produced, ohowing that the
average pay for steady employees
runs from $12 to $16.25 per week, and
in the case of foremen even up to
$21.50 and %25 per week, so that this
class of work cannot justly be termed
underpaid. The combined average pay
of day and night work, with 25 cents
an hour added for the meal paid for
by the companies, actually brings tue
all round rate of wages up to about
30 cents an hour, equal to the pay of
the best carpenter mechanic in the
city. It has also been shown that
since the year 1900 the rate of pay
has steadily increased with the cost
of living, rising from 16 cents an hour
in that year to 22 1-2 cents at present.
~ As the representative of the ship-
ping companies on the board, I regret
to be unable to concedean increase in
the minimum rate, which must stand
as under;—

Shipliners—Day work, 22 1-2 cents.
Night work, 33 1-2 cents. Double time
as specified in my schedule, 45 cents
per hour. These rates also cannot be
applied to what is known as ‘wood
passers,” who are admittedly paid a
lower rate, and whose wages must be
a matter of arrangement ' between
them and their Irdividual employers.

I wish to emphasize that the wvari-
ous representatives of the companies
testified under oath that their rela-
tions with the men were entirely
friendly, and that no complaint had
been made to them,

It is a matter of history that some
yvears ago the well-known P. & O.

ship lining and veneering done in
London. A strike of French polish-
ers ensgued, with the result that now
the P. & O. Company have all their
ships refitted in Bombay. at far less
-gost, ‘and the whole busineds is lost
to the port of London, It has 2ulso
been admitted by the representative
of the ship liners that with only two
or three exceptions the steamerstrad-
ing to this port now have permanent
cattle fixtures erected on the other

side, where the labor is cheaper. Is
not the inference obvious?
The foregoing proved conclusively

that the present demand is not oppor-
tune; it is doubtful if there is any
general demand behind it, and, final-
1y, if persisted in I do not hesitate to
warn the ship liners that they are
being misled as to the present condi-
tion of the cattle trade, and are in
danger of seeing their very livelihood
depart forever from the port of Mont-
real. This is precisely what has al-
ready taken place in the port of
Quebec, where the former flourishing
industry has been permanently destroy-
ed by incessant labor troubles, and
which port now stands black-listed In
all ship' chartering guides as a place
to be avoided because of unsatisfac-
tory labor conditions.

After
securing a common school education in
the eity schools he entered upon a
business career with his father, who
was in the wholesale flour and provi-
sion business. He subsequently he-
came a partner in the firm, and on
his father's death succeeded him as
head of the firm.

In 1874 the Bangue d'Hochelaga
opened its doors, Mr. St. Charles being '
one ol the founders and a director.
In 1877 he was elected president, and
shortly after retired from the flour
business, whicli he had been carrying
on up to that time. Since then he has
bheen constantly identified with the
banlt as president; and its success is
largely due to his painstaking and
determined efforts. The history of the
bhank tells the story of his life. His
name was synonyimous with honesty
and integrity, and only favorable com-
ment is heard regarding his adminis-
tration. Twiee Mr, St. Charles was
elected alderman of the c¢ity, and he
refused to he a candidate for a third
term. He was a justice of the peace;
was for some years on the board of
management of the Corn Exchange; a
life governor and the treasurer of
Laval University; a life governor of
Notre Dame Hospital; also a member
of the Chambre de Commerce. Mr,
F. X. St. Charles, the wholesale gro-
cer, and Mr. J. 8t. Charles, the artist,
are nephews, and Miss 8t. Charles is
a niece of the deceased.

Mr. St. Charles was regarded as
being wealthy, and he was interested
in the leading charitable Institutions.
He built at his own expense the por-
tico of the Deaf and Dumb Institute,
and one of the bhells of St. James
Church, corner of St. Denis and St
Catherine streets was donated to the
church by him. The funeral will take

place on  Friday morning at 8.45,
when service will be held in the
chapel of the institute in which he

passed away.. i

Coroner McMahon pointed out to the
jury that Daumery, by his own avi-
dence was breaking the law, by travel-
ling at such a speed. All the witnesses

cause. Ha told them that they could
hold Daumery for manslaughter, or
that they could add a rider to their
verdict recommending that he be pun-
ished for speeding, or that they might
say something of the condition of the
roads, and make recommendation on
that point.

