The English Mail by the Connaught.— 
The English Mail by the Connaught arrived on 
Saturday evening ; but contained little news of 
importance in addition to the recent intelli­
gence by other steamers already published.

Conservative follies in Nova Scotia. — 
We see that the conservatives of Nova Scotia, 
being just now out of power, are making up 
their minds to prefer a formal complaint of 
their Governor, Lord Mulgrave, to the Duke of 
Newcastle. This is all wrong. The Govern­
ment having naturally the management of the 
arrangements for the reception of the Prince, 
have, as they were bound to do, courteously 
invited the leading men of the ex-ministry and 
present opposition to take their fitting places 
in the ceremonial. This overture ought to 
have been met in the same spirit. The Prince 
comes among us on a visit of compliment and 
pleasure, and neither he nor the Colonial 
minister should be bored — to say nothing 
about more serious annoyance — by our 
internal differences. Whatever those dif­
ferences may be among ourselves, the 
the Governors and the Governors’ ministers 
are for all outside of us, the official représenta- 
t.ves of the people at large, and they should re­
ceive every support and assistance in doing 
what common sense tells us they are the right, 
and indeed the only persons to do. When the 
Prince is gone and the Duke of Newcastle once 
more in Downing Street, let us make any com­
plaints which we judge proper or useful of the 
officer whom we cannot control, and for whose 
ill-conduct, if he has committed any, we have 
no redress, except through those whom he re­
presents or misrepresents, as the case maybe ; 
and for what concerns ourselves let each man 
support his own opinion at the polls. But 
while the Prince is here let him know that 
though there are parties, as there are in all free 
countries, there is also a Canadian people, who 
can act together in spite of differences, on com­
mon grounds. Independently of all this, how­
ever, Lord Mulgrave is clearly right, or if he is 
wrong, he has sinned rather against the liber­
als, who are now in the Government, than 
against the conservatives who are out of it. The 
latter being in power ; but feeling them­
selves too weak to go on, advised a dissolution. 
The election was held, and xhe Liberals had a 
majority. If the Conservative Government of 
the day had been actuated by any principle of 
honour, they would have “stood, not upon the 
order of their going ; but have gone at once.” 
Instead of that they staved off the painful 
adieu till the expression of the people at the 
polls had found an echo in Parliament. They 
availed themselves of the fact, that Parliament 
was not sitting to hold on to offices to which 
they had no title for several months. Some of 
the opposite party, as greedy for place as the 
possessors were tenacious of it, considered that 
Lord Mulgrave should compel his ad­
visers to call the House together or resign ; and 
a great deal too much bitterness was exhibited 
against him, because he adhered to the strictly 
constitutional course of acting upon the advice 
of his existing Ministers in reference to the as­
sembling of Parliament. He did not think it 
proper to have Ministers and conspire their 
overthrow. He might, perhaps, pro­
perly, have exerted his personal influ­
ence to keep his Ministry up to
the mark ; but he could do no more. When 
the time came round for the reassembling of 
Parliament, he had taken such advice as he 
thought necessary respecting questions which 
were likely to occur, and the result was that 
the Conservatives went out and the Liberals 
came in. The Governor General took no active 
part on either side. While he had one set of 
ministers he took their advice ; when he sent 
lor another set he did so in good faith, intend­
ing to commit the Government into their hands 
The losers in a game played thus fairly have 
no right to indulge ill-humour, and, least of all, 
to make their ill-humour a source of annoy­
ance to their guests.

that, though of course politicians give any 
good things that are going to their own friends, 
yet once in office a man keeps his place until 
he shows himself unfit for it. The affair is not 
in itself a matter of much moment, except per­
haps to the person who has lost his place ; but 
it is of vast consequence as the commencement 
of a most mischievous change, in one of the 
few parts of our political arrangements that we 
can reasonably boast of. It appears that a 
new judge having been appointed at Sandwich, 
he speedily turned out one of the Clerks of the 
Court and put another person into his place. 
Certain persons say that this was the result of 
an agreement come to with Mr. John A. Mac­
Donald previous to the Judge’s appointment. We 
have now what is evidently the Judge’s reply 
to this statement in the local paper ; but while 
the charge of an agreement beforehand is dis­
tinctly denied, it is admitted that the Clerk 
who has been turned out was in all respects 
qualified for his work, and that he was only de­
prived of his place because his political 
leanings are opposed to those of the Judge— 
because, says the writer, quoting the American 
maxim—“to the victors belong the spoils.” 
We regret to see such a sentiment thus avowed. 
No party can hope to have the upper hand for­
ever, and the commencement of so mischievous 
a course only ensures a miserahie vengeance at 
sotno future time. It may be true that the 
Judge accepted no condition of this sort; but he 
would hardly have made such an innovation 
without knowing that it would be approved.

