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Prime Minister must provide lead

Refusal of post office workers in
Montreal and some other major Cana-
dian cities to heed the advice of their
Brotherhood leaders to return to work
places a dircct responsibility of Prime
Minister Pearson to take effective steps
to assure the resumption of normal post
office services in this country.

For more than a week many important
centres have been without any sort of
mail service and the interference has
caused serious disruption to the business
life of Canada.

No Jonger can the Prime Minister
shuffle from one excuse to another. He
must take the lead in bringing about the
return to work,

Probably he will call a special session
of Parliament to enact legislation out-
lawing the walkout, a move he should

Why did it refuse to follow the same
course of action it imposes on private
employers that of meeting with em-
ployee representatives around the bar-

gaining table in good faith?

And will adequate steps be taken to
assure that a similar crisis does not arise
in the future?

The demands of the postal workers,
and several other categories of govern-
ment employees for that matter, were not
overnight gricvances. They have been
laid before the cabinet on several occas-
ions but never received an  adequate
hearing.

I'he day has gone when it was con
sidered a privilege to work for the Crown
and that any remuneration for the work
done was somcthing the King handed
out as a matter of courtesy, not as a
matter of right.

Today the vast majority of civil ser-
vants perform definite duties and should
have the right to negotiate as to the
wages to be paid.

WASHINGTON (CP) — In a
fourday period in Washington
last December, a woman was
fatally stabbed in her downtown
apartment, three shopkeepers

 The concentrated reign of ter
ror was a stark illustration of
the fact that the U.S. capital,
for its size, is harder hit by
violent crime than any other
American city

The 800,000 residents in the
72 square miles of this federal
distr ct are more likely to be
robbed than those in any other
major US. city. In relation to
its population, Washington leads
the country in robberies and
violent attacks

A record 132 murders were
committed in 1964 by gun, ra-
zor, ce pick, baseball bat, tire
iron, knife and scissors
Protective agencies flourish
Sales of pen-sized tear gas guns
are booming. There are classes
in judo for women who want to
protect themselves against at
tackers. And one finishing
school includes instruction in
screaming for help

Citizens' groups have heen
formed in the District of Co
lumbia and in the Maryland
and Virginia suburbs where
serious crime is increasing at
a rate more than double the
population growth. The main
objective of these groups is mu-
tual protection against burgla
ries,

WANTS PEP PILL BAN

The incidence of serious
crime in the United States gen
erally last year was up
cent and this included a
per-cent increase in the num-
ber of murders, 19 per cent
more rapes and 18 per cent
more serious assaults

Law-enforcement officers sug
gest that one reason the situa
tion is worse here than el:e-
where is a patiern shaped by
court decisions for dealing with
suspected criminals

An example is the so-called
Mallory rule of 1957 which puts
pressure on police to arraign a
suspect immediately in federal
cases. Since all Washington
crime is automatically federal,
police say, the rule makes it
difficult to question suspects
adequately and confront them
with witnesses. The result is
that police may delay making
an arrest until they have
enough evidence to ensure con
viction

ROB WHILE ON BAIL

Another factor is the grow
ing inclination of persons await-
ing trial to commit further rob-
beries while out on bail as a
means of paying the cost of
having the bail posted. One
U.S. attorney is making a sur
vey of this problem with a view
to asking for changes in the
law to deny bail to those who
abuse the privi'ege

It 1s worth noting that 1937,

The annual report of the
Washington police department
for the year ended June 30,

Crime was up 22.7 per cent
over the previous 12 months
and was 80.3 per cent higher
than in the corresponding pe-
riod of 1956-57, even though pop
ulation of the district has barely
changed since then

In April this vear there were
3,018 offences, 25 per cent more
than in the same month a year
ago, and it was the 35th con-
secutive month in which crime
was up from the previous year

This was tied
again. Snip the tops of these
loops and shred the loose ends,
with the scissors, to make curly
hair. Pound nails in at an angle
on each side for ears and one in
front for the nose. The nose is
covered with a small eraser.
Glasses rest on these three nails,

For the eyes, I used paper
re-enforcement circles and dark-
ened the insides of the eircles
for pupils. The mouth is just a
piece of red paper. Bottom half
of the block covered with
flannel and a strip of ribbon tied
around the “waist." A straight
piece of fabric could be gath-
ered and glued to the block.
Arms were cut from light card-
board with the ends cut to re-
semble fingers and the other
end bent to hold the arm toward
the front of the doll. This is also
covered with the dress fabrie,
leaving only the fingers exposed
A base of thin board will lessen
the danger of the doll tipping
over.
