Australians Repulsed Determined Attack on Their Pos­
ition. UltimateSurrender of Fortress of Kovno is Expect­
ed Soon. Situation is Most Critical. Italians Advance 
Through Passes of Alps and Capture Long Line of Aus­
trian Entrenchments in Tolmino Region.

London, August 18.—(Special)—The fall of the Russian forts on the 
‘Bouthwest side of Kovno makes the situation of that fortress most criti­
cal, and its ultimate surrender is expected here soon.

The Russian armies apparently have not been able Co reorganize suf­
ficiently to check the Austro-German advance, which is being pushed 

Wteadily against the ring of strong fortresses which form the outer de­
fence to the Petrograd provinces.

The armies of the central powers show no disposition to relax 
pressure on the eastern front, nor are they likely to do so until they 
Jiave tried once more to separate the Russian northern an'd southern 
armies and capture Brest-Litovsk.
SUCCESS AT DARDANELLES.

News from Turkish sources that the new landing party on the Galli­
poli Peninsula near Suvla Bay has been engaged heavily, is confirmed in 
an official report to-day from General Sir Ian Hamilton, the British 

' commander-in-chief at the Dardanelles front, stating that the British left 
had won 500 yards of ground, including a Turkish trench.

Sir Ian also reported the repulse of determined Turkish attacks 
against the Australian position.
LITTLE CHANGE IN NEAR EAST.

Little change is reported in the diplomatic situation in the Near 
East. Former Premier Venizelos, of Greece, who asked for four days in 
which to study conditions before deciding whether to form a new cabinet, 
is believed to have arrived at an understanding with King Constantine, 
but it is not considered probable that the result will be the early entry 
of Greece into the war on the sideof the Entente Allies.
FURTHER ADVANCE ON GALLIPOLI PENINSULA.

London, August 18, 11.35 a.m.— (Special) —A further advance of 500 
yards by the Allied troops on Gallipoli Peninsula is announced in a report 
from General Sir Ian Hamilton, the British expeditionary commander-in- 
chief, given-out here to-day. The statement follows;

“Sir Ian Hamilton reports that in the southern zone the situation 
tvas unchanged during the 14th and 15th. The Turks kept up the usual 
artillery fire, without much effect.

“In the northern zone the right flank of the Australian and New 
Zealand army corps’ position was heavily attacked during the night of 
the 14th-15th, hut all attacks were, repulsed. At Luvla the troops on the 
left flank made a short advance on the afternoon of the 15th, with a 
view to straightening out the line. They moved forward under consider­
able gun and rifle fire, and gained about 500 yards, capturing a Turkish 
trench and taking two officers and twenty other prisoners.”

FURTHER ITALIAN ADVANCES THROUGH PASSES OF THE ALPS.

Rome, August 18.—(Special)—Further Italian advances through the 
passes of the Alps, and a brilliant bayonet charge which captured a 
strong line of Austrian entrenchments in the Tolmino region, are described 
in the official report issued to-day at Army headquarters. The statement 
says:

“In the rugged Ortler ranges between the upper valleys of the Adda 
and the Adige, one of our detachments set out during the night of August 
16, from Capanna, Milano, and divided into squads joined by ropes, 
croseed the Camossi Pass (9,500 feet high) and the Vendretta di Dampo, 
climbed the snow-capped summit of Turckett Spits (1.0,500 feet) , and 
surprised groups of the enemy. It then proceeded to Hinter Madatasch 

■Spits (10,400 feet high) occupied by a detachment of the enemy, which 
U attacked and dispersed and solidly occupied the summit.

“In Upper Rienz further progress by our infantry is reported. We 
occupied Sattleberg west of Lange Alpo.

“In the Monte Nero section we captured several of the enemy’s 
trenches in the neighborhood of the Visio Peak. Later a counter-attack 
Ijy the enemy on our Visio positions was vigorously repulsed.

In the Tolmino zone our brilliant offensive developed against the 
hills of Santa Marla and Santa Lucia, commanding positions situated to 
the right of the Isonzo. After the customary preparatory shelling by 
artillery, our infantry dashed forward with the bayonet and stormed a 
line of strong entrenchments extending along the western slopes of these 
heights.

