Sealyham
Terrier

~ The Sealyham Terrier was
originally bred around 1860
by Captain John Tucker

dwardes (1808-1891) at his
mansion named ‘Sealyham”
near the Sealy’ River in
Pembrokeshire, in South
Wales. Hewas an avid sports-
man and wanted a dog —a
small terrier —that could go
underground, had to be white
(so not to be mistaken for the
ﬁrey by the other hounds in a

unt), with great courage,
stamina, and agility and had
to give ‘tongue* to signal a
badger’s location to the hunt
‘diggers’.

Without any records kept
during the development of the
breed, it is difficult to say with
certainty what dog breeds
were used. However, it is be-
lieved that the Pembroke
Wklsh Corgi was used for his
size and shape, the Cheshire
Terrier (nowextlnct% for game-
ness and color, the Dandie
Dinmont for his courage,
strength of jaw, lowness and
gameness, Wire FoxTerrier for
weather resisting coat and the
West Highland White Terrier
to reduce size and tighten
color scheme.

By 1900 the breed was

Lemon,
tan or badger markings on
head and ears are acceptable.

Considerable grooming is
needed to keep it in correct
trim and condition. Of a size
that suits most accommoda-
tion, the breed makes a fear-
less watch dog and even-tem-
pered family pet who thor-
oughly enjoys his daily walk.
Likeall terriers, the Sealy does
not shed and is an easy keep

in the house.

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Prevention of Tularaemia

Tularaemia is a disease
that affects the hare in par-
ticular, but also more than 80
other mammal species includ-
ing the beaver, the muskrat
and certain wild and domes-

wujms

tic birds. The disease is
caused by a bacterium that
enters the organism, multi-
plies in_large numbers and
Invades internal organs. Inthe
case of the hare, tularaemia

is generally fatal. o

In Quebec, Tularaemia is
not limited to specific regions;
it has been found in areas as
far apart as Gaspe and Abitibi-
Temiscamingue. It is always

resent and the danger of in-
fection does not vary accord-
ing to the region. Animals suf-
fering from tularaemia are or-
dinarily quite thin. They fre-
quently have pustules in the
groin area, in their stomach,
around their neck or on their
shoulders.

Hunters, trappers and
general(l:?_/, everyone who han-

les a diseased animal or its
fur, or who consumes game
that has not been cooked suf-
ficiently, can become infected.
Tularaemia can be transmit-
ted from animal to humans
but not from one human to
another.

In humans the symptoms
generally will appear initially
2 or 3 days after
infection. They include; exces-
sive sweating, fever, shivering,
vomiting and general weak-
ness. Next the lymph nodes
become swollen especially in
the armpit region. |If
contagionoccurred at the eye
level, there is conjunctivitis
accompanied by swollen
glands.

Should these symptoms
appear following the handling
of fur-bearing animals or
skins, contact a physician
immediately. In most cases,
full recovery takes weeks and
even months. _
~ Hereare fewbasic precau-
tions that can be taken to pre-
vent the disease. Moisten the
fur to control dust and fine
hairs. Wear rubber gloves
when handling, skinning or
carving an animal. Ifpaossible,
put on an overgarment such
as a butcher’s apron or at
least wear clothing with
sleeves that can be buttoned
at the wrist.

$10 Possession- only Li-
cence Extended to Decem-
ber 31, 2000

Ottawa, October 12, 2000
— The Honorable Anne
McLellan, Minister of Justice
and Attorney General for
Canada, today announced
that the fee for a firearms pos-
session—enly licence (
will remain $10 until Decemt
ber 31, 2000.

“The combination of the
reduction in fees, simplified
forms and our outreach pro-
?Jam has been very success-

lin encoura%l_ng anadians
to obtain gun licences. There
are nowmore than 1.3 million
Canadians in compliance with
the licensing provision and
applications are being submit-
ted in record numbers. Infact,
more than 126,000 applica-
tions came in last week. With
the deadline only 10 weeks
away we want to make it as
easy as possible for Canadi-
ans to comply and this is wh
we are keeping the fee at $1
until the end of the year,”said
Minister McLellan.

The fee for the POL was
reduced from $45 to $10 last
June and was scheduled to
rise to $60 on October 15,
2000. At a recent forum of
provincial police associations
representing both rank and
file and chiefs of police, it was
strongly recommended that
the government extend the
reduced fee for the POL until
the end of the year. The gov-
ernment has responded to
this request by announcin
that the fee will remain $1
until December 31, 2000. As
previously announced, those
who paid”"$45 are receivingan
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automatic refund.

