The work of demolishing the
stands and all the paraphernalia
prepared for the coronation page-
ant was in full swing during the
latter part of the afternoon.
Hundreds of workmen who this
morning were engaged in putting
finishing touches on the various
jobs were busily engaged in  tear
ing down all that has taken weeks
to accomplish. The barriers in the
streets were being removed the
barricades merchants had con-
structed to safeguard their shop
windows were rapidly disappear-
ing, vans filled with xm'lumll-q and
multi colored bunting striped off
masts and house fronts, lined the
streets, and London promised soon
to resume its usual appearance.
The streets, as the day wore on,
became more and more ('nnp(cr-ltm(l
and the holiday crowd concentrat-
ed into groups, reading and re-
reading the ‘extras.’” Must of the
people apparently felt dazed and
scarcely appreciated the full im-
port of what they read.

At about one o'clock 1n the
afternoon three copies of the
signed medical bulletin were post-
ed on different parts of the railing
surrounding the front of Bucking-
ham Palace. The crowd which
had been so numerous during the
earlier part of the day, had by
that time dwindled to a few
hundreds, but a constantly in-
creasing number of fashionable
occupants  of passing carriages
descended to read the bulletins,

In the course of the early after-
noon the bulletin from Bucking-
ham Palace announcing that the
operation had been successful,
that a large abscess had been
evacuted and that the King's
condition was satisfactory, was
issned and posted at the various
points where people congregated,
and shortly afterwards a court
official informed a representative
of the ‘Associated Press' that His
Mujesty was recovering satisfacto-
rvily from the effects of the
anesthetic. The King treated the
idea of the operation very lightly,
his great concern being for the
disappointment of the people.
‘This, however,” added the ofli-
cial, ‘was entirely unavoidable, for
up to the last moment the medical
attendants confidently hoped the
patient would be ableto o
through, at all events, the more
important of the coronation cere-
monies.’

Immediately after recovering
from the operation the King
asked for the Prinee of Wales and
it was announced that a bulletin
would be issued at 6,30 pom. and a
final one at 11 p.m. The fixing of
these times was regarded asa good
sign. Lord Salisbury, the premier,
and other members of the cabinet
called at the palace during the
day. The cabinet has been sum
moned to meet at six o'clock this
evening.

Queen  Alexandra is terribly
upset and nervous. The Royal
grandchildren were driven to the
palace from York house shortly
after one o'clock.

The Prince and Princess of
Wales remained at Buckingham
Palace throughout the afternoon,
receiving the visiting members of
the Royal families who drove up
in Royal carriages to the inner
court yards. Princess Henry of
Battenbur arrived late and
entered the palace, almost un-
noticed through a private door.

It is understood that the opera-
tion was performed by Sir
Frederick Treves, who correctly
diagnosed the complaint and isa

CAUSE FOR ANXIETY.

KING'S CONDITION REGARD-
ED AS CRITICAL.

London, June 24.—(5.02)—In
conversation with a representa-
tive of the Associated Press this
afternoon a high government
official said there was undoubted-
ly very grave cause for anxietr.
His latest information from the
palace was that the King had
snecessfully passed the chlorr
forming stage, but nobody could
say definitely for the next twenty-
four hours how matters would
turn.

5.10 p.m.—Sir Francis Knoll‘ys
informed a representative of the
Associated Press at 4 30 p.m. that
there had been practically no
change since the operation.
‘His Majesty,’ he said, ‘continues
to sleep well and is progressing
satisfactorily.’

There is no question, however,
that the King's condition is ex-
tremely critical.
