One of the most prominent build-
ings in Huntingdon, the O’Connor
Building, has been sold. The building,
which had been the property of the
Haut-Saint-Laurent Community
Development Corporation (CDC) since
2002, was sold to Mr. Baccour Hassen,
the owner of a company in Dubai UAE.
The sale was finalized on Tuesday, July
D, .

According to the Coordinator of the
CDC, Isabelle Corbeil, the building was
put up for sale two years ago, “but it
was only in April that it was officially
placed on the market.” The building,
while still in good condition, is begin-
ning to show its years and will even-
tually need to undergo some major
work.

According to information obtained
by The Gleaner — La Source, the

In following up on a series of letters to the editor submitted by Peter
Finlayson that were printed in the April 27 and May 4 editions of The
Gleaner, a resolution has been reached between Mr. Finlayson's concerns
that the Provincial government, in attempting to possess 128 feet of aban-
doned rail ~line to be used as a bike path, was overstepping their claim to
the land in question. There are definite discrepancies between the Ministry’s
claim to 128 feet and the 64 feet Mr Finlayson has identified, and backed up
with historical documents including deeds of sale from the farmers who sold
their land to the Grand Truck Railroad between 1882 and 1885, as the actu-
al length of land that could be claimed. After having urged other area prop-
erty owners to write to the Ministry of Transport, Mr Finlayson received a
letter in response to his own letter that resolves the issue. The Ministry con-
cedes that an error was made in determining the width of the abandoned
rail-line, with the correct measurement of the average width of the rail-line
in the Massena Subdivision being 30.18 meters or 64 feet.

Sustainable Inter-cultural
tourism and regional
partnerships a challenging
but worthwhile initiative

Several years ago, when the cultural wave within the tourism industry began to build
and spread throughout the world's less developed regions, the Secretary General of the
United Nations, Ban Ki-moon suggested that cultural tourism could play a significant role
in advancing understanding among different cultures.

Cultural tourism is one of the fastest growing international markets, and creative entre-
preneurs are now in the game of promoting significant destinations as cultural assets. The
relationship between culture and tourism is now a significant driver of regional develop-
ment and growth. In truth, we have everything to gain from understanding the richness of
one another's culture, however along with the obvious benefits of cultural education and
awareness, historically there has also been a less positive side to intercultural tourism.

The very nature of tourism is a complex system of encounters between local communi-
ties and visitors, often awkwardly placed in a similar situation of feeling enslaved to the
consumptive side of tourism. Culture is not something to be consumed but shared. As
such. it is easy to question the value of orienting tourist attractions around indigenous cul-
tures and traditional values that inherently counter the economic value of mass consump-
tion. At the same time, cultural tourism has allowed certain cultures to thrive in instances
where they might have faded or completely disappeared. But at what point does cultural
tourism cross what is by its very nature a thin line between the sharing of local traditions
and their exploitation.

Luckily, the new partnership between the Drouler's/Tsiionhiakwatha Archeological Site,
the Lake Saint-Frangois National Wildlife Area/Tsiiontoratstha and the Thompson Island
Youth and Elders Camp/lonkwanikonri:io, which emphasizes traditional Iroquoian culture,
is oriented around promoting education and awareness over profit. As non-profit organi-
zations, the imperative behind their coming together is entirely driven by a desire to bring
people together across cultures. And yet, despite the nature of the partnership, the organ-
izations involved face some of the main issues facing the majority of cultural tourism sites,
such as integration problems with local residents, political tensions over the control of
future development, and a federal government less interested in conservation than pro-
moting natural gas exploration within the region.

In spite of these challenges however, the Tentsitewaiena inititive could serve as a model
for other regions looking to re-unite the different cultures sharing the same land. The cul-
tural tourism wave continues to build and curl, and eventually it will crash. Those organi-
zations that will survive the coming of the next wave will be those founded on solid part

nerships that hold the sharing of culture at their core above exploiting it for profit.

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M.Y. Tabagie in Huntingdon

Municipality votes to
exnrpnrlate land to increase
parking space

The town of Huntingdon is moving to
expropriate in part the buildings belong-
ing to M.Y. Tabagie in order to create new
spaces for vehicles looking to park in the
town centre.

