The Plute, 286 tons, Captain Clarke,
owned by Mr. Collingwood, of Sunder-
land, wailed from Newcastle, New South
Wales, on the 29th of April, bound for
Hoüg Kougwith a cargo ofcoal, She
rot on shore on a reet outlying irom New
Caledonia, and became a total wreck.

natives of this locality that where Seah
does not at once ensue, the victim must
not be again attacked, andhe is tabooed
fromfurther harm.

It is one
of the moat populoua of the old streets
between the Boulevard Sebastapol and
the Rne St. Martin. The atreet 1x not
well inhabited. There are in it several
dens of;infamy, and right opposite one of
these is the shop of a marchande a la
toilette, which was kept by a widow ot
the name of Peliésier.
‘The peculiar business ofa marchande

a la toilette it would be ditticult to de-
scribe in decent English. Ostensibly
the marchande buys, eells, exchanges
ani Teta outforhire all articles of female
apparel, andher clients consist as à rule
ofmembers of the demi-monde. Yester-
day morning, at about 9 o’elock, a man
went out of this shop And ran down the
street. He had barely got a few yards,
when the widow Pelssier stagrered to
the door with her throat cut. The
oeighbors.rushed to lier assistance, but
she died in a couple of minutes without
having been able to articulate a sound.
The murderer got off clear. On tne
police entering the shop they found a
razor all over blood, a thin walking stick,
and a shirt study but no robbery had
been committed. In the immédiate
neighborhood there was a good deal of
excitement, but on. the Boulevards, bare-
ly s couple of hundred yards off, people
knew nothing about the murder until
they read it in the papers this morning.
One of the most singular features of this
crime was that it was perpetrated at a
time when business ie most active in that

rt of the town, and that there were
olicamen on their beats clôse to the
ouse ; the murderer must have passed

close to them when he ran away. The
street, bear in mind, ie a perfect bee-hive,
and with a number of péople about it is
certainly astounding that the murderer
should have so easily contrived to make
good his eatape.’’

In-
stead of our more powerful citizeus com-
ing forward, in any large numbers, to
aswiatinthe anppression of Intemperance,
they are driven back into an attitude of
ind ference, perhaps hostility, by the
harsh and irritating strictures of well
meaning people. Their aupport is ac-
knowledged to be indispensable, in so far
as anything short of Divine grace is in-
dispeneable, for the accomplishment of
that end ; and this they are, I am per
sunded, ready to give when rightly and
rationally directed. But they are hin-
dered from following thre Lentof patriotic
inclination by the intolerance which,
becausethey do nat use the shibboleth
vttotalabstinence,would stigniaisethem
as enemies to the cause of Temperance.
And it was with the hope ot brulging the
gulf which has 80 long reparated these
two divisions of. the great l'emperance
army that, upwards of a year ago, | ven-
tured, in preaching from this verv text,
to make a suggestion as to the feasibility
of forming a comprehensive Temperance
Union which should embrace all ofevery
nationality and creed who live soberly,
whether they go the full length of total
abstinence or not.

I am thanktul that that suggestion,
although then made for the first time in
this Dominion, was endorsed by the most
of those who make it their study to look
at such questions without bias or preju-
dice. It was inspired partly by the cir-
cumstance that the plan it indicated was
in actual operation with good results in
connection with the sister Church of
England at home, but more particularly
because I had cometo realize that out-
side the comparatively small circle of
those who have taken the step of “‘ sign-

snd'Woniënwhodaily “and “scrupulously
cultivate temperate habits, and whose
desires in that dir ction are as keen ns
those which are engaged on the side of a
rigid Total Abstinence. 1 felt that as
Intemperance was a grievous sin against
society as a whole, the *-el of its re-
moval should not in fi...De left to
anyonesect of the community; and that
until the sympathies of the larger num-
er of Temperdrice Christians were en-
listed, no very satisfactory progress
could he made in checking the sprea | of
the evil which we all deplore.
He mentionéd the formation of the

