MARCH OF THECOLORADO PEST.

HOW TO COPE WITH IT.

There is reason to fear that the dread-
edColorado potato bug or beetle will ex-
tend its ravages to the Dominion. All

reports show that ita march is eastward.

Bpecimens have already been found in

Canada, but ss yet no devastating

swarms ‘have made their appearance.
At this time, therefore, some information

respecting the insect, and more especi-
ally the best way to deal with it and
check itd ravages, will be both interest-

. ing and profitable.
