Mr. BROWN rose and said—Sir, I observe in
the Colonist and JAtlas of this morning an ar-
ticle in reference to myself and his Excellency’s
despatch of the 1stof August. Thereis no mis-
understanding as to facts. = The Attorney Gen-
eral [Mr. Macdonald] alluded, in the debate on
Friday evening, to a conversation between his
Excellency and myselfon ' the Saturday with
regard to a dissolution. I merely said the words
referred to here were expressed on Thursday
and not on Saturday: But whether the conver-
sation took place on Thursday or Saturday is
not of the slightest consequence. As I stated
on Friday evening, the words were coupled with
other explanations which might not probably
convey. to my mind the impression which they
did to his Excellency’s; and I was not desirous
of raising any issue on that point. As to the
words not having been communicated to my
colleagues, I have to say that they were fully
communicated, accompanied, of course, with my
impression of those words.

‘But he [Col. Plapfair] would put more faith in
his Lower Canadian brethren than he would in
the hon. gentleman’s prophecy.  He would say
ag'General Lavalette said to Geeneral [Sir Robt]
Wilson—¢* My name is Lavalette, and I throw
myself upon' your- English honor.” *He [Col.
Playfair] would throw himself upon French
honor, and he was convinced they were as wil-
ling to keep faith with us as we are to keep
faith with them.  ‘The Government of which
that hon. gentleman was a member seems to
have been a secret society, and he really thought
that, like Hamlet's ghost, every’ one of them
was' forbidden to  tell the secrets to the present
House, for'they  had never been able to get a
hold of their policy, unless they were to have
Representation by Population, with checks and
something about grappling irons, or' grappling
with the great questions of the day. -'If they
had a policy, they keep it secret for this reason,
that-if they explained it the Government would
steal it. The Government was accused of
stealing their measures last session. They must
have been ‘good—they must have been the
quintesserce of wisdom, having been prepared-
on that side of the House, for these gentlemen
opposed every one of them. It was very likely
their policy was secret, and would remain so,
for they have very little chance of coming to
the ministerial side of the House 1o carry it
out. The hon. member for Toronto said last
session that any member of Upper Canada that
would vote for the Qucen’s decision would
never be returned to the House, in the event of
a dissolution. Was it at all likely that one-
half of the members of Upper Canada would
be thrown out of their seats because they voted
for the Queen’s decision ? ' No. He had a far
higher opinion of the loyalty, good feeling, and
wisdom of the constituencies of Upper Canada,
than to think that they would discharge one
half of their members for doing their duty to
the country, hoaour to the Queen, and to the
moral standing of the country of theif adop-
tion. ' Again, the" hon. member said the other
evening that every member in Upper Canada
would vote for'Representation ‘'by Population.

* Before the debate .was proceeded with, Mr.
SPEAKER drew the attention of the House to
the fact that the 45 section of the election act |
of 1851 provided that the clerk should read a
list of the members called upon to serve on elec-
tion committees or claiming exemption there-
from. But this provision only related to the first |
session of every Parliament; whereas in Eng- |
land, the similar statute applied to the first and |
every subsequent session. The latter words were |
omitted here, he thought inadvertently. But |
the 60th clause provided that the House or the
Speaker should carry out the unprovided inten- |
tions of the law. The clerk had not read the
lists this session, but he (Mr. Speaker) thought
he might ask the House to allow him to direct

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PROVINCISL PARLIAMENT.
LEGISLATIVE COUNCIL.

Toronto, Feb. 16, 1859.
The Speaker took the Chair at three o'clock.

Among the petitions presented was one by the
Hon. Col. Prince, from John Me¢Lean, praying
for a divorce from his wife. The case had been
before the House last session, and the hon. pre-
senter of the petition intimated that he would,
at the proper time, ask the House to dispense
with a certain form of procedure in the progress
ot the case.

The Hon. Mr. Morrig presented the report of
the Committee to whom was referred the Bill
for an Act to secure the rights of married wo-
men. It was adopted by the House.

The first of the orders of the day being the
second reading of the Hon. Mr. Patton’s Bill,
to allow verdicts in civil causes where the jury
may not be unanimous, the hon. gentleman
addressed the House in support of his measure,
and was speaking when the report left.

LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY.
Toronto, Feb. 16.

A number of petitions was presented, includ-
ing one from the Board of Agriculture of Lower
Canada, asking for a change in their Actof In-
corporation. Two for a prohibitory Liquor
Law, and one by Mr. McGee from the inhabi-
tants of Glengary, praying, as the hon. gentle-
man said, that the separate school privileges
may be extended to the Roman Catholic popula-
tion of Upper Canada, and alse that the House
will take measures to protect them from the
baneful influences of Orangeism.

