FAST LINE.

Government Will Issue
Call for Tenders To-Day.

leU(,crssrUL TENDERER  MAY
SELECT PORTS OF CALL.

Ottawa, Marcn 9.—The Government has
decided to call for tcndem for a fast
Atlantic steamship service.  This decis-
ion was come to at a meeting of the
Cabinet held Sutu.rday, and the call for
tenders will be sent out to-day. Twd
- sets of sp,e(.it'icutions' have been prepared,
one, for a service of 18 knot.s, and an-
oﬂwr for a sgrvice of 21 knots, so
that bids for both will be required from
each conern tendering. In former spe-
cifications the Government named  the
terminal  ports  -in  Great  Bri-
tain and Canada, the Iatter . belng ‘Hali-
fax in winter and Quebec in summer.
But in the present instance no ports are
named in the qpeuf:mtlons, their_selec-
tions being left to the company nmkmg
the tender. Neither is the amount of
the proposed subsidy stated, so that par- '
ties tendering will be required to name
the annual subvention for which steam- |
ert, of the two classes will be operated.
The specifications, however, require that
the vessels shall in respect of equipment
and tonnage, be up-to-date ships  -and
must be Canadian or British owned.

It is further stipulated that the steam-
ships shall not call at any foreign ports,

that contracting company shall agree to
afford every facility for the carrying of
ﬂnn‘ngmnt.j upon terms acceptable to the
