ANOTHER WARNING TO EMIGRANTS. 
Instances of deception upon the poorer 

classes of emigrants from the British Isles by 
American agents and “ manors are so com­
mon as to be of daily occurrence. A ca3^' 
however, came to our knowledge, within the 
last day or two, which we think it right to 
make public, in all its details, in order to pre­
vent others from being victimized in a similar 
manner. The worst feature of the present case 
is the fact that the victims are young girl.- ; 
and were, therefore, the more easily made to 
believe the plausible story told them by the 
“agent." We subjoin a plain narrative of the 
facts, which need no comment whatever.

Ann Burke and Sarah Ann Lockwood, frvJtt 
Staleybridge, England, and Annie Grenan, 
from Glasgow, Scotland—girls who were en­
gaged, at home, by an agent to come to Amer­
ica, and work at the cotton mills in Lowell, 
Mass.,—make the following statement :—"We, 
with a number of others, were engaged by a 
Mr. Brown, under the following circumstances : 
Mr. Brown to pay our passage oat; and, on 
arrival, we were to have full employ, at six^ 
teen shillings sterling per week, and to be paid 
extra, pro rata, for any over hour work ; to be 
furnished with a boarding bouse at six slii’- 
lings per week ; after getting to work, one 
dollar per week to be stopped of our wages, be­
sides the board money—the one dollar to go to 
repay our passage money. Thus we were, at 
the very least, to have five shillings, indepeud 
ent of over-hour money, to supply our casual 
wants. On arriving, and being sent to our 
boarding-house—for such we suppose it must 
be called—we found the food served not only 
different to what was promised, but of the very- 
poorest description; and, on Sunday, only 
two meals allowed. On the 4th of July—ooiog 
Independence Day—we were given for supper 
sour bread and cold water. On remonstrat.ng 
against such treatment, as being entirely ron 
trary to the agreement, we were told by Mr 
Becknell, under instructions of Mr. Kilburn 
chief at the mill, that he did not care about the 
agreement at all ; it was not what we were 
promised bat what we would get that we w?u d
have to pat up witn—that in future we would
be put on ‘ piece-work,’and if wc only ea*ned 
three shillings per week, that was all we would 
get ; and at the prices offered for the work, we 
doubt if much more could be made. On ap­
pealing to Mr. Kilburn, he told us—using lan­
guage that we think improper for lema .-a to 
repeat—that he did not care if we starved on 
the streets, or laid in the ditch ; that is all we 
would get We then came to the conclusion 
to do as others before us had done—that is, as 
many of us as could raise the means, 1 .ave, 
and either go elsewhere or, if possible, return 
to oor native land.”

The girls are now in this city; two have ac­
cepted service until they can hear trom their 
friends, when they will go home. The otbera 
leave for home this week, if not enriched lv/ the 
trip to America, at least made wiser to the 
ways of the world, especially those of the 
Lowell people.
In proof of the foregoing we snnmit an ex tract 

from a letter which speaks for itself, and s.how3 
that the author is not ignorant, received by Mr. 
Buchanan, Chief Emigrant Agent in this city :

“ Salem, July 6tb, 1864.
« My Dear Friesd I hope you are iwgood

What will not men do for gold ? What 
risks will they not run ? Of what crimes will 
they not be guilty ? Is it, then, to he wonder­
ed at that when it is known to eii«t in the 
earth at only u few feet from the sut face they 
flock to those localtbs where this universal 
tempter is deposited.

