Mr, H. Suerwoob gave nofice of an address to
the Governor, Lo the effect thatthe Upper Canada
Branch of the Crown Land Department beleftin
this city, when the Seat of Goyernment remoyes
to Quebee. s

Mr. Hixeks moved the third reading of the Main
Trunk Railway Bill.

Mr. Gayiey said that he intended to move a
Rider to the Bill, as he and his friends desired to
put their opinions on record. He went over
some arguments, to the same effect as had been
used in earlier stages of the Bill. He contended
that seven millions would fall short of the sum
required to construct the two lines, namely the
line in New Brunswick to the frontier of Maine,
and the Halifix and Quebec Line; and he read
from Major Robinson’s report in support of this
view. He also dwelt particularly on the unfair-
ness and anomaly of New Brunswiek receiving a
portion of the Imperial guarantee for an opposi-
iion road, while Canada was to be deprived of
the gugrantee for continning the Trunk Road, and
did not even ask for it. - He moved the Rider, to
the same effect, that ‘l(lnn:&iq do not become a

arty to the propoged under ng,
H,mpgrinl gunrgntge shonld obtgfn‘ed for the
continuation of the rond westward, in the same
proportion that New Brunswick received it for
the road to Maine,

Mr. H. J. Bovnroy seconded the motion, con-
tending, in the same terms as he had before
used, that the construction of the proposed road
would be sheer madness, and would for years
prostrate the resources of this Provinee.
© My, Stevexsoy said that it was a mistake to
suppose that Railways always paid, and he went
over a number of roads in the United States,
which he showed had not paid. The Berksire
and Hudson railroad, for instance, which was 31
miles long, had been running more than 10 years,
but had made’! no dividend. The Long Island
railroad, which was 98 miles long, had never
made a dividend, and the stock was now quoted
0t 14 ¢ts on thedollar. The receipts of this road
in 1849 were $161,300, while the expenses came
10 $176,438 ; it had heen running for many years.
Take the Saratoga and Washington railroad, it
was 39 miles in length, and its expenses exceeded
its income. It had nevermade a diyidend. There
was the Schienectady and Troy railroad, 20 miles
long, that had never made adividend ; its income
for 1849 was $47,500, whilst its expenses were
($53,663. He did not believe £7,000,000 stg. would

—————r

domore than construct the road asfar as Que-

bee. No information had been laid before the

House as to what would be the cost of the road

per mile. They had a vague guess that it would

be £7,000 per mile. They hadno Engineers’ re-

ports for their guidance, and in their absence he

could place no reliance onany guesses of mem-
(bers. He preferred in these circumstances to be
guided by what he saw was the cost of other
railroads. Take the cost of road from Boston fo
Syracuse, at rates taken from the returns made
to the State Governments. They found the
Great Western from Boston to Albany cost £15-
908 permile. The line from Albany to Schenec-
tady cost £24,900 per mile. That from Schenec-
tady to Utica cost £12,800 per mile. That from
Utica to Syracuse £11,250 per mile,—making an
J average on the whole of £13250 per mile. Yet
these roads went through the centre of ahighly
civilized country. The road now proposed to be
built was 636 miles long from Halifax to Quebec.
One third of 636 miles, viz, 212 will cost £2,117-
000, while the total for the whole road would
come to £8,457,000, currency., The interest on
ourshare at 4 per cent will be £112,760 ; add the
interest now paid on present debt £210,000,
and we have a total of £322760 for interest
alone. And the road when it was built would
do no good neither to Upper nor Lower Canada.
We had already a better means of communication
between the Provinees, There was no compari-
son between navigation and a railroad—naviga-
tion was immensely superior. It would cost
more to send a barrel of flour from Quebec to

send it by water to England. What travel was
there#hat would be likely to go over the road ?
or, what trade was there between the Provinces
that required the road ? It seemed fo him that
the subject had been brought up for the sake of
controversy, and not with any serious intention
of carrying out the work. He could not believe
that people could sit down seriously and contem-
plate the building of arailroad through, he might
sy, & rocky wilderness, with no precise informa-
tion as to what it would cost, nor any prospect
of any business for it to do. Had they made any
icalculations as to what would be the cost of run-

