Tae Late Mmvistey,—The short life of the |
late Ministry is not a circumgtance that need
excite any special wonder. It fell to their lot,
not oniy ag & policy dictated by the position of
Proyincial affairs, but by pue fact of thejr 2¥0
repeatad professions, to have te oppose them-
gelves to many Dowerful interests, end to a
gystem which bad for many years been gain-
ing strength—very pleasant for those who
would enter within the cirgle, which moreover
wag not made very exclusive; but gadly inju-
rions to the geoeral interests. This system
began witnh Mr. Bineks, and was by no other
persons so loudly decried as by some who be-
came his successors in office; but no sooner
were they fairly in his shces than they began
to walk in hia footsteps, ignoring all that they
had said, accepting his astistance, and Carrying
on the government in that same gpirit of corrap-
tion of which they had declared him to be the
author. That was how Mr. Jno, A, Macdonald
began his last term of office. Mr. Gualt, how-
ever, eontinued to protest, until room was made
for him, and then he too forgot all that he had
said and done down to & week or two before;
found everything that had been done exactiy
right; ga4d set himself to work to push on atill
further the system of denying nothing to any
one who was willing to &sk, with the under-
stood offer of equivalents. Had the late Minjstry
adopted the same political course—had they
named & whitewashing committee, instead of
appointng & commission such as that which
they named, and had they contrived to aasure
everybody inferested that vo one would be hurt, it
is pot too much to suppose thet they would have
met & much less virulent opposition. They
sdopted a different course—one, perbaps, not

quire much sagacity to know the political
dangers which attend such a course, for the
masses are proverbially inert, while !fintereats”
are as proverbially active. We all cry out
against extravaganca ia government, yet we are
rarely indisposed to sympathiza with those
whose personsalinteresis ara ivjured by economy.
Nevertheless, with this truth clearly before
their eyes, the late Ministry have mads upon the
course of public events & mark which it witl not
be easy to obliterate, We ssy nothing about
individual offizers (f government, who have been
tanght for the first time during many years that
misconduct will ooner or later bring wupon
itself an appropriate punishment. We refer
more especially to matters of larger moment.
For the first time the demands of the Grand
Trunk Ocmpany have been resolut:ly opposed.
Tha York Roads affair, which was a j.ub to Mr.
John A. Macdonald in opposition; but ceased
to be so when he came into power, has
been ‘set right in the interests of the public,
though at the expense of losing the support of
an inflaential newspaper. The Upper Canada
Bank, which, by its own confession, as recorded
in the papers gent down to Parliament, could
not-with safety repay promptly the depoaits of
the Goyerament, has ceased to ba the Govern-
ment banker, with the applause even of tho.e
who were opposed to the Ministry which took that
stép ' Fifty thousand & year has been saved in
the steamship subsidy. One-third of the prin.
cipal'of the Quebec Fire Loan of £100,000 has
been collected, though for twenty years pre

viously the net average anunual collecticns of
principal and interest did not reach one-twelfth
part of the interest alone. The municipalities,
which owe so large an smount to the public
chest, and whosa default greatly embarrass it,
have also been compelled to put themselves in the
way of discharging their obligations. To these
things we may add a counsiderable saving in the
annual expenditure of the departments, the effect
of which cannot be lessened by showing, if that
can be shown, that there were special means of
payment by the reaiization of assets. These are
incontestible facts, against which the friends of
the late Ministry may well admit some shortcom-
ings, the chief of which was, perhaps, a hesitating
po-icy with respect to the volunteers. We say
nothing about the awful dizclosures, beginning
with those respecling the Grand Trunk, which
no one has dared to assume the reaponsibility of
hringing before & Committes, and ending with re-
ports of friendly conyersations, made in variorum
editions, months after the insulting propositions
wers said fo have been received, without being
resented, The fact is that, though there were
evidently many persons willing to be bribed, no
case of bribery actually accomplished—no ex-
ample of u wasteful expenditure of the public
funds for the gratification of individuals actually
consummated has even been alleged. We believe
that some ¢f the reforms effected by the late Min-
istry will be felt by their predecessors 1o be a great
advantage to themselves. We know well that
they found themselyes greatly embarrassed by
abuges which, when not in office, they had been
the loudest to denouncs; but which, in office,
they have permitted to continue, either because
they lacked the necessary resolution, or were too
mueh hampered by party ties. Let Mr. Galt's
avowed opinions upon the Municipal Loan Fund
and the Upper Oanada Bank account, before he
gought répose on the Treasary benches, testify
to the truth of what we say. We can only hope
that, should he and his late colleagues return
to office, they will avail themselves of a clearanec
effzcted at the cost of others, and, if they once
more have charge of the public property for any
length of time, will not permit the same or like
wesds to grow afresh,

