J Tenny, over the past four years, since the release of 
her first detective novel 'Still Life', has been gather-

Penny, who lives in Sutton has been able to pull from her 
imagination a series of books based in a northern town 
called, "Three Pines", that has reviewers and readers spell­
bound by her ability to tell a good story, well. She is current­
ly in Quebec City, doing research for another addition to the 
mystery series, featuring Detective Armand Gamache. It is 
his character, urbane, contemplative, astute in observation, 
that captivates the reader. Penny knows what she is doing. 
She has the ability to weave a complex murder plot alongside 
the often trivial world of gossip that almost always, hangs 
the perpetrator of any crime, whether social or criminal.

Penny who never lets an opportunity pass to thank those 
people who buy her books said, "It would be impossible to 
overstate how I feel. Honestly, I'm flabbergasted and thrilled 
and so, so thankful to you (the book buyers and sellers). I 
know this only happens because you bought the book and 
told others about the series.

Our shows to date are:
1 ) Ask the Pastor, a one hour show featuring Pente­

costal pastor Brent Robillard and Anglican minister 
Tim Wiebe, addresses the many different issues facing 
us as a modern day society. Every Sunday at 7 p.m..

2) The burning Bush (Bushy) from the Hall of 
Flame, with host Ralf Bushenbaum, presents the 
many different styles of music we as a community 
have grown up with over the years. Within a two hour 
time frame, Bushy plays music from the 
40s to recent times. Well researched, 
the show walks us through popular mu­
sical history every Friday evening at 7 
and Tuesday at 8 p.m..

3) It’s on the Record, featuring “the 
dude with atitude”, host David Chap­
man, takes us on a Magical Mystery Tour 
of the sixties and the seventies with the 
odd off-the-cuff piece from recent times.
The show refreshes our memories and 
reflects on what Chapman seems to 
think are the most important musical 
sounds of our lives: Californian flower 
power, psychedelic music, the blues,
Woodstock and many forgotten songs.
Chapman’s two hour show is on every 
Sunday and Thursday night at 8 PM.

4) The D&A show, featuring local 
singer songwriter Angel Forrest and 
her musician-husband Denis 
Coulombe, presents Forrest and 
Coulombe’s personal musical selec­
tions with an enchanting mix of Eng­
lish and French spoken-word 
programming. Definitely being who 
we are, the hosts guide us through one 
hour of stimulating songs and anecdo­
tal experiences.

E
ach one of Four Wheel Drive’s members has made 
a name for himself in local bands that almost 
every Townshipper has heard at one time in the 
past; Jerry and Joanne, Black Canyon, and Little 
Foot to name only a few, but according to lead guitarist 

Philip Patton, ‘it’s all about the music’ for the newly 
formed group.

“Any music is good music and that’s what it’s all about,” 
says Patton who has been playing music for at least 22 
years locally. “I’ve got four or five bands on the go, but this 
one is getting a lot of attention. People are loving 
Francine.”

Patton is referring to lead singer Francine Hamel. 
“Francine was playing with Black Canyon in Montreal. 

She’s opened for the likes of George Jones. She was driving 
to Montreal each weekend and 1 got to talking with her 
and asked her if she would want to play with us and now 
she is. She’s got a really cool stage presence and she wins 
everyone over. She’s been singing for a long time. Her dad 
was into music too, it’s in her family.”

Four Wheel Drive has been ripping up the local country 
scene since last spring, most recently last weekend at The 
Hut in Lennoxville, and Patton says its stellar members 
bring their expertise to a stage that garners full dance 
floors.

Singing with Hamel from time to time, but littering the 
stage with his bass expertise, is former Little Foot’s Gerry 
Goodsell and for those who used to frequent local bars in 
the 70’s and enjoy the stylings of Jerry and Joanne, Bruno 
Hamel’s drumming accents the country venue perfectly.

Patton himself is no stranger to hot venues, especially 
after his trip to Nashville.

“Yeah, I’ve been to Nashville. I took a ride for the hell of 
it and played with guys who play for the big names,” he 
says, adding that the crowds make it all worthwhile. “I just 
love to play, anything. Any music is good music. A dance 
floor full of people dancin’ and having fun on a Saturday 
night feels good, but it’s really just the music that I do it 
for.”

The guitarist says that they never mix styles though.
“If it’s a country night then it’s a country night. If it’s a 

rock night, it’s a rock night. We play it all, but not in the 
same gig.”

