| terest, which sre embruced in the Pamphlet now
| lying befure us,  We turn, therefore, with feelings
| of reliel, from Annexation—political annexation,
‘ with all 1ts perils and all its facilities,—to0 another

description of Annexution, to the viriues and pro-
perties of which we cheerfully subseribe—to An-
nexantion by Rail.

Americans, nor from any repugnunce o (heir in=
stitutions—far from it; we sincerely respect the
American people, we admire the American char-
acter, we admire their intelligence, their energy,
their enterprize. We believe theirinstitutions to
be peculiurly adapted to develope the resources
and impel the progress of a new country, we
| would gladly see the principles and elements of
' those institutions more largely infused inte our
| own, but we wish to see it done vnder our own
| flag, by our own Legislatore, at our own time.—
The Constitation of the United States is but the
concentrated essence of all those popular constitus
tions which during a period of one hundred and
filty years the English plantations in America had
derived from Eingland.

From the heterogeneous and abuormal character
of our population we know that it is both unpre-
pared and unfit Tor any sudden transition. An
abrupt change would be but another word of an«
archy. We know that our present system of go-
vernment, whatever may be its defects, possesses
all necessary scope aud capacity for improvement,
we look with confidence 10 the Legislatare of the
country for all such improvements and relorins us
may sanfely shorten the period ol n wise probation

wider expanse of mud.

That is in the interest of Plausburg it is quite
suerpfluous to mention, which interest is enhanc-
ed both ta the inhabitants of that thriving and
admirably sitaated town, and to the inhabitants
of the Lake shore generilly, by the not reniote
iyrolbnbility of the extension of the line to White~
hall .

Itis this combination of interests and concen—
tration of capital on one design, beneficial to all,
which satisfics us of the speedy construction of a
line which will be the least costly to build and
the most likely to pay in the North ol America.

Although Joubtless, the construction of this
line to Plautsburg must and will conduce to in—
crease the supply snd lower the price of many of
those necessaries of life with which, during the
interruption of navigation, preceding the * laking
of the ice,” Montreal has been hitherto so im-
perfectly provided, we agree with Mr. Keefer
that, if Montreal is to become n great city, we
must have, at all seasons of the year and at all
times of tide, cheap food and plenty of it. We

In old countries, in the overpeopled and over-
crowded communities of BEurgpe, the birth of
every new born living goul, is a cause of appre~
hension, here a source of congratulation. There
he may and most probably will become a burthen,
liere be must be a benefit. There he is born,
not to labour, but to starve; here he is born to
labour and to tnrive; to consume railroad freight,
to contribute to railroad travel, and to earn with
ease and certainty the means of paying for both.
We cannot refrain from dwelling on this subjeet,
because herein lies the true secret of the future
and progressive prosperity of ralroads on the
continent, If they have been planned with ordi.
nary prudence with reference to the increase of
population, and the means of supporting popula-
tion, they must advance, faster or slower, accerd-
ing to accidental circumsatances, but ** go.a-head"
they must. While the prozperity of'an European
railroad may have attained its mazimum or near
118 2mazimum at its very outset, the prosperity of
an American railroad is without limit and beyond
computation.

Mr. Keefer has shown atlength and with ability,
not only the importance of railroads to the deve=
lopment of a new country, but the perfect practis
cubility of constructing them by a judicious selec-
tion of lines, and by the combined application of
the capital of those who are, at once, interested
both in the building and in the using of them.
His remarks and illustrations apply to Canada in
general, but they bear with peculiar force on the
city of Montreal. From is insular position the
source of its strength during the summer months,

Looking, as we have ever done, upon the St,
Lawrence and Atlantic Railway as & great and
most useful enterprise, and without doubting its
ultimste success and profit to the stockholders as
a commercial speculation, we have ever regards~
ed it ae an enterprize rather of Canadian impor-
tance and value than of immediate interest to the
city of Montreal, That it will, and must greatly
benefit Monireal, we do not pretend or wish to
question, out we hold that the real, direct and pri.
mary benefitis a benefit conferred on the country,
while the interest of Montreal is indirect and sec-
ondary. The St Lawrence and Atlantic Rail.
road, on its Canada section, will pass through and
open up a country unequalled in North America
for Agricultural and pastoral produtiveness, but
we cannot conceal from ourselves, that the gener.
al tendeocy of this railway, will rather be to con.
‘vey such produce out to the United States, than
1 10 the city 'of Montreal. The people of Mon.
treal must look elsewhere for the means of sur.
mounting the difficulty and drawback of their in~
sular position.  Fortunately for them the difficulty
15 already half surmounted. In the Montreal and
Lachine Railroad running from the west of their
city to Lachine, at the only point on the St. Law-
renice traverseable all the year round; they have
a bridge made to their hamds.

