Whatever July's weather statis-
tics may have lacked in drama, they
have made up for in benefits to
local farmers, as corn, small grains
and even hay are looking good
these days.

While many people were left
with the impression of exceptional-
ly high July temperatures, it just
wasn't so, says Ormstown farmer-
weatherman Peter Finlayson.

The average temperature was

21.8 degrees C. only marginally
higher than last July's 21.6. (The
average is 20.9, so both years have
been warmish, but Peter's record
month was July 1975, with an aver-
age of 22.2 degrees C.)

After a very dry June, a total of
123.5 mm (4.9 inches) of rain
arrived in large and well-spaced
batches, relieving stress on com
and helping out those who gambled

What is covered
with white spots and
bounces around on lit-
tle pointed hooves?

It’s Tiny, a young
fawn rescued from
likely death four days
after its mother was
killed accidentally by a
motorist travelling
along the Gore Rd.

Since mid-June, the
now eight-to 10-week-
old fawn has been the
centre of attention and
star attraction at Bill
Reznicek and Susan
McKinstry’s farm on
the Rockburn Sideroad
in Hinchinbrooke.

Susan  happened
along that fateful
Sunday in June, saw
the dead doe in the
ditch, observed its
udder and realized that
a baby must be nearby.
After eluding
searchers for four
days, the famished
orphan finally wan-
dered out of the bush
on its own.

Picked up by a
neighbor, the spotted
charge spent the next
few hours in Susan’s
kitchen,  seemingly
relieved to have found
someone to hold and
comfort her after some
96 hours alone in a
swampy area.

Within a half-hour,
she had started to bond
with her new family
and chewed on avail-

able earlobes, particu-
larly Kim Hardy’s
(who boards with
Susan and Bill), wait-
ing to learn how to
care for the deer from
an area wildlife care
resource, Sam Jenkins,
who has successfully
raised several caribou
calves.

The first few weeks
were a blur of bi-
hourly bottle feedings
of lamb milk-replacer,
with added vitamins
and calcium,.

“Oh-h, she’s so
tiny,” said everyone
who came to admire
the foundling. The
name stuck.

Tiny is now part of
a menagerie of several
horses (including a 29-
year-old in the next
stall), two lambs, a
rooster and a couple of

dogs which relish
sniffing and licking the
youngster.

Each evening, Tiny
is released for exercise
under supervision in a
fenced yard where she
zigs and zags, often
with her powder-puff
tail flared.

The fawn will be
with the family until at
least the fall, when
Susan hopes to have
found a place with a
natural environment
where the deer could
live permanently, since
protected species can-
not be kept as pets.

But for now, Tiny is
enjoying some Valley
hospitality.

How does your garden grow?

L

COPING WITH
THE CLIMATE

In time, gardeners
develop insights into
the growth patterns of
plants under their care.
But it's more difficult
to work with the vary-
ing pattern of climatic
changes during the
growing season.
Drought, for instance,
can test the ingenuity
of the gardener to the
fullest.

Some plants can tol-
erate lack of rainfall,
some even flourishing
in dry conditions -
generally the deeper-
rooted and coarser
plants. In hot dry con-
ditions, the growth
cycle of most plants
tends to accelerate,
producing stubby
coarse growth.

Lack of water
around roots stops dis-
tribution of nutrients
through the plant’s
feeding system. The
plant will loose its
leaves and eventually
shrivel and die.

Protection during
drought includes ade-
quate watering
mulching over plant
roots to retain moisture
already in the ground,
and use of wind-breaks
to control transpiration
loss. Plants with broad
horizontal leaves will
suffer more from
excessive transpiration
than a plant having
narrow vertical leaves.

During  watering,
mulch  should be
moved away from the
plant, then replaced to
help lock in the mois-
ture. An occasional
thorough soaking is far
more beneficial to a
plant than repeated
shallow sprinklings.

Knowledge of your
soil type is an asset.

Prolonged  drought
conditions will
increase  alkalinity,

whereas heavier rain-
fall leads to acidity.

Another disadvan-
tage to shallow water-
ing combined with fer-
tilizers is build-up of
salts in the soil, a con-
dition which stops ger-
mination and can
cause stunted growth
or death.

When extreme
drought  conditions
have caused crusting
and compacting of the
soil, in the fall the
ground should be culti-
vated and tilled to per-
mit winter moisture to
penetrate and help
avoid surface nutrient
run-off.

A medium loam
soil, with a good pro-
portion of clay, will
minimize rapid dry-out
in warm dry summers.

On the plus side, a
dry hot summer means
a decrease in humidity,
which helps curtail
diseases occurring
under wetter condi-
tions.

Creating a microcli-
mate can accommo-
date plants which
might prove difficult
to raise otherwise.
Making use of existing
deciduous shade trees
on the west or south
side of the house, for
example, will provide
outdoor cooling in the
summer but allow sun-
light to heat during the
winter.

Eastern exposures
are shaded during the
warmest part of the
day and are therefore
cooler than western
exposures.  Stone or
brick will hold heat

longer after sun-down
than will wooden
structures. A light-col-
ored southern wall will
reflect more heat to
nearby slower beds;
and afternoon sun in
the summer can cause
damage to heat-intoler-
ant plants.

Careful attention to
the initial choice of
plants and a suitable
planting space offers a
key to a successful gar-
den, no matter how
extreme the weather.

In the vegetable gar-
den, raised beds offer
many desirable
options. Soil types can
be varied and the size
of the plot can be easi-
ly controlled; also

drainage is easier to
maintain.

Extreme climatic
changes affect plants in
various ways. When a
hot dry stretch follows
a cool moist period,
tomatoes can develop
blossom-end rot. But
if conditions have been
dry and hot, and abun-
dant water becomes
available, the fruit is
likely to crack due to a
sudden  accelerated
growth rate.

If this is beginning
to look like a no-win
situation, remember
you are the boss, and
your perseverance can
still pay off with a
bountiful harvest and a
beautiful garden.

“We have extremely
good legal advisors
who tell us that the
Canadian position is
consistent and legiti-
mate, and we are con-
fident that we will sur-
vive an American chal-
lenge when the issue
goes before a GATT
panel), Goodale said at
an brief press confer-
ence at the Bryson
farm.

All the Americans
are proposing is to
have the matter inves-
tigated and to argue
their case, he added,
continuing that the
Canadian government
has believed from the
onset when the North
American Free Trade
Agreement was
signed, that the U.S.
would  fight  the
Canadian tariff system
under which the milk
industry operates.

Impressed

Goodale said that he
wasn’t surprised by
what he saw in
Quebec. He has
always known the
province was dynamic
and innovative in its
methods of agricul-
ture, and the visit,
which included a day-
long tour of St-
Hyacinthe's
BOVITEQ, Quebec’s
cattle embryo market-
ing centre; CIAQ, the
artificial insemination
unit; and research
farms, only deepened
his positive impres-
sions.

“l expect that my
visits across Canada
this summer, starting
with the Quebec tour,
will constantly under-
line the point I've been
making in Ottawa, that
too many Canadians
take agriculture for
granted or have a mis-
interpretation, “
Goodale commented.

Agriculture is eight
per cent of the econo-
my, providing 1.8 mil-
lion (15 per cent) of
Canadian jobs, pro-
duces $15 billion in
agriculture and agri-
food to generate a pos-
itive $3 billion trade
balance.

With tech-
nical assistance from
Huntingdon MAPAQ
soil technician Pierre
Filion, and use of ana-
lyzed liquid manure,
the Brysons have
slashed $30,000 in
chemical fertilizer pur-
chases.
