When Vicky Tremblay learned while
watching a 7 am news bulletin on televi
sion of the unfolding disaster in Lac
Megantic following a massive train
wreck and series of explosions, she
immediately contacted her mother a
native of Sainte-Cecile de Whitton, a
small town located next to the affected
communty, where several of her family
members still reside “After venfying, 1
was happy to hear that my family in Lac
Megantic did not live near the railway in
that area,” she says

mother again to make sure she had spo-
ken with her family She quickly learned
that her uncle, who 1s also her godfather,
was missing. He had been at the famous
MusiCafé restaurant-pub, which sat
along the railroad tracks over which the
Montreal, Maine and Atlantic Railway
passed

“Ever since that day, we have been
waiting for news, and not good news
says Tremblay “Jean Pierre Roy a well-
respected contractor in the region and
father of three wonderful children is still
missing. Honestly, we are lucky that the
Roy family 1s immense and that the
members are close to one another des-
pite the geographic distance, but the wait
1s intolerable... Imagine what all of the
people of Lac-Megantic are living "

Since the morning of July 6, she has
stayed close to the phone with her com
puter connected to Facebook. Ms
Tremblay has been able to stay informed
on everything surrounding the Lac
Megantic tragedy and to “keep in touch”

with her family and cousins, in addition
to ensuring that another of her uncles,
Guy Roy, a firefighter, is doing well,

"Thinking about a tragedy as big as
this one, which has gone around the
world, you get the feeling we won a bad
lottery by having people we know who
could not escape. Even hearing Ms.
Marois, Mr. Harper, Queen Elizabeth II
and the Pope all offer their sympathies to
the families of victims just hurts so
much,” says Ms. Tremblay

The following day, the young mother
decided-to help the citizens of Lac-
Megantic by holding a clothing drive
during which she collected clothes, non-
perishable items, hygiene products,
books, blankets and bed sheets as well as
children’s items. All the products were
put 1n boxes to be sent on Tuesday to the
Montignac High School, where citizens
were staying in the days following the
acadent. I had to refuse donations along
the way because my parent’s car was so
full when they delivered on Tuesday,” she
savs

We saw political gaffs as politicians let
go of decency and respect too quickly
for the sake of a quick jab at opponents.
We witnessed finger-pointing at its
extreme as all involved struggled to
come to terms with how exactly this
could have happened.

The answer is that both the municipal
authorities in Huntingdon and the CSX
Corporation have already deployed a
series of concrete measures to limit the
negative effects of any major accident
that could occur along the railway.

In responding to questions by
Huntingdon Mayor Stéphane Gendron,
the chief of the municipal fire depart-
ment, Mr. Pierre Clement, indicated an
“Intervention protocol” has already been
established with the rail company in the
event of a fire or derailment, especially in
the event a train is carrying dangerous
cargo. “In the event of any emergency on
the railway in our region, we will esta-
blish a security perimeter and communi-
cate with the office or with the CSX
emergency team available 24 hours a day,
365 days a year to determine the proce-
dures for hazardous materials being
transported. We will set up a command
post if necessary to work with the diffe-
rent resources of our neighbouring fire

departments and mutual aid, police, the
company responsible for the products
being transported, public safety and any
other services,” said Mr. Clement.

The Huntingdon Fire Department is
also able to rely on close cooperation
with CSX if a rail accident should occur
at any time in the region. “The company
has two employees on board each train
to help or advise us on hazardous mate-
rials. It also has emergency response
teams available 24 hours a day, 365 days
a year, based in Lachine, Watertown,
New York, and a distribution centre in
Massena, New York. There is also the
possibility of working with the emer-
gency response team from Zinc
Electrolyse, 24 hours a day 365 days a
year, when needed for their products,”
added Mr. Clement.

Firefighters in Huntingdon followed a
one-day training on CSX interventions
along the rail line in 2002. Mr. Clement
also suggested he has sent a request to
CSX for a training update “for our own
fire department” and the company
“should be able to accommodate us in
the months ahead.”

Mr. Clement also noted the municipal
fire department uses the 2012 version of
the guide to emergency measures issued
by Transport Canada, “which is a docu-
ment for first responders on emergency
measures in the event of a transport
acddent involving hazardous materials.”
