Bditor Kecord, '

Dear Sir:—I notice that in your pa-
per of December 17th that you have
two letters from Massawippi about
the trunk line. Now I have read a
good many letters of late and
thought that each one would be the
last, but no one seems to begin at
the beginning and explain the whole.

Now in our town the Mayor and
myself were chosen to attend g meet-

ing at Sherbrooke last August to
take up the question of good roads
from Sherprooke to Stanstead. At

that meecting it was decided to send a
delegation to Quebec to ask for a
trunk line to be Lu‘lt by the Gov-
ernment and that those that  were
delegates to Sherbrookerwere to ' go
to Quebec. As the Mayor did not at-
tend either of these places, 1 am
the only one from our town that can
explain what was done. We got what
I thought to be a very good ofler at
that time. That was the Government

would build a macadam road from
Sherbrooke to Stansfead, the road
to be located by Government engin-

eers. What they wanted was to build
th® main travelled road hetween these
two pilaces. Now the route that has
Leen talked of, Sherbrooke, Lennox-
vilie, Capelton, North Hatley, Mas-
sawipri and Ayer's CIliff is the most
travelled road and cannot be disput-
ed (even by a narrow-minded man as
myself) so I think we are to get what
is the most benefit to all. It passes
through the town of Hatley where it

will be of more henefit to all the
town than any other route.

Nearly every farmer in our town
can get to the road by going one

and one half miles and the gld stage
road so ealled would leave the great-

er part of our farmers four to five
miles from it and a worse road to
build, After leaving our town it

would be aroad from Sherbrooke to
Stanstead with no place to stop for
refreshments, repairs, gasoline or any
other comforts, from start to finish,
and only apout AWo miles . difference
and alse causing Compton to pay for
a short piece across one corner of
their town which would not be fair
to the rate-pavers as they would get
very little benefit,

Quebec, Dec, 24.—The provisions in
Hon. Mr. Devlin’s bill amending the
(wuebec Game Laws to delay the open-
ing of the hunting season for moose,
caribou and deer from the 1st of
September until the 15th of Septepp
ber, and hunting seaspn for partnq—
ges from the 1st of September until
the 1st of October, were struck out
of the bill in the last hours of the
session by the Legislative Council.
This will be received as good news
by numerous sportsmen throughout
the province, who sent several delega-
tions to wait on Mr. Devlin since the
aill was passed in the Assembly, pro-
testing against the shortening of the
season,

struck out is that the law concerning
