* N AUSTRALIA

People Likely to Press for the
Control by National
- Gove nment.

Next to the tanfl, the most importaat

Government of the Australian Common-
weaith are likely to be pressed to deal
with in the ncar future is the federaliza-
tion of the state raiiwavs. The raillways
Tepresent about threedourths of the 'a
expenditures of the Governments of the
Australian colonies in public works, and
the Federal Government are naturaly
eager to obtain control of tifese valuable
‘revenue-producing state properties.

The Hon. Edmund Barton, the frst
Premier of United Austraka, made ihe
federalization of the railways an important
plank in the platfiorm which he submitted
to the electors, but provision for this has
not been made in the Commonwealith Aat.
The reason is easily explained. Had the
act made the transference of the railways
with the state indebtedness wiich they re-
present coinjlulsory the cause of federation
would have been wrecked. The states as
they are now denominated, or colonies as
they were formeriy called, are inclined to
vigorously resist the absorption of the
railways with their revenues by the Com-
monwealth. S5

A strong argument for the federalization
‘of the lines is the fact that under the
National Government the -unitication of
the gauges can be accomplished more easily
than with state ownership. From the
standpoint of national defence this is re-
garded as a most important desideratum,
but there are cogent commercial reasons
why the gauges should be made uniform.

The most earnest worker towards this
end was ‘the Jate Mr. E. M. G. Bddy, the
able and energetic chairman of the Board
of Railway Commmissioners of the colony
oi New >outh Wales, whose influence on
railway organization and management wds
felt throughout the whole Australian con-
tinent.

An old personal friend of Mr. Eddy, a
rathway otheial of high standing, who, hike
Mr. Eddy, ohtained hwe early training on
the london & North-Western Railway of
England, but who now occupies a promin-
ent position in Australian railway life, is
in this city to-day, and at the Windsor
Hotel he discussed with great frankness
the railway position in the new Common-
weaith. : :

A SPRECIAL FEATURE.

“We have,” continued Mr. Roberts, “a
special feature in our railways, which
none of the other colonies have, and which
amswers admirably. In the last Act in
which we dispensed with the service of
shree omnmissioners, it was provided that
the heads of the three departments, the
traffic manager, the engineer who controls
the permanent way, and the engineer who
controls the locomotives and equipment—
that is myseli—should form a board whose
funetions it is to give advice to the com-’
missioners apon all important matters re-
lating. to policy and administration—par-
ticularly in matters relating to the expen-
diture of Joan money. ‘The commissioner
is obliged under the Act to call us to-
gether once a month, but he has the
power to-do so as often as he chooses, and
a minute of the proceedings of these
meeti goes to the Minister of Public
Works. In the ordinary matters of our
department we report to the commis-
sioner, ‘as a matter ot course, but on the
board we act in an advisory capacity, and
we bave found this system to work most
barmoniously and satisfactorily.

“It has this advantage, that so far as
the expenditure of public money is con-
cerned, the question deserves the fullest
ccnsideration, and there is united respon-
sitility. - Down even” to the laying of the
smallest siding, we adopt this plan be-
fore a single farthing is spent.

THINKS NEW YORK BEST.

“One of the objects of my visit,” con-
tinued Mr. Roberts, *is to inquire into the
working of the electric railways on this
continent.

Two local gen- |
tlemen entirely unconnected with the rai!
ways were appointed comm:ssloners, and
the three formed the board of commis-
sioners: their engagement was for a term

—especially during the first part of it—

TALKED LONG
ND VERY OFTEN

Some Very Interesting Statistics

Regarding Opposition Speeches
This Session.

Ottawa, May 23.—(Special.)—\Vhen the
House met to-day Sir Wilfrid Laurier an-
pounced prorogation at 3 o'clock. The
Premier also presented the papers in con-
nection with the claim of Messrs. Mac-
Kenzie and Mann for the contract for the
Yukon Railway. He said that when the
claim was first received it amounted to
$310,000. This amount was reduced from
time to time until it is now $310,000. In
addition to the reduction made by the
audit of the department, the contractors
also made reductions on account of sales
made of materials purchased for the road.
There was in the claim a charge of 15 per
cent. on account of profits. This could
not be allowed on the ground of equity,
therefore it was decided. by the Govern-
ment that if the claim was paid at all,
i* should be done after a judicial audit-—
in other words that it would be referred
to the courts.

