Night flying started

at Cartierville field

A FIRST FOR CARTIERVILLE: Night flying was instituted on a

trial basis at Cartierville Airport Tuesday night, marking the first time

in the history of the old field that night landings
and takeoffs have been allowed. Authorities

have always frowned on the idea because it
might cause some confusion for approaching

liners at nearby Dorval, whose runways are
in the same pattern as Cartierville. Flyers from

the various clubs around the field have been
remarking for years that it would be a good

idea if some form of night flying would be
permitted at Cartierville. As with all things,

it took the concentrated efforts of two workers
to get the thing underway — Louis Boivaird,

Chief Controller for the Department of Tran-

sport at Cartierville and Ed Gates, assistant
chief flying instructor at the Montreal Flying

Club. They made a noble effort, accomplishing

an almost impossible task in the face of ex-
treme difficulties, and I hope that those who

have, and will. take advantage of this new innovation are duly appre-

or to pay them if they do not

work.

A team without a coach, Bowen

said, is like an army without a

general — results are centred

around him and shared by all,

but he is limited by men and

equipment at his disposal.

“Usually unwarranted criticism

that is hurled at the coach be-

longs elsewhere,” he said.

Bowen says the players are

often the inferior equipment be-

cause complete control and crafts-

manship is missing,
“Remember,” he warns,

“that you are master of your

own destiny. You must be able

to play the given time plus that
extra bit if needed, and don't

forget that the team is more
important than the individual.”

He said self-glorification of in-

piring team.

“A champion team will always
beat a team of champions,” he
said.

He also said there must be a
great co-opcration between play-

ers and supporters — clubs are

often riddled with petty jealousies
in whispering campaigns promot-

ed by selfishness on the part of

individual members, or grand-
stand critics.

“There are {wo kinds of crit-

icism,” Bowen said. ‘They are
constructive criticism and de-

structive criticism. A club that
fights itself beats itself.”

“Training is an act of faith,”

Bowen said. “Believe that through
training you will become fitter

cand stronger, that your perform-
ance will improve and be con-

tinuous; be fanatic enough for
hard work and keen enough to

continue to enjoy your training.

Condition yourself to triumph
over the demands of the mind.

All training must be interesting
and enjoyable.”

Bowen said that not all play-

ers will agree with a coach's
method of training, but ad-

vises that coaches are not there

to be popular — they are to

bring out the best in cach and
every player.

“Be a friendly teacher.” he
says. “Be honest and fair, and in

developing spirit, remember the

best system is the most humane
system.”

He said the most difficult part
of coaching, aside from perfect-
ing basic skills and fundamentals,

is to maintain an interest.
He advises coaches to get his

star pupils at the age of 13 so

Authors Association entertained
national president Don Thomson,

Mrs. Thomson, and Captain Fred

Bullock, Federal Department of
Transport, at the First Meeting

of the 1960-61 season held at the

Ritz Carlton Hotel.

Mr. Thomson gave a brief ac-
count of the founding of the CAA
39 years ago by Messrs. Kennedy
and McGibbon.

A special celebration to mark
the 40th anniversary of this asso-
ciation will be held in Edmonton,
Alberta in 1961.

“No other city in Canada is so
artistically endowed as Mont-
real,” said Mr. Thomson. “All
sorts of fields are opening up —
this is the age of rapid changes.
