The Steamers to Enoland.—We yesterday 
had the gratification of announcing the comple­
tion of arrangements between our Government, 
the city of Portland and the American and Ca­
nadian branches of the St. Lawrence and Atlan­
tic Railroad Co., on the one hand, and a Liverpool 
firm on the other, by which the great desidera­
tum of a regular, fortnightly, steam communica­
tion between that city and the St. Lawrence had 
been secured—the vessels to ply to and from the 
St. Lawrence in summer, and the Atlantic ter­
minus of the Railroad, Portland, in winter. We 
are since indebted to Mr. Bellhouse (late of Liv­
erpool, and formerly of the firm of Budden and 
Vennor of this city), who will be the resident 
agent in this country of the line, for further par­
ticulars of the contract just completed by him 
with our Government and the other parties men­
tioned above. The Liverpool firm, for whom Mr. 
Bellhouse acts, is, we find, the house of McKean, 
McLarty & Co., the pioneers, we believe, in the 
great Mediterranean steam-navigation, and, con. 
sequently, thoroughly experienced in all matters 
connected with ocean steamers. This firm, in 
their Atlantic Steam Navy, will, we understand, 
be associated with other large capitalists, as 
well as with two of the most eminent engineers 
in Scotland, and two of the most successful 
builders of iron steam-ships in that country, so 
that their perfect ability to perform their part of 
the contract is placed beyond all doubt, what­
ever may be the result of the undertaking.— 
That the result will be highly favorable to all 
parties concerned, we can see no reason to doubt ; 
more especially, now, that we have learned the 
very judicious terms to which the contractors 
have bound themselves, and which, if vigorously 
carried out, can scarcely fail to give them an 
immense business, both in passengers and freight. 
As we stated yesterday, the vessels to be placed 
on the line are to be, in speed and class, equal to 
any afloat, and are not to be under 1400 tons 
burden, but will, more probably, range from 1800 
to 2000 tons. They are to be propelled by screw 
paddles and the maximum rates for passage and 
freight are to be as follows :—For first and se­
cond class passengers, who will be found in 
everything, on the passage, excepting wines and 
liquors, respectively, twenty and twelve guineas i 
and for third class or steerage passengers, six 
gnineas—these last being provided with three 
substantial meals per diem, finding their own 
bedding, linen, &c. For the passage to Europe 
the rates will be proportionably reduced. Freights 
outward are not to exceed OOs per ton for fine) 
and 40s for coarse goods ; and from America to 
Europe, will not exceed the average rates charg­
ed by sailing vessels. On these terms, and con­
sidering the comparative shortness and expedi 
tion of the passage, we cannot doubt that the 
Liverpool and Quebec line of steamers will at­
tract a very large share of the business between 
the two continents. With a view to securing a 
portion of the vast emigrant transit from Ger­
many, and other parts of the continent, to Wes­
tern America, it is the intention of the Company, 
to establish agents in all the leading cities of 
Europe, as well as in Great Britain and Ireland, 
who will be prepared to arrange for passages, not 
to Quebec and Portland alone, but through to 
Chicago, and other principal points in the inte­
rior of America. Such arrangements, ably car­
ried out, can scarcely fail to secure to our river 
and inland waters a large share of this lucrative 
trade. On the whole, we think we may safely 
congratulate the country on the favorable terms 
upon which our government have effected this 
contract, nor must we omit stating that Mr. Bell­
house expresses himself much indebted for the 
liberal and business-like manner in which 
throughout the negotiations, he has been treated 
by our government, and especially for the aid 
given him by the Hon. Mr. Young, in making his 
arrangements with the railroad companies and 
the city of Portland.

The Librarians of the Legislative Council are 
occupied, at this moment, in unpacking and 
placing on the shelves of the Parliamentary 
Library, the books bought in England and 
France by M. Faribault. The Library con­
tained, before this, about 7000 volumes ; they 
will contain, however, nearly 17,000. £4000 has
been employed last year to refit the Library; it 
is the accumulated appropriation of two years, 
£2000 being employed yearly in the purchase of 
books. The works given by theVrench Govern­
ment are magnificent, and do honor to its liber­
ality, as those bought by M. Faribault do honor 
to his taste. The choice of French books, espe­
cially, is excellent, and if we except the Ameri­
can collection, which costM. Faribault seventeen 
years of labour, the new Library will be prefera­
ble to that which was destroyed by vandalism. 
The books are better chosen, the editions are ge­
nerally the most recent, and most appropriated 
to actual wants. We find in this library the 
most rare and precious works, on civil, constitu­
tional and parliamentary law, on international 
law, on political economy, history, science, litera­
ture and geography. You will meet there the 
most renowned classics of Greece, Rome, Spain, 
Portugal, Germany, France and England, besides 
Atlases in considerable number, and of high 
price. The present Library will contain over 
40,000 volumes, and we hope we shall see them 
shine upon the shelves before the end of the 
fourth year of the present Parliament.

