CZAR IMPRESSED WITH

KAISER’S HUMANITY.
 

German Ruler’s Real Desire

Said to Be the Banish-

ment of War.

London, August 1.—Foreign Minister

Lansdowne has received a communica-

tion, through channels leading to high

places in the French and Russlan

Governments, which purports give

the substance of Emperor William's

remarks to the Czar at the famous

Baltic interview.

| This communication confirms the
view that the Kaiser sought the meet-

ing with the Czar for the purpose of

reassuring him as to Germany's imper-

fai policy and designed his whole Ral-

tic cruise .to effect similar ends. The

Kaiser, it is said. disclaimed all ideas

of Empire incompatible with

the maintenance of the broad

Hnes of the present arrangement. He

denied that Germany ever contem-

plated any action toward France in

connection with Morocco. which would

have added to Russia's existing dim-
culties, the problem nf supporting its

ally. He renounced the thought of vio-

Jating the Russian frontier. on any

pretext whatever, The Kaiser afirmed

that Pan-Slavic hopes. so far as he

understands them, caused no anxiety,

and aroused no opposition to Ger-

manv.
Furthermore, the Kaiser advanced

no exclusive pretensions touching the

Baltic, and aspired to no special in-

fluence in Boandipavian policy. He

foresaw no complications with England,

despite the enmity of an influential

section of the British press toward

Germany. and expressed the opinion

thattie: governing minds in London
would always ignore the “Jingoes.”

FOR BOYS AND GIRLS.
 

Chief Campeau's - Proposals

Regarding Pool Rooms, Etc.,

Warmly Supported.

 

The report of the Chief of Police,
which was published in the Star last
night, asking that a number of re
forms take plece in regard to children
going to theatres. pool rnoms, etc. and
that children be prohibited from using

cigarettes, created much interest in
civic circles to-day.
Ald. Deserres, a member of the Fin-

ance Committee and a city father who
has taken much interest In moral re-
forms, sald to-day that he favored
the reforms which Chief Campesu de-
sired to have take place in the city.
He pointed out that the fact of young
children attending low theatres. smok-
tng cigarettes, frequenting pool rooms,
etc.. could not but have a most perni-
clous effect. It had Leen shown in the
courts that many minors whq were
arrested for theft, had stolen In order
to be able to go° to theatres, pool
rooms, etc.

In regard to the police force, he ad-
mitted that {t should he strengthened
in every way and made a credit to
the city. He looked forward to the
time, which he thought was near
when the Montreal police force would
be as creditable as could be found in
any city. He was aure the Finance
Committee would be as generous as
possible so that the force should be
properly clothed, strengthened and
raid.

WHAT ALD. ST. DENIS THINKS.

Ald. St. Denis, chairman of the Po-
Hce Committee, said: ‘I think the re-
port of the chief of police is an excel-
lent one. The chief touches upon
topics of the greatest public inter-
est.

“I approve of hin request that by-
laws should be framed which will pro-
tect the young people of our city.
They should certainly not be allowed
to go to theatrical performances that
cannot but have an evil effect upon
them. Unless the city passes legisla-
tion in this connection there will be no
proper safeguards for the young.
“In regard to the police force it

should certainly be strengthened in re-
sand. to nymbers. The city has In-
creamed so rapidly thet it is impoussible
to properly patrol the streets with the
small force now available. At the be-
ginning of the year. when the new ap-
propriations are voted, money should
be given for the employing of twenty-
five new constables. More than this
number is really required; but twen-
ty-five men would greatly help mat-
ters,
“During the past year the police have

done much to stamp out Jottert
gambling hells and other pernicious nff-
sorts. In regard to opium joints,
are being crushed out. Of late these
resorts have been raided and theit
keepers punished. In fact, an earnest
effort har been made by the police
committee and the chief of police to
Better the morals of the city. | look
forward to still greater reforms in the
future.

