“ Board of Trade should insist that the natural 
“ harbour in front of the city shall be improved 
“ to its utmost capacity, and considering this the 

centre, further extensions should be in connec- 
tion with the Lachine Canal, and not at distant 

11 points below the Military Hospital. The im- 
11 mense increase in the trade from the West,
“ renders it imperative on the Harbour Commis- 
11 sioners to furnish all the facilities possible for 
“ making the exchange offreight, and the Council 
“ are gratified to learn that the Commissioners 
“ are disposed to favour any reasonable scheme 
“ that will effect so desirable an object. Among 
“ the plans for the purpose, is one to be connect- 
“ ed with the City Terminus and Harbour. It is 
“ to bring a railway track outside of Mill Street 
“ and Windmill Point to the entrance to the 
“ Lachine Canal, and outside of this to excavate 
“ a basin 300 feet wide from the present steam- 
“ ship basins as far up as Grant & Hall's Mills.—
“ This basin would be sufficient to accommodate 
>i a large number of vessels drawing 20 feet of 
“ water, where they would receive their cargoes 
11 of Grain from elevators of the largest capacity 
“ worked by the water power of the canal. If 
“ means can be obtained for carrying out this 
“ project it will prove most advantageous in 
“ making the exchanges of freights, and add 
“ largely to the capacity of the Harbour.”

Some leading statistics of the trade of the port 
are given thus, and though they have been al­
ready published, are sufficiently encouraging to 
make it worth while to read them again :—

“ The receipts at Montreal of flour, wheat,
“ pease, Indian corn, barley, and oats, from the 
“ West (exclusive of all brought from other 
“ points), which were in 1859 equal to 3,793,907 
“bushels, and in 1860 to 6,558,245 bushels; 
“ were increased in 1861 to 16,575,765 bushels.

“ 574 with a tonnage of 261,793 tons. The

“ one time was 35 in 1860, and 117 in 1C61. The 
“ number of river steamers and sailing craft 
“ which entered the port in 1860 was 4,558 of 
“ 398,152 tons, and in 1861, 5,247 of 530,224 
“ tons. The greatest number in port any one 
“ day in 1860 was 160, and 224 in 1861. There 
“ passed of river-craft from the Canal into the 
“ Harbour 97,680 tons in i860, and 156,000 tons 
“in 1861.'’

Report op the Board op Trade.—We are in 
possession of the Report of the Council of the 
Board of Trade for the year ending March 31st, 
1862. It will be presented at the regular meet­
ing next Monday. In the meantime we may 
mention some of its leading facts and recommen­
dations. The Council complains that a by-law 
for regulating pilotage, passed by the Trinity 
Board after consultation vuth the Board of Trade, 
and forwarded to the Government for its sanc­
tion, has not yet been sane ioned nor rejected, 
though the by-law was submitted in 1858, and 
though the Council has urged the Government 
to give its assent. The number of pilots, ac­
cording to the report, is insufficient, there being 
only twenty-four of them. They received in legal 
fees in 1861, on an average $880 each, the high­
est received by any one being $1,765 ; but not 
contented with this lemuneration, they have in 
some cases extorted bonuses from shipmasters 
before they would act. For this offence one was 
convicted ; hut the Council intimate that more 
escaped owing to the absence of the witnesses. 
According to the tariff agreed upon in 1858, the 
whole of the fees paid for pilotage would have 
been $22,050, an increase of 5 per cent on the 
present rales, but more equitably proportioned. 
But the pilots had attempted to secure other 
rates—we believe by a bill brought into Parlia­
ment by Mr. Archambault, which would have in­
creased the amotfut to $26,552, or an augmenta­
tion of 25 per cent. After some allusion to minor 
topics, the Council states that the Finance Min­
ister considers the charge on packages sent to 
the Appraiser’s Warehouse to be authorized. It 
then recommends legislation for the purpose of 
authorizing the appointment of an officer to be 
called the Port Warden, and states that candi­
dates had been invited for that office. Lake St. 
Peter ought to be dredged to a depth of 20 feet, 
and the Council regrets the diversion of the ap­
propriate dredges from that use to the deepening 
of the Harbor, from which cause it has happened 
that little work has been done in the Lake. A 
survey of the Lake has, however been made, and 
it is hinted that it will be advisable to let the 
work by contract. The following paragraphs on
the Harbor will be read with general interest :_

