Of the Changes of the Moon.

Many perfons, underftanding that the mean time be-
tween one new Moon and another is 29 days, 12 hours,
44 minutes and a fraétion, imagine that, to find the
full or quartersof the Moon, they have only to add a
half or fourth part of thattime; and when they do
not find the changes marked in the Calendar to cor-
refpond with this method, they impute it to miftake
in the calculation of thofe changes. Itis therefore,
neceffary to pot them in mind, that the great inequa-
lityof the Moon's motions renders the above rule cx-
eremely inaccurate, fo that nineteen timeyin tweaty,
it mufl f2il in giving the true conjunétion or charge.
