THE POWERS OF THE POLICE COM-
MITTLEE.
It would appear that the Police Committee
have given Chiof Penton authority regarding
the release of prisoners, which implies muoch
greatcr powers on their part than are general-
ly known to be confided to any body of men
aoting in their oapacity. Thero is cortainly
often much stupidity displayed by policemon
in making arrests, and many men have been
brought to the stations of whoss innocencs
there was not the least doubt. If they were
tried before the Recorder, much greater injury
would be caused than the relesse of many
offenders whose offonces were of greater mag-
nitude. There is u general rule in the Police
Force that persone aseusad of drunkenness sime.
ply, and trivial offorces, who aro arrested on
Satarday night, be rclensed at the Sergeant's
discretion on Sunday morning, and not be
foroed to lic nenrly forty-sight hours in the
polico cells ; and sgain, the police must use
discretion in their arreste, allowing drunken
men to endeavor to find their way home sum.
mer nights, whom they would arrest in winter
{rom foar they might freeze to death. Theso
powers delegated by tho Police Cimmitteo
through the Coiel to those unde: him, cannct
but be considered just ; and if delegated to the
sub-constables nud sirge. n 7, they cannot but
belong to the Chief. In the oase in question,
whero the Chief struck off the Recorder's
shoot tho name of & man arrested in & disres
putable house, there might have been an un.
just use of this power, and it would be
well for the Police Committes to enguire fully
into the matter. So far, the real name ani
ocoupation of the person arrested and reloased
has not transpired, and any remarks on his
prosumed statns in society would be out of
place. In regard to the return of the §20 left
ns bail, this act is in accordance with the rule
that any one roleased receives his bail money
back.

power given the police favors the poor, many
of whom are said to be arrested, lodged, and
