We're putting a lot of effort and a lot of
heart into it,” says Rankin.

After signing up to participate and see-
ing the orientation video, “I was amazed
at how big it was with all the survivors and
all the people who walked last year by just
how emotional they all were and well that
really got me. I was in after seeing that,”

George Lefebvre, which is now owned by
Linda Roy, at 29 Bouchette Street in
Huntingdon last Wednesday, August 9.
The fire fighters were on the scene from
5:30 p.m. until 2 a.m.

The Huntingdon Fire Department had
to ask for  assistance from
Godmanchester, Hinchinbrooke, and
Sainte-Barbe Fire Departments, says
Huntingdon Fire Chief Pierre Clément.

“We had excel-
lent cooperation
from our neigh-
bouring fire depart-
ments because in
the first few min-
utes everyone was
coming back from
work so we were
short on manpow-
er. It is always
returned between
our departments,
but it is always
good when it goes
that well,” says
Chief Clément.

woke up from a sleep and realized smoke
was coming from her kitchen.

According to Chief Clément, “she had
put something on the stove, a kettle boil-
ing water, and it spread from there.”

Mrs. Roy has a son, but he was not
home at the time of the fire and she was
thankfully not hurt either, says Chief
Clément, adding this is a case demon-
strating the extreme importance of “not
to leave any cooking unattended.”

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Peacekeeping Day observed in Hemmingford

The cerulean blue of the United
Nations flag matched the sky as it flew over
the cenotaph in Hemmingford on Sunday,
August 13, during the Royal Canadian
Legion Branch 244’s commemorative serv-
ice in observance of the United Nations
Peacekeeping Day. The flag’'s minimal
imagery of the continents surrounded by
the perennial olive branches of peace is
strong in symbolism as a reminder of how
little space we, as humans, take up on the
earth’s surface, and unfortunately, how
much of that livable environment is affect-
ed daily by violence, conflict and war.

“Peacekeeping Day, August 9th, is
about recognition and commemoration of
peacekeepers past, present and yet to
come, and their families, recognition and
thanks to those who help make the peace-
keeping duty less arduous and remember-
ing our fallen oomrades who have died in
the service of peace,” said Hemmingford
Legion Vice President, Karl Krammel in a
speech on the significant role Canadian
peacekeepers have played in UN missions
around the world. The national
Peacekeeping Day is officially held on
August 9th to commemorate the loss of
nine Canadian peacekeepers in 1974 who
were killed over Damascus, Syria, in what
remains the greatest single loss of
Peacekeepers on a Canadian mission.

“The 11 of November is well known, but
the 9th of August is still fairly unknown,”
says Krammel, adding that a lot of people
are still uncertain about what peacekeep-
ing really is.

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catch on,” he says, mentioning that plans
are to begin incorporating peacekeeping
into the educational programs that are run
in partnership with the area elementary
schools around the eleventh of November.
Sadly, the numbers of veterans from the
Second World War are becoming fewer
and fewer, and the same can be said for
those who fought in the Korean War. The
new majorities of veterans taking part in
Legion activities are from times of peace,
and have mainly been part of either NATO
or UN missions.

“It’s not peacekeeping anymore,” says
Bill Flynn, of the Huntingdon Legion, who
served nine years in Germany and finished
two tours in Egypt.

They aren’t peacekeeping they are at
war. “Its more what they call a peacemak-
ing mission, but I don’t know how you can
make someone be peaceful when you have
a gun in your hand,” says Flynn, explaining
the shift in mentality that have followed the
changes in the world such that it may not
always be possible to think of peace as
attainable in some conflicts.

“We had guns, but we never had to use
them. I used to walk the streets of the city
in Rafa, Egypt. It was completely different,
we were peacekeepers, I don’t see how you
can be a peacemaker if you have to shoot
somebody to do it,” he says.

The risks associated with current UN
missions may have changed, but their grav-
ity remains the same as it was 50 years ago
when the first peacekeepers went into
Egypt and literally put themselves in
between the Egyptians and Israelis to serve
as a buffer after the withdrawal of Israeli
forces from Egyptian territory.

