Decrease At Naples.

NarLEs, September 17.—There is a
marked decrease in the number of cases
of cholera and deaths. Great quantities
of sulphur are still burnt to purify the
atmosphere.

A KING'S DUTY,

King Leopold of Belgium Makes a De»
claration.

BruUssELs, September 17,—To-day the
Mayors of Brussels, Ghente, Lioge, Mons,
Arlon and Antwerp, were granted an
audience by the King, The Mayor of
Brussels, as spokesman, uttered a strong
protest against the new education.bill.
The deputation for which he spoke, he
said, represented 820 communes, with a
population of 2,800,000. The King said
e had received numerous petitions also

in favor of the bill. It was certain it was
his duty to comply with the national will
as presented by the majority in parliament.
He would always scrupulously observe
the duties of a constitutional monarch
and so remain faithful to his oath. He
should continue in future as in the past
to spare no effect necessary to assure a
regular working of the Parliamentary
regime. He would treat all Belgians
alikein exercising his prerogatives, He
served Belgium—not one poltical party
but both—and with Belgium the noble
cause of liberty to which he was deeply
and steadfastly devoted. Dense crowds
collected about the Palace and cheered

SHANGHAI, September 17—Two thous-
and French troops landed to-day at Kin-
ai Pass on the Min river below Foo
how and attacked the Chinese. The lat-

ter were defeated with heavy loss and are
retreating. The fight was desperate. The
French vessels were largely outnumbered,
but the shells from the French men-of-
war did such effective execution that the
Chineee were soon compelled to abandon
the works and, becoming dismayed at the
onslaught of their land forces, retreated
up the river in confusion. It is expected
that the French will entirely rid the river
Min of Chinese soldiers from its mouth to
the arsenalso as to prevent in future such
mistakes by the Chinese as the killing of
Lieutenant Hubbard of the British war-
ship Zephyr.
The Chinese Peace Party Defeated.

PEKIN, September 17—The nominee
of the war party has been appointed to
act in conjunction with Li Hung Chang,
Viceroy of Petchili, who rests under sus-
icion.

WILL THEY DISARM ?

It is stated, and with an appearance of

truth, that one of the reasons of the meet-

ing of the Emperors is to arrange fora

general European disarmament, or at

least a very considerable reduction in the

present enormous armaments which the

great nations of the Continent are oblig-

ed to maintain, Such a purpose would

be a most worthy one and, if it were cer-

tain that no more sinister design had

brought the Emperors together, their

meeting might very well be looked upon

with great complacency. For the burthen

which the Continental nations have to

bear for the purpose of paying for sol-

diers with which to guard against each

other’s evil designs is very great and is

yearly becoming greater, because while

the armies increase the resources of the
burthened nations do not increase in an
equal degree. To go no further let us
take what the three nations whose Em-
perors are now together pay for military

and naval services,

mainly incurred in wars, and $66,500,000

every year for the maintenance of Royal

families. It is evidently time that some-

thing was being done to relieve Europe
from some of these burthens, and if the
three Emperors are engaged in this laud-
able effort so much the better.
Few people, however, will place im-

plicit faith in the statement that the thre

Emperors are about to disarm. A dis-
arming, to be efficacious, must include
France and Italy, neither of which has
been called in to assist in the delibera-
tions of the three Emperors. It is proba-

ble that these worthy gentlemen have
met to feel each other’s pulses politically,

to patch up a half-hearted alliance which
will enable them to keep the peace with
each other for the next twelve months,

and to do what lies in their power to stay
the march of liberdl thought in Europe.

THE VALUE OF MEDICAL TESTIMONY.

It was seen in the Lynam case that it ig

is very easy for even professional men to

make a very grave mistake in a most im-
portant matter, When Dr. Ross was
giving his testimony on the condition of

that unfortunate woman he said that

during the second interview he had with

her she gave evidence of laboring under
hallucinations both of sight and hearing.
He believed that she imagined she saw

persons whom she did not see, and heard
voices which she did not hear. Because
Mrs. Lynam said she saw her husband
with a woman on the asylum grounds
and heard her speak to him, both he and
Dr. Cameron came to the conclusion

Governmentis allowed to encroach upon
the jurisdiction of the provinces and to
deprive any one of them of part of its
territory, an element of discord and
jealousy is introduced into the
Confederacy which will sooner or
later effect its dissolution. This is why
the struggle in which the Hon. Oliver
Mowat has for the last six years been en-
gaged has been watched with eager inter-
est by the people not oniy of Ontario, but
of all the other provinces. They knew
that the question involved was a national
and not a party one. They felt that Mr,
Mowat was fighting not for Ontarlo alone
but for every other province of the Do-
minion—that his defeat would affect
them prejudicially and that by conse-
quence his triumph would inure to

| their benefit. Although the party papers
did their best to make the issue a party
one, all thoughtful men saw that the
struggle in the West was no petty local
squabble between Conservatives and
Liberals, and this is why when the issue
was known to be favorable to the pro-
vince the rejoicings have been so hearty
and so general.

That the Reformers of Ontario took a
wide and patriotic view of Mr. Mowat’s
efforts to assert the rights of the Province
whose Government he leads will be seen
by the following extract from their ad-
dress :—

. maintain these armies conscription has to
be resorted to and three years or more in
the army, spent by every able-bodied

man. In Austria military service for

three years in the army is compulsory on
every man of 20 years and upwards, and

no substitutes are allowed. After three
years in the army the conscript remains

seven years in the reserve and two in the

militia, In Germany all males between
20 and 42 are liable to military service.
No substitutes are allowed and the youth

must spend three years in the army, four

If, therefore, the three Emperors, by
agreeing to disarm, and by- persuading the
other Continental nations to follow their

could come to no decision with regard to
her mental condition.

