This is developing through the
ltransfer of Canadian merchant
ships to British registry. Efforts
are being made to have Canadian
seamen stay ahoard the ships, but
the British Seamen’s Union is
{*doubtful® about taking them into
their ranks because of a fear of
communist activity,

Mr. Chevrier said he could not
blame the British Union.

“l know that the great majority
of Canadian seamen are not com-
munist, but the lesson to be learn-
ed from what occurred is that men
who allow themselves to be misled
by communist leaders must suffer
the penaity for their mistake.”

Supreme Court Decision On

fTaxation Powers Deferred

Ottawa, May 27.—(—A move
to extend the powers of the pro-
vinces in relation to taxation and
other matters will be considered
by the Supreme Court of Canada

following a two-day legal battle
between federal and provinecial
lawyers.

In the Supreme Court yesterday
Chief Justice Thibaudeau Rinfret
and six other justices reserved
their decision on a submission by

H# claimed that the delegation
of legislative power from the Do-
minion to the provinces, or the
provinces to the Dominion, was
“contrary to the spirit and intent
of the British North America Act.”
It was also “incompatible with the
sovereignty of Parliament and the
legislatures respectively.”

Mr. Varcoe held that when the
Nova Scotia Government spoke of
delegating power, it did not mean
“delegation” at all, What it asked
for was a “transfer of legislative
power"” from the Dominion to the
provinces.

“In that event,” he said, “the
Lieutenant - Governor of the Pro-
vince would become a subordinate
{of Parliament and to that extent
provincial legislation would cease
| to be sovereign legislature.”

He held that the transfer of
legislative power from Dominion
to Province would not necessarily
be temporary, or used only for
some specific purpose. Once the
power had been granted it could
be held indefinitely.

Mr. Varcoe submitted that the
'b@]l had the effect of altering the
| division of powers provided for in
| Sections 91 and 52 of the British
North America Aect and was, in
effect, an unconstitutional amend-
ment of the Act.

Coaticook, May 27. — Dr. Alex-
ander J. Chandler, formerly of
Coaticook, but recently of Chand-
ler, Arizona, died at his home on
the grounds of the San Marcos
Hotel, which he built, on Monday
afternoon, May 8§, 1950, at 5.15
o'clock.

Dr. Chandler was the founder
of the Town of Chandler, Arizona,
and pioneer developer of Arizona's
great irrigated empire. So well is
I_h'. Chandler known, over the en-
tire country, and so plainly mark-
ed is the path of progress he hew-
ed from a desert waste, that the
above paragraph might be com-
pletely adequate for his obituary: |
“The death of this great empi;'e
builder was not unexpected, for
he had been in failing health for
the past two years, but even that
fact does not lessen the shock for
the thousands of his friends, as-
soclates and admirers.”

Dr, Chandler was born in Coati-
cook, on July 15, 1859, of Scotch-
Lnghsh. parents. His father was
a Baptist minister here, It was
hard going for the family in that
parsonage home, From High
School, he went to Montreal, and
entered McGill University.
