London, S«pt. 14—Ayoub Khan is near 
Herat with a number of followers.

It ia rumored that chaogts are abont to be 
made in the French Ministry.

The session of Parliament practically doted 
last night.

New York, Sept. 14—A correspondent of

After courteously hear­
ing what the correspondent wanted to find 
out and meantime regarding him with s'une 
suspicion, the Duke said : ''Interviewing is a 
highly pernicious practice. I am not quite 
familiar with American journalism, but it is 
far below the standard of the London j ur- 
nals.

I find that public men are greatly annoyed by 
reporters.”

UNITED STATES.
Chicago, Sept. 14—The first official infor­

mation that reached this city of the decision 
in the Anarchist cases, was a telegram from 
the Court clerk at Ottawa to the States At­
torney’s office here. Mr. Purcell, of the 
States Attorney’s office, ran at once to the 
jail with the despatch, following on his heels 
was a messenger carrying ^ telegram for 
August Spies that had been sent from Otta­
wa by an agent of the Anarchists. 
The turnkey who took the despatch to csll 
No. 25 and shoved it through the bars, lin­
gered a moment to watch the effect it would 
have on Spies. The anarchist took tha mes­
sage, glanced firmly at the turnkey and then 
withdrew to the darker end of the cell. Iu a 
few minutes he called gently to the man who 
sits as a death watch outside his barred door, 
and asked him to hand the telegraph shert tq 
Parsons. From him it went to all the others 
and at last reached Neebe, who is only under 
sentence of imprisonment. Newspaper men 
had been vigorously shut out from the con­
demned men. and all observation had to be 
taken from the outside of the cage ten yards 
from the cell hoor. It could be dimly seen 
that each of the condemned men made osten­
tatious efforts at coolnesi and bravado. 
Capt. Black, counsel for the Anarchists, an­
nounces that he will carry the case to the 
United States Supreme Court. Late this 
afternoon the condemned men were allowed 
to take exercise in the covered Jail Court 
and apeak to their friends who were freely 
admitted. The priseners had agreed among 
themselves to talk to no one for publication, 
and all attempts to interview* them were 
resisted.

QUEBEC.
Montreal, Sept. 14—The HeraUl of thii 

mcroiug says :—“Some time ago, before the 
animosities of the late general election had 
subsided, there appeared in the Herald an 
article in which Mr, J. J. Curran, member 
for Montreal Centre, was alluded to as the 
enemy of Irish Home Rule and a coercionist. 
He was also represented as having made use 
of h's political position to oppress a number 
of Irish laborers in this city. We deem it 
our duty to state how much we regret that 
tha article in question should have found its 
way into our columns, and, lest its publica­
tion may have in any degree injured that 
gentleman in the estef mof his fellow-country­
men, we drsire to add that the charges pub­
lished were unfounded in so Dr as they re­
lated to Mr. Curran. We differ from Mr. 
Currau’s views on many questions of Do­
minion politics, yet wo willingly acknowledge 
that he is a smeere friend of the Irish cause, 
aod an upright Canadian politician.”

The increase of insurance rates by the fire 
underwriters is the absorbing topic of conver­
sation in civic circles here, and the meeting 
of the Fire Committee on Friday to discuss 
the matter is anxiously looked forward to.

M. Emile Zola has had many severe critics, 
both in England and France. Lord Tenny 
boo has sposen of the “troughs of Zolaism.” 
Mr. R. L. Stevenson has accused the author 
of tha “Assommoir” of erotic madoesi, and 
many of the great realist’s own countrymen 
have also fallen fool of him. M. Aurélien 
Scholl, for instance, has lately, in referring 
to M. Zola’s new production, “La Terre,”

It will be remembered that Miss Victoria

The signatories farther 
attribute M. Zola’s false views of women to 
the fset that tie was very poor when young, 
and that he did not have experience enough 
of the sex at an age when it would have been 
good for him to have bad the experience. 
There are a good many carious things and 
many untranslatable things in the letter, but 
it is likely to cause much comment, and may, 
probably, have the effect of drawing forth 
another apologia from M. Zola.