NEW RATES DO
NOT SATISFY

Lumbermen Protest to Rail-
way Commission Was -
Heard To-day.

DECISION IS RESERVED.

Railways Reduced Freight Rates,
But Only in Limited -
Distriet.

Ottawa, Sept. 20.—At the monthly
trafiic sitting of the Ralillway Board
this morning conslderation of the rates
on lumhber to Montreal from eastern
Canadian ports for export was resum-
ed. Last spring the Board ordered the
raillways to fill new rates and the order
was complied with. Mr. J. F. Orde,
on behalf of the lumbermen's associa-
tion, argued that the new schedules
did not give ahy relief as far as the
Ottawa valley district is concerned.
‘There was a reduction In export rates
from the Georgian Bay points, but the
export rate from Ottawa and the Ot-
tawa valley points, which ship 74 per-
cent of the lumber for export, remains
at five cents, the same as the local rate
in the summer months,

Mr. Beatty, representing the C. P. R,,
and Mr. Biggar, the G. T. R., contend-
ed that at the time evidence was taken
the Board declared that the Ottawa
rate was a low one, and for that rea-
son no reduction was made in the new
schedules. They further asserted that
the local rates from the Ottawa valley
was so low that they ought to be in-
creased.

The representatives of the railways
submitted figures to show that relief
had been given to the lumbermen un-
der the new schedules, Decision was
reserved hy the Board.

Judgment was also reserved in the
case of the application of the Laprairie
Brick Company for the application of
a three-cent date on bricks from La-
prairie to Mile End, Montreal. The
company claims that the existing rates
constitute discrimination against La-
prairie as compared wth other points.

COURT OF KING'S BENCH

John Ryan and John Furlong
on Trial Charged With
Theft of Lead Pipe.

The Court of Xing’s Bench was oc-
cupied yesterday afternoon with evi-
dence in the case of John Furlong and
John Ryan, who were charged with
having stolen lead pipe worth $37
from premises belonging to the Grand
Trunk Railway at the corner. of Moun-
tain and Rolland streets, on May 17.

William Davis, the first witness, said
he had known both of the accused by
sight for some time. He declared
that he saw them enter the premises
referred to, emptyvhanded, on May 17
at a quarter-past one o'clock, and
leave carrying lead pipe. The -goods
alleged to have been stolen Wwas pro-
duced In court and identified by the
witness.

Detective P, MeCarthy said that he
was not acquainted with the accused,
bl._lt had seen Ryan several times. He
saw Furlong on May 17. He was with
two ‘other men. Two were carrying
plain. lead pipe and the third pipe
with: brags tops. Ié had no doubt
as to Furlong being one of the three.

Constable Lamont told ‘the Court
that he saw the accused walk along
Mountain street and turn on to Notre
Dame street. They were all carrying
lead pipe, as described by the last
witness. He. remarked to Detective
McCarthy at the time: ‘Here is a
good csse’  But the latter replied
that #hey were too well dressed. He
recognized two of them as the pri-
soners in the dock. He was 35 feet
from them and Furlong was in the
céntre.

Several witnesses were called by the
defence to prove that John Furlong
was not one of the thieves. They de-
clared that the man who was seen on
the street with Ryan and another
man, was Philip Furlong, brother of
the accused. One witness, Mrs. Fos-
ter, deposed that she saw Phillp Fur-
long and another man rolling up lead
pipe, and she said to Furlong's mother,
who is a neighbor, ‘See what yvour
son is doing.

Mr. L. A. David is counsel for Fur-
long, but Ryan is not defended.

This afternoon the jury returned a
verdict of mnot guilty in the case of
John Ryan and John Furlong, who
were charged with the theft of a
quantity of lead pipe from the
premises of the Grand Trunk Ralilway,
on Mountain street. o

THE WORLD NEED.