Resident Representatives and Local Par­
ties.—We cheerfully publish the resolutions re­
cently passed at a public meeting at Missisquoi 
on these subjects.Without believing that the best 
man. should not be rejected by a constituency 
simply because he is anon-resident, we say that 
it is of the highest public importance, for the dif- 
fusic.n of general intelligence and information, 
as well as honors throughout the country, that 
the pule should be to prefer a resident, all other 
things being equal, to a stranger. We regret 
to see, however, that our Missisquoi friends 
couple with this idea that of a local party. 
This means nothing else than the debasing 
announcement that a few members will band to­
gether to sell their votes to whatever men are 
likely to pay them best for it. Even in a ma­
terial point of view, this is bad policy, for one 
part of the country cannot play the game alone, 
and when all play it together, there can be no 
profit for any one, since the taxes that go out 
must represent the grants that come in, only 
that; the latter are always less than the former, 
by the deductions made in all sorts of ways 
from monies passing through the public de­
partments. Besides we will let our Missisquoi 
friends into another secret. No 1 igh-minded 
men will ever become parties to a system which 
consists in this, that he shall go to the minister 
of the day, and say “ You are at a pinch ; give 
“ me this and I will vote for your bill, though I 
“ know it to be bad ; or refuse it, and half a 
“ dozen of us are acting together, and out you 
“ go.” It requires dishonesty and effrontery to 
play such a part, and accordingly we have no­
ticed that members of Parliament, working 
on that plan, have caused frightful dilapi­
dations to the public chest, with vast profit to 
themselves, and a minimum of advantage to 
the localities they affected to serve. We hope 
to see the Eastern Townships represented by a 
body of Eastern Township men ; but we trust 
that these men will be independent and honest, 
believing their duty to consist in giving unbias­
sed decisions on questions that come up, and not 
in selling their votes for advantages, whether 
to themselves or their constituents.

Appointments to Opfice-Thb American 
system in Canada. If there is one more 
debasing part of the American system of poli­
tics than another, it is that which proceeds 
from the doctrine that to “ the victors belong 
the spoils.” There is not, we venture to say a 
single man in the United States,whose opinions 
are worth anything, who does not deplore this 
system as a plague and canker in the body 
politic ; creating a herd of office-holders, who 
knowing their continuance in place does not 
depend upon good behaviour, make the most of 
it while it lasts, by all sorts of thefts and extor­
tions—creating also a set of ruffianly office- 
hunters, who do the bullying and fighting of 
the party in power till their tarn comes to 
luxuriate for a few years in stealings. We 
regret to say that this system has been boldly 
inaugurated and as boldly defended in this 
country, where it has hitherto been boosted

Nelson’s Monument.—A meeting was held at 
half-past 2 o’clock on Saturday afternoon, in 
the Board of Trade Room, to take into consi­
deration the best means of repairing this monu­
ment.

The Hon. George Moffatt was called upon to 
take the chair.

The Chairman said that he had anticipated a 
larger attendance, but he would cheerfully take 
the chair on this occasion, and the more so as 
he had then in his possesion all the papers of 
the original subscription,—all the proceedings 
connected with it being recorded in his own 
hand. From the original subscription list, he 
perceived that there were only four of the ori­
ginal subscribers to the monument still alive ; 
only two of these—Joseph Donegani and him­
self—were now in Canada ; the other two—his 
partner, Mr. Gillespie, and the Right Honoura­
ble Edward Ellice, Seignior of Beauharnois and 
M.P. for Coventry—were at present in England. 
He proceeded to read the advertisement calling 
the meeting. There had been wishes expres­
sed through the Press for the removal of the 
monument, but he did not know that there was 
any authority for so doing.

Major Steveusou stated that the 
amount collected by the concerts for this pur­
pose was $420, which sum had been deposited 
in the Savings’ Bank of this city.

Mr. John Redpath, in proceeding to move the 
first resolution, observed that it was not neces­
sary to go at any length into the reasons why 
it was desirable to have the monument ; every 
school-boy must be familiar with the history of 
Lord Nelson. Everyone, however, must re­
gret to see it in its present condition. He did 
not think that it could be removed, as the 
materials would not admit of it.