That Carranza will make an un­
favorable response to the appeal on 
the ground that foreign intervention 
■would he unwelcome to the Mexican 
^people, is the belief of his represen­
tatives here.

tal from Vera Cruz to Mexico City 
he will consent to confer with the 
revolting factions.

Secretary Daniels has ordered the 
battleships Louisiana and New 
Hampshire, en route to Southern wa­
ters, to proceed immediately to Vera 
Cruz, where they are due to arrive 
Wednesday, to replace the gunboats 
Marietta and the Sacramento. The 
Marietta has been ordered to Pro­
greso because of difficulty in getting 
American sisal shipments out of that 
port. Secretary Daniels explained 
that no further alarming reports had 
come from Vera Cruz and no trouble 
was looked for.

RARE WAR STAMPS.
The first set of of postage stamps 

Issued by any of the European coun­
tries, containing war scenes, has just 
‘arrived in this country. They have 
been issued by Austria. While avail­
able for postage, they are really 
charity stamps, as they are sold at 
a price slightly higher than the pre­
vailing postal rate.

There are five stamps in the set. 
their respective values being three, 
five, ten. twenty and thirty-five hel­
ler, the heller of Austria being equal 
to the German pfennig, about one- 
quarter of a cent. The stamps are 

oblong in shape, very neatly engrav­
ed, with the war scene in an oval 
surrounded by the words “Kaiser- 
•licheKonigliche Osterreichische ost” 
—"The Imperial and Roval Austrian 
Post."

The three-heller stamp is purplish 
in color, with a view showing fight­
ing in the trenches. The fire-heller 
stamp is green with a cavalrv scene. 
The ten-heller stamp is red, showing 
one of the big howitzer guns being 
prepared for firing. The twenty-hel­
ler stamp is untramarine in color 
with a beautifully engraved view of 
an aeroplane in flight.

U.s. CANNOT STOP 
GERMAN ACTIVITY

COULD MOVE IF AN ATTEMPT 
WAS MADE TO INTERFERE 

WITH A GOVERNMENT 
PLANT.

Washington, August 17.—The De­
partment of Justice knows of no 
way to interfere with German activ­
ities in this country of fomenting 
strikes in munition plants and caus­
ing other labor disturbances, even if 
it is proved that German agents and 
money are engaged in this work. Â 
responsible official pointed this out 
in discussing the so-called exposures 
of German activities being made in 
the New York World and certain 
other newspapers. If there wns a 
conspiracy to interfere with the op­
eration of a government plant it 
would he different, but as long as 
their efforts are directed at private 
factories the government can do 
nothing about it.

Agents of the department have been 
at work for a long time investigat­
ing these German activities in a 
general way, and while a good deal 
of information has been secured there 
have been no definite results.

The department has not been ac­
quainted with any effort to subsi­
dize the American press, and there 
is some question as to whether this 
activity, if proved, would he basis 
for legal action by the United Sta­
tes. Action might, he brought if a 
conspiracy to incite opposition to 
the government's foreign policy were, 
shown. The department’s agents are 
seeking all the information they can 
get and if they are convinced that 
anybody is violating the law they 
will proceed on their own initiative 
and not wait for somebody to ' file 
a formal complaint.

GASOLINE “JAG” BRINGS 
DHLIRUM.

Washington—Secretary Daniels is 
worritd. There has been discovered 
a new kind of “jag” in the navy, 
and it. is unlikely just now that it 
will be done away with immediately. 
And furlh'rmorc it is free.

The "jag” comes from gasoline, 
and until some othp- kind of fluid 
is found for use, particularly in sub­
marines, “prohibition” is unlikely. 
The sensations of a gasoline jag arp 
described as follows :

STEPHEN GRAHAM WRITES TO
LONDON TIMES FROM DESERT 

OF NITRIA.
Mr. Stephen Graham writes to The 

London Times from the Desert of Ni- 
tria, as follows : I have come on
horseback over reed-covered swamps 
and burning desert to an enigmatical- 
looking building which has the shape­
lessness and silence of a ruin. The 
cream-colored walls are lined, patch­
ed, broken, gigantic. It is a rectan­
gular fortress. There is but the en­
trance, and that is a small one and 
heavily barred. A bell-rope bangs 
down the wall by the door. Jingle- 
jangle ! I ring Ihe bell. There is a 
long silence and I ring again. Then a 
dishevelled, bare-footed monk labor- 
iouely undoes the little door in the 
wall, I present the letter which I 
bear from the Patriarch, and I am 
admitted.