Firearm owners who plan
to get the POL should apply
immediately because as of
January 1 2001, POLs will
not be available to new appli-
cants. New applicants will
only have the option of obtain-
ing a possession and acquisi-
tion licence after that date.
However anyone who has a
POL by the end of the year will
be able to renew it every five
years. _ _

~ “Without a licence, an in-
dividual will not be in legal
possession of firearms and
will not be able to purchase
ammunition. \\e do not wish
to see anyone inconvenienced
and thus we are encouraging
people to take action immedi-
atel?é,_”sald Minister McLellan.
irearm owners will be
able to get assistance in fill-
ing out the form from licence
assistance teams until the end
of November in a number of
locations. About 100 teams
are in place across Canada to
assistwith the applicationand
take the applicant’s photo for
their licence.

Statistics and examples
show that the firearms pro-
gram is already paying divi-
dends in terms of public safety
by keeping firearms out ofthe
hands of people who should
not have them.

tradition continues. Following
World Wer 2, a cenotaph was
erected in front ofthe old Bury
Town Hall, bearing the names
ofthose who had fallen in both
wars on the front. Names of
veterans who have died since
were placed on the back and
sides. Serviceswere held here,
where the parade of veterans
of both wars were joined by
the Boy Scout, Cub and Girl
Guide troons, clergy, the
mayor and friends and rela-
tives, the names were read
and wreaths were laid in si-
lent memory

For many years, as longas
health permitted the wreath
for the Mothers of the Fallen
was alternately laid by three
mothers who had lost sons in
World War 2, Mrs. John Mar-
tin, who had lost Emerson in
April 1942, Mrs. Wright
Goodenough whose son
Carlton was lost over Ireland
in March 1942, and Mrs.
James D.Harrison who lost
her two eldest sons, Cameron
and Argyle in Hon . This
wreath has since been laid by
her daughter, Amy Harrison
Husk.

In 1981, Mrs. Harrison
was greatly honoured to rep-
resent the Mothers of the
Fallen of all of Canada at'the
Remembrance Day Services in
Ottawa. )

When the town acquired the
former Buiy Armoury in 1970,
and moved their offices, etc.,

there, members of the Buiy
Legion moved the Cenotaph to
a new site in front of the new
Town Hall. As veterans have
passed on to higher service,
the monument became filled
with names, two smaller
monuments were placed, one
on each side of the original
cenotaph to assure that no
one be forgotten.

Among officers who have
taken the salute at the Ceno-
taph or Memorial gates were
Col. H.H. Robinson, Col.
George Beard, Meaj. the
Rev.AW.

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How to Dry Gourds

Have you ever dried a
gourd ? Didyou end up throw-
Ing it away because itwas cov-
ered with mold and you
thought it was spoiled? Next
time, wait... mold isjust a sign
the gourd is drying out. Be-
neath that moldy exterior,
youll find a beautiful gourd!
1 Select mature gourds that
have at least a 2 inch stem.
Discard any bruised, diseased
or damaged fruit.

2 Dra/ any moisture onthe
gourd. Wipe with a mild vin-
egar or bleach solution (one
ounce bleach to two quarts
water) to reduce spoilage. Dry
ourds by placing them in a
ark, well—ventilated diy area
away fromany direct sunlight
(garage,basement, attic). Place
on a rack or in open-mesh
bagif_ (such as onion bags),
making sure they dont touch
one another, or attach a rub-
ber band or string to the stem
and hang to dry. Avoid plac-
ing gourds in strong sun,
which could fade their colors.
3. Drying time will vary any-
where from 2 to 4 months and
even more depending on the
size and variety of the gourd
and the amount to heat and
ventilation available in the
drying area. _
4."During the drying process,
the gourd thin outer skin dries
and hardens while the fleshy
internal pulp shrivels. Youcan
remove mold as it forms on the
skin of the gourd with a 10
&%cent solution of bleach.
en completely dried it will
be extremely light and the
seeds Will rattle inside.
5. When it has reached this
level of drying, soak the gourd
in warm water for about an
hour (or up to overnight if it
isa Ia(?e hardshell gourd).