“This is an important step towards a
complete revitalization of the urban cen-
tre of the town that will at the same time
address an important part of the chronic
lack of parking in the sector,” said
Stéphane Gendron, the Mayor of
Huntingdon, during the regular monthly
meeting of the municipal council on July
4

At the meeting, council members p-
assed a resolution to allow the munici-
pality to proceed with the expropriation
of two lots owned by the business locat-
ed on Prince Street. The council also
decided to engage a law firm to set out
the terms of the expropriation of the
lots

As of October, the five residential
units owned by M.Y. Tabagie will be
demolished to make way for the con-
struction of a large public parking area
that will significantly reduce the issue of
parking downtown. The Mayor indicated
that this area was also being converted
to “improve the quality of life of the

neighbourhood and the image of the
town,” such that Prince Street can now
become one of its main arteries.

Since last year, the town has been
before the Superior Court in an attempt
to demolish certain properties owned by
M.Y. Tabagie on Prince Street as it consid-
ers them to be unhealthy and unfit for
living. “The procedures are well under-
way and the Town has several evalua-
tions that report a situation that has
become unacceptable as far as housing
and public health is concerned. However.
with the Town's new mandate with the
Societe d'Assurance-Automobile du
Quebec (SAAQ) it became quite clear
that we were quickly heading towards a
serious parking problem downtown. The
construction on Prince Street unfortu-
nately truncates Highway 138 and the
ongoing work has forced us to move
quickly to initiate expropriation proce-
dures for the M.Y. Tabagie lots, as was
voted by the council,” says Gendron.

The Gleaner - La Source attempted to
contact Francois Vachon, a lawyer with
the firm Vachon. Martin et Besner. which
represents M.Y. Tabagie, on Thursday to
request an interview following the
Town's decision. however the firm had
yet to make any comment regarding this
case by the newspaper deadline

Teenager injured in three car acci-
dent

Burglary in a private residence

items are valued at $3,000. The owners
of the house were at work when the rob-
bery took place. A police investigation
has been opened.
Major seizure of hashish and
cannabis

Two people were arrested following a
major discovery and seizure of cannabis
and hashish from a private residence
located on the Chemin de ['Eglise in
Sainte-Barbe on the morning of June 29.
Armed with a search warrant, police offi-
cers of the Haut-Saint-Laurent detach-
ment of the Sdreté du Quebec (5Q)
stormed the home around 8am. When
they arived on scene, officers discovered
373 plants at least 3 feet in height, as

well as 600 grams of cannabis and 194
kilograms of hashish, hidden in the
house and garage. The total value of the
drugs seized amounted to $569.680.
Two people were found on the property
and were arrested. The suspects are 40-
year-old Dali-Sebastien Monette and 33-
year-old Marie-Eve Beaulieu. Both sus-
pects were detained before appearing
later the same day at the Salaberry-de-
Valleyfield courthouse to face charges of
possession of canabbis for the purpose of
trafficking.
Contraband tobacco seized

Officers of the Haut-Saint-Laurent
detachment of the SQ arrested a young
man after discovering a significant
amount of tobacco on the morning of
July 4 in Sainte-Barbe. At around 8:30
am a patrol car driving along Route 132
pulled over the driver of a Pontiac for
excessive speed. The driver had been
driving at 85 kilometers an hour in a 70
kilometers per hour zone. At the time.
police had no reason to suspect the driv
er and let him go. It was only later that
the vehicle was flagged and found by
police parked on 25th Avenue. After a
close examination of the vehicle, police
discovered 25 cases of contraband bulk
tobacco hidden in the trunk of the vehi-
cle. Each case is estimated to be worth
$1.000. The driver, a 21-year-old resi-
dent of Godmanchester was arrested on
the spot. The suspect will now face
charges before the Court in Salaberry-de-
Valleyfield relating to the Excise Act and
the Provincial Tobacco Tax Act.

Tentsitewaiena a été mis au point
I'année derniere, mais il s'agit d'une
toute premiere saison pour cette destina-
tion a trois volets offerte au public.
D'ores et déja, le programme recoit une
attention positive. «Ca va bien, a dit le
coordonnateur du site archéologique
Droulers/Tsiionhiakwatha, Pascal Perron,
ajoutant qu'ils ont déja pris un certain
nombre de reservations, malgré le fait
que «lorsque vous lancez un nouveau
produit dans le tourisme, il faut de trois a
quatre ans pour se faire connaitre». selon
lui.