Temperance Vigilance Association in
this connection, upon such a platform,
and the amended License Act which has
been the sequel of their combined exer-
tion ; and alluded to the organization of
similar associations in other cities of the
Dominion and in New York, where, he
observed, the principle has found its
most remarkable sanction and embodi-
ment. Only some weeks ago, hecon-
tinued; at a conference of the leading
ministers of the various churches com-
posed tor the most part of total abatainers,
and called to deliberate upon the best
means of more ‘effectually dealing with
intemperance at New York, one of the
resolutions proposed contained the phrase
*¢ intelligent and consistent temperance.”
An attempt to change the phrase to
“ total abstinence” was almost unani-
moualv defeated for no other reason than
that it was thought esseatial to draw all
the temperance sentiment into future
temperance action.

Dr. John Hall, in reply to unfavorable
comments made upon this feature of the
Conference and as the mover of the re-
solutions passed,has gone out of his way
to explain that the expression assailed
“was intended to exclude rant cant,
dogmatism, and the honest or dishonest
blundering which makes the reform a
religion. Itis not intelligent and consis.
tent Temperance,” he goes on to say ‘* to
impute base motives, to employ abusive
language against honest men if they are
vol total abstainera; to settle nice and
still disputed questions in Hebrew, in
Chemistry, in Physiology in lan-
guage which the great world outside
takes as proof that the speakers are
under-educated, to rest a good cause on
Jdoultinl when it can be sustamed on
assured ground, or to strike as vehem-
ently and passionately at fellow-laborers
on the right and left as at the common
onemyinfront.” The truth is—and this
ia the poiut to which I wish to bring our
retlections—there is a place for na all in
the Temperance wovement, and the re-
Apoustbility 18 laid upon us sll-to occupy
that place. It is given us by God in
His word, and no man can deprive us of
it. Intemperance affects all alike. It is
the cnemy of both God and mau. I ask
when it 18 coming in like a flood on all
sider, in it time to battle among our-
xelver about the exact ground on which
as Temperance people we oughtto stand.
On the contrary, there is a supreme
necessity lor an exercise of forbearance
in thin matter towards one another,
There are those who have no hesitation,
there are those who have, in taking
ledges to man. There are thore who
rave made up their minds that there is
no cure for lntemperance rave the pass.
ing of a Prolibitory Law, there are
those who do not see either logic or jum
tice in reasoning by which it is sought
that enforced prohibition would be a
legitimate or an effectual remedy. Then
thore are those who, like myse:f, are
convinced that Temperance principles
will never wield their  ;ryoper
influerce, or even Prohibition be possi-.
ble, without the co-operation of those
who, as the largest contributors to the
State, are consequently the most power-
ful in it. Cannot we all agree to differ
on such subjects withont quarrelling over
them? We arc all entitled (0 credit for
conscientionaness and mincerity. We
arc, most certainly, gll conéerned in the
alarming prevalence of drunkenness.
Archbirhop Manning declared lately in
London ‘‘ that if the enormons traffic in
liquors continued to extend itself year
after year unchecked, the day wonld
come when Parliament would be unable
to cope witht.” How is it to be checked ?
Tt is quite plain that all exertions which
have been made hitherto have failed to
begr the fruit which the hugeness and
elaborateness of the machinery set in
mofion, or the pretensions advanced,
juntitied us in expecting.

All honour and praise to Total Ab
stainers for; fheir honesty of purpose,
amd the vigour with which they haye
proseouted their labours! But, it is Le-
cause these labours might be so much
wore crowned with bledsing than they
are, and because the emergency requires
additional labourers. that 1 lnve advo-
caled, and advocate still, an immediate
and complete junction between pledged
ani unpledued temperance brethren.

What we want and what we can bring
about is a union of practical men,
whatever namé they are called, who wi
strive to solve the great social problem,
whichis staring us in the face, with all
the warmth and wisdom of philanthro-
pists. What we do not want 18 men who
are loud in accusing and denouncin
others, but are never themselves foun
among those who are yielding time,
energy, and racrifice. if, by any means,
they may pour oil into this deckopen
and festering wound of humauity.