Bills were introduced by Major Campbell to
limit the pay of members to $4 a-day; by Mr.
Gowan to disfranchise the town and township
of Cornwall; to annex the disfranchised dis-
trict to the County of Stormont, and toauthor-
ize the election and return of a representative
for the County of Bruce, in lieu of the said

town and township of Cornwall. By Mr.
McMicken to provide for the protection
of Dbridges = across the river Welland;

by Mr. Gowan, to disfranchise the town and
township of Niagara, to add the disfranchised
district to the Connty of Lincoln, and to au-
thorise the election and return of one addi-
tion#l representative for the County of Peel, in
lien of the said Town and Township of Niagara;
and by Mr. Gowan, to amend the independence
of Parliament Act, by taking away the power
of Ministers to change offices, without going
back to their constituents for re-election.

AxorHER DeBeNTURE CAsE.~—If the £10,000
job at Toronto was bad, there is a far worse one
now before the Courts of Canada W. Some time
ago, the Municipality of Peterboro’ desired to
obtain a loan. The Municipal Loan Fund of
Upper Canada, however, was exhausted, and,
without the Government guarantee, lenders
were hard to find. In this difticulty, Mr. Con-
ger, the sember for the County, came to their
aid. He koew of £25,000 of Debentures, which
had been issued for another Municipality—that
of Woltord,—but not employed, and which
might be had in exchange. But there was upon
them, he said, an accumulation of interest to
the amount of £1500. This must, of course,
be paid. The Council, anxious for the money,
were quite willing ; so Mr. Conger obtained the
£1500, and, upon paying that sum to Mr.Whit-
marsh, the Warden of Wolford, he got the Deben-

tures, which were afterwards negotiated in due
oonnso. - By-and-by, however, some prying in-

dividual discovered that there was no interest
or sinking fund due on these Debentures, and
that, therefore, the £1500 must have been the
profit, which the brokers, or one of them, made
on the bonds. Some inhabitant of Peterboro’
hag, therefore, very properly instituted an
aetion against Mr. Conger for the recovery of
the £1500. Mr. Conger has been examined,
and he positively declares that he paid the
money to Whitmarsh, believing that it was due
to the Grovernment—a belief which, we think,
the date of the Debenturgs will show to have
partaken, if it were real, of a very weak credu-
lity, to say the least of it. In this statement,
however, Mr. Congeris fortified by a receipt
which he produces for the whole money. Mr.
Whitmarsh, on his side, being examined,
asserts that he got only £745, and as he thought
that Mr. Conger was going to pay the rest of
the £1500 to the Government, he signed a
receipt, which was the one produced, for £1500
without ever reading it. The weak part of this
story ig the receipt. Otherwise, the eternal fit-
ness of things would seem to require that an
equal division of the spoil should have taken
place.” This point; however, rests between
these two worthy public servants. The Muni-
cipality of Peterboro’ was, of course, defrauded
of £1500. Another incident in this affair is,
that the trunsaction had to take place through
the Receiver-General’s Office:  'We do not sup-
pose that Minister to have been in any way cog-
nizant of the terms of the transaction between
Conger and Whitmarsh, Nevertheless, it is
pretty certain that, if the former were put in
the way of getting £750 clandestinely, it was
in respect of his being always on hand when
his vote was wanted. When this transaction
took place the whole evil of the Municipal Loan
Fund system was thoroughly known ; and, if
the Municipality of Wolford were willing to
surrender any Debentures issued to them,
a Ministry really anxious for the public good
would have been delighted at the opportunity
of cancelling so mavy of these bonds. In-
stead of that, Mr. Whitmarsh having delivered
them, they are forthwith reissued to Mr. Con-
ger. They were thus reissued, too, for the
purpose of constructing a railroad, which was
to rival existing roads, which had been built
out of this samefund, and it was, of course, thus
rendered less likely than before that the pre-
vious borrowers could meet their obligations.
Mr. Conger, however, could not be refused,and
£1500 were made by his influence. Itis in
these ways that Ministers keep up their ma-
jorities. Now and then the facts come to light,
as in the Clarke case, where that worthy
bougbt Hamilton debentures on credit at 85,
and sold them the same day to the Govern-
ment at par.; but there are scores of similar
instances which are never heard of. It is a
tolerably significant circumstance that all
these frauds committed by public men are upon
one side of the House. Hincks, Bowes, Clarke,
Conger—the patriots who are always on the
strong side, are also always on the profitable
one. One hears all kind of charges against
members of the Opposition, but no one has
ever yet brought one of them into Court for a
fraud npon his constituents. The secret is
that the dishonest men naturally flock to the
side where they can make something by their
vores.