Here then I am upon “ Tom Tiddler's ground 
picking up gold "- 1 cannot add silver, for 
none has yet been found in these digg ngs ; 
and the gold, too, so scattered and diffused 
that it is a great way from fun to find it in 
quantities that will pay for the labor. Upon 
the Gilbert at the present tim"', there are from 
a hundred and fifty to two hundred miners at 
work, in parties of from four to eight or ten 
on a claim. And let me assure those who are 
bitten by the gold mania that gold-mining, as 
it is not very correctly termed, is not at all a 
play game in which those young gentlemen 
accustomed to their boots and kid gloves will 
at all take delight. To such I should 
say “ don’t have anything to do with it. If 
they have cariosity to know how things are 
managed, I will tell how they proved on the 
river Gilbert and fx unu di*ce omnes A party, 
say six or eight, commence working a claim by 
opening n hole ten or twelve feet iquaro or 
larger. The earth, rock and stones have to 
be thrown out, and the digging continue until 
the “ bed-rock ” is reached ; the distance 
down to it -arying, from six to twenty feet ; 
the average I should judge in the best claim 
at about fourteen. When the !i pay-dirt ia 
reached it is washed either by sluice or rocker 
—panning being only done where the work is 
upon a small scale.—Now, it is easily con­
ceived that the earth contained in a hole 
twelve feet sqnrc and fourteen toeighteen deep 
is mot moved on to the bank without some pret­
ty stiff labor ; and when in addition
a large boulder of two or three tons 
lies in the way, aud has to be blasted and the 
fragments handed out, the work is by no moans 
lightened. I saw one hole dug down about six 
feet, when the unlucky owners came to three 
enormous boulders very nicely packed, forming 
a stout paving. This was rather too good a 
thing even for the patience ot a gold hunter, 
and the claim was abandoned. Upon this river 
there is considerable confidence amongst the 
miners, although I heard of none that had made 
a “ large strike.” They generally speak in 
moderate term* as to the yield, and 1 am bound 
to believe that there are more sellers of claims 
than buyer», which doesn’t augur greatly for 
the enterprise. Gold-digging is most emphati­
cally a lottery ; and, like lotteries in general, 
for one prize there are at least a dozen blanks 

—one man picks up a four ounce nugget, and 
!is next neighbor, ten feet to the right or left, 

after three weeks work, will not have as many 
penny weights of gold as he has spent weeks 
of labor.

Yesterday I was in the River Du Loup. 
There is no one working upon this stream. But 
a party—I believe the Dawson Company, are 
going up to-morrow with eight or ten men. 
A great deal of work has been formerly done 
on the Du Loup : and I am told with success ; 
but some legal point aroae and the enterprising 
party was stopped. I was shown where a nug­
get weighing nearly three-quarters ol a pound 
was taken out of the bed of the river. I should 
have been better pleased and better assured 
bad I seen it picked up than have heard of i’-8 
weight. This river appears to me to offer 
great facilities for working, and is of a very 
promising character from the abundance of its 
quartz.

I have not yet been upon the lamine where 
Dr. Read’s party have been at work. I am,

The only thing that fell from Lord Palmers­
ton which pointed to the contingency of any 
material aid being rendered by this country to 
the Danes, was an observation he made at the 
end of his speech to the effect that, if the Ger­
mans should threaten the independence of Den­
mark, he would not say that this country 
would not come to the aid of the Danes. This 
was poor comfort to that gallant people, and 
we fear they will not thank Lord Palmerston 
for it. This is probably the “ something to 
which we referred yesterday, aad which wo 
were informed they were to do.

But even should the Germans proceed to the 
extremity of seeking to destroy Denmark, what 
reason have wo to believe that Lord Palmers­
ton would keep his word and rush to its rescue T 
Have not his Government failed to fulfil every 
promise which they have made to assist Den­
mark in certain contingencies,—all of which 
have happened ? We have, indeed, reached 
the lowesi depth of humiliation. Not only are 
we charged by other countries with being a 
nation of poltroons, but we are held up to the 
scorn and derision of the world as a coun'-y 
whose word is worthless. We are not belie.ed. 
What a contrast dues this fact exhibit to the 
time when the word of Great Britain was 
everything, and everywhere regarded aa being 
as good as her bond ? War is an enormous 
evil, and everything compatible with honor 
ought to be done to evert It ; but we, and we 
are sure the whole country will join with us, 
say “ Amen” to the sentiment ot Lord Derby