ning the road ? Ie found the average cost of

running the New York Roads per mile per year
wasg £850. Take, for instance, one half of this sum
for running the Ialifax road per mile per year,
and they had £270,100 : at the very least the
costiof the Halifax road would be £250,000 per
annum, for running expenses. What: business
could the road do to pay that sum ? Travellers
would always go by the nearer way to Boston ;
and it was out of the question to suppose that
merchandige would be sent over the road. To
do so would cost 4s 9d for a barrel of flour, asthe
railroad price for this was 9d per 100 miles—over
636 miles it would beds 9d as he had stated.—
And merchandise would be 508 a ton over this
road. Besides, we had, as has been stated, a bet-
terroad at onr doors, and which cost us nothing.
Freight would never go by railroad when it could
go by water, and this road they proposed to run
partly along the St. Lawrence, and partly along
side the gulf. A5 a commercial speculation it was
sheer madness to think ofmakingit. Then they
had no idea of what would be the cost of manag-
ing the road by the Government. They saw a
railroad that had been built in Michigan, which
connected the two great Lakes, and opened up
an immense fertile country, that had been a
failure so long as it remained in the
hands of the Government, Then what
might they expect would be the case with
this road 7 Why, in making it, how swould they
carry provisions to the Workmen? Had they
any idea of what would he the expense of that ?
If the Province ecommenced the undertaking, it
wonld be a burden to it for years. 1t would with
difficulty raise money to pay off'the interest, and
would not possess the power to assist in the
making of railroads that were wanted. The hon
member made some further réemarks, but he spoke
in & low tone of yoice, which, owing to noise in
the house, did not reach the Reporters” box.

Mr. Merrir went into the argument which he
had presented on former oceasions against the
railway; and contended that the debt which
would be incurred by its construetion would

| prove the ruin of the conntry. In contrast with
this he mentioned the case of the State of New
York, which, by what he considered its wise
lawg, had placed a constitutional check upon the
disposition of the legislature to plunge into debt,
By this course she had placed her finances in
such a position that hereafter she would be con-
tinnally reducing her debt, (ill she would at
last be able 10 réducs hes tello varv consider-
ably, and so deprive Canada of all the carrying

'r?\?g Carrier followed this argnment by the
case of Pennsylvania, which was deeper in debt
than Canada would be after the new debt was
incurred. New York, he said, was prosperous
just becanse she had not feared to gef into debt
till after she hsd completed her internal improve-
ments. Canada must, to be prosperous, follow a
like policy. \\Y,

Mr. Roeinsox followed, speaking against the
scheme. He regretted that the discussion had
reference to the whole scheme instead of to the
rider, which it was proposed to introduce, and
which merely sought the grant of a sum of money
to that part of Canada west of Montreal equal to
that to be given to New Brunswick to construct
its second line to Portland. He was reluctant
to oppose this Bill, and boped that all parties
would consent to the introduction of the proposed
mder which would obviate most of the objections
urged. He had always been desirons of promot-
ing the internal improvement of the Province and
trusted that the vote to be given would not be a
party one. <

Mr, Noramax said he had voted for the bill in
its earliest stages, but that he would now vote

bill the wildest scheme which he had ever heard
of.

Mr. Mackeyzie also spoke against the bill,
which hethought perfec surd. He went over
several of the early enterprises of the country,
such as the Rideaw Canaland the Welland Canal,
to show that the present estimates for this rail-
way would be exceedingly in default of the real
cost. He helieved that Pennsylvania, which had
been cited by Mr. Cartier, had resources ten times
or a hundred times as great as those of Canada,
inasmuch as she had a la\:rge‘rich capital of 400,-
000 people, n place like Birmingham at the back
on the Ohio river, and many public works, all
paying'a profit. The debt of the country would,
affer this vote, amount to $52,000,000—or 72
tons of solid silver—T72 waggons.all with one ton
of silver in them. He concluded by saying that,
upon- the whole, he would vote against both rider
and bill, though he was very much in favor of a
railroad to Quebec or Lonisbourg, which would
be still better,