Tge ExwourioN oF MEEHAN AND THE Govar-
sor-GengraL.—We are glad to see that the
Quebee Daily News has been induced to see the
uecesgity of retracting, and, in a very ungracious
way, spologizing for, the atrocions remarks
which it published on this head. It ngw con-
fesses that the late unbappy conyiet was most
justly found guilty and was jostly executed, and
yet it avers that it only stateu a fact when it
said that the execution would prevent convic:
tions of murderers hereafter, Why ghould it do
80 if the conviction were just ? But, though the
Quebec Daily News may not be responsible for
the existenea of a fact, its mode of narrating the
fact, supposing it to be one, is its own, and when
ivsaid * that this was the last 1fe for many
 years to come that would be left to the mercy
of the execative,” it did not speak in terms of
disapproval of & mode of thovght, which, be-
cause one criminal was punished according to
law, would turn all succeediug criminals for
many years loose upon society, Even that,
howeyer, was nothing to the yile remark, ‘ Let
 the responsibility re-t where it belongs, aud
 that is upon the Goverpor-General” There
could be no re:ponsibility ynlgss there were
some wrong done ; and there can be no question
in the mind of any one that these words were
used for party or personal purposes to exeite 8
feeling against the Governor-Gencral for simply
doing the most painful duty to society which hia
office ingpoges upon him. It is & scandal that
such an infamous stiack shonld be made, for
party or other purposes, upon the represeniative
of the Queen.

Onirvary.—Jt is with sincere regret that we
have heard of the decease of A. J. McDonell,
Haq., of ' Kingston, (partoer of ihe Hon, J. A.
McDonald ) This sad event took place in
Philadelpbia, whither he had gone on account
of his health He had long bzen afilicted with a
fatal illness; and although he had steadily com-
batted against it, his frienda were not unprepar-
ed for this stroke, which haa cut him off in what
ought to have been the prime of manhood, he
liaving only reached 41 years. Few men have
gone to thier last rest so uniyersally beloved and
respected as he has been.

The Grand Jury having finished the businesa
submitted to them, presented the following docu-
ment which was read by Mr, Carter, Q.0,, Clerk
of the Crown.

PRESENTMERT OF GRAND JURY.

May it please your Honor,—The Jurors of the
Grand Inquest are unanimously and profoundly
impressed with the solemu and important charge
which your Honor was pleased to deliver at
the opening of the Court, and those feelings are
deepened and intensified upon the recollection
that the grave subjects submitted for their con-
sideration, together with the fearfal and widely
increasing evils to which attention has been
directed, have been so frequently animadverted
upon by your Honor in former charges and their
truthtulness so fully indorsed by former Grand
Juries,

Itis a deeply humiliating fact that those
words of solemn warning so calmly and dis-
pasaionately delivered from the Judgement Seat,
and so inflinchingly responded to in the pre-
gentments of Grand Jurors, should be treated
with silent indifference by the local authorities
of this City, and what iz sill more sutprisiog
that the Legislaturs should (ake no action for the
removal of evils, which are renderiag this City a
by-word and a reproach far and near.

Your Honmor has justly remarked, the oft
repeated boast that we live under the best form
of Government in existence, will bs of little
avail, if, while theoretically possessing such in-
stitutions, practially, lifs, honor and property
are not safe.

The Grand Jurors are prepared fully to
endorse your Lordships statement, that
‘“now, as at all times, the most fraitfal
cause of crime and vice is intemperance; and
80 loug as licenses are indiscriminately granted
—ug, untortunstely, is and has been the casge in
this city—for thie sale of intoxicating liquors,
we must make up our minds to abandon all
hopes ef reform in ihat particular, and prepare
for the worat.”

‘The Grand Jurors feel that this truism is 8o
clearly and significantly expressed by your
Honor, that they necd not add 'a singls word to
give it that weight upon the public mind which
its vast importance to the citizens of Montreal
demands.