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New 'Booky' tale rings true eoverstory

If theres one thing that sets the Booky TV movies apart from others of their type, it’s what Stuart Hughes calls “the darkness” that is 

always lurking around their edges.

Bookys Crush, airing Sunday, Feb. 1 5, on CBC Television, is the third in a series of family dramas about the Thomson family living 
through the Depression in Toronto. Hughes and his real-life wife, Megan Follows, star as the mother and father, Thomas and Francy.

It has a gentle side, but theres also a harsher edge, an uglier edge, he says of the stories. “There’s reference to him taking the belt to the 
kids. There’s reference to parents of some other kids drinking heavily.

“The tensions of poverty are starting to wear thin on the relationships.”

Like its predecessors, “Booky Makes Her Mark” and “Booky and 
the Secret Santa,” this movie is based on a series of children’s novels by 
Bernice Thurman Hunter.

“Booky’s Crush” tells a pair of parallel stories. A new boy has come 
to school - someone with a whiff of danger about him - and Beatrice 
“Booky” Thomson (Rachel Marcus) has fallen hard. Meanwhile, her 
brother Arthur (Dylan Everett) has begun to display exceptional 
artistic ability.

This has put him in conflict with his father, a harness maker who 
has had to abandon his craft, which has no financial potential, for a 
factory job that pays the bills.

Hes lost his identity, Follows says. “He’s not a chocolate-factory 
worker. He’s a harness maker.

“In the books, you really get a sense, because of his work with 
horses, because of where he comes from, that he has become obsolete. 
This is another relevant theme to what we experience today."

With the economic collapse, she points out, watching the movie has 
become “another kind of bittersweetness.”

“I think even as we were making ‘Booky,’ it was beginning to hit 
the fan, in terms of the global markets and the stock markets starting 
to dance,” she says.

“Who knew that a period piece would become something cut from 
the headlines, economics affecting families, and the stress and the 
pressure on families trying to survive in hard times?

A subplot of “Booky’s Crush” involves an old f riend of Thomas’ 
(Torn McCamus) who has lost his job and has been dropped like a 
dirty rag by all his friends, including the Thomsons. We see him ar a 
birrhday party, secretly drinking and glaring at his fair-weather 
friends.

As Follows says, it adds a slightly ominous tone similar to the one 
we see in the news today, that “the roller coaster is about to go down.”

Ellis Dove from 'The Beast'
Women everywhere would love to feel Susan Kaufmann’s pain.

It’s her job as costumer of A&E Network’s “The Beast,” airing 
Thursdays, to dress Patrick Swayze and Travis Fimmel.

“I know, it’s awful, isn’t it?” she.says, joking about the two 
handsome stars, who play' FBI agents. “The woman who called me 
(to hire her), 1 told her, ‘You could give Travis a kiss for me,’ And, 
they are just as adorable on the inside.”

Playing a youthful undercover FBI agent in Chicago means that 
Fimmel’s character, Ellis Dove, is a bit hip and edgy but not so 
fashionable that he draws attention to himself.

Kaufmann describes Dove’s look as “sexy cool.”
“His black leather jacket is Hugo Boss, and I bought so much of 

his stuff there,” she says.
“It’s hard in television,” Kaufmann says while driving in the snow 

in Chicago. “When doing that many episodes, sometimes they 
change six to eight times per show. I didn’t want it to look like he had 
an enormous amount of lashiony clothes. I made a closet for him, 
and 1 have him stick to it. One of the things Travis was really wanting 
was to really wear his stuff out. He wears his jeans four rimes a week.

“He felt really strongly about that,” she continues. “Sometimes 
actors say that, and halfway through, they say, T want more

clothes.’ He never did. We bought him Dickies. It’s what gas 
station attendants wear. A lot of hip-hop guys wear them. The 
pants and shirts, he does occasionally look like a gas station 
attendant. Diesel jeans that looked fairly basic and worn-in and 
look great on him. We did a lot of the layered T-shirts to keep it 
youthful and bought some of those at Lucky Brand. It ranged 
from Urban Outfitters to Barneys.”

Like all costumers, Kaufmann finds herself constantly 
shopping and has picked up pieces at Bloomingdale’s and 
Nordstrom.

His shoes were kept regulation hipster: black, low-top 
Converses and work hoots she picks up at Army and Navy 
surplus stores.

When asked about Ellis Dove’s style, Fimmel says, “1 don’t give 
a s— about costume. He wears Dickies. 1 just make sure notliing 
matches.”

Why would anyone want to wear intentionally mismatched 
clothes?