We use the word * bridge” advisedly, because
at Lachine it is perfectly practicable to build a

Montreal, with a population of 60,000 inhabitanis,

requires, as an indispensible addition, a railway
in some directivn sbout 50 miles in length, pene~

trating a good agricultural country, for the supply

of the dqily wants of ber own citizens, and com-
municating directly with the city at all seasons of

the year.” We cannot do better than continue to
quote his words :—

** But as a means of supplying the City, no route

can be projected which will be able to compete

with the extension of the Lachine Railroad to-
ward Prescott. Thousands of pounda worth of
firswood, butter, eggs, milk, vegetables, [ruits,
pouliry and live stock ol every kind, would reach
lhe. city daily, which will never reach it without a
ailway. Instead of milk and water, bad butterand
stale vegelables, we would have pure milk, taken
from cows filty miles away in the City for break—
fast,—the price of fresh butter, vegetables and
firewood reduced, and a constant supply received.
We would notsee, as in last December, three feet
wood scarce at 308 per cord, becnuse nature was
lazy in building her bridge over the waters which
surround Montreal.) The valueof property (with-
in the Island) along the route would be inereased
fourfold, and farms fifty miles distant would be
placed in a beiter position than those which are
now ten miles off; while the incressed activity
given to businces in the city by the Railway
would keep up rents, and business men, particu-
larly in the present unhealthy eeason (July), could
have their dwellings ten or twenty miles out of
town, where the difference in renis, supplies and
other advantages, would more than compensate
them for the Railway fare in and out daily, and
the half hour's time on the road.

This road could be located so as to do the busi-
ness of the Ottawa River and Byiown, (destined
to be the third or fourth city of Upper Canada.)
The Ouawa steamboat navigation is imperloct,
and tedious. 'The Jumber trade on that river, em-
p!oying a capital of £500,000 annually, is of the
highest importance ; the constaut through travel-
ling of the lumberer would be a great sonrce of
profit to the road. If Montreal, the natural mar-
ket of Bytown and the QOuawas, does not exert
herself, the latter will moke no great effort o
avoid a connexion with Ogdensburg, which can
be done in less than half the distance to Mont—
real .”

The importance of such a communication to
Montreal can hordly be over-estimated. Let us
look at the data with reference to the New York
and Erie Railroad, & railroad extending from New
York to Dankirk on Lake Erie, and which, when
completed, will be 425 miles in length. Seveuty.
four miles only were in operatioun by the last ofs
ficial returns.  Now, it is worth while inquiring
how far New York has gained by the partial con.
struction of this road. We find that—

“The articles for which the Erie Railroad is an
outlet are chiefly the produsis of a grazing country
—milk, butter, cattle, calves, sheep and pigs. Of
the former article, milk, so important is the busi-
ness thata special train, known as the * milk.
train," is run each morning for the supply of the
citizens of New York, whose daily wants are thus
administered to from cows feeding beyond the
Shawangunk Mountains and drinking the waters
which flow into the Delaware. The freight up~
ward to this grazing disirict is chiefly groeeries,
salt, lumber, iron, flour and meal, dry goods, salied
provisions, &e¢.”

And we find further in the Appendix, under

Tae MacsteriaL Dismissars.—The dis-
missals continue. Nota paper do we take up
from any part of the Province ; but we find
some new act of this kind, either compleled
or in its incipient stage. Our last Upper
Canada exchanges bring us the news that
Col. Prince has been interrogated by the Go-
vernment on the subject of his independence
letter, and that he has replied to Mr. Secre-
tary Leslie in a very laconic note, extremly
to the paint. He aversthat he did write that
letter; believes every word in it to be true;
and hopes that the ideas there developed will,
one day, be carried out.

The last Official Gazette contains a notice
of the dismissal of Mr. Aumond, one of the
most energetic lumberers on the Ottawa, from
the magistracy ; and L'Avenir published two
epistles from Mr. Dessaulles, of St. Hyacinthe,
addressed to Mr. Leslie, on the same subject.
The first of these letters replied to Mi. Les-
lie’s- inquiry, and stated that the ‘writer was
a signer of the Annexation manifesto. The
second was written after the publication of the
dismissal in the Gazetfe.