The supply biil was put through its
different stages.

Mr. Maclaren, of Huntingdon, indulged
in a jolly of the Opposition in respect to
the amount of talking that has been done
by them. He said that during the session
65 of the Opposition spoke, and 59 Li-
terals, exclusive of the Cabinet. The Op-
pcsition made 525 speeches,an average of 10
each, while the (iovernment - side made
G speeches,an average of 4. He said that
one day when the House sat fram 3 to 6
and from 8 to 12, one member of the Op-
position was on his feet 94 times, and the
same evening another member of the Op-

sition was on his feet 57 times. Count-

ing as speeches only remarks that extend-

ed over five minutes, Mr. MacLaren saud
that .scven members of the Oppositdm
made the following records during the ses-
sion:-—Ist, 43 speeches; 2nd, 42; 3rd, 40;

4th, 39; 5th, 31: 6th, 30; 7th, 28. On the

Government side two members made 12
sreeches, one 10 and two 8.

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THE NATIONAL BEXPENDITURES.

The Huntingdon Gleaner has returned
Bo its pre-election attitude of condemning
the Liberal party in power for the increase
fn national expenditure that has taken
place under Liberal rule. A ready answer,
pnd one that might satisfy the over-zeal-
pus partisan, would be to refer to the at-
gitude of the Gleaner before the elections
end to argue therefrom that the present
plaint is only so much special pleading
against the Government by a -paper that
bas been in some way offended. Such a
reply, however, is far from carrying eon-
viction. The attitude of the Gleaner to-
wards the large expenditures of the pre-
sent day is the same as the attitude of the
Gleaner and other Liberal papers in an
earlier day, and it is to be hoped the
Liberal press has not yet reached the point
of conceding the accusation of its oppon-
emts that a mere success at the polls was
enough to change the whole aspect of af-
fairs. The Gleaner was, in our view, un-
Justifiably severe upon the Government a
few months ago, and carried its new-
grown opposition to lengths that could not
be satisfactorily defended, but to object to
prodigality of expenditure or  anything
that looks like it is part and parcel of
(Liberal doctrine the world over, and even
if the criticism has to be aimed against an
administration of Liberals the Liberal
principle remains operative. The Toronto
QGlobe contends that the increase has been
justified by events, because it has been
but the accompaniment of an era of ex-
pansion the bke of which was never known
before. The Globe adds that on going
through the pubkec accounts it is found
to be almost impossible to pick .out any
considerable number of items by the elimi-
pation of which a reduction could be made

, without a resulting loss to the country.
But that is precisely the answer the Con-
servatives made when the Liberals long
Bgo charged them with over-expenditure,
and to advance it is to concede that the
Libera]l party in office are no better able
to resist the demands of the people than

* were their opponents. At the same time,
such an answer, whether made by Libenal
or Conservative, is one which may not be
denied, for after all Parliament is truly
representative of the people, and if the
people will insist on expenditure in detail
on objecta which they hold to be good it
is quite impossible that Parliament should
economize in the gross,

In this respect the resolution submitted
by Mr. Borden yesterday must ba taken
rather as an indictment’of the people than
of the Government. Mr. Borden and his
Opposition friends have not, as Mr. Field-

REFORM WAS WORTH WHILE.

The City Comptroller points out in his
annual report that the revenue derived
from the Recorder's Court, being forfines
collected, amounted last year to $31,578.
Two years before the revenue was only
$§13,061. In the interval the administra-
tion of the court has been completely re-
organized by the reform administration
and by those members of it who were
memibers of the Finance Committee in the
last Council. An increase of one hundred
and fifty per cent. in the amount of the
fines collected is the nat outcome of the
institution of business methods and the
Police li-
censes brought.in $78,546 in 1808; in 1900
they brought in $121,348, a gain of about
two-thirds. This department has also been
re-modelled. «+ In 1898 the former building
inspector gave in a return that $241 had
been received for permits. Last year,
with a new inspector, the return shows
$1,164. 1t is from indications of this sort
that the public may judge of the change
that has come over the spirit of the ad-
minpistration at the City Hall. Formerly;

Nowadays
it is not difficult to find improvements in
all departments. Reform has paid Mont-
real; whether the people are becomingly
grateful may be another question.