During the vacation, this beautiful Library 
will be open, by the order of the members, to all 
those who desire to instruct themselves, or make 
researches in any kind of knowledge; but it will 
be necessary to understand that this Library can 
be useful only on condition that it remains undi­
vided, and that it be not mutilated. A volume 
taken away from a work deprives it of all value, 
and renders it without utility.

Warning! to Bathers.—Bathers in the river, 
especially boys, should be cautious of advancing 
into the current. On Monday evening, a boy of 
about ten years of age, while bathing at the 
Wind-mill Point, got beyond his depth, and would 
inevitably have been drowned, but for the prompt 
assistance afforded him by a labourer in the 
neighborhood, named John Driscol, who, on 
hearing his screams, threw off his clothes, and 
swam to the rescue of the little fellow.

An Inquest was held on Monday, at the Gen- 
ral Hospital, before the Coroner of this District, 
Joseph Jones, Esq., on the body of one Martin 
Delany, a laborer employed on the line of the St. 
Lawrence & Atlantic Railroad, who was run over 
on Wednesday last, at Shipton. It appears that 
while he was in the act of unhooking one of the 
cars, he was caught and fell on the rail, when he 
was pushed on by the cars for about the distance 
of six feet, and a compound fracture of the thigh 
was the consequence, from the effects of which 
he never rallied until death put an end to his suf­
ferings, in the Hospital on Friday last. He was a 
native of Ireland, and aged about 19 years. He 
bore a good character for industry and so­
briety on the work upon which he was employed.

On Sunday last the largest train of which we 
have any recollection, run by a single engine, 
was drawn over the St. Lawrence and Atlantic 
Railroad, from St. Hyacinthe to Longueuil and 
back. The party consisted of upwards of 1700 
persons from St. Hyacinthe and adjoining par­
ishes. The locomotive employed for the occasion 
was the Magog, an engine recently received from 
the Boston Locomotive Works, Messrs. Hinckley 
& Drury, proprietors. She ran very easily with 
the train, consisting of 8 covered cars and 8 
platforms, up the cut at Longueuil, on a grade of 
45 feet to the mile, and could apparently have 
taken a greater number of cars, with the same fa­
cility. The trip was conducted without any ca­
sualty. The St. Helene brought the entire party 
in one run to Montreal. The.proceeds of the ex­
cursion are devoted to the relief of the sufferers 
by the late calamitous fire, and will form a hand­
some donation.

On the Means of Arrestino Extensive Con­
flagrations.—The perusal of the Report of the 
Water Committee to the Mayor and Council, and 
of the letter from the Officers of the different 
Fire Companies, published in our Monday’s issue 
will, we think, satisfy every reader, that want of 
water, and want of water alone, was the real 
cause of the disastrous spreading of the confla­
gration, which has reduced so large a portion of 
our city to ashes. The long detailed arrange­
ments of the Water Committee, certainly, seem 
to have been well-considered ; but, unfortunate­
ly, their admission that “ after strict investiga­
tions, your Committee have not been able to ac­
count satisfactorily, for the deficiency (of water) 
in St. Lawrence Street, where the fire commenc­
ed”,—and, we. may add, that the same deficiency 
was experienced, and with the same fatal results, 
at the Hays’ House, hours after, when the (first) 
fire was believed to have been extinguished—af­
fords a very awkward commentary upon the 
practical efficiency of these well-considered ar­
rangements. Sans phrase, there was a great de­
ficiency of water and, consequently, the fire had 
it all its own way, and the firemen and engines 
were, comparatively, of no use. After calamity, 
however, it is always wise to bear in mind the 
fruitless sorrow of poor Kitty of Coleraine, and 
refrain from “ crying over spilt milk.” Doubt­
less, the Water Committee did their best, and we 
cordiallyVoncur in their “ hope,” that “ the sad ca­
lamity which has just befallen the city, will have 
the effect of strengthening their hands, in carry­
ing out the extensive improvements now con­
templated ; and enabling them to introduce into 
the city a supply of water adequate to the wants 
of the inhabitants.” So long as the supply is 
permitted to be inadequate, it must be a mere 
waste of money to support an establishment of 
Engines and Fire Companies, and a waste of 
temper to blame them for failing to extinguish 
fires, when no water can be procured. We trust 
however, that no time will be lost in using the 
abundant supply of water which a kind Provi­
dence has placed within our reach, and so soon 
as an adequate supply has been obtained, we 
should recommend to our fellow-citizens the fol­
lowing advice, which we find in a letter from Mr. 
Hare of Philadelphia, in the June number of 
Hunt’s Merchant’s Magazine—the whole letter 
will repay perusal :—