“In regard to disorderly houses the
police are doing what they can to les-
sen the evil of such places. The time
has not arrived when the Police Com-
mittee thinks it should give a general
order for the closing up of all these:
places. The question of such houses,
is a most perplexing one. It is certain
it such places are closed throughout|
the city that their inmates wil) take to!
the street The danger to the young
would be greater than ever. All tuch
houses exist illegally in the city: the
consequence Is that the police can raid
any of them whenever complaints are
made. During the past six months the
inmates of many of these houses have
been brought before the Courts and
punished. As I have said the whole
question of such houses ls most diffi-
cult to solve.

“I approve of the request of the Chlef
of Police that the laws be amended in
a manner that the police shall be al-
lowed to enter houses, where habitual
wife beaters live, without first having
to get a warrant. It is ridicuous that
a warrant should,first have to be got
before a policeman can enter a house
where a brute may be beting his wife
to death. A reform in this connection

is sorely needed.”

CHIEF CAMPEAU TALKS.
Speaking of his report to-day. Chief

Campeau sald: "It was only after con-
stderable thought that I compiled my
report asking for so many drastic re-
forms. 1 have been connected with the
police force of the city for the best
part of my life and so should know
something as to its needs I have been
keenly struck, for many years past.
with the evil effect that low theattes,
pooi rooms and similar resorts have
on the young. It is a most common
thing to hear a young boy plead, when
arrested for theft, that he committed
the crime because he wanted to got
money* to see some blood-and-thunder
lay. I have also found that the prac-

fice of, allowing mere boys to frequent
pool rooms, and listen to’ the vicious
talk that goes on in some of them, is
most pernicious. After meture study
and observation I hdve also found that
the practice of mere boys smoking ci-
garettes ie harmful In the extreme. It
ls the first step In the wroñg direction.

NEBD MORE PAY.

“In regard to the police force I am

most anxious that it should be strengt h-
ened. Montreal is a little town no
longer; It 18 growing into a great city.
If the police force is to do credit to

the city it should be well paid and well

clothed. The fact is that the forcasis
most poorly pald. There is scarcely a
city anywhere where the police get
such small salaries as in Montreal.
We cannot expect that there will be
much enthusiasm among the police
when they are so much underpaid. At
the same time I must pay the force
the compliment of saying that it earn-
emtly strives to do its duty. The force
as à whole is composed of a fine body
of men. It can be made one of lhe
finest forces on the continent. Mswy
reforms have taken place recently, and
I look forward to the time when still

day Mr. John Fraser, who was re-
cently appointed to succeed Mr. c-
Dougall, assumed his new duties.

Mr. John Lorne McDougall, who
leaves the civil service of Canada to-
day. after watching over the finances
of the country for over a quarter of a
century, was born in Renfrew, Ont,
in 1838, and received his education at
the High School of Montreal, and at
the University of Toronto, where he
took the silver for .aodern languages
and the gold medal for mathematics.
He afterwards became examiner In
mathematics at the latter Institution.
On the death of his father who had

conduvted a lumber business at Ren-
frew, Mr. McDougall succeeded him,
was elected to the County CouncH and
became warden of the county and pre-
sident of the South Renfrew Agricul-
tural Society. A Liberal ln politics, he
first served in the Legislature of On-
tarfo, as a representative of South
Renfrew, from 1867 until 1871. In 1869
he was returned to the House of Com-
mons, but was defeated in 1872. He
Was again returned h ver, at the
elections of 1874, and until 1878,
when he was appointed Auditor-Gen-
eral by the Mackenzie government just
before it want out of office, Great

Nelther at the Archbishop's Palace
nor among the Jesuits of this diocese
is it known thai His Holiness the
Pope has directed attention to the de-
crees of the Council of Trent, and ord-
ered that bishops examine students
for the priesthood,
ceptions granted by his predecessors to
religious orders, notably the Jesuits.

“I am not in a position to deny that
such an order has‘ been made,” said
Archbishop Bruchesi to the Star to-
day. ‘but I am not inclined to give
credence to the despatch in which the
announcement has been made."
Continuing His Grace suid: “Granted

that It is even true the position of af-
fairs will not be affected, to any. ap-
preciable extent, because, as it is im-
possible for the bishops to examine all
candidates for orders they must ne-
oessarily delegate some one to do so,
on whose report must depend the can-
didates' acceptance finally by the
bishops for ordination.”