“ Considerable progress has been made in the 
“ construction of the long wharf from the Victo- 
“ ria Pier in the direction of St. Helen’s Island 
“ and a contract has been given out for dredging 
“ the basin below this Pier in front of the Military 
“ wharf, which will berth 10 or 12 vessels draw- 
“ ing 20 feet of water, where only small craft 
“ have been before accommodated. This con-

Kins Cotton.—In England it has been a ques­
tion whether, after all, the temporary deprivation 
of American cotton would not have the excellent 
effect of rendering the British market independ­
ent of a single source of supply. There have, 
therefore, been some thinkers, and these not 
among merely speculative reasoners, who have 
not been unwilling to see the blockade continued, 
in the hope that a great and novel resource would 
be developed in the intertropical parts of the Bri­
tish Empire. Be that as it may, it was urged by 
others that the meie cessation of the blockade 
would not give the Manchester and Lyons looms 
the raw material for their employment, since the 
growers of the staple would not allow it to come 
to market, even if the Northern fleets were not in 
the way to intercept it after it was shipped. In 
fact, as Lord Lyons told his Government, the ar­
rogance of the Southerners was such, that they 
believed King Cotton had only to withdraw his 
sublime presence from British ports, and British 
humanity would be forgotten, while British policy 
and justice would be humbly flexed before the 
behests of the absolute monarch. At the begin­
ning of the Southern secession this seemed to be 
one great reliance of the seceders for the means 
of setting themselves up in the world, and even 
to this day there is a great deal of talk about the 
patriotic destruction of this kind of merchandize, 
as a means either of distressing conquering ene­
mies, or coercing lukewarm friends. But a re­
cent vote in the Confederate Senate has thrown 
cold water upon that fiery sort of courage, which 
tended in the suicidal direction. The Southern­
ers are not, as a nation, disposed to follow a 
counsel analogous to that which, according to 
Cowper, the old ram, much disturbed by tbe 
noise of a hunting party, vouchsafed to the flock, 
when he advised them

“ To save onr lives, leap all into the pit,”
In short, it was discussed by the Senate at Rich­
mond, on the 12th ultimo, whether a resolution, 
or better still, a bill, should not be passed, to pro­
hibit the planting of cotton in the year 1862 un­
der heavy penalties. There was a good deal of 
talking ; but the general result of what was said 
was, that after all, whether at peace or war, cot­
ton was the one great source of the wealth of the 
South ; that if they had not that they had no­
thing, and that if there remained still any bait to 
induce the interference of European Governments 
in favor of the Confederacy,it jnus t be the existence 
of cotton, which might be had, if peace were re­
stored or the blockade raised. These views com­
manded not only the majority of speakers, but 
also the majority of votes ; for although Mr. 
Semmes confessed that he had long ago given up 
the idea that cotton was king, and now believed 
that Great Britain would not interfere, since she 
would find it cheaper to maintain laborers out of 
work by alms than to go to war—since, besides, 
her statesmen wanted to encourage the growth 
of cotton in British territory—the numbers were 
at last only eight for the cessation of cotton cul­
tivation, and eleven against it. Of course the 
determination of the Senate respecting the growth 
of cotton governs the decision which must be 
come to with respect to its destruction ; for if it 
be the policy of the Government still to consider 
the laborious production of more cotton as a 
laudable work, it cannot but hold that the pre­
servation of what has already been produced is 
at least equally praiseworthy. There may, there­
fore, be partial destruction of the staple by mili­
tary order, but there is not likely to be any gene­
ral adoption of a self-denying ordinance having 
that intention.

During these few 
minutes, Logan, Miles, and deceased were to- 
vether- l went as£} spoke to the sentry and said 
there wdlt'd he a fight th^ra. A? J Was going 
up to the barrack gi’S I iuet Logan and MUb? 
coming back. Deceased was then lying' on the 
ground. After the fight Miles, Logan and Ire- 
turned to the ship. ^4'hen we went on board 1 
saw that Miles had his knife with him. He had 
it in his hand. Logan was drunk îh.sf- Right, 
but Miles had not taken so much. When' tye 
went into the forecastle about midnight, Miles 
pulled out his knife and told Logan and I that he 
was afier killing that man. He drove the knife 
into the bulk head four or five times, and^ said 
“that’s the way I gave it tp him.” He also said 
that he did not want to see his shipmate struck 
while he was along with him. He then jvmJt 
out of the forecastle and went to bed. Miles 
wore an oil skin coat of a dark colour that night. 
On Sunday morning several of us were wastiing 
decks and Miles told me not to go on shore that 
day.