“I think we
accomplished what
we were supposed
to do at that time,”
says Flynn, and
while he admits
there was always an
element of risk,
peacekeeping was
“not as dangerous
as it has become.

“We work for
peace and not for
war, but its not like
it was. Today it is
much more com-

!.

plex,” says Gaetan
Martel, the
National President
of the Canadian
Association of
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United Nations
Peacekeeping, not-
ing how each mis-
sion is different
because of the
involvement of war-
ring politics, lan-
guages and in many
cases religions,
which change the
context of each
operation.

“We are there for
peace, we are not
there to hurt any-
one, but to help peo-
ple, Even in
Afghanistan the men are busy rebuilding
villages, building schools and helping the
population,” says Martel, noting how the
peacekeeping role includes working with a
population to reestablish their country.

“It worked for a while,” says Krammel,
remarking that the Canadians have done a
lot of good things, “but it’s getting more
serious now because the terrorists are
extreme.”

That said, Krammel believes that peace-

keeping can work “as long as the will of the
people in the country is there, and I think
that in Afghanistan the will is there for
peace, but it’s the rebels you have to watch
and the extremists.”

Without a ‘doubt, peacekeeping has
changed, but the significance of the blue
beret remains the same; peace and the
importance of protecting its fragile exis-
tence remains crucial in a world fast
becoming more dangerous.

Home Grown Terrorists

I don’t have grey hair... yet. But I fail to
understand how much fun can there be tip-
ping over ten 3 x 3 x 3 flowerboxes at a
restaurant in the middle of Huntingdon on
a weekday night?

Almost five years after the September
11, 2001 terrorists attack in New York and
Washington, the fear of al Qaeda and other
terrorist groups practically dropped out of
the air late last week. More than 20 sus-
pects were arrested in Pakistan and Britain
following the discovery of a plot to blow
commercial airliners out of the sky again.

Some will say it’s preposterous and I am
fear mongering, but could the vandalism
that is continually taking place in commu-
nities across the Chateauguay Valley be a
seed for terrorism?

News background reports in the past
few days have been saying terrorism is
based on a desire for peer esteem and
respect earned through intimidation, acts
of defiance. Surely knocking over or steal-
ing flowerboxes at restaurants and homes,
toppling gravestones, breaking into vehi-
cles, bashing rural mailboxes, ripping street
signs off their posts, and spray painting
another’s property in the middle of the
night have nothing to do with terrorism.

No?

While there may be no great cause rep-
resented with all this destruction, these
attention-getting stunts are sadly a reason
for someone to be admired for having “the
guts”, to be brave enough, to actually do it.

Isn’t
the vandalism downgrading the quality of
our communities? Who wants to invest in a
crime-ridden area?

TWO BARNS, HOUSE LOST IN
FIRE NEAR ARNOLD’S CORNERS

Two barns, one 30x52 and the other
28x60, also the farmhouse, a good sub-
stantial brick structure on the farm of Mr.
Donald Latulipe near Arnold’s corners
on the Ridge Road, were totally
destroyed by fire early Monday evening.
The fire of undetermined origin was seen
by Mr. Latulipe breaking through the
roof of one of the barns, shortly after 8
p-m., as he was returning from a short
visit to his first neighbour, Mr. Leer. The
alarm was given and a large number of
volunteers quickly arrived willing to do
what they could but were greatly ham-
pered by the total lack of water on the
premises. The electric pump was in the
flaming barn and the drilled well was
tightly capped and a dug well in the yard
total dry.

As the flames spread from one barn to
the other and as both were near the
dwelling it soon became evident that
without the necessary water it would be

impossible to save it either. Although
water was brought by truck from
Tremblay’s factory, it was too late to save
the house, which was soon a mass of
flames. Workers did manage to drag to
safety considerable of the household
effects, and some wood stored in the
shed, adjoining the house. The loss is a
severe one for Mr. Latulipe as he only
purchased the farm three years ago from
his father.