I con-

demn them entirely in judgment and dis-

cretion, but I believe that they were well

meant. 1 do not believe that they were

schemes of ambition, but that they arose

from a mistaken view that they would do

France, and that the improving of the

Egyptian Admistration could be made in

no other way, and consequently that it

was justified. I treat itsimply as an

error of judgment. (Cheers.) ‘The ex-

isting Khedive was put down; another

Khedive was put in {ts place by us and

by France. France subsequently—and

she exercised her undoubted right to

judge of her own duties—withdrew, and

fete us to confront the sule execution of

those engagements ; but we set up

a new Khedive, and by setting him up,

gentlemen, we became morally bound to

support him ; and not only so, but we

entered into actual convention with

the French to support him and the native

government of Egypt. The consequence

was that, having in our hands the control

of Egypt, and in our hands the Sovereign

of Egypt, whom we had put there, and

he not having violated any of his duties,

we were bound to sustain him. Thatis

the history of the embarrassments into

which we have been brought in that

country. The considerations by which

we have been guided in regulating Egyp-

tian affairs have been these : We have en-

deavored to keep faith with the Sovereign

of the country ; we have endeavored to

maintain the honor of the British arms;

we have respected the sovereignty of the

Porte and titles of the European Powers

to be concerned in all matters

territorial affecting the Turkish Empire ;

we have discouraged the spirit of

aggression as well as we could; we

have contracted no embarrassing en-

gagements—I won’t go back now on the

engagement partially made with France,

because it has ceased to exist, and would

tend unnecessarily to expand your time—

we have endeavored to regulate Egyptian

finance upon the principle of a fair dis-

tribution of effort and sacrifice among all

partics ; and Igreatly lament, gentlemen,

the total failure of the late Conference of

thd Powers of Europe to solve the prob-

lem of Egyptian finance, because theas.
semblage vf the European Powers is a

eat organ of civilized authority on be-
alf of the peace and happiness of Eu-

rope—(hear, hear)—and a gross failure

such as this ip the execution of the duty
which, in our judgment at least, and

in the judgment of two Powers
among them, was perfectly prac-
ticable, is a very considerable blow
to their authority. Gentlemen, one point
more. It is the best point, and perhaps
I mightsay it is the only good point in
the Egyptian cause, that great improve-
ments have been introduced in the Ad-
ministration of Ezvpt. You juay ask me (
how I know that? I know it by the im- ©
partial and intelligent reports of British
agents on the spot ; by the reports of Sir
Evelyn Baring, who was latelythere, and
there isno ablor man in the legation ser-
vice of the country ; also by the reports
of Mr. Egerton, who is there now. Mr.
Egerton, in summing up a representa-

tion he has made, says :—“ A revolu-
tion, no less real in its way
than many famous revolutionary changes,

has, I believe, resulted from the English

was being developed among the peas-

antry.”

BEATING JAY GOULD.

Nelson Morris of Chicago is the Hebrew
ten millionaire of that city. When a boy
he was a laborer on a farm. Some years
ago Mr. Gould was in control of the Brie
road and determined to secure a
monopoly on Eastern cattle ship-
ments, He sent for Nelson Morris,
then a powerful but not so well
known cattle shipper as he is to-day.
Morris said the first thing to be done was
to procure terminal facilities for the
cattle. Mr. Gould remembered that a
particular burden on his hands were thirty
acres of swampy, good-for-nothing land
in Jersey City. He converted this into
cattle yards and bonded it for $200,000,
making the Erie road guarantee the bonds.
Then he issued as much stock, which,
having no value, was generously distri-
buted free to all the cattle shippers
throughout the west. He made an agree-
ment in which Mr. Morris was entitled to
ship cattle from Chicago to New York for
one year at the rate of $1 per car. Mr.
Morris used his influence extensively and
sent 300 carloads of cattle per week over
the Erie road, at a profit of about $600,-
000 for the year, which went into his own
pocket. At the ternination of the
contract he sued the road for $200,000
damages for delayed cattle, which Mr.
Gould gave him rather than endanger the
precedence which the road had secured in
such shipments, It is said Mr. Gould
gave up beaten for once, but remembered
with joy that he had sold his poor land at
a clear profit of all it brought.

The crew were kept
at the pumnps from the moment the leak
was discovered, but despite thejr labor the
water gained rapidly, and there was four
feet in the hold when the vessel arrived at
Cleveland. The Colonel Cook is the vessel
that sank the Lady Elgin twenty-three
years ago, drowning nearly 309 passengers,

Extensive improvements are going on at
the harbor of Oswego. First among them
has been the deepening and widening of
the channel at the entrance to the harbor.
This Las been completed so as to give a
depth of about eighteen feet at the mean
stage of the lake. To justify the heavy ex-
penditure in harbor improvements it is
said that the value of the exports and im-
ports of Oswego harbor is from $9,000,000
to $10,000,000 per year, and the amount of
revenue collected by the Government
thereon is from $800,000 to $900,000 per
year. It is also said that over 2,500
vessels enter and clear from that harbor
yearly.

Affairs along the water front looke
very dull yesterday. The docks of the
Beaver, Thomson, Donaldson and Ross
lines were vacant.