Ri'-well set about his task, and presents 
us with a condensed account of his cmi- 
quiries into the matter. He has been very 
successful, on the whole. All interested 
in the welfare of our echo-',Is, and educa­
tional matters sreneraliv, will appreciate 
the thorough manner in which the work lias 
been performed throughout. At a glance, 
the reader may find all that he need know 
of the practical working of the various sys­
tems pursued throughout the vast domain, 
known as Greater Britain. Mr. Ri sselt.’s 
style is popular, he expresses liimself clear­
ly, and his general accuracy of statement 
i\iay be depended on. The essays deal 
first with the schools of Canada, historical­
ly considered first as a whole, and then 
treated by provinces. This is the only way 
to deal with the question, for every pro­
vince has a system of its own to work out, 
and the general result is good. The second 
chapter discusses the schools of Australasia 
and the third part is devoted to the e luca- 
tional institutions of South Africa. A 
copious appendix-supplies data of a most 
useful character, referring to 1, The Bri­
tish Empire—Area and Population ; 2, 
Educational Statistics in England and 
Wales ; ÎJ, Expenditure from Education 
Grants ; 4, School Board Statis’ics, Lon­
don ; 5, Birmingham ; G, Glasgow ; 7, 
Salaries of officials ; 8, Government Grants 
*n England and Wales ; Î), Standard Re­
quirements in England and Wales ; 10, 
Standard Requirements in Manitoba ; 11, 
Standard Requirements in Ontario ; 12, 
Standard Requirements in tho Cape of 
Good Hope, and 13, Training in Victoria 
A number of plates show the architecture 
of the various schools, taken mainly from 
photographs, thus in the chapter illustra­
tive of the Quebec systems, wo have a pic' 
ture of a country school and an engraving 
of a college.

One point which Mr. Rl'ssell makes 
ought to receive wide publicity He ur­
ges with all the force at his command, 
British teachers not to emigrate- to the 
Colonies, if their object is to seek work in 
their calling. “ The market,” he goes on 
to remark, “ is well-stocked already in all 
parts of the Empire, and there is practical, 
ly only one colony (Queensland) still open 
to receive outsiders. Even there chances 
of employment are few, and application 
should be made in the first instance to the 
Agent General in London.” This is sen­
sible advice.

Some sixteen pages of tne book are given 
to the schools in Quebec. The tables and 
other statistics were gathered from Mr. 
Ouimet, and the public documents issued 
by the Local Government. They are ac­
cordingly correct, and it may be stated 
that, on tho whole, Quebec Province ap­
pears very well in the report. 
sell deals generously with his subject, and 
throws a world of light on the situation 
here, which must do much to dissipate 
error on the other side of the Atlantic, re- 
garding our methods of public instruction. 
The article treats of all matters relating to 
the subject, divided briefly into sections, 
such as cost of buildings, schools and 
pupils, qualifications of teachers, salaries, 
course of study, preparation for business, 
school inspectors, pensions, higher work in 
Montreal, fees in Montreal, Roman Catho­
lic education, rules to prevent the spread 
of diseases in the schools, the school tax, 
and specimens of work. Thus in a con­
venient form, we have a succinct account 
of all the educational methods practised in 
Her Majesty’s colonies, and while this is 
interesting and profitable to read, it is 
even more valuable for purposes of com­
parison. The book ought to do a great 
deal of good.

Dnritiy the progress of the Indian and 
Colonial Exhibition, as some of our readers 
doubtless, remember, a series of striking 
articles on the schtiols of the various Bri 
tish Colonies appeared in the pages of The 
Schoolmaster. They were from the hand 
of Mr. Johx Russell, F.E.I.S., of Lon­
don, and dealt in a broad and interesting 
way with the educational systems in yogue 
in the Colonies and India.