Mr. John R. Mott Acidressed Mont-
real Business Men,

At a meeting keld last night in the
Young Men's Christian Association
Building last evening, Mr. John R.
Mott, who was , introduced by Mr.
Ross, president of the Association, ad-
dressed about seventy-five prom inent
business men on the ‘World need.’
Speaking of his three tours round the
world, when he had visited every civ-
ilized country, Mr. Mott said that the
Ckristian  forces should get  husy
abroad because first the countries
were in a plastic state to-day, and
were in a condition to be moulded
for good. There was a change in the
world spirit for nationallsm, this was
an age of tremendous commercial ac-

MINISTERS' MINIMUM SALARY

Discussed at Session of Quebec
Presbytery.

Quebec, Sept. 20. — At the autumn
egession of the Presbytery of Quebec,
Bt. Andrew’s Hall here, there were
present: Revs. J. A, Macfarlane
(Levis), moderator; J. R. MacLeod
(Three Rivers), clerk; W. C. Clark
(Quebec), E. G. Walker (Valcartier),

H. C. Sutherland (Kingsbury), J. C.
Wicholson (Sherbrooke), J. Hastie
(Sawyervilley, w T, Mackenzie

(Scotstown), M. MacLeod (Marsboro),
R. Mhackenzie (Winslow), J. E. Menan-
con (St. Damase), and Drs. Love

(Quebec) and XKellock (Léeds; and
Messrs. Jas. Mulr (Quebec), G. B.
Ramsay (Levis) and A. Morrison
{Scotstown), representative  elders.
The Rev. H. C. Sutherland was elected
moderator for the ensuing year. The
Presbytery dealt with the resigna-
tion of two ministers of the bounds,
viz., the Rev. J. A. Macfarlane, Levis,
and the Rev. Jas. Hastle, Sawyerville.
Mr. Macfarlane's resignation was
brought about by a resolution of the
General Assembly, appointing him’ as
sLperintendent of wvarious church in-
terests within the bounds of the Sy-
nod of Montreal and Ottawa. The
Presbytery released him from his
charge that he might give his whole
time to this work. Mr, Hastie, much
to the regret of his congregation and
of the Presbytery, resigned because of
personal and family reasons. His
resignation was accepted to take effnct
on the 30th inst. Rev. Wylie C. Clark
was appointed to look after the in-
e ests of Levis during the vacancy,
and the Rev. J. C. Nicholson was ap-
pointed to like service for Sawyer-
ville,

The Rev. Dr. Ramsay (Ottawa) ap-
peared before the Preshytery seeking
to give effect to a decision of the
General - Assembly, aiming at securing
2 minimum salary of $%00 to ministers
iIn weak congregzations in Ontario and
Quebec. Dr. Ramsay, in his address,
Indicated that, after making the mat-
ter a subject of study, it is established
that there has been, in the past decade,
an average increase in the cost of the
necessaries for family use, of 33 per-
zent, while the increase in ministers’
stipends to meet that increase, Is but
an increzse of 131-3 percent. The
Presbytery expressed gratification wltn
the Dr.'s address, and resolved to put
'orth efforts to secure the desired end.

A call to the Rev. J. R. Douglas, f
Vilferd, N.8., from the congregation
of Megantic was sustained, and for-
warded to the Presbytery of Truro.
Tre Rev. D. Matheson., recently from
Srotland, was appointed to Grand Me-
tig for the winter months,

“Mr. ‘Yellow’ Hearst now approves of
Mr. Roosevelt, and ‘they may yet fall
into each other’s armg. Especlally are
the two at one doncerning the fortifi-
cation of the Panama Canal, although
Mr. Roogeveélt has not yet threatéened
Great Britain with 'boiling oil’ punish-
ment in connection with her objectlgm.
thereto. No sooner was Mr. Roosevelt
on the stump in his own country than
he provided an international sensatiomn
by ‘demanding’ the fortification of the
canal, and declarine that not to fortify
it would involve the United States in
‘the contempt of the world.' Mr.
Roosevelt demands the fortification on
the ground that for defensive purposes
it would double the power of the
United States fleet; but British and
other European papers remind him
that Congress has already once reject-