Mr. J. G. Mackenzie, in seconding the reso­
lution, thought the necessary amount could be 
easily collected. He could remember the time 
when the monument was a beautiful ornament. 
Regarding its removal, he would not wish to see 
it displaced, and doubted whether any one had 
authority to do so.

The Chairman then read the first resolution 
as follows ;—

Moved by John Redpath, Esq , seconded by 
J. G. Mackenzie, Esq. :

“That this meeting, appreciating the patriotic 
feeling which prompted the erection of the 
monument, to commemorate and perpetuate the 
heroic life and actions of Admiral Lord Nel­
son, regrets its present dilapidated condition 
and desires that it be thoroughly repaired or> 
renovated.”

Carried unanimously.
The Chairman then observed that the first 

thing to be considered was whether the Monu­
ment could be repaired or whether it was ne­
cessary to take it down and put up a new one. 
If the latter course were necessary, they would 
have to consider in the next place whether a 
sufficient sum could be raised ; but these would 
be matters for the consideration of a commit­
tee.

Dr. Nelson, who moved the next resolution, 
felt exceedingly gratified at having this duty to 
perform—a gratification which he felt in com­
mon with every loyal subject of Her Majesty, 
with every resident of Canada. The Monument 
owed its origin to the Merchant Princes of Mont­
real and now when time had operated on it and 
rendered some repairs necessary, the same gen­
tlemen were about to take the matter up. It 
was a remarkable fact that the principal mover 
in this matter was one of those who had been 
principally concerned in the erection of the 
Monument. He proceeded to show how the 
leading houses of Montreal were represented at 
this meeting, and observed that the merchants 
of Montreal were not behind hand in liberality 
—a liberality characteristic of the British Mer­
chant wherever he went.

The Chairman then read the Resolution as 
follows :

Moved by Dr. Nelson, seconded by Thomas 
Cramp, Esq.,

“ That a Committee be now appointed for 
the following purposes, namely ;—

1. To have the Monument carefully exam­
ined, and its present condition correctly ascer­
tained, with a view to its repair, or its complete 
renovation.

2. To have an estimate made of the cost of 
putting it into proper repair, or of thoroughly 
renovating it.

3. To collect subscriptions to defray the 
required expense, and carry into full effect the 
object of the preceding resolutions.”

It was then moved by Mr. Murray, seconded 
by Mr. Geo. Moffat, jr,

“ That the committee consist of seven per­
sons, and they be now chosen by ballot.”

The Committee, consisting of the following 
gentlemen, were then chosen by ballot :—

Hon. George Moffatt,
John Redpath,
Capt. A.Stbvbnson,
W. Molson,
J. G. Mackenzie,
Alderman H. Bulmbr, 
Alderman E. Thompson,

The meeting then adjourned.

The British West Indies.—Mr. Underhill’s 
account of the condition of Jamaica and the 
other British West India Islands, recently de­
livered to a New York audience, and convey­
ing so opposite a view from that of the pro­
slavery advocates, appears elsewhere, and will 
be read with Interest.

Hunter’s Victoria Bridge.—We have re­
ceived from Mr. Pickup, a beautiful pictorial 
and letter press, aecountjof the Victoria Bridge. 
We may perhaps say a word or two more of its 
merits in our next.

Sps.oulaT'IOR at Gasps.—-A statement ap­
peared iu the Quebec ChTOnicle respecting the 
visit of certain well known members of Parlia­
ment to Gaspe. It appears that Messrs. Roblin 
and Simpson have been prospecting, and are 
making large preparations for speculating.— 
The agent of some Norwegian emigrants ofier- 
ed for a tract of land on Cape St. Peter, the 
south-west point of Gaspe harbor, and a splen­
did fishing ground, $2,400. Simpson and Rob- 
lin are reported to have outbid them, and to 
have given $3,000. The agent of the Norwe­
gians has, it is said, agreed to rent land from 
these gentlemen, and will in a short time for­
ward a number of emigrauts to the spot indica­
ted. One hundred were to have come by the 
Arabian but for some reason their departure 
from Quebec was delayed. The same M.P.P.’s. 
are about to erect a saw mill in Gaspe Basin, 
and a Government Surveyor, it is reported, is 
to be despatched for their accommodation to 
survey hitherto unexplored lauds.