The monks are pleased ; all shake 
hands. I sit on one divan and five of 
them on another. A novice washes 
my hands, another brings me a glass 
of brown liquid—water full of medlar 
fibre in suspension. When I finish 
this he brings a glass of pink sugar 
water, then coffilee all round—thim­
blefuls of sweet coffee. The abbot, a 
fine-looking fellow with regular fea­
tures, broad face, black moustache 
and beard, and with an open space 
showing the freshness of the lower lip 
is talkative. He has a towel wrap­
ped round his brows for turban, and 
fingers black beads as he talks. Next 
to him is a comfortable-looking monk 
in a blue smock and a white knitted 
skull-cap on his head. Next to him 
an old fellow with wizened bare legs 
and feet, old yellow rags on his griz­
zled head, a ragged black cassock 
over his grey under-clothes.

“What do you do all day?" I ask­
ed.

“Pray, read, sing,” they answered.
“What ho you think of the war?”
“The war does not touch us. If 

they come and hill us we do not 
mind, hut we pray each day that 
God will bring it soon to a close.”

“If the Arabs come, what will you 
do ?”

“If they shoot at us we will throw 
bread to them ; that will be our re­
ply.”

“Do you have many visitors?”
“Not many.”
“Do the Russian pilgrims come 

here to pray?”
“Yes, some.”
“Are you content to live out here 

in the Sahara while all sorts of 
great events arc happening in the 
world, and content to have no news 
and never mix with the people of the 
city? In Kci'land we are too busy, 
one could not escape to a place like 
this even if one wanted to.”

MR. J. MORGAN 
ON DECK AGAIN

FINANCIER AT HIS OFFICE FOR 
THE FIRST TIME SINCE HE 

WAS SHOT.
New York, Aug. 17.—J. P. Mor­

gan appeared at the office of J. P. 
Morgan & Co. in Wall street yester­
day for the first time since he was 
shot at his summer home in Glen 
Cove, L.I., on July 3 by Ernest 
Muenter, alias Frank Holt. Mr.Mor­
gan was not accompanied by detec­
tives or guards during his trip from 
Glen Cove yesterday, but a number 
of private detectives have been sta­
tioned about the building occupied 
by the Morgan firm, since the day 
Mr. Morgan was i shot, and these de­
tectives were still on duty when Mr. 
Morgan arrived.

Mr. Morgan appeared to have en­
tirely recovered from the bullet 
wound. His face was bronzed and 
he walked with a rapid and firm 
step.

----------------------------
WHAT LYDDITE IS.

The most famous modern high ex­
plosive and one of the most power­
ful is lyddite, which is very similar 
to the French melinite and the Jap­
anese shimose. Lyddite is simply 
picric acid melted with a little vase­
line. Picric acid is a yellow, crystal­
line substance largely' used as a yel­
low dye and also very serviceable in 
medicine for the treatment of burns. 
It is intensely poisonous and a pow­
erful explosive.

Attention to its value as an ex­
plosive was first drawn in England 
by the destruction of a Lancashire 
factory where it was being manu­
factured. About the same date it 
was independently studied in France, 
and early in the nineties of last cen­
tury it was adopted there for use 
in shells.

Picric acid is prepared from coal 
tar—the refuse of gas manufacture. 
When the heavy oil of coal tar is 
boiled and treated, phenol, or car­
bolic acid, separates from it. The 
carbolic acid is taken, boiled in 
strong sulphuric acid, and .into the 
evil-smelling liquid nitric acid is 
carefully poured. The resultant is 
picric acid.

It has great virtues as an explo­
sive. but also some vices. Its virtue 
is that it is not easily exploded 
when pure and dry, that it can be 
dropped or even thrown about, and 
that it docs not act violently when 
lighted. To make it explode it needs 
a powerful detonator, which usually 
contains fulminate of mercury and 
tetryl.