Chaque aspect de Tentsitewaiena a
ete concu avec |'objectif premier de pro-
motion du rapprochement des cultures.
Le nom méme signifie «travailler ensem-
ble de nouveau» dans la langue mohawk.
La couleur pourpre du logo represente
celle d'un coquillage, qui a éeté utilise
jadis pour communiquer. Le sigle com-
prend deux wampums ou figures, I'une
avec un chapeau représentant un non-
autochtone et l'autre sans un chapeau
representant un individu natif de la com-
munaute, qui se donnent la main pour
symboliser la volonte commune de tra-
vailler ensemble. En outre, chacun des
trois sites a recu un nom traditionnel des
Mohawks.  Ainsi, Droulers  est
Tsuionhiakwatha, ce qui signifie «la ou ils
cueillent les baies», la Reserve Naturelle
est Tsiiontoratstha, ce qui veut dire «la
ou ils chassent les animaux sauvages»
alors que lile Thompson est
lonkwanikonri: 10, ce qui signifie «le bon
esprit» ou la ou les gens viennent
ensemble comme wun seul esprit.

Local athletes medal at Provincial
Track and Field Champlonshlps

Four students from Chuleauguay Valley Regional High
School participated in the RSEQ Provincial Outdoor
Track and Field championships held over the June 24th
weekend in Saint-Laurent, Quebec. The Monteregie
region took home the banner for the best team overall
for the weekend, with no small amount of help from
Corey Festa, who won silver in the midget boys high

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The municipal council also recently
introduced a by-law that would allow for
the institution of an environmental incen-
tive to benefit any new construction where
the municipality would cover 50 percent of
the cost of the septic installa-
tion up to $7.000. “We want
stuff to happen, and we are
making sure it is done in an
environmentally friendly way,”
says Viau of the win-win
incentive.

The development project
includes 70 lots, the base size
of which start at 30,000 square
feet. Nearly two thirds of the plots have
been spoken for, with only 26 remaining up
for grabs. A total of | 7 houses have already
been built, and five permits to build were
issued this year. One of the more interest-
ing elements of the project is that the lay-
out is adaptable to different lifestyles and
the houses that have already gone up are
very distinct in their design. Another inter-
esting feature of the development is that it
allows for by-generation housing.

For developers Daniel Trudeau and Kevin
Patterson, it was important that the area
develop in partnership with how home-
owners envisioned its evolution. "It
is the landscaping that makes it interest-

ing” says Patterson of the creativity that

some homeowners have shown with their
land. “I did not build my house here for
nothing,” he adds. noting that he had built
with Kevin Moran, the previous developer
who invested the initial time and energy
into establishing the develop-
ment. Patterson was in fact so
impressed he decided to buy
the company. At the
moment there are no contrac-
tors associated with the devel-
opment, however the pair are in
talks with a contractor to build
some model homes.

“Most of the people are real-
ly proud of their home and their environ-
ment,” says Viau, highlighting how the
area offers a high quality of life but with
easy access to nearby services. Having lived
his entire life in Hemmingford, the Mayor
has no difficulty promoting the area. “We
are very proud, we have beautiful lots,” he
says. noting that a concern for the munici-
pality is that it has stagnated. “We are not
growing,” he laments.

“I have had the privilege of growing up
here and | would like others to have that
privilege.” The housing development is a
first step. In the near future, the municipal-
ity plans to investigate ways of bringing in
companies and increasing the tourism
appeal of the Township.

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Fertilizing residual materials

Saint-Anicet and
Godmanchester to repeal
By-laws

The municipalities of Saint-Anicet and
Godmanchester are at the point of formal-
ly aboloshing by-laws prohibiting the
importation, storage and spreading of fer-
tilizing residual materials (FRMs) in their
territories. The move comes in response to
the Court of Appeal ruling that just under
two-months ago quashed Elgin’s attempts
to ban the use of FRMs.

During the regular town council meet-
ings for the month of June, the elected offi-
cials of both municipalities filed notices of
a motion to overturn the by-laws at their
next monthly meeting open to the public.

After the mid-May decision by the

Court of Appeal that reversed a Superior
Court decision to uphold Elgin's right to
ban the spread of biosolids on its territory,
the elected officials of Saint-Anicet and
Godmanchester have opted to annul the
by-laws, which in their view would suffer
the same fate as that of Elgin's if chal-
lenged.

“It does not give us anything to make
regulations that will not survive the
courts,” said Alain Castagner, the Mayor of
Saint-Anicet, while deposing the notice of
motion to repeal the by-law at the July 4
Council meeting.

Last month, at the regular municipal
meeting, Elgin officials confirmed that the
municipality would not be pursuing the
case to the Supreme Court of Canada.