TEe 1ATE LieAL ArroINTMENTS.—We have
already remarked upon some of these appoint-
ments ; but we should be doing injustice to
the subject did we not say a word of one upon
which we have not yet touched. Among the
persons whose appointments appear in the last
official Gazette, was that of Mr. Driscoll, who
is named as Commissioner to inquire into the
cost of administering justicein Lower Canada.
It Mr. Driscoll, who is, we believe, the senior
Q.C. now at the bar, had been appointed to any
suitable office, which required an incumbent,
we should have been rejoiced at it; but we can-
not see anything to justify the making of an
office for an incumbent. There is usually,
and we are certain will soon be again,
a well-paid gentlemen, known a3  the
Solicitor-General East, whose office is a
notorious sinecure, except in so far as
he works to keep it, like the mouse in the air
pump, who must keep moving to avoid expir-
ing for want of ventilation. If any report of
the kind Mr, Drigeoll is to make, be required,

the Solicitor General, who is to be, might sure-
1y let the public have gome return by making
it himgelf. We presume that Mr. Beaudry will
not retain the Clerkship of the Court of Ap-
peals, as a plurality along with the Secretary-
ship of the Board of Codifiers. If the latter
post is to be a real one it will require all his
attention, and the salary of £850 is calculated
to secure all his time. If there were rea-
gon, then, to give Mr. Driscoll some office, and
yet not such a one, as his standing at the bar
would warrant, here was one which must be
filled up. But this retrenchment, and this re-
duction of offices, which Mr.Galt boasts of, al-
ready begins to show its character in the crea-
tion of new and useless pieces of patronage.—
And there is another way in which to look at
this appointment of Mr, Driscoll. Iuvis by the
light of comparison witk another, on which we

have already remarked. Mr. Driscoll is a
veteran at the bar., He hasbeen a Q. C., we
guppose, for twice the number of years that
Mr. T. K. Ramsay has been a member of his

profession. He has been in practice probably
more years than Mr. Ramsay has lived. Yeg

Mr. Driscoll is appointed to a place at £300
per annum, while Mr. Ramsay’s merits can be
satisfied with no less than £850. Let us say

with all candour that Mr. Driscoll has an

unfortunate disposition to levity, which

detracts from learning and abilities, both of

which must be acknowledged to be larg-

er than falls to the lot of most men.—

But by this very Government now in power

Mr. Driscoll was placed in the distinguished

and responsible position of President of the

Superior Court for this district, during the time

that the Judges were engaged in deciding the

questions arising out of the bill for abolishing
the Seigniorial Tenure. In that high office Mr.
Driscoll showed so much legal ability that he
Lkad but one judgment reversed on appeal.
Yet this experienced gentleman, who has not
only been judged fit for the place of Chief on
a bench of Superior Judges, but who has justi-
fied the choice, is offered a salary of £300 a-
year, while a young mgn, hardly out of his
apprenticeship, and almost unknown to the
public, except in the capacity of an election-
eerer, is rewarded for a few noisy speeches by
£850 per annum.

Tar LecsLaTivE Councin.—Mr. DeBlaquiere
has given notice of the following question, to
be put to the Government on Friday night:—

Whether it was their intention to remove the
Seat of Government to Quebec notwithstand-
ing the vote ot the Gouncil ?

This is bringing the Ministry up squarely to
the question, and as, of course, they hold the
same doctrines for themselves as for others,
they are bound to have a policy at once, and
announce it. They will, certainly, have a great
deal more time than they thought reasonably
sufficient for other people to answer, not only to
a simple question, but to an entire scheme of
government. We shall, therefore, have, doubt-
less, a full exposition of their views.

Editorial Correspondaence of the Hon-
treal Herald.

Toronto, Feb. 15.

The shuffle-born Ministry have at last suc-
ceeded in carrying their address, in reply to
the speech from the throne, and it will be pre-
sented to his Excellency, iu due form, by the
whole House, this afternoon.

The debate yesterday was commenced by
Mr. Bureau, the member for Napierville, in a
long, animated and able speech, in which he
condemned the confederation scheme of the
Ministers as a mere sham and delusion, by
which it was sought to overwhelm the influ-
ence of French Canada, and ultimately to de-
prive his countrymen of all that was distinc-
tive in their condition—their laws, their lan-
guage, and their institutions, He also severely
criticised and bitterly condemned the policy of
the Government in reference to the manage-
ment of the public lands in Lower Canada—a
policy by which, he contended, thousands of
French Canadians were driven from their na-
tive country and forced to seek a livelihood in

the neighbouring republic. On the seat of Go-

verament question, he showed how the general
interests O Lhe couuiry would mot fail to e