either would not sail or were unmanageable, 
the people, in their simplicity, believed were 
accidents. Were they not so, my Lord Rus­
sell? Were they premeditated bogus, made 
for the purpose of deception ; or, has incompe­
tency become so inherent in this effete Admin­
istration that England’s rulers dare not vindi 
cate the nations honor? When be­
fore has there been a t»me, my Lord, 
for you are well read in the country a 
history, that a British statesman has publicly 
demeaned himself to make so craven an ad­
mission? Well, indeed, may the French 
journals exult over a poltroonery so base, so 
ineffably degrading—with justice may they tell 
England that she will now have to sue for that 
friendship and alliance which last year her 
Foreign Minister so superciliously rejected.
But most ardently do we hope that ere our 
asperation be in type the hour of reckoning 
has arrived, when those who have thus dragged 
down the nation's prestige, and bedrabbled its 
flag in th# mire of their own pusillanimity and 
vacillation, have met the penalty of either their 
treason or their cowardice—the just indigna­
tion of an outraged people. Elsewhere we 
have given extracts from European journals 
expressive of that public sentiment which ap 
pears from the English papers to be generally 
prevalent. On the fourth of July—now past 
—Mr. Disraeli was to move tor an address to 
the Queen, condemnatory of and regretting the 
negotiations and the result of the Conference- 
This motion is equivalent to non-confidence in 
the ministry, and is so looked upon. The re­
solution which it is proposed to offer to the 
House is framed with exceeding care and 
ability, in terms so broad and comprehensive 
that joined to its moderation aad truthfulness, 
it can hardly fail to carry. The real pith ot 
the resolution lies in the expression of the 
House of its “ deep regret that while the course 
pursued by her Majesty’s Government has 
failed to maintain their avowed policy of up­
holding the integrity and independence of Den­
mark, it has lowered the just influence of this 
country in the councils of Europe, and thereby 
diminished the securities for peace.” Nothing 
can be more unequivocal and specific—nothing 
which cculd more clearly express the real 
nature of the issue which the country is truly 
desirous of seeing definitively determined. It 
expresses no future policy, but ia simply con­
demnatory of the past- If the object of th# 
Conference was to secure the integrity and in­
dependence of Denmark—if it be admitted that 
England is interested in the preservation of 
the independence of the Danish monarchy as 
an European State, it is most legitimate that 
Parliament and the country should enquire 
how it has come to pass that we have allowed 
that State to come to the verge of extinction, 
and are now to all appearances prepared to 
remain passive, even though it should be blotted 
from the map of Europe.

were working the bed of the river, anti I believe 
with some success; whether with sufficient to 
warrant the employment of twenty men I am 
unable to say, but if tne claim worked be large 
enough, of course twenty men will be better 
than ten.

All the little streams have been prospected, 
and the “ color" everywhere found. There is, 
literally, gold scattered all through the dis­
trict; but I will venture to afirm that it has 
not, so to speak, yet been found—found in that 
sense which will warrant such outlays of cap­
ital as have taken place in California and Aus­
tralia, and without which, or something ap­
proaching it, the resources of this region of fu­
ture wealth cannot be developed. I bave 
sought in vain to find a miner having an intel­
ligent knowledge of what he was doing. You 
hear that the gravel lying upon the slate-rock 
contains th# gold ; and, so far, I can attest to 
the fact ; but when or where it is to be found 
in paying quantity—that is, when it will sim­
ply pay far the labor, and nothing more—nobody 
can tell ; and, as you can go into almost any 
field or roadside, and find the “ color,” the en­
igma is not only still unsolved, but further 
complicated. Nothing, as yet, has turned up 
to help enquirers over this difficulty ; and it 
farms a great obstacle to the progress of min­
ing enterprise. There are some other points, 
to which I will allude in my next coacerning 
the management of the gold-fields, which 
greatly retard their development. As an in­
stance that there are retarding circumstances,
I need only mention that there arc fewer per­
sons up here now than there were two mouths 
ago, and they are not increasing. The causes 
appear to be as evident as the fact ; of these, 
however, I will speak hereafter.