Mr. H. Suerwoon twitted the hon member for
Haldimand for his change of vote, though he (Mr.
§.) thought the hon member was now right. He
was himself opposed to the rider, and would, of
course, nlso vote against the bill. He would vote
for a road through the whole of Canada; but
would not go for a road through only a portion
of Oanada. There was not a single constituency
in Upper Canada, except Glengarry, where there

Mr Suerwoop—Will the hon member state dis-
tinetly whether there is any assurance whatever,
that if the road from Halifax to Montreal costs
less than £7,000,000, the balance will be given
to construct the line westward of that place?

Mr Hinexs—Of course he was not; there was
m&umﬁsgﬂm%rnll, and_ gentlemen had, m
the printed papers, all the information which he
possessed himself. The hon member, however,
went on to contend that it was no reason because
the whole sum of money could not be procured,
that a part should be refused ; and that the Par-
liament of Canada had already pledged itself t
the construction of a road between Halifax and
Quebec, on infinitely worse terms than the pre-
sent proposal. He afterwards endeavoured to
show, from a pamphlet by Mr. Morrison, M.P., that
railronds managed by the State were infinitely
more valuable than those undertaken by private

companies.
Mr J A Macpoxaxp had voted cheerfully for|
the railway bill of 1840 ; but the Government had
now changed their ground, and had sacrificed
all chance of a railroad being made through
Upper Canada, in favour of the Lower Provinces.
The people of Upper Canada, were against the
scheme from the first, but members had been led
to believe thatif the money were accepted for|
the line from Halifax to Montreal, a further sum
would he given to go westward to Hamilton,
But did any one believe, without that that the
cheme could have met with any favour at all?

up—too late for any effectual action—, while,
days, and nights, and weeks, have been wasted
upon all manner of unintelligible party and per-

Rorany Exverient.—Yesterday, the first ex-
perimental trip was made with the little rotary
stenmboat called the ¥ Rotary Experiment,” which
proved quite successful and entirely satisfactory
to the proprietor and projector of the boat, Mr.
Ehenezer Barrows. Toward thelatter part of her
cruisings in the East and North Rivers, however,
a slight difficnlty oceurred; from one of the pumps
failing to work properly, which cansed her the
waste of a considerable quantity of steam from
lier larboard side, but not =0 much as to exhaust
the supply, or even disable her perceptibly. She
is but 35 feet long, T wide, 4 feet draught of wa-
ter, and can carry twenty or thirty persons. The
engine is very small and compact, oceupying a
space of but 14 by 10 inches.

PROPOSED REPEAL OF THE NEWSPAPER
STAMP TAX IN ENGLAND.

A recommendation fraught with momentouns
consequences to the progress of this country has
just been issued by a parliamentary committee,
appointed to inguire into the law relative to
newspaper stamps. At present every publication
in England containing even the slightest para-

ph that can be construned into what is called
“hews” is liable to a stamp of one penny sterling.
if issued at interyals of less than 26 days. By
this stamp, however, the privilege is conveyed of
its being transmitted to any part of the country
by post as often as may be desired, provided it be
sent within one week of its date of publication.—
The effect of the law has been of conrse to en-
courage high priced papers, and altogether to
preclude the publication of cheap ones, since on
& twopenny paper the tax would be equal to 50
‘per cent, while on a fivepenny one it is only 20
per cent, The securities required by the Stamp
Office and the outlay itself, likewise tends to ren-
der capital necessaey to such undertakings, and
thus still further to limit their numbers.