That the Corporation of the. city of Montreal
ought not any longer to be intrusted with the
dangerous power of granting licenses for the
sale of intoxicating liguors, is fally illustrated
in the fact that year after year, and in the light
of those charges which your Honor has 85 fre-
quented repeated from that bench, and in the
tace of the warnings of Grand Jurors, together
with the reports of the Police and Recorder's
Courts, and that of the Ohief of Police, they
persistently renew licenses to soms of the low-
est dens of pollution and infamy that ever dis-
graced any city in the world.

If further proof were wanting of the inevita-
ble necessity of removing this power out. of
their hands, it has been fully supplied by them-
selyes, for they baye alréady petitioned the Le-
gislature to be relieved from a responsibility
which they have in all past time so terribly
abused, -

The Grand Jurors quite concur with your
Honor that the power to issue these licenses
should be at once “ uransferred to a
Board of Comfnissionersi‘upon whom mno out-
ward pressure; either political or other can in
any manner be brought to bear.”” They would
couple with this & further recommendation that
ia going to the Legisiature for ths granting of
this power the Bill to be submitted for its saue-
tion shall embrace further restrictions of the Li-
quor traffic, and more especially the withdrawal
of licznses from- all bars, saloons and other
drioking houses as such, and that the granting
of licenses should be confined to hotels, bonafide
established for the accommudaticn of travellers.
The statistics presented by your Honor, shewing
the alarming increase of crime, an increase
which is altogether disproportionate to that of
population, imperatively demand the attention
of the citizens, the local authorities and the
Provincial Government,

The Grand Jury, if" turning to the fact as
stated by your Honor that there are in this city
100 houses of ill -fame notoriously known to the
police, together with 448 inmates, suggests the
inquiry, ** why if thua notoriously known donot
the police take measures to suppress these hot
beds of infamy.” There ia a deep, a wide spread
impresgion tpal jf the police were only faithful

in the ischarge  of  this, departmgnt
of their dwes and placed beyond the
reach of those loeal’ iufluences, obsen-

ity and debauchery would not be permitted to
plant itseif before the public gase with such bra-
zen impunity as it does at present,

Your Honor's recommendation that the police
force should be placed under *a Board of Com-
missionera ultogether beyond the pressure of ex-
teroal or other influences,”” ought to be earried
out without delay, and the Grand Jury are con-
vinced that until tiis chanpge in the Government
of the plice is effected, neither incrense of num-
bérs nor of remunerstion will resuls in any mute-
rial benefit to the city.

The metropolitan polica forcs of London, and
the Trish gonatabulary force aress munaged, and
the ' superior ‘effiiency of these ‘forces over
any other of the Uniied Kingdom, 'go to
prove the mnecessity of placing similar estab-
lishments beyond the reach of all local and po-
litical influences,

Ia referencs to the apgmentation of the force,
the Grand Jury wouldrespectfully sugeest to the
citizens of Montreal that they could materially
aid the police ig the enforcement of the law by
following the example of large cijies in other
For instance in Liondon
(England) and p:h rlarge cities of that country
there are numerous sociedes established for the
suppression of vice, Suchas “ussociations for the
prosecution of felons,” for “guppression of
houseg of ill-fame,” and for the Ysuppression of
“eruelty to animals.”

Each of thege sassociations has its recog-
nised agents, who appear from time 10 time in
the couris of law as public prosecutors, and thus
materially aid the police.

Thne associacion for tbe prosecution of felons,
for instance. by the payment of an annual sub-
seription by each member, are enabled to main-
tain a fund which enables them to offer rewirds
for the discovery and' conyiction of offenders.
These social compacts thus bound together for
the suppression of vice are ever on the alert,
keeping their agents up to their duties,

The lack of power to enter taverns and un-
licensed houses suspected of selling intoxicat.
ing liquors is bitterly and justly complained of
by the Ghief of Police.  Bo long as the people
can Tock out the police and bid defiance 1o ther,
thelaw now in existerice for (he sddpression of
the gale of intoxicating liquors on the sabbath
day, will continye fo be & sham. In England
notwi:hstanding that the jaw for the ;egnlatiqu
of the liquor traffic has been changed and ree