“He’s just this FBI agent,” Fimmel savs. ‘Tve been wearing 
these jeans for the last week, honey. I clean them all the time and 
just put them back on.”

Wynonna returns with a tribute album
Wynonna is finally releasing a brand 

new album titled, Sing: Chapter One. 
This is her seventh studio album and 
it’s also important to note that it offers 
cover songs by other artists.

There’s only one new song on this 
album, ‘Sing’ which was written by fel­
low musician Rodney Crowell. You can 
see this new release as her way of pay­
ing tribute to artists from multiple gen­
res who have influenced her or who 
have impacted her life.

Wynonna has been a performer in 
the music industry for nearly twenty 
five years but she never sounded so 
great. This album brings a refreshing 
sound to her powerful voice.

After such a long absence and with 
today's music market, where an artist is 
only as great as his latest hit, is Wynon­
na taking a chance. Considering that 
her last hit was 2005's ‘Attitude’ which 
didn’t reach the Top 10, many will think

that she should have released an album 
filled with new material with potential 
hits.

T Hear You Knocking’ was 

written by Dave Bartholomew 
and Pearl King and it remains 
a well known rhythm and 
blues tune, even in our times. 
It has an awesome beat and 
the slight country twist on the 
arrangement lets Wynonna re­
ally put her own stamp on this 
classic.

The cover of Merle Hag­
gard’s ‘Are the Good Times Re­
ally Over’ places Wynonna 

right where she belongs. She conveys so 
much emotion as she sings that song to 
perfection and beyond.

This Merle Haggard original becomes

very actual when the diva sings with 
conviction: T wish a buck was still sil- 
ver/It was back when the country was 
strong/Back before Elvis; before the Viet­
nam War came along/Before The Beatles 
and "Yesterday"/When a man could still 
work, and still would/Is the best of the 
free life behind us now/Are the good 
times really over for good. I know coun­
try music fans will hit the repeat button 
for that one.

Wynonna's rendition of Stevie Ray 
Vaughan’s ‘The House Is Rockin'’ offers 
a twist of country. She’s still at the top, 
when she changes gears to perform 
some good time rock n' roll with a 
funky groove.

She also covers Bonnie Raitt's infec­
tious ‘Women Be Wise’, a bluesy warn­
ing to all women to keep an eye on their 
good looking men.

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There are more quiet moments on 
the album and nothing sounds more 
majestic than Wynonna's rendition of 
the Burt Bacharach classic ‘Anyone 
Who Has a Heart’. She gives a new 
meaning to every word in the song.

Wynonna once said in an interview, 
that Nat King Cole's ‘When I Fall in 
Love’ is one of her top 5 favourites of all 
time, and she really puts all her talent 
into her delivery. She’s been there, you 
can tell.

Her cover of ‘Till I Get It Right’ will 
hit every country fan in a good way. It is 
about a woman, who always seems to 
find the wrong kind of man, but she 
consistently tries to remain positive.

Wynonna might not have the tear- 
stained voice of Tammy Wynette but 
when it comes to old fashioned country 
heartbreak, she delivers masterfully. 
The brand new song ‘Sing’, is a gor­
geous testimony to the therapeutic 
power of music, it starts off slow then it 
builds into a great chorus.

Wynonna never restricted herself to 
an era or genre of songs and on this

album, every single song sounds like it 
was written especially for her. She has 
entitled this album Sing: Chapter 1. I 
really hope that she means just that. 
Hopefully there will be a chapter two!

We’ll remember that Wynonna Judd 
has been one of the most influential 
women in country music ever since her 
debut as part of the duo The Judds. 
They were able to blend country and 
blues and give fans some outstanding 
harmonies.

With hits like ‘Grandpa (Tell Me 
Bout The Good Old Days)’, ‘Mama He’s 
Crazy’, ‘Love Is Alive’, and ‘Love Can 
Build A Bridge’, The Judds' won just 
about every award in the industry.

When her mother Naomi decided to 
leave because of her health, Wynonna 
had to go out and find herself as a solo 
artist. It was hard for her and she bat­
tled everything from record companies 
to personal struggles. Still, with every­
thing, she climbed the charts as a solo 
artist with several hits including ‘No 
One Else On Earth’, ‘Girls With Gui­
tars’, ‘Tell Me Why’, and the unforget­
table ‘She Is His Only Need’.

She’s a fighter, a winner and most of 
all a very talented artist. Going solo 
made us realize how great she really is.