Mr. Dessaulles resigns his place as com-
missioner of small causes, as he has beeu dis-
charged from the other places.

In the meantime, while these proceedings

are going on, as if to show how little any one
values these small potatoe offices, Mr. A.
Campbell, of Gananocque; has written to Go-
vernment to beg that his: name should be
erased from the new commission of the
peace ; the persons named in it being the most
jguorant and characterless in the country.
This letter is published in the Kingston News,
and we see in the same journal, a re-publica-
tion of a letter from Dominic Daly, Esq.,
under the government of Lord Metealfe. It
appears that some persons, partizans of the
ministry of the day, had written to complain
of a Magistrate, who was their opponent in
politics, The complainauts desired that their
names might be concealed, to which the Se-
cretary wrote in reply, that'in all cases where
complaintswere madeagainst magistrates, the
party complained of should be furnished with
a copy of the charges aud the names of the
complainants. He ads, that under these cir-
cumstances, no notice wili be taken of the
complaint until the parties be heard from
again, in'order that they might consider whe-
ther they would proceed, after knowing the
opinion of the Government as to the course to
be taken.

together silent on this important matter, but
that, in introducing the Report of the Light
Committee to the Corporation, we stated our
conviction that, coute qui coufe, light we must
have, and that the disagreement between the
Corporation and the Gas Company, as to the
terms upon which the latter could afford it to
us, was but a lame excuse for the durkness in
which, after sundown, our city is enshrouded.
As the writer has been one of the Directors of
the Gas Company from its commencement up
to a short time ago, when his other avoca-
tions forced him to resign his seat at the
Board ; and as he has, consequently, been a
party to all the transactions between the
Company and the Corporation, it would, evi-
dently, be unbecoming in him to assume the
place of a judge, between the contending
parties ; and we have, therefore, while pub-
lishing the Report of the Light Committee and
the Manager of the Gas Company, Mr. Fal-
coner’s, reply to it, abstained from giving our
own opinion. The following article is from
the Pilot of Saturday last. We fully concur
in the sensible and temperate remarks of our
contemporary. Gas, we think with him, the
citizens of Montreal expect their Corporation
will supply them with—more especially as,
even at £4 10s—a lamp—the price demand-
ed by the Gas Company—they will pay less
for it tha' , we believe,any city on thk contin-
ent. W had intended, in connexion with this
subject, to have offered a few suggestions
on other Corporation matters—cleansing the
streets, &c., and the claims which ought
to have a preference upon the city Exchequer,
before any sums should be voted, excepting
for what is absolutely necessary to the health
of the ecity,—but we find we shall not have
space to doso to-day. We shall return tothe
subject and in the meantime will only cor-

ours lately fell. We find there is no longer
any specific road tax levied upon the citizens;
and that he, therefore, was mistaken in sup-
posing that funds levied for the express pur-
pose of keeping our streets in order, were
devoted toany other purpose. T'he following
are the Pilot’s remarks:—

We must have gas. It is too late in the day
to talk of going back to oil. The city fathers must
bestir themselves and enlighten our darkness, If
their predecessors were not sufficiently ghrewd in
maoking a bargain, it cannot be helped now; they
must get out of the difficulty the best way they can
—but we must have gas.

Public Compunies are not unfrequently losing
concerns, Competition is so keen now-.a-days,
that for the sake of doing business paries are
tempted to make proposals at rates below a fair
remuneration, in the hope that by some means,
not then even dimly discernible, the loss may be
made up, or that a lucky change of affairs may
enable them to secure better arrangements. This
is not a desirable state of things. As the work-
man should have fair wages for his work, so the
merchant should get a fair profit on his goods,
and the Company a fair dividend on their invest.
ments. The Gas Company say that they cannot
provide gas at a lower price than £4 per lamp
without repairs, and £4 10s. with them ; and that
whereas tw& years and a.half ago they offered to
take £3 and £3 10s., that offer was not accepted,
nor the letter contnining it answered—besides
which, they have now uscertained that the last
mentioned prices are not remunerative. These
are the facts of the case.