Ottawa, May 23. — (Speclal.)—The last
working day of the sesslon was a busy
oue, [There was not much In the nature
of work to be done, but the members were
in_a talklng humor. “T'he resolution which
the leader of the Opposition offered in re-
gard to the expenditure of the country was
voted down, the Governigen: obtalning a
majority of 49, Mr. Bourassa enliveped
‘the afternoon by a reference to the Gov-
ernor-General, which called forth a wigor-
ous reply from Sir Richard Cartwright and
Mr. Borden.

AR, FIELDING'S REPLY.
When #he House resumed at 3 o'clock

the - Minister of Finance replied tp the
leader of the Oppositlon. In openlhg he
sald he sympathized with and welcomed

apy warning against excessive cxpenditure,
whatever the source. There was always
a tendency to large expenditure in time of
prosperlty and It was always - -well that a
cool head should polnt this out ., 8o strong-
ly had he himself been impressed with the
reed of keeplui; this in view that he had
always urged 1t in hls budget =speeches.
Hpywever, he lad not advised that the
country should be so cautions as to stand
still. He felt that every business man in
Canada was dolng a larger business now
than some years ago, and that it would
not he falr tn say that that was to be
taken  as cxtravagance, He contended
that the country had been advancing on
gound lines, and that when a period of de-
pression arrived, this would be demonstrat-
ed., He again compared the national busl
ness to private business and argued that
It would be no more proper to advise the
Government not to spend increased sums
to develop buslness than to give such ad-
vice to n private business man. '

GERMARS MUST.

'Other Powers Decline to Take
Any Part in Expedition
Into Shansi.

Pekin, May 22.—The Foreign Ministers’
meeting yesterday was very unsatisfactory.
No power ‘was willing to accede to the

- Americans’ idea of a reduction of the Chi-
nese indemnity to forty million pounds,
though Great Britain recognizes the advis-
ability of some reduction. There will be
.another meeting to-day.

Li Hung Chang has declared himself in
favor of the reformation of Imperial and
native customs under the direction of Sir
Robert Hart, Imperial Commissioner of
Maritime Customs, in such a way that the
revenue from these sources will be in-
creased 10,000,000 taels annually. - This
money, with 4,000,000 of the 10,000,000 taels
now coliected from the salt tax, is to be
devoted to the payment of the indemnity
demanded by the ministers,

The officers of Tung Chow yesterday
handed over 10,000 ta=ls to the American
Board of Foreigh Missions, in part pay-
ment of the indemnity for the destruction
of the college and mission property at that
place. .

The Rev. Dr. Richards says that, owing

 to the fact that the Germans are about to
send .an expedition into' Shansi, it is im-
possible to collect indemnities in that pro-
wvince at present.

The French have withdrawn from the
Shansi expedition and the English have re-
fused to take any part in it. It is prob-
able, therefore, that 'the Germans will be
compelled to go alone. In spite of con-
stant and threatening difficulties, . Count
Von Waldersee, single-handed, continues
to maintain the prestige of foreigners in
this part of China.

GERMANY OPPOSES ENGLAND.

Vienna, May 22.—Count Goluchowski,
the Imperial Minister of Foreign Affairs,
in a speech to the Foreign Affairs Com-
mittee of tlie delegations to-day, took a
somewhat gloomy view of the internation-
al outlook: In regard to China, he scem-
ed to hold opinions opposed to those of
Lord Lansdowne, the British Foreign Min-
ister, saying it was in the highest degree
desirable/that the payment Dgthe indem-
nity be made in one sum, and that a
suitable guarantee ought to be immedi-
ately sought for the necessary large loan,
as, in regard to Europe, in view of the
conditions in the Balkans, it was i1mpos-
sible to say how long quiet would be main-
tained. Even the fortunate agreement be-
tween Austro-Hungary and Russia in re-
gard to the ‘Balkans could not prove a
Ppanacea against all surprises. There were
certain disagreeable symptoms, notably the
Bulgarian agaitation in connection with
Macedonia. He enjoined increased vigi-
lance to guard against a situation which
could not%:: accepted. i