It would add much to security against fire if 
the cocklofts of buildings were furnished with 
ample reservoirs of wood, lined with sheet lead, 
to receive the rain water, which could be collect­
ed^ from the roof. In the vicinity of such reser­
voirs about a dozen tin buckets should be kept. 
The ridge of the roof should support a foot-way, 
with hand-rails on each side. By these means 
the roof might be kept wet by a few persons ; 
even women might perform this duty if there 
should not be men enough at hand.

Of course a cock with a hose attached might 
be inserted so as to command the interior of the 
building, or that of any one adjoining. The pre­
sence o. a hand-forcing pump would also be ad­
vantageous. These precautions might be com­
pensated by a reduction of the cost of insurance.

it would be especially important that reser­
voirs, such as have been mentioned, should be 
provided in all buildings of more than three 
stories in bight.

In fact, it would seem reasonable that all 
buildings of an elevation above that of three 
stories should be obliged by law to have reser­
voirs, because their inaccessibility to the jets from 
fire engines makes them dangerous to a neitrh- 
borbood. Well provided, as proposed, with a 
stock of water, they might acquire the opposite 
character of affording protection against fire.

Houses of not more than three ordinary stories 
might have their reservoirs supplied from the' 
public mains, with the hydrant water. Reser­
voirs of the materials above recommended last 
for almost any length of time, without giving any 
trouble.

Without any resort to steam, the head of water 
in our hydrant mains at night would throw the 
water into reservoirs situated near the roof of 
any edifice, however elevated, by resorting to 
Water-rams.

UPPER CANADA.
Take Notice.—In a letter from Wm. L. Mac­

kenzie, Esq., M.P., published in a late number of 
the Examiner, the population of Bytown is set 
down at 7,760, which is a good deal below the 
correct figure. The Census taken last winter 
when fewest people were in Town, gave a return 
of 8,249, and at the present moment the popula­
tion of Bytown is not less than 10,090. And it 
is most unfair to parade Bytown in the same class 
with the smallest constituencies in the Province. 
The assessable property in Bytown exceeds in 
value that of some of the large Counties, and in 
commercial importance Bytown is fully equal to 
any constituency in Canada. The error referred 
to may not be altogether chargeable to Mr. Mac­
kenzie, but even if the population of this consti­
tuency be not equal to some other, is population 
everything, and are there no other considerations 
involved ? Every well informed man in Canada 
is fully aware that Bytown was only commenced 
a short time ago, and that in a'few years more it 
take rank as a considerable City, and withal that 
it is bound to be the.seat of.Government. Let 
them say nothing about Bytown being a small 
constituency. While they are havingitheir talk 
it will continue growing, and they will soon find 
it entitled to two members instead of one : And 
let them keep in view the fact, that when Bytown 
becomes the Metropolis the tune may be chang­
ed, without their wishing it.— Bytoini Citizen. ■

Arrival of tie Baltic at New York.

FOUR DAYS LATER FROM EUROPE.

New York, Sunday, July 25.
The U. S. Mail Steamship Baltic, Capt. Com­

stock, arrived at this port this morning, at half­
past two o’clock, with passengers, and dates 
from Liverpool of July 14th, and London of the 
13th.

The Baltic passed the Atlantic on Saturday, at 
7)J P. M., 65 miles from Sandy Hook ; at 20 mi­
nutes past 12 arrived off Sandy Hook, and laid to. 
till daylight, when she run in and arrived at her 
dock at 5)^ A. M.