One of the fathers in authority at
St. Mary's College, said that he did
not think the Holy Father would have
taken such a step:to wipe out such a
long established custom without refer-
ence to the rellgious orders affected.
“And then,” he continued, “the relig-
tous orders would have known all about
it long before it was given out to the
public.”

In this connection it would be of in-

He then proceeds with his course
of philosophy. which lasts two years,
after which he studles theology in all
ita various branches, for three years.
Throughout his course he has to

pass both written and oral text ex-
aminations before the directors, and
at every step his conduct must also
be satisfactory before he is allowed
to proceed. The requirements are
still more strictly enforced when the
candidate presents himself for dea-
con's orders, for when he reaches that
stage there is no question of “turn-
ing away after he has put his hand
to the plough.”

Having passed all his examinations.
etc.. the eccleslastic ls then presented
to the bishop by his delegates, for ele-
vation to the priesthood.

B. E. Smathers, Owner of McChesney, and His Retirement from the Turf.
.

As stated in Tuesday's Star, Mr. E.
KE. Smathers, one of America’s great
trio of trotting horse owners and driv-

ers, and the owner of McChesney and
a crack stable of runners, has decided

to retire from the turf for all time and
will sell his racing stable Saturday, in

the Brighton paddock.
He will also sell all his trotters and

close his career as one of the fore-
most enthusiasts responsible for driv-

ing a trotter £ mile in less than two
minutes.

Mr. Smathers has over fifty horses:
in his racing stable, some of them
among the most highly regarded run-,
ners in the country and all of them:
“class” animals, All will be sola,
nowever.
Na reason is given for Mr. Smathers’s

retirement, but it is understood among
trackmen that he hag had a long run
of bad luck with his stable, and as he.
iæ one of the greatest plungers on the
turf the fallure of his horses to win
bas caused him greater losses than
those represented by stable expenses
and purchases. :
No man ever leaped so quickly into
reminence in the racing circuits or
ttalned such heights of popularity
ong the trotting enthusiasts as B.
Smathers. He was unknown among

the trotiing folk until the autumn of
1900, when he made Ba spectacular en-
trance at Lexington. The night be-
fore the historic Transylvania, when
thousands were being wagered upon
Thomas Lawson's Bofalma, a quiet
mannered man appeared among the
betting friends of wson and offered
to bet anywbere from $20,000 to $50,000
on the field.
A synâloate was formed ‘to take a

part of this money, just how much has
never been learned. and when Boralma
and Lord Derby battled for the prise
the next day there was as much specu-

lation concerning the man who had
frightened, the betters as there was
concerning the race. Boralma won,
and Mr. Smathers losta large amount
of money, but his fame had reared it-
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self. He was never lost to sight after
that by the trotting horse lovers.

In 1902 he became the owner of Lord
Derby, and recoyped all his losses on
the Tranaylvania event by Winning the
great match race with Thomas Law-
son's Boralma, at Charter Oak Park.
Lord Derby was the favorite. but this
could not prevent Mr. Smathers's
plunging. He bet $98,000 on the event,
and won $31,000.

OWNER OF MAJOR DELMAR,
Later Mr. Smathers became the

owner of Major Delmar, and in a race
against the record found himself the
possessor of the second trotter in the
world to attaln the two-minute goal. 1
Many other victories were his on the

trotting track, and he won large sums
betting on his trotters. He has been
for several years one of the familiar
figures on the Speedway, with Queen

\ Wilkes and other trotters,and through-

out the country became identified with
C. K. G. Blllings and Thomas Lawson
au one Of the greatest three trotting
enthusiasts of the new century.

In 1903 he made his appearance as
the owner of a stable of runners. He

started off well and a career as vic-
torious as that on the trotting circuits
was predicted for him. Hie first pur-
chase was McChesney, and many of
the veterans 8! the track sneered at
his folly. as it was regarded, in pay-
ing 330,000 for the great racer. This
expenditure was justified within a
short time, however, as the winning of
the Harlem National Handicap In
Chicago In June, 1903, netted Mr.
Smathers 398,000. | The Weller book
alone was hit for 330,000. :

In the two years he has figured on
the running tracks Mr. Smathers has
won heavily, for he has always plung-
ed on his own horses as well as ugon
others he llked. The last year has
ben a bad one for him, however, and
jt is belleved his losses have beerl so
much greater than his winnings.that
he has found the game unprofitable.