Cross-examined.—I only took ,one glass of 
whisky and iwo of beer that evening in the 
“bhip Inn.” When l separated Aljison'and Lo­
gan in the “Ship Inn, ’ I shoved AUlteP and !)e 
fell down. When Logan and Allison were 
fighting in the street, I stood looking at them for 
a while. I was about 20 yards from them. Being 
wiihin this distance I saw that Logan was 
fighting with Allison. I saiv Logan strike Alii 
so» with hi? fists. Blows were exchanged. Both 
were drunk.-—They commenced to fight near the 
sentry and ended near the barrack gate. J. would 
not have seen Miles stab the deceased at the ,dis? 
tance of 15 or 20 yards. I was not in ft position 
to see him. I did not see Allison lying on the 
ground.

Hugh Logan (who was also indicted for the 
murder, but in whose case the Grand Jury found 
No Bill) said. I was a sailor on the Oswingo, a 
shipmate cf the prisoner Miles. 1 met deceased 
at the “Ship Inn” on the night of the 2nd Nov. I 
do not remember having a fight with deceased 
that night, I was tipsy, and do not remember 
what happened. The next morning I found that 
my hand was cut, but I do not know how it 
happened.

Uross-examined—I believe I was abje to walji 
a little. I think I rolled down to the ship. 1 
was at the “ Ship Inn” till I was put out between 
11 and 12 o’clock. The prisoner was in my 
company all the evening. W.e were singing 
songs, dancing, aud making merry together. We 
drank out of a tumbler. I took not less than 7 or 
8 glasses, perhaps more. The prisoner Miles also 
drank as often. I was able to walk about 13 
o’clock that night. I fell off the ship into the 
water and then went ashore. Soon after I was 
arrested. Before I got drunk in the tavern I 
saw the prisoner offering drink to deceased in a 
friendly way. English was aboat g days aboard 
our ship.

John Smith (the third person accused, against 
whom the Grand Jury found no bill for murder) 
said—I was a sailor on board the “ Czar.” De­
ceased was a shipmate of mine, and I waa with 
him in the “ Ship Inn” on the night in question. 
The prisoner was with me when I left the inn ; 
also, English, deceased and Logan. I did not 
see Alison and Logan fight. I did not know that 
Alison had been stabbed till the following morn­
ing.

Cross-examined—I did not know anything 
about the fight. (Private Shelden, being called 
forward, witness said he knew nothing about 
him. Shelden then being placed in the box, re­
pented that Smith was the man he saw by the 
light of the lamp standing at the feat of deceased 
on the night in question.)

Dr. Craik—I was directed by the Coroner to 
make a post mortem examination of the body of 
deceased, on Monday, 4th Nov. I did so in con­
junction with Dr. Picault, and found a number of 
stabs, cuts and bruises. There was a large 
wound under the left arm rather more than an 
inch in length, and in depth about four inches. 
It extended upwards and backwards, terminating- 
in the shoulder joint. The large artery which 
supplies the arm was completely divided, and 
this, of itself, would probably cause death, if the 
blood had not been staunched. There was an­
other wound in the front of the left side of the 
chest, about the same size as the one above de­
scribed, extending upwards. It completely sever­
ed the two large muscles of the chest, terminat­
ing in the collar bone. There were also three 
stabs lower down ; one merely penetrated the 
skin, but the other penetrated the chest—between 
the sixth and seventh ribs. There were also 
wounds in the lung corresponding to these two 
wounds. One was about half an inch and the 
other about three-quarters of an inch deep.

There was also a kuife wound on the outer side 
of the left thigh. Another incised wound ex­
tended across the palm of the left hand. There 
were about seven wounds in all, the one first 
mentioned was the most serious, and the man 
would bleed to death in two or three minutee 
from them, unless his position was such as to 
check the flow of blood, in which case he might 
have lived two or three minutes longer. (A coat 
was produced which the Doctor examined at the 
time of the Inquest, and which had some spots of 
blood upon it.)