Three pigs three months old and one
young calf were lost in the fire as well as
a hay loader that was in the barn. The
barn was full of hay but no fall threshing
had been done.

The loss is estimated at from $12,000
to $15,000 covered by about a total of
$5,000 insurance on buildings and con-
tents. Feelings were voiced by several
farmers at the fire that some sort of fire
engine or pumper with a good supply
tank should be purchased by municipali-
ties so hat they would be available for
such cases as these.

Over the years, we had become close friends.

André Laberge supported me throughout
the campaign. On election night, November 2,
2003, he had organized without my knowledge a
huge celebration at Wayne’s, the Brasserie du
Village. When the results of the ballots were
revealed, we hugged each other. He cried warm

tears... of enjoyment!

I regularly visited André at his store or the
Brasserie. We smoked “Indians” together. We
even smoked in the store and chatted about
the town and politics. We laughed and we
talked about everything and nothing. There
was never a week that would pass without our
counter caucus.

André would also come to see me at the
town hall. It was like a ceremony, an honour
for him to come to the Mayor’s office. Yet all
that I have today is a little and especially
thanks to him. It was the spark from his idea
that got me started.

One morning in the winter of 2005, André
was passing by the town hall with his black
pick-up truck. He saw me coming out the side
door and stopped his vehicle. He lowered the
window and looked at me, his eyes were full of
water. He had just learned he had black spots

on his lungs... but that he was confident he was
going to get over it. That he was going to fight
and be cured.

Then some weeks later, he told me he didn’t
want to “surrender” until the next municipal
election and for me to be reelected. And that
later, that’s when he could leave...

We continued to see each other here and
there. At St-Jean last year at Prince - Arthur
Park, he was happy to see me. Another time it
was at the Brasserie. We had lunch together.
We didn’t have much to say. I felt uncomfort-
able leaving him like that. And no doubt him
Lo,

Before going on holidays last Monday, [ sent
him flowers at the Huntingdon County Hospital
where he was staying. It was a beautiful boat of
flowers because he was a fanatic for
Vallevfield's Regatta.

[t was in a five-minute conversation with the
town’s clerk for news that she told me that
André had died.

I had no courage to visit you in your last
hours. I did not want to cry in front of you. I love
you and I appreciate you had confidence in me.

Société d’aide au développement de la col-
lectivité du Suroit-Sud (SADC) du Suroit-
Sud est venue en aide a cing entreprises du
Haut Saint-Laurent par l'intermédiaire de
ses deux programmes de soutien financier.

La SADC a consenti des préts a trois
compagnies via son fonds d’investissement.
Les sommes consenties ont permis la créa-
tion et le maintien de 70 emplois, selon des
chiffres fournies la semaine dernicre par
Natasha Marlier, agente de développe-
ment et des communications de l'organ-
isme.

Lannée derniere a d'ailleurs été mar-
quée par des investissements records dans
les MRC Le Haut Saint-Laurent ct de
Beauharnois-Salaberry. Sur les dix-neuf
demandes d’aide financiere, huit ont été
autorisées pour un montant global de 787

0008, favorisant la création et le mainticn
de 121 emplois directs.

La SADC a aussi apporté son soutien
financier a six entreprises de son territoire
dont deux du Haut Saint-Laurent par le
biais de son programme Stratégic
Jeunesse. Le montant total versé atteignait
93 000% dont 18 000$ sculement dans la
MRC. Vingt emplois furent créés et
préserves en vertu de cette aide financiere
dont quatre pour le Haut Saint-Laurent.