After interviewing the Archbishop and the 
Provincial of the Oblats, he was on the 
point of returning to Quebec, when he re­
ceived a despatch from Mr. Lynch, order­
ing him to meet Father Paradis, jvho 
would arrive ic Ottawa from Quebec the 
next morning. On tho following morning, 
he made arrangements for a conference 
between himself, Father Paradis, 
and the Messrs. Gilmour at the Rus 
sell House. At this conference, which 
lasted two hours and at which both parties 
to the dispute fully argued their cases, Mr 
Tache says he asked Father Paradis to 
abandon the lots in dispute, adding that, 
if he did so, it would be possible to give 
him others susceptible of cultivation, ss 
well located and better suited for his set 
tiers ; that tho law prevented the Govern 
ment from selling timber reserves, as they 
included a large quantity of merchantable 
wood and were, moreover, not adapted 
generally to settlement purposes : and 
lastly that, under the circumstances, the 
Government would, perhaps, indemnify 
for the costs incurred to date in his case 
with the Messrs. Gilmour. This last pro­
position, however, was altogether per 
sonal, as Mr. Tache says he had no mis­
sion from the Government to make it, his 
instructions being merely to ascertain and 
report the dispositions of the parties to­
wards a friendly settlement. But it was 
rejected by Father Paradis on the ground 
that the question at stake was one of 
principle for him which he could not aban 
don, that he was the representative of the 
oppressed settlers, that he could not give 
up either the lots or the timber, and that 
the Government would have to pay ail the 
costs. Thereupon Mr. Tache says he told 
him that with such pretensions it was im­
possible to «rriy£ at a compromise. In 
the afternoon of the day he again
saw Father Paradis, who stated that he 
would ascertain tho amount of the costs 
from his lawyer, Mr. Rochon, but this in- 
formation had never since been forwarded 
to him. On his way to the railway sta­
tion, Father Paradis, who accompanied 
him in the hotel omnibus, pressed him to 
remain over in Ottawa for another day as 
he wanted tho opportunity of speaking fur­
ther on the head of their^business ; but Air. 
Fache told him that it w*s useless for him 

luso his time in trying to 
ettect an arrangement, as the Messrs. 
Gilmour were determined to assert 
their rights to tho timber, while he wanted 
to keep both the lots and the timber. In 
conclusion, Mr. Tache avails himself of 
the occasion to announce for the public in­
formation that the lots, .whose sales were 
suspended by the Hon. W. \V. Lynch last 
fall, hut lately ratified by the decision of 
SoltcitorJjeneral Duhamel, ara not the 
same lots aa th< -e which are in disputa in 
the Gilmour-Paradis case. L’Electeur 
claims that Mr. Tache’s letter fi^lly corro­
borates Father Paradis’ assertions, and 
adds : “If we consider the position occu­
pied by M*. Tache and the role he played

Obituary.

SIR CHARLES Li\A RENCE YOUNG.

Sir Cnarles Lawrence Yeung, author of 
“ Jim the Penman,” the piay that gave him 
hi* great uoti r ety, died suddenly iu London 
on Sunday evening. He was the seventh 
biro:.et ot his name, the title having been 
conferred on his ancestor in 17G9 on aceonnt 
of valiant work in Dominica, tyhere the Wm. 
Young of those days was Lieutenant Gover­
nor. Sir Charles waabfra in Buckingham­
shire in 1839, hia father being the Sir Wm. 
Young who, in 1836, drteatod Disraeli 
at the Parliamentary election?. While 
yot a boy at Eton, by the desth i f h's two 
brothers in the Crime in War. he was 
elevated to one of the leading barotelcies 
of England. The estate was one of the 
finest in the country, but was heavpy eccum- 
leredbythe extravagance of the family. 
This induced the young man to set to work 
writing and practieing law, so that the debts 
might bs paid. In 1S59 Sir Charles bsramo 
an undrrgraduats of New College, Oxford, at 
that time a somewhat exclusive but less ex 
travagant and rowdy college than Christ 
church. Here he formed the acquaintance of 
a Mr. Toulmio, eon of Mr. Heyman Toulmio, 
whoso daughter he married four years later, 
and for some time the young couple lived iu a 
cottage at North Dean until the turn cf for­
tune enabled the baronet to take po-aess on 
of his estate with self-respect. After the 
death ot his first wife. Sir Charlrs marritd 
the present Lady Young, then, as row, a 
famous beauty, the daughter of Mr. William 
S rocold*V\ ade of Redbourne. The intenst 
that the baronet felt in dramatic 
affairs came from his acting in ama 
tour theatricals, associiting with Charles 
Dickens and Mark Lemon, lie wrote plays 
for the»e private exhibitions, and their suc­
cess led him to leek entrance for his works at 
the professional theatres. For years he has 
been km.wu to the dramatic proforsico as a 
writer of uo little ability, and his plays were 
given at many distinguished semi-private per- 
formanc.s at Sir Puvy Shelby's or Lady 
Monckton’s or for special bentfit orcuiocs at 
the theatres of London. He wiote the dramas 
‘Charms,’ ‘For Her Child’s Sake,’ ‘Gildei 
^ outh, Tofatimt ori’ and 'Shadows’ ; the 
comedbttis, ‘Tne Baron’s Wayir,’ ‘Plot for 
Plot and ‘ 1 hat Dreadful D-Jctor’; the come­
dy, ‘Childhood’s Dream,’ and the sketch, 
•Drifted Apart.’ Sir Charles and 1 dy Young 
have visited Anrrica, going to C uadi with 
Lord Dufferin s party, and ah > visiting 
Detroit, New Yofk and Washn ton. He 
leaves a widow sni several children.