red the proposal for fortification, one

reason for such rejection being that the
proposed forts would be a violation of
international uncertakings. Great
Britain, of course, has the closest in-
terest in the matter, as it was only by
her consent to the abrogation of the
Clayton-Bulwer treaty that the
United States was able to continue the
construction of the ‘De Lesseps’ canal.
Now under the terms of that agree-
ment the neutralization of the canal
was to be guaranteed, which shows
that Mr. Roosevelt's proposals, backed
up so ‘brutally and bullingly by the
shameless ‘American,’ and now accept-
ed officially by' Mr. Taft, aré a direct
rejection of that neutrality, and, if car-
ried out, as now seems most likely, it
will mean the tearing up of the solemn
agreement. Wheén a great nation breaks
its promises so callously as this, what
can be eéxpected of trade unions and
‘captains of industry? It is sugzested
by British publicists that ‘if the United
‘States desires to have some military
‘control of a purely American work,
‘then it would behove her to secure an
‘alteration of the agreement by ordin-
‘ary diplomatic methods and not by a
‘repudiation of her engagements.’

The outdoor movement in England
is extending widely and recently two
hundred girls from the ‘Dock Dis-
trict’ of London were unJder canvas
at Ingatestone, being preceéded in this
by two hundred boys from the same
locality. The main condition upon
which a boy or girl was invited was
that he or she would have no other
chance of a holiday, and the Rev. k.
A. Gardner, vicar of 8St. Gabriel's,
Canning T&wn, tells us that the
gults have afforded him the highest
satisfaction. Through the efforts of
Mr. Gardner and others a great
change has come over his parish, and
he proclaims that if more were done
for the young people whose lives are
going to waste in the Dock District,
it would be 'better as much for the
nation at large as for those Immedi-
concerned. In Mr. Gardner's
immediate district about eighteen
months ago the juvenile portion of
the population was absolutely terror-
jzed by a gang of hooligans, This
gang was practically the ruler of the
streets and of the people in them, and
the position was intolerable.

No one can walk our streets in any
portion of the city without saying to
himself that the city has made more
progress towards decent conditions in
four months than it did in ten years
before. In fact, previous to the ac-
cesslon of the present regime we were
making no progress at all in the direc-
tion of more decent conditions. We
were at best marking time—mending
what had to be mended, often in a
way to need mending again. Whatever
could be spoken of as an improvement
only went some distance to counter-
balance decay elsewhere. All this has
been changed. Without any increase
in the rate of taxation, with new de-
mands from an increased area, offset
by little but debts, the city' has been
going forward by leéaps and bhounds
ever since it was put under a business-
‘like administration, which has used
tha city's money for the elty's needs.

-The greatness of the change reveals

‘how-vast the waste was 1nthe melan-
choly days that are past. It reveals
what sorrow there must be in the
hearts of those who were getting the
money before., It suggests that there
must be enormous money Interests
engaged to bring the present regime
to an end, to supplant our present
controllers and replace them “with
grafters. Whatever may be the mo-
tives of any who may wish to upset’
the present Board of Control, they
are of necessity working for the re-
enslavement of the e¢lty and the
absorption of i'; taxes in the produc-
tion of condltions of which we have
beén ashamed and for which we have
been despised.

A GRAVE REVOLT,

The further announcement that three
hundred thousand c¢otton operatives
may be locked out in England on O=2-
tober 1 is another menacing addlition to
the evidence of labor unrest in Great
Britain. This lockout ig threatened,
we are told, because some of the op-
eratives struck and refused to submit
their differences to arbitration, as they
were under agreement to do. The sec-
tional strikes of the members of the
Boilermakers' Society were breaches of
the shipyard agreement, arvived at
elghteen months ago, and the employers
decided to take drastic steps to pre-
vent the recurrence of the section.l
disputes in which the men refuse to
work. The step taken by the ship-
bullders is a severe one, but it does not
surprise those who have followed the
course of things. The history of the
matter is that lagt year the great strike
on the north-east coast ended in a
treaty of peace between the Employérs'
Federation and the twenty-six trade
unions whose members are empioved in
the various branches of the shipping
Industry. The masters’ case ig that
the men have not adhered to tne terms
of that agreement. The évidence for
this assertion, it iz generally agreed,
is overwhelming. The ‘Westminster
Gazette' 1s an ardent friend of ‘or-
ganized labor,” and is therefore the
more hurt at these fatal developments.
It says: 'In Lthe agreement both parties
‘agreed that no stoppage of work
‘should take place before the griev-
_'anceh comolained of had been dis-
‘clissed and negotiations enterzd upon
*for their removal.: We need hardly
‘say that no agreement can prevent
‘disputes arising from time to time as
‘to the conditions of hours and labor,
‘but the whole object of the agree-
‘ment arrived at, the very foundation
‘upon which it was built up, was that
‘work should not be dislocated by men
‘throwing up their jobs before thelr
‘demands had been the subject of ami-
‘cable bargaining. TYet this Is what
‘has constantly happened. A month
‘ago, for instance, men working in a
‘vard on the Clyde left work and re-
‘ fused to resume it. They were told
‘ by their trade-union officials that theix
‘ procedure was wholly indefensible, but
‘thev were only brought to réason by
‘a threat of a lockout on the part of
‘the employers. In that case the lock