The St. Athanasb Murder.—We mentioned 
a few days ago the arrest of John McNulty, in 
the State of Massachusetts, and his extradition 
to Canada, under the finding of the Coroner’s 
Jury who investigated the case. McNulty, in 
the usual course, underwent an examination 
before Mr. Coursol, Superintendent of Police, 
and stated, that on the day of the murder, the 
17th of April last, he was on a visit to one of 
his cousins at St. Eugene, East Hawkesbury, 
U.O. ; that he left on the morning of that day, 
proceeded on foot on his way to Montreal, 
and slept on the same night at St. Andrews, at 
the house of one William Corrigan, which he 
left on the following day, 18th April, and pro­
ceeded to Montreal, where he arrived on the 
20th. Mr. Coursol, very properly deemed it his 
duty to investigate the truth of this statement, 
and, with his usual promptitude, proceeded with 
Mr. A. M. Deliisle to Hawkesbury and St. An­
drews, where he ascertained beyond any doubt 
or question that McNulty had told the truth, 
and therefore could not have been present at 
the commission of the foul murder at St. Atha- 
nase. We presume that some steps will be 
taken at once to release this victim of a suspi­
cion which has proved to be without founda­
tion.

St. Hyacinthe Races.—We have received 
from St. Hyacinthe some information relative 
to the races, which are to take place there on 
Tuesday and Wednesday, the 24th and 25th of 
July. From what we have heard, we believe 
that they will be much more interesting than 
they have been in previous years, as well on 
account of the number of horses, as on account 
of their character. Already no less than 
twenty horses have arrived, and more are ex­
pected. Those now there are the best horses 
of Canada. The Queen’s Plate is to be run for 
this year, and we are informed that it is pro­
bable ten horses will dispute the palm.— 
The struggle will be a fine one, and Ihe result 
uncertain ; the horses entered being for the 
most part young, and their powers unknown. 
There have never been in Canada so many en­
tries for one race, and it is probable that there 
will not be again for several years. The 
Queen’s Plate will be run for on Tuesday. We 
shall only say of the other races that they will 
be contested by horses of equal merit, and that 
not less than three horses will run for each.— 
The hurdle race will be run on Wednesday, and 
will be the most exciting of all, because it will 
be impossible to know the result till the last 
hurdle shall have been leaped. There is capi­
tal accommodation at the stand—the course in 
admirable order—and at a distance from a 
large town there will be none of that rowdyism 
which has caused respectable people to aban­
don the race course, of Montreal. Trains 
leave Point St. Charles at 11 and return at 6.

AMUSEMENTS.

The Italian Opera Troupe.—The Opera 
Company who have already proved themselves 
sowell worthy of the public patronage,are to ap­
pear again for four nights this week, and as it 
will be seen, are to perform this evening under 
the patronage of Sir F. Williams. The piece 
selected for the occasion is that of “Lucretia 
Borgia,” not, perhaps, based on the most agree­
able story of those upon which our operatic 
librettos have been founded, but abounding in 
good music, through which the libretto appears 
but faintly. The audience will doubt­
less be a highly fashionable one.

Mb. Cowell.—There is good choice of even­
ing amusements for those who seek amusement 
during the present week. To-night, besides 
the Opera, we have another musical entertain­
ment, by Mr. Cowell, which though of course 
not so considerable a performance, as respects 
the numbers who take part in it, will be, as we 
understand it, of aa unusual kind. Mr. Cowell is 
a comic actor, who heightens the effect of his 
acting by songs and music, and thus multiplies 
and enhances the causes of the satisfaction ex­
perienced by his audiences.

PUBLIC MEETING OF 
COUNTY.

MISSISQUOI

In accotdance with a call made by the War­
den ot the County of Missisquoi, a number of the 
principal iuhabitauts of the County, assembled 
at the Ooumy House at Bedtord to take into 
consideration the propriety of forming a com­
bination to secure the return of resident repre­
sentatives, and the formation of an Eastern 
Townships party.

The Committee then reported the following 
resolutions :—

Whereas the law now in force respecting the 
Representation of the People of this Province 
in the Legislative .assembly entitles the Coun­
ty of Missisquoi to send one Member—which 
right for a long time has practically been ig­
nored, or permitted to rest in abeyance, while 
all the benefits thereof have been turned either 
to individual aggrandizement, or to the advan­
tage of the city, in which are centred the real 
interests of our nominal Representative ; and 
whereas an active, intelligent, personal partici­
pation in the legislation of a county, on the part 
of its people, forms the very basis of free Re­
presentative Government, be it therefore

Resolved, That any constituency that “ sys­
tematically and continuously” intrusts its Re­
presentation to a non-resident member is un­
worthy to exercise the elective franchise.