Its chief fault is that it Is Intense­
ly acid, and when moisture is pre­
sent attacks lead and many other 
substances, forming exceedingly ex­
plosive compounds which go off quite 
unexpectedly.

It raises its 
spy embryos in hothouses until they 
attain such perfection' as we have 

i seen demonstrated on so many re­
cent occasions. There are in Ger- 

i many special colleges for training 
spies, according to the Warsaw Ga- 

I zette, which has published some very 
I interesting details on the subject. 

FOREMOST AT BADEN.
“Foremost of these colleges is the 

' one in Loerrach, Baden, where the 
corps of teachers consists exclusively 

1 of former general staff officers. The 
; course of instruction comprises an in- 
I timate study of the armies and mili­
tary resources in general of foreign 
countries on which Germany may 
have some designs. Scholars are pro­
cured through advertisements. One 
such appeared some time ago in a 
Berlin newspaper and read as follows 
—“Several vacancies open for intelli­
gent and absolutely reliable persons. 
Indispensable to be of German birth 
and have knowledge of the French, 
Russian and English languages.” 

i BIG PROPORTION OF WOMEN.
“Loerrach is a co-educational instl- 

| tution, and it is deserving of notice 
; that its female scholars are more of- 
; ten than not in the majority. Before 
I being admitted to the college, the 
1 applicants arc put through a very 
! minute examination. The principal 
I himself conducts this for the purpose 

of convincing himself of the unques­
tionable loyalty of the prospective 

- spies.
“Once accepted, the scholars re­

ceive both theoretical and practical 
instruction. Maps and diagrams in

CANADA TO LOOK
AFTER WOUNDED

INCAPACITATED SOLDIERS WILL 
NOT BE LEFT A BURDEN ON 

THEIR FRIENDS.
Ottawa, August 17.—In reply to 

certain complaints about the ade­
quacy of pensions for soldiers who 

are incapacitated, militia officials 
point out that the pension does not 
represent all that the government 
will do for these men.

The pension is merely a minimum 
allowance that will keep a man from 
starving. The government, however, 
provides convalescent homes, or if 
the soldier goes to his own home, it 
provides an attendant to wheel him 
about or take care of him.

Then, alter the war, it is expected 
that in various ways assistance will 
be given to incapacitated men ac­
cording to their need, over and above 
the pension.

SMOKELESS SMOKES.
Mr. M'Kenna has touched feelingly 

on “the value of the unsmoked cig­
arette.” Is this a hint at “coif” 
smoking? The practice has already 
considerable vogue. The habitual 
smoker cannot get along without the 
feel of something in bis mouth, and, 
when economy is necessary, sucks an 
unlit pipe or nibbles a cold cigar.

An official 
notice says that only one case has 
developed, that of a German soldier 
on leave who contracted the disease 
in Galicia, and that every precaution 
is being taken to prevent spreading 
of the contagion.

use.

before they left. Consul Smith at 
Tiflis to-day notified the State De­
partment that Mrs. Usher had died 
in Van and that her husband was 
now dangerously ill in Tiflis.

THIS iS 48.381 MORE THAN 

LAST YEAR.
Ottawa, Aug. 18.—There are still 

nearly 3,01)0,000 horses In Canada in 
spite of the large number that have 
been sold for army purposes. There is 
an increase of 48,361 over last year, 
according to a report of the Census 
and Statistics Branch. This shows 
the numbers of farm livestock in 
Canada at June 30, 1915, were as
follows: horses, 2,996,099; milch
cows, 2,666,846; other cattle, 3,399,- 
1-55; all rattle, 6,066,001; sheep, 2,- 
038,662, swine, 3,111,900. As com­
pared with 1914, these figures re­
present increases of 48,361 horses, 
35,624 other cattle, and 29,184 all 
cattle, hut decreases of 6,440 milch 
cows, 19,383 sheep and 322,366 
swine.

Notwithstanding the large and 
sudden exportation of farm animals, 
the numbers in Canada are being 
fairly well maintained. The large de­
crease in the numbers of swine, with 
a correspondingly large exportation 
to the United States, applies prin­
cipally to Alberta, where owing to 
the increased cost of grain stuffs 
caused by the war, swine feeding be­
came unprofitable, large numbere of 
swine being thrown upon the market 
last fall.