advanced by the restitution of the metropolitan
character to Montreal, the universally acknow-
ledged centre—social, political and commercial
—of the united Provinces; and denounced the
corruption which had so notoriously been re-
sorted toto effect a reversal of the vote of the
House, last session, against the banishment of
the Legislature to Ottawa, and concluded by
moving an amendment—of which you already
have the terms—in favour of the Government
remaining in this city until suitable accommo-
dation had been provided for it in Montreal.
Mr. Bureau was followed by that veteran Dal-
getty of the ministerial camp, Colonel Playfair,
who rung the changes for nearly an hour upon
the “Queen’s decision” and the ¢ honour of the
country,” &c., &c., &c. Mr. McKellar, the
member for Kent—and successor of the ‘‘melo-
dious white-smith,” Mr. Larwill—replied to Sir
Dugald in a very telling speech. He exposed
the unscrupulous waste of the public funds, by
which the Ministry had secured the votes of the
Quebec members in support of Ottawa, and de-
monstrated that the mere delay, necessary for
the working of their corrupt tactics—the nine
or ten days speaking against time—had alone
cost the country a sum which, in its present
depressed and impoverished condition, it is
most mortifying to contemplate. I think I
stated in a former letter that it had been calcu-
lated every day’s session of the Legislature
cost the country }$1,600 ; should have said
double that amount, for, as Mr. McKellar
stated,on the authority of thelnspector-General,
that the daily cost of last session was £900,
and although it is possible that the members’
wages may be reduced this session, still unless
the whole system of allowances to members is
placed upon a more reasonable and economical
footing, the reduction will be inconsiderable.
Just previous to the rising of the House at six
oclock, the Hon. Mr. Dorion moved, in
amendment to Mr. Bareau’s amendment, that
“ Her Majesty would best consult the interests
of her Canadian people by summoning her
Parliament to meet at Montreal as soon as the
arrangements are completed for that purpose,”
which motion he sustained in an able speecin
on the reassembling of the douse in the even-
ing. Mr. Rose replied and made a weak, a
most melancholy effort to vindicate his gross
betr.yal, not only of the trust conferred upon
him by the citizens of Montreal, but of the in-
terests of the country at large, for he does not
even pretend to consider the selection of Ot-
tawa as a wise or advantageous one. With a
flippancy, which, considering the importance of
the matter in issue to his constituents, and their
unanimous—for Mr. Rose failed in securing
even one supporter bold enough to oppose it—
call upon him to *‘*do his duty” towards them
and towards the country, he affected to despise
the falsely-called selfishness of those to whom
he owes his power to injure them. Let
them, gaid this creature of their own
creation, let them, said he, stick to
their ~ counting - house, their stores, their
shops and their manufactories—what had they
to do with mefropolitan aspirations ? ne sutor
ultra, &c., let them leave such grave political
question’s to be decided by their representative
and his colleagues in the ministry—Ilet them be
prudent and industrious and they would learn
to dispise the advautagious expenditure of a
mere poltry million or two of dollars within
their borders. True, not a man among them
had ventured to oppose the resolutions adapted
as the public meeting in the Bonscours Hall,
but that was a mere oversight on the part of
Mr. Rose’s supporters, the cause of which would
no doubt, some day or other, be fully explain-
ed. At all events, that he, Her Majesty’s
commissioner of Public Works, was the repre-
sentative of the City of Montreal, and was the
mere delegate of her citizens—

¢ Although I am your wedded wife,
I am not your slave, Sir [—"

and that, in short, he, Mr. Rose, was, aft all
events, the best judge of his own interests,
which, it was a matter of comscience with
him, to prefer to those of other people.
If he remained their representative, he must
obey the sacred ealls of his conscience, and as to
following Sir Robert Peel’s example in Oxford,
they ought to distingunish— circumstances alter
cases. Sir Robert Peel differed with his con-
stituents on a religio-political question and
could any man pretend to say that religion was
in any way connected with his [Mr. Rose’s] dif-
terences with his constituents ? There was
consequently no analogy between his position
and that of Sir Robert Peel. Besides, Sir Robert
Peel was certain of securing another constitu-
ency, but where could Mr. John Rose expect to
find jany such commodity. Then, as to the Hon.
Mr. Moffatt’s resignation of his seat in ’43, and
Mr. Harrison's resignation of office, at the same-
time and from the same motive as induced Mr.