I must aat omit to mention that quite a little 
excitement has arisen in regard to the pearls 
found in the large muscles of the small lakes 
and streams which run through the country. 
Some of the pearls I have seen are nearly as 
large as marbles, and others not larger than 
pins-heads, with intervening sizes. 1 doubt, 
however, about the value of these fresh 
water pearls; such as i have seen have 
not been of very pure color ; many, too, 
are ill-shaped, and all lack that semi-trans 
parent appearance of the real oriental pearl 
They may have a certain value, but I feel quite 
«entident that they would hardly stand the 
competition of their eastern relatives. There 
ar# a number of speculators in them, and some,
I suspect, will burn their fingers, but as the 
fire doesn’t burn very fiercely in consequence 
of the price generally given, the injury is not 
likely to be great; and I am not inclined to 
think the public will be greatly caught with 
this new gpepieg of Canadian lishery. 1 have 
merely given you au outline of bow thiugs are 
doing up here ; 1 will shortly tell you a little 
more of ihe exact position of the country, and 
what is palpably operating against its develop­
ment. It is perfectly clear to any one who 

ill use bis wit, aud his honesty at the same 
time, that there exist* a monstrous amount of 
ignorance of most important facts, an unbound­
ed quantity of pretension, with an equally im­
measurable amount of lying and humbug. Yet 
there is gold withal ; but it is not scooped up 
by the hatfull without cost aud labor, as s-one 
w’ould persuade us. N.

Washington, July 15th—It seems to be gen­
erally conceded that the greater part of the 
Confederate forces crossed over to Virginia 
yesterday by Nelson and Edward’s Fords.

Our forces occupied Pooleiville last night.
Nkw York, July 15th.—Itis rumored in town 

that Atlanta is taken with 8,000 prisoners, by 
Gen. Shemau.

The National Intelligencer understands that a 
Major or a Capt. Spencer, of the Insurgent 
forces lately demonstrating against Washing­
ton, embraced the opportunity before they de­
camped of addressing to one of our citizens

The following day, as our troops were leav 
ing the town, a citizen climbed up to the top 
of the State House, and signalled the 
Confederate cavalry, which drew up iu line of 
battle on the north of the town. For this act 
the citizen was summarly shot.

The enemy attacked our advance in strong 
force, but they were driven back.

The next morning our rear-guard was again 
assaulted near Clinton, but the Confederates 
were again repulsed, and the ground was 
strewn with their dead s nd wounded.

Our total loss was less than 100 killed and 
50 wounded. We captured 30 or 40 prisoners. 

No cotton has recently been brought in.
The railroad from Vicksburg to Jackson is 

being rapidly repaired.
. Fort Monroe, Uih.—Col. Chas. Diamond, 
of the 1st U. S. Volunteers, with two squad­
rons of the 20th N. Y. cavalry, left Portsmouth 
last Saturday, and returned last evening. 
After repeated skirmishes, they succeeded in 
driving all the guerillas, cavalry raiders and 
pickets from the Nanaemond country across 
the Blackwater Ri-er. One of our men was 
murdered, after being captured ; and, not be­
ing able to arrest the murderer, the colonel 
burned all the buildings in the neighborhood 
where the murder was committed.

New Yorx, 16th.—The Tribunes Washing­
ton special says Gen. Lew Wallace has been 
relieved of bis command at Baltimore, and 
Gen. Tyler will take his place.

It is reported that fifty prisoners made their 
escape from Fort Lafayette on Thursday night, 
after shooting the guard. Nine others, in 
making the attempt, failed.

Boston, 16th.—The reports of the Confede­
rate invasion of Maine from New Brunswick 
appears to have little foundation.

Washington, 16th—An additional alarm 
was occasioned on the Virginia side ot the Po­
tomac, yesterday, by a report that the enemy 
were running the railroad up to Manasses. 
This is not established as fact; but many per­
sons observant of military affairs think it not 
impossible, and that the design of the enemy 
is to command the gaps, and keep open their 
communication between Gordonsville and the