The recommendation of the committee now is
that the stamp law in such cases shall be entire-
ly abolished, and that the transmission by post
-shall be charged one penny on each occasion—
'he proposal, however, is accompanied by a sug-
iasouion that a limited copyright ofa certain ndm-
er of liours should be granted, and by this means
“thie property ofthe higherclasses of publications
swill be preserved. In any other case, owing to
the rapidity to which printing has now been
brought, the moment a paper full of information
and of articles procured at a high cost, and pub-
lished at five pence, might appear, it would be
copied in all its essential points and issued at a
half penny or a penny by parties to whom it
would involve no expense but paper and type.—
Under the contemplated regulation every one
will be free to make the best journal he can by
his own fair exertions, and those who have em-
barked a large capital to suit the taste of the more
wealthy orders of society will still have the in-
ducement to do so if the public are disposed to
encourage them.

fhe matter being at present simply in the shape
of & report from a committee, no alteration is im-
mediately to be looked for. It is of too much im-
portance to be hastily adopted, and both houses
are now solely ocenpied in huddling up all that
remains to be got through,so as fo enable the
prorogation to take place in about ten daysor a
fortnight. Next session it may form one of the
items in the annual financial budget. Whenever
it may be adopted, it will do more for the educa-
tion of the masses than anything that has yet oc-
cnrred. The first result will be the publication
of an overwhelming amount of trash and the loss
of much money, but a few good specimens of the
new literature will take root and become univer-
sal.—ZLondon Correspondent of the New York Com.

The fact ig, that had it not been for the intro-
duction of railway travelling, the penny stamp on

because the old mail coaches would have broken
down under a tithe of the millions of newspapers
which are now sent throngh the post. As it is,
the newspapers now going throngh the Post
Office are a positive nuisance, and interfere ma-
terially with the due forwarding of the letters;
while the incrensed expense absfracts consider-
ably from the amount which the newspaper stamp
duty brings into the national exchequer. If the
proposition of the Special Committee of the House
of Commons, to whom the wholesystem of taxing
the press has been referred, were adopted, the
relief as vegards the Pozt Office would he hmme-
dinte, as regards the public more equitable. ‘T'he
committee proposes toabolish the penny stamyp
entirely, and in licu toimpose o penny charge on
all newspapers which pass though the Post Office.
By this arrangement, person who live at a dis-
tanee would not pay more for their newspapers
than they do at present, while those on the spot
would pay & penny less.

No doubt, even this relief, slight as it is, would
materially benefit the press, provincial and metro-
politan. But worse than the penny stamp is the
advertisement duty, which is 2 positive incubus
on newspapers of all shades of opinion. In Lon-
don the leading morning journal is fed to reple-
tion, at the expense of papers quite as able and
infinitely more consistent.

no other paper dare attempt. A spoiled favorite
ofithe public is like a spoiled child of a family—
a victim to whims and caprice ; and, although'we
are far from wishing to see‘the wings of the Times
«clipped, little doubt can exist that less prosperity
would insure greater steadiness of character.
Government evidently dread a cheap press in
‘this country, without, as we think, any adequate
cause. The respectni)le and ably-conducted pa-
pers would retain possession of the field, if there
were penny and twopenny papers in every town.
Of course, care’ would be taken by Parliament
that the publishers gave sufficient legal guaran-
tees for the protection of private character, and
there the responsibility might be safelyleft. Itis
quite out of the nature of things to suppose that
an impure press would be self-supporting. All the
previpus experiments of that kind, in London and
the Provinces, have been failures. But, short of
the positive repeal of the advertisement duty, its
reduction to sixpence would be & godsend to the
%erburdened press of the empire—FEuropean
mes.

The competitors must not be later in at-
tending than 10 o'cloek, A. M on the day of the
Show, to enter their names and the articles or
animals they bring with them, in the books of the
Secretary.

9th. All the animals and articles intended to
be exhibited, must be entered in the registers of
the Secretary, with the names of the proprietors,
by numbers, and will be distinguished by a ticket
bearing the numbers in the Registry, and the
judgment will be given withont any reference to
the name of the proprietor.

10th. One prize in each class may be awarded
to persons who do not live entirely by agricul-
ture, and all the other prizes will be awarded to
those only who live by agriculture alone.

11th. Each competitor in the Ploughing Match
must himself plough at least two divisions, and
may work with Lorses and ploughs selected by

himself.