_modelled several hundred times the power

of entry by the police has always
been rewined. This power, if faithfully and
l‘udicioualv, erercised would be fatal to the ex-
1stenge Of’ the numepouy yolicenged dens of ini-
quity whbich abound in every part of our'city and
retail the worst desoriptions of liquors with im-
punity, The suppression of these haunts of vice
the limitation of licenses to hotels which shall
beuged only for travellers together with the total
suppression of all sele'on the sabbath day, wonld
tend 8o toreduce the labor of the polige that the
present force would be found to be' smple to
meet the requirements of the clty,

The Grand Jury feel that they oaght not to
close this presentation without directing the at-
peution of the Court and of the country to the
Yact that many of the [swegt taverns and dens of
infimy and houses of ill-fame which now crowd
this city are the property of persons who'claim
to ba reapectable. - : d

If it is right {o punish vice when com-
mitted by outcasts of soclety it is mugh more
g0 when men moving in high stations are
to be found in our midst, who for the
love of gain hire out their house to be used as
common brothels and places of infamy, where
harlots and thieves are congregated together and
where burglars and other depredators are har-
beurad and concealed from the vigilance of the
police. .

As in England, let it be'held to bz an indict-
able offence in an owner of property to allow
that propetty to remain s a disorderly house or
brothel, and et the punishmenu be what it ig not
in that country j viz, imprisonment withont ex-

emption by fine. et 3

\?Ve cou{d next allude to the increcc "% “_m
ber of drinking saloons, which of late have in,
fected the city, With much gorrow hag it come
under the knowledge of this jury that the mor-
als of a large proportion of oyr risiug genera-
tion are poisoned in these dens by their
vile associates and deprayed women,
that those vicious places are supported
by young men whoss {ender ages render them
more susceptible to the allurements of their in-
decent exhibitions ; and, as the summer will
bring with it new diversions, we would re-
commend a total extinction of these nefarigus
places, which hag already been done by the au-
thorities of New York, as being the means of re-
ducing the number of murders committed
through jealous motives, and as being the prin-
cipal avenues for the fall of women. )

Dr. Dawson then read paper on the advigabi-
lity and lmportance of forming an industrial
Museum in Montrea', Hg remarked that the An-
nual [ndustrial Exhibitions, held in the city, fail
to effsct 1the good which might otherwise result
from them, in consequenge of the waut of a place
where the models, produets and materials ex-
hibited might be preseryad., That if sach an in-
stitution existed we miglit gee from tims to time
what progress had been made in the useful arts.
That lectures might be given on the objeets thus
assemoled for the benefic of young men about to
engage in industrial pursuits, as well as for the
information of strangers snd the public general-
ly. The Doctor remsrked that the practical
good of'such Institutions was recognized through-
out Europe and the United States. That the gov-
ernments of these raa~~ “va countries set aside
annually large sums of muney for their establish-
mentand maintenance. At the time of the visit
of H. R H. the Prince of Wales, the Doctor re-
marked, an attempt was made by the Govern-
ment and the Board of Artsto get np such & mu-
seum, as & memento of the cceasion. The pro-
ject, however, failed to altract public attention
at the time, and the funds which were relied on
to carry ot the scheme were dissipated on pub-
lic festivitiee. The only result wis the erection
of the well-known Exhibition Building, as it is
commonly termed, 8o that the whole echeme
might be looked upon 48 & failute. The Doctor
urged the importauce of carrying out the origi-
nal design, and 'sugpested that the Natural His-
tory Society should our tp infl the
Board of Arts and Manufactures, the Board of
Agriculture, and- the Government, as well as
public opinion, injfavour of a plan to unite an
industrial exhibi&an and fres library with the
Fine Arts Association, the Literary Club, the
Horticultursl Society, and other kindred bodies.