Perhaps the verdict of public opinion would be

that there have been faulis on both sides. It may
be s0. There can be no mistake, however, as 1o
the expression of the public voice. Itisheardin
all parts of the city—in the broad streets as well
as in the narrow passages. Every body exclaims,
we must fave gas.  Our city fathers will listen,
and redress the grievance.
One word to the Gas Company. Give us a
good article, and give it us uniformly—not the
splendour of an illumination one hour, and the
darkness of a London November fog the next.
Lnst Sunday evening, fur instance, for nearly
half-an hour, there was scarcely auy light at all.
T'he Churches wore the appearance of a funereal
gloom. Though we sat close by one of the bur.
ners, we could not see 1o read, and the clergyman
was unable to proceed with the service till candles
were taken into the pulpit. This must have
arisen [rom some neglect or mismanagement.
We had occusion to refer to inconveniences of
this kind some time ago. Care will be taken, we
hope, to prevent any further complaint.

At the request of several of our friends,
who take an interest in the *rise and pro-
gress” of railroads in Canada, we have co-
pied from the columns of a contemporary,
“Stoker’s” interesting letter upon the subject
—it will be found in our first page. We
need scarcely say that we differ entirely from
“Stoker” in his political speculations, but we
have no objections that our readers should
have an opportunity of judging of them for
themselves. It will be seen that he falls into
the common error of begging the question,
and taking it for granted that our independ-
ence and admission into the American Union,
would be injurious to the Mother Country.
We, on the contrary, believe that that “ con-
sammaltion so devoutly to be wished for,”
wouald be mutually beneficial to all parties
concerned ; and, until it is consummated, we
have little hopes of seeing * Stoker’s” weil-
coneeived plans carried into effect.

Proressor WesstEr.—We so fully and
cordially agree with the sentiments of the Edi-
tor of the Quebec Mercury, as contuined in the
following article, that we prefer giving them to
our readers, in his well-chosen and forcible
language, to ourselves writing anything upon
the sad and humiliating subject. Alas, for
human nature ! when such a character as Dr.
Webster is universally admitted to have been,
by all who knew him,—an affectionate hus-
band and father—a man of a naturally kind
and loving disposition, with a mind elevated
and enlightened by a life spent in the service
of science—when such a man falls, when not
even a doubt of his guilt can be permitted to
cast its shadow between us and its enormity,
—we ask ourselves, what man can feel se-
cure ? ¥

The trial of Professor Webster, at Boston,
on indictment for the murder, in November
last, of Dr. Parkman, which having commen-
ced on 19¢h ultimo, hus ended, on the 1st in-
stant, in his conviction. Sentence ot death
has, accordingly, been pronounced on the un-
happy man. The telegraphie reports that
have reached us, say, that an impression ge-
nerally had prevailed, that the Professor
would not be convicted, and that many think
that the Court had an undue leaning in favor
of the prosecution, and that the accused had
been hardly dealt with. The whole matter
constitutes a cause celebre, and it is not sur-
prising that so great an interest should have
arisen with respect to it, not merely on the
spot, but throughout the whole North Ameri-
can Continent, approaching almost to excite-
ment. At this distance from the seene, we,
probably, can judge of it better, certainly with
more coolness, than those on the spot, whose
excitement may warp the judgment of the
spectators. The evidence, like that which
only can be adduced in most murders, is, it is
true, but eircumstantial, but of a eharacter,
taking all the circumstances that have been
bronght out, and clearly proved, so convine-
ing it seems to us, as not to leave a doubt,
not the shadow of it, that Dr. Parkman came
to his death by the hands of Professor Web~
ster, and by his hands alone. The awful se-
erety from the moment of the Professor’s ar-
rest, seems to have been overpowering and
more than he could bear, and the conscious—
ness of his guilt was betrayed in eveiy word
and action of the manslayer, at whom the
finger of Providence pointed, and the eyes of
all were at once directed. We feel, as every
humane heart ought, for the unhappy man,
who, in a moment of transport, and, as we
believe, without permeditation, slew hisfriend,
and, then, to conceal his guilt, increased it an
hundred fold by the subsequent revolting pro
ceedings he took for that purpose, in culling
up maiilating and burning parts of the re=
« mains, throwing others iunto the privy, and
stowing away the thorax or chest, enclosing
a thigh, the whole enveloped in tan barn, in-
to an old tea-chest. What anxious, wretched
moments must he not have passed at the so-
litary and horrible employment 2—but still
more do we sympathise with his guiltless
wife, children and relatives, whom his error
has precipitated into an abyss of misery and
shame, from which they cannot recover, and
compared to which death absolutely must be
comfortable.