In Spite of Yesterday’s Accident
Sir Thomas Lipton Hopes to

, London, May 23, — The most dramatic
incident in the history of the ,America's
Cup occurred yesterday when a sudden
squall on the Nolent completely -wrecked
the new_challenger, and endangered the
life of King Edw and several disting-
uished persons, inglding Sir Thomas Lip-
ton, who were o rd. ; ;
While the yacht¥ were manoeuvr-ing for
the start a squall came withdut the sight-
est warning, and the bowsprit of the chal-
lenger was carried away short:  From the
suddenness with which all the spars and
canvas were ripped out of the challenger,
it .Jooked as though everything had been
blown out of her with one gust. - The
wind was fresh at the time of the acei-
dent, and was blowing occasionally in
stronger gusts, but there was nothing in
the weight of it to threaten disaster. It
18 probable that the whole gear would
have stood the strain well enough had it
not been for a weakness in the eve of the
plate by which the bobstay was secured to
the stem. This eye was the first thing to
break, and when it gave way the unstayed
bowsprit was unabe to stand the pull of
the jib, and broke off short by the stem
head. -As it went, the topmast stay was
released and thie spar doubled up under
the pull of the big club topsail. The jar
of these breakages and the slackening of
the stays weakened the mainmast. Af-
ter tottering for a fraction of a second it
crumpled up, breaking first just above the
jaws of the gaff, and then within three or
four feet of the deck. The bobstay part,
which' was the first cause of all the dam-
age, had given ‘trouble before and was sus-
pected of weakness.

HIS MAJBESTY'S FIRST WORDS.

The King displayed the greatest pre-
eence of mind throughout. His first words,
when the crashing and rasping of falling
shrouds and spars ceased, and his voice
cou.d be heard, were :

*Is anyone hurt?" : !

The Shamrock 1., which came about at
once on sgeing the disaster to the challen-
ger, got nipped in the squall and had her
gaff and topmast carried away.

King Edward dined aboard the Erin in
Southampton waters anfl arrived at
Southampton pier in the Erin’s launch
shortly after ten o’clock this evening. He
was accompanied to the train by &ir
Thomas . Lipton. He received a cordial
reception from the assembled crowd. The
mayor of “Southampton and his wife were
introduced to His Majesty svhen he land-
ed. The King was in'admirable spirits,
and none the woree for his adventure. Ac-
companied by the Marchioness of London-
derry and. Bir Stanley Clarke, King Ed-
ward left Southampton at 10.15 p.m., and
arrived in London at midnight. The
King drove to Marlborough House, w_hgre
he was cheered by a small crowd awaiting
his arrival. =~ Numerous telegrams wer®
awaiting him from Emperor William, the
crowned heads of Europe, and others con-
gratulating him upon his escape.’

The following written statement was
given out by Sir Thomas Lipton last
night :— .

g’\My depest regret is that. to-day's ac-
cident prevents me from toeing the mark
at the appointed hour and compels me
to ask the New .York Yacht Club to grant
me an extension of time.

“If they will be good enough to do that
I shall race, even if I have to build a
boat between now and the date agreed
upon. I still believe that Shamrock-1l. a
boat worthy to be the challenger, and
that when thig unfortunate chapter of ac-
cidents comes to an end, she will still
stand a good chance of lifting the cup, [
have mnot a esingle complaint to make
against my boat. g
“For the many telegrams of sympathy
reccived from America to-day I 'am deep-
ly grateful. = ‘No one is more thankful
than I am that  the catastrophe ended.

Oddie was asked what action the
New York Yacht Club would take on the
request of Sir Thomas Lipton, and an-
swered that all he could do was to point
to the cablegram sent by the New York
Yacht Club to Sir Thomas Lipton. There
were ‘a_large number of members of the
New York Yacht Club at the clubhouse
last night, and the conversation turned on
the accident to the new Shamrock. The
consensus of opinion \\'ﬂ%ir Thomas
should be given anything ked for in
the way of time.