The Steamship Europa arrived at Liverpool on 
Sunday afternoon, the 11th, at \% o'clock. The 
steamer City of Glasgow arrived early on Mon­
day morning.

ENGLAND.
The British Parliamentary elections, as far as 

beard from, up to Tuesday night, foot up 358 
members elected, of which 117 are supporters of 
the Government, 199 opposition, and 42 liberal 
conservatives, who may be called neutral. The 
county and the Irish members have yet to be re­
turned.

The West India mail steamer Thames, arrived 
at Southampton on Saturday, with $998,000 in 
silver, and $400,000 in gold. A new line of pad­
dle wheel steamships is to be run between Eng­
land and Calcutta, via Cape of Good Hope, in 
opposition to the overland route.

The London Times, in noticing the case of a 
suicide, says the victim was the son of an Ame­
rican doctor, of high celebrity. It was a mistake, 
the suicide was an Englishman.

The ship Ratler arrived at Liverpool from Ho­
bart Town, with £12,000 in gold, on freight.

An engineer is surveying the harbor of Ply­
mouth, to ascertain its capacities as a depot for 
the packets of a new Steam Navigating Co., who 
are about to establish a line to Australia.

The emigration from Liverpool for the month 
of July, had fallen off 6000 from the previous 
month’s returns. The whole number was 20,847, 
chiefly Irish of the poorest class. There is no 
abatement in the emigration to Australia, chiefly 
of emigrants from the Highlands of Scotland.— 
The American ship Rip Van Winkle was to sail 
on the 20th, and the steamship Great Britain on 
the 21st of August, they both having every berth 
already engaged.

The Railway meetings of the past few days 
have been unimportant. The report of the To­
ronto and Lake Huron Co. has been adopted, 
and directors have been appointed to wind up its 
affairs.

Liverpool, July 14.—James St. Albin Quinn, a 
clerk in the service of Messrs. Train & Co., ab­
sconded with £1200 of his employers’ funds, 
which he had collected on the freight notes on 
an inward ship from New Orleans.

FRANCE.
We learn that the Government exempts the 

Clergy from the oath of allegiance. The 15th of 
August is to be celebrated in Paris much the 
same as the 10th of May was. The French Go­
vernment have started the project of a Railway 
bank, the chief featuie of which is to do away 
with brokers, and hand over their lucrative fees 
to the Exchequer. Changarnier was on his re­
turn to Munich, the Austrian Government having 
intimated that his presence at Vienna was not 
desirable.

General Schramm, former Minister of War, 
General Castellane, Commander-in-Chief at 
Lyons, Gen. St. Arnaud, and Gen. Magnan, are 
spoken of as likely to be appointed as Marshals 
of France.

It is reported that a certain number of the ex­
iled Representatives are to be allowed to return 
to France, among them Victor Hugo. II is also 
reported that several more members of the Moun­
tain are about to become supporters of the Go­
vernment.

M. de Morney, Ex-Minister of the Interior, has 
been in London for a week,—for what purpose 
has not transpired.

The President goes to Strasburg on the 18th 
to assist at the inauguration of the railway.

The French fleet, under Admiral de la Suisse, 
was at Port Mahon, July 3d.

Several French Officers have obtained permis­
sion to enlist in the new Roman army.

ITALY.
A 'collision between the people and soldiers 

took place at Ellera, in Piedmont, relative to the 
cutting down of the commercial forests. Arms 
were used on both sides, and many were wound­
ed. A reinforcement of soldiers from Savona 
quelled the riot.

The Sardinian squadron was at Genoa on the 
5th, ready for sea.

SWITZERLAND.
The late meeting of the Republicans and Royal­

ists, in Neufchatel, came off according to program­
me. Stringent resolutions in favor of preserving 
the Canton against the, claims of Prussia were 
passed by the Republicans, who far out-num­
ber the Royalists.

UNITED STATES.
Sickness at Sing Sing.—For the last ten days 

there has been considerable sickness among the 
prisoners confined in the State Prison. There 
have been about sixty-seven cases of cholera 
morbus, and one hundred and fifty slight cases of 
diarrhoea.—Alb. Atlas, Thursday.

Twenty-two phyMcians of Cincinnati have 
published a card, in which they say that cholera 
exists there only in isolated cases, and that the 
health of the city is equal to that of July for two 
years.