Mr. Smathers's fortune bases itself
"upon Oil. and he has always been In
recelpt of an Income large enough to
perme him to Indulge as heavily as

pleased in his fancy for horses and
dogs. His friends of the trotting track
can haräty believe, howuver, that he
can ever overcome his love fer the

Should you hear cry of “fire,” and
column of smoke fill the rooms, above
all keep cool. Keep the doors of
rooms shut, Open windows from the
top. Wet a towel, stuff it in the
mouth, breathe through it Instead of
the nose, go as not to inhale smoke.
Stand at the window and get the bene-
fit of outside air. If room filla with
smoke keep close to floor and crawl
along by the wall to the window.

Do not jump
then if the flremen with scaling lad-
ders are coming up the building or are
Dear. Never go to the roof, unless
as a last resort and you know there ia
escape from it to the adjoining build-
ings.

Don’t get excited: try to re-
call the means of exit; and if any fire-
men are in sight don't jump.

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REV. ARCHDEACON KER.
At Grace Church yesterday morning.

Archdeacon Ker preached from the
text, “Be it known unto you therefore,
that the salvation of God Is sent unto
the Gentiles, and they will hear it,”
Acta, chapter 28; verse 28. It might
be sajd that nothing in the whole realm
of words could be more unlikely than
that this prophecy should come true.
Body and soul the Gentile world was
ateened In idolatry Polythesian in
varying forms entered into every part
of the popular life. That tra-
ditional Gods of mankind should be
dethrot.ed and sogjety cleansed of the
consequences upon countless gene
erations of polythlestic debasement
seemed, when the words of the text
were spoken, not only incredible but
utterly impossible. Observe what the
words meant. They meant that men
should renounce much that they loved
and practised, that they should be-
come pure, and merciful, and humble;
that they should deny themselves and
become followers even to martyrdom
of a Man who had been crucified as a
cemmon malefactor. It was in mere
reformation of manners that Paul
urged upon his fellow-countrymen but
a religious revolution, a spiritual and
moral regeneration always commencing
with the individual but always intend-
ed to Include the whole human race.

If there were no other proof, on
rise alone I would be willing to risk
St. Paul's claim to be an inapired man.
One wonders that devout and learned
Hebrews (and in every land there are
many such), fatl to see the significance
of the Apostle's prophecy. and further,
that after nearly 2,000 years of most
suggestive history the Hebrew people
should stil be in the position described
by St. Pau! in the words of Isiah. On
every side Gentlies are pouring Into the
Kingdom of the Divine Son of David,
while the anclent people of God, the
most lllustrious of al) the nations of
the earth still aieep the old faithless
sleep and dream the old faithless
dreams. At this day fully 500 millions
of Gentile Christians are witnesses to
the truth of Paul's prophetic words.
The Hebrews are traditional believers
in Inspiration and prophecy. Here
then is a proof of Paul's Inspiration,—
not a proof ex post facto but a demon-
stration continuously afforded by each
succeeding generation since the pro-
phecy was uttered. Whatever else the
Synagcgue may deny concerning Paul
the Apostle, It 1s difficult to see how
it can resist his claim to be judged
an inspired prophet.

Some recent writers have tried to
show that the Book of the Acts is
later in date than the church has com-
monly considered it, that instead of be-
ing a work of the first century it was
written in the first half of the second
century. Such guessings while not
without elements of interest are not
new and need not trouble us. Even
if St. Paul the Apostie did not utter
the words of the text: if they were
spoken by some unknown person fifty
or a hundred years after Paul's time, it
would only go to prove that In the early
days of the Christian Church there
were others, some of them unknown
persons, who, as well as the Apostles,
possessed the miraculous gift of in-
spired prophecy In the second cen-
tury of the Christian era only a man
inspired by God could foretell the com-
Ing (0 pass of a thing so unilkely as
that the Gentlles wquld hear and obey
the: Gospel of Christ.