Cross-Examined—I think tbe man must have 
been lying on his back when he received the 
wounds. The one under the arm was probably 
received as he raised his arm. I cannot say 
positively that the blood on the coat is human 
blood.

Dr. Picault entirely corroborated the above, 
and believed that the wounds might have been 
inflicted with an ordinary sailor’s knife.

Jos. P. Curry, recalled—Identified the coat as 
the one Miles wore on Saturday night.

Coroner Jones—Identified the signature to the 
prisoner's voluntary examination, made before 
him on the 15th November last. It was to the fol­
lowing effect : On the evening in question, I was 
in company, in a tavern near the soldiers’ bar­
racks, with the deceased Allison, John English, 
Hugh Logan and John Smith. \Ve were drink­
ing and playing cards. There was a fight in the 
tavern about a cap. The parties were turned out 
into the street. I was put out afterwards. When 
I got to the corner of the lane they were light­
ing again. Logan called out to me “ Tom, Tom." 
That wae when lie was down witli the deceased 
fighéing. I went up and got hold of some one 
and said, “ Is this you, Logan.’-’ Nobody an­
swered. One man when I went up had hold of 
one of the men, who was down on the ground, 
striking him. I could not find where Logan was, 
so I went aside. The man who was striking the 
one who was on the ground went round, and was 
pulling one of the two men who were down. At 
this time, while I was standing there, the soldiers 
came up and lifted the two men off the body. 
After the soldiers lifted them off, they were look­
ing about for a cap. The soldiers took hold of 
Lo; au. I was standing to one side at the time, 
and I saw Smith take his old hat off and put it 
on Logan's head. Then I went up to nim and 
asked him what he was doing with Logan. He 
said be had his cap. (The rest of the statement 
had no bearing on the case.)

Mr. B. Devlin addressed the jury at great 
length for the defence, maintaining that the evi. 
deuce was not of such a character as that they 
could conscientiously bring home the charge to 
the prisoner, And, consequently, by the merci­
ful provision of the law, they would have to give 
the prisoner the benefit of that doubt. At the 
worst, it was only' manslaughter. He pointed 
out Smith as the probable murderer. He called

Detective O’Leary, who stated that he found 
a cap with spots of blood on it in Smith’s bunk 
on board the Czar. He took the cap to Smith 
and asked him if he knew it. The latter said he 
did—that he picked it up in a tavern during the 
row there. He declined to say how the blood 
came on it. He told witness that it was the 
dead man’s cap.

Private Whitehead—I was on sentry on the 
night in question from 10 to 12 o’clock, and 
during that time, I am positive that I was not 
spoken to by any person.

Cross-examined—I was spoken to half an hour 
after the row was over.

John Hope (seaman on the Ocean Phantom) 
re-called, repeated his former statement that he 
could not swear who else waa standing bv de­
ceased besides Logan.

This wa? the case for the defence, after which 
Mr. Johnson replied. He rebutted the pretension 
of Mr. Devlin that no malice had been proved 
against his client, by citing Foster’s Crown Law 
to show that the prosecutor is not bound to 
prove maiiee, for the laty presumes malice. In 
the present case, too, the deceased had received 
seven distinct stabs. Mr. Johnson proceeded to 
comment ort the evidence at great length. With 
reference to the missing knife, which one of the 
witnesses asserted that he saw the prisoner drop 
into the port yyater closet, Mr. J. said he 
had dirisctèfl divers to segrçh for it, hut owing to 
the rapid current it was hopeless to attempt to 
recover it. Meantime, however, the prisoner, in 
his voluntary examination, confessed that he had 
been persuaded by Mitchell to throw the knife 
away. He complimented the Coroner on the 
manner in which he had conducted the inquiry, 
and the detectives for their perseverance and 
sagacflv.

Judge Mondeiet proceeded to sum up the evi­
dence with great care, and commented upon all 
the features of the case. He first considered the 
evidence apart from the admissions of the prison­
er, and then commented on the confirmation it 
received, pot only from the statements of the pri­
soner the same night, hqt from $pse statements 
repeated on' the following ($undav) morning, 
When be ÿ$s perjectly"sober.

The jury thou retired at twenty minutes to six.