Quand jouer dans
|'eau devient dangereux

Samedi aprés-midi, moi et une amic
passions en voiture a Coteau-du-Lac
lorsque nous avons apergu deux tres
jeunes bambins tout fins sculs sur un quai
pres du fleuve Saint-Laurent, derricre la
maison familiale. Le papa, seul chez lui,
n'était pas dehors en train de jeter un coup
d’}il sur les tout-petits quand mon amie
est allé a sa rencontre. 11 disait tout simple-
ment qu'il n'y avait la aucun probleme,
que tout Etait sous controle. Imaginez un
peu si un seul des deux bouts d’choux ¢tait
tombés dans I'cau, sans gilet de flottaison
¢t a I'insu des gens.

Lété 2006 n'est pas encore terming et
déja, le nombre de noyades au Quebec est
fort ¢levé. Plus d’une cinquantaine de per-
sonnes ont péri noyes dans la province,
selon les plus récentes donndes de la
Soci¢té de sauvetage. Comme il reste
encore une ou deux semaines de temps
chaud, il n'est pas impossible que ce total
augmente quelque peu. Si certaines de ces
tragcdies sont vraiment accidentelles,
plusicurs d’autres sont les fruits d’une nég
ligence pure et simple de la part des vic-
times elles-memes.

Les deux tiers de ces tragedies sont sur-
venues dans des lacs et des rivieres. Tres
souvent, il s'agit de personnes qui sont
mortes apres que leurs embarcations
curent chaviré dans les plans d’eau ou qui
vont se lancer a I'eau méme §'ils ne savent
pas nager. Dans bien des cas, ces gens n¢
portaient pas de gilets de sauvetage. En
dépit des campagnes publicitaires rap-
pelant la nécessité de porter des combi-
naisons de flottaison, des gens font encore
la sourde oreille a l'aspect sécurit¢ au
moment daller faire leurs activités aqua-
tiques.

Toujours d’apres la Sociét€ de sauve-
tage, treize noyades se produisent dans
des piscines annuellement, ce qui semble
noter une augmentation des mesures de
sécurité autour des bassins d’eau dans les
propriétés privées. Mais le hic, c’est qu'il y
a encore de tout jeunes enfants qui, pour
une raison ou pour une autre, vont aller

s’aventurer dans la piscine de leurs parents
et n'en ressortiront plus jamais vivants,
malgré linstallation de clotures dites
solides et a toute épreuve.

Il v a certes des noyades qui font
réfléchir plus que d'autres, qui nous
amene a nous demander si les victimes
n'ont-ils pas agi par pure bravade, comme
s'ils tenait tant a défier la mort. A Saint-
Jean-de-Matha, deux jeunes adultes ont
appris a leurs dépens que le site ou ils ont
sauté a l'cau Ctait interdite d’acces aux
baigneurs. C'est dommage pour les mem-
bres de leurs familles mais ces deux vic-
times ont probablement ¢té trop loin dans
leur envie de prendre des risques.

Si certaines novades n'ont  mal-
heurcusement pu d’autres
auraicnt pu carrément se produire, a causce
justement de la négligence ou d'un
manque de jugement de certaines person-
nes. 11y a encore beaucoup de tout jeunes
enfants laissés sans surveillance pres d'un
plan d’cau ou encore d’une piscine.

C’est vrai qu'une toute petite baignade
n’est pas toujours sans danger. Les plaisirs
aquatiques peuvent  devenir un  vrai
cauchemar pour bien des gens sils ne
prennent pas de simples petites precau-
tions. Suivre un cours de natation,
respecter ses propres capacités, observer
les regles de sceurité prescrites au lac ou a
la plage et toujours tre sous la supervi-
sion d’'une autre personne sont des trucs
simples et efficaces pour ¢viter de graves
ennuis ¢t micux apprécier les joies de
I'eau.

Mais ces petits conseils ne suffiront
peut-étre pas a calmer les ardeurs de
baigneurs trop hardis et de plaisanciers
trop aventuriers. Ils ne comprendront
peut-¢tre jamais que la sécurit¢ nest pas
un jeu et qu'il suffit d'une toute petite mal-
adresse pour que la vie bascule a tout
jamais. Des personnes inconscientes et
téméraires, il y en a eu et il y en aura tou-
jours.