Besides Cardinal Tasclwreau, there were 
present the Archbishr.p of Ottawa, Bishops of 
Rimousk’, Sherb ooke, Chicoutimi, St. Hya­
cinthe, Nicoletand Pontiac, Mgr. Bosse, Mgr. 
Letcurneau, Mgr. Lsgare, Mgr. IVtu, Mgr, 
Marois, Grand V’icars Lange vin, Rimouski; 
Maréchal. Montreal ; Gelinas, Nicolet, acd’ 
some 200 members of the clergy.

Ths large church wss crowded to suff ca­
tion, and was yrt unable to contain anything 
like the whole of those who sought admission. 
Dur.ng the procession of the chrgy end 
bishops at the commencement of the re'igious 
exerci-es, the bsnd playid the grand Pontiff- 
cal mar. h composed for the Cardinilate fetes 
by Mr. Vtzius.

Two crowns of solid gold for the^crown ng 
of the statue, stood upon atable in the church, 
and before the singing of mass, they were 
solemnly blessed by His Eminence, who then 
celebrated a grand pontifical mass, assisted 
by Mgrs. Legarè, Tetu anil Marois, with R?.v. 
Mr. Gagnon ns master of ceremonies. Two 
hands of music from the city, the Ste. Cecils 
Society and a number of soloists fram Quebec 
sadsied in the mus.cal portion of the mass.

Sermons wore preached in English by 
Archbishop Duhamel of Ottawa, and in j 
French by B shop Panne of Sherbrcoke. Both 
extolled tha efficicy of Ste. Anne in interces­
sion iu hraven, and in powers ( f healing upon 
e rth, claimed tl at tho laii.t was deserving 
of the homage, the trust and the veneration 
of the Canadian people, wh;si devot oa to re­
ligion and tho chu ch Iro n the earlbst days 
ot the infant colony of N?w Francs was 
warmly expatiated uprn. The increase in 
the pilgiimag?* to La Bor.no Sts. Anne was 
also refenvd to nn.1 it was said that last year 
100,600 pilgrims visited the shrine.

At the ccmlutim of the ma's, the ceremo­
ny of the coronation of tho statue trok place, 
and in consequence of the inability of tbe 
church ta hold anything like the entire con- 
«legation, was p-rformed qn a raisrd plat­
form erected for the purpose cutfiae the en­
trance. There wa-i a prrceisiou of the clergy 
and bishop?, the Cardinal bringing up the 
r ar. Four priests carried the siatae of the 
Saint to the platform, end depot ited it befora 
tiie Cardinal. Fhe statue, which is about six 
feen in h ight, icpresenls the Sa nt in old age, 
carrying her daughter, tho blessed Virgin 
Mary, in her arms. It was made in Munich 
and presented to the church hy a wealthy 
Belgian family.