The most notable feature perhaps
of these stoppages and disputes on the
part of the men is that they are made
in revolt not alone against {aeir em-
ployers, but also against their own
trade-union officials. For instance, we |
read that in the strike at Walker-on-
Tyne, one of the sectional disputes
which have directly caused the lock-
out, the riveters refuzed to work, de-
spite the fact that a provisional agree-
ment had been arrived at between the
Armstrongs and the executive officials
of the Boilermakers' Soclety. As fur-
ther evidence of«revolt on the part of
men against their offlcers, the recent
trouble amongst the railway men is
cited, the irresponsible way in which
they left work, wgainst the advice or
commands of their officers, and the
trouble there was to persuade them to
resum2 work and try to settle their
differences with the companies in a
responsible way. But what are the
causes of these displays of irritable
haste to throw up work 'in spite of
agreements made on behalf of the
men by their officials? The ‘West-
mingter Gazette’ says: ‘All this dis-
‘plays a temper which would seem to
‘show that the men are, or imagine
‘themselves to be, suffering from a
‘sense of wrong and injury. Where
‘there is smoke there must be a fire,
‘and these constant strikes and dis-
‘putes certainly do point to a smoul-
‘dering discontent which every now
‘and again flames into action that in
‘itself cannot be justified. " We hope
‘the employers will not overlook this
‘aspect of the question, because it is
‘hopeless to look for any real long-
‘continued pedgce which is not based
‘on the goodwill of the workmen."
This conclusion is true, no doubt, so
far as it goes, but how can any ‘col-
‘lective bargaining’ be made when one
party to it is so frivelously ready to
L -~k it? One. thing seems certain,
that the cause of unionism itself was
those
who think the workman unreasonable
and tiresome in his demands will not
regret much should his organizations
become weakened and discredited. On
the other hand, those who consider
that nothing is so important as that
Labor should be well and effectively
organized as a force against despotic
mergers and that ‘the gravest of all
‘dangers is that trade-unionism should
‘cease to be an effective force by rea-
‘son of a lack of discipline among Its
‘members’ will hope for a speedy re-
sumption of a better kind of dis-
cipline than ever before, and an ef-
fective public opinion in the unions
themselves, which shall ‘control and,
‘if necessary, punish the fractious and
‘disobedient workman.’

Decree Against Portuguese Monks
Being Carried Out,

Lisbon, Sept. 20.—It is beljieved that
King Manuel's appointment of sixtecn
peers, all supporters of the present
Liberal Cabinet, will afford sufficient
new strength to the Government tno
avoid the necessity of a dissolutlon of
parliament and new elections which
the Republicans declare would mean
revolution. Dr. Alpoim, chief of the
progressive  dissidents, recently told
His Majesty that unless he insisted
upon the Liberal Govérnment enforc-
ing political and finaucial reforms, tae
monarchy was doomed, and a republic
inevitable. The Government continues
its campaign against the Jesuits, and
is proceeding with the expulsion of
other rellgious orders which re-entered
Portugal after the lssuance of the de-
cree of 1901, but which are not devoted
to the work of charity or teaching, us
provided in the decree.

He dramatically tore open
a parcel and produced a large Union
Jack, to the delight of the Canadian
delegation, whose members <{heered.
He then delivered the banner to Mr. Al-
pine, the president, who assured the
Canadian delegation that the flug would
have a prominent place.