Resolved, That inasmuch as it is one of the 
clearest axioms iu every sphere of action that 
he who would have anything done well must do 
it himself, so, if we would be faithfully and ad­
vantageously represented in Parliament, we 
must see to it that we represent ourselves.

Resolved, That the County of Missisquoi, con­
stituting as it does one of the most populous, 
wealthy and intelligent rural constituencies iu 
Lower Canada, its intelligent yeomanry, its en­
terprising merchants, its numerous class of 
educated men, are basely libelled by the non­
resident system, which practically asserts that 
they are indifferent to their rights, or incapable 
of exercising them.

Resolved, That, recognizing integrity, indus­
try and ability as the sole recommendations to 
public office, it is a duty we owe to ourselves 
and our children to establish such a system as 
shall hold out incentives to the youth of our 
land—no matter how humble may be their lot
_to cherish the high and honorable ambition
of achieving distinction on their native soil.

Resolved, That we fully endorse the able let­
ter of the Hon. Messrs. Knowlton and Moore on 
the non-resident system, and that we cordially 
adopt its recommendations as our platform, 
pledging ourselves to co-operate with adjoining 
Counties to the building up of an Eastern 
Townships parly, on the principal of Resident 
Representation, as paramount to every other 
present political issue.

Resolved, That inasmuch as there is no poli­
tical question involving principal at present at 
issue it is highly expedient that the people of 
the Eastern Townships should direct their at­
tention to the particular local interests that 
more immediately concern them, in preference 
to blind adhesion to party trammels.

THEODORE PARKER ON LIMITED MON­
ARCHY.

The following letter, with reference to a par­
agraph originally published in our columns, 
has already appeared in Boston and New York 
papers.

Montreal, 29th June, 1860.
My Dear Sir—Your note has been received, 

and I thank you for directing my attention to 
the commentary of the Boston Atlas, on the 
paragraph [relating to Theodore Parker’s view 
of constitutional monarchy. But 1 cannot see 
what use there would be in my taking any 
special notice of it. If the Atlas means to con- 
tradict Mr. Parker’s opinion, it has a right to 
its contradiction, which can be of little conse­
quence to him. If it means to contradict my 
statement of fact, it acts without right, and its 
contradiction is of little consequence to me.

To you, however, who have been a close 
personal friend of Mr. Parker, I may state that 
the paragraph in question is correct in every 
particular. Rather more than three years ago, 
I think—it was iu the month of March—I met 
Mr. Parker in the railway car, as I was coming 
from Boston homeward. We passed the day 
together there, and the night in the same 
chamber of the hotel. We had various con­
versations on society and politics, and he took 
me rather by surprise, when he said that on the 
whole, he regarded a constitutional monarchy, 
limited like the British, and free to adapt itself 
to the progressive sentiment of the age and 
nation, aa the best security for the general 
freedom of the people. And I lately repeated 
the statement, simply and without comment, 
because I thought it would challenge attention, 
and provoke refleetiou. Ido not know that he 
has anywhere put on record any formal com­
parison between republicanism, as in the Amer­
ican Union, and a limited monarchy, as in 
Great Britain, or that he had at any other time 
expressed an opinion one way or other on this 
subject ; so that 1 do not know whether his 
conviction, when expressed to me, was a recent 
one, or one of long standing. The dangers pe­
culiar to purely democratic iustitutioas came 
under our view—such as designing demagogue- 
ism, and the demoralizing intrigues of mere 
party politicians. I have no doubt, however, 
that he would have instantly recognized the 
necessity of adapting any system ot govern­
ment to the traditions of the people governed, 
and whatever might have been his views on 
the general question, I have no idea that he 
would have ever thought of substituting iu his 
native State, for instance, the British form for 
the excellent one which Massachusetts now 
enjoys.