Moffatt to resign his seat, Mr. Rose kept a pru-
dent silence. Mr. McGee, as you will see, took
Mr. Rose in hand and so exposed his selfish
sophistries as, to use a common phrase, left him
not a leg to stand upon. Mr. Drummond took
the floor and addressed the House for nearly
three hours in vindication of the Brown-Dorion
policy and of his own acceptance of office in
that Cabinet. The Hon. gentleman, as he in-
formed the House, had been suffering from
severe indisposition, the effects of which were
very visible in his speech, which, however,
will well repay perusal. He did not spare his
former colleagues on the Treasury benches and

forcibly commented upon the h.ypocrisy agd i
treachery, on their part, whicn induced him |
to leave them. 1 confess, I was somewhat

disappointed with the yote on Mr. Dorion’s

amendment ; but the fact is evident, that the

Cartier-MacDonald brokers have bought-up

whatever was purchasable in the market, and

any further opposition to the Address would

plainly be unavailing. Previous to its adop-

tion, however, a lively and amusing alterca-

tion occurred, on the seigniorial tenure para-

graph, of which I shall give you account in

my next.

THE RUINS OF UTICA.

[From the Malia Times]

The tollowing very graphic and interesting
particulars regarding the ruins of the once
celebrated Carthagenian City of Utica, have
been sent to us for publication by an officer
who was lately dispatched by the Admiralty to
that spot, in command of her Majesty’s steamer
Harpy, in order to assist the Rev. Nathan
Davis, who has been for some time past carry-
ing on excavations on the site of ancient
Carthage for the British Museum :

“ The excavations at Carthage were com-
menced about two years ago by the Rev. N.
Davis, and what that gentleman has already
found, and is likely to find on this spot, and
among the ruins of the towns in the vicinity,
will soon bring to light, if continued, relics of
great interest that have lain buried under the
dust of centuries. Carthage being the capital
of Africa for a considerable length of time, and
the riches it once contained far surpassing any
other town at that period, from its having be-
eome the commercial depot for the produce of
Europe, as well as the more distant na tions of
Asia, we cannot be surprised that it soon be-
came Rome’s mighty rival, and the well-known
words, ‘Propterea cerseo Carthaginem esse delen-

‘dam, which were first used by one of their prin-

cipal orators [Cato] atter his return from his
embassy to Carthage, were words not allowed
to drop until it was completely destroyed.

&« On account of its having been sacked and
laid in ruins three different times, and the re-
mains taken over to embellish Rome and other
cities in Italy for years afterward, it cannot be
expected that much is to be diseovered on the
site of Carthage at the present day. We ‘must
therefore, look to other cities in the neighbor-
hood that were standing at the time of Carth-
age and lasted in all their splendor for some
centuries afterward.

“The principal one of these was Utica, and
which rivalled Carthage in its buildings and
importance, and from the remains now standing,
mucn may be expected to be found if an organ-
ized party was left here for some months. The
town itself was more compact, and did not
stretch-over such an extent as Carthage, the
walls of which were supposed to have covered
thirty miles of ground. In order that this place
andothers might be inspected, her Majesty’s ship
Harpy was sent down in May last for that pur-
pose: The ruins of Utica, now called Boo-sha-
ter, are situated about nine miles in a direct
line to the south-west of the town of Farira, and
can easily be recognized by two littie marabets
(tombs of the Mohammedan saints,) on the crest
of the hights, which can be seen in clear wea-
ther from Farira, ag well as from the anchorage
off the port. To trace the foundation of Utica,
according to the account given by Sir Grenville
Temple, we must go back to 1159 before the
Christian era, when it was commenced by a
colony of Syrians, which was 285 years before
Carthage, and 25 years after the destruction of
Troy.

4 At that time it must have been well situated
for a settlement, both commercially and poli-
tically, as the sea then came to it, and formed a
good harbor for their galleys. At present the
sea does not come to 1t, owing to the gradual
deposits from the neighboring hills. Utica
stood many sieges without being destroyed, and
among others by Scipio, in 264 B. C. who at-
tacked it by sea and land without being able
to overpower it.  After the fall of Carthage in
146 B. C., this town was made the capital of the
Roman possessions in Africa, and after the
former was the largest city in this part of the
world. The town is better known on account
of the great Republican Cato, who in 40 B. C.
after having been defeated and unable to escape
from Casar, put an end to his days within its
walls. )

“The ruins now occupy a long strip of
land surrounded by marshy ground, the land
on the west rising to a considerable elevation,
and sinking gradually down until it mingles
with the plain. Here must formerly have
been a cupe, and the land adjoining it wouldhave
formed an island, as it falls down to the same
levei inside of it, and is now marshy ground.
At this point there is a hot mineral spring,
which bubbles up under the shade of a date
tree. The tortoises, which abound here, are so
tame that as soon as any one makes his appear-
ance they come trotting up over the stones from
the reeds and lift their heads up as if in the act
of begging, and will take any biscuit or other
food out of one’s hand, and will not leave again
until they find outithat there is nothing more to
be got ; in all other places where the water i3
cold and stagnant, these animals immediately
they see anybody, pop their heads under the
water and disappear.