8he has ontlived—and she dwelt on this fact
with solemn mournfalness —many of the literary
celebrities of her tims, Among them she enu-
merated Gifford, Lamb, Sir Walter Scott, Mre,
Jameson, and Carolice Bowles (Southey’s se-
cond wife ) She showed me a vast collection
of the letters of the Laureate, whom Byron so
mercilessly reviled in his mock dedication to
Don Juan, From the appearance of the faded
words, one could almost form an estimats of
Southey’s character. In the delicatsly formed,
irregular letters, and in the regular disposi-
tion of the compact sentences, one could almost
pirceive his refinement, method, and great indus-
try. He was an indefatigable: worker, nnd
maintained & large establishment by the libors
of his pen. Mrs. Bray informed me that it was
not an uncommon occurrence for him to receive
one hundred pounds for a review. Every one
is famil'ar, no doubt, with the history of his
latter years, when his over-worked braic gave
way, when the mighty intellect was prostrate,
never again to recover its majesty and strength.
It is a sad story. e do not like to think of
great mindg growing imbecile. He was lucky
to have that type of pure womanhood,
Caroline Bowles, to minister to his wants
and soothe his dying moments with uadying
constancy. His mind grew perfectly childish ;
ber affections were warm and strong to the last
days. With tears in hor eyes, Mrs. Bay related
a touching circumstance concerning herself; not
mentioned in his published lifs, It seems that
this lady—not wishing to allude to his afflictions
—had neglected to write to the helpless poet,
who felt the neglect bitterly and keenly ; where-
upon his wife begged Mrs. Bray to pen s letter
as usual. She dia so, never hinting at his ill-
ness, and the missive gladdened Southey, who
always carried it with him ; but, conscious of his
inabulity to answer it, he kept continually say-
ing, “ When I gat better [ will reply to it He
never got better, but preserved the letter—never
answered on earth—near his beart till his dying
day.

Paris, March 10, 1864.
The future sovereigns of Mexico will carry
away with them & tolerable lively sense of the
hospitable possibilities of the Tuailléties. On their
arrival at the station ‘on Saturday last, they
found 'Admital Julien de la Graviers, aide-de-
camp to the Kmperor, and Countess de la Poezs,
Lady of the Palace, waitiog to receive them, with
several Oourt-carriages, and were driven swiftly
along the Boulevards and the splendid new rue
de Rivoli to the Tuilleries, where apartments had
been prepared for them in the Pavillion de Mar-
gan.

That his Imperial Ma-
jesty would very willingly bave reversed this
little programme may be shrewdly suspecied, the
future Empress of Mexico being excessively pret-
ty ; vuy, however this may be, the Imperial host
content d himse.f with the less demonstrative
style of salutation just recorded, although it is
a matter of history that he imprinted an audible
kiss on the avgust cheek of Queen Victoria,
when, in 18563, he went on board the Royal
yacht to welcowne the Royal couple to the shores
of France. The Empress came to the top of the
stairs 10 meet the illustrious travellers, kis, ed the
Archduchess and gave her hand to the Arch-
dake ; after which the Emperor gave his arm
to the fair Oharlotte, the Archduke gave Lis to
the Empress, and the party, followed by the offi-
cers of the household, and the suite of the tra-
vellers, proceeded to the Empress's bou-
doir, where the wusual presentations took
place.

Butits most
impantant nalitieal b, ing waea ag 2 d da
claration of the nation’s adherence to the institu=
tions under which itlives As wuch asany plebis-
cite yoted by a Continental population, it was the
renewnal to the Boyal House, in the person of
the Prince of Wales, of that allegiance which
had been last pledged almost & generation be-
fore at the times of the Queen’s secession and
marriage. No one can reflect on these thiags
without feeling that the fortunes of ' England
are bound up with those of the reigning House,
and that our hereditary constitutional Monarchy
will be handed down to suce:eding generations.

Whatever may be our action as regards en-
larging or improving our canal mode of com-
munication with the Great West, we sea that
our New York friends (or rather friendly an-
tagonists in drawing supplies from that impor-
tant section of the States) are conunually urging
on the New York State Legislature the necessity
of improving the great water highways. The
Canal Board have adop e¢d & mamorial to the
State Legisiature recommending the speedy en-
largement of one tier of the locks of the Eiie
and Uswego Oanals to a size sufficient to pass
boats two hundred and ten feet lorg and twenty
five feet wide, wherever double locks already
exist; and to construct new locks of like dimen-
sions, by the side of the old single locks. This
will give doubls locks along the whole lecgth
of the Canal between Buffalo and Albany, and
bevween Oswego and Syracuse ; one tier of which
will be of the proposed enlarged dimensions, and
the other of the present size. The following
change in the rate of tolls for the ensuing season
was adopted :—On bituminous coal reaching
tide-water oue-hulf mill per ton was added ; on
staves undressed the toll was increased three-
teuths of a mill, and on dressed stavea reduced
one-half mill ; on domestic galt one mill ; and on
sawed lumber two mills