It is said that a young medieal student has
declared since the tral, that he actually saw
Professor Webs'er standing over the dead
body of Dr. Parkman, aud took an oath not to
reveal the awful fact, but that conscience has
proved stronger than the unlawful and im-
pious oath. However, this may be,the cha-
racter for ability and learning which distin-
guish the courts of New England—the
patience and solemnity with which, during a
long trial occupying fourteen days, the pro-
ceedings have been conducted by the judges,
men evidently of a high intellectual and
moral order, and above all the universal
morality, great good sense, and remarkable
discernment, which characterize the people
of Massachusetts, and of course a Massachu-
sefte jury on the trial of a fellow being for his
life, are so many pledges, whatever diffir-
ences of opinion there may be as to the tech-
nical or legal sufficiency of the evidences
upon which the conviction has taken place,
that there can be no doubt whatever of the
auilt of Professor Webster, and that no in—
justice is done by the verdict which a jury of
his country, after a long and patient, and as
we believe, most impartial hearing, have
rendered against him.

It there be a doabt of the Professor’s guilt,
or the possibility of it, it is more than prob-
able that the benefit of the doubt, such we
believe to be the hnmanity and justice of our
neighbours, will be afforded him. Buat how-
ever this may be, we feel also assured, thai
if it be consistent with the sense of duty en-
tertained by the government and authorities
of the State of Massachusetts to the people
thereof to dispense with the barbarous punish-
ment of strangling to death a fellow being in
altonement of his crime, as if the perpetration
of alegal, solemn and public homicide conld
atone for the secret and iilegal deed, and
commute the awful penalty with its horrific
accompaniments rather demoralizing, as we
deem them in their effects, than otherwise
upon the masses, into imprisonment for life,
or perpetual exile, it will be more in accord-
ance with the enlightened spirit and feeling
of mankind in thisage of progressand improve-
ment in civilization, than the rigid enforce-
ment of the maxim * blood for blood”, and
be hailed accordingly by christians and civiliz-
ed men of all denominations throughout the
whole world.

Sacriece.—We deeply regret to learn
that St. James's Church, St. Johus, C.E.,
under the charge of the Rev. Charles Bau-
croft, rector, was, on Saturday evening last,
entered by some evil-disposed persons through
a window, who removed a monument therein
erected by the officers of the 82nd Regt. in
memory of Mr. Perry, of the same regiment,
and carried it into the grave yard and there
destroyed and broke it ip pieces. A reward
of £50 will be offered by the members of the
chureh for the discovery of the offenders.

We trust that our correspondent’s remon-
strance, and these few remarks of ours, will
not escape the notice of the gentlemen com-
posing the Board of Trade, and that some
steps will be adopted torectify the evils com-
plained of.

TARES ON SUGARS, &ec.

To the Editor of the MoxTREAL HRRALD,

Str,—In the Report of the Board of Trade
published in your paper of this morning, I per-
ceive reference is made to the concession obtained
from the Custom House Department in Tares of
Muscovado Sugars. It appears that the Tares
considered by the * Board” to be just, (when the
invoice tare is not specified) and which are now
ullowed by the Custom House on all raw sugars,
are—
12 per cent on packages over 1000 Ibs,
14 per cent on packages from 500 Ibs. to 1000 Ibs.
nnd actual tare on packages under 500 1bs.

Now, I would ask the * Honorable Board”,
ow does it happen that this concession from the
(Custom House Department has not been recoms
imended by the ** Board” to be extended to the
ipurchaser of sugars in this market? The tares
by which sugars continue to be sold being—

10 per cent on packages over 1,400 lbs.

11 per centon packuges from 1000 1bs to 1400 Ibs.
12 per cent on all packsges under 1000 Ibs.