Destruction of Messrs. Havens’ Distillery—• 
Loss estimated at $100,000—The old Jewish 
Synagogue Damaged.—Yesterday afternoon, at 
4% o’clock, a fire broke out in the rear portion 
of a large Cordial and Liquor Distillery, situated 
in Elm," above Canal street, and occunied by 
Messrs. H, Havens & Son. The Fire Department 
arrived in lull force, and in a few minutes there 
were more than a dozen powerful streams play­
ing on the establishment, but apparently with 
little effect, as the fire seemed to rage more fier­
cely than before. This was owing to a vast 
quantity of Alcohol, New England Rnm, and 
other liquors being directly beneath where the 
fire caught. The building occupied several lots 
of ground, was five stories in height, and every

Tlie Crops in iUe 1111)1611 Slates-
The harvest has been progressing rapidly in 

most parts of the state for the past two weeks. 
The weather has been exceedingly favorable, and 
the accounts from most of the counties indicate 
a fair average crop. The haying is nearly over, 
the wheat crop cut, and the monuments of in­
dustry, glistening in the sunshine and mingling 
their graceful fragrance with the balmy air, now 
grace the fields of many a thrifty and enterpris­
ing farmer. Generally, the hay crop in this vi­
cinity—a portion of the river and eastern canal 
counties—is light, while wheat yields a fair crop. 
Of the latter article, the eastern counties, ns is 
well known, are not extensive growers. Corn 
promises well, if the present dry weather does 
not continue too long : and the same may be said 
of potatoes. The oat crop appears well, but 
farmers generally predict a short crop.

New flour has already been manufactured from 
Genesee wheat. The Rochester Advertiser says 
that a quantity was sent east a day or two since, 
consigned to Messrs. Dows & Gary, New York.

The Syracuse Journal says of the crops in 
western New York, that the papers seem to 
unite in opinion that the wheat crop will be be­
low an average, the hay crop better than usual, 
the corn hopeful, potatoes promise largely, while 
fruit looks short.

In this quarter, while most of the earlier fruits 
have been abundant, appearances indicate that 
the yield of apples and plums will be much be­
low the average.

The St. Louis Union of the 17th says :—Sever­
al lots of new wheat have come in from below, 
but none from above until yesterday. The Nia­
gara brought down about six hundred bushels, 
which of course met a ready sale.—Albany Argus.

Last week we took a trip through the counties 
of Ontario, Monroe, and Livingston, and we can 
safely say that the crops look well. Wheat, 
nearly ready for the sickle, never looked better 
since our remembrance. Corn, though planted 
late, and retarded by the unfavorable weather in 
May and June, has advanced so rapidly that it 
now bids fair to be much more than an average 
crop. Barley, of which a large quantity has 
been sown, looks uncommonly line, and the yield 
will be large. Indeed, the season has thus far, 
been favorable for the farmer, and a bountiful 
harvest awaits them.—Wayne Co. Whig.

The farmers up the valley are in the midst of 
the Wheat harvest. We learn that the crop will 
be large and of excellent quality. We hear of 
one crop that will be in a condition for flouring 
in a few days.—Rochester Democrat.

Never, in the history of Arkansas, has the 
prospect been better for abundant crops, than at 
the present time. The corn crop is generally so 
far made that there is little or no danger of its 
being much shortened by drought, and the pre­
sent prospect is that it will be the largest ever 
raised in the State. The cotton crop, also, we 
learn, looks equally'promising.—Little Rock Ga­
zette, Laly 0.

Washington, July 26.
The President has not yet sent to the Senate 

his answer relative to the fisheries. It is stated 
that there are no documents in possession of the 
Government beyond Mr. Webster's proclamation.

The Intelligencer of this morning, reviews the 
fishing difficulties, and concludes by expressing 
the opinion, that the time has come to cease re­
monstrating and protesting, and for this govern­
ment to abandon its pretensions, and inform its 
citizens that the construction for which the 
English contend, is a true one, and that they 
must govern themselves accordingly, or else it 
must insist upon its own construction and main­
tain our rights under an adequate force, or pro­
pose an arbitration to settle the true construc­
tion of the treaty.