Was Arrested as a Stowaway.

On the arrival of the Richelteu and
Ontario Navigation Company's steam-
er Montreal Sunday.

MAKE THE CITY SAFE FOR

CHILDREN.

The Chief of Police raises in his an-
nal report a point with which the

atest publicists have labored long

and earnestly but without very much

success; and that is how to make the
publte places of a great city safe and

wholesome for children without inter-
fering with the liberty of adults.
“avé the boys ’ is a slogan which has

carried through many a moral reform,

end put upon the statute books enact-

ments which would never have been

tolerated in a world of seasoned adults.

© The man feels that he is best qualified
to choose how he shall spend hls time,
and he resents—particularly If he be

en Anglo-Saxon—the paternal care of
a majority. But it is another ques-

tion when he is asked if he is will-

tng to have his young children exposed

to the perils which this liberty per-

mita.
A child's city would be an altogether

different place from a man's city—the

same people being the judges. but the

problem of modern life lles in the un-

Geniable fact that the same city must
serve both the child and the man. It

4s impossible for the average parent

tô bring up a family in the city and
keep them from contact with danger-

ous experiences. Consequently we

must decide whether we will voluntarily

accept a little paternalism with a view

to surrounding the child who needs it

with that kindly care; or if we will

rather Insist upon our fullest aduit
freedom and let the chlidren look out

for themselves. Shall we sacrifice

the dangerous thing; or shall we sacri-
fice the child ?

Surely this is a case for compromise.

We cannot make a purely child's city,

and let the business of life go on.
Human progress is not to be worked

But ought we not

to remember that we have no more

responsible trust than the care of the

coming generation, and that we can

make sacrifices In no better cause than
tire security of the children? Of
course, this reasoning will seem all
Neryunnecessary to those who are al-
fways proposing to sacrifice the desires
6? other people for the good of human-
éty. They are fiercely eager to “damn

the sins they have nv mind to”; and

they are very generous with the
bresdth of their definition of “sin.”

The Chief of Police in his annual re-
port, just published, touches upon
sotpe very pertinent matters. He asks

that in the future minors shall not be
allowed to freguent theatres; that

minors shall not be allowed to kmoke
cigarettes that children shall not be

permitted to frequent pool-rooms, He
also asks that the laws shall be

amended so as to allow policemen to

rater houses without warrants where

babltual wife-beaters live,

port further claims that lotterles have
been stamped out ip the city; that a

clase watch Is belng kept on immoral
posters; that, In brief, much is being

done to Increase the morality of the

ity.

Following this, however. comes the
somewhat depressing remark that

there has been a “marked increase of
criminality in the city during the year

Just closed.” It is advanced In ex

planation of this that the growth of

the city is phenomenal, and that, in

consequence, crime in the city cannot

be expected to grow less.

Speaking of the police force. Chief

Campeau declares that it is under-

pald; moreover, he asks that the force

should be strengthened. ‘It ls," says

the report, “for the honor and dignity

of the city that the police force should

have a fine appearance and compare
favorably with those of the United

States and of other citles in Canada.”

In his efforts to remodel the force,

the Chief has the very best wishes of
citizens. The Chief is right in his de-

stre' for legislation forbidding children
to frequent low pool-rooms. He is

al:o right in his wish to forbid mere

childrén gding to theatres unattended,
and the suggestion that the law shall

he amended #0 as to permit the police

to enter houses, without war-

rants, where habitual wife-beaters

1 -e, is also to be commended. The

Chief has af opportunity to make a

record for himself as a police re-

former, and it will be generally ad-

mitted that he has some capital ma-

terial win which to work. It would

be a great thing both for the force and

for the city if the distrust of its efM-

clency, which long existed, were

to be lived down.
 

GERM OF “THAT TIRED FEELING."

When science gets to work it rudely

knocks to pieces old notions of things,

and preconceived ideas are blown away

so fast that it makes the layman's head

swim. For instance, there formerly
was a bellef that laziness waa some-

thing curable if taken in hand early
in life and energetic treatment applied.