A number of prisoners, against whom the 
Grand Jury had returned true bills in the course 
of tlie day, were then arraigned as follows :—

Théophile Lafleur, larceny, pleaded guilty. 
Izrael Debout, larceny, pleaded not guilty. (This 
prisoner stated that he was only 14 years of age, 
and that his father was dead. He had no advo­
cate nor witnesses.) William Henry Jackson, 
stealing four gold and finger rings, pleaded not 
guilty.5 (This is'also a boy, who aaicj his father
is dead.) J. B. Delorme, larceny, pleaded guilty. 
Patrick Sharkey' and William Beeren, stealing a
smoking pipe> valued at $20, both pleaded
guilty. Louis Yassant, larceny, two indictments,
pleaded guilty.

At five'minutes past £ P.M., the Jury sent in 
word that there was no probability of thejr ar­
riving at an immediate decision. The Court 
was accordingly adjourned till 10 o’clock this 
morning, when the Collins case will probably be 
taken up.

The Lynchburg Virginian of the 22d, reiter­
ates its account of the defeat of the Union caval­
ry detachment on tbe line of the Orange and 
Alexandria Railroad, which our account' stated 
was an affair in which we only lost one man.

If there is any portion of truth in tnis account 
in the Virginia papers, our own accounts have 
not only been suppressed, but falsified at 
Washington. The s‘atement of the Virginian, 
that one hundred prisoners, with their horses, 
had actually been brought to Culpepper Court- 
House, is the roost staggering:.

The Virginian says:
“The engagement took place on Saturday last. 

The enemy’s cavalry, who numbered about five 
hundred, were within the sight of our forces when 
General Stuart ordered and led the charge 
upon them. The forces engaged on our side 
were Captain Whitehead’s company, of Amherst, 
and Captain Harris’s company, of Campbell, 
under command of Colonel Radford, and four 
companies of the Second Virginia cavalry, under 
command of Colonel Jones.

The number of the ennemy’s wounded was not 
ascertained, but it must have been large. There 
were known to have been killed, forty ; and cap­
tured, one hundred, with their horses, etc., 
which were brought to Culpepper Court-House 
on Saturday.

The loss on our side is six killed and one hun­
dred and eighty wounded!”

FEATURES OF CIVIL WAR.
Nashville. March 17,1862.

There are few men whose appearance indicate 
more plainly their character than that of Parson 
Brownlow,

of the exiles forming the East Tennessee Brigade 
in the Union service. Enthusiasm for the Union 
was nothing new to. me. But the religious de­
votion to its holy cause revealed by these simple- 
hearted mountaineers, far surpassed in intensity 
the loyalty of the people in the Northern States 
They looked upon their allegiance in the light of 
a duty to their God,and sincerely believed a war 
of extermination upon Secessionism the godiiest. 
Indeed, the most inspiring spectacle seen by me 
in all this war, was the loud praying and psalm- 
singing of the Tennessee regiments, after dress- 
parade.

I am informed by Parson Brownlow that a 
similar spirit pervades all East Tennessee. In 
spite of the forcible collection of arms through­
out the Eastern District after the uprising in 
November, the loyalists have managed to con­
ceal most, and will rise with them en masse up­
on the approach of Union troops. The oppress­
ive measures visited upon them by the Rebel 
Govseumenthave only made them more cautious 
Since the occupation thousands have made their 
way to the Union army on the other side of the 
Cumberland Gap. The Parson believes that as 
soon as a force sufficient tu drive out the Rebes 
soldiery will have gained a foothold on this side 
the of Cumberland Mountains,ten thousand Un­
ion men, at a low estimate, will join it.

The Parson has related to me some incidents 
of the bridge-burning conspiracy in November. 
It appears that Chaplain Carter and Capt. Fry 
of the Tennessee brigade made their way over 
hidden paths, and in disguise to the house of a 
prominent loyalist, within eight miles of Knox­
ville. Then they summoned a meeting of the 
faithful, to whom thev represented that a Union 
division was about forcing its way into the East­
ern District, and that, in order to insure the suc­
cess of the contemplated expedition, and prevent 
the re-enforcement of the Confederate forces, 
they were authorized hy the Union military au­
thorities to execute a plan for the destruction of 
the principal bridges on the East-Tennessee and 
Virginia Railroad. Most of those present at 
once signified their ^willingness to cooperate. 
Capt Fry, assuming the character of a Confed­
erate contractor, travelled from point to point, 
personally superintending the preparations. So 
well were the plans laid, that, although the most 
westerly of the doomed bridges was no less than 
one hundred and seventy-five miles from the 
most easterly, the guards at all of them were 
overpowered, and the structures fired within the 
same hour of the same Jit. <5».pt. Fry was 
présentât the burning ofve Lick Creek bridge. 
The guards were not only overome, disarmed, 
and tied, but also made to swear allegiance to 
the United States upon a Bible, brought along 
for the purpose.