Mgr. Legare, Vicar-General, reed in Latin 
the Fapal brief, auth- rizieg the omuatL-n of 
the statue, in consequence of the miraohs 
wrought at tho shrine of tho eaint, and to en­
courage her veneration by the Canadian peo­
ple.

The golden crowns were then presente 1 
to 11 is Kirdut-nco, who ia the observance of 
dm precedence, took first the smaller 
one and laid i; upon the head of ths 
juvenile Virgin Mary, immediately thereaftir 
laying the Lrger crown upon the head of Sto. 
Anne. Both crowns have been obtained by 
the contribu* ions i f the faithful, and are cf 
very great value ; so much so ia fa?t that 
their cost is not to be given to the public, lest 
it should excile a ten pnition to robbe'y. At 
the act of cori-nati m was pirtarnied by Car­
dinal Taschertau, guns were fired, bells were 
rung and the bia-m lands clanged out their 
mo.t j->yous musio. Tnen a solemn 7’-5 Deum 
was fling in the open a'r, in which most 
of tho vast u's-mb'age j- joed. The statue, 
as crowned hy Hit Eminence, was c.rried 
back ega ii into the church amid great re 
j dcing, and placed up.-u its proper pe lestai 
ia the nave in front or the Charnel. Around 

.Sunday j it will be masiel the crutches n iw found in 
another part of the church. The most in­
tense enthusiasm prevailed at this period,aod 
the icfin whici occurred is well nigh indes­
cribable and mua?, by some have been ►een to 
bs kplieved. Nqmbrrs cf people reiterated 
tbe cry—thrice repeat id—Anne, Help 
o iChnctiacs, pray fir us,” A number of sick 
and all! cud people, for ths most part helpless 
little boy», had thro* u themtelvea or 
been carried in the way cf the
statue, and were imploring the Saint for re­
lief. At the approach of the Cardinal they 
eigerly reache t out and appealtd for the 
b'ersmg of tho Prince of the Church, which 
HisEminetce appeared only too ready to 
bfstow, lifting his hands in episcopal fashion 
over them as he tarried on his way and then 
pat-sad on. The scene was a touching one to 
al! who witnessed it, the eagernpss and long­
ing displayed on the countenances of the 
earnest applicants, moving • many to tears, 
even amongst the mendeis of the clergy. A 
mighty emotions) sentiment swayed the whole 
multitgdo.

Tho proceedings terminated with tbe vone- 
ration of a relic of Ste. Aune, prereived in 
the church. Tnis relic, which is claimed to 
be a portion of a finger joint of the asint, was 
first presented to the Cardinal by one of the 
Redemptorist Fathers inchnrge of the church, 
and was veunate 1 by His Eminence who 
pres-e i it to his lips. It was subsequently 
venerated by the bishops, clergy and people.
. 1 he coronation of statues or paintings of 

saints, such as that if to day and also of tho 
statue of Ste. Anne d'Auray iu Brittany, is 
explained by members of the clergy here as 
intended to impress the idea of the coronation 
cf the saint in Htavrn.

The Cardinal with the Bishopi and party 
returned to town shortly before six o’clock.

Tuesday last, had gone to May Hall fer a few 
days’ shooting with Mr. Macintosh.

It covers upward of 
170,000 acres.

Another sudden death in the peerage is that 
of Lord Compton, at the early age of thirty- 
eight. By this death Lord William Compton, 
late member of Parliament for Southwest 
Warwick, becomes the heir of the Marquis of 
Northampton. The present Lord Compton is 
the husband of Miss Baring, daughter and 
heiress of the second Lord Ashburton.

There have been a number of misstatements 
in connection with the death of Lord Done- 
raile, who died from the effects of a bite from 
a rabid pet fox. The medical attendants say 
that he did not go to Paateur until one week 
after he had been bitten and that the treat­
ment mitigated to a great extent the severity 
of the attack.

KNIGHTHOODS GETTING TOO COMMON.
The friends of Dr. Morell Mackenzie, who 

has been made a knight on account of bis skill 
in treating the German Crown Prince, >ay 
that he thould at least have a baronetcy upon 
the ground that the conferring of knight­
hoods has become so common as to no longer 
be considered a distinction.