WOREKING FOR INDIAN WOMEN

One of the ‘grand old women’ of the
time celebrated her ninetieth birthday
anniversary recently. She iz DMrs.
William Butler, of Massachusetts, and
the Boston ‘Transcript’ records a sig-
nal honor, that has been paid to her.
‘Mother Butler, as she is called
wherever she is known, recelved a
cable message from Baroda, India, an-
nouncing the informal opening of a
hospital for women and children
erected in honor of her in the capital
of the Gaekwar, the India prince who
lately wvisited this country.

The building, which cost about
twenty thousand dollars, will be for
the relief of women and children. The
physician in charge is an American
woman. Prominent officials of Baroda
have expressed their interest in this
philanthropy. .

Mrs. Butler has always been closély
identified with the effort to afford
medical aid to the secluded inmates of
Oriental zenanas.

In spite of her advanced age Mrs.
Butler is able to travel and has given
three addresses this summer, in behalf
of India. She is deeply intergsted in
a Women's Foreign Missionary 8o~
ciety, which was organized by her and
seven other women in 1869, and which
has disbursed more than ten millions
of dollars sinece that time for foreign
missionary work.

A FRENCH CHEAP SALE,

‘After having with great difficulty
mounted the stairs where already the
rush of customers to secure bargalns
had raised clouds of dust, I arrived
at the department where the sale was
in progress.

women who go bareheaded or wear
caps—were massed In the narrow
space. With projecting elbows they
forced their way roughly here and
there, pushing and shoving wviolently,
recrimination and bitterness ever on
their tongues; they seemed for the time
being to have lost all sense of dignity
and womanliness. “Take care, ma-
dam.
such thing, madam. You were not: I
was first to arrive.” "You are crush-
ing frightfully, madam.” “And you—
you are trampling on my feet.”
‘Every one was trying at the samse
time to get to tha counters, which
were heaped with flimsy, light-colored
gowns. And as soon as thelr hands
had reached the garments and thelr
eyes hatl deciphered the prices marked
on the card, their movements becams,
if possible, more brusque; their speech
more impolite. In groups of eight or
ten these women attacked the wvarlous
heaps of clothes, all tugging at the
same time at the costume they thought
chéap, for all seemed to covet the self-
same garment. Thus, on several oc-
¢aslons I saw two or three pairs of
hands drawing out one article. And
what noise! First it was * Pardon,
madam, I saw this first.” At which
there was a glaring of eves and an-
other: “Pardon, madam, mine s the
first right.” And there was a tugging
and a pulling which meant destruction
to the costume did not a salesman come
along to its rescue. How I pitled him,
trying to bring the combatants to rea-
son. The more s0, as, when he had
supported the rights of one lady, ghe
declined to purchase the cause of ‘the
dispute. All around the throngs of
belligerents costumes were scattered
on the floor, coats and bodices separ-
ated from their skirts, and skirts sep-
arated from their coats and bodices—-2
state of affalrs which added fresh ex-
asperation to the efforts of the perspir-
ing erowd. To-all the other difficul-
ties was added that of matching the
varlous divisions of the costume. When
a customer with some idea of manner,
or of order, managed to secure.a sales-
woman to lsten to her order, the young
lady behaved with a patience and a

kindness that were irreproachable, but.
what was one against so many ? I

admired the courage with which she
steered her way to the desk, clearing a
path through the mass of lunatics; but
this admiration was not enough to
keep me in such an atmosphere. I
left with empty hands, happy to fly
from thé dust and the tumult’

Such (writes 'Frances’ In 'T, P.s
Weekly’) is the manner in which a
French lady journalist describes the
demeanor of her countrywomen at a
sale; but she- does not conclude with-
out some reflections thereon. ‘I could
not help musing,' she continues, ‘on
the fact that the greater part of the
women I saw engaged in this struggle
probably were, in ordinary life, peace-
able mothers of families of fairly good
education, wheo, In the usual soeial
round, would act with courtesy and
good feeling. How did it happen that
such amiable folk became suddenly
transformed into harples, furies, and
nomads ? Surely the excuse lieg in an
unconsclous predominance suddenly as-
sumed by the struggle-for-life instinct,
which was aggravated by the special
electricity which comes from a crowd.
Only some blind and instinctive force,
it seems to me, could provoke such
brutal manifestations.’