When we come to think of it, do we not find 
that the British and American systems are 
essentially alike ? They are both based sub­
stantially on the popular will, declared through 
its representatives. The American President 
is elective, and so, in fact, is the British Pre­
mier. For though the Premier may sometimes 
be found in the peer’s chamber, he cannot be 
what he is—the head of the Government—un­
less the people’s representatives, by their dis­
tinct votes of support, elect him so to be. In 
Britain and America alike, we find class influ­
ences which sensibly control the Government, 
and operate against the popular interest. In 
one country there is a hereditary aristocracy ; 
in the other, a sectional oligarchy.

The truth is, that British subject and Ameri­
can citizen have in their respective systems of 
government all they require for practical pur­
poses, as far as they ate severally concerned. 
What we all need is an honest and honourable 
administration of governmental affairs. And 
to this end, we require honest and honourable 
public men — high-minded and competent 
statesmen, la Canada, you know, we have an 
adaptation of the British system, very good in 
itself, but liable to great abuse. With us, the 
peril seems to be, that the art of government 
may ■’lose its proper character, and become 
mainly the art of retaining office and emolu­
ment. This is a disease incident to our ponular 
forms of government; but where it becomes a 
chronic couditiou of the body politic, it may 
then become an open question whether the 
Napoleonic system is not as good as any other.

THE GREAT TOGGERY—OR TOGLE QUES
TION AS SETTLED BY THE JEAMES 

AND JENKINSES OF THE NEW 
CAPITAL.

[From the Ottawa, Citizen.'}
The last Union, gives a brief report of the 

proceedings at the meeting held by our City 
Council on Monday night, and we take the 
liberty of copying the following extracts from 
it ;—

“ The Committee recommended that a gold 
civic chain, to be worn by the Mayor, be pro­
cured, tor not less than $200, this chain to be 
the property of the corporation, and they fur­
ther recommend that the Mayor and Clerk be 
requested to procure “suitable Togle or gown, 
to be worn at the reception of His Royal High­
ness, and that other members of the Corpora­
tion appear in plain citizen’s dress, Black 
dress, Frock Coat, Pants, Test, and Hat, and 
White Kid gloves, and that the members of the 
Council do act as stewards on the occasion. 
The Fire and Hook and Ladder Companies 
were requested to hold themselves in readiness 
to act under the direction of the Mayor. In 
conclusion, the Committee recommended that 
the use of tire works, squibs, fire balls, or ot­
her combustible material, be exclusively pro­
hibited.

The Executive Committee have resigned iua 
body by reason of the course taken by the Cor­
poration. The sole and entire responsibility is 
now upon the city fathers. Beyond this report 
we have no information as to their proceedings 
and we must say that so far we cannot fully un­
derstand the drift or purpose of these worthies. 
We shall not question the wisdom or propriety 
of procuring a $200 chain wherewith to invest 
our chief civic magistrate ; and not knowing 
what kind of an animal the Togle spoken of by 
our contemporary is, we cannot find fault with 
it. We never heard of the name before ; but 
presume, as it seems to be far-fetched, it will be 
correspondingly attractive and becoming.— 
The originator of this really utopian idea 
should have the honor of knighthood conferred 
on him. If the Togles are really, as their name 
implies, double jointed specimens of an extinct 
species, we feel assured of his getting a prefix 
to the cognomen given him by his godfathers 
andt.godmothers. In our characteristic sim­
plicity we fancied the city fathers when speak- 
iug of the Togle mean t an article of dress worn 
by the ancient Romans and classically styled a 
Toga; but no : there it stands, to puzzle the 
learned—A TOGLE I Well if its appear­
ance in our midst be attended with no ser­
ious results to nervous females or timid 
children, by all means let us see the Togles. 
With the taste and preciseness of a Chesterfield 
the dress is also cut out for the members of the 
Corporation—“Black Dress, Frock Coat, Pauts 
Vest and Hat, and Wnite Kid Gloves.” But it 
does not exactly appear whether the black dress 
is to be worn over or under the frock coat,vest 
and pants. This is an important consideration 
as the gracefulness of the figure depends much 
on the proper arrangement of the outer garment 
Certainly, if the black dress is to be distended 
with crinoline, it must be worn on the outside 
aud when decked in this toggery,our cityfathers 
should for the time being be called our city 
grandmothers. .Then there must be no display 
of fireworks, ” as some mischievous boys 
might set fire to the black dresses or 
the togles. These very grave and important 
matters appertaining to garments aud tailoring 
being settled, it is to be hoped that other mat­
ters shall also receive due consideration, and as 
the proceedings progress we will be happy to 
give them due attention.