‘ About half a mile from this on the "north
side is another piece of land, which by its pre-
sent appearance was most probably surrounded
by water, and iby the large blocks of masonry
still standing, which may be seen many miles
off, was, in all likelihood, the arsenal, and would
have been well-situate for the Cothon, as on the
inside there would have been a good shelter
for their men-of-war. We observed on the
surrounding ground, overlooking this, a large
semi-circular building, which from its form was
first taken for a theater, but by its position was
probably used for public seats, as from this
place the inhabitants would have commanded a
goodiview, and in the foreground have their
vessels and arsenal. On the slope of the hill,
on all sides, there are remains of buildings, and
by the appearance of them must formerly have
been a thickly populated town, and by the
quantities of choice marbles lying about in all
directlons, must have contained buildings of
great value. The principal ones still to be seen
above the ground are the amphitheater,cisterns,
aqueduct, theater, and arches, which were once
triumphal, or formed the gates of the town.

“The aqueduct ran in the direction of the
western hights, but, I lost sight of it about half
a mile from the cisterns, where the land rises
to a higher inclination ; probably it was con-
tinued underground. This must have been a
solid structure, and the cement, on the inside,
which formed the watercourse, is still in good
preservation. °

“The amphitheater is not built above the
snrface, but excavated in the soil. Its length
on the summit measures 320 feet, and might
have been filled with water from the aqueduct
or the cistern, and there seems to have been a
subterranean drain led from here down to the
low ground by the arsenal, which might have
been used as a common sewer, as well as for
emptying the amphitheater, for which latter
use it would have been very beneficial in keep-
ing it clean and in good order. On asking the
Arabs if they had ever been up it, they said no,
as there was a door with swords spread in all
directions, to prevent any ingress. The cis-
terns are six in number, only 86 feet from the
amphitheater. They are each 135 feet long,
by 19 feet 7inches in breadth and 17 feet in
height, and probab!y more, as the ground is
being continually filled up ; they all communi-
cate with each other by little arches placed
about half their length; they are well built,
with arched roofs, and some of them are still
very perfect. The only use now made of them
is for a shelter for cattle and horses out of the
sun or in bad weather.

“On one side of these cisterns is the present
village of Boo-shater, consisting of a few miser-
able mud huts, inhabifed by some half-clothed
Moors, who exist by cultivating a few patches
of land with corn, and tending some flocks of
cattle and sheep—a strong contrast with the
magpificent buildings and riches this place
once contained, which for » length of time have
fallen into & mass of ruins, and their owners
long since gone to their graves.

‘“ Between the amphitheatre and the markets
ir a hollow way. Round these tombs of their
saints there is a modern Mahommedan burial
ground, spread over the slope of the hill, which
would have prevented us excavating much in
this direction. A little distance beyond this
stood the citadel, defended by a ditch to the
west, and rendered strong up the other sides by
their great steepness.

‘“ Below the citadel, toward the north-east,
must have been the principal part of the town,
particularly on the island, by the numerous re-
mains ol edifices and broken columns of marble
and granite lying on the surface. On the lower
ground are the ruins of a theater, and a short
distance from it a triumphal arch, as it appears
and further to the south-east ruins of some con-
giderable buildings.

*On the island we first commenced upon
broken columns lie scattered about in all
directions, which appeared to have been former-
ly high polished. We soon came upon marble
heads, some in good preservation, richly orna-
mented cornices, altars, inscriptions, coins,
rings, &c.

¢“ On the slope of a hill below the citadel
we came upon the floor of a bhouse that con-
tained several magnificent mosaic pavements,
one large room, measuring 27 feet by 24,
with a very chaste design of different
colored marbles, and by continuing along we
came upon an alcove covered with 11 wild ani-
mals surrounded by a net, each end being
hauled in by by two men in curiously shaped
boats. This one was a taken up entire, and sent
home with several others to the British Museum
in her Majesty’s ship Supply.

¢ Thig ancient site is far removed from any
town, the nearest being Farina, and few people
ever visit this spot, except it may occasionally
be a wandering Bedonin, or Moor, riding with
his produce along a narrow pathway leading
through the ruins on the road to Carthage or
Tunis. But how changed is the scene to what
it was twenty centuries ago! The splendor of
the temples, and the riches of the Carthageni-
ans have been succeeded by ruins and shapeless
masses of masonry. The luxury and civiliza-
tion of this one mighty nation, that partly ruled
from this same spot the destinies of the world,
have now given place to the wretchedness and
superstitiong of a few half-barbarous Moors.