It is a trite but very homely proverb, that
“ what is sauce for the goose is sauce for the gan-
der” ; and il it is not right to pay duties on sugars
under the latter tariff, it surcly cannot be fair to
continue defrauding the purchaser by selling 10
him under it. ‘Chat even the former tanff'is in-
sufficient to cover the tares, I can state from actual
experivnce, that the loss on a single tierce has
been over 70 lbs, It is quite common to find a
logs of 40 lbs. to 50 1bs, ; and very rarely is the
loss under 20 lbs. per tierce. On packages un.
der 500 1bs., I have known 20 ibs. loss in tare.
Loss in tare of sugars has always been experi.
enced. There are other arlicles on whieh heavy
losses in tares are sustained. I will only mention
cavendish tobacco, on which the tare is 30 1bs. 10
32 |bs—while invariably the hoxes weigh from 36
Ibs. 10 40 |bs. Purchasers here have long subx
mitted 10 *“shaving" in tares; butI feel nssured
they will submit no longer. Let full tares he
given on all goods, and goon it will be found that
sterling honesty and integrity in these matters will
‘be found to be the wisest poliey. In the report of
ho Bohrd of Teado, montion im made: of 8 new
thriff a8 to stornge, &ec., being about to be sub.
mitted 3 and I hope the Board will make an alter-
atian in the tarifl of tares, and especially in tares
of sugnis, so as at the very least to.come up to the
present Custom House standard.

The London Times designates the support
of the African squadron as a deplorable hum-
bug,and says the country must take thismat-
ter into its serious consideration. A large
proportion of our fleet, a forch it is said, is em=
ployed in the interminable fool’s  errand in
the Tropics, withont the least benefil what-
ever, but a great deal of harm. A million a
year is a low estimate of the expense.
There are pretty evident signs of an ap-
proaching dissolution of Parliament. The bill
for the abolition of the Lord Lieutenancy of
Ireland is to be presented to Parliament afier
Easter.

We learn from Ireland, that cultivation is
going on more rapidly than was anticipated,
and that a great breadth of potatoes have been
sown. Emigration from the sonthern counties
of Ireland is rapidly increasing. I'he opera-
tions of the encumbered estates bill are now
beginning to have their beneficial effects.—
The first estate sold under the new comumis-
sion was bought by a tenant farmer. The so-
ciety for the improvement of the ecultivation
of Flax in Ireland are making strenuous ef-
forts to introduce that erop into the southern
and western provinces.

Lord Gough, who has been honored and
feted everywhere, since he has returned from
India, proposes returning to his country seat.

GREECE.

On the 1st of March, three hours after the
departure of the French steamer for Marseil-
les, the English Consul at Athens issued the
following circular :—

¢ I am instructed by Her Majesty’s Minis-
ter Plenipotentiary tothe King of Greece, to
inform you that Her Majesty’s government
having good hopes of obtaining a satisfactory
settlement of their demands on the Greek go-
vernment, through the good offices of the
F'rench Republic, having given orders to
Vice-Admiral Sir William Parker to suspend,
for a reasonably limited period of time, the
coercive actions of Her Majesiy's squadron ;
but nevertheless to retain any Greek vessel
actually in his possession, or pledges in depo-
sit, until a finalarrangement shall have been
made. Orders have consequently been given
by Vice-Admiral Parker, for the present free
ingress and egress of all vessels actually in
possession of Her Majesty’s squadron.

This circular caused great satisfactien in
Athens.

The trade appears to have immediately re-
sumed its usual course. The correspondent of
the Timesstated that on the 2ud instant, M.
T'houvenel wrote to Mr. Wyse, proposing that
Sir Willian Parker should give up the Greek
ships into his possession, and that he, the re-
presentative of the French Republi¢, would
guarantee the payment of the claims of Her
Majesty’s Government on Greece.

Mr. Wyse replied that he regretted being
unable to comply with M. Thouvenel’s pro-
position—that the instructions which he had
received from Lord Palmerston did not permit
him to accept of such an offer.

FRANCE,

The elections have 'closed without any dis-
turbances whatever. The official declara-
tion ot the members returned from Paris, took
glace on Friday morning, when the three

ocialist candidates, Carnot, Vidal and Flotte,
were declared duly elected. The numbers
polled were as follows :—Carnot, 132,797:
Vidal, 128,439 ; De Flotte, 126,982. M. De-
Flotte, the lowest of the successful eandidates,
has a majority of 1,339 over M. Foye, the
highest candidate of the unsuccessful list.
Very few persons were present at the cere-
mony, and little excitement was manifested.
Thé Patrie, which.is looked npon as a semi-
official paper, intimated that the government
will adopt prompt and eflective means, by
which the ultra democratic party shall be re-
strained.

The Moniteur also announces the appoint-
ment of M. Ferdinand Barrot, as Envoy ex-
traordinary and Minister Plenipotentiary at
Turin, on a special mission in place M. Lucien
Murat.