Geo. Peabody, Esq., the eminent London Bank­
er, has given to the town of Danvers, Mass., his 
native place, the munificent sum of twenty thou­
sand dollars for the establishment of a Lyceum 
and Library, and the erection of the necessary 
buildings. This is not the first testimonial of 
remembrance and kindly interest which that 
town has received from Mr. Peabody, whose mu­
nificence indeed is well known to Americans who 
have visited London. Such a man is an honor to 
his native country.—N. Y Tribune.

The Cholera continues to spread in all direc­
tions at the West, and has touched many of the 
towns in that region, some of them having suf­
fered rather severely. The details of its ravages 
would occupy too much of our space, were we to 
undertake to give them.

Washington, July 25.—It is currently reported 
here that Mr. Webster will go to England, and 
that Mr. Crittenden will accept a mission to 
France.

It is stated that the Committee on Commerce in 
the House had proposed and intend shortly to re- 
pôrta British North American Reciprocity Bill, 
which expressely provides that the North Eastern 
Fisheries shall remain open to the fishermen of 
the United States. This was proposed several 
times since, but the hostile movements of English 
Government has upset the whole matter.

News of the seizures of our American vessels 
by one of the British armed vessels, was received 
to-day by the Hon. Linn Boyd, from New York. 
It caused considerable excitement, particularly 
among Southern members, who expressed them­
selves ready to go for reciprocity at once should 
the news be confirmed.

A resolution to give the British minister his 
passports, found many supporters.

It is reported that after paying the appropri­
ations in the Deficiency bill, there still remains 
in the Treasury at this date $16,300,000.

A petition hag been drawn up in Boston, to 
he sent to President Fillmore, setting forth that 
2 00 sail of vessels and 30,000 seamen are now 
engaged in the fishing business in New England, 
representing property valued at $22,000,000; 
that the people of new England and their fathers 
have enjoyed the free, right to fish in the now 
proscribed waters, and that it has been the (Cus­
tom to follow the fish from bay to bay ; that a 
breaking up of the fishing business would spread 
ruin throughout many families in New England; 
and therefore the President, m requested to send* 
to the British North American waters, a naval 
force sufficient to give countenance to the Ameri­
can fishermen in the prosecution of what they 
consider their lawful occupation.

The New Brunswicker of the 22d, states that 
on the Tuesday previous, (the 20th,) H. M. S. 
Netley seized and sent into St. John another 
schooner, the Hyadas of Lubec, charged with a 
violation of the Fishery Convention of 1818. 
This seizure was also made in the Bay of Fundy.

The St. John New Brunswicker, in copying 
the statement made by the Evening Gazette in 
relation to the Fisheries, says—

“We have no doubt but an attempt will be 
made by the American Government to obtain a 
modification of the strict letter of the fishery 
treaty between Great Britain and the United 
States; but failing, as we believe they will, in 
this, they will then offer, as an equivalent, reci­
procity in certain articles of domestic growth and 
produce, for the privilege of fishing within the pre­
scribed limits. The unlimited sway which Ame­
rican fishermen have heretofore enjoyed alone- 
our coasts left them little or nothing to wish for 
and when these Colonies wished a reciprocity in 
some of their staple articles, they were treated 
with the utmost indifference. Our. neighbors 
had so long trampled upon our privileges, that 
they imagined they had a perfect right to use our 
fishing grounds for their own benefit. Did they 
possess such a valuable source of wealth, British 
subjects would not be permitted to take a single 
fish. The strictest surveillance would he exercis­
ed to keep off all intruders. The complaints of 
the Colonists have, been loud and long, but little 
or no attention was paid to them until the pre­
sent Ministry came into power, w'hen a portion of 
the powerful fleet of Great Britain was promptly 
sent out to guard our interests. It has been said 
and with great justice, that a Conservative Min­
istry is best for the Colonies, and experience veri­
fies the truth of the observation.

The American Government may make a little 
noise about the rigid enforcement of the fishery 
treaty, and especially about the correct construc­
tion put upon it by the Earl of Derby and his 
Cabinet, hut we feel confident it will not frighten 
John Bull out of his present position. This move­
ment on the part of England has done more to 
strengthen those feelings of confidence in her 
powerful and maternal sway, which exists in the 
breasts of her Colonial subjects, than any single 
act of the Russell Ministry, and we feel quite sa-

very superior lot of same manufacture as the sale 
noted last week brought 8jd for over one hundred 
feet average.