Of recent years, However, opinions dif-

Now we

drag in the doctrine of heredity, and

help the patient to believe that the tir-

ed feeling which steals over him when
there is any work I weight, is to be

blamed on some poor helpless ancestor,
who had the complaint and who is

also dead. This talk of heredity, and

temperament and physical conditions
over which one has no control, is a

first class way of having the party af-

flicted with laziness believe that he ie

An object of pity rather than reproach.

It is a nice means of encouraging him
to be à Harold Skimpole, and die of

dry rot.

It remained for someone to discover

the germ of the aliment we descr-bed

as laziness. Among some of the colored

people at Porto Rico the commlaint is

very prevalent. The discovery in an-

nounced that this is due to the afflict-

ed person having been bitten by a

worm. It generally attacks him in the

foot, which, as he wears no shoes, af-

fords great temptation to the venom-

ous thing. For ever after the native

has been bitten he continues to eat

weil, sleep well and enjoy apparently

robust health, but a fit of weakness
falls over hin whenever a job of work

comes In sight.
It is marvellous what discoveries sdi-

ence is making.

Winnipeg, Aug 1—Winnipeg's first
famous wheat corner is over.
Yesterday's market alosed at 1.35, at

which price shorts will have to settle.
The courts will decide whether they

be compelled to pay that figure.
The short Interest outstanding at the

close of the market is supposed to have
been bétween 80,000 and 100,000 bush-
els. Supposing that these short sales
were made at an average of 95 cents
per bushel, the loss incurred by these
shorts, providing that they have to set-
tle at the closing price, will be about
$40,000. What the extent of the short
interest was that bought In thelr wheat
when prices were climbing from 31.16
to $1.30 is not known, but it is not
thought that it was very large.

LONGS HOLD HIGH PRICED
WHBAT

On the other hand, it is stated that
during the past few days, the control-
ling interest has been forced to pur-
chase on the open manket, at the very
least, 150,000 bushels of wheat thrown
at them by holders who had grain in
store at Lake port elevators in time
for delivery before July option expir-
ed, and who took advantage of the
high price to make a big profit. This
wheat was purchased at probablyan
average of at least 31.256 a bushel. ne-
cessitating an outlay of somewhere
about $157.000. It was necessary to
takes this wheat when offered, to keep
up the price on the market.

hought by brokers, generally supplied
to be acting for longs, at $1.30. De-
finite figures are impossible to obtain,
but those who have kept tab on the

THE FLOUR SITUATION.

The export demand for flour is very

small, mills are sald to to be well
stocked up with flour, and with the
crop but two months’ away, when it
will be moving freely, the question
arises, what will they go with thelr
high-priced graln.

Catching Cold In the Eyes.

Montreal people are not free from
epidemics In spite of the fact that we
have not been troubled with a great
amount of sickness of late. A new and
irritating trouble has reached such
‘large porportions in the city that now
“we are almost safe In calling it an
epidemic.
The new trouble takes on the form

of eye trouble and assumes a very \r-
ritable form. A headache 18 necom-
panied with an irritation of the eyes
and there seems to be no other cause
to blame for it except that the sudden
changea of weather have seen respon-
Bible for the complaint.

A Montreal doctor said that he had
received a number of complaints from
people that they were suffering from
eye trouble, but sald that he rad cume
to the ooncluston that the trouble jay
in nothing more than the ‘act that
these people had probably been aleep-
ing in a draught. “People that have
been summering in the -~ountry anl
then return to the city are the moat
frequent victime of this complaint,”
he said, "and jt is caused hy sleeping
near open windows, which ls a tad
thing with the recent changes of tem-
perature.”