Of the ten hung for alleged connection with 
the bridge-burning,only two had realty anything 
to do with it. One of these, William C. Haun, 
applied for the benefit of a Methodist clergyman. 
His pentition was denied A clerical sympathizer 
with rebellion was finally forced upon him. 
When the victim had the fatal knot tied, the 
mocker of religion said that he was glad to state 
to the crowd that the unfortunate individual 
had seen the error of his yajs aqd was repent­
ing. Haun, exclaimed, “ You are a liar. I 
merely expressed repentance for the real sins of 
my life. As to the burning of Lick Creek Bridge.
1 applied the torch. I felt it to be my duty to 
God to do it, and would do itagain.”

The Parson states positively that the order of 
the Rebel Secretary of War directing “ to hang 
the incendiaries, and to keep their bodies suspen­
ded as near to the burned bridges as possible,' 
was subsequently amended by' ordering the burn­
ing instead of the hanging of the offenders.
There is now_a secret league of Unionists about 
Knoxville, swprn to bring to deaih every Reb 
el that had anything to do with the arrest, and 
execution of the ten victims. A fearful vengeance 
iudeed, awaits who ever at any time persecuted 
any Unionist fo p his loy'alty. The ringleaders 
will be slain and the remainder driven from the 
country'. Qne of the most interesting actors 
throughout the Union drama is Old Clift,” a 
Methodist clergyman neap Chattanooga , well 
known for integrity.

There is evidence that the disaffected portion 
of tlie people of Nashville and vicinity are be­
coming more reconciled to the Union “invasion.” 
While I do norbelievc that there will be a speedy 
general cave of all Secession sympathies, I am 
satisfied that three months from now the majority 
of the citizens will feel but little regret at the 
change of rulers.

While all the retail stores have been reopened 
business is not improving very rapidly, and will 
not as long as the State remains the theater of 
war. The overtures ofNorthern trader who came 
here in the expectation of speedy sales and large 
profits, have not proved successful, owing to the 
impossibility of realizing anything but Southern 
funds. Quite a number of Northern merchants 
have neyerthless rented stores here Doping for an 
early return of prosperous times.

I haye converted with eeverql business men, of 
decided Southern inclinations qs tp tfie ppospeet 
briuging the cotton and tobacco crop to market. 
They all expressed the opinion that the growers 
would offer their produce for sale as soou as they 
could safely do so. One of these remarked. The 
higli prices of tobacco and cotton iu the North 
will overcome the political antipathies of by far 
the greater number.” He also pronounced the 
threatened burning of the cotton “ all bosh.” He 
thought fhaf the squall cnnntiijes stared ip the 
eitiesihlght be destroyed npon approach of the 
Northern troops ; but estimated, the amount thus
encUmg-oi-ocl «.t cvveriUf t 11 part or
last year’s crop. As to the burning by the plan­
ters themselues, he believed that not one in a 
hundred yvould do it.

The notorious liebei chieftain John Hot- gan 
chtufnvented our pickets' between Murfrest 
and this point and succeeded in 
reaching and crossing the Cumberland about 
twenty-two miles north-east of Nashville, on 
Sunday last. Just when he rode into the town, 
a train consisting of a locomotive and same plat­
form cars, arrived from the North. Morgan, im-

By this exploit and the destrltetjon of the tel­
egraph, Morgan (virtually isolated General Buell 
and his whole army from the North for two days. 
Is it not a crying shame that he was enabled to 
do so by the inexplicable neglect of General 
Buell to have the road properly guarded.