Ex-Empress Eugenie, who has been visit­
ing the Queen during the vrock, is on very 
intimate terms with Eoglands sovereign. The 
two ladies have a common sympathy in their 
love for funerals and their devotion to the 
cor-t^mplation of melancholy mortuary sub­
jects. The ex Empress is to have a tremen­
dous funeral ceremony at Farnborough during 
the fall over the reinterment of the remains 
of her husband end son, which have during 
the last week been safely conveyed from 
Chislehurst to their new burial place. A new 
sarcophagus for the remains of the Prince 
Imperial Ins just been brought from Aber­
deen by sra to Farnborough. It is under 
stood that the Queen will attend the Farn­
borough ceremony.

The German Crown Prince is at Tomblach, 
in the Tyrol, ani spends much time iu wan­
dering about the mountains dressed in High­
land costume.

TO PREVENT THEATRE PANICS..
The newspapers devote a great deal of at­

tention to the question of emptying the the 
atres in cases of panic. This speculation has 
hem stimulated by the Exeter disaster. 
Nearly all the principal London theatres are 
fire-traps, and it would be difficult to avoid a 
panic in any one of the leading th>a*res if a 
fire should break out. Their exits, while nu­
merous, are reached only by winding passages, 
confusing to those unfamiliar with them. A 
demand is cow being made that all of the 
theatres shall be lighted by electricity.

The London Lancet makes the best sugges­
tion yet for the handling of a theatre crowd 
in cases of panic. It asks that theatres, so 
far as discipline is concerned, be placed io the 
hands of the Home Secretary, who shall have 
a special corps of officials not conoected with 
the theatre iu a§y way, who will stand io the 
passages, wearing distinct uniforms, for the 
pûrpose of controlling the audience and to 
direct them to the exits. This paper calls 
attention to the fact that crowds are handled 
on board ship without panics in ths face of 
the most serious disasters. If there were a 
corps of proper officials on duty at the thea­
tres with authority to maintain discipline, 
the Lancet thinks that serious disasters iu the 
way of panics would be certainly avoided.

Henry Irving approves of this plan and 
saysthat he will be willing to pay his proper 
share to the fund of £10,000 per year towards 
the maintenance of Government supervision 
of theat.es.

KNOCKED DOWN BY A WOMAN.
Tne interest taken by women in gymnastic 

exercise is daily growing io England. At all 
of ths gymnasiums there are special instruc* 
tors for women. The value of this instruc­
tion has been shown in two instsnees during 
the week. The wife of a prominent London 
athlete, who is herse'f in training, was walk­
ing up the s‘airs of Highbury Station the 
other night to take a train. She was alone. 
It was 11 o’clock in the evening. A half-dr unk­
en man came down the stairs, put his arm 
around her waist and tried to kiss her. She 
wrenched herself free from his grasp, tcre off 
her yellow kid glove fiom her right hand, 
and then struck out straight from the should­
er, hitting the ruffian between the eyes and 
knocking him down some fifteen steps, badly 
shaking him and thoroughly sobering him 
from fright.

Annie Hill, manageress of the Priqpe’s 
Restaurant, Newcastle-on-Tyue, another lady 
athlete, seized a pickpocket, last Thursday 
who was tryiug to rob her, and dragged nim 
into a shop, where she held him until the 
police came to her relief.

The Salvation Army Case.—The evi­
dence for the defeace has been closed, and 
the case argued. Mr. L. P. Pelletier who re­
presented the defendants, reviewed the evi- 
deuce, pretending there was no proof against 
his clients and aided : Who were the mcm 
hereof the Salvation Army anyhow? He 
would venture to call them a lot of vagabonds 
who obstructed traffic in the streets and who 
did nçt belong to any recognized religion. It 
was in the name of good order in the city that 
this case should be dismissed and tho public 
were anxiously awaiting the decision of the 
Court. The permaneut existence of the Sal­
vation Army in the city was a permanent nui­
sance. There was no intolerance on the part 
of the citizens of Quebec who wished to get 
rid of so great a nuisance. Mr. Dunbar, 
Q.C., analysed the evidence to point out the 
proof against the accused and said that even 
those'who had no adnMiatiou for the Army 
should remember that the principle at stake 
was their right in a free country like ours to 
take part in a peaceful procetsiou. They had 
to be protected by the law ami Wsgner and 
others of that class bad no right to assume 
the breaking up of their ranks with impunity. 
He referred the Court to the case of Beatty 
against Gilbanks, in England, where it had 
beea decided that tho Salvation Army had a 
right to march through the street». There 
another body called the Skeleton Army has 
assumed to do exactly what Wagner and 
others had done in this case and the Court