In Retaliation For Rate Reduction
. by Canneries,

St. John, N.B., . Sept. 20.—A war
which it is believed will result in a
strike of zreat proportions is now on
among the sardine fishermen of 5t
John and Charlotte counties.

men, who have  been experiencing
hard times this season, they protest-
ed. The cannery men are firm in
tieir decision to pay only $6. The fish-
ermen say if this be true they will
stop fishing altogether,

MONTREAL HORSE SHOW

Many New Features and At-
tractions Announced.

For the Horse Show that opens &
week from to-day the management
announces many new and attractive
features and numerous additional
classes in which there have been an
exceptional large number of entries.
Everything is being done by the men
in charge to not only make the com-
ing big horse show one unprecedented
in magnitude, but also in splendor. So
far there have already been most of
the entries as classified in the vari-
ous events.

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The 'Town Council held a special
meeting in the Town Hall last even-
ing. The -“nayor, Mr. W. 0.
Hoopar, presided, and the following
C'ouncillors were present: P. T
Wehster, S. McConnell, J. T. Lalonde,
A. H. Brault, 8. Gonin and P. J.
MelInenly, A general revenue by-law
for the current year was read for the
third time, which fixed the taxes at
11 mills per dollar (same as last year)-
This, with the trade licenses, was estl-
mated to produce $18,210, The ex-
penses were estlmated at $20,065, less
$2.000 revenue from water works, mak-
ing a total of $18,065.50. The by-law
also provided that the tax should be
due on October 10, and all who paid
on or bhefore October 30 would recelve
7 percent discount; and all who pald
after November 30 would be charged
f percent interest. The secretary-
treasurer was instructed to confer
with the town solicitor and prepare
a list of ithe complaints against the
electric railway, and present it at the
next meeting of the Council.

‘They
do not care what happens to the girls
so long as they can extract some
fifteen or twenty dollars out of them,’
he declared.

CENTENARY PROPOSALS.

Display of Merchant Marine of
Both Nations is Likely—
Arbitration Treaty.

Boston, September 20.—An unlimit-
ed treaty of obligzwtory arbitration be-
tween the United States and Great
Britain is the hope of the American
Peace Society as a result of the pro-
posal that the two countries join in
1914 in a celebr.tion to observe the
completion of 100 years of peace be-
. tween the two. The plans for a cele-
bration commensurate with the posi-
tion among natlons of the countries
directly interestec, and with the occa-
sion have not yet approached the
point where details have been de-
finitely discussed, but it is proposed
that the observance of the centenary
be exclusively along the lines of peace,
without military forms of demonstra-
tion, and that it include a parade of
the merchant marine of both 'nations,
as well as features to commemorate
the growth and mutual assistance of
educational institutions of Canada and
the United States.

The American Peace Soclety yester-
day gave out for publication nearly
two score of letters from prominent
men in connection with the proposed
observance, a number of which con-

the result.
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tain suggestions bearing upon the
features of the celebration, and all
of them approve the idea. Among the
writers are Andrew D. White, former
ambassudor to Germany and chairman
of the American delegation to The
Hague Conference; Dean Henry Wade
Rogers, of the University Law School;
Cardinal Gibbons, President F. BE.
Clarke, of the United Society of Chris-
tian Endeavor; Bishop Lawrence, of
Massachusetts; Governor Ebens Drap-
er, of Massachusetts; Governor A. J.
Pothier, of Rhode Island; Richard
Bartholdt, president of the American
group of the Inter-Parliamentary
Union; Chas. F. Libby, president of
the American Bar Assoclation; James
P. Baxter, president of the New Eng-
land Historical Genealoglcal Society,
and Chas. Francis Adams, president
of the Massachusetts Historical So-
clety. The conference was decided
upon at a meeting here last February.

‘MR. TAFT'S MORAL SUPPORT.

Law Must Cease.

New York, September 20.—Mr, Wm.
J. Gaynor, mayor of New York, in a
letter to his sister, Miss Mary E.
Gaynor, of Utlca, N.Y., which is print-
ed in the ‘Evening Post,” tells of his
impressions at the time he was shot
on the steamship ‘Kaiser Wilhelm der
Grosse.” The mayor says that he has
not read a line of what has been pub-
lished of the shooting nor does he now
remember the name of the man who
shot him. He criticises certain news-