At a meeting held on Tuesday evening, the 
following resolution was moved by R. Bell, 
Esq., and seconded by H. J. F riel, Esqr.,—

That this meeting regrets deeply that the 
course pursued by the City Corporation places 
it out of the power of the Executive Committee 
to carry out the purpose for which the Com­
mittee was appointed, and therefore they feel it 
to be their duty to resign the trust which was 
-mposed upon them by the public meeting of 
the citizens on the 9th April last.

WEST INDIA EMANCIPATION.

Some interesting items of intelligence have 
been communicated by Mr. E. B. Underhill, 
Foreign Secretary to the English General Bap­
tist Missionary Society, to a meeting in New 
York, relative to the condition of the British 
West India Islands, and the effect of emanci­
pation on the labouring and social habits of 
the negroes. If we may judge by the number 
of requests that came to us for information on 
this subject, there is an increasing, and, we 
are happy to say, a very candid interest felt in 
it. We have refrained from giving fortuitous 
rumours, of which there is no lack, aud which 
are often animated by a partisan spirit, either 
to encourage or discredit the idea that the freed 
negro will perform.a fair amount of voluntary 
labour. Mr. Underhill’s statements appear to

be free from the eolouriugs of trejudice on 
either hand. He has just spent fin months in 
Jamaica, where the results of emsicipation are 
conceded to be the least creditablejo the negro 
character. He visited, also, Trijdad, Hayti 
and other islands. The only poit with res­
pect^ to which some allowana may be 
considered necessary, arises from the 
character of Mr. Underbill's1 agency as 
a missionary, or as the sevan t of a 
Missionary Board. People of th, calling are 
not apt to see things in a cold epect of real 
history. Their imagination is tore or less 
wrought upon, and they readily t;aggerate iu 
the direction of their hopes. Withthis caution, 
we state briefly the substance of the matter 
laid before a meeting of the Orgy of New 
York, ou Monday last, by Mr. tnderhill. If 
we are led into any error, we refer that it 
shall be in falling short of the tuth as it re­
gards the negroes, rather than iiexceeding it ; 
as we do not desire to injure a fiod cause by 
claiming for it a hair’s breadth tore than it is 
justly entitled to.

There are 180,000 people in amaica under 
" direct religious instruction,” afcording to Mr. 
Underhill. This, in a populaiou of about 
400,000 is a pretty large proportion; but he 
affirms that iu some parts of the,gland not two 
per cent, of the inhabitants fail o attend the 
churches. Education has greaty advanced. 
Before emancipation there were but three or 
four out of five thousand in one district who 
could read and write, where thfe are now 
eighteen hundred. The people (apport their 
own pastors, build their own ourches, and 
maintain their own schools. Th’ planting in­
terest, which was formerly oppded to educa­
tion as interfering with labour, s now coming 
round to favour it.

England, does not get half aa much sugar 
from Jamaica as she did before euancipatiou. 
In a commercial point of view, tie island has 
gone down, unquestionably ; bu, it is not fair 
to assume the export, as the onlymeasure of its 
condition. The peasantry art industrious. 
They dislike the sugar cultivatin because it is 
less profitable than labor ou tieir own free­
holds. The sugar estates are heÿl by planters. 
If owned by the negroes, they vpuld have the 
stimulus of self-interest to wijrk them, and 
that would bring up the export^ again. The 
planters have not yet discoveretiithe magic of a 
little increase in wages to over ome indolence 
and to attract labour. Up to tl time of eman­
cipation, the West India Island njoved a pro­
tective duty on sugar, which as since been 
abolished. This would affect iu cultivation 
under any system of labour. Bit it has not 
lessened the culture in the islands as a whole, 
the aggregate receipt of sugar, by England, 
from them, being as great now asat any former 
period.

The productive labor of the islands, is all 
negro labor. It takes a longtime to make 
profitable so great a transition cf employments 
as that from a forced to a voltntary system. 
No working class on earth, tegro, Irish or 
Anglo-Saxon, would, or coult eater upou a 
career of immediate increase. This seems to 
have been the great error with tie planting in­
terest—expecting a mass of uniisciplined aud 
suddenly liberated people, to shtw at once, not 
only an equal, but an increased measure of in­
dustrial product. Disappointmtut might have 
been foretold from the first.