_ReporTED OUTRAGE AT ST. JEROME.—A few
days ago some of our contemporaries published
a horrible account of the mutilation of a wo-
man at St. Jerome. According to this state-
ment, the unfortunate creature was taken out
of her bed by the side of her husband, carried
off naked for some distance, and then placed in
a stable, where her hands were tied behind her,
and an attempt made to cut out her tongue,
which was partially, but only partially success-
ful. Upon inquiries, we learn that the out-
rage, though bad enough, was not quite so bar-
berous as this story represented. The woman
was taken out of her bed with very little cloth-
ing on, and locked up in a stable, where she
remained till the morning, but, fortunately,
without suffering so much injury ag she might
have done in some of ocur winter nights, Pro-
bably the presence of the animals served as a
protection against cold. The husband appears,
ag far as we can learn, to have been, at least, a
consenting party. He, at any rate, took no
steps to prevent the ill-usage of his wife. Two
men have been arrested on the information of
the woman. Their names are Amelin and Grat-
tot; but the husband, who played so cool a
part, came before the magistrate to prove that
Amelin could not have been one of the men who
took her into the stable, as he saw him at
Amelin’s own residence, just across the road,
immediately after the abduction. We are in-
formed that the current statement is that the wo-
man hasg, in one way or another, been the cause
of a good deal of ill-feeling between husbands
and their wives in her neighbourhood ; and this
is supposed to be the cause of the outrage.
Others trace the act to a desire of revenge for
evidence given in the case of Madame Belisle.
The husband’s conduct appears to us to be per-
fectly inexplicable, unless he, too, were a party
to the assanlt on his wife.

Faran Acoment.—The Courrier de St. Hya-
cinthe of Tuesday morning says that a deplor-
able accident occurred on the Grand Trunk
Railroad, on Monday morning, near St. Chris-
tophe @ Arthabaska, about sixty-four miles
from Quebec, in consequence of a collision be-
tween two wood trains. Aimé Lafranchise,
the conductor, was killed on the spot, and Mr.
M’Kenzie, the engineer, had both his legs frac-
tured in a shocking state. A few other per-
sons were injured, but not seriously.

ProMENADE ConcErT.—A Promenade Con-
cert, in aid of the Funds of the St. Andrew’s
Home, was given in the City Concert Hall on
Tuesday evening. A large and brilliant atten-
dance was present. Miss Agnes Sutherland
sang a namber of beautiful melodies; and,
every time she made her appearance, was re-
ceived with enthusiastic applause. Mrs. Bews
sang with great success; and Mr. Muir was
also well received. Prince’s Band tended, in
no small degree, to add to the pleasures of the
evening. On the whole, the Concert was ad-
mirably managed, and it must be a source of
gratification to its promoters that the object
for which it was intended met with such gene-
rous recognition. The soags sung during the
evening by Miss Sutherland were—‘ Bonnie
Dundee,” ¢ Cherry Ripe,” * The March of the
Cameron Men,” and ‘ Caller Herrin,” all of
which she executed in excellent taste.

How DisHONEST GOVERNMENT OONTRACTORS
Ros TEE PuBni¢ Treasvry. — The grossest
frauds, in connection with the Oregon and
Washington war debt, have been brought to
light by the Honse Committee on Military Af-
fairs, through the efforts of Mr. Faulkner, of
Virginia, the chairman. The whole debt, as re-
ported by the Government agents, is about
$6,000,000, of which the Committee assert that
not more than about one million is justly due.
Some of the charges by which this difference is
made are most outrageous. Pistols are charged
at $55 each ; muskets at $125 ; oats at $5 a
bushel ; hay at $120 a ton, and other things in
proportion.

Tae Unitep STates AND Mzexico.— ¢ The
correspondent of the New York Daily News
says :—Later, more detailed and accurate in-
telligence from Mexico, confirms the statement
that while the Liberal party is exceedingly
anxious to secure the friendship of the United
States, and to enter into the closest relations
with ug, it will under no circumstances consent
to sell or alienate an inch of territory. They
are quite ready, however, to give us superior
commercial advantages, and to provide means
whereby American enterprise may have the
same security in Mexico that it has in the Uni-
ted States. Liberal leaders fully recognize the
Continental ' policy of the United States and
have no objection to aid in its establish-
ment.”