The retail trade of Paris has suffered a
severe check, in consequence of the agitation
accompanying the elections. The accounts
from the departments are more favourable—
the manufacturers in the priucipal towns being
fully oceupied.

Their is some difference between the Min-
ister of Finance and his colleagues as to the
amount of caution money to be deposited by
the Press.  Some of the Conservative journals
are denouncing the shop keepers who vot-
ed for the democratic candidates at the recent
elections, and calling upon the public to with-
draw from them their custom and never to
enter their shops.

Letters from Strasburch mention that an
association is immediately to be formed there
for the propagation of anti-soeialist doctrines
among the peasants.

The news from Paris on Tuesday and Wed-
nesday was of a more tranquil character than
for some days past, and all appearance of an
emeuteisat an end. Six Representatives of the
Mouuntain have proposed an amendment to the
Budget for the reduction of 1,500,000 francs
in the allowance to the Parochial Clergy.

Paris, Thursday.—In the Chamber the
Minister of Justice brought forward his re—
pressive measure against the Press.  He pro-
poses to raise the caution money from 20,000
to 50,000 franes for daily papers published in
Paris, and to 12,000 franes for those publish-~
ed in the Provinces. He also proposed to es-
tablish a stamp of three centimes on Paris
journals, and two centimes on those published
inthe departments,  He concluded by declin-
ing the discussion urged. It was opposed,
but ultimately carried : the minister of Justice
then presented his bill demanding that the
law for the suppression of elubs should eon-
tinue in force during next year and be applic-
able to electoral meetings—calculated to com-
promise the publio security. He likewise de-

granted. The election of Flotte is declared
valid. The agitation in the South for a revi-
sion of the Constitution is in¢reasing, The
majority in favor of a stamp duty on the trans-
fer of Goyernment Stocks, and the proposed
restrictive measures for the press, has cansed
a fall in the funds. Fives opened at 91,30
and closed at 90,85,

GERMANY.

At the opening of the Chamber on the 15th,
the King of Wurtemburg declared an Unita-
rian state of Germany will be nothing but a
chimera, and said that if attempted to be car-
ried out it would lead to the separation and
dissolution of Germany itself. The speech
was greatly eheered, and produced a favoura—-
ble effeet upon the people. A letter from
Berlin, dated the 16th, says:—%“ We Jearn
from an authentic sonrce, that the mission of
Count Berinygsen to Vienna, has failed com-
pletely”’.  Hanover has taken the decided
resolution to place herself in the face of the
rivalries of Prussia and Austria, and 10 act a
passive part amid the internal complications
of Germany. It is reported that a Congress
of German Sovereigns will be held in April at
Dresden, to take counsel on German maltters.
The Emperor of Austria, and the Kings of Ba-
varia, Hanover and Saxony will be present,
PRUSSIA,

Advices from' Berlin inform us that the
negotiations between the Courts' of Austria
and Prussia for the definilive constitation of a
central government for Germany, have entire-
ly failed.

The Paris correspondent of the Morning
Chronicle says that the French government
has received advices from: Switzerland, from
whichitappears that Prussia hasabandoned all
claims upon Neufchatel, stating explicitly,
that she abandons her claims only because
she considers the sacrifice one which: she is
bound to/make for the preservation of the
peace of Burope.

ITALY.

The Paris Universe has the following :—
Cardinal Antezelli has made known to M.
de Rayneval, that the Holy Father had resoly-

manded urgeney in the matter, wliich was |

ed to leave for Rome in the beginring of April,
and that that resolution was about to be com-
municated officially to the Diplomatic corps.
The Constitationel of the 9.hinst., states that
the British Government has presented a notice
to the Tuscan Cabinet, demanding compen-
sation for the losses sustained by the British
residents in Leghorn, during the bombard-
ment of that city by the Austrian troops. At
Leghorn they are apprehensive of a visit from
the British fleet. :
Advices from Naples state that the muni-
cipality of Naples presented to the Kinga
petition, signed by 20,000 persons, praying
that the Constitution might be abolished by
law, as it was de faclo.

AUSTRIA AND HUNGARY.

Five columns of the Pesth Zeitung are
filled with the sentences passed,by courts-
martial, upon the persons who have been
compromised in the late Hungarian revolu-
tion. All the sentences of death have been
commuted to terms of imprisonment in irons,
in the fortifications, for periods of twelve and
sixteen years. The Austrian government has
repealed Baron Haynau’s tax on the Hunga-
rian Jews, and even promised to indemnify
those who have already paid the assess-
ment. .
An inundation of the Danube has caused
immense injury in Hungary, especially at
Comorn, Raab, and the Kasper districf. Fif-
teen thousand persons have taken refuge at
Raab, in the greatest destitution.