“Sleeping near the open window
may be all right for the lungs, but in
this weather it ils bad for the =yea.'

the Interests of the local union, when
seen to-day by a Siar reporter. said
that he was satisfied with the present
state of affairs, “Twenty-three or
twenty-four of the leading contract-
ors have agreed to pay the new sche-
dule of wages und hundreds of our
meh are at work under the improved
conditions.” Mr. Schardt said that in
Chicago the carpenters were paid 50
cents an hour and for Sunday work
they received $1 an hour. All the coun-
tractors pald the sume rales of wiges,
and when figuring on a contract there
was no underhand work, and as a re-
sult the employers were ail on the
same footing. There were no non-un-
fon men in Chicago. and this class of
labor was not wanted by the employ-
ers. In New York. he said, the car-
penters get 56 cents an hour.
Mr. J. H. Lauer. secretary of the

Bullders’ Exchange, told the Star that
1t wus true that all the contractors in
the dity were not members of the
Builders’ Exchange, but on the other
side, he declared thar !t was equally
true that all the carpenters and joln-
ers in the city were not members of
the local Brotherhood, and the fact
that bullding operations are being
ushed, he sald. supplies the evidence.
r. Lauer clained that the employers

fffected by the strike eontrolied the
greater part of the large contracts,
that they were all members of the
Builders’ Exchange and that they
were going to adhere to the resolution
Rdopted declaring for the “open door.”

They kept on talking, but low-
ered their voices somewhat, Villandraye
says he heard the name of Elleg Quinn
used, however, and though he did not
dare go near the men, he took occa-
slon of his first trip to the city to tell
the story to the police authorities.

The canning industry on
the Gulf coast has suffered severely
by reason of the drastic quarantine.

Dr. Charles Lebaron, in charge of
the detention camp at Lumberton,
Miss.., has wired here that the report
that five Italians were shot or killed

by the guards there was incorrect,
and that not a shot was fired either
by guards or Italians.

FREIGHT NOT INFECTIOUS.

Thousands of circulars are to be
sent through, by the business men of
New Orleans, containing an emphatic
déclaration by Dr. J. H. White, of the |
United States Marine Hospital service,
that freight cannot carry yellow fever
‘nfection. Dr. White has written the
letter to President Kohnke, of the
Board of Trade. Dr. White says:
“There is no possible way in which

yellow fever may be transmitted other
than by the mosquito, and freight can-
not, under any circumstances, be af-
fected In this way. but only in so far
as ft might become the residence of
an infected mosquito. It is not likely
to become the residence of any kind ‘
of mosquito, much leas the infected |
mosquito, whose presence in business
and manufacturing establishments
would in the nature of things be a
very remote contingency.

Over In the Board of Trade bullding

Mr. Daniel Bergevin and his  assist-

ant doled out big sheets of stamps in
exchange for good coin of the realm.

The ordinary law stamps are used

and they run in all kinds of demon-

nations, from 1 cent up.

At noon to-day Mr. Bergevin had

sold over $700 worth of stumps to

members of the Exchange, and hia
supply had nearly run out.

Apart from being disgusted with the

law, brokers are disgusted with the
way ft ls worded.

No (wo brokers seem to put the same
interpretation upon some of the clauses
and trouble Is predicted In wholesale
lots, in a very short time.
As a broker remarked this morning:

“That's a fine law. You can drive a
horse and waggon through It"
Mr. Bergevin says that special

stamps are possibilities of the near
future,

The stock tax in New York has been
a big success from a money stand-
pcint. When the Stock Transfer law
passed the Albany Legislature, it was
estimated that Its annual proceeds
would be $3,000,000.

Actual receipts from the tax during
June, the first month of its operation,
amounted to $440,299. That ls to say.
one-seventh of the estimated sum was
earned in a single month, and that a
month of no very great activity. On
the New York Stock Exchange, 12,500,-
000 shares were sold in June; the tax
of §2 per 100 shares should have yleld-
ed §251,000. or about 57 per cent. of the
total receipts of the month from all
stock transfers in the State.

It 1s a matter of possible calculation,
on this basis, how much the tax would
have ylelded on the basis of last year's
business during other months, and how
much may be expected for this season.
In the last six months of 1904, 133.-
000,000 shares changed hands on the
New York Stock Exchange; in the firat
six months of 1905, the record was
187,000,000. On these two sums, the
tax of $2 per 100 shares would have
y'elded $5,400,000. Jf receipts from
sales eisewhere had borne the same
ratio to receipts from Stock Exchange
sales as they did In June, $4,100,000
more would have been obtalned, mak-
ing a total yearly revenue of $9,500,000.