to draw the engines of war. We can sympathize 
with Mr. Bright so far. But when he comes to 
explain why his mission has been so fruitless he 
is, to our mind, somewhat too positive and too 
partial in his views. It is, he says, because the 
rich govern in this country ; only one million 
out of seven are consulted in the choice of mem­
bers ; and of that fortunate and responsible mil­
lion a quarter returns a majority of Parliament. 
Even on this view of the case it remains to be 
shown, what .Mr. Bright fails to do, that the maj­
ority returned by' these two hundred and fifty 
thousand electors are the majority that carries 
the House, and so rules the nation, and causes 
this extravagant expenditure. But there is a fur­
ther and far more serious assumption in this view' 
of the case, to which we entirely demur. Neith­
er does the quarter of a million which returns 
the majority of members misrepresent the whole 
million of nominal electors, nor does that whole 
million misrepresent the seven millions of men 
who Mr. Brightjthinks ought to have votes. 
There is no reason to doubt that the national 
expenditure is popular, aud according to the 
tastes and opinions, of the whole country. The 
British people arc the most enterprising, money- 
spending people in the world, unless, indeed, the 
Americans be excepted. They like to hear of 
great works in peace or in war. They think it 
prosperity when much money is afloat, when 
credit is high, when spirits are strong, and con­
fidence unbounded. Mr. Bright’s own constitu­
ents have never shown themselves averse from 
any war whatever ; and could all Birmingham 
be polled on the question of a war with any Pow­
er,on any occasion,they would most certainly de­
cide in its favour by a large majoriry. So "there 
ends the assumption that the seven million men 
of these isles are misrepresented by the quarter- 
million who return a majority of the House of 
Commons ; or that this country is really gover­
ned by the rich, and that hence its reckless ex­
penditure.

“ The Examiner” on ths same scbject.—Al­
though wars are not ceasing, it is becoming tbe 
fasbon to carry ou hostilities under the less alar­
ming designations of Operations, Expeditions, or 
Interventions. A return for the financial years 
1860 and 1861, just issued exhibits the payment 
in the latter year of no less a sum than 3,043, 
8961., for “ Operations in China.” There was 
also an expenditure for the like purpose in 1860, 
of the smaller but still considerable amount, of 
858,0571. But let us see if any more of the pub­
lic money has been spent in such Operations. 
Iu the year ended 31st of March, 1859, 391, 9431. 
is put down to “ Operations in China.” For 1858 
the sum is 590,6931., but that was charged again­
st the “Chinese war. The total amount in the 
four was no less than 4,884,5891.

This sum is the amount of expenditure already 
accounted for, but a vote of 1000,0001 was taken 
last session for Operations iu China, and not 
much less will be spent in the year ending the 
31st instant. Nearer six millions than five will 
therefore, have been paid for the operations of 
our militarv and naval forges in China since 
1058.

But six millions is much below the actual cost 
as part of the stores used, and the ordinary pay 
of the forces employed, were included under 
other items of the public expenditure.

There is a good deal of grumbling upon the 
subject of our expenditure-id the Colonies. Let 
our representatives keep a watchful eye upon 
military and naval Operations or interven­
tions.

We have much of the prodigality of French 
and American expenditure. We are not dis­
posed to say a word in extenuation of either im­
perial or democratic extravagance, but before we 
listen to any more lectures upon our neighbours’ 
sins, we must beg our economic critics to look 
at home. The French will be taken in and done 
for by one great speculator for sake of ease and 
quiet, they must pay for it handsomely. And if 
twenty separate States will wage deadly war 
with twelve others, in that case likewise there 
is a prima facie case for enormous outlay'. But 
what is to be said iu defence of a staid old con 
stitutional system taking to habits of thoughless 
and reckless profusion tor which there is neither 
the excuse of sudden exigency or the pretext of 
political need ? What do our soi-disaut repres­
entatives promise us for the thirty-five millions 
sterling we are to be called on to pay this year 
in taxes instead cf twenty-two millions which 
were agreed to be amply sufficient ten years 
ago 1
“England has passed through many changes, 
but never before, in a time of profound peace, 
have the two great parties in Parliament, agreed 
that upwards of 35,000,0001. a year should be 
regularly expected for army, navy, anfl the civil 
administration:. It is worse (ban ridiculous to 
raise a shout agaipst F.almerstpn and Russell, as 
Mr, Bright would do, because they are willing 
to float with the tide, Who 1ms tried to stem 
the corrupting current? Tlie shameful fact 
is that the guardianship of the people’s purse, 
has been betrayed by the present House of Com-;) 
mons, without distinction of party. , f

BRITISH FINANCES.