tanks well cloved, or in isolated stores or build­
ings well ventilated and expressly adapted for 
that purpose by means of elevated sides or 
otherwise, so as to effectually prevent these 
at-ticles from overflowing or escaping from th 
places wherein they are kept or stored.

6tb. No person shall fabricate or store any 
of tbe articles mentioned in the preceding aee- 

> tion in any wooden building, or wooden build

Iing cased with brick, or other building covered 
with shingles or other wood, within the limits 
of the said nty, unless the said articles be kept 
in iron boxus or tanks well closed, or 

7th. No jierson shall fabricate or store any ol 
{tbe articles mentioned in tbe above fifth section 
I in aqy quantity exceeding that mentioned in 
I the said section, in any building at a distance 

of at least one hundred feet of any other build­
ing, and unless it be separated from other 
buildings by a stone or brick wall of n/ ess 
than ten feet bigb by at least twelve indie 
thick.

8th. It will not be neceavary vhat the said 
building be surrounded by a wail, as t Is men­
tioned in the next preceding section, is rnoh 
building be at a distance of more than three 
hundred feet from any other building ; but none 
of tbe herein above enumerated articles will in 
such cases be kept or stored in any other part 
of such building than tbe ground floor thereof, 
ard in no other higher story thereof ; and there 
must be no means of communication from tbe 
said building to any other building or store by 
•leans of a canal or sewer of any description 
whatever.

9th. Any person desiring to keep, store 
fabricate any of the articles mentioned in tbe 
said fifth section in a larger quantity than five 
barrels mu-t give notice thereof in writing to 
tbe Fire Committee ; designating in tbe said 
notice tbe building or place wherein be desires 
to keep, store, sell or fabricate tbe said articles, 
and the manner be intends doing so. Tbs 
officer appointe aforesaid, shall visit and 
examine and will report in wr ing
to tbe Fire Committee if the places are 
out conformably to tbe provisions of tbe present 
br-law.' On this report, tbe said Committee 
shall grant or refuse tbe permiusion asked for, 
according as it may see fat ; but such permis- 
siou will have to be approved by tbe said City 
Council

And tbe laid officer for such visit examina 
tion and report, will have a right to exact and 
receive for tbe said Corporation the sum heroin 
after fixed. Such permission, and that men­
tioned in tbe above-mentioned section, shall 
remain iu force from tbe dsy that it will bave 
been granted by tbe Council until tbs first day 
of May following, and will be annually renew­
ed on payment or $10 to tbe said City Clerk 
who will sign tbe said permission.

lOtb. The officer appointed as aforesaid by 
tbe said Council, besides tbe duties already 
prescribed to him by this by-law, will make, 
from time to time, a visit and examination of 
tbe places wherein any of the articles mention­
ed in tbe fifth section of tbe present by law 
will be kept, stored, sold or fabricated, to 
assure himself of the eiecution of tbe foregoing 
provisions, and be will prosecute, without 
delay, any offender against any one of tbe said 
provisions.

11th. Any person who shall refuse admusion 
to the said officer, or to any person appointed 
by the said Council, into a bouse, building, or 
place wherein any of tbe articles mentioned in 
the aforesaid fifth section, or oppose, or resist 
bis making tbe visit and examination in any of 
tbe cases wherein such visit and examination 
are prescribed by tbe present bv-law or shall 
use abusive language to bun, or shall assault or 
strike him, wLV incur, on conviction, a penalty 
not exceeding twenty dollars,