But all this does not prevent the social im­
provement of the negroes. They save money, 
buy farms, take good care of their children, 
and are happy. Intelligent piaulera in Jamaica 
told Mr. Underhill that all that is needed, is a 
better understanding between themselves as a 
class and the blacks. The latter manifest no 
feelings of revenge for any hardships to which 
they were subjected under shvery, but they 
simply work ou their iittle freeholds for the ne­
cessities and comforts of life, which they will 
continue to do until tempted by higher wages, 
or more agreeable circumstances to engage in 
other branches of labor.

Such is the substance of Mr. Underhill’s 
statements.

Boston, July 21.
A pleasure boat, containing 11 persons, was 

ruu tuto by a schooner iu the harbour last 
night, drowning two young women, aged 16 
and 17, and a young man. Their names have 
not yet been ascertained.

A public reception was given to the Hon. 
Anson Burlingame, by his constituents in 
Cambridge last evening, at which speeches 
were made by Mr. Burlingame, Governor Banks 
and the Hon. John Sarjeant ; there was a large 
attendance. °

The Zouaves arrived about 7 o’clock, aud 
were received by the first Company of the 2nd 
Battalion.

A letter to the Boston Traveller, dated 21st 
June, announces that Zach, the last strong­
hold of the Christians at Lebanon, had been 
captured and burned, and that the Christians 
were flying in all directions. It was rumoured 
that Sidon had also been destroyed, and 2,500 
Christians massacred.

The defence of Zach was heroic.

The New Mills at Elgin, Edwardbburgh.—We 
had the pleasure a few days since, of being 
shown through the new milts lately erected by 
Messrs Benson & Aspdeu at the port of Elgin, 
Edwardsburgh, county of Grenville. The mills 
are three iu number, and consist of a flouring 
mill,saw mill and starch Factory,the two former 
in operation and the latter to beat work in about 
a fortnight. The buildings are all of stone and 
brick. The grist mill is four stories high 40 by 
60 feet; aud is a perfect model of neatness aud 
good order. They have four tuns of stone at 
work, each driven by a separate central dis­
charge water wheel. We are glad to hear that 
the flour realizes the best prices given in the 
Montreal market, and is quite a favorite brand 
there. The necessity of such a mill has long 
been felt in Edwardsburgh, aud of course the 
more since the burning of the Spencerville 
mill.

The starch factory adjacent, inclusive of its 
various adjuncts, is about 120 by 70 feet, the 
main building being six stories higb.—This 
building is intended for the manufacture of 
corn-starch—a most delightful preparation— 
entirely new (so far as its manfaoture is con­
cerned) in Canada. To form an idea of the 
expnnan inr».nrre<1 in fitting lip . this building, 
one must, as we did, spend a couple of hours 
in company with one of the proprietors in go­
ing through it. From top to bottom the im­
mense building is filled with machinery to 
facilitate the process of manufacturing—the 
whole being driven by three immense water 
wheels. We were kindly shown the entire 
process, from the advent of the corn into the 
elevator to the kiln-room, where the final dry­
ing is done. Although not fully in operation, 
a small quantity of the starch, has been manu­
factured for the exhibition iu Montreal on the 
arrival of the prince ; but after the works are 
completed, we shall endeavor to give our read­
ers some idea of the very interesting process of 
manufacture.—Prescott Messenger.

Girl Drowned at Murray Bay__On Wed­
nesday last, Marianne Alcross, a nursery-maid 
in the service of Dr. Boswell, of this city, lost her 
life while bathing with the children at the 
beach of Murray Bay. Nobody was near at the 
time of the accident, and the body was not 
recovered for half an hour. A coroner’s jury 
rendered a verdict of “accidental death by 
drowning.” The body was delivered yesterday 
at the house of her mother, a widow living in 
St. Eustache street.— Quebec Chronicle.

Arrival op the Banshee.—We are happy to 
hear that the story told about serious injury re­
ceived by the Banshee, when ashore at the head 
of Lake St. Peter proves untrue. She arrived 
here quite sound, about lljo’clock on Thursday 
night, and an hour afterward, sailed again for 
Montreal,— Quebec Chronicle.

RECORDER’S COURT—Saturday.
At this Court yesterday morning only five 

prisoners were brought up. Two ot these were 
charged with drunkenness ; one with vagrancy ; 
one carting without license ; and one furious 
driving.

In addition to these two persons, named res­
pectively Noel Pratt and Joseph Dion were 
fined, the former $20 and costs, and the latter 
$10 and costs, for the infraction of the Munici­
pal By-Law which prohibits the erection of a 
Wooden Building in the City.