Dicxens’ House 1o Lur.—Thbe Philadelphia
booksellers were so run down with would-be
tenants of the “ House to Let,” by Cbharles
Dickens, that they were forced to take in the
show-bills of Boz's new story. One old lady
grew quiet indignant at Mr. Pecerson, the
bookseller, for advertising a  House to Let,”
when he only had a book to sell. The old lady
was followed by numerous individuals who
were auxious to obtain the refusal of the House
to Let, provided the terms were not too extra-
vagant, aud the applicants were equally as nu-
merous as to the location of the house, the rent
per month, the whereabouts of the landlord—
Mr. Dickens—and numerous other ingiries ex-
ceedingly interestingto thoge who are compelled
to go house hunting.

Liverpool, January 25.

The transactions in sugar continue limited,
but without alteration in prices ; 656 hhds Dem-
erara are reported at 40s 3d ; 670 bags Bengal,
at 403 6d to 41s 6d for Dates, and at 455 6d for
Benares ; 50 baskets Penang, at 41s to 45s 6d ;
and 72 cases, 140 barrels Rio, (via Lisbon), in
bond, at an average of 253 6d per cwt. There
are no sales to notice in molasses, rum, or cof-
fee ; the Bahia and Guayaquil cocoa offered by
auction was not sold. Some considerable par-
cels of rice were also brought forward, but only
about 270 bags Rangoon, with all faults, sold
at 63 9d for first-class, and 150 bags Bengal, at
8s to 9s 3d per cwt. 400 bags saltpetre have
changed hands, at 363 6d to 40s 6d per cwt. for
114 to 121 per cent. refraction. Some oil geeds
have been offered by auction, but there were no
sales.  Of the Penang pepper advertised, only
110 bags white were sold, at 8}d; and 640 bags
black, with all faults, at 33d per lb for first-
class ; and of 700 bags sago flour, only 50 bags
with all faults, sold at 13s 9d per cwt. for first-
class; 8,750 bundles rattans realised 3s 1d to
3s 6d for short, and 4s 4d per 100 for long.

In Manchester we are going through a geries
of weak markets. Continental buyers continue
to hold very much aloof, and yarns suitable for
consumption are therefore much neglected.—
They are certainly not Guoted lower, but the
bias of prices is decidedly against seilers, and
those spinners who want orders find it neces-
sary to yield a fraction. The demand still con-
tinues to a fair extent for India and China,
which, indeed, is at presen{ the mainstay of
Manchester trade. A moderate business is
therefore reported, particularly in cloth, which
in general is steady in price. The goods
market at large is firm, in spite of the quiet-
ness, and recent quotations are still obtained
for shirtings and other fabrics, where delivery
can be made in a short time. There is nothing
yet in the tone of the market to warrant a fear
that the present quietude will interfere with its
healthy action. The real cause of the lull in
activity is the anticipation that lower rates may
prevail. Messrs. M‘Nair, Greenhow, and Irv-
ing, say that ‘‘there is an increased feeling
of the want of confidence in present prices
being maintained, For immediate delivery of
goods and yarns suitable for the India market,
tull prices can be got to-day ; but we notice a
much quieter tone altogether, and more anxie-
ty to sell, which is very natural when we
look at the last report respecting the prospec-
tive crop of cotton.”

MeASUREMENT OF TiMBER.—Our attention is
called, by parties connected with the Lumber
Trade, to a matter of great importance to Can-
ada. The Law of Culling Square Timber re-
quires it to be brought to a sharp or “proud”’
edge, and consequently necessitates great labor
and waste of timber in hewing off the round or
‘wain” of the natural tree. Were the squaring
process not carried so far, there would be much
more of the tree left, and the edges, being a lit
tle rounded, would not be so liable to damage
in the transit to Quebec, Let us suppose a
piece of timber of thirty inches diameter and
eighty feet long ; in the present way this stick
will probably be cut down to 23 by 18 ; but, if
a round edge of four inches were allowed, it
might be left 24 by 20, in which case the tree
would contain about forty feet more tim-
ber, with less labour and greater security

of transportation. That this great loss,
amounting _to about one-sixt rt  of

our timber, is_altogether unnecessary, and
me the laws respecting cull-
ing, is evident from the fact that the largest and
most experienced lumber-house in Canada have
all their timber squared with a round edge,
simply because they do not require to sell in the
Quebec market, but ship the timber to Bri-
tain.

This is a question that affects not only the
“interests of lumbermen, but of the Government,
forif each stick in a raft of,say 1,200 pieces,
measured only an average of 20 feet more, the
raft would, of course, confgin 24,000 feet ad-
ditional, which, at a half-penny a-foot, Crown
duty would be $2000, while the lumbermen
would, supposing the raft sold at 6d. a-foot,
gain $2,400, besides sayving greatly in labor.
All that is necessary to effect a reform so much
needed, and so advantageous, is so to alter the
law respecting culling that the Quebec  culler
will be required to girth timber with round
edges and give its actual contents in their
bill.— Witness.