DENMARK AND THE DUCHIES.

Advices from Berlin state that Gen. Rauch
has returned from his mission in the Duchies
of Schleswig Holstein—that he has failed in
his object, and that the hope of an
understanding is further off than ever.
The Baltic Gazette states that Denmark
will only agree to a prolongation of the
armistice on the following conditions, viz :—
Dissolution of the army of Schleswig Holes-
tein, or ite great reduction ; dissolution of the
National Assembly; a new electorial system
and the oceupaton of Rendsburgh by Danish,
and Swedish troops ; and she will only con-
clude a peace on the basis of a reunion of the
Duchies to Denmark. There is an apprehern-
sion that England will imperiously dictate the
conditions of peace, if its conciliatory efforts
prove unavailing.
SWITZERLAND.

The Suisse of Berne says,—The Federal
Council have decided in according a subsidy
of from 20 to 100 Swiss livres to the Refugees
gravely compromised who should select asy-
lum out of Switzerland. The most necessi-
tous are to be transferred gratis to the frontier.

RUSSIA. )

Accounts from every port in the Empire
speak of the remarkable state of the wheather
—the alternations of thaw and frost, have been
quite unusual ; and severe as the winters. of
Russia generally are, the cold has been more
intense this year than in the memory of man,
It is stated from St. Petersburg, that an nkase
has been issned, according to which the Rus.
sian and Austrian governments engage reci-
procally to surrender the Jews who have pass-
ed from one country into the other.

CHINA.

The weather for January has been unusu-
ally cold and wet. Canton and Shanghai
markets are satisfactory. Sale of imports
have been large, at improved prices general-

ly.
d INDIA AND CHINA.

The overland mail from Bombay to 16th,
Calcutta to 7th February, and Hong Kong to
30th Janunary, arrived in England on’ 22l
March.—T'he political news possesses no in-
terest. The whole of India was perfectly
tranquil—at Bombay business was still flat.
The imports of Cotton Piece Goods and metals
have been on an extensive scale, while the
orders for the interior have not increased—
buyers therefore looked for lower prices, but
holders were firm, and indisposed to
submit to the reduction—the consequence
is that a very limited business is reported by
this opportunity. Cotton was very secarce
and freights were exceedingly dull at £3 to
Liverpool, butthat quotation was nominal.
Money was scarce, and the accommadation
very limited.

At Calcutta the import market was quiet.
There have been no large arrivals of British
manufactured goods to increase the stocks,
norany great demand from the interior lo di-
minish the supplies, which were enly on
moderate scales—hence prices were fairly
maintained both for cloth and yarn. The ex-

ort market was characterized by a more
ively feeling. Indigo was in brisk demand
at improved prices—money was plentiful and
reasonable for all legitimate purposes—Ex.
change 1s 114d for six months sight bills.

‘The China letters report an improved de-
mand for shirting and yarns, in consequence
of the short stock and the moderate quantities
reported by late arrivals. Tea and silks both
maintained full prices and were scarce—Ex-
change 4s 44d per dollar.

Tae Lumeer Trape,—It appears from the best
information that can be had on the gubject, that
the quantity of timber manufactored this year on
the various lumbering establishments on the Ot-
tawa and St. Lawrence Rivers will amount to
something like twenty~three millions of feet. It
ia estimated that there are eighteen millions of
White Pine, three millions of Red Pine, and about
one and a half millions of Elm and other kinds
together. But being aware that this estimate
has been arrived at by taking the quantity
on the ice, and that it does not include some
that farmers are taking out, and which even
yet is not on the ice, we think the total amount
may be put at 23 millions at least. A great pro-
portion of the White Pine made this year is of a
very inferior quality ; and, with the exception of
‘Red Pine, which is generally of good quality, the
same may be said of the other kinds. At present
the water is low in the Rivers, and the snow is
wasting so gradually by sunshine, that if we do
not have heavy raing the water will not be high
enough in the small streams to bring the Timber
out. Should this be the case, it is impossible to
say how much it would lessen the market supply,
but it would in most cases keep a good article out
of the market.—Bytown Packet.