Mr. Geo. A. Burden, a well-known
manufacturer of Dubuque, Iowa, left
Montreal last evening with his wife
and family after spending nearly a
week here.
Like all the citizens of the west cen-

tral states which border the Missiasip-
Pp! and its tributaries, Mr. Burden has
followed with considerable interest the
movement which, while on foot for
come time, has of late gained cousider-
able impetus. a plan tv increase the
depth of the upper Mississippi, render-
ing it navigable frum Minnesota to the
mouth, so that wheat, flour etc., can
be shipped direct from the states pro-
ducing them to New Urleans, whence,
after (runshipment, the wheat would
be shipped 10 Europe, ete.
The projefl 1s an (important one,

particularly as tt would give the ship-
per a whip hand with the rallways. !t
would greatly cheapen the coet of ex-
porting wheat! and would lower railway
freight rates to the seaboard.
The project, Mr. Burden states, will

in ail probability, be supported by the
various states along the river, all of
which would benefit greatly by ls
success. One of the chief promoters
of the scheme I8 former Governor Van
Saut, of Minnesota.
Taken in combination with the move

which has been heralded by the recent
interpretation of the drawback clause
of the Dingiley Act, whereby the dyty
on Canadian wheat entering the coun-
try is rebated when that wheat leaves
the country In manufactured form, as
flour, etc. the move must be watched
with considerable interest by Mont-
realers and friends of the St. Lawrence
route. The new outlet to the sea will
tap the territory which has peculiarly
been that from which the St. Law-
rence oarriers bave derived their
freight. ,
While Mr. Burden pointed out that

the distance would be considerably
greater via New Orleans, yet the sav-
ing In rallway rates would be such as
to justify the undertaking. Mr. Burden
aleo referred to the fact that, in spite
of the more advanced methods of the
Western farmer of to-day as compared
with his prototype of some years ago,
the soil is not producing as much wheat
as it ance did.

“It appears.” he remariced, "that the
wheat belt {8 moving north and that
many farmers are moving north with
it. Formerly the soil of lowa produc-
ed more wheat per acre than it doe4
now, Now, in spite of rotation of crops,
etc., the southern ter of the north-cen-
tral states do not produce as much
wheat as the more northerly region,
and the farmers, with the |
value of land, find that it does not pay
to put land which will sell for $5 an
acre into wheat on a scale large enough
to secure satisfactory profit, sq they
are moving northward.
They first moved to Wisconsin and

Minnesota and Dakota, now they are
going eull farther north and have cross.
ed the border.”

This, Mr. Burden states, is one ex-
planation of the great inflow of enri-
grants from the Western States to the
western provinces of Canada.
The same fact that the wheat belt

seems shifting north is another reason
according to Mr. Burden, why Minne-
#0ta millers and the west generally are
anxious to see the recent interpretation
of the clauses of the ‘drawback’ stand,
It also compeis their Interest in any
plan which will cheapen export from
their milling centres. .

REFRAIN FROM BUYING.

Committee of International Cotton

Congress Give Such Advice.

London, Aug. 1.—At an emergency
meeting of the International Commit-
tee of the International Cotton Con-
gresa, held here yesterday. K was de-
clded to urge spinners in Europe and
America to refrain from buying Am-
erican cotton during the next three
months except for immediate wants,
and to thus try to obviate the danger
of the next cotton season commencing
with raw material at the high prices
at present prevalling. The committee
contends there will be plenty of time
when actual figures are avaliable re-
garding the new crop to conalder the
situation that will then arise, and
should the supply prove less than the
demand. to take such steps as may
be necessary to meet the conditions
At the same time, the committee feels
sure that the surplus from last years
crop guarantees a’ full supply, even In
the evert of the next crop proving
small. The committee decided to or-
ganize a service for the obtaining of
correct information®as to the actual
consumption of cotton throughout the
world on the lines proposed by the
congress at Manchester In June last
and hopes to soon publish the detalls
of the scheme.