Mr. Briqiit on the Income Tax.—Mr. Bright 
having received a commumcation from a meeting 
of his oonstitpeute, which at the Sfitpe time ap* 
sèrtèd that thfeÿ were'là favour of direct taxat­
ion ; but opposed to the present system as un­
just, and therefore desirous that their represen­
tative should divide the house on every possible 
occasion against its reimposition, Mr. Bright re­
plied by litter, from which the following are 
some extracts :—

I am not surprised at tlie hostility existing in 
the minds of many persons in Birmingham aga­
inst this tax ; I am only surprised at the culpa­
ble patience, with which it has been so long en­
dured. At the satpe tinte I cannot see tfie wis­
dom of the course you recommend, I cannot, 
therefdre,undertake “to divide the House against 
the'present income-tax laws on every possible 
occasion.’ The House of Commons, and I may 
say Parliament as a whole, finds no special 
grievance in heavy expenditure and heavy tax­
ation, and the inequalities of which you'justly 
pomplain, tejl in favour of the rich, .anff espec­
ially' in fdvour of the otynprs of what is palled 
real property, the income-tas was' 'imposed in 
the year 1842 to enable Sir Robert Peel to begin 
the reform of the tariff. The tariff has been,'to 
a great extent reformed ; and, although the Cus­
toms’ dutie produce more now than they did in 
1842, the income-tax remains with a heavier 
pressure and a wider field. The cause is on the 
surface. Parliament consents now to an annual' 
expenditure about 20 million^ in pxqess of that 
oi l§4?i and the iiipbptQ-tax raises bn'efoalfof the 
increased taxstion. If I complain, Government 
and Parliament tell tfle that the nation is not of 
my opinion,' In the United Kingdom there are 
seven millions of men who pay taxes,and of these 
|about six millions are never consulted as to the 
.mount which shall be spept, op the mode iu 

'which it shall be raised! Of the one million 
who are apparently consulted, it may be said 
that political power is so unequally apportiope' 
among thern that less than cneriburtn eject : 
majority of the members of the House of Com­
mons, by which seventy millions of taxes are an­
nually collected from seven millions of men, and 
wljiph determines the mode in which the vast 
sum shall be expended, p haf e novy had an e^t 
perience of nearly twenty' years in the House of 
Commons, and during that time I have given 
such assistance as I could to every attempt to 
keep down expenditure, anfi to make taxation 
more equal. The expenditure is mow twenty 
millions' more than it was when 1 entered Parlia­
ment. Since 1853-4, when Lord Palmerston 
and LopiJ John Russell led the nation into war 
with Russia, the public exchequer has been open 
to the rapacity of the military services, and they 
have rsvelled,without check, in the wealth whichli 
industry has created. These old statesmen,steep­
ed in tne traditions ofthe last generation, con­
ceive the grandeur of a country to consist iu the 
vastness of its taxation, and" the extent of its 
military preparations, and they have succeeded 
in so exciting the fears and imposing upon the 
understanding of the middle classes of the peo­
ple, as to induce them to tolerate a constantly- 
growing extravagance indite Executive Govern­
ment, and a burden of taxation, which in time of 
peace would have driven their forefathers into 
revolt. If the middle class prefer an alliance 
with the aristocratic and ruling party, to the 
cordial co-operation and help of the great nation 
now excluded from political power, they must 
be coûtent with a profligate Government expen 
diture, and a taxation burdensome from it am­
ount and insulting from its 'inequality and in­
justice. “ " ^

The Times on Mr. Bright.—Mr. Bright tells 
his constituents with something like bitterness 
that he has been in Parliament now nearly twen­
ty years,on a mission of peace and retrenchment, 
only to see the expenditure raised twenty mil- 
ions, or at the rate of a million a year. It is 
now seventy millions, or about £10. a head for 
every man in these islands. Tbe Income Tax 
was first laid on with the beneficent object of re­
ducing indirect taxation and emancipation trade. 
As such it had Mr. Bright’s full sanction. The 
work has been done, and the Income Tax re­
main s. The Customs yield more than they did 
twenty years ago ; so the Income Tax ought 
long ago to have disappeared. But there it still 
stands, like one of those monstrous piles of sef- 
folding which disfigure the metropolis for years, 
though originally put up for a few months. It
